With
regard to the criticism respecting the
great force of men kept 4t horne, he
said they were being trained with a
view to being sent abroad. If Church-
ill were to investigate this matter,
Tennant said, he would see that-large
reinforcements are about .to be sent
out. Tennant then referred to Church-
ill’s recommendation that large bed-
ies of troops be drawn from Asia and
Africa, saying it was an illusion to
think such a thing possible. In the
first place there was not a large num-
ber of men in these regions suitable
as soldiers in the European war. Even
if there were it would be impossible
to procure officers who knew the
languages and were able/to command
them. Moreover, the value of black
troops ‘was a very uncertain quantity.
If Churchill would look at the German
papers he could see how pleased the
Germans were at the idea of having
these troops employed by. the Allies.
In reply, Churchill said that when he
made his speech he had contemplated
having these armies ready by Septem-
ber, 1917, and believed officers could
learn the languages by that time.

RELIEF OF .SHACKLETON.

* LONDON, May 31.

A committee has been appointed by
the Admiralty to give information con-
cerning measures necessary for the
relief of Sir Ernest Shackleton and
his men now marooned in the Antarc-
tic. Premier Asquith informed - the
Commons of this development, and
said that Parliament would be asked
to provide money for the relief of the
expedition.

It Challenges Hamburg

The great canal connecting Mar-
seilles with the River Rhone, which
is destined to make Marseilles the
world’s. greatest port, was opened a
few days ago. The canal connects
London with the - Mediterranean by
an almost straight line, making Mar-
seilles the greatest gateway to the
east and rendering it the central clear-
ing house for all north American
trade.

Fifty miles long, it has taken fif-
teen years to build. Nearly five miles
of the canal consists of a subterran-
ean tunnecl seventy-two feet wide,
mgking it the widest tunnel in the
world. The subterranean waterway
is forty-five feet high. It was blast-
ed out of the rocky Nerthe Mountains
and is France’s most wonderful en-
gineering achievement.

The completion of the canal at this
moment demonstrates the enormous
resources that France is able to em-
ploy even at the height of the world’s
greatest war. It will enable Mar-
seilles to expand industrially along
the shores of the great canal and gulf
known as L’Etang de Berre, which
will now be studded with huge fac-
tories and warehouses. The plan is to'
make Marseilles a free fort port, .
which will give the final death blow.to
Hamburg. It is also planned to
erect storehouses for goods proceed-
J ing through the Panama Canal, par-
ticularly oil.

The canal was officially -opened re-
cently by Minister of Commerce
Etiennc Clementel, Minister of Pub-
lic Works Marcel Sembat, and Under
Secretary for Subsistence Josehh
Thierry, amidst scenes of tremendous
enthusiasm.

How Germans
are Fooled.

A neutral who recently visited Ber-
lin, says the thing that struck him
