Telegram would be pleased to
publicity to any reasonable objections
to the Conscriptién measure, (subject
to the Censor’s approval) it the same
were made by reasonable people. Un-
fortunately there is, in our midst a
class (and this refers particularly to
that section of the country at present
in mind) which is more than willing
that some one clse’s son volunteer to
fight for rights which they demand,
but are not prepared to do anything,
but talk, to maintain. They
quite satisfied to have the blood of
others shed in defence of their liber-
ties, deriving a smug gelf-satisfaction
from the knowledge that they are
quite safe so long as others stand be-
tween them and destruction. But ihe
moment it is found that in extreme
Lecessity, stern laws have tc be made
and enforced to carry on the strug-
gle, in that moment all that is petty,
all that is unpairictic, all that is sel-
fish, comes to the surface, and they
cannot rise to that standard which
places Empire before self. We should
not have referred to such a matter as
this at all, preferring to let rumours
that we had heard die a natural death,
but having received, by mail, some
letters containing comments on the
Telegram’s stand on Conscription we
feel that we owe a duty as much to
the Regiment as to ourselves to show
that we are not to be turned aside
from the stand we have taken. We
would not have it supposed for a
moment that this criticism of the
Telegram for unhesitatingly advocat-
ing the passing of the Conscription
Bill, is by any means general in the
gsections frem which we have learned
that such comes. We rather think
that it is but the mutterings of two or
three who have no higher ideal than
to live at the expense of the sacrifices
of others, and we shall be very much
mistaken if the strong Iloyalty and
patriotism of the masses can be in any
way undermined by the mouthings of
a mere handful of individuals. Rather
will that loyalty censure and con-
demn any and cvery attempt of the
pature mentioned, to turn aside from

the path of duty, in the gravest mo-
ment of our peril from the enemy,
any person from responding to the
call of heart snd country. The Tele-
gram places the Empire first, then
Newfoundland and last but not least
the Royal Newfoundland Regiment
and the Royal Newfoundland Naval
Reserve, and whatever this paper can

do toward helping maintain the tra-'

ditions of the one, the honour of the
other; and the strength of the Do-
minion’s land ani sea forces, will be
performed without fear, favor or af-
fection.

TAKE PRISON.

RAIDING PARTIES

. LONDON, To-day.
Increased activity was developed last
night by the German artillery in the
sectors east and northeast of Hebu-
terne as well as on the westerly side
of the Lys salient in Flanders, the
War Office announced to-day. British
raiding parties took numerous pris-
oners, and several machine guns, in
successful operations ‘ both by day
and night. The text of the official
statement reads: A party of our
troops raided the ecnemy trenches
south of Bucquoy, in daylight yester-
day, and captured fourteen prisoners
and two machine guns during the
night, and other successful raids were
carried out by us, east of Hebuterne
and south of Meuville Vilasse, result-
ing in the capture of fifteen prisoners
and a machine gun. Hostile raiding
parties were repulsed last night in

quoy, Festhubdrt and Marnis. The
enemy’s artillery has shown some-
what increased activity, particularly
in the Villers-Brettonneux and Der-
nancourt sectors.

THE BRITISH IN ITALY.

LONDON, To-day.

Enemy airplanes have been destroy-
ed by the British, in aif fighting on the
Italian fromt, since May 18th, it was
officially announced to-day in a sum-
mary of recent operations by the
British forces in Italy. One machine
was lost in this period. The situation
generally is quiet. The statement
says:. We successfully raided enemy
outposts both day and night. The
hostile artillery occasionally has
been slightly more active. Since May
18th, the Royal Air Force has carried
out numerous reconnaissances, far be-
hind the enemy lines, and collected
much useful information; many
bombs were ‘dropped on enemy hut-
ments and dugouts. In the air fight-
ing since May 18th, 24 airplanes were
destroyed and one enemy observation
balloon burped. During the period
we have not lost a single machine.

USING GAS SHELLS.

LONDON, May 26.

Field Marshal Haig’s report to-
night from the British headquarters
in France says: During the night.a
hostile raid was repulsed by the
French troops, in the sector north of
Baillepl. The shelling, repeated last
night in the Villers-Bretonneux sec-
tor, was heavy, consisting of gas
shells. There was heavy gas shelling,
also, this morning, west of Hinge.

