Washington Letter

AnotherELEME FIGS . (By Our Own Correspondent ) 
Nov. 14th, 1924.

Henry Cabot Lodge, for thirty-one 
years Massachusetts Senator and up 
to the time of his death Republican 
leader In the Upper House, died at 
Charleston Hospital here late Sunday 
night after battling heroically against 
the Inevitable since receiving on Wed­
nesday, the day following the elec­
tion, the stroke from which he suc- 
combed. His death, besides removing 
from United States Legislative circles 
one of the most outstanding public 
figures In many generations, brings 
about unforseen changes In the legis­
lative branch of the government ma­
chinery. In addition to being leader 
in the Senate for the Republican 
party, the deceased statesman was 
chairman of the Senate foreign rela­
tions committee and his passing is 
the signal for much speculation here 
as to who will be the ones chosen to 
fill the vacencies he has left.

As Senator for Massachusetts it is 
freely stated that Mr. Lodge's suc­
cessor will be William M. Butler, 
chairman of the Republican national 
committee, and who it is said would 
have been senatorial nominee in 
Massachusetts this year but for the 
fact that the party depended on him 
to lead it to success at the polls. 
Butler would attain his seat iu the 
Senate by appointment under the 
Massachusetts State law which au­
thorizes the Governor of that state to 
appoint a successor to Senator Lodge 
who shall hold ofiice until the next 
biennial election which does not take 
place till November, 1926.

The mantle of the chairmanship of 
the foreign relations committee falls 
on the shoulders of Senator Borah of 
Idaho according to the rule of senior­
ity prevailing in the Senate and it’ is 
generally agreed that in this import­
ant office the new incumbent will add 
considerably to his already wide re­
putation as a statesman and diplo­
matist. Next to Senator Lodge him­
self, perhaps Borah has been as 
prominent a figure In international 
politics in recent years as any man in 
the United States Legislature. As 
chairman of the Senate foreign re­
lations committee, however, he is not 
calculated to contribute greatly to 
the peace and contentment of the Re­
publican household. His views re­
garding foreign relations are known 
to be widely divergent from those of 
Secretary Hughes in many important 
essentials. Borah was one of the 
Republican "irrecpncilables” who pre­
vented the ratification of the Versail­
les treaty containing the League of 
Nations covenant while he has also, 
In the past, vigorously favored the 
recognition of Russia, If Hughes re­
mains In the cabinet and Borah gets 
the chairmanship of the foreign re­
lations committee, President Coolldge 
may at times find It difficult to decide 
which one to harken to on matters 
cobcernfog foreign relations. For the 
leadership of the party In the Senate 
Senator Wadsworth of New York and 
Senator Curtis of Kansas are being 
discussed.

But one woman out of twelve who 
offered themselves as candidates for 
congressional honors in the recent 
election won her seat. Ordinarily, 
this would have been accepted as un­
mistakable evidence of general dis­
approval of female representation in 
the national legislature, but the suf­
fragette forces in the United States 
are determined not to regard such a 
temporary setback as a final blow to 
their political hopes and aspirations. 
Already they have a logical reason to 
advance why so many of their re­
presentatives went down to defeat— 
they represented the Democratic and 
Progressive causes. Like LaFollett 
himself, the women have only Just be­
gun to fight for their "rightful” place 
in the halls of the nation’s govern­
ment.

The outstanding feature of Wash­
ington’s observance of the sixth an­
niversary of Armistice Day 'was a 
visit to Arlington Cemetery by Presi­
dent Coolldge who placed a wreath 
on the tomb of the unknown soldier. 
The President was accompanied by 
detachments of the three armed 
forces of which he is the commander- 
ln-chlef.

MARKET LETTER.

