Mr. Grant presented the petition of
W. A. Robertson and others asking that a
bill be introduced to protect the mechan-

Hon. Mr. Robson laid before the
House the petition of the corporotion of
Vancouver asking for certain amendments
to their act of incorporation.

Mr. Ladner presented the petition of

Mr. T. Davie presented the petition of
William Wilson, in 7¢ the mining law.

The petitions were read.

RECEIVING PETITIONS.

The petitions of the city of Victoria,
asking for an amendment to the ‘‘Official
Map Act ;” of the residents of Lillooet, in
regard to the liquor license held by Ah
Foo, a Chinaman ; and of J. A. Laidlaw
and others, in re incorporation of the
Burnaby Lake Improvement Co., were
read and, received. The second named
was ordered to be printed.

OUT OF ORDER,

l'gt; Speaker ruled that éhe six petitions
presented by the hon. member for Yale
were out of order, as they were addressed
to the Lieutenant-Governor in Council.

The petition presented by the hon. |

member for Nanaimo was also read out of
order, inasmuch as it asked for an appro-
priation.

On motion, the standing orders were
suspended, in order that the petition ask-
ing for an amendment to the act of incor-
poration of the city of Vancouver might
be read and received.

REPORTS.

Col. Baker presented the report of the
committee on standing orders and private
bills, reporting the bill to incorporate the
National Electric Tramway and Lighting
Co. complete with amendments. Report
received.

The standing committee reported com-
plete with amendments the acts to incor-
porate the New Westmiuster Southern
Railway Co. and the New Westminster
and Vancouver Short Line Railway Co.
Report received.

PRIVILEGE.

Mr. Higgins rose to a question of privi-
lege. Owing to illness, he stated, he had
been compelled to absent himself from the
House on Thursday afternoon. ° By the
report in THE CoroNisT and the papers
of the House he saw that several impor-
tant questions, in which he took great
interest, had been disposed.of. The hon,
president of the council was also reported
as having said that the absent members—
himself included—were not sick. They
had been attending the Vancouver ban-
quet.

Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir—What'’s the mat-
ter with that ?

Mr. Higgins—I did not attend the
Vancouver banquet. I might possibl
have not been taken sick, if I had)j
(Laughter.) He had had an amendment
to one of the important bills which were
disposed of on Monday, which he con-
sidered a very good one. ' He was sorry
that the bill?:lad come up when he was
absent. He had had no desire to shirk
the vote on his amendment, and wished
the House so to understand.

Mr. Humphreys, that a respectful ad-
dress.be presented to His Honor, the
Lieutenant-Governor, praying that he
will strengly point out to the Dominion
Government the very urgent necess
that exists for providing for the '
of a mail once every month from the first
day of April te the last day of October in
each year, and at least three times dur-
ing the intervening winter season, be-
tween Victoria and Skidegate and Masset
Inlet, Queen Charlotte Islands, by steam-
ers having accommeodation for passengers.

The hon. mover pointed out briefly the
growing importance of that part of the
province which was mentioned in his re-
solution. A few weeks ago a number of
fishermen went up to establish fishing sta-

skil, one of the finest fish that swims.
Queen Charlotte Island was a most im-
portant mineral locality, and a large band
of horses and cattle was now running
wild uponit. That part of the country
contributed more than one-fifth of the ex-
ports of the province, the total amount-
ing to $926,000 last year. Figures were
given to show the commercial importance
of the northern part of the province,
which was certainly ‘entitled to better
mail accommodation than at present pro-
vided.

Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir suggested that
twice 8 month was better than once a
month, and advised that the resolution be
so amended.

Hon. Mr. Robson thought that the hon.
member for Cassiar was deserving. not
only of support, but of eredit. The gov-
ernment had been considering the ques-
tion of providing mail service up the
mainland, where important timber and
mineral interests were located, to the
points mentioned and Texada Island.

RAILWAY SUBSIDIES.

To THE EpITor:—In a letter which you
kindly published for me a couple -of days
ago, it was stated that the government
had agreed to give the Shushwap and
Okmzon Railway, fifty miles in length,
two hundred thousand dollars — the
Federal government to ive one
hundred and  sixty thousand dollars
likewise. ~The provineial government:
have already borrowed this money, and
so the provincial people will have to pay
an interest of eight ($8,000) thousand
dollars per-annum for ever for a road not
belonging to them but o a company, over
whom the public have no control. The
government did not make a stipulation
that when the company ‘‘paid ” the gov-
ernment should receive a share of the pro-
fits in proportion to their paid up capital,
viz., $200,000.

In some letters kindly published by
Tae CoroNist for me a couple of years
ago, I considered this m to be per-
nicious, and suggested that in place there-
| of the governments should not suppl
part of the capital, but ‘guarantee bondi
bearing interest at two per cent per an-
num upon a fixed amount for a
termin: period, say twenty years.
That by adopting this system any
bona fide company with a good show-
ing could float any mi.lwnivf, having a de-
cent prospect of paying. no prospect,
no company anyhow! (Money invested
in consols only realize 24 per cent.) And
further that as this guarantee of two per
cent. must be paid out of the income of
the province no everlasting provincial
debt would be ineurred. Had this been
done, the Shuswap would have received
$4,000 for twenty years, being two per
cent. annually upon $200,000 worth of
bonds, whereas now the government ‘has
to pay $8,000 per annum, saddling the
province wil a permanent debt
into the  bargain! Even if the
government had guarauteed four per cent.

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ONTARIO AGITATED.

