ABSOLUTELY PURE 1
London, June 26.—England is just 

noifr suffering from the greatest. glut of 
money ever known in her financial his­
tory. The banks are full—choked with 
idle mopey for which ibis, impossible to 
find any investment that would even 
pay the cost of the broker’s commission. 
So -phenomenally cheap is money - in 
London to-day that it is possible to bor­
row practically an unlimited amount at 
the rate of 25 cents a day for every $5,000. 
There is now on deposit in the Bank of 
England alone more tftan $25Q,00Q,QQ0 
DK-rn money than was lying there nine 
months ago, and the amount on 
deposit has been steadily mounting 
up during the interval and is still in- 
creaèing. There was in the bank last 
Thursday, £14,000,000 of public de- 
noslte, that is government money. The 
usual amount on deposit is from £6,060,- 
006 to £8,000,000. This money is largely 

up of funds set aside for the re­
demption of consols, and of funds de­
posited in the Post Office Savings Bank,;

Ottawa Grits Who Smell the Soup 
Pots Demand Civil Service 

; Dismissals.

(Prom Our Own Correspondent.!
Ottawa, June 25.—At to-day’s meet­

ing of the cabinet the conclusion was 
reached that as soon as certain pressing 
routine business is disposed of the min­
istry will tender their resignation to 
His Excellency. This business will only 
take a few days, so that, early in next 
week Mr.-Laurier may te called upon to 
form his cabinet. Constitutional prac­
tice, it is said, would have justified the 
present government in meeting parlia­
ment, though of late years in 
England this course has not been 
followed. In 1878 also in Can­
ada. it will be remembered,

there is now no desirable investment to 
be found, and consols have gone so high 
that the government will not-buy them. 
Private and joint stock banks have $50,- 
500,000 on deposit in the Bank of Eng­
land, which is twelve millions more than 
was-so deposited last October, and £17,- 
000,600 more than at this time two years 
ago.

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fineINTERNATIONAL ARBITRATION.

The Ceirespondence Will Be PublMied 
Simultaneously in Both England and 

the United States.

London, June 25.—The St. James 
Gazette this afternoon save Great Britain 
and the United States have agreed to 
publish simultaneously, within a fort­
night, all the arbitration correspondence 
exchanged between the governments of 
the two countries. Publication bas been 
delayed, pending the arrival of • Secre­
tary Glney’a latest communication, which 
was handed to Sir Julian Pauncefote, 
British ambassador at Washington City, 
early in the week. It is in Gluey's in­
cisive style, and forms one of the most 
important documents of the series. The 
St. James Gazette farther states that no 
definite conclusion has been reached yet, 
though considerable progress has been 
made toward a general treaty of arbitra­
tion between the two countries.
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aA GOOD OR A CHEAP BRIDGE.
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DESTRUCTIVE CLOUD BURST.

Mabmtta, Ohio, June 26.—A cloud 
burst took place on Wednesday night 
which covered a wide area and was 
the most destructive ever known in this 
territory. Houses were swept away, 
stock of til kinds was drowned, and 
many persons narrowly escaped with 
their livee. In sonie streams the water 
rose 26 feet in ten minutes and came on 
the people almost as suddenly as the 
Johnstown flood, and was very much 
like that flood in many respects. The 
crops are reined on the Little Musking­
um for twenty miles, and on many of 
the small tributaries of the Oho above 
here. The lose will reach hundreds of 
thousands of dollars. The details are 
meagre, but it is feared the worst has 
not been told.

ALMOST KNOCKED OUT.
San Fbanoisco, June 26.—James J. 

Corbett, once champion pugilist of the 
world, was all but knocked out last 
night in a four-round contest with Tom 
Sharkey, champion of the U.S. navy, 
and formerly attached to the British 
N. F. squadron. The referee declared 
the contesta draw, butit is doubtful if 
the decision will be supported by public 
opinion. Corbett clinched Sharkey 
throughout the entire fourth round 
to avoid punishment. The 
champion was breathing heavily, 
and apparently greatly exhaust­
ed when the round closed, while 
Sharkey seemed as fresh as at the be­
ginning. The fight was a rough and 
tumble contest from the start, Sharkey 
rushing and striking wildly, and using 
little or no science.

THE WAYu> •<$. MAKING ONE’S OWN ICE.

