But Admiral Collingwood, then crossing
mear the great fortress with a small squadron,
had with great sagacity penetrated Napoleon’s
peal design before Nelson’s return, and had
written to the latlter what might almost pass
for a copy of Villeneuve’s orders. But mean-
time one of Nelson’s fast despatch vessels had

aarning, and acted with great vigor and
promptitude, An indecisive naval enuage*
ment tovk place west of Cape Finisterre; by
this time the wooden walls of old England
were nearing home from all quarters, and
ngland’s panic of 1805 was over. The battle
of Trafalgar followed n little lnter on, October
81, when the combined fleet wiis annihilated.
