> 700 SQUARE MILES UNDER WATER.

Another Break in Pointe Coupee Levee—
‘Water Pouring Through the Crev-
asses—Mississippi Floods.

BayoU SARra, La., April 23.—Another
break occurred last night in' Pointe Coupee
levee and the indications are that the entire
Pointe Coupee front will be submerged. The
water now pouring through the crevasses
at Morgansea. and in the vicinit{ will over-
flow the greater portion of the country
between the Atchafalaya and Mississippi
rivers.and extending from the old river
above to Bayou la Fourche below, embracing
700 square miles of territory. No news
has yet been received fromthe interior
of Pointe Coupee parish but relief boats are
taking care of all those who have reached
the levees. As the critical condition of the
levees has been known for some weeks the
hope is entertained - that .all have in a
measure prepared for the worst and that no
loss of life will result.

Eleven Breaks Along Shell Beach.

NEw ORLEANS, April 23.—Superintendent
Spellman of the Shell Beach Railway says
there are .eleven . breaks from 15 to
150 feet wide and from 4 to 8
feet .deep along that ' beach and all
can be closed by prompt action. The north-
west wind which blew very strong last night
drove in the gulf water and again over-
flowed the uisville. and Nashville
road, this time near Michoo Station, 14
miles from the city, and all trains have
been abandoned. The wind last night
