They also think it possible that
strong reaction of the remedy on diseased
tissue may prove dangerous to weak lungs
and interfere with respiration. Three deaths
attributed to this cause have already been
reported.

BerLIN, Nov. 18.—Prof. Koch ischagrined
over the reappearance of lupus in a patient
reported cured. This is the only instance,
however, of the return of the disease after a
supposed cure.
