The Street Railway Committes had really
its first, great rally on the vexed question of
.the tenders for the road yesterday. There
were three sessions, one in the morning com-
mencing at 11 and continuing till 1 and then
adjourning until 3, when the discussion was
resumed and lasted until nearly 6. The
committee foregathered again in the even-
ing. At the morning session the question of
civic management got a knock-out blow.
© Ald. Hall moved that the committee record

chairman ruled it out” of order, not because
he was opposed to the proposition, bat be-
cause he believed that the council and com-
mittee had already pledged their powers
against civic management. The Mayor
made similar remarks, but the chairman
finally withdrew his ruling and allow, the
-motion to go to a vote. It was put before the
comnmittes in the following shape:

“That the committee respect and keep the
promise made to the electors. when voting
the money to acquire the street mﬂw:{,
that it should not be operated under eivic
control.™

Hall, who since the commencement of
the session showed himself strongly in favor
of the Kiely-Everett tender, moved
that it be accepted as the
straicht one and highly advantageous
to the city. Mr. Laidlaw, Q.C., for the
Kiely-Everett, and Mr. Kerr, Q.C., for the
Kerr Brock, both wanted something to say
.on the subject, the latter claiming that the
experts, Messrs. Hardy and Menzies, had’
not done his tender justice. Before he could
go into details the committee broke up.

Before plunging into business in the after-
noon a letter from Mr. Samuel
Blake, Q.C., was resurrected. It bas never
been published before and contains some
sound se':se in the matter of the street rail-
way. . It i addressed to Assistant City Soli-
citor Caswell:

Mr. Blake’s Out:
In the first partofh

ken Letter.
letter Mr. Blake

says that the city is.entitled under it to’

manage and operate the railway, while it
cannot raise money to change the road from
a horse railway to an electric or cable ling,
With respect to the question of civic man-
agement he does not desire 1o intrude his
opinion, but as Mr. Caswell has asked it he
givesit. He says: “T came to the conclusion,
which has grown in strength, that
the success of the street railway
company was largely owing “to the
strict business principles upon which it was
carried on. An intelligence and energy was
displayed in every department, and the
strong incentive which arises from the pro-
fits of a concern accruing to those respol
sible for its management was clearly felt. I
very much fear that if there be wanting in
thé future management of the concern these
elements, without  which an undertaking
seldom is a-success. that our street railway
+ may be a bill of expense instead of .a profit.
1 also fear that with the many masters that
must of necessity be introduced in case of
civic contrdl it will be made the dumping
ground for the incapables, the failures
and the needy relatives, whio will be hourly
. applicants for easy, fat places that must be
found for them. I fear also mistakes will be
made in the purchase of horses and in the
purchase of cars and fodder, and that the
paying street railway of the past will be-
come #n unknown quantity from_ the time
that this system is inaugurated. I venture
with great, deference to submit my opiniow
upon the otber point, and that is. that as
there have been misapprehensions as'to the
mode in which the tenders should be made,
and the class of tenders that would be ac-
cepted by the city, it would be largely
in  the interest eof the city of To-
ronto that fresh tenders should be
asked, and that at least three amounths should
le given, so that the investment may
mado known in Londop, Liverpool, Glasgow,
St. Louis, Boston, New- York, St. Paul,
Minn., and in such otber places as are found
to have made a success of like under-
takinps. It seems to me that the proposals
made and considered are based too largely
upon the possibilities merely of a Lorse ser-
vice and not sufficiently upon the greater
possibilities of the electric system, It will,
therefore; be well to have those railway men,
_ iu the cities referred to, who have experi-
enced the phenomenal increase caused by
tue change trom the horse system to the
electric, invited to make a bid for " this pro-

perty. 3

The noble 75 kept: their pledge yesterday
and sent up the price of whisky to 10 cents &
glass. The Hotelmen Protective Association
are all right. They are not suffering, but
it is the poor unfortunate ‘‘wine clerks” who

 are standing the brant of it all. ' Inquiry at

the different places of liquid refreshment
developed the fact that thé trade in whisky
had tallen 59 per cent, that is to
say where - the 10 cent tariff prevailed.
There was .a big - run. on beer and
lager, but all the same when the doors were
closed at 11 last mnight the bartenders were
hoarse, cross and tired. In some places
there were fights, ana in others when the un-

dime, out of pure spite he would fill the
glass to overflowing, and when he could not
drink it all would throw the rest on the
floor.

the Continent—Exhibit of Art Work in
the Sehools, at Home and Across the
Lines—The City is Now Fuil of Brainy
Masters and Pretty Misses.

All day yesterday the city had the appear
ance of expectancy for great things. The
street cars were crowded. The  city streets
were crowded. And train after train arriv-
od at the Union Station loaded with dele-
gates to the great National Educationgl As-
sociation’s Convention. ¢

The -Local Committee bad not been idle.
The smallest details had been arrangdd be-
forehand and consequently, although nearly
5000 arrived in the city yesterday, confusion
was altogether absent.

