That could only be ascertained by a critical 
examination of their books, which has 
recently been completed. But on discovering 
some of ihemMr. Dus immediately on the 20tli 
day of February, 1893. terminated his con­
tract with Wiman, dismissed him from bis 
employ and has never seen him since.

On learning that hie crimes had been de­
tected Wiman offered to transfer to Mr. 
Dun certain real estate interests on Staten 
Island of doubtful value, but Mr.Dun,learn­
ing that Wiman was insolvent, refused to 
accept them or to receive any preference 
over his other creditors. Wiman therefore 
made a formal assignment for the benefit of 
his creditors, but his assets have amounted 
to almost nothing.

Ills crimes rover Five ■ Tears.
Mr. Due did not submit the proof of 

Wiman's crimes to the authorities on first 
discovering them for several reasons. In 
the first place he was moved by considera­
tions of sympathy for Wiman's family, 
with whom h» had been on terms 
of friendship for many years and the piteous 
appeals tor mercy which Wiman made 
to him in a letter. In the second place he 
b-1 then no appreciation of the estent of 
Wiman’s embezzlement nor of the length of 
time during which he had systematically 
abused his confidence and betray# the 
trust reposed in him. The whole history of 
his many doings had to be unearthed from 
the voluminous records of the business of four 
qr five years. It has required a vast 
amount of time and labor to find all the 
irregularities by which he succeeded in em­
bezzling so large a sum of money. The 
whole account, with the history of each 
item, was not made up until a comparative­
ly recent date.

No signature To Hie Complaint.
Again Mr. Dun was led to believe by the 

gross exaggeration of Wiman of the value 
of Wiman’s interests in Staten Island that 
it was possible to realize something substan­
tial for his creditors, many of whom would 
suffer more severely than Mr. Dun himself, 
although not in so large a sum. In view of 
the fraud practised upon them as well ns 
upon himself and upon the conviction that 
a man of Wiman’s bad character ought not 
longer to be allowed to masquerade as an 
honest man in' this community and as an 
adviser and exhorter of youth and 
out of a sense of obligation to 
the mercantile world, with which 
he is so closely identified, he has 
decided that his duty requires him to ex­
pose Wiman’s conduct and to hand him 
over to the authorities that he may be dealt 
with as the law directs.

The pur­
chase of: this place was made shortly after 
the close of the war of 1812,and was render, 
ed necessary owing to the fact that the 
building, which had previously been used

sion of the magazine. That building . 
had been the residence of Chief Justice 
Klmsley, from whom it was obtained by the 
province. A few alterations ware made in 
the building, which remained in nee es the 
official residence until the office of Lient. • 
Governor of Upper Canada ceased to exist.
It wse destroyed by fire about 1862, and 
the present Government House stands in 
the same grounds and cover» part of the 
same site.

In 1837 the flag of Sir Francis Bond Head 
floated from the older building, and it was 
here that daring the night of Dee. 3 of that 
year John Powell, one of the aldermen of 
St. Andrew’* Ward, roused Sir F. B. Head 
with the alarming newi that the insurgent» 
were approaching the city. CoL Fitzgibbon 
rushed in a few moments afterward* with 
the same intelligence.

The Attempt to Kill Mackenzie. .
That night Powell and Archibald Mc­

Donald bad been plaeek under arrest near 
Toronto by no less a person than Lyon Mac­
kenzie himself. Bnt Powell, who had a 
pistol concealed on hi* person when Mac­
kenzie bad left them, hoping to enter To­
ronto secretly and ascertain the real state 
of affairs, drew his weapon and shot Ander­
son, one of his guards. Powell galloped 
away towards Toronto, and when be was 
pasting Mackenzie fired hil pistol at and 
missed him. Powell, in return, tried to 
shoot Mackenzie, bnt his weapon missed 
fire. The tollgate blocking Powell's way 
he abandoned hie horse and made the rest 
of his way to Government House on foot. 
The entire establishment was soon in great 
commotion and Hie Excellency hurriedly 
came forth with two or three of hie ser­
vants, all armed, and proceeded to the City 
Halt. Sir F. B. Head was in Government 
House when the steamer reached Toronto 
from Hamilton with Sir Allan MoNsb and 
“The Gore men,” on board, and me 
tion which this loyal company rami' 
oar citizens was so hearty that the cheering 
was heard in the Governor’s residence.

The Generalissimo of the Tore»».
Van Egmond, who had served sa a 

colonel under the great Napoleon, was 
“Generalissimo” of the insurgent forces, 
and their object was to surprise and capture 
tbs Lieut.-Governor and his chief officers.

