It is also pro­
vided that any peison injuring such trees, 
without hating obtain ►'a permission by 
special resolution of the Council, is liable to 
a hnr of $25 or thirty days in goi 1. The 
person laying the complaint is entitled iu 
one half the fine imposed. The residents 01 
Watford who have trees adjacent to their 
property have the same rights of ownership 
as if the trees were within their property.

Farm Lease Dispute.
The following questions and answers ap­

peared in the “Legal Column” of the Mail 
and Empire last Saturday :—

’ B B, Forest.—Qu.—A rented a farm to B 
for one year from the 10th of March, 1906. 
The It aie states that either ot them can 
teimmate :t by giving six months’ notice. 
The leate also says that the crops grown on 
the farm must be fed on the 
farm. B bought a farm a tew miles 
away ai d has removed the grain and hay to 
his own fa-m. Can he be compelled to pay 
damages ?

(2) B took a quantity ot rails from the 
fences on A’s farm and is using them on his 
own farm, can he be prosecuted for so 
doing ?

Ans—Whatever B has done in violation 
of the terms of the lease he will be liable 
tor. A can sue for damages for breach of 
the covenants in the lease. The clause 
which provides for putting an end to the 
lease by a six months’ notice, means a six 
months’ notice given so as to terminate with" 
sAme year ot tenancy.

'*■ (2). The removal of rails by B to his own 
farm is theft. A tenant has no right to re­
move jühe fences in any case, but when he 
takes the rails and converts them to his 
own use it is clearly a case of stealing.

Typhoid Prevalent.
The Provincial Board of Health are be­

coming alarmed through the spread of 
typhoid fever, especially throughout the 
older parts of the province.

In eleven cities and towns outside of 
Toronto, comprising a population of fifty 
thousand, reports indicate that within a 
short time there have been 163 cases of 
typhoid fever.

VETFBAN GRANTS GIVEN-
Government Will Open Up Six Town­

ships in New Ontario.
Toronto, Ont., Oct. 23.—The govern­

ment has decided to throw upon for ex­
clusive settlement by those entitled to 
take up locations under the Veteran’s 
Land Grant Act' six new townships in 
Northern Ontario. These are six square 
mile townships and each will accommo­
date 144 locatees, an aggregate of 864. 
The townships are Burk, Revell and 
Hortman in the northern portion of dis 
tricts Algoma and Carnegiè, close to the 
Matagami river and Murphy and Hoyle, 
near the Porcupine river in the district of 
Algoma. The land is good clay land. 
Applications from veterans who desire to 
surrender their certificates entitling them 
to l^nd grants for $50 cash undeç the 
ternis of the amended act of last session 
continue to pour in. Filty thousand 
dollars was voted at last session of the 
legislature for this purpose, enough to 
meet 1,000 demands. Nine hundred and 
sixty-one certificates have already been 
surrendered and at the rate applications 
are now coming in it is expected that 
shortly the remaining 39 surrenders 
necessary tor the exhaustion of the vote 
will have been made.

MacWatt.

At the request of Chancellor Boyd, 
whose tifiie was fully occupied in hearing 
civil cases at the assize court, His Honor 
County Judge MacWatt presided over the 
criminal side of the court, which opened 
on Wednesday morning in the county 
council chamber. ■«-

Michael J. Steve was placed on trial for 
the theft of a gold watch, the property of 
Michael Hunt, which was stolen from the 
the residence of Mrs. Wm. Ferguson, 
corner of Maria and Christiana streets, on 
the night of the 29th of May last. The 
only witness who’'connected Steves with 
the stolen article was Michael Schwab, 
however, failed to answer the summons. 
His evidence, taken at preliminary hear­
ing before the police magistrate here, was 
accepted by the court. It fixed the date 
of pawning the watch in Detroit, as the 
forenoon of May 31. Mrs. Leslie, at 
whose place Steves and his wife boarded 
while here, swore that they left here on 
the morning of the 31, so that it was not 
possible for the accused to have been in 
Detroit when the watch was pawned. 
The jury gave the pisoner the benefit of 
the doubt raised and brought in a verdict 
of not guilty. R. I. Towers defended the 
prisoner ; F. W. Wilson, crown counsel.

