The introduction of the special de­
livery stamp in the postal service has 
been of great convenience to busi­
ness men, ensuring as it does the 
immediate delivery of an important 
letter by messenger.

Another improvement that might 
be introduced would be the “deferred 
delivery stamp." This stamp could 
be sold at a price that would cover 
the cost entailed by the service rend­
ered to the person using it. The 
uses to which a deferred delivery 
stamp could be put are numerous. 
Such a stamp would need to be of a 
special design and color, with a 
blank space in which could be writ­
ten the date of delivery. By using 
this stamp people could mail Christ­
mas presents well in advance instead 
of congesting the mail service on 
Christmas day and the two days 
preceding. 'This would have the 
good effect of distributing the shop­
ping over a longer period. If your 
birthday greetings to a friend could 
be mailed at any time and stamped 
for delivery on a certain date, you 
would escape the reproach of forget­
ting to send greetings at all. If the 
call for a monthly or annual meeting 
could be posted at any time for de­
livery on a certain date, it would 
often prove a convenience in busi­
ness.

And this ought to be a service 
which, at a small, the post-office 
could undertake. It would enable 
people to keep ahead of their busi­
ness instead of with it or behind it. 
And if well handled it ought to add 
to the postal revenues and to popular 
satisfaction with the service.

film Methods Are Used—Sawing, 
Siloing and the Rotary Cut

Veneer is very thin lumber. The raw 
material is usually purchased in logs 
of random lengths. Some are cut into 
flitches and in turn sawed into thin 
sections called sawed veneer. In othei 
cases the logs, after being steamed, 
are shaved to sharp knives. This meth­
od produces sliced veneer. Neither 
of these processes is as extensively 
used as the third, the rotary cut, al­
though for certain purposes they are 
of importance.

The structure of the wood, the size 
of the logs and the use for which the 
veneer is designed largely determine 
the process employed. Some foreign 
woods are very hard and. like soft do­
mestic woods—the conifers, for instance 
—often produce the best veneer when 
sawed, while for other woods the slic­
ing method is preferred. Where the 
product is for fine exterior finish and 
has to be selected and matched ac­
cording to the figure or grain, sawing 
is the favorite method.

The rotary cut process is similar in 
principle to the slicing process. The 
log, after being steamed, is revolved 
against a fixed knife the length of the 
log and wide sheets are shaved off.

Veneers are cut into a number of 
thicknesses. The domestic woods, ro­
tary cut, range from five-sixteenths to 
one-fiftieth of an inch and the import­
ed woods from three-sixteenths to one- 
thirty-fourth. In the sawed and sliced 
products the thickest veneer is five- 
sixteenths.—Indianapolis News.

It Occam at the Ont!» of 
Storm Wheel.

The place where a tornado will 
strike cannot be foretold. A knowl­
edge of their eauaea will not, there­
fore, take the place of presence 
mild and absence of body when the 
"twister" actually come», roaring 
along. But, nevertheless, the newly 
accepted explanation of the tornado 
as set forth In a paper by Mr. Herbert 
Quick, will be Interestlhg.

These dreadful storm* occur near 
the centre of the moving area of low 
barometer called a cyclone. Thla cy­
clone Is a revolving sheet qt wind ro­
tating In a circle from 500 to 1,000 
rillea In diameter — and people tn 
some die trie ta experience a cyclone 
many times a year. All their general 
storms are cyclones.

The wind blows from every direc­
tion towards the centre of theae cy­
clones, spirally, and with an upward 
draft. The south half of the cyclone 
Is warm. There are always greaUbod- 
lbs of cold air settling down from 
the tipper regions. The- warm air 
from south and west, blowing towards 
the centre of "low,” forces Itself un­
der the weight of cold air. A Mg 
southerly wind will drive Itself un­
der the mass of eettllng cold air like 

great weight.
Here we have the conditions favor­

able for a tornado. The cold air is 
heavier than the warm air, and ought 
o be at the bottom next the earth. 

The warm air Is lighter, and should 
be on top, while the strong south 
wind is driving Itself farther and far­
ther under the great settling shelf of 
cold.

