HROYAL SCIONS IN AMERICA.

GRBMLLE emu OTTtWl RIVER.Few princely, feet, of European ori­
gin, have trodden the soil of this North 
American c<*tinent. 
royal blood in their veins, however, 
have come to us from the present 
retiring House of Great Britain. Prince 
Edward, the fourth son of George III., 
and the father of our beloved Queen, 
held military command at 
when our grandfathers wore little boys.

SPRING5Most people suppose that the manufac­
ture of tobacco consists merely of taking 
the leaf and pressing it into pings. The 
fact is, however, that the process is a very 
delicate one, and the least false step will 
injure the flavor. The leaf must be care­
fully attended to for months after it leaves 
the planter’s hands. It must neither dry 
too quickly nor to slowly. Even after it 
has reached the factory the utmost delicacy 
of manipulation is required. The weather 
must be carefully studied, for if there is 
too much moisture in the air when it is 
pressed it will mould, and the same will 
happen if too much moisture is sprinkled 
upon it for the pnrpose of opening the leaf. 
Again, if it is overdried in the oven it will 
turn crisp, and will nip the tongue in 
smoking. It is by careful attention to all 
these points that the “Myrtle Navy” has 
been brought to such perfection. The 
firm who manufacture it have their own 
storehouses in Virginia, and from the time 
the leaf leaves the planter’s hands until it 
is turned out of the factory, months after­
wards, in plugs, it is under the care of 
their skilled and trusted employees.

arises from the fact that the political 
boundaries of Germany do not coincide 
with the Customs frontier. The free city 
of Hamburg has one vote in the Federal 
Council and three representatives in the 
Reichstag, but levies its own Customs 
duties, and in commercial matters treats 
the territory embraced in the Zollverein as 
that of a foreign State. For this privilege 
the city pays to the general exchequer a 
larger sum in proportion to its population 
than is paid by the members of the Cus­
toms Union. It appears that Bismarck 
has resolved to incorporate in the Customs 
Union a territory commercially subordi­
nate to Hamburg, without consulting the 
city according to the terms of the Imperial 
constitution. As Hamburg is the greatest 
port of Germany, and imports for the 
general use one-half of all the foreigh com­
modities consumed by the Confederation, 
it is evident that there are strong reasons 
for including the city in the Zollveiein. 
Bismarck has made the preliminary move 
in his usual style of frank and cynical 
brutality, hoping, perhaps, that the angry 
protestations of the free city may give 
him an opportunity to go further than he 
proposes at present. Lubeck and Bremen, 
two other important ports, are also outside 
the Zollverein at present, though political­
ly incorporated with Germany. Such an 
anomalous condition of affairs can hardly 
be allowed to continue, and the day is pro­
bably not distant when free cities will be 
forced to resign their privileges, as Frank­
fort was compelled to do in 1866.

Manitoba has adopted a very stringent 
liquor law, which, though not prohibitory, 
is considered to secure all the promised 
benefits of such legislation without infring­
ing upon the personal rights of those who 
are competent to be a law unto themselves 
in the matter of temperance. It provides 
that if any person is unable to control 
himself in respect of the use of liquor, or 
is squandering his property, neglecting 
his affairs, and bringing his family to want, 
poverty or distress, or is putting them in 
apprehension that he will do some act of 
violence to himself or others, he may be 
summoned before two . justices, on the 
information of any relatives, connections 
or clergyman. Thti justices may compel 
the attendance of witnesses without any 
compensation. Upon conviction, notice 
is to be sent to every licensed liquor deal­
er in the Province that the person is inter­
dicted from the use of liquor, and the 
dealer is required to post the notice in a 
conspicuous place, and to refuse to sell, 
give or deliver any liquor to the party 
interdicted. Any breach of this provision 
is punishable by a fine of not more than 
$100, or less than $20, or imprisonment, 
in default, of from one to three months. 
In the case of inebriates who are so far 
gone that these remedial measures are 
considered insufficient to reform them, 
the justices may commit such to jail for 
not more than sixty, nor less than ten 
days. Persons interdicted may apply to 
any of the Judges of the Queen’s Bench to 
remove the interdict.

The Decline of urkey. San Francisco Evenin'/ Pod.]
MIDDLETON, Annapolis Co., N. S.,It is daily becoming more apparent 

that Turkey is in a hud way. Tlie re 
suit of the British 
heavy blow to the present administra­
tion of affairs. There was little doubt 
that the Porto could and did presume 
upon the forbearance of Lord Beacons- 
field, tie had small reason to dread 
compulsion in adopting the reforms in 
Asiatic Turkey provided by the treaty of 
Berlin. The accession of Mr. Glad­
stone to power lias widely altered the 
aspect of matters. His famous ‘ bag 
and baggage’ policy may have 
thing of a practical application. He is 
even said to be willing to apply co­
ercion to the poor Turk. This may be 
doubted ; but it is certain that a change 
is impending, and the Porte has begun 
to set his house in order.

It is, of course, nothing new to hear 
that the affairs of Constantinople are 
becoming desperate. The report has 
so often been heard that it is now very 
much disregarded. This time, however, 
it appears to be well founded. The 
revenues of the Sublime Porte have 
fallen away to almost nothing. The 
provinces are too impoverished and un­
settled to furnish enough of taxes to 
satisfy more than the stealings of the 
rapacious Pachas. The Customs reve­
nues have been after the Turkish 
method, farmed out to speculators, and 
forestalled till the Government is bar­
red of income in that direction. The 
extremity of the distress is shown by 
tho Government having been compel­
led.to out down the rations of the 
soldiers, and to break taith with coil 
tractors to whom it is indebted a 
million sterling for army food and 
supplies. The breakdown is just as 
complete in other departments as in 
the military department.
