The Hague convention attempted
to remove this menace to the ship-
ping of the world by rendering it
obligatory so to arrange the mechan-

come ineffective after g certain per-
iod of time had passed.

This merciful provision Germany
apparently has seen fit to ignore.
She has sent her mine-ships out and
has strewn the North Sea with
mines, which, drifting far and wide,
have caused the loss of a large num-
her of the merchant shiPs, not mere-
ly of the enemy, but of neutral
states. On the chance of sinKing one
warship “of the enemy, Germany is

““A trip through the Orient result-
ed in the writing of his first book,
“Le Chine et 1é Japon,” and in 1869,
after a careful and extensive investi-
gation In Greece, a second volume,
entitled ‘“‘Ithaca, the Peloponnesus,
and Troy.”

In Greece, before the publication
of his second book, he had married
Sophie Kastromenos, a remarkable
Greek woman of strong character,
notable scholarly attainments and
considerable wealth. She was in
hearty sympathy with his aim, and
aided him to such an extent that he
expressed himself as being gravely in
doubt if his work would have ever
been as successful without her un-
tiring interest and assistance.

In 1870, at the age of 48, having
received permission of the Sultan,
through the office of the American

{ Minister, Schliemann’s chance came. |
Some idea of the barriers present-. |

| ed by'the work itself may be gathered

'from the excavator’s story of the pro-

| ceedings in his greatest book, “Ilios.”
He says:

‘““We had to break through a wall |

ten feet thick consisting of large
blocks of marble, most of which were
drums of the Corinthian columns, ce-
mented with lime. We then had to
piece the wall of Lvsimachus, also
| ten feet thick and built of large hewn
stones, and to force our way through
two Trojan walls from five to ten
| feet in thickness. "

“While making this excavation we
found a number of large earthen jars
from three to six feet high, as well
as numerous drums of Corinthian
columns and other sculptured blocks
of marble. All these must have be-
longed to the Hellenic buildings.”

Schliemann found the great edifice
be called the Tower of Illum — a
building mnearly 40 feet thick. 1In
turn were unearthed the ‘‘Scaean
Gates”” of Homer and the palace of
Priam the king.

The contributions made by the
Schliemanns to the archaeological
knowledge of the life of Greek an-
tiquity, and, in addition, the increas-
ed Mght thrown om the Homeric
poems by the material discovered, are
almost inestimable. But not conteat

Schliemann turned his attention to
Greece proper and succeeded in un-

Tiryus. : ‘

Here were discovered ‘the rémains
of the Lion Gate, the royal tombs,
and a number of priceless additions
to the world’s knowledge of archaic
history.

Sehliemann died in December,
1890, just before his 68th birthday.
Upon fulfilling the conditions pre-
scribed in his will, his grandson, in
1906, received the documents spe-
cially prepared by the great archaeo-
logist, and made public enough to let
the world know that Doctor Schlie-
mann believed he had discovered a
certain clue to the discovery of the
fabled Lost Continent, Atlanta. The
book, which is to be based on the dis-
coveries, has not yet been published.

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WHY NOT SETTLE IT?

THE EXHUMATION OF SHAKE-
SPEARE'S BODY I8 URGED.

Unholders of Baconian Authorship ot
the Plays and Some Supporters of
the Actor of Stratford Favor Ex-
amination of Grave to See if
Documents Are Buried With Dody
—Attempt Once Made.

Now that the attention of the
whole world is concentrated upon
Shakespeare by the widespread cele-
bration of the 350th anniversary of
his birth, the time seems ripe for

cussed project of opening his grave
in Trinity Chburch at Stratford-on-
Avon, says Garrett P. Serviss.

That ve is the focus of a great
mystery, if not, as many maintain
uf a groat mystification. The open-
ing of it would not be an act of
vaasdalism, or of irreverence, but a
possible step toward clearing up the
mystery which, in spite of all efforts
to brush it aside, clouds tié fame of
the greatest genius in English litera-
ture, if not in all literature.

There i8 a persistent suspicion
abroad that an cxploration of the
grave in Stratford Church would
throw light upon the real authorship
of the immortal dramas that the
worle knows as Shakespeare's. There
may be some ' aders who are un-
aware that any quastion exists as to
that authorship, but such a question
does exist, and it hrs long been the
subject of a very bitter controversy
in which the proponents of the doubt
mainizin that the Willlam Shakes-
pere, or Shaxper, who was born and
died at Stratford, was
“William Shakespeare” who.actually

supposed him to be their author.

1 would advise all intelligent read-
ers, before accepting either the “or-
thodox’ or the “herodox” view of
this question, to read as much as pos-
gible of the literaiure that has ac-
cumulated on the subject within the
past sixty yvears, amn. which can be
found on the stelves of any large
public library. Some of the books at-
tacking the ascription of the author-
ship to ‘‘the mar of Stratford,” such
as Greenwood’s ‘‘Shakespeare Prob-
lem Restated,” have the fascination
of all recitals in which circumstantial
cvidence and acute reasoning play
the principal part. Mark Twain's
book, ‘‘Is Shakespeare Dead?” is an
a iusing summary of the case.

When this question, which is usu-
ally known as the “Shakespeare—
Bacon Controversy,”’ | ecause many of
the disputants believe that Lord
Bacon was the concealed author,
first attracted public attention in the
early half of the nineteenth cemntury,
Miss Delia Bacon, proposel to open
the grave at Stratford on the supposi-
tion that it concealed documentary
evidence which would settle the
question of authorship. She thought
that Lord Bacon might have had
| proofs of his authorship hidden
there.

National Hawthorne, in his book,
“Our Old Home,” gives a thrilling
| account of how Miss Bacon entered
the church with a dark lantern in
| the dead of night, prowled like a

ghost around the famous tombstone,
but finally, overcamc by a strange
| hesitancy, refrained from taking the

| awful stone from the sepulcher.” Af-
| terward, it has been alleged, Miss

Bacon’s mind showed signs of dis-
| order.

Everybody knows, of course, the
dozgerel lines on the stone over
the grave, and which, translated in-
to modern typograp:y and spelling,

read:

“Good friend, for Jesus’ sake forbear

“Ophelia,” ‘‘Juliet,” “Rosalind,” and
scures of other charscteristics that
are the glory of English literature.

Dr Iogleby pointed out that his-
tory was full of instances in which
the great dead have been disinterred
for reasons no more pressing than
those calling for the opening of
Shakespeare’s grave; and if he had
written a few years later he might
have added the instance of Sesos-
tris, the greatest of the Pharoahs,
whose mummy moderr curiosity has
not hesitated to take from its tomb
and display in a museun.

Shakespeare’s grave has, at least,
once been broken intn by accident,
when repairs were needed in a vault
adjoining it. A workman, who peer-'
ed into the dark interior, is said to
have faintly discerned a heap of
dust, and nothing more.

Nature Saved This Histeric nd Un-
changing Stream the Trouble of Cut-
ting a Channel For Its Course From
the Great Lakes to the Sea.

What is the oldest river in the world}
The St. Lawrence. It is also one of
the few rivers that did not have to
make its own bed and bas remsined
unchanged since the very beginning of
the American continent.

Try to think of a time when the
earth was covered by & mass of water,
hot, steaming and often tremendously
disturbed by the throes of a globe be
neath it that was shrinking beeause it
was becoming cooler.