GIVE THEM A CHANCE.

BELFAST, To-day.

Joseph Devlin, the Nationalist lead-
er, doesn’t accept the Government’s
statement regarding the alleged pro-
German conspiracv in Ireland, as all
conclusive of the verity of the charges.
He indicated this in a speech at Dun-
gannon to-day. “I am afraid,” he
said, “that the Covernment is in a
confused and panic stricken state of
mind and has goi the German plot
on the brain, Arrests have been made
on a wholesale scale of Irish men and
women, on vague charges, which Gov-
ernment are unable to prove. There
is only one way in which these charges
can be proved and that is by trying
them before a jury of their own
countrymen. No ex parte statements
containing indefinite and unsubstan-
tiated evidence, will satisfy men of im-
partial mind, and the Irish people will
not believe one of these charges, un-
til they are proven before the only
Tribunal which lovers of justice and
fair play recognize.

NEWFOUNDLANDER IN IT.

HALIFAX, To-day.

A mob consisting of soldiers, sail-
ors and civilians caused a riot in Hali-
fax on Saturday night, when the pol-
jce arrested a Newfoundland: sailor,
and are said to heve handled him
roughly, in a way that aggravated the
gathering crowd. They got him into
the police station, however, but the
mob surrounded the place and de-
manded his release, and stones were
thrown and the windows in the City
Hall were nearly all smashed. The
police were ‘?nnble to cope with the
situation, and' the Military were called
to assist. The mob demanded the re-

Sever-
al new raids have been carried out
successfully against German positions
by the American, British and French
forces, and some similar attempts by
the Germans were completely put
down. Heavy artillery duels have
been in progress on many sectors be-
tween the Germans and the British
and French. The shelling by the ene-
my of Field Marshal Haig’s positions,
northeast of Amiens, has been par-
ticularly heavy, gas projectiles being
used in great numbers, The Ameri-
cans in the Mont Didier sector have
carried out another of their raids,
sneaking from their trenches without
artillery support, and overwhelming
an enemy trench, where six Germans
were killed, and one soldier was made
prisoner by the Americans, who re-
turned to their own trenches. The
British, near Bucquoy, in a like adven-
ture captured 14 Germanseand two
machine guns and in two other raids
took 50 prisoners and a machine gun.

To Governor, St. John’s:

LONDON, May 25.

(Operations week ending, May 23.)—
There are four points of special inter-
est in connection with the week’s op-
erations on the western front. First,
Ais the continuous remarkable success
of the Australians in the Angle riv-
ers of the Somme and Ancre. Second,
is the very brilliant little operation
! whereby the French rectified and ad-
Scherpen-

. vanced their line between
berg and the Kemmel hills, so as to
give themselves the full benefit of sev-
eral minor operations in that sector
which they successfully carried out
‘.during the last few weeks. Third, is
Itlr_le very marked ascendancy in the
i air which the Allies established pver
{ the enemy, Fourth, is the almost eom-
plete lack of the enemy’s initiative in
their few undertakings being confin-
ed to local counter attacks all being
; unsuccessful. While there may be eon-

latter points the general impression
produced is that the enemy is gather-
ing himself together for a renewal of
his offensive on a grand scale. It is
'now seven weeks since the Semmr
offensive came to a standstill and four
' weeks since that on the Lys, or for the
latter five weeks, if taking Kemmel

Hill be regarded as a 'separate oper-:

‘ation, This may possibly have bheen
time enough for the enemy. o .restore
His men and dumps to a sufficient
standard, but it is very doubtful if he
can have satisfactorily established his
necessary transport arrangements. It
is probably the Royzl air force which
contributed to delay the enemy in ihis
matter.