It Is a habit among business statis­
ticians to measure the progress Of 
trade by indexes of production. Con­
clusions as to business activity are 
based upon such statistical exhibits 
as pig Iron production, the state of 
employment and the percentage of 
capacity at which mills and factories 
are running, As a matter of feet, such 
exhibits present only part of a picture 
ef business conditions, They do mea­
sure the rate of production but they 
take no account of consumption, And 
production end consumption do not 
always keep in step, in fact, they are 
quite badly out of step at the present 
time,

Bank clearnlgs and freight ear load­
ings are positive evidence ot a high 
rate of general conaumptlon. But eta- 
tistics ot production show It to bo far 
below normal. A high rate of consump­
tion and a low rate ot production can 
result in only one thing—eventual 
shortage of goods. For nearly six 
months, the production of goods has 
been very much below normal while 
consumption has been well above nor­
mal. The excess demand has been met 
from accumulated stocks of goods from 
the period of activity earlier In the 
year. It would seem that productive 
activity would have to pick up with 
rapidity to avoid a shortage of goods 
late this year or early in 1926. And 
shortages of goods make tor good 
business.

When a person needs an article and 
has the money to pay for it, he buys 
it. The producer of goods, however, 
must conduct his operations with due 
consideration to possible future de­
velopments. The high rate of con­
sumption and low rate of production 
In recent months, makes it seem prob­
able that the election was a very large 
factor In keeping business quiet For 
that reason trade reports will he of 
more than ordinary interest during 
the next few weeks. The overwhelm­
ing victory of the cônvervative party 
in England and of coolidge in the Un­
ited States would seem evidence that 
radicalism is on the wane throughout 
the world. This fact should go far to­
ward restoring confidence and paving 
the way for a broad and substantial 
industrial revival.

K’ng vs. Leonard GMIsple Held—Be­
fore a Special Jen-

After recess yesterday, Wm. Noel, 
Crown Lands Surveyor, wàa recalled 
and examined by Mr. Bradley. A copy 
of the plan submitted during the fore­
noon was exhibited to the Jury and 
the location of the wheel marks to the 
Jury pointed out by the witness. 
Twenty-tour feet from the stumps the 
first wheel mark was located and ten 
feet further along both wheel marks 
were seen. From the westward the 
stumps could bo seen a distance of 
about 400 feet. Witness could go 
west on the left side about 800 feet 
and still keep the bus In sight. On the 
right hand side the bus could be eeen 
600 feet from where It was parked. 
The stumps were about 10 Indies 
apart.

Cross-examined by Mr. Howley, 
witness said he could not tell how 
far distant he could see the stumps 
in the night time. He said it is touch 
more difficult to gauge distances in 
the night than in the day, even were 
it clear moonlight. Witness said it 
was about 180 feet from the front of 
the bus to where blood marks were 
seen on the road. When witness rtlflde 
plan of the position of bus the driver 
assured him that it was within Si* 
inches of the position it occupied on 
the n'ght of the tragedy. Measure­
ments of distances apart of objects 
in the court room as suggested in the 
forenoon were made by Mr. Noel.

George H. Pnrsons, examined by 
Mr. Hunt, said he attended the func­
tion at Donovan’s. It concluded at 
11.30. He first saw the bus by the 
second pole east of Donovans. Wit­
ness stood near the entrance of the 
conveyance. Looking west he saw a 
car about 250 yards distant. He saw 
the lights but heard no horn. As the 
car came along he walked to the front 
pt the bus but saw nobody there. The 
motor car was going very fast. He 
judged it passed at about 40 miles 
per hour. It was moonlight and he 
could see clearly. Witness saw tar 
etr’ke King. The deceased was 
slightly southeast of the bus, and 
near the centre of the road. About 
20 or 30 feet from the front of the 
bus. He did not notice the car slow 
down when it hit King. He appeared 
to be hit by the part of the car be­
tween the left mudguard and the 
light. Between the spot where King 
was hit and where his body landed, 
about twenty feet intervened. When 
witness reached King he was dead. 
The witness saw the car in the bush­
es and hearing a cry for help went 
in that direction. Witness thought 
that King’s body was not moved up 
to the time that the Inspector Gener­
al had arrived. Capt. Whitty’s body 
was located in the woods about 15 
feet west of the upturned car.