The anti-Jesuit agitation is going on in
Ontario in some quarters fiercely, while
Protestant Quebec still continues cold and
undemonstrative. In the former pi'o-.
vince the Jesuits are denounced in the
press and from the pulpit and platform,
and those who do not take part in the
agitation or who deprecate it are re-
proached as lukewarm Protestants. The
political parties still hold themselves
aloof, and they are both bitterly con-
demned by the agitators. Sir John Mac-
donald is censured for not disallowing the
Act of the Quebec Legislature granting
the Jesuits $400,000; and the Liberals are
blamed for not joining the agitators in
their condemnation of the Government.
Many clergymen are prominent in the No-
Popery movement, but there are some
who cannot see their way to give it their
countenance. Among these are the Angli-
can clergymen of Toronto. Some time
ago they met to discuss the subject and
the conclusion they came to was that they
did not know enough about it to form-
ulate a policy regarding it. - They how-
ever appointed a committee to enquire in-
to the matter and the committee reported
to the effect that they had not been able to
collect sufficient information to warrant
them in taking the responsibility of pro-
nouncing upon ‘so serious a question.
The clergymen of the Church of England
of Toronto are evidently not disposed to
take part in this religio-political agitat-
tion. The Ministerial Association of that
city, which is composed of clgrgymen of
many denominations, have also taken the
matter up. It was warmly discussed at
one of their meetings held about a week
ago. There was, the Globe says, con-
siderable difference of opinion. Resclu-
tions were moved, but no decision was
arrived at. They were to meet again to
discuss them. That second meeting has
taken place, and we shall see what was
done in due time. It does not appear
that the agitation has extended to the
Maritime Provinces, or west to Manitoba
or the Northwest Territories. Here, in
British Columbia, we hear the din of
the battle afar off, but we regard it with
a mild interest. British Columbians do
not appear to think that the Protestant
religion is in danger because the Legisla-
ture of Quebec has given $400,000 of the
money of the province to the Jesuits as a
compensation for property appropriated
by the Government.

4 SILLY MOTION.

‘‘Billy” is, we find, an unparliamentary
word but it is nevertheless at times an
exceedingly useful one. No other word
in the dictionary so well characterizes the
act of a Nova Scotia member of Par-
lisment in placing on the notice paper a
motion to annex the New England States
to Canada. © Such'a motion is silly in the
extreme. No one in either the Atlantic
States or Canada dreams that such a
thing ds even . remotely--possible. - The
member who ‘would seriously submit such
a motion for the consideration of the
Parliament of Canada would be set down
by sensible men on both sides of the
House as a foal. They might be too
polite to tell the honorable member what
they thought of him in plain terms, but
they would take some way of letting him
know their opinion of him and
his motion. There is no people in
the world more ‘intensely national than
the Americans, and of all Americans the
people of the New England States are the
most patriotic. Have they not given
their distinctive name to all Americans?
To the foreigner all citizens of the United
States are known as ‘““Yankees.” ~ And is
not the national air a New England tune
set to New England words ? The strains
of ““Yankee Doodle,” stir the spirit of the
loyal American citizen asno other music,
however fine it may be, can do. 1s not
the Great Republic i‘self personified by
a long, lank, uncultured New Englander?
““Uncle Sam” is a Yankee from the crown
of his head to the soles of his boots. And
who is “‘Brother Jonathan” but a des-
cendant of a it-laced' New England
Puritan? Theﬁwho has got it into
his head that the New England States, the
eradle of the Republic, and around which
the traditioas of the American nation lux-
uriantly cluster; are ready to declare that
_the Republic is a failure and to transfor
their allegiance tc the Queen of Great

. ‘Britain, must be a crank. - There must
be & worew, or perhaps several

screws, loose in his mental mechanism.
His friends should look after him. It is
not long since these same New England-
ers shed their blood like water and spent
their money lavishly to preserve the
Union, and they would, no doubt, be
ready to do it again. to-morrow, if the
sacrifice was required by their country.

1t would be well for Canadians if they
possessed as much pride in their country
and as firm a loyalty to their institutions
as do these these same New Englanders
who are represented in the Nova Scotia
member’s resolution as pining to become

ited to the Dominion of Canada. There
is one thing that distinguishes the Ameri-
can citizen from the average Canadian.
The American, as Sir Charles Dilke ex-
presses it, is as proud of his country as if
he made it himself, and he loses no op-
portunity of impressing on the stranger
whom he meets the perfection of its insti-
tutions and the greatness of its resources.
The Canadian is hot, as a rule,
proud of his country or of the achieve-
ments of his countrymen. He has
little faith in its future. If there is any
national spirit in Canada it is as yet inert,
and is waiting for the ooccasion to show
itself. InCanada men talk of annexation
to the United States as something which
may in the course of time happen. On
the other side of the boundary, a man
who shoul@ seriously speak of any state
of the Union'as being desirous of joining
Canada would be régarded as s lunatic.
The idea would be too absurd to be en-
tertained by sensible men for a single
moment. - Mr. Mills of Nova Scotia must
certainly have been ambitious for noto-
riety when he placed on the order paper
of the House of Commons a resolution
which will be pronounced by every man
of sense in Canada and the United States
as the very acme of silliness.

A4 SOCIAL CONVULSION.