TO A(From the New York Commercial Advertiser.)
Humor at the expense.of the ice baron 

is always timely in the summer months, 
and any veteran joke served up freshly 
garnished could be relied upon to tickle 
the palates of the readers of comic week­
lies. But all this will soon give way be­
fore the onward march of progress, for 
an invention is soon to be put upon the 
market that will enable any housekeep­
er, by the expenditure of a sum that is 
a mere bagatelle, to keep herself sup­
plied with ice the year around.

Mr. James P. O’Brien is the inventor, 
and his creation, protected letters 
patent and now in process of 
manufacture, consists of a box about 
the size and shape of 
nqry ice box. Down the centre of the 
box runs a cylinder for the water that is 
to be turned to ice, and around this 
cylinder are cells, in which are placed 
the chemicals whose action freezes the 
water. On the top of the box is a crank 
like the handle of a street piano. This 
handle is connected with a shaft on 
which are fastened fan blades. Do yon 
want ice for the day? Just fill up the 
cylinder with water, says the inventor 
of the new style ice box, turn the crank 
for fifteen minutes, giving yourself just 
enough exercise to make the blood cir­
culate and to sharpen the appetite for 
breakfast. The fan acts on the chemi­
cals, the chemicals act on the water. At 
the end of the prescribed time take out 
your cylinder, and, preèto!' there 
have a round block of glistening ice.

The nature of the chemicals is the 
secret of the inventor. This secret he 
will not divulge, except so far as to say 
that the chemicals have heretofore serv­
ed no useful purpose because no use 
could be found for them, although they 
were known to chemists. It will be an. 
easy matter, in all probability, for a 
chemist to analyze the contents of the 
ice box and discover what these chemi­
cals are, but it will be a misdemeanor to 
use them except in connection with the 
company’s freezers, as they will be fully 
protected.

The cost of ice produced by this pro­
cess, it is claimed, will be $1.40 a year.
This is the amount the company to be 
formed for the sale of the boxes will 
charge for chemicals sufficient to 
last a year. There is to be no other ex­
pense. The freezer will contain compart­
ments for the storage of household sup­
plies that are usually kept in the ice­
box. In addition to being in close con­
tiguity to the ice, the provisions will be 
kept cool by the currents of air that 
freeze the water.

The freezers are to be made to sell, at 
the household size, for $15 each, and 
will last for ten yegrs, by renewing the 
chemicals once a year. These chemicals 
will be supplied by/the freezer company 
only. The company will keep the 
freezers in order and the chemicals in 
good condition.

The occasion was one of very great im­
portance. Men of standing and ability 
from all parts of the Empire were met 
to consider if some arrangement of a 
commercial nature could not be made 
which would have the effect of making 
the union between Great Britain and her 
collies closer, firmer, and with a greater 
promise of permanence than it now" is.
Mr. Chamberlain evidently realized 
the importance of the occasion and of 
the questions to be deliberated upon by 
the Congress. The work of that Con­
gress was, as we take it, rather to collect 
and to put in shape the material on 
which the people of the Mother Country 
and the Colonies might form an intelli­
gent opinion on the subject of uniting 
the different parts of the Empire 
closely, than to draw up any particular 
plan of union. It is characteristic of 
the British neople, both at home and in 
the colonies, that they have no great 
love for paper constitutions or for plans 
of union in which every detail is 
set down and every possible contingency 
provided for or guarded against. They 
are patient and are satisfied to let 
opinion grow and projects mature be­
fore action is taken. They too are not 
in love with theoretical completeness, 
with perfection on paper. This subject 
of a union of the Empire is a good ex­
ample of their way of making constitu­
tional changes of great importance.

The great Empire—the parent coun­
try and her colonies and dependencies— 
has grown up no one knows exactly how.

THE BROTHERS KITCHENER.

Î(From the Montreal Witness)
Major-General Kitchener, commander 

of the Egyptian and British forces, 
whose ultimate object is now apparent, 
is the re-conquest of the Soudan, has 
had a stirring story.

A glimpse of this was offered this 
morning by Lient.-Colonel Kitchener, 
brother of the distinguished General, 
who is now at the St. Lawrence Hall.
Lient.-Colonel Kitchener has himself 
had a long and honorable record, 
although not so brilliant as that of him 
who is manifestly destined to make his­
tory in Egypt. He has been in active 
service in India and Burmah for many 
years, and latterly he has been chief of 
the staff at Jamaica.