But the busy were not to be found at the
headquarters, or on the street alone; the Gran-
te Rink.t.heeslzwe whare the school work exhi-
bit is, looked like & hive of bees busily at work,
There were ropresentatives from all parts of
the Union, working hard to get their various
exbibits into order.

This morning, however, the visitors will
find everything in tolerably good shape and
will be interested with the following ex-
hibits: ’

From Children’s Hands.

On entering the building the first exhibit
to the right is the work of the Toronto
Kindergarten schdols. The work is composed
of nicely designed mats of paper, aud figures
worked in -paper with silk floss.
The work of the Toronto Public schools is
made up of pencil designs, pictures and
writing. "

The work of the Industrial School is per-
haps more varied than any other exhibit.
There are clothing and writing and pocket
knife work in wood, and kindergarten work.
About 150 feet is occupied in this display and
is well covered. It might be added that all
the work was done in the schoolroom.

Indiana has a large exhibit. The color
work to the left .comes from Laporte.
To the right is an interesting display
of Japanese school work and is under the
supervision of Mrs, E. A, Blaker, secretar
of the kindergarten department. Dr. Wil-
liam N. Hailmann is superintendent of the
Laporte Public schools and is recognizad
among the first educationists of the Uniou.

The Ambitions City—Hamilton—is, as it
always is, to the fore with aun interesting dis-
play of children’s work and work from the
students’ Kindergarten training class, Sur-
rounding and above all are the pictures of
the leading schools of Hamilton and illustra-
tive charts of form, color and natural his-
tory. Mrs. L. T. Newcomb, the supervisor
and trainer, is in charge of the display and
is always on hand to explain the various
exhibits . ) ; G

Springfield, Mass., under the direction of
Miss Fay, supervisor of drawing, has a large,
varied and interesting display of drawing
and color work. It represeuts work from the
primary through the high school, which
extends over 13 years. Beginning with simple
and almost crnde designs it ends,
with splendidly executed colored designs
for borders, ceatres and surfaces. ’fne
mechanical drawing likewise begins in a
simple way, with simple drawings and ends

.| in the high school with plans and elevations

of houses and machine drawing. A feature
peculiar to Springfleld is its manual training
work in wood in connection with the draw-
ing in the upper grammar grades and high
schools. Another live of work thatis beauti-
tully illustrated is the model work in draw-

from objects. '

uincy, Mass,, ‘has one of the largest and
most, interesting. displays. Miss Jessie N:
Prince, supervisor of drawing in the public
schools, has the exhibit in hand. consists
of a logical course in color and drawing.
The color work is especially noted, it being
the only exhibit that shows a well
graded course from the primary through the
grammar grades. The children are shown
tue spectrum asa whole first. Then they
study the colors separately and arrange
these colors in designs simpie and elaborate,
giving most beautiful color effects, and made
from Milton Bradley’s colored paper. In
this work there are five harmonies shown,
contrasted, dominant, complemeatary, ana-
logous and perfected. These screens are
worth more than passing notice, in that they
combine beauty of design and barmony of
color.

In the primary grades a fine and large ex-
hibit of modelling in clay is shown. Objects
constructed in paper, such as tents, cornu-
copias, bats, flags, etc., are brougat into the
dileay, as well as stick laying and cutting
and making colored paper designs.

At the beginning of the fourth year the
work is divided into 10 subjects, ineasure-
ment, geomeiry, - working, drawing, de-
velopment, color, historic ornament, design
paper cutting, model and object drawing.
These are all illustrated in the exhibit.

The high school work, the last act, as it
were, of this department of education, con-
sists of mechanical and freehand drawing
and light and shade and color work.

A Western Exhibit.

Denver, Colorado, has the largest eéxhibi-
tion of ‘any public school. A particular
feature is that no prescribed publisued course
isused. The course of instruction is ar-
ranged by the supervisor of.drawing, Mr.
Frank H. Collins, who is in charge of the ex-
hibit. The exhibit represents work in all the
schools, from the primaries through the
high. The work of the bhigher grades
is more advanced than that shown by any
other exhibit. The mechanical drawing

| ends with machine drawing and building

construction; and the charcoal sketches from
casts are splendidly ‘executed, showing the
good work that they bhave done under the
system in vogue in Denver,  Col. The most
interestiug and instraptive feature of the
exhibit is the display of work done by whole
classes, and showing the good, bad and indif-
ferent. This s a distinctive featare of the
Denver exhibit. The design course begins in
a systematic way with the fifth yoar of
scuool and continues on to the end. The
features are novel. Tie results are practical
in the extreme. The feeling of the whole ex-
hibition is its practicability.

Wyoming exhibit is under the direction of
J. O."Churchill of Cheyenne. It is made up
of photographs of the most attractive-points
in the National Park, the state buildings, tne
school buildings of the various cities and
towns, places of business, residences, irriga-
tion views and prominent citizens. A souve-
nir of the State University and illustrated
reports of the various boards of trades help
to swell the show.