Bnt dissensions among ths leaders of the 
movement destroyed all hope of success.

Now I» tbe Accepted Time.
The Government was informed tbat the

order had during the past 10 years In­
creased its membership to 15,000, and that 
they were highly satisfied with the position 
taken bv the Administration with regard 
to prohibition. But, as delays might occur, 
they wished to have certain changes made 
during the present session In the license 
law. They formulated their demands as 
follows;

1. That every license should be regarded 
as a new license, and that before any ap­
plication were granted, a petition in favor 
of the applicant, signed by a majority of 
the electors of the polling division in which 
the license was asked for, should be pre­
sented to the commissioner,.

2 That consumption of liqnor upon the 
licensed premises should be prohibited.

3. That licensee shall not be granted in 
greater proportion than two for the first 
thousand of population, and one license for 
each additional eight hundred of population.

Tli* Editor of The Templar Talk*.
Mr. Buchanan stated that their requests 

were fully in accord with the prevailing 
sentiment of the people generally with re­
gard to legislation on the liquor 
question and with the spirit of the existing 
Heenae law. It was admitted that the 
feelings of the people in whose neighbor­
hood licenses were granted should be con­
sidered, end the request for legislation to 
prevent the drinking ot liquor in the bar­
room, in-order to stop treating, was based 
upon the law of Nova Scotia, where, despite 
opinion» to the contrary, he thought that 
this feature of their act had been 
eucceitful. The proportion of licensee to 
population mentioned above was now large­
ly exceeded. There wae one license to 
every 1300 person» in this city, while in 
Hamilton till lately tbe disproportion had 
been still greater.

The regulation deviled to 
put a stop to treating had been enforced in 
the Province of Move Scotia for some fix 
years,and although under that system trade 
in liquor had been drawn to Halifax, the 
temperance people were nevertheless 
pleased with the working of this regulation.

ga&, a Bill To the Legislature.
Mr. Joseph Tait yesterday afternoon pre­

sented a petition to the Legislature on be­
half of the opponents of Sunday street cars 
with the view of securing certain legislation 
which they have desired now for some time 
to place on the statute book.

Tlie petition eats forth that, under the 
term» of the city’s agreement with the 
street railway company, the electric oar» 
cannot be run along the streets of Toronto 
until this innovation ie approved ot by the 
citizens, and declares that neither 

question
other act provides proper regulations 
and safeguards for taking the vote contem­
plated by the said act. Further, that a 
vote on this question wae taken on the 26th 
of last August, when in consequence of the 
absence of legal safeguards the personation 
of voters and other irregularities were prac­
tised to a very large extent in all 
parte of. the city, the deputy-returning 
officers being poweriese to prevent such 
fraudaient practices; that the same issue 
was voted on at tbe municipal elections in 
January, 1692, and that those who were 
entitled to vote on-aucli occaaioos should be 
protected from being harassed by the taking 
oi votes with unreasonable frequency. The 
petitioners auk that the term “citizen,” be 
strictly defined; that proper regulations 
and safeguards for conducting the voting 
upon the question of operating a Sunday 
service be provided, and that a reasonable 
interval between the holding of such elec­
tions be determined.

Mr. Kennedy's Relief Scheme.
Mr. David Kennedy, who has had a liter- 

long experience in forestry and the making 
of parka out of the rough, offers a sugges­
tion that ought to be seriously conkidered 
by the' City Council. Mr. Kennedy say, 
there is in High Park a great quantity of 
dead wood, which does not add to the 
beauty of tbe landscape, tint rather die. 
figures it. He estimates that more than five 
hundred cords of dead wood could be 
cut from the park and its beauty there­
by intensified. The park, in fact, ought 
to got its hair cut. While the removal ot 
this wood will improve the park, the doing 
of the work will afford employment to some 
of our idle men. Mr. Kennedy’s scheme 
has this to recommend it, that the product 
of the men’s labor will pay their wages; or 
as he suggests, the men should be paid by 
the city aud the wood distributed free to 
those most in need of it. Mr. Chambers is 
requested to pass upon this suggestion, and 
lot the public know whether or not the 
paik would be improved by the removal of 
the dead wood and underbrush; whether 
a large quantity of good firewood could not 
lie obtaiuod which would prove of material 
aervice to the poor duringthe preseutseason. 
If Mr. Kennedy knows whereof he talks 
his suggestion ought to be adopted. If