Lome Brydges, charged with stealing a 
purse and money from the person cf Mrs. 
Tracey, on the highway near Petrolea. 
The evidence of identification of the ac­
cused by the complainant was not alto­
gether satisfactory, and a strong alibi 
was set up by the defence. The jury re­
turned a verdict of not guilty.

Typhoid at Sudbury.
The typhoid fever situation at Sudbury 

is so serious that the aid of lhe Provincial 
Board of Health has been invoked, and 
Dr. Bell, inspector of the board, is now on 
the scene. The first intimation that the 
local authorities desired help came in a 
telegram to Dr. C A. Hodgetts, Secre 
tary of the board, on Thursday night. It 
was from the Mayor of the town, and 
stated that the hospitals were so full of 
typhoid sever cases that some patients 
could not be accommodated, and asked if 
the board would take charge of them. 
Dr. Bell left for Sudbury that night with 
instructions from Dr. Hodgetts to offer 
the use of the double-walled tents and 
other hospital material owned by the 
board and stored at Sudbury for use in 
the case of outbreaks of disease in north­
ern Ontario.

A pathetic and yet charming story Is 

told of the origin of the well known 
hymn, “Blest Be the Tie That Binds,”

cett, an English Baptist, who died iu 
1S17, having spent nearly sixty years 
in the ministry.

It was in 1772, after a few years 
spent in pastoral work, that ho was 
called to London to succeed the Rev. 
Dr. Gill. His farewell sermon had 
been preached near Molnsgate, In 
Yorkshire. Six or seven wagons stood 
loaded with his furnitufe and books, 
and all was ready for departure.

' But his loving people were heart­
broken. Men, women and children 
gathered and clung about him and his 
family with sad and tearful faces. 
Finally, overwhelmed with the sorrow 

| of those they were leaving, Dr. Faw­
cett and his wife sat down on one of 
the packing cases and gave way to 
grief.

“Oh, John,” cried Mrs. Fawcett at 
last, “I cannot hear this! I know: not 
how to go.”

“Nor I either,” returned her hus­
band, “and we will not go. The wag­
ons shall be unloaded and everything 
put in its old place."

His people were filled with intense 
joy and gratitude at this determina­
tion. Dr. Fawcett at once sent a let­
ter to London explaining the case and 
then resolutely returned to his work 
on à salary of less than $200 a year.

This hymn was written by Dr. Faw­
cett to commemorate the event.

FASTING 3S.

They Should Find No Favor With 
Nervous, Anaemic People.

It is said by some physicians that a 
good deal of the insomnia, extreme 
thinness and general debility from 
Which Americans suffer is due to the 
various fasting fads. Here a man 
goes without breakfast, there a wo­
man makes a point of going hungry 
to bed. Another systematically omits 
a meal at noonday, and so it goes. 
Where people are constitutionally be­
low par and in a position where they 
can only hôpé""to maintain a fair de­
gree of efficiency by keeping up their 
Vitality such “stunts" are of ques­
tionable virtue. Sturdy, full blooded 
people, with iron nerves and digestions 
that can negotiate nails, may try starv­
ing themselves with impunity perhaps. 
Thin, anaemic, nervous people, on the 
other hand, generally need all the food 
they can eat and ail the blood they 
can make. If such people would eat 
before going to bed they would gener­
ally see-an increase in vigor, for the 
reason that while the wear and tear of 
the body were suspended digestion and 
assimilation would still be going on. 
In other words, the body would be 
making more tissue than it destroyed; 
hence an increase in blood, in weight 
and in health. At least that’s the 
way one physician explained things to, 
a woman of the pale, thin type who ap­
plied to him “all run down.”