Something has to happen. This 
something takes the form of great 
bursts of the warm air up through 
the cold. The phenomenon Is, on 
gigantic scale, much Uke the burst­
ing up of bubbles of steam through 
the water In a boiling kettle. The 
warm air begins to boll upward |n 
great bubbles. At the bottom of eacb 
ttiere Is a strong updraft. What takes 
place Is exactly like the whirlpool In 
the bottom of a bath when the water 
Is running ont. If the air were per­
fectly quiet, no whirlpool would 
form; but If It has only a little whirl­
ing motion, the whirl is communicat­
ed to the spot where the draft Is. The 
whirl grows stronger and stronger. 
In the bath It gets so strong that the 
water Is thrown outward and a core 
of air runs down to a point In It. And 
the air whirlpool acts tn the same 
way, only upward Instead of down­
ward.

When the air behaves thus, a tor­
nado Is formed. The whirl begins in 
the spiral direction of the general 
storm. As the air of the tornado 
whirls more and more swiftly, the air 
Is thrown outward and a core Is form­
ed which Is almost as empty as the 
core In the bath Is of water—that Is, 
a partial vacuum is set up In the 
heart of the tornado.

The outer" shell of air Is so dense 
that all the air sucked into it is held 
there, and not permitted to get 
through into this core. The sudden 
upburst of warm air into the higher 
cold air forms rain, and a heavy 
downpour usually occurs. It also lib­
erates more heat, and this increases 
the ferocity of the disturbance. It 
generates an immense amount of 
electricity, and there is vivid light­
ing and crashing thunder.

On it goes until the equilibrium is 
restored. The velocity of the whirl 
becomes sq enormous that stone walls

Then follows a cool wave. The 
great body of cold air has accom­
plished Us oblect, and reached the 
ground. The hot air has gone up and 
become cooled

These storms occur from 60 to 260 
miles ahead of —— that is south and 
east of — the centre of the low. They 
do not often occur. Usually the bal­
ance Is restored without such vio­
lence. So they cannot be predicted. 
The only thlvig that can be said 's 
that In certain localities the condi­
tions are favorable for severe local 
storma.

ANOTHER FATAL ACCI­
DENT AT WANSTEAD

THREE G. T. R. TRAINMEN BURNED 
TO DEATH IN CABOOSE FOLLOW­

ING A REAR END COLLISION

Three Men Badly Injured and Now in 
Hospital at London

InQuest Being Held in Watford Before 
Dr. R. G. KeUy, Coroner.

j Death in its most horrible form ere 
I mation alive, in wreckage of their ca­
booses, following a rear-end freight col­
lision during the intensity of one of the 
most severe blizzards that has swept this 
part of the country in many years, came 
to three Grand Trunk trainmen between 
Kingscourt and Wyoming, 7 miles west 
of Watford, on the Sarnia Branch, at 
o’clock Monday morning.

News of the calamity, because of the 
paralyzing of the telegraph system by the 
storm, did not reach London until after 
1 o’clock Monday afternoon, when ex­
press No. 4, then 30 hours overdue, pul­
led into the depot and reported having 
been held up on the west side of the 
blockade resulting from the collision. 
terrible stories told
BY THOSE THERE.

The stones of the three injured London 
trainmen are of the most ghastly charac 
ter, the accoupts ot the deaths of the 
three victims cremated and of the rescue 
of Engineer Hall as the flames licked up 
the splintered timbers about him being 
horrifying.

A crew headed by Conductor Moffat, 
one of the men burned to death, and En 
gineer Hall was called from London at 
midnight to relieve men coming from the 
east on a manifest freight. They left 
London at 3 o’clock and according to 
members of the crew the locomotive was 
not then in condition for the run after 
its long battle against the storm from 
the east. They made Komoka in safety, 
but were then travelling under the great- 

I est difficulties and in the working of the 
i block protection were compelled to pull 

into a siding. There they remained 
until the water supply was almost ex­
hausted and fearing further trouble from 
the locomotive Hall concluded to dump 
his fires and abandon his train. Another 
freight had in the meantime pulled in

behind him. It was likewise in trouble 
but was fit for further going. The crew 
of the second train concluded to reduce 
fourteen cars and freed of that much of 
the load they picked up the dead engine 
and placed it six cars from the head of 
their train. The caboose off the abandon­
ed train was also dropped on the back 
end, the cars being left out of harm s 
way on the siding.

The train then proceeded westwaid 
and made Kingscourt Junction without 
stopping. Shortly afterward however, 
the water supply threatened to give out 
and tbe train stalled near Bear Creek 
bridge, one mile east of Wanstead. The 
locomotive was. cut off and started cut 
light :'n an effort to make the next wal er 
spout. She also failed, however, and 
to prevent possibility of explosion, the 
engineer pulled into a siding at Wyom­
ing and emulating Hali, dumped his 
fire in à like manner.