Americans are steadily arriving, and
Minister Baker has announced that
half a million were already in France,
and the rate would be increased, but
the enemy knows there must be neces-
sary interyals hefcre the troops now
arriving from America can be put into
the line, a consideration which does
not apply to the trained men which he
himself has been constantly transpert-
ing from the eastern front. We may,
therefore, conclude that his present
superiority is in no immediate danger
of being disturbed and .decide that
gince the next atteck may be his last,
he will not launch it until he is abso~
lutely ready. If, however, the enemy
should open his attack in the immedi-
ate future it will be at a disadvaniage
of overhastily made preparations and
under force of other than purely mili-
tary considerations, As regards the
prospects of the campaign it is as fre-
quently pointed cut entirely a ques-
tion of reserves. Reserves may include
not only manpower ,but also time and
space. For every week’'s delay brings
the Allies acquisition of American
strength, while every yard of ground
exchanged for the enemy casualties
may also be counted to the credit of
reserve. Apart from the American
aid the manpewer situation is more
in the Allies favour thdn when the
German offensive began on March 21.
This is due to two causes, At ibat
time the enemy were able to concen-
trate numerically a greatly superior
force opposite the British front, thereby
leaving parts of th» French front com-
paratively lightly held. This could be
countered” cither by the French at-
tecking some such part of their own
front, or by the French army corres-

ndingly congentrating’ divisions te
?:rm a general resorve. For a num-
ber of reasons the latter égQurse was
adopted, but since the initiative was
with the enemy, and he was on the
interior lines the French could not
move nor commit an equal number of
division to those moved by the Ger-
mans., On this next occasion the Al-
lies will have the same choice in the
matter, but with added advantage of
unity in command. Secondly the en-
emy losses in the first part of the
campaign has been greater than the
Allies. The casualties he incurred in
the fighting were very nearly equal to
the reserves in the depots. Thus on
inow replacing his casualties from the
depots, he will huve a very small re-
serve left. . On the other hand the Al-
lied reserve is at least eaual to the
enemy's. Their tactics in the defance
are such as to reduce their own losses
to & minimum, while inflicting a max-
imum. .

tack. Hits were gecured on the quays,
! docks and enemy shipping, and re-
ports received state that most import-
ant material damage was caused. The
weather has allowed a resumption of
long-distance operations inte Ger-
many. The Royal air force teok full
advantage of the improved conditions,
and raids were carried out into Ger-
many on 5 days out of 7. Important
railway communications at Dieden-
hopte (Thionville) were bombed on
, three occasions, the station and sid-
ings at Metz wer# twice attacked, and
raids also were carried out on import-
ant military objectives at Saarbruc-
ken, Cologne and Landau, Northwest
| of Karlsruhe. Good bursts were ob-
‘gerved in a number of these raids,
and a number of fires and explosions
were caused. All evidence point to
the demoralizing effect - of frequent
penetration of German frontiers, par-
ticularly in the Rhine valley, where
lively dissatisfaction’ has been ex-
pressed with the anthorities owing to
the failure of the anti-aircraft mea-
| sures. Our activities this week have
brought heme once again to the enemy
in German territory the fact that only
during periods of unfavourable wea-
ther can they hope to enjoy immunity
from attacks,

The Food Ministry reports ration-
ing has undoubtedly proved success-
ful in lessening the rate of consump-
tion, despite leakages, which natural-
ly accompanied its inauguration in
some districts. Owing to the improve-
ment in imports, the ration of butch-
ers’ meat has been raised to 1 1b. per
head per week. This increase has
shown that the rationing system is
elastic, and done much to convince
the public that restrictions on con-
sumption will be relaxed when cir-
cumstances and -consideration of the
future safety permit. Steps are being
taken to restriet bringing to market
the home-produced stock, which at
present is immature. The quality of
the imported meat: still- gives ground
for complaint. The shortage in cheese
causes oconsiderable hardship. Na-
tional kitchens are being established
in increased numbers, and where pro-
perly managed the effect is great in
the saving of food without loss to the
municipality. The Board of Trade
reports that the British Government
has contracted to purchase from the
ginc producers' Association Propriet-
ary Ltd., of Australia, stocks of zinc
concentrates existing at the end of
1917, less reserves, subject to reason-
able protection of Australian require-
ments, also production from the be-
ginning of 1918, to the maximum ex-
tent of 52,000 tons per annum during
the war and one year after, and 300,-
000 tons per annum: for subsequent
nine years.