Cross-examined by Mr. HOwley,^ 
witness said he did not see King, 
Whitty or Lovetts when he went to 
the tront of the bus. It was the light 
of the car that enabled him to see 
King. Witness said that practically 
simultaneously with the hitting of 
King, the motor caî disappeared. 
Witness saw Leonard Reid after the 
accident. He was bleeding from the 
face, had no hat on and one of hie 
ehoes was gone. Witness saw . no 
evidence of intoxication on him.

Ke-examined by Mr. Hunt, wi&ess 
could not give the distance from 
where King was hit td where the car 
left the road. He thought that King 
was about 20 or 30 feet from the bus 
when he was hit He could not tell 
how far the upturned car was from 
the motor bus. Witness saw Leonard 
Reid after the accident but was not 
speaking to him.

Wm. R. Slaytor, Lieut, on H. M. S. 
Constance. Examined by Mr. Brad­
ley, witness said he left his ship at 7 
o’clock and went out to a house on 
Topsail Hill in Mr. Crostoe’s car. 
There were 8 or 9 people from the 
city diding with the ship’s company. 
Before dinner they smoked and had a 
Cocktail. They did not get up from 
the table until near 11 p.m. They got 
Into the motor cars and went away 
from town, then they turned back. 
Witness was sitting in the front seat 
with Leonard Reid and Clift Pater­
son. In the rear seat there were five 
people. The car was stopped at the 
top of the hill (Topsail) as they 
could not get her Into top gear. They 
did not succeed, and then proceeded 
only to stop again. A car passed 
while they were stopped. Reid fixed 
the car and they proceeded towards 
town. They did not stop long cn the 
second occasion. Next they passed a 
car going in the same direction. Pci- 
lowing they saw the tail Hght Of a 
bus. They were then about 100 yards 
listant. Witness remembered hie car 
bad good headlights. After sighting 
Ihe bus they slowed down, but noth­
ing abnormal. He thought they were 
ioing at a safe speed. Witness has 
seen a driver for the past twelve 
rears. He gave it as his opinion that 
it that time the car was travelling 
shout 30 milee per hour. Witness 
turned to talk to Lt. Burrows and 

’.hen felt the car swerve. He turned

to the front and saw a man near tho 
left mufiguard. The car still swerved 
to the right and then, until he regain­
ed conscousness he saw nothing. 
Witness did not know lt the car had 
a speedometer or not. There was 
good visibility that night. Witness 
gave a Hat of some alcoholic drinks 
they had at the dlnear. Mr. Bald had 
the same as witness except he we* not 
sure If he (Reid) had any liqueur. 
Witness said he regained consoous- 
nsss about 6 or « yards distant from 
the car, He ran toward! the machine, 
at the same time ihoutlng to acme 
people on the rood. He thought that 
Reid wee pinned under the car, but 
he appeared from behind him. With 
assistance they lifted the car cn one 
side and Burrows and Paterson crawl­
ed from under. They then lifted the 
other side of the car and removed the 
bodies nf Duder, Harrison, Burrows 
and O'Gellnghen. He only met Mr. 
Reid on the football field before that 
night Crosble was not a member of 
the team. The dinner lasted a long 
time, speeches were made. They had 
a cocktail, a glass of cherry and a 
whiskey and soda, whilst at dinner. In 
eonnect'oii*with the whiskey a6d soda 
Reid had a remarkably small drink, 
and the party were laughing at him 
for lt. After this there was a /rort 
and a liqueur, but he was not sure 
that Reid had a liqueur. They tufa 
had another whiskey; he was passed 
the bottle; there was a small drink 
in it, and he split tt with Retd. Driv­
ers of cars are always nervous when 
driving with strange drivers, but he 
considered Reid a perfectly safe driv­
er. The top gear Is the one the car 
generally runs on. Reid got under 
the oar and fixed the trouble, he was 
not long at it and after this every­
thing was alright. In passing the car 
on the road coming out there was no 
difficulty. In his profession witness 
got training in visibility at sea. but 
not on the land. When he saw the 
bus first he-did not know what it was. 
When he turned around to speak to 
the man behind him, he thought there 
was ample room to pass. Coming 
along that night, the car was hard 
down on the springs, and they were 
not getting the full benefit of the 
springs. Witness was not sure 
whether the car hit the man cn the 
side of the road, or not. The car gave 
a very noticeable swerve, but lie 
would say the wheel went hard 
over. After the car turned over he 
called to Leonard Retd first, because 
he thought he would be pinned to the 
wheel as he was in the most danger­
ous position. After the accident there 
was a considerable amount Of excite­
ment. When the car slowed down, 
witness noticed it. The speed was 
not excessive in his opinion. In an­
swer to Judge Kent, Witness could 
not say whether or not the horn blew,- 