Ottawa has been convulsed. Society
there has had a dreadful shock. Some-
thing has occurred that will be a topic of
lively conversation for more than nine
days. The agitation is all about the State
ball. Many who consider that they
ought to have been invited did not get a
bid. The slighted men and women are
angry. But their indignation is not too
deep for utterance. On the contrary it is
very noisy and exceedingly demonstra-
tive. It was at first said that the unin-
vited ones were slighted from a political
motive. But a little inquiry showed that
this was a mistaken surmise. . The list of
guests from a political point of view had
been impartially purged. Tories as well
as Grits were excluded. It was ted
that some of the civil service snobs had
gained the ear of the aide-de-camp to
whom the revision of the list aund the
issuing of invitations had been entrusted,
for while influential members of Parlia-
ment and-high civic officials were passed
over there was a full representation of
officedom to even the third and fourth de-
gree. It is said that as many as seventy
members of the House of Commons failed
to get invitations. Among these were
many prominent supporters of the Gov-
ernment as well as active members of the
Opposition. The men- who were over-
looked are sulky enough, but it is ‘the
ladies who are loudest in the expression
of their indignation. A State ball is one
of the great events of the season, and one
for which much preparation is made.
Some idea may be formed of the value set
upon an invitation when it is known that
the aide-de-camp in waiting received so
many letters begging invitations that he
could not answer them all. Just imagine
of people calling themselves ladies and
gentlemen begging for invitations to a
ball? There is this much to be said for
them. State balls are looked upon as
public affairs to which persons of a certain
position in society have a right to go.
But the expenses of the ball are all paid
by the Governor-General, and they are
really no more open to those who would
like to attend them, but cannot for want
of an invitation, than are the - Governor-
General’s dinner parties’ and other enter-
tainments, The uninvited have our
deepest sympathy. We trust that there
was nothing sectional .in the slight put
upon members of the Legislature and
others. If there was, and if British
Columbia was not fairly represented
among the invited guests, we would not
answer for what action this province
might take to resent the indignity. But
we think that in the matter of the ball it
is safe to depend upon Col. Prior’s looking
well after his province and his friends.

BRITAIN'S NAVY.

It will be remembered that last year
experiments on a large scale were tried to
test the efficiency of the British navy.
The great sham blockade of the enemy's
fleet; resilted in what would, i real war-
fare, have been disaster to Great Britain.
The report of the manceuvres was submit-
ted to Parliament. The admirals ‘form-
ing the committee express themselves sat-
istied with the conduct of the officers and
men, but they, without hesitation, de-
clare that Great Britain’s naval defences
are inadequate, Their theory is thatthe
British navy should be able to hold its
own against the combined fleets of any

two of the great naval powers. As Brit-|

ain’s navy is almost the nation’s sole de-
fence against invasion, it will, we think,
be idered that the admirals do not
ask too much. Great Britain can afford
to have a powerful navy. Her existence
as a nation may be said to depend on the
strength of her fleet, and we have no
doubt that Parlisment will readily give
the Government all the money that it
requires to strengthen the navy and im-
prove her coast defences. They will take
care that the burden of the old spirit-
stirring song, *‘Britannia rules the waves”
shall not be an empty boast. Whether
her ships are of oak or of steel, she must
be supreme on the sea. It will be useless
for small ists to opp the
strengthening of the British navy. The
‘people are impressed with the importance
ofhavingforthe United Kingdom’sdefence
and the defence of the colonies and India,

the strongest fleet in the world and when |

British people once make up their
minds they are bound to carry out their

determination, no matter what obstacle
stands in the way.

Mr, Theo. Davie, Q. C., in opening this
case in ‘the Supreme Court on Monday
morning, recited the facts in the case,
substantially as follows: Mr. William
Bridge, now deceased, up to the year
1881, was the owner of a farm on Burrard
Inlet, then of comparatively little val-
ue, but now, owing to the growth-of Van-
couver on the opposite shore, worth con-
siderable money.

POST OFFICE ACOOMMODAT}ON.

Itis surely a sign that something is
wrong with the Post Office administration
in British Columbia when its Legislative
Assembly finds it necessary to request the
Lieut.-Governor’s interposition to procure
for its distant settlements the postal com-
munication they require. It will be ob-
served that although on almost all other
subjects the Government and Opposition
differ widely, on this they are united. The
Leader of the Government commended
Mr. Grant highly for having introduced
the subject, and the President of the
Council not only supported his motion,
but advised that it be made stronger. The
Provincial Treasurer emphatically endors-
ed the representations of the speakers on
the Opposition side, and deplored as
strongly as any one the want of sufficient
and regular mail accommodation.  This
unanimity is remarkable and shows very
clearly that the wants of the province in
thisregard have not hitherto been properly
\attended to. Every one must see

at a section of the province
v}l‘lich contributes as much as one-fifth of
its| exports should certainly have constant
anfl regular mail communication with the
centres of trade. British Columbia should
not be neglected by the post office auth-
orities because it is a comparatively young
and a distant province. We fear that
proximity and pertinacity have more than
their fair share of influence with the
Postoffice Department.  Localities which
are near the seat of Government and
which have daily opportunities of repre-
senting their grievances, real or fancied,
receive greater consideration than places
which are thousands of miles away and
whose inhabitants enjoy few opportuni-
ties of personally representing their wants
to those in authority. Small farming
communities in the East to whom fre-
quent mail communication is a luxury
rather than a pecessity, get all' or nearly
all the postal facilities they ask for, ‘while
fishing, mining and timber producing set-
tlements in the far west, to whom regular
mails are & business necessity, are, as we
see, forced to have recourse to
unusual means to  have their
needs represented at the Federal capi-
tal. This ought not to be. The Post-
master-General should take the distant
provinces under his especial. care and
should make it his peculiar business to see
that their reasonable requirements are
attended to.  There appears. to be too
much truth in what Mr. Humphreys said
that Provinces which give the Govern-
ment a stéady and & unanimous support
are neglected, while those that assume an
independent or even a hostile attitude are
well cared for. ~ We see by our special
telegrams that British Columbia represen-
tatives, who are to a man staunch sup-
porters of the Government, are under the
necessity of making frequent and vigor-
ous representations to the different de-
partments in order to have bare justice
done to their prevince, and there is not
a8 yet any certainty that their very mod-
erate and most reasomable requests will
be granted. The Dominion ‘Government
is not wise in putting such a weapon as
this in the hands-of its ‘opponents. They
should not be in a positi'n to prefer accu-
sations of neglect which its - warmest
friends not only cannot gainsay, but which
they are obliged to confirm and repeat.
When the Federal Government places its
friends and supporters in this position it,
from a party point of view, doesthem a
great injustice. Those who support the
Federal Government in this province
ought to be able to demonstrate to friends
and opponents that it has its interests at
heart-and does for it &ll that any reason-
able British Columbian has a right to' ex-
pect. We trust that the representations
of the Lieut.-Governor with respect to
the postal facilities. needed will be
promptly attended to and that Mr.
Prior’s unceasing labors in behalf of his
constituents and the people of the prov-
ince generally, will not be in vain.