The Sirdar of the Egyptian army had 
his training in the Engineers at Wool­
wich. His first public employment was 
in the exploration of Palestine. Here he 
was occupied for years, at the instance 
of a large company which carried on ex­
tensive exploration and excavation 
work, in which he played a conspicuous 
part. Incidentally^ he learned the 
language, and lived and comported him­
self in all respects like an Arab. :

When Great Britain acquired the is­
land of Cyprus, the General was» em­
ployed by the Salisbury government to 
make plans and maps of the same, and, 
generally, to do important surveying 
work. Shortly afterwards the first 
Egyptian war broke out, and the Gen­
eral, obtaining a short leave of absence, 
found himself on board the flagship at 
the shelling of Alexandria. Sir 
Alexander Alison desired to make 
him his A.D.C., but he was re­
called to his work at Cyprus, much 
to hie disgust, for it was his hope to dis­
tinguish himself in Egypt, whose prob­
lems be understood, the language of 
whose people he spoke, and which, with 
unerring prescience, he divined would in 
the near future be the theatre of large 
events.

evening. All through the day corpses 
were being transported into the town in 
Red Cross wagons, fire brigade carts and 
furniture vans. The bodies lay in some 
places in heaps five or six feqt deep, just 
as they had fallen. The terrible heat 
and glare of the sun soon had their 
effect, and the stench became unbear­
able. The black and purple discoloring 
of the faces of those squeezed and suffo­
cated was ghastly.

The preparations had gone so far that 
it was considered impossible to counter­
mand the remainder of the fete. The 
fashionable crowds began to pour out 
of the town to the large stands and 
tribunes erected to overlook the plain 
in front of the Petrofsky Palace 
about noon. The imperial pavilion 
was in the centre. The heat was very op­
pressive and the dust very annoying. 
Well-dressed people in their comfortable 
carriages dashing along the road could 
see, if they cared to look, the wagons 
filled with corpses, covered over with 
tarpaulins, being taken into the town. 
Enormous cheering crowds stood all 
along Tver street and all over the plain, 
notwithstanding.

The Emperor and Empress arrived at 
the central pavilion, escorted by a num­
ber of mounted officers, at 2* o’clock. 
Nothing could be seen from this point of 
the terrible misfortune of the early morn­
ing, although heaps of bodies were lying 
not many hundred yards to the left." In 
front of the imperial pavilion could be 
seen a closely packed area of uncovered 
heads, extending back over the plain as 
far as the eye could reach. There must 
have been half a million of people pre­
sent.

The pavilions and tribunes were 
crowded with gaily dressed spectators, 
and everybody joined heartily in the 
welcome given to the Czar. When the 
Emperor and Empress appeared on the 
upper balcony the cheering was accom­
panied by music and the singing of the 
national hymn. The crowd immediate­
ly in front of the pavilion was comprised 
of choirs of adults and children, several 
conductors on raised platforms beating 
time. The imperial hymn was repeat­
ed over and over again, also parts of 
Glinka’s opera “ Life for the Czar.”

The Emperor, with head uncovered 
and looking sad, repeatedly bowed his 
acknowlegments, as also did the Em­
press. On the lower terrace of the 
pavilion was a brilliant assemblage of 
imperial and royal princes, princesses, 
ambassadors, and distinguished guests. 
To the noise of the cheers, 
singing and music, were added the 
thunder of artillery salvos and the ring­
ing of bells. A large balloon went up 
in the distance, and hundreds of red gas- 
filled balls were let up into the air. It 
was a grand and enthusiastic reception. 
Such was the emotion caused by the 
scene that just in front of me, in a re­
served space round the pavilion, one 
lady went down on her knees and made 
the sign of the cross.

At the cemetery the bodies of the vic­
tims were laid out in long lines, only a 
small proportion of them in coffins, but 
all covered with sheets. The number 
here displayed was, I learned, 1,284. 
The people are wonderfully calm, almost 
stolid, in their grief. On a long table 
are displayed lists on which the names 
of those identified and those missing are 
inscribed. The dead belonging to the 
orthodox faith have on their heads 
paper crowns illuminated with three 
images—of Christ, the Virgin and St. 
John—and on the breasts are laid 
printed documents absolving them from 
their sins.