Being the only state in the Union where
women have the sate political privileges as
men, Wyoming has a bauner which shows
its peculiarities, i.e., Women’s suffrage, in-
telligent ejectors, endowed scaool fuud, and
compulsory educatiou secured by:the consti-
tution. There is also a map of the state
showing the mineral deposits, an irrigation
map showing the water supply, and sketches
of round-ups.. There is map drawing, writ-
ing. etc., from tha schools, aud a cabinet- of
minerals. .

Somerville, Mass., has an exhibit of Kia-
dergarten work pernaps not so large as some
of the others, but equally as interesting. It
illustraves the work done in paper folding,
weaving, sowing in silic, and freehand and
mechauical drawing have also a place. The
decoration work receives special prominence.

The exhibit of Big Rapids, Mich., consists
of penmansiip, nap drawing, botanical
specimens. The Kindergarteu work is very
limived.

The space allotted to Brantford is taken
up with one sabject unique in its originalisy.
‘I he special feature is that all work shows
independeuce of supply stores and proves
that the Kindergarten system can be adopted/|
in‘any place,in that i~ can be conducted
with little expense. One feature is the mak-
ing of scientific toys, such as cameras,
kaleidoscopes, chromotropes. The little
chairs, tables, etc.; lead up to industrial
training which connects it with manual
institutions. The sowing is particularly fine.
Some of the articles have bwen requestsd to
Le sent. to the Bureau o: Education, Wash-
ington, on accouut o their originalivy.

Art in New Eungland,

The Massachusetts State Normal Art

Bchool, Chilliwhack, B.C., is at the Walker.

School has an enormous exhibit of its work
under G, H. Bartlett, the principal It ex-
ibits elementary drawing both freehand
and mechanical. It also makes a fine show
of light and shade drawing
casts and the antique. It basa fine display
of water and oil color pnint;ingbetrom still life,
drawing and painting from the life model,
and hasas well a magnificent display of
modeling in clay and casts from the same,
comprising original designs, examples of the
historie schools of ornamant, casts of details
of the human form and casts from fruit
etc: ; and besides some very fine examples of
g;rbraicuro or busts modelled from life.

trom these drawings.

This normal art school bears the same re-
lation to art education as do the ordinary
No mal schools to general education.

The feature of the Guelph exhibit is the
map drawing. The exhibit is very small,
but those who had it in charge have cer-
tainly made the most of it.

The Ontario Asylum for idiots, Oriliia,
makes a large display of kindergarten work,
silk sewing, weaving and paper folding.
The work is remarkably clever when it is
considered that it is the effort of persons who
are mentally afflicted, The freehaad draw-
ing is rather crude, as would be expected.
And even thouzh the workmanship is not of
as flne a character as some of the other ex-
hibits, it does not on this account Jack
interest. It shows careful aud patient
teaching.

Chicago Free Kindergarten Association
shows a large and varied exhibit. It is sup-

d to be 1ilustrative of two plans used in
its regular Kindergarten work, the analog
between bird life and child lifs in, their
homes and work. and tracing the life and
growth of the plant from the seel to the
seed again.

The bean is the only plant on’exhibition;
it is shown in almost all the stagesof growth,
from the seed to the time when the grainis
gathered. Beside this the history of tae bean
is recorded by pencil pasting, painting aad
clay work. A collection of seeds properly
classifled is also shown. ;

Landscape gardening is illustrated by the
gift work. There are boathouses, lakes,
ponds, trees, flowers, flower beds and ©ue
tools necessary for the cultivation of these.

Baby Mathematics.
The study of form, number and color is
brought out in the enclosing of flowers, that

can be enciosed by the circle, the triangie,
the square and the pentagon, 10 the mainga of
the primary colors flrst, then the secondary
and then the combination of these in the
same flower. - Tints and shades are also
illustrated in this way. The number is
brought out through the number of petals in
the different plants. Silk-sewing, paper:
folding and weaving areonly uged in develop-
ing the thought of the plan, and as a couse-
quence dorot receive prominence. The whole
system is based on the text, ‘‘The earth isfull
of the goodness of the Lord.” The exhibit is
under Miss E. B. Whitngore, the superin-
tondent of the Chicago free Kindergarten
schools.

San Francisc)> makes a good show of kin«
dergarten work. The drawing is varied.
The sewing is elaborate. The-perforating is
a - Jistinctive feature of the San Fraacisco
exhibit. The paper twisting is uniqne. The
weaving is tasty; the paper-cutting is artis-
tic, and the pasting is nicely done.

Kansas City, Mo., shows an_exhibit of the
apparatus used in physical culture. It com-
prises wands, dumb-bells, Indian clubs, rings,
quoits, jumping machines, head - cushions,
pitching stones, etc., and bas also the manu-
als used by the teachers. books of criticism,
and the syllabus of work.