A Humming Bird’. Umbrella.
In front of a window where I work­

ed one summer was a butternut tree. 
A humming bird built her nest on a 
limb that grew near the window, and 
we had an opportunity to watch her 
closely—in fact, we could look right 
into the nest. One May when there 
was a heavy shower comfng up we 
thought we would see if she covered 
her young during the rain. Well, when 
the first drops fell, she came and took 
in her bill one of two or three large 
leaves growing close by and laid this 
leaf over the nest so as to completely 
cover It.

A PLANET OF GREAT PEAKS.
Peculiarity of the Ring Mountains 

of the Moon.
The moon is really and truly a great 

planet of mountains, Its whole visible 
surface being dotted with elevations 
of curious shapes and of extraordinary 
height We say “its whole visible sur­
face” and hasten to explain that we 
make this statement simply because 
the eye of man has never seen but one 
side of the surface of the moon. What 
we see convinces us that the little 
planet is extremely mountainous, for 
on the “end” exposed to our view 
there are no less than 30,000 peaks, 
varying in height from 2,000 feet to 
four miles. When we consider the fact 
that this lunarian world is only one 
thirty-second part as large as the 
earth we can easily see why it de­
serves the title of the "planet of great 
mountains.” There is a peculiar thing 
about these 30,000 moon peaks. Each 
and every one of them has a ringlike 
form, the open end of the conical point 
being of greater or lesser diameter, ac­
cording to the height of the mountain. 
In a low grade telescope these peaks 
resemble true volcanoes, but when | 
viewed through a high grade glass it is 
seen that the depression in the center 
of the queer “ring mountain” is often 
so great as to be below the general 
level of the surrounding country. The 
depth of these depressions is calcu­
lated in a cprious manner, by figuring 
on the relative shadows they cast 
when * the sun is sliining full upon 
them. The diameter of these “ring 
mountains” varies greatly, some of the 
larger ones being 50, 100 or even 150 
miles, while the smaller look like post 
holes when viewed through a good tel­
escope.

Toronto, Oct. 23.—The run at the city 
cattle market to-day was 105 loads, with 
1,300 head of cattle, 2,446 sheep and lambs, 
000 hogs and 150 calves.

With a very heavy run ot over a hundred 
cars to-day at the city cattle market, on 
top of a large run at the Junction yards 
yesterday, trade was slow for a large pro 
portion of the light rough, cattle that offer­
ed too plentifully this week. For good 
quality cattle the market holds steady to 
lair. It was said in fact that the choicest 
butcher cattle were higher to-day than the 
same quality ot cattle last week. For the 
commoner stuff, however, there was a de 
eidedly draggy tone to the market. The 
bulk of the trading to day was for the best 
feeders, for which there is still a very ac­
tive demand. A large proportion of the 
feeding cattle offering, however, in . vt ry 
poor condition, dio not fetch thé prices 
quoted as the top prices for cattle of fair to 
gold quality. The market for choice butch, 
er cattle is steady at @4 to S4.25, and for 
anything extra choice as high as $4 40 to 
$4.50. Choice export cattle are quoted at 
$4.75, the top, but there were no $4 75 
cattle in the market to-day, though as high 
as $5 wbs psid for a small lot of choice ex­
porters yesterday.

Lambs are slow and lower.
Hogs are 35c lower than a week ago.
The export trade is still quiet, with very 

few choice exporters offering.
Lambs are easier. Sheep steady.
Hogs were unchanged at $6.40 to $6 65.

FALL ASSIZES.
Sunday Gar Case Did Not Come Dp 

For Trial.
The fall assizes for the county of Lamb- 

ton concluded on Wednesday at the court­
house, Sir John Alexander Boyd, the 
Chancellor, presiding. There was a long 
list of cases on the docket, but a good 
number of them had been settled before 
the court opened, seme of them a consid­
erable time before, Only four civil cases 
were tried, The Chancellor took occas­
ion in his charge to the grand jury, to 
compliment the county of Lambton on 
its comparative freedom from crime and 
to point out to the magistrates that com­
mittals for trial on minor charges, should 
not be made to the high court but to the 
general sessions of the peace, where they 
could be disposed of by the county judge 
at much less expense than,in high court.