In the meantime the blizzard raged and 
Stapleton and Holleran alternated pro­
tecting the rear end of their train. Snow 
fell in great clouds through which it was 
impossible to see even the “fusei” sig­
nals more than a couple of carlengths. 
A terrible gale blew out of the north­
west and to remain long in the open 
meant death for any man who would 
attempt it. Although he was travelling 
“dead head” with other members of the 
crew of the freight first abandoned, 
Brakeman (“Curley”) Harry Brickie, 
also of Sarnia, gave the best he had and 
buckled in with the other two relieving 
the protector at about five minute inter­
vals.

“Conductor Moffat was doing all in 
his power to protect his train before I 
turned into bunk,” Fireman H. Holding, 
of London, the real hero of the tragedy, 
said. “He sent his men back under 
instructions to plant red and yellow 
fuses and fog signals three hundred yards 
from the tail end. The brakemen alsi 
took red and white lanterns in the hope 
that the attention of . any engineer who 
might happen along would be attracted.

“I dropped off to sleep and Hall and 
the others of our crew who had previous­
ly been riding in the locomotive cab, 
came back to the tail end for food. After 
a meal they also turned in and were in 
their btinks when the crash came.

was doing good work in the attempts to 
rescue, was sent away to protect us.”

Coroner Dr. Kelly, and Dr. Newell and 
Brandon, of Watford went to the scene:

London auxiliary crew was rushed to 
the scene when news of the accident was 
received here, and Superintendent W. R, 
Davidson took direct charge of the. task 
of opening the line.

“Curley” told me that he had occasion 
to go out while the others were in the 
car and as he slammed the door and 
peered into the darkness the headlight of 
the on-rushing freight loomed up like a 
bigyellow moon in the storm. The roar 
of the wind made it impossible to hear 
anything. He screamed and jumped, 
but we did not hear his warning.

T awakened, stunned, on the top of 
a pile of wreckage from the two cabooses 
and felt the trucks, which were hurled 
on top as they crunched along beside my 
body. Both my hands were pinned, but 
I managed to free them, and as I worked 
fire broke out several places in the 
wreckage. I could hear men screaming 
for assistance, and in the yellow flare of 
the burning cars I caught a glimpse of 
Hall, my engineer, hanging in the 
debris about 10 feet or more above the 
ground. He was held by timbers over 
his right leg, and his body hung down 

a manner that threatened to break 
his back. Curley, who was unhurt, and 
a couple of men off the train which had 
struck us, rushed np and tried to quench 
the fires with snow. There was n > 
water available, and they could do 
nothing. The wind blew the lumps of 
snow beyond reach and fanned the fire 
into a fury.

T could see one of the doomed men 
in the debris, and his calls were piteous, 
The fire was then all around him, and I 
knew there was no chance to rescue him 
A couple of men struggled frantically to 
work their way toward him, while two 
others, who could not be seàn from my

Position, pleaded piteously for help.
he man whom I coula not see was 

held by a timber over his knees, and he 
grasped and clawed desperately to pull 
himself out of the wreckage as the fire 
surrounded him and burned off his 
lower limbs. He, writhed in terrible 
suffering and moaned agonizingly before 
he finally fell back into the heat of the 
inferno and was cremated, with the 
others.

“Hall was a brick and directed us, des­
pite his terrible injuries. Both his legs 
were broken by the impact, but the right 
one was caught in the wreckage. We 
secured a shaker bar from the engine and 
used it for a lever to lift the weight off 
him, but four of us could make no im­
pression upon it. I tugged away for an 
hour and 40 minutes before he was re­
leased, and the last few boards I pulled 
from about him were then burning. Had 
he been five minutes longer in- that pos­
ition he would have met the /ate of the 
others.

“I had confidence that we could get 
him out until the fire spread all about us, 
and a burning bunk cushion fell over on 
top of us as we worked. Hall then show­
ed his grit and begged us to get an axe 
and chop off bis leg. “Better that than 
be roasted to death. Go to it, boys,” he 
told us.

“We carried him to the engine which 
had struck us, and left him there for a 
time where he could bo warmed up. His 
right hand, with which he grasped an 
iron her to hold his body up out of the 
fire, was frozen to the wrist. Later, fear­
ing that the fire would spread to the cab 
of the engine, as it threatened to do every 
moment, we cut down a curtain off the 
cab and carried him on it to the caboose