Claude Hall, sworn and examined 
by Mr. Hunt. Witness lives is town 
and is at insurance business. On the 
night of Sept. 15th witness was on 
Topsail Road, coming home, about 
11.30. He was In ML Peddtgrew s 
car. They had gone as far as Seal 
Cove. Coming out they saw Mr. Reid’s 
car which was stopped and witness’s 
car stopped to offer assistance; he 
did not know What Was said but it 
was sufficient for them to go on. The 
same car passed them about midway- 
between Octagon Pond and Donovan ... 
They knew it was the same car, from 
the number on it, they looked up the 
register list. They sometimes did 
this. Mr. Ped'grew’s oar was going 
about 18 miles an hour. Witness 
could not be an authority on the speed 
of a car. Asked how fast Mr. Retd’e 
car was going when it passed (Mr. 
Howley objects.). Witness does not 
know hew far It Is from Octagon Pond 
to Donovan's; he did not know how 
long they were going from the Octa­
gon to where Reid’s car passed, he 
would not be able to say how fast lt 
was going. Witness would say lt was 
getiig about as fast again as their car 
was going. Witness's car continued 
on until they got to Donovan’s where 
they were hailed by Capt. Long. They 
saw a man lying In the road, dead. 
It was Lieut. King. The hue wa« on 
the road east of Donovan's gate, about 
near the second pole, Leonard Raid's 
car was in the ditch, further east, on 
the other side of the road; it was 
turned over. Witness saw the five 
other bodies, they were off the road. 
Whitty’s body was about fifteen feet 
off the road. Witness was the first to 
handle Whitty’s body. (Points on 
plan where body was found).

Cross-examined by Mr. Emerson. It 
would be extremely difficult to judge 
the speed of Retd's car when It pass­
ed. Mr. Pedlgrew pretty regf/ifly 
went at the same speed us »/ that 
night. They took out the registered 
numbers of cars when Reid’s passed. 
Up to the time they arrived there had 
bêen apparently no effort made to do 
anything" with the bodies. Their car 
was the last to come out from Dono­
van’s that night. He didn’t hear the 
bus driver being Instructed to go for 
a doctor, and can’t say tt he did go. 
When witness arrived at the scene 
there was much excitement, the most 
was apparent in the occupants of the 
Reid car. There were not many G. 
W. V. A. people around.

Many Pedlgrew, sworn, examined 
by Mr. Hunt. Witness remembered 
being on the Topsail Road on the 
night Of Sept. 16th. They left Upper 
Gullies tor town at 10.30. On the top 
of Topsail Hill there was a cir. stop­
ped and they stopped and offered as­
sistance. Later the car passed Wit­
ness, who was going about 18 miles

an hour. Witness could net àay how
fast their car would be going, it bus la È2 feet long by 80 Inches wide.

was on the bus Wae in the yard,

would be less than five minutes after, 
they reached Donovan’s when they 
were stopped and told there was ft 
man dead and lt wae Lieut. King. 
Alter this witness went to the car 
which waa upturned and helped to 
relie It. The body of Harrison was 
hauled out and witness began artific­
ial respiration on lt. Coming towards 
their own car after this, witness in 
company with Mr. Hall, saw an object 
off the road, and going to It Mr. Hall 
eald It wae Whitty’s body. The body 
wae fouhd about five yards east of 
the itump. Hall was the first to step 
in to the holy, Witness sew the 
stump that night. Before the bus wm 
removed witness, with Jack McGrath 
and Patrick Grace, marked the place 
whir# Klng’a body waa found.