4 GOOD MEASURE.

We trust that the Newspaper Libel-

Act which Mr. Higgins has introduced
will be well received by the Legislative
Assembly. A good provincial law on
that subject is much needed. The law of
libel is being amended everywhere. The
old laws have become unsuited to modern
circumstances and modern ideas. The
newspaper is a social necessity, and both
governments and individuals have ceased
to regard the newspaper press with sus-
picion and dislike. There is a disposition
on all hands to treat thé men who supply
the people with the news they want and
will have fairly if not liberally. But the
law which assumes malice on the part of
the publisher is most unfair and alto-
gether unreasonable. - What ‘malice can a
newspaper publisher have against a person
of whose existence it may be he is not
aware! Where is the malice in giving
the public an account of a ting or the

careful that what appears in his paper

should not be intended to do good, law-

abiding citizens any injury, and if he,

through inadvertence should publish what
was calculated to harm any honest man’s
reputation or his business he should, as
soon as he was made aware of the fact, pub-
lish a full and frank apology or retraction
or give the offended or injured person
space to make such explanation as the
nature of the case required.  This satis-
faction Mr. Higgins's bill compels the pub-
lisher to make, and it is one that the
great majority of those who consider that
arf injustice has been done them by a
newspaper paragraph consider quite suf-
ficient. Mr. Higgins’s bill does not - ex-
tend to publishers immunity in cases in
which the libel has heen malicious, or in
which due care has not been exercised.
All that it does is to prevent his being
liable to be punished for stat: ts made
without malice and after due care has
been used to ascertain whether they are
true or false. . The proprietor who pub-
lishes what is false or injurious with in-
tent to lower a man in the estimation of
the public, or who refuses to withdraw
what he has published and to right the
wrong he has inadvertently done, is not
in any way protected by the bill under
consideration. )

We cannot:see why any reasonable man
should be unwilling ‘to extend to news-
paper proprietors this small measure of
justice. They, as a class, do their work
under difficulties of no ° ordinary
kind. The public see what they
publish but very few have any idea
of what, out of regard to private charac-
ter to private interests and tothe interests
of public morality they reject. Itis man-
ifestly unfair that they should be pre-
sumed to be always actuated by malice,
and that an opportunity should not be al-
lowed them of taking back any libellous
statements they may have unintentionally
or mistakenly made.

The justice of protecting the publisher
who makes a fair and truthful report  of
the proceedings of a public meeting must
strike every sensible man who gives the
subject a moment’s thought. The publi-
cation of the reports of such meetings is a
very important part of the newspaper
publisher’s business and any neglect on
his part to give them as full as his space
admits and their importance demands, is
looked upon as an unpardonable lack of
enterprise by the public and is speedily
punished, if continued, by loss of reputa-
tion and patronage. It is too bad that
these reports which the proprietor must
publish are inserted at his own risk and
that he is left by the law at the
mercy of every irascable or ma-
licious person who has been injured by
what was said of him by one or more of
the speakers. The same remarks apply
to reports of trials in the courts of law.
When they are important the public will
bave them, and the publisher if he wishes
to keep his paper in existence must pub-
lish them, and although the publication of
the proceedings in some trials may be
objectionable on moral ‘grounds, the in-
sertion in the newspapers of full reports
of others is a public benefit. It is evi-
dent that under the conditions set forth
in Mr. Higgins’s bill such reports should
be privileged.

We trust that the members of the Leg-
islative Assembly will see that the news-
paper libel bill extends nothing to news-
paper publishers but what in justiceand for
the public good should be extended to
them. More might very fairly be ‘asked
on the part of the publishers but less
could hardly be given.

4 GOOD INVESTMENT.

We are surprised that)the Dominion
Government requires to be reminded of
the necessity of giving adequate postal
communication to the coast settlements
of this province. From a merely busi-
ness point of view, it is to the interest of
the Federal Government to extend all
possible accommodation to those settle-
ments. The resources of the coast are
great. It is rich in minefals, iw timber,
in fish, and along and near it are large
tracts of fine agricultural land. It is as
yet impossible to open up this rich coun-
try by railways. What is required to en-
courage settlement, and to stimulate trade

granting that the Government would re-
ceive only ten per cent. on its investment
it would find that in giving the settle-
ments of the northern coast the mail com-
munication they are entitled to, was a good
paying speculatiogi

The Government “has been granting
subsidies to railways for the: sake of the
indirect benefits they are expected to con-
fer on of the "D« far less
promising than the coast of British Col-
umbia. It ‘cannot give that part of
Canada railways, ‘it should not therefore
hesitate to aid in its development in the
only way possible, and that is:by granting
a fair subsidy to steamship owners who
will undertake to make regular trips to
distant coast settlements on Vancouver,
the " Mainland and Queen Charlotte Is-
lands.