,.WTHE SECOND PROPOSAL,
which has been laid before a similar 
congress to this, which found expression 
at the great congress held a l'Ottawa a 
year or two ago. This is a proposal 
which in justice, I may "say, our prin­
cipal colonies have advocated with great 
force and eloquence, and has been sup­
ported by leading colonists. This pro­
posal is the very reverse of that which I 
have been considering. For that was a 
proposal that the colonies should aban­
don their system for ours ; but this is a 
proposal that we should abandon ours 
in favor of theirs. It is that, while the 
colonies should be left absolutely free to 
impose what protective duties they 
please upon foreign countries and British 
commerce, they should be required to 
make a small discrimination in favor of 
British trade in preference, and that we 
should impose duties on food and raw 
material from foreign countries. My 
own opinion is that there is not the 
slightest chance that in any reasonable 
time this country, or the parliament of 
this country, would accept such a pro­
position. The foreign trade of this 
country is so large, and the foreign trade 
of the colonies is comparatively so small, 
that a small preference given to us upon 
the foreign trade by the colonies would 
make so small a difference—be so small 
a benefit—that I do not believe the work­
ing classes of this country would consent 
to make such a revolutionary change for 
such an infinitesimal advantage. Thus, 
we have only arrived at a deadlock in the 
question. ,

If, therefore, we are to make any pro­
gress at all we must seek a third course, 
in which there shall be give and take on 
both sides, in which neither side will 
adhere to preconceived conclusions, but 
one in which to the good of the whole 
shall be subordinate the separate inter­
ests of the parts. If I understand it cor­

VICTORIA’S TRAGEDY.

Edwin Hall Warner, the well-known 
engineer who was called to Victoria as 
expert in the Point Ellice bridge dis­
aster, has returned home. When ques­
tioned concerning the verdict of the 
coroner’s jury he said :

I am rather surprised at the verdict. 
The jury was composed of men far supe­
rior to the average juror. With such a 
jury no man would fail of substantial 
justice, were life, liberty or property at 
stake, yet the measure of responsibility 
for the disaster, as fixed, seems to me at 
variance with the facts brought out.

“ The findings are as follows : Tram­
way company is directly responsible, 
city council guilty of contributory negli­
gence, bridge not constructed according 
to specifications. A legal question en­
ters into the responsibility of the tram­
way company. Permission was given it 
to use the bridge, the only consideration 
being the placing of track stringers on 
the bridge by the tramway company. 
Such slight repairs as were made when 
a floor-beam broke under this same car 
three years ago were made by the city. 
The city engineer’s recommendation 
made at that time that iron floor-beams 
should replace the wooden ones was dis­
posed of by the city authorities without 
reference to the tramway company. 
The closing of all city bridges to 
tramway traffic immediately after the 
accident shows absolute control by the 
city of its highways, and that the citv 
officials consider the tramway company^ 
right to be one of sufferance, in spite of 
charter provisions. In view of the city 
engineer’s report for 1895, that the Point 
Ellice bridge is in good condition, the 
question arises, with a paid officer of the 
city to look after the bridges must the 
tramway company assure itself of the 
correctness of that official’s report? H 
the tramway company must do so, then 
any private citizen who fails to examine 
and satisfy himself of the bridge’s good 
condition is alone responsible in case of 
accident to himself or team, and he can­
not hold the city for damages.

“The 'contributory negligence’ of 
the city council leads one to ask what is 
1 direct negligence ? ’ From the day the 
structure was turned over to the muni­
cipal authorities in 1891 it has been ab­
solutely neglected. When, in 1894, a" 
floor-beam broke, five floor-beams were 
replaced, leaving two old ones in the 
structure. One of these old ones broke, 
and its condition places in the back­
ground all question of type of truss, 
original quality of constiuction, etc., 
etc., This beam, 12xl8-inch section, 
shows a shell of perhaps half au inch 
thick all around, while within the wood 
is wholly decayed. That such a piece 
of timber remained for eleven years 
in use is the wonder. For three 
years past every passenger cros­
sing the bridge has done so at the 
risk of his life. The surprising part is not 
that the bridge failed recently, but that 
it did not fail before. The specifications 
call for weldless iron throughout. Most 
of the chord and web members are 
welded. As no breaks occurred at 
welded points, this difference did not 
affect the structure. Briefly summed 
up, the responsibility for the disaster 
rests directly on the city, and no amount 
of sophistry or discussion as to the tram­
way company’s duties can relieve the 
city from the conclusion that the ghastly 
array of fifty-five corpses are maityrs to 
municipal carelessness and criminal neg­
lect.”—Spokane paper.

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CONDITIONS OF NATIONAL UNITY.