The civil cases actually tried were as 
follows :—

Macintosh vs. Leckie, Duncan and 
Ramsberry.—In December, 1903, the 
defendant Leckie was induced by thfe 
plaintiff to sign an oil lease of his farm, 
which seemedjtoj-equirejthe lessee should

drill in six months or the lease would be 
null and void, unless fifty dollars was 
paid for each year’s delay. One pav 
ment of fifty dollars was made and then 
after a delay of a couple of months in the 
next year without payment, Leckie re 
leased to his co-detendants, Duncan and 
Rainsberry, in the belief that the first 
lease was forfeited. They went on and 
drilled for oil, when the plaintiff brought 
the present action for specific perform­
ance of the first lease, J. Cowan, K C 
counsel tor the plaintiff ; A. Weir and. 
W. J. Hanna, counsel for the defendants 
Solicitors for the plaintiff, Cowan & 
Towers ; for the defendants, Hanna, Le 
Sueur & Price and I. Greenizen. Judg­
ment was reserved.

Wilson vs. Brenner.—The trouble aired 
in this suit arose at Grand Bend. In 
1S94 the plaintiff went to live with the 
defendant, who was an hotelkeeper, un­
der a verbal agreement that the latter 
was to keep him for the rest of hiS days, 
and on the plaintiff’s death was to have 
his property. The arrangement contin­
ued until May, 1905, when the the de­
fendant leased his hotel. The plaintiff 
had in 1895 made a will in the defend­
ant’s favor. In 1898 the plaintiff had 
given the defendant #500 as a loan he 
said, but the defendant contended that it 
was in pursuance of the agreement 
Then the defendant put in a claim for 
board, clothes and other things supplied 
during the eleven years. The plaintiff 
claimed against this for his work garden­
ing, attending bar and other services ; 
and admitted that he had received $140 
to go to the old country, $100 paid to one 
of his sons, and $20.00 paid last fall. 
But he also claimed for his tools, some 
hives of,bees and other things which the 
defendant had refused to give up. Judg­
ment was in favor of the plaintiff for 
$240.00, the balance ot the $500.00 not 
repaid and for the return of the tools, 
etc. The chancellor thought that the 
services and the board, etc., would about 
balance. Solicitors for the plaintiff, 
Moncrieff & Wilson, Petrolea : for the 
defendant, 'A. A. McTavish, Parkhill ; 
counsel for the plaintiff Mr. Weir ; coun­
sel for the defendant, Mr. Dickinson, ot 
Exqter,

Canadian Oil Fields Limited vs. Oil 
Springs.—This was the fourth and last 
civil action tried. The suit was brought 
to restrain the village and tax collector 
from levying taxes on oil lands at Oil 
Springs. The lands had been assessed at 
the value ot other farm lands and then 
$75 OO per well was added for thirty oil 
wells. This the plaintiffs claimed was 
illegal. It was also claimed that by a 
clerical error the assessment had been in­
creased $2.000, and that the defendants 
were illegally seeking to get taxes on 
this sum. The action was tried before 
the late Justice Street last spring, but he 
died without giving judgment. Mr. 
Weir Svas counsel for the plaintiffs ; I, 
Greenizen, Petrolea. solicitor for the 
plaintiffs ; Cowan & Towers, solicitors 
for the détendants. Judgment "was re­
served.

The curiosity of the public was shown 
by numerous enquiries about the suit be­
tween the township of Sarnia and the 
street railway company to restrain Sun­
day cars ; and many people expressed a 
desire to hear it, but it was not on the 
docket. The solicitors for the township 

■ had discontinued the action without en­
tering it for trial.