Edward Carey» sworn, examined by 
Mr. Bradley. Witness is a chauffeur. 
On the night of Sept. 18th He went to 
Topeall; he took out Mr. Charles Tay­
lor, who lives about a mile this side 
of Topsail, Whilst stopped at Mr. 
Taylor’s house, two oars passed, first 
Mr, Crosbie’s and after Mr. Reid’s. 
About a mile after leaving Mr. Tay­
lor's house, coming to town, witness 
passed Mr. Rel,d’e car, parked on the 
right side of the road. Witness stop­
ped his Car because there were five 
men on the road In front of Mr. Reid’s 
car. As far as he could see there 
were eight men with the car on the 
road, Which was Mr. Reid’s. Two of 
them came ever to witness’s car and 
began to put out his lights. Mr. Dud­
er came to witness and excused the 
men; Mr. Reid did the same. Mr. 
Reid asked witness where he could 
get water. The five men witness saw 
on the road were cherry, witness 
would say they were under the in­
fluence of liquor. Mr. Reid did not 
appear to be in the same condition.

Cross-examined by Mr. Howley. 
Witness would class five men drunk 
and Mr. Reid sober.

Malcolm F. Chambers, sworn, ex­
amined by Mr. Bradley. On the even­
ing of Sept. 15th, witness was in to 
Donovan's at a farewell party to Mur­
phy. Marshall’s J>us brought them 
in. The bus stayed in all the tinie and 
was parked In the yard whilst the 
dinner wae on. When the bus left the 
yard it went to the road a.-ound the 
left corner, and parked well on the 
left. After waiting around a little 
while witness got in the bus. The 
seats in the bus run in three different 
ways; The tail light was on the car, 
two lights In the body of the bus and 
the head lights were on, dimmed. 
When witness got in the bus there 
were two or three in It. Before he got 
in the bus he saw King, Whitty and 
Lovatt, on the road, also DoOdy. Whilst 
Witness was in the bus he heard a car 
pass th» -door. There was quite ’ ft 
commotion. There was the sound of 
the exhaust and a rush of wind, he 
could feel it in the bus. After this he 
heard Doody call out that King Was 
killed. The night was a fine one and 
clear, but at this particular time the 
witness was not sure If the moon was 
Shining. Just before witness got In 
the bus, King was about the centre 
of the road, Whitty was on his right

and Lovatt on Whitty’s right. All 
three men were going towards town 
Just prior to hearing the rush of the 
car witness -heard no hern or saw no 
lights. After getting Otit of the bus 
witness went directly to the body he 
saw in the road. Witness saw the 
Inspector General that night. The 
body of King had not been removed 
when he arrived. Witness saw Reid's 
ear off the road, It lay at right angles 
to the road. After helping to get 
some men from under the car witness 
went to try and find Whitty. Witness 
was there when one of Whitty’s check 
hooks wm picked up, somewhere near 
the two stumps that were on the side 
of the road, the check book WM some­
where to the south of the stumps. 
When he heard the rush ho knew it 
was a car or bus.

NeH Patrick, sworn, examined by 
Mr. Hunt. On the night of Sept. 15th, 
witness went to a dinner party at 
Donovan's; they came out somewhere 
about midnight. They went in to 
Donovan’s in the bus, which was in 
the yard when the dinner was over. 
Wpen witness came down from the 
house the bus was parked on the aids 
of the road and he got in; there were 
several in the bus "at the time. Before 
getting in the bus witness saw King, 
Whitty, Lovatt and Doody on the 
road. After getting In the bus there 
was a car passed along; than sudden­
ly there was a alienee, and he got out 
and saw King's body. The last time 
witness saw the men on the road was 
about two or three minutes before the 
car came, they were on the right aide 
of the bus, at the time. When they 
came out of Donovan’s there was no 
cheering, everything was quiet. Wit­
ness knew nothing of the motor car 
until it was in the ditch.