THE SPRING.

The weather in-this part of British Col-
umbia has been for the last two weeks
simply delightful. People living in the
East must find it difficult to realize that
the weather in the beginning of March in
any part of Canada can be so deliciously
warm and so uninterruptedly bright as
that with which the inhabitants of Vic-
toria are now, faveredy The air s
balmy and the sun, has as much power
as it has hardly acquired in the middle of
June in the eastern provinces. . Spring is
here already. Vegetation isactive. The
early flowers, crocuses, snowdrops, daffo-
dils, primroses and tulips‘are in bloom.
The earlier kinds have, indeed, lost their
first freshness, The gardeaers have been
atwork,and plants and weeds are showing
themselves above ground. ‘We hear of a
gentleman who has broad-beans already
in blossom. ~‘They were planted in the
fall. The grass, though it never lost its
greenness, has taken a fresh start and as-
sumed a brighter tint. While the ground
in other parts of the Dominion-is covered
with snow and is made by the frost almost
as hard as iron, in and around Victoria
all signs of winter have disap-
peared and the country everywhere
has put on the beautiful garment of
spring. Indeed, to speak correetly, there
has been no winter here at all. There
has not been a day since last October that
an eastern man could call even unpleas-
ant. There has been no frost to speak of,
and the rain that came fell in gentle
showers. The past winter, it is true, has
been exceptionally fine, but; at the worst
it is never severe here, and it is always
short. People in the east who dread the
long and bitterly cold winter should come
to British Columbia. A country where
roses are blooming in the open air at
Christmas, and' where the -gardens are
gay with crocuses on the first of March
must be a paradise to those who are
suffering from the intense cold and the
bitter biting winds of a succession’ of long
eastern Canadian winters. Winter sports
may be well enough for the young and
vigorous 'who possess more vitality than
they know what to do with, but to those
who are advanced in years, whose blood
has become thin, who are tortured by
rheumatism or neuralgia, and to whom
warmth means life, the long cool summer,
the delightfully sunny autumn, the mild
winter and the early spring of Victoria
would give a new lease of life, and would
add a hundred per cent. totheir en-
joyment. Those in Canada ‘who dread
the eastern winter, and to whom exercise
in the open air is an essential condition of
health should ccme to British Columbia.

These
things are done as natters of -business
without feeling of any kind, and to assume
that the publisher was actuated by malice
in publishing what some individual
may regard as injurious to his
business or his character is to
take for granted what every one
knows is not true. The personal ele-
ment has been almost altogether elimin-
ated from the newspaper business, and it
is only fair to presume that any particular
statement which may be libellous or re-
garded by those who consider themselves
injured by it as libellous, was published
without malice and without any other in-
tention than to give the pablic useful in-
formation, or to gratify the laudable or
the harmless curiosity of ,the community.
Seeing that this is universally the case,
the late amendments of the law of libel
have done away with the presumption of
malice. Mr. Higgins’s bill permits ‘the
publisher in an action for libel to plead
i that he was not actuated by malice, and
that he was not grossly negligent. This
is only fair to the publisher. We do not
hold that be should puablish indiscrimin-
ately everything that is sent to him, We
believe that it is his duty to be extremely

er t can afford to wait for results, and
if it gave to the existing settlements of
the north the mail communication they
now require it would soon find that the
revenue returns from those and other set-
tlements that would spring up on the
route would in the course of a very few
years increase to such an extent as to
make the investment, from a business
point of view, an excellent one.

ada’s duty. He scouted the idea of trucu-
lence to the United States, and showed
that in its dealings with our neighbors
the Government  had merely taken - the
course which it deemed best in the inser-
ests of the country. The debate‘fas re-
sumed and finished Iast’ evening, Sir
John Thompson carrying off the  honors.
For breadth of argument, diction and
force the speech has not been equalled in
‘the House this session.

A B. 0. RAILWAY INCORPORATION.

Some two or three sessions ago, owing
to the extraordinary powers which pro-
moters of railways asked from Parlia-
ment, the railway committee of the House
of Commons nutgorized the preparation of
a model railway bill as a guide or model
to those hereafter seeking railway incor-
popation upon which to found their bills.
The committee since that time has rigidly
insisted upon the provisions of the model
being adhered to, and it was therefore lit-
tle wonder that the bill to incorporate the
Victoria, Saanich and New Westminster
Railway Co. should receive the overhaul-
ing it did on account -of the extensive
scope of the measure. Col. Prior had the
bill in charge for the following incorpor-
ators : Hon. A. DeCosmos, %on J. H.
Turner, M. P. P.,C. E. Redfern, jewel-
ler, Alex. Wilson, merchant, A. A.
Green, banker, and J. 8. Yates, barrister-
at-law, all of Victoria. The company is
seeking incorporation to lay out, con-
struct and operate a railway of the. stand-
ard gauge from Victoria to Swartz Bay,
North Saanich. = Vaucouver Island,
with a branch line from Vie-
toria to the town of KEsquimalt,
then’on the mainland of British Colum-
bia from a point near Point Roberts,
north of the international boundary line,
thence by way of Ladner’s Landing,
Fraser River, to New Westminster, so
as to connect there with the Canadian
Pacific Railway, with power to construct
and operate from the main line branch
lines to the city of Vancouver:- and toa
point at Canoe Pass, as well as to a point
at Garry Pomt, Lulu Island, and to-the
international boundary line, so asto ‘con-
nect with the railway system of the
United States, at the town of Blaine in
Washington Territory ; and the company
may, for the purposes of their railway,
construct, maintain, own and operate a
steam ferry from Swartz Bay across the
Strait of Georgia to the téerminus of their
mainland line at Point Roberts, as well as
to either or both of the termini of their
branch lines to Garry Point and Canoe
Pass.