Insensibly the bonds between us are 
strengthening and multiplying. You 
have for a long time—you gentlemen 
who come from the colonies—been - in 
our thoughts. You are now actually in 
our sight. Your claims, your wishes, 
the resources of your separate colonies, 
your political conditions, all these are 
becoming as familiar to us as if we were 
all provinces in one great kingdom or 
states in a true Imperial federation. 
(Applause.) I think that further knowl­
edge must tend to complete the agree­
ment between us. I have studied the 
long and multifarious list of proposals 
which will be laid before you, and I can 
assure you that your decisions will be 
carefully noted by Her Majesty’s gov­
ernment. One thing I observe with 
great satisfaction, and that is that one 
and the same note rings throughout the 
whole of them. Whether compounded 
by the colonies or the home chamber, all 
tend in the direction of greater uniform­
ity and of closer union between these 
colonies and ourselves.

All these proposals are of great and of 
pressing importance, but they are, I was 
going to say, dwarfed into insignificance 
in comparison with other proposals 
which also will be put before you, and 
which are intended to secure the

COMMERCIAL UNION
of the empire. (Hear, hear.) If this 
question can once be satisfactorily set­
tled, all the others to which I have re­
ferred would follow as a matter of course 
in its train. If we had a commercial 
union throughout the empire, of 
course there v 
of the empire, 
would be called upon to watch 
over the execution of the arrangements 
which might be made, to consider and 
to make amendments in them from time 
to time, and whenever such a Council is 
established there will, surely, naturally 
be remitted to it all those questions of 
communication, of commercial law, in 
which the whole of the Empire is 
mutually interested. Even Imperial de­
fence could not be excluded from its 
deliberations, for Imperial defence is 
only another name for the protection of 
Imperial commerce, and to such a Coun­
cil as I have imagined to be possible, 
the details of such defence, the methods 
of carrying it out, the provisions to be 
made for it would naturally be remitted. 
Gradually, therefore, by that prudent 
and experimental process by which all 
our greatest institutions have slowly 
been built up, we should in this wav, I 
believe, approach to a result which 
would be little, if at all, distinguished 
from a real federation of the Empire. 
Me are absolutely unanimous as to the 
object which we desire to attain (cheers). 
No one nowadays, in this country or 
outside of it, denies the enormous bene­
fit which it would be to the British race 
without the Empire if we could arrange 
some union which would lead to closer 
relations, and which would Retain with­
in the Empire, and for the benefit of the 
Empire, the trade and the subjects 
which are now diverted to foreign lands. 
But up to the present time we have 
not been agreed as to the methods by 
which this object may be reached.

A ZOLLVEREIN OR CUSTOMS’ UNION,

which would establish at once, practic­
ally, free trade throughout the British 
Empire, and would leave the separate 
contracting parties free to make their 
own arrangements with regard to duties 
upon foreign goods, with this as an es­
sential condition of the proposal that 
Great Britain shall consent to replace 
moderate duties upon certain articles of 
large production in the colonies. The 
articles upon which such duties should 
be levied coming from abroad would be 
grain, meat, wool, sugar and other arti­
cles of enormous consumption in this 
country, and which are largely produced 
in the colonies, and which might be 
wholly produced in the colonies, and by 
British labor. On the other hand, the 
colonies, while maintaining their duties 
upon foreign commodities, would agree 
to a free interchange of commodities 
with the rest of the Empire, and cease 
to put a duty upon any product of the 
British Empire. (Applause.) This 
is the principle of the German Zoll­
verein and that which prevails in 
the United States of America, and I do 
not doubt for a moment that this would 
be a strong bond of union between the 
British race throughout the word. (Ap­
plause.) Such a proposal might com­
mend itself even to a Free Trader, be­
cause it would extend its operations to 
more than 300 millions of the human 
race. On the other hand, it would open 
up an almost unlimited market for agri­
culture and other products. The details 
would require the most careful examin­
ation providing for exceptions to be 
made to the general principle. These 
exceptions I do not propose to discuss on 
the present occasion. If a proposal of 
this kind came from the Colonies it 
would not be met by a blank refusal 
from the people of this country. (Loud 
applause.) I hope you will not consider 
that I have gone beyond my duty in 
making these remarks. I am actuated 
solely by the strong desire I entertain 
that your deliberations should have 
some practical result in bringing us 
nearer to that object we all have in view, 
and which I do not hesitate to say is the 
greatest object which Great Britain can 
pursue, and which would, I believe, 
come at a critical stage of our history. 
(Loud applause.)

On the motion of Sir A. K. Rollit, 
M. P., seconded by Lord Knutsford, a 
hearty vote of thanks was passed to Mr. 
Chamberlain for his speech.