Cross-examined by Mr. Howley. 
Witness could not remember the 
names of all who were in the bus 
when he got tie, but there were 
Grouchy, Grace, Woodman and Mc­
Grath. The hue waa about thirty or 
forty yards on the town side of Dono­
van’s gate. Whitty and King were on 
the right of the door of the bus; as 
to their movements after, witness did 
not know.

Horatio Grouchy, sworn, examined 
by Mr. Bradley. Witness is a chauf­
feur for Marshall’s garsge, be drives 
a bus. On the night of Sept. 15th lie 
went to Donovan’s with a party of 14 
G. W. V. A. men; whilst the dinner

After dinner witness brought the ,bUS 
to the road, where his party got on 
board. At the time there were tall 
lights, parkin* lights and lights in the 
bus. After bringing the Bus to the 
road witneee stayed In it Hs saw 
three msn en the road te the right 
and ahead, Witness did not remem­
ber seeing them move, they appeared 
to be getting a «moke. Ihortly after 
witneee hierd a rush and nttérwafds 
he saw what caused the bush. He 
•aw a man hit, and he saw the man 
pitch and fall about ahead of the 
radiator of the bus. Witness could 
not say how far the men went bsfer» 
he pttehed, Witness then Jumped 
from ms seat and ran te where the 
car was, he never looked at the dead 
men. Witnese at this time did not 
know what had happened to Whitty 
or Lovett he saw no lights of ths car 
or heard a hern.

The car wm bottom up in the ditch 
at right angles to the read. Witness 
has been on the scene since with his 
hue. He was sent for by the Inspec­
tor General, whe asked him to put 
his bus in the same position as it was 
on the night of the accident. The im­
pression of the tire» wae on the grass 
and he thought they were pretty 
near the correct position. The bus 
went up In. the yard and ran down tho 
same as on the night Of the accident. 
There are windows all around in the 
bus.

Cross-examined by Mr. Emerson. 
Witnete has been driving a ear for 
twelve years, and did much driving at 
night It la difficult to Judge distance 
at night From the time witness saw 
the car until lt went over the bank 
he could not Judge the speed lt was 
going. When they went out nett day 
the place appeared somewhat differ­
ent than lt had been in the night. Af­
ter coming out of Donovan’s yard 
they would have to take a big sweep. 
The next day, when no went out he 
knew the number of pole# that were 
there. Before the accident he saw 
Whitty and King standing near the 
bus. King wae nearest the centre o! 
the road; when he wae hit, witness 
did not know who it was. He had no 
idea as to how fast the car was going. 
Shortly after hitting King it went 
over the road!

At this point the Court adjourned 
until ten o’clock this morning.

TO-DAY’S PROCEEDINGS-
Midshipman Heller, sworn, exam­

ined by Mr. Hunt, said he went to 
Hollands’ at Topsail on the evening 
of the 15th inst. He went'out in Mr. 
Leonard Reid's car. At the dinner all 
the guests partook of refreshments. 
When the car left Hollands’ the party 
went west; then they turned to come 
towards town. Witness sat on the 
floor of the car . He could not sêo 
anything. The first thing he noticed 
was the car turning to the right and 
slewing down. The difference of the 
speed wae enough to make him sit 
up and take notice. He 6âw the bus, 
lt was then ahead,of the car hut fair­
ly close. After passing the bus he 
saw the men quite close. He could 
not form any Opinion as to the speed 
df the car. It was going at the usual 
speed for the type of make. It did not 
seem to he going excessively. "Not at 
all excessive for Safe driving. Some­
where around 30 miles per hour." 
The three men appeared to be near 
the bonnet of the bus at the time the 
car reached the bus. Twc of the men 
appeared to clear out of the way b«* 
the car struck the one on the left. 
Just before he was hit the car was 
swerved to the right and he appeared 
from the reaulting jar to be hit by the 
mudguard. As the man waa hit the 
car continued on down and swerved 
over the bank. The front wheels 
■topped and the car appeared to awing 
round. Witness vlaited the scene on 
the following Wednesday. He saw 
the wheel marks where the machine 
left the road. Witness was knocked 
partly clear of teh car. The car’s 
lights were burning coming out the 
road. He thought Reid blew hie horn 
as he would hare noticed if he did not.