Clause 5 was a stickler with the com-
mittee. It recited that the company, at
any point where the railway; orany branch
thereof, approaches within two miles of
any navigable waters, may purchase and
hold as its own absolute property, piers,
docks and water lots; and upon the said
water lots and in and over the waters ad-
joining the same, may build - and -erect
elevators, storehouses, warehouses and
engine-houses,. sheds, - docks, piers and
other erections for the use of the Com-
pany, aud the steam and other vessels
owned, worked or controlled by the Com-
pany, or any other steam or other vessels;
and " may collect wharfage and store
charges for the use of the same; and may
erect, build and maintaic all moles, piers,
wharves and docks and proper
for the protection of such works, and for
the accommodation and convenience of
vessels entering, leaving, lying, loading
and unloading within the same; and ma;
dredge, deepen and enlarge such works;
and in its discretion may sell, lease or con-
vey the said wharves, piers and docks,
water lots, lands, elevators,” storehouses,
warehouses, engine-houses, sheds and
other erections, or any part " thereof, or
any portion thereof. No such work or
any part thereof shall be constructed so as
in any way to materially obstruct naviga-
tion, or the flow of water on any nayi lg?e
river ; and the company s -not _com-
mence the construction of any dock or
pier on any navigable water until the

lans and site of each such dock or pier
ve first been submitted to and approved
of by the Governor-in-Council.

e powers asked for were considered
of an extraordinary value and by unan-
imous consent the clause was struck out.

tlemen present, including ‘‘Bob” Watson,
the only Liberal representative from Lake
Supeérior to.the Pacific, declared that the
amendments were in the right direction.

Set-
tlers have been conscious that if they
went in there and raised a good crop the
want of access to market— the enormous
cost of teaming across the prairiée—would
effectyally minimize the result. of a sea-
son’s labors.

P, R. is int ted and bisected with
railway lines running into the northérn
country, towards Edmonton and Prince
Albert, settlement will make but slow
progress.  Similarly = another question
which has operated against the develop-
ment of the Northwest is the lack of fuel.
It is now known that the Canadian North-
west possesses one of the finest coalfields
on the continent, and for those along the
line of railway that great ‘desideratum ' of
a Northwest winter—fuel—is forthcoming
plentifully for a monetary consideration.
At -the present time there is a bill before
the House to incorporate the Alberta
Railway and Coal Co. with
build a line to Lethbridge, the terminus
of the Galt line, to the boundary line in
Montana, and over it a vigorous fight took
place in the interests of the Northwest
settler, which, it is to be regretted, was
unsuccessful.  Sir. A. T. Galt is the
president of the nmew line, and it-was
with the idea of securing cheap fuel that
*‘Bob” Watson moved a clause- providing
that the maximum rate for carrying coal
be fixed at a cent a ton per mile. He
showed that at the price coal was sold
last year in Calgary—$8.60 per ton-—the
company enjoyed a profit of $4.91 on
every ton. Watson’s proposal was, how-
ever, downed by a vote of 97 to49.

THE LABOR COMMISSION.

The Royal Commission on  Labor ter-
minated its proceedings this week and,
contrary to anticipation, two reports have
been presented to the Government. - Tt 1s
well known that anything but harmony
has prevailed among the members of  the
commission, the representatives of -the
capitalists pressing their views with too
much energy to suit the’views of the
genuine labor men. The  intention, it
appears, was to prevent the acceptance of
evidence that would establish the meces-
sity for labor legislation. A few days ago,
while the report was under consideration,
the chairman, Mr. A. T. Freed, editor of
the Hamilton Spectator, presented-a re-
port merely reviewing the evidence taken.
The other members of the commission,
however, insisted that reec dati
should be added. Mr. Freed thereupon
declared his report adopted and adjourned
the meeting. The labor representatives
proceeded - forthwith to elect as their
chairman Mr. Kelly, of 8t. John, N. B.,
himself a large employer, ‘but one who
had shown himself thoroughly in sym-
pathy with the working classes. A report
recommending legislation on a ber of
matters was thereupon coneurred -on, and
this, along with Mr. Freed's report, has
gone in.

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A CANADIAN ON TRUSTS.

An article in the March number of the
Popular Science Monthly on ““Competition
and Trusts,” contributed by Mr. George
Iles, late of Montreal, is exceedingly well
written and shows that he has thought
much and deeply oa a very difficult sub-
ject. The writer describes how trusts
have been developed, and he offers sug-
gestions as to how they should be regarded
by the public and treated by the govern-
ment. He gives the history of competition
in trade. He traces the process by which
competition has become so keen that the
profits of producers have been whittled
down to a very narrow margin or have
disappeared altogether. The factory first
took from the mechanic who ‘worked for
his immediate neighbors his occupation.
Larger factories with more capital and
better machinery snuffed out the smaller
establishments.  Their competition be-
tween the big concerns killed those that
were weak and reduced the profits of
those that survived to the lowest point
consistent with the continuance of their
existence. Mr. Iles gives a graphic ac-
count of the devices resorted to by manu-
facturers and others to obtain a share of
the trade of the country—of the - noble
army of drummers, of the different modes
of advertising, of gifts to customers, of
adulteration, etc. He reminds his readers
of what the prevailing desire for cheap-
ness has had to do with stimulating com-
petition and deteriorating the quality of
goods. When at last the producers found
that they were ruining each other by this
fierce competition, they began to combine.
Trusts were to be the cure for over-pro-
duction and excessive cheapness. A
history is given of the StandardjOil Trust
and its ruthless and unprinciplgd methods
of dealing with those that{stood in its way
are noticed. But Mr. Iles, though he does
not approve of the means used by this
self-made monopoly appears to think that
the end achieved was not detrimental to
the public good.