And, gentlemen, we have all a common 
love for and loyalty to the British Crown 
and the British connection. Why, 
therefore, cannot we have some arrange­
ment of the nature sketched in outline 
in the amendment I am now proposing? 
Why should every part of the Empire in 
matters of ^commerce treat every other 
part of the Empire as they do foreign 
countries ! Gentlemen, union is strength. 
We have competitors everywhere, and if 
we hope to compete with them not only 
within but without the Empire we must 
look after what we conceive to be our 
common interests. I think it will be 
generally admitted that they look after 
theirs. I have already said that we do 
not want to enter into details. We do 
not wish to enter into a discussion on 
abstract free trade or protection. We 
have other and higher objects to attain— 
the closer commercial unity of this great 
Empire—and those who run may read, 
not only the issues that are at stake at 
the present time, but the very much 
greater issues that must make them­
selves apparent in the near future. I do 
not think there is anything in a moder- 
ade scheme of preferential treatment 
which need shock any reasonable 
economic theories, neither is it likely to 
lead to retaliation, 
very much whether in the face of a com­
mercial union between the different 
parts of the Empire our good friends and 
competitors in other countries would 
care to initiate any policy of retaliation. 
We have as much right to treat trade 
within the Empire on a preferential 
basis as the various foreign countries 
with colonies have to give to and re­
ceive from their colonies preferential 
treatment. Germany cannot reasonably 
object to such a proposition, neither can 
the United States, because they have 
adopted it already themselves, and the 
same remark applies to Norway and 
Sweden. Therefore, gentlemen, I com­
mend this amendment very heartily and 
cordially to your acceptance. I am sure 
its adoption would cause much gratifica­
tion in the colonies, and, I believe, 
among no inconsiderable part of the 
population of the United Kingdom. It

“ On and after 1st July next a steam 
whistle attached to the fog alarm boiler 
at Carmanah station, will be used in 
addition to the horn, which will be op­
erated as heretofore, for communicating, 
in foggy weather, with passing steamers.

answer to the fog signal of any steamer 
enveloped in log in Juan de Fuca strait 
will denote that the northern portion of 
the strait is free from fog. It often hap­
pens that where there is thick fog in 
the southern part of the strait the north­
ern portion is perfectly clear. In such 
circumstances, the signal now arranged 
will enable steamers to clear the fog 
readily.

ARRIVES FROM THE NORTH.
The steamship Danube, Capt. Meyer, 

arrived in port last evening. She reached 
Vancouver yesterday morning, landing 
there a number oi passengers and a 
small freight.

As yet no 
very big salmon packs have been put up 
on the Skeena, although cannerymen 
are anticipating a large run a little later 
on in the season. If this materializes it 
will in a measure compensate for the 
loss of time caused by the recent strike. 
When the Danube was on the river 
about a week ago the Balmoral 
cannery was estimated to have the 
biggest pack on the river, its catch be­
ing 1,300 cases. Fishing boats were 
securing on an average 40 fish a day, 
but the cannery pack could not be 
approximated by the crew of the steam­
er, as in some instances it was very 
small. At Cunningham’s cannery the 
steamer received 200 cases for Victoria.

His partner was 
supposed to do his'Share of the assess­
ment work but did not do so, and con­
sequently he, Noel himself, did no 
more. Noel says, “ I remonstrated with 
him for not doing his part of the assess­
ment work, and he said he did not think 
he would do his portion ; and when he 
said he was not going to do his work I 
quit. I never did any more assessment 
work on the Zenith. There is nothing 
in the evidence at variance with the 
testimony of Noel, nor anything to 
show that any further work was done 
upon that location.

The Zenith claim, therefore, having 
been abandoned, I am of opinion, that im­
mediately upon abandonment it reverted 
to and became the property of the crown 
(Regina v. Demers, 22 S. C. R. 482), 
and as such came within the plan filed 
by the plaintiffs on the 23rd of March, 
1893, as part of block 12, which block 
was afterwards adopted as a division of 
the land by the government, and con­
veyed to the plaintiffs in one lot by one 
conveyance by the government.