Croes-examined by Mr. Emerson. 
Witneee said the car went over the 
bank at the point where it hit King. 
The driving of Mr. Held was not that 
of one under-the influence of liquor. 
Witness saw Retd after the accident 
and he appeared dishevelled. Wit­
ness thought the ’«peed when they 
paesed the bus was quite-reasonable. 
The back of the car swung towards 
St. John’s when It went over the 
bank. It was pivoted more or less 
on the front wheels. #

Ernest P. Woodman, sworn, exam­
ined by Mr. Hunt. Witness wae a 
member of the Q. W. V. A. paity at 
Donovan’s. The bus was parked In 
the ^rard until after dinner end then 
It was moved down to the left side 
of the road. Witnese Was not sure 
it there were light# on when he got 
Into the bus. He sat Cn the hack seat 
and was probably the first In. Those 
who came in were quiet. He heard 
no horn and the only warning of the 
car coming was the-rushing sound. 
He saw nothing but heard a shout 
that Somebody was killed. He got 
out and saw the body of King lying in 
tront of the bus.

Leo O’Dea* sworn, examined by Mr. 
Bradley. Witness said he was at the 
G. W. V. A. party at Donovan’s. After 
the dinner be went out In the yard. 
The bus was there but was moved to 
the Topsail Road about ten minutes 
afterward#. H was parked about 30 
yards from the gate and was close to 
the side. Its left wheels, h» thought, 
would be on the grass. Tlie first he 
knew Was hearing someone say that 
there was an accident He went to 
the right hand side of the road, about 
16 feet in the woods and saw hie car 
ditched. Witness aaw Klng’a body- 
lying about 20 yards ahead cf the 
bus. It had tot been moved. Witness 
after viewing the scene went to Don­
ovan's to get help.

Cross-examined by Mr Howler. 
’Witness said he was standing by the 
road when Reid’s car pa ired He 
heard no noise.

Re-examined by Mr. Bradley. Wit­
ness said he was standing at the side 
of the bus when he reckoned the dis­
tance at which King’s body lay.

Mr. Howley by permission re-cross- 
examlned witness re the distance that 
King’s body lay, and a comparison 
was made by objects in the Court 
room.

John Murphy, sworn, examined by 
Mr. Hunt. Witness said he went out 
to the dinner given him by ihe G. W. 
V. A., in Marshall's bus. The dinner 
was over at 11.30. He came cut of 
the hostel at a quarter to twelve. The 
bus was then on the road. Witness 
spoke to some of the gathering in the 
yard and then went back where he re­
mained until the news came of King 
being killed. He went down the roal 
and remembered seeing the bus with 
its headlight in line with -he second 
telegraph pole from the gate. (Wit­
ness was called 'from the stand and 
explained from the plan the position 
of the bus). He saw the headlights-

and those Inside but did not notice 
the tail lights. He then went on and 
saw the body of King lying between 
60 and 70 feet In front of the bus. On 
the right side of the road no saw tho 
car in the ditch. It was about 90 or 
100 feet ahead of the bus. It was ov­
erturned with the engine part nearest 
the road. Witness assisted in up- 
righting the machine and taking out 
the bodies. He recognized Clinton. 
Duder. After which he went to look 
for Capt. Whitty. Then he saw a man 
in the woods with a lantern and go­
ing there he saw the body. It was 
lying about 50 or 70 yards on the Top­
sail side of the upturned car. Some­
body was performing artificial res­
piration. The Inspector General and 
Supt. O’Neil then came on :he scene, 
after which Witness picked up a 
cheque book. (Cheaue book exhibited 
and recognized as belonging to Capt. 
Whitty. Witness picked it up on the 
gulley side of the stump on the side 
of the road. (Position of stump and 
place where cheque bock was nickel 
up pointed out on plan!. There were 
mud marks oft the boon as it was 
found in the wheel track of the Reid 
car. The track was quite plain, made

so by the assistance of a flashlight. 
The track was going tsoswsrda. 7771- 
ness could not tell hoxv far it was ap­
parent on either side of the stump.