“‘Fairly managed,” he says, ‘‘a trust is
the last term in a process which
when a machine dispossessed haad labor;
which advanced when steam was applied
to the machine; which took another step
when  steam-machinery operated by
massed joint stock companies undersold
private firms. Industrial progress has
steadily marched forward along the lines
dictated by the economy of bigness over
smallness, of high specialization of the
adjustment of supply to an ascertained
demand, the constant substitution of
knowledge of markets for ignorance re-
garding them, the unremitting elimina-
tion of chance. To many thousands of
worthy men engaged in the rivalry with
new methods they have meant defeat and
ruin. This is pathetic but inevitable, for,
when men once find out some better or
cheaper way of dving a thing, they never
go back tosome costlier or more trouble-
some .plans, no matter who suffers. . . .
If the Standard Oil Trust, disgraceful
though its history may be, can prove that
it gathers, transports, refines, and sells
petroleum cheaper than. could the com-
petitors whose place it has taken, what
can be said against it. Its managers have
built up a Union—comprehending or-
ganization and are-entitled to sharein the
results which flow from the economies
they have perfected.”

This last observation looks very much
as if Mr. lles believes that it is lawful to
do evil if good is to be the result. Who
is to say that if this great commercial ini-
quity had not been suffered to grow up
by ruining its competitors that the petro-
leum trade would not have under free
competition have attained a higher degree
of perfection than what it has now
attained. We are among those who be-
lieve that it would. Other manufactures
have grown and improved without having
recourse to crime_and corruption of all
kinds, and why should not the manufac-
ture of petroleum ?

There are trusts, however, which Mr.
Iles unsparingly condemms, and which he,
would have restrained by the strong arm
of the law. These he stigmatizes as
‘‘conspiracies whose aim is nothing but
the artificial raising of prices and impover-
ishment of the public.” The Standard

If they were allowed to
override all competitors as the Standard
Oil Trust did, they might become as rich
and bring their respective industries to as
high a pitch of perfection. But Mr. Iles
draws the line at sugar and raw linseed
oil. Those trusts take from the commu-
nity immense sums without giving them
anything more or anything better than
they had before, in return. The sugar
trust raised the price of the commodity
they dealt in from onme-half to three-
quartersof & cent per.pounds and the
Lirseed Oil Trust advances theprice 4
thirty-eight to fifty-six cents a gallon. By
combination alone these trusts were able
to levy a heavy tax on-the whole commu-
nity. Is this to be permitted ¢ Mr. Iles
thinks not. He believes that the law
should interfere for the protection of the
consumer. He says:—

“The State already exercises a degree
of supervision over certain quasi-public
1..:sinesses, banking, insurance and rail-
reading. Its supervision mn{mjusﬂy be
extended to the ‘‘trusts,” while at the
same time the levy of a just tax will make
the people sharers in the advantages of
t:ust  organizations. Their affairs pub-
lished, their managers will have a better
chance to cultivate a sense of public
responsibility than at present.
When, without status, their security
threatened by attacks of all sorts,
they seem intent on making the most of
an oppormnit.y which they expect to be
brief.’

If trusts are to be taxed who is to.pre-
vent them taking ‘the tax out of the pub-
lic which buys what they have to sell.
They have the regulation of prices and
they will take very good care to set the
price of any commodity sufficiently high
not only to cover all expenses, the trust-
tax included, but to give themselves a
handsome profit besides.

THE SALMON MARKET.

A Bearish Article From the ‘“American Gro-
cer”—The Alaska Product.

SaN Francisco, March 8.—The Ameri-
can Grocer looks upon the recent report
of sales of 350,000 to 575,000 cases of
the next season’s pack of salmon as some-
what fishy. It says that “it is the opinion
of people conversant with inside trade
information that the move has been to
buy some Columbia River packs at high
prices, in order to make good sales for
Alaska salmon, their interest in Alaska
and other waters being very heavy. Pack-
ing salmon in Alaska 1s a profitable busi-
ness, as indicated by the report that the
Karluk Company has declared a dividend
of $125,000, or about $1 per case for the
quantity packed last season. Alaska
salmon is held at $1.30@$1.35 in San
Francisco, and has been offered New
York jobbers at $1.32}. Some Ilarge
packs have been placed entire at lower
figures.” A suspicious circumstance, as
it is regarded here, is the fact that while
these salmon are reported sold for export,
they ‘are being offered to the domestic
trade.

Another significant fact mentioned by
the Grocer is that their Liverpool corre-
spondents make no references of any such
purchases for English account, but do
speak of the purchase of some British
lumbia pack. If any considerable pro-
portion of futures reported sold last Mon-
day go out of the country, it will, of
course, help make a good price for the
remainder, and at the same time help
English operators to get a good price for
stock on hand and en route.

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THE BISHOP OF LINCOLN’S OASE.