It is established upon the evidence 
that before any other attempt at location 
of a mineral claim within block 12, the 
plaintiff’s railway was constructed and 
the station of Wanita built and rebuilt 
thereon. The block therefore became 
lawfully occupied, as to portion of it at 
least, for other than mining purposes, 
the evidence Showing that the line was 
located in 1892 and finished in 1893. 
The plaintiff company being then 
in actual j viable, occupation of the block 
was in ptdntf of Taw,, and, following 
well recognized legal authorities, to be 

jn .constructive occupation of 
In Ejavis vs. C. P. R., 12 Ont.
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The Chief Justice has given his writ­

ten judgment in Nelson and Fort Shep­
pard Railway Co., v. Jerry et al. This 
decision is of great importance to min­
ing men especially, dealing as it does 
with the question of locating mineral 
lands in the province and what it is that 
constitutes a mineral claim. The judg­
ment is as follows ;

Nelson & Fobt Sheppabd Railway 
Co. vs. Jebey et al.—The plaintiff 
company, incorporated by special pro­
vincial act (1891, cap. 58), to construct, 
and which has constructed, a railway 
from a point near the town of Nelson to 
a point near Fort Sheppard, British Col­
umbia, which work was declared by com­
petent authority to be a railway for the 
general benefit of Canada, received a 
grant of public land in aid of its railway, 
and in this action sues for possession of 
certain lands comprised within its grant 
to which the defendants claim title un­
der locations as mineral claims alleged 
to have been made on the 17th June, 
1892, by E. J. Noel, and on the 3rd Janu­
ary, 1895, by the defendant Jerry, 
the benefit of both of which locations 
has passed to the defendants, the Paris 
Belle Mining Company.

The plaintiff’s title proceeded upon 
chap. 38, 55 Vic. (1892), which author­
ized the government to grant lands in 
the Electoral district of West Kootenay, 
not exceeding 10,240 acres for each mile 
of railway constructed, and that upon 
the filing"and giving by the company of 
certain plans and securities there should 
be reserved from pre-emption and sale a 
tract of land on each side of the line of 
the proposed railway. Accordingly, on 
the 12th August, 1892, a reservation was 
made of a tract sixteen (16) miles in 
width on each side of a line running 
from the northeast corner of lot 97, group 
1, to the international boundary line. It 
is not disputed that the conditions as to 
plans and security were complied with. 
The subsidy act provided 
tion and projection upon a plan to be 
filed by the company of alternate 
blocks of an area of six miles,

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mineral land, the question whether it is 
placer ground is conclusively estab­
lished and is not open to litigation by 
private parties seeking to avoid the pro­
ceedings. But there is nothing in that 
decision in conflict with the reasons 
which guide me in this. There the de­
fendant laid claim tor three acres of a 
placer location of forty acres made by 
the plaintiff, the claim to the three 
acres being founded on * the con­
tention that the three acres con­
tained a lode or vein which the de­
fendant claimed as a mineral location. 
The dispute there was as between 
miners to the precious metals sought to 
be extracted from the property. As I 
have pointed out, the Act was intended 
to be conclusive of adverse rights of that 
character, but this is not a case of that 
kind.

To sum up, therefore, I am of opinion : 
• 1. That the land in. dispute was not, 
prior to the 23rd of-March, 1893, held as 
a mineral claim.

2. That at the time of the location of 
the “Paris Belle” on the 3rd of January, 
1895, the land was occupied by the 
plaintiffs for other than mining pur- 
noses, and that therefore the entry and 
location of the “Paris Belle” was, for 
want of compliance with the conditions 
as to security pointed out by Section 10 
of the Act, illegal and void.

3. That the location was also void, on 
the ground that “rock in place” had 
not teen discovered.

4. That the failure of the plaintiffs to 
file an adverse claim does not debar 
them from impeaching the validity of 
the defendants’ title.

I therefore declare that the location 
and record of the “ Paris Belle ” mineral 
claim by the defendant Jerry was illegal 
and void, and that the defendants nor 
any of them are neither entitled to the 
rights and privileges of lawful holders 
of a mineral claim upon section 35, 
township 9, “A,” Kootenay district, 
and that subject to the lawful acquisition 
in future of claims under section 8 of 55 
Victoria, chapter 38, the plaintiffs are, 
as agaihst the defendants, entitled to 
the exclusive use and possession of the 
before mentioned and described here­
ditaments. The plaintiffs will have 
judgment for possession of the said 
“ Paris Belle ” location. As the plain­
tiffs are not shewn to have sustained 
any, there Twill te no inquiry as to 
damages. The plaintiffs will recover 
their costs of suit, to te taxed in the 
usual way.