Cross-examined by Mr. Howley. 
Witness said he made an examination 
of the car tracks about 40 minutes 
after the accident. There were dis­
tinct marks of the car on both sides 
of the stump. Shown cheque book 
witness recognized a cheque drawn 
by G. J. Whitty in favor of Mrs. 
Hughes. It was dated Sept. 15. 1924, 
but the amount was not filled in.

Re-examined by Mr. Hunt witness 
said Capt. Whitty organized the din­
ner.

Patrick Grace, sworn, examined by 
Mr. Howley. Witness was at Dono­
van’s on the night of the IBtb inst. 
The party arrived about 9 o clock and 
the dinner ended about 20 minutes to 
twelve. When the witness went out­
side the bus was . in the yard. Hu 
went into the hotel and on coming out 
again he saw the bus down on the 
left hand side of the road. There 
were four_ or five people in the bus 
when be arrived. He did not particu­
larly remember any one on the road

He then gave instructions to have 
Reid’s car brought to Fort Townsend 
where It is at present 

There was no cross-examination. 
Recess was taken until 2.30. It is 
possible that all the Crown witnesses 
will be heard this evening. To-morrow 
morning the jury will visit the lo­
cality where the accident occurred 
and view the Reid car at the Central 
Fire Station Barn.

Inspector pencil Hutchings exam­
ined by Mr. Hunt. Witness said he 
received a message at twenty minu­
tes past twelve on the morning of 
the accident saying that there was 
an accident out at Donovans and that 
two men had been killed. He pro­
ceeded there in his car with the 
superintendant and a couple of con­
stables. He arrived on the scene at 
12.40. First on arrival he saw the 
bus near Powers house, coming to­
ward town. Mr. Grace jumped out 
of the bus and directed the Inspector 
General to where the body of Clinton 
Duder and Burrows lay. There was 
a crowd around and he asked what U/XDÇT ÇTARI F DIT^C 
happened. Lt. Sleator came up and llV/IVOEi »J » HULL IX V VJv 
said he could tell. Sleator shouted to 
Reid, who came on the scene. He was 
questioned by the I. G. and said he 
was coming out the road and saw a 
red light which he took to be the 
tail light of a car. He hauled out 
and saw in front some men, and in 
trying to escape" them he went over 
the bank. He thought that Reid had 
some liquor in. The witness went 
and viewed the body of O’Callagan.
Next he saw Harrisons, then Whitty’s 
and following this he was shown the 
body of Lt. King.' The latter was 
lying on the north side of the road 
with the feet inclined towards the 
center. Witness made a cross on a 
fence to mark the location where the 
body lay. (Plans previously put in 
evidence, were explained to the jury 
by the witness.) The distance from 
stump to where King’s body was found 
was 55 feet. From a blood mark to a 
point opposite the stump was 50 feet.

.Tlie spot where Whitty’s body was 
found was 66 feet from the stump and 
twelve feet from a motor car track 
(when it left the road) on the south 
side of the road, and 19 feet from a 
tree that had been barked by the car.
The stumps were on the gulley side 
of the road, and twelve feet from them 
there was a road leading towards 
the station. The car had been up- 
righted when witness saw it. He was 
present when Whitty’s bank book 
was picked up by, Mr. Murphy. It was 
picked up in a car track about 12 in­
ches distant from the stump. Witness 
came back to the police station at 
about 2 a.m. and visited the scene in 
the morning at 6.30. An examination 
of the ground was mad,e. Two motor 
tracks were seen running from the 
stumps towards Topsail, distance 
about 107 feet. From stumps towards 
town for a distance of 24 feet there 
was not a sign of a track. For the 
next 24 feet or so a track showed un­
til it disappeared over the embank­
ment.