The Court by which the Bishop of Lin-
coln -is being tried is one of pre-reforma-
tion origin. When the Archbishop of
Oanterbury was asked to revive the au-
thority of this Court he declined to do so:
An appeal was then made against his re-
fusal to the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council. - Tts decision was that the
Arehbishop’s jurisdiction to try such a
case remained \perfacbly valid: and must

"be recognized as part of the law of the
Ohurch and realm. No one has been be-
fore this Court for two hundred years or
so. There :seems to be akind of fitness
—a sort of poetieal justice—in trying a
Bishop charged with reviving practices
and ceremonies that have become obso-
lete before a tribunal whichhasnot been in
operation for two centuries. - The old in-

tion, however, sound and in fit
condition to do its work.

A REVOLUTION.

A revolution has taken place in Cen-
tral Africa which may have the effect of
greatly retarding the civilization and
Christianization of that region.  The
theatre of the revolution was the King-
dom of Uganda. The ruler of  this
Kingdom was some time ago Mwanga, a
cunning, unscrupuloas old heathen. He
was, however, tolerant in a capricious way
and allowed Christian missionaries and
Mahomedan priests to teach in hisdomin-
ions and make: as many converts as they
could. It appears that they were both
suceéssful, and their converts formed a
large party in the state which were called
‘“‘Readers.” In coursie of time lfwmga
become jealous of these Readers. They
were becoming too mumerous and too in-
fluential and hedid not like their new
ideas. He therefore plotted to get rid of
them. : His' scheme was to persuade the
leaders of the Christian Readers to take a
voyage on the lake, land them on an
island; steal ‘their boats and leave them
there to starve to death. This done, he
purposed to get rid of the Mahomedan
Reéaders -in 'a similar way. But the
Readers found out by some means what
his intentions were, and they made up
their minds to be beforehand with
him: They conspired to dethrone the
tyrant. They assembled-in force and, on
a given signal, rushed into the village
where the King was living in fancied se-
curity. Mwanga’s followers made no re-
sistance, and he fled to a place of greater
safety. The Readers then placed Kim-
ewa on the throne. . With Kimewa  they
had everything their own way. They di-
vided the offices’ among them  without
much apparent difficulty, and everything
went on pleasantly for a little while. . But.

- AN IMPORTANT CABE.

Mr. William Wﬂlnn hasin a pﬂnphleb
of tbu-ty-two pages_criticized the judg-
ments in the case of Wilson vs Whitten.
As a rule'it is not safe’ to place much de-
pendence on the criticisms of a suitor on
an adverse judgment, Let him be ever
soooolnnddlpllllﬂllhhnuhnbletobe
biased—to - lay: great stress on facts and
arguments which tell'in his favor and 'to

attach little weight to the circumstances
and the evidence which go to strengthen
the cause of his opponent. He is 8o apt
to be one-sided that when he tells his own
story and tries to show where the judges
were in error, most of his liearers are pre-
judiced against him'and ‘are predisposed
to attach but little importance to his rea-
sons and representations, It is against
this prejudgment - that one has to guard
himself when he reads Mr. Wilson’s little
book. Almost every one will open it
with the idea that the judges were right
and that the disappointed suitor is wrong.
Of course this is unfair to Mr. Wilson,
but it is natural and csnnot be. helped,
The impartial reader will, we think, as he
reads Mr. Wilson’s ' criticisms' be a
little  surprised at the moderation
and good temper which he displays.. He
wastes:no words in useless complaints and
reproaches. -1t is quite plain’ that he is
continually trying to place himself in the
positionof a disinterested and _andmpartial
observer. And it must be admitted that he
succeeds better than ninety-nine men out
of a hundred would under similar circum-
stances. Mr. Wilson's calmness and mod-
eration will no doubt have their reward.
The first is to dissipate to a very great ex-
tent the prejudice against him with-which
the grest majority of reéaders will open
his book. As they d they will con-
clude that .&. man who . discusses judg-
ments that have been delivered against
him so quietly and so argumentatively de-
serves a respectful hearing.

THE.EX-PRESIDENT.

Grover,Oleveland has bid farewell, but
not, we think, a long farewell, to-all: his
greatness. A week ago he was President
of the United States, the head of a-nation
of sixty millions; to-day he is s private
citizen, with no more authority ‘than the
least influential of electors. The descent
was great, but it contained no element ‘of
disgrace.  He used ' the suthority with
which he was invested wisely and. well.
He did what he considered was best, ‘not
for himself or his party, but for the peo-
ple of the United States..~ His  record: is
clean. He has nof been mixed up either
directly: or indirectly in any scandal. His
administration has'been pure. He has
been no man’s tool. ~ He asserted his in-
dividuality from the first day of his - pre-
sidency. Intriguers soon found that Mr.
Oleveland was a man-whom they could
ot mould:to their purposes.. Hethought
for himself and acted -according to his

til June the 16th, 1888. ~ Mr. Wilson did
no .work on the claim, and on: the 26th of
June it was. jumped by Mr. Whitten.
Mr. ‘Wilson entered .an action in the
County Court to eject him.  The case in.
that court was'tried by Mr. Justice Wal-
kem. -Counsel for the plaintiff contended
that Wilson was on June 26th the lawful-
owner of the claim.- Hé argued that
the five months’ lay over ‘or close seasdn
did not’ count in the six months allowed
him by law in which to do ~work . on the
claim to the amount of one hundred .dol-
lars.

Section 8 of the mining law of 1886
reads as follows :

‘“ Any free miner having -recorded

o shall have expended on the claim itself
money or labor to the amount or value of
one hundred dollars, and obtained ‘from

The same law gives the Gold Commis-
sioner power to lay over:any or all-claims’
for such periods or reasons’ as he thinks

proper.

Section 100 of the law . declares that