minerals therein, and I take it that as 
between such parties the procedure 
adopted by the act must te rigidly fol­
lowed, and, in a proper case, is exclu­
sive. But this is not a case of that 
kind. This is a claim to eject 
the defendants from the surface, which 
prima facie, under the crown grant, 
belongs to the plaintiffs, and certainly 
does so unless the defendants can bring 
themselves within the exception as the 
owners of a mineral claim held as such 
prior to the 23rd March, 1893. This, of 
course, means lawfully held anterior to 
that date, and then held, not abandoned. 
There is nothing in the mineral act 
which I can discern dealing with any­
thing else than mineral claims 
and mineral or mining rights 
arising under the statutes relat­
ing to mining. But here the plain­
tiffs make no claim to the mineral, as 
mineral ; they are not, so far as appears, 
free miners themselves ; they assert no 
rights upon which a free miner could 
base a contention. We must look to the 
scope ot the act and not include within 
its purview cases which manifestly were 
not intended to te included by the legis­
lature.

In Rail ton vs. Wood, L. R. 15, Appeal 
Cases, 366, Lord Selborne says: “On 
principle it is certainly desirable in con­
struing a statute, if it te possible to 
avoid extending it to collateral effects 
and consequences beyond the scop 
the general object and policy of the 
statute itself, and injurious to third par­
ties with whose interests the statute 
need not, and does not, profess to di­
rectly deal.” The very summary and 
unusual provisions of parts of the min­
eral act demonstrate the necessity of 
confining its operations within its scope. 
The owner of land knows that his title to 
the surface, at least, cannot te interfered 
with except by some person giving him 
clear and distinct notice of his adverse 
title. If he te trespassed upon, he has 
the period prescribed by the statute of 
limitations applicable to the case to 
bring his action of trespass. He owns 
the land as his own to him, and 
his heirs forever, 
er of a mineral or mining claim 
the case is widely different. He holds 
the land for a special purpose only—that 
of exercising the statutable privilege of 
extracting 
There is nothing, then, unreasonable in 
the law, which confers the privilege, 
also exacting vigilance as one of the 
conditions “upon which that privilege 
shall te enjoyed. Hence it imposes the 
obligation of" watching for notices (not 
to te served personally or in the usual 
course, but by publication in the Gazette 
and by posting upon the ground), under 
which claims may at any time be made 
by unheard of parties, and then within 
thirtv days after such notices im­
poses the further obligation of filing 
what are termed adverse claims and the 
bringing of legal proceedings. As before 
remarked, these conditions and obliga­
tions may te reasonable enough when 
imposed upon the free miner who holds 
nothing but a privilege upon the min­
erals confêrred by the Act ; but, to im­
pose them upon a man who already 
holds prima facie title to the surface of 
the property, not for mining, but it may 
be, as in this case it is, for altogether 
different purposes, appears to me con­
trary to reason and justice, and 
not to be implied in 
absence of clear and unequivocal 
statutory declaration. To carry such a 
contention to its full extent, the owner 
of an orchard or of ornamental timber 
lands might be deprived of his property 
simply because he had failed to watch 
the Gazette for notices of mining claims, 
of which he had never so much as 
thought. We have to avoid placing a 
construction upon a statute which is 
repugnant to reason and ordinary jus­
tice, and as remarked by Lord Coleridge 
in Regina vs. Clarence, L. R., 22 Q. B. 
D., 65 : “In the construction of a stat­
ute, if the apparent logical construction 
of its language leads to results which it 
is impossible to believe that those who 
framed or those who passed the statute

perative in the sense that the non-ob­
servance of any of them is fatal.” See

L. R. 12 App. Cas., 613. In Belk vs. 
Meagher, 104 U. S., 284, Chief Justice 
Waite remarks : “ The right of location
upon the mineral lands of the United 
States is a privilege granted by congress, 
but it can only te exercised within the 
limits prescribed by the grant.” Upon 
the ground, therefore, of failure to ob­
serve the conditions of section 10, I am 
of opinion ,that the defendant’s title 
fails.

Mr. A. J. Balfour is not turning out a 
very successful leader of the House of 
Commons, He does not keep the men 
of his own party well in hand. There 
has been something like mutiny more 
than once among the majority in the 
House. Mr. Balfour does not seem to 
understand his followers.

PROSPECTOR’S FURNACE.

An obliging friend has sent us a copy 
of the supplement to the Tavistock 
Gazette of May 29, 1896. It contains 
nothing else than the report of a speech 
delivered by the Duke of Bedford at 
Thorney in the Isle of Ely.

Mr. Balfour’s experiences, though 
painful and perhaps mortifying, may be 
the discipline needed to make him an 
effective leader. His mistakes, like 
those of other and less eminent men, 
may have an educative effect.

He made
