The Manufacture of Hargarine.

A writerin La Bullotin des Hailes, Paris,
contributes tho following. Margarine is a
produce which has been talked of a great deal
for some time, both in Franze as well as in
foreign lands. All tho Parliaments of West-
orn Europo have been successively filled with
projects of law relating to the rules of com-
merce in this commodity, but, in spite of all
the commotion which this article has caused.
thore aroe very fow people who have 2n ¢xact
idea of its fabrication, We beliove it will
be of use to our readers to have some infurm-
ation on the manufacture of margarine, and
wo therefore give the results of a study of the
subject, made by Mons, Villon, who i3 well
Enown asa chomical analyst. The true name
of this mattor is oleo margarine, and it is the.
liquid part which flows from tallow when it is
pressed warm. The tallow employed is that
which is known under the name of the “‘firat
juico,” and comes from the melting at a low
temperature of fat fresh from the butchor.
This first juice is composed of solid stearine.
fusible at 100° Fah., and olein (vily liquid).
‘The first operation consists of separating the
liquid from the solids in the first juice, which
we call tallow,

The solid tallow is put in cloths of strong
linen, su that they form covered cakes. When
this is done the hydraulic press is loaded with
them. TUpoun the bed of the press is placed a
strong plate of sheet iron, heated in water at
122° Fah,, and oun it are put five cakes of
tallow, then another plato of sheet iron, and
s0 on until the press is full. Generally, 180
to 200 cakes of tallow fill the press, and the
operation should be rapidly performed in
order to prevent the cooling of the plates.
i\i’;’lg’h three workmen the press can bo rapidly

The separation of the oleo begins withoat
pressure, by the simple weight of tho plates,
and by theheatwhichcomes from them. When
it is noticed that the running has ceased, the
press should be worked, going very slowly at
the commencement. The pressed tallow
which remains in the cloths is used for manu-
facturing artificial lard and wax candles.
The oleo which has run from the press is sent
to margarine faotories, or exported.

Oleo 13 a granulous mass of a yellow color
end its taste approaches that of ordinary
butter. The principal market for the oleo is
Rotterdam (Holland), where the Americans
also send considerals quantities of this pro-
duct for the needs of Europe.

Fabrication of Margarine.—The manufac-
ture of margarine consists of mixing the oleo
with some milk and a small quantity of cotton
cil, the proportions varying accordiag to the
quality of the margarine to be made. Here
aro some of the figures: Oleo, 16 cwt., milk
11 gallons, and o1l 2 cwt. The quantity of
oil varies greatly according to the season;
thus, in winter when the cold is intonse, 80
and even 40 por cont of oil is usad, whilst in
very hot weather the addition of oil is almost
suppressed. Oil of carth nuts and of sesame
can also be used. Tho oil moc ©:s the paste
of the margarime, which is naturally too
short and brittle, and gives it the oiliness of
good butter.

Oleo is melted in the furnace at 118° Fahr.
and the milk and oil are brought to the same
temperatore. Esch of theso produots is en-
closed in o receptacle above the churn, which

is uf woud, and is filled by means of funnols.
Tho materials are mixed well, until the whole
has tho appearance of cream, the churning
Jasts about two hours; thon the mixture is
turned into & wooden strainer, slightly in-
clined iu order to run it off into a large tub,
When it leaves the strainer to fall into the
tub, it meots & strong sheot of fresh water
wkich solidifies the margarine into grunles.

In tho tub the margarine floats on the sur-
faco of the cold water, and by the aid of an
openwork basket tho fatty matter, which
looks like sleet, is collected, It isturned into
porforated recoptacles and left to drain for a
longer or shorter period, according to the
tomporature, This operation generally takes
about two hours.  After this the mechanical
working of the margarine is begun. It is
placed upon a round table liks those used in
dairies, but very much larger, and the mois-
turs is wurked ia order to press out the bat-
termilk and give it the consistency of butter.
It is next pasded in small portions at a time,
through a horizontal worker, which is com-
posed of two cylinders of wood with deep
flutings, which spread out the paste and give
it its nice appearance, It is then mado into
large cakes or put in tubs.

During the making of margarine it should
be noticed that it does not solidify in one
mass, because during tno slight fermentation
which it undergoes before being drained it
has not the peculiar taste which indicates
good margarine. That is why it is necassary
not to use too cold watar.

To give to margarine the taste of good
quality butter, the fat, whilst dropping, is
sprinkled with a little special ferment mix-
ture, which comes from the artificial manu-
facture of the ferments of good butter.

If there are houses which make margarine
under its right conditions, there are also cer-
tain establishmonts which sell mistares of
butter and margarine for pure butter. This
dishonest trado does the greatest injury to
pure butter and its makers, because it de-
stroys a!l confidence of the purchesers. Up to
the present time, the detection of the
presence of small quantities of margarine
in butter offers great difficulties, and some-
times it i3 oven impossible to discover the
fraud. It has been thought that it
would bs well to alter the appearance of
margarine, be incorporating with it s product
which would bs easy of detection, and that
the changeshould be obligatory. The matter
proposed for mixzing with it is phenolphata-
leing, in very small quantities and according
to Mons. Bruylante, margarine wouyld then
have a rosy tintif placed in alkalinesolutions;
the reaction persists even wher mixed with
the margarine 30 and 90 per cent of fresh
batter. This substance also resists frequent
cold or warm water washing. It could be
removed by water alkalined with causticsoda.
but that practice could not be followed in
commercs as the butter thus treated would
have the taste of soap.

Tho above description of the method used
for the manufactur, of margarine will enable
people to know the nature of the product, and
also tho {acility which esists for discovering
the fraud in butter, but, on the other, one
does not deny its usefalness for such houuse-
holds as have no means to buy fresh butter,

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Dry Boods.

The Toronto Globe has the following dry
goods artiolo

**The domand for domestic goods in pre
vious seasqns was intorfered with by the
inability of customers to got short ends in
high grods, such as could be got in imported
goods. They preforred *o pay more forforeign
go’ds rather than be compoelled to take full
picces of domestic goods. Tbe practico of
now outting short ends tosurt buyers of Cana-
dinn goods has added very mnch to their popu-
larity and hasremoved this objection to them.
The tendency to-day is for the retailer to
buy as large an assortment of styles as pos-
sible, and at tho same time keep within a
cortain limit that will not materially
increase his outlay of capital. This canonly
bs dono by buying short lengths. This has
induced many manufacturers to put up their
goods in shorter lengtbs. Bat when whole-
salers know that they will not bo able to sell
full preces, as in the case with high price
domestic goods, the lengths are ovdereA so as
to avoid having many ende left over. The
rotail donlers in men's wear have passed
through a season not altogether favorable for
heavyweight goods, The last part of last
year was too mild. The short snaps of cold
weather 1mproved the overccat trade. but it
was not of sufficient duration to encourage
orders for heavy suits. A largoe proportion of
the masses will not purchase winter clothing
unless the weather compels them. Theso
conditions have, to some oxtent, influenced
merchants in holding off, or on the other
hand. in placing only small orders for spring.
The advances in wool took place after the
initiel orders were given by wholesale dealers.
This fact should make the original purchases
of extra value, Nearly all domestic goods
have been advanced from 5 to 10 per cont.
Theso advances are more noticeable on the
lower lines., On repeat orders manufacturers
are asking and receiving advances, The
value of domestic lines is very good and the
market is firm. Advance pricesarenot being
asked asa rule by wholesale woolen houses.
Although there is an apparent advance the
superior style aud finish of Canadian domestic
goods does not show this to any perceptible
oxtent. The capacity of manufacturers has
been taxed to the uttermost so as to give de-
livery of goods on timo,
cases cannot be delivered until March. Do-
mestic goods arc having an increa.ed trade
by reason of their intrinsic value and raiiable
colorings. The general woolen houses find
that they can dispose to custom tailors a very
much better class of goods, and the manufac-
turers of high class fabrics are rapidly meet-
ing this demaund in a most satisfactory
manner. This condition of the market is
welcomed by the merchant, both from a
standpoint of profit as well as satisfaction to
his customer,

The general character of domestic woolens
calls fur nobby eflects, neutral in medium and
dark colorings and of no pronounced designs.
Trousering have been in the back ground i1n
domestic goods for the past few seasons. This
trade is picking up again. Strip pantings in
tho fine hair-line and the medinm stripes aro
the favorites, An extrame opposite to o hair-

-lir .isshown in a very broad stripe. The
diagonal stripes, the twill and Celtic combina-
tions in atripes are good. A few check trou-
sorings are seen among the ranges for spring
and are meeting with a partial success.
Tweed trouserings are having their usual
sale. This is confined chiefly to greys, with a
fow black and white. Tho feeling at present
is for rough TYectsin the cheviot make, with
tho Scotch biend ¢f ~olorings in the heather
mixtures in checks, stripes and twmlls, Al
" these mixtures have become prominent. The
quiot subdued eifects, be they worsteds os
tweeds, are the favorites. The fashion for
large checks, is likely to gradually work its

Ropeats in some

way into this market from England, and at
pno distant day will be scon here. Small
checks will be required for the country trade
for some time. Canadian cheviot effects havo
a decided call because they cau be brought
out in such combinativns of colorings that
rendor ndesirablecffect, Thestaple colorings
aro brown, fawn, and groy. Grey is the best
shade, with brown next, Green was shown
for this past fall and is repressnted to a small
oxtent for the present season.

Advocating Restricted Immigration.

At the recent monthly mesting of the
M. nufacturers’ Clubat Philadelphia, General
Francis A. Walker, president of the Massa-
chusotts Institute of Technology at Boston.
delivered an exhiaustive address upun ** Tho
Reostrioction of Immnigration."’

The Ledger of that citysays: *‘‘In begin-
ning, General Walkers said he did not pro-
pose to speak of measures for straining out
from the vast body of cur immigrants some
hundreds or some thousands, more of fewer,
of idiots, paupers or criminals, who but for
such precautions, might find their way into
the United States to become a public charge,
or worse.

‘¢ All wen,’ said he, ‘of all classes and
all views concerning immigration in general
assent. to the propositivu that our governmeut
owes it to tho people to exclude persons physi-
cally or mentally diseased or permanently
incapablo of self support. But it is a matter
much more serious and of much larger con-
seqences which we arve called to study this
evening. It i3 a ques ion, not of excluding
thousands, but possibly of exeluding
hund.eds of thousands. It is a question, not
of keepirg out a small number of idiots,
criminals and papers, but of forbidding to
land upon our shores very large numbers of
persons who aresubject to nv such imputation
and whou are reasonably abls tu earn tueir
own livelihood among us, at least according
to the standard of subzistence they have been
accustomed to at home.’

**General Walker spoke of two views re-

arding imwaigration in the past which have
%eon held very generally by the American
people, but which he said, were entirely
erroneous. One of thess views was that im-
migration constituted a nct reinforcoment of
the population of the couutry—the more
foreigners the greater our numbers. This
General Walker said, had not been the case.
He guoted figures to chow thegrowth uf popu-
lation from Immigration, and said that with
a million and three-quarters added from the
outside the population of 1850 was only 6,508
above what 1t would have been according to
estimates mude in K75, based upon the rate
of growth maintained up to that time.

** The coming in of foreigners, he said, for
the first time in our history created distinct
social classes, whose habits of living and ideas |
of comfort and decency were very widely
apart, The whole hiswry of mankind shows
how intewsely sensitive to social and economic ,
conditions is the principle of population. Let
those conditions remain unchanged, and the
population will go on increasing generation
after generation, like gas expanding in o
vacuum, at a rate which can be predicted
with almost, gbsolute precision.

“*Tho speaker said that years ago the
American was not ashamed to do the most
menial labor, but since the introduction of so
many foreigners into the country the Ameri- |
cans gradually withdrew from certsin kinds
of work, and left it to the foreigners to per-
form. Hbilamented this fact and contended ,
that it should not be bencath an American to |
do any henegt labo: . This is o very bad ex- |
cuse for admitting & degraded class of
foreigners.

*‘Thres important chang s have occured in
our position as & people, General Walkersaid,
with reference to tho advantage of receiving

great numbers of foreigners into our citizen-
ship. In tho first place, tho arable public
lands of the United States are entirely oxhaust-
ed. In tho sccond place, thero has beon a
steady decline in the prico of agrioultural
products. In the third place, wo now have a
labor problem.

“He dwelt at length upon this latter
chnngo, and said that it was a very serious
question, as wo are subject to great labor
disturbances, with a great army of uneducat-
ed laborers, who may prove oxceedingly
dangerous.

' In years gone by the foreigners who came
to this country were of the better class, por-
sons who had the meaus to pay their p
here when the rates were anh. Now the
rates ure materially reducad; are excoedingly
low, in fact, and the foreigners who tako ad-
vantage of them are the very soum of the
countries of Europe, totally unfit to become a
part of our social and political organization.
He prophesied that, should this continue, this
country would ultimately reach the same lovel
as those countries.

* Degraded labo=, he said, was very injuri-
ous to the business intorests of the country.

“If there 1s danger to the republic from
this overwhelming access of foreigners, we
we have no right %o make sontimental c¢on-
siderations upon this question predominent.
The man who cares not for his own household
is a heathen man and an infidel, Self-defense
is the first law of nature and of nations, If
our country and its institutions are really in
peril, as many beliove they are, we have no
right to refuse to consider the matter in its
whole length and breadth.

* If the ins itutions of the country require
it we are bound to rut up the bars and impose
at least & temporary check upon ths access
of the most degraded elements of Europe.
But, after all, it'is not you or I or all the men
who are fcrtunate in their own lives who de-
cide this questiou. It is not what econumists
may think, or what statisticians may think,
or politicians may think, or merchants or
manufacturers and bankers may think, Itis
what the working people think that is going
to determine what shall be dones

*The working people of chis country are
§oin;z to settle this question of immigration.

ust 8o long as they are willingtosay: *‘We
seo tho danger, we appreciate vhe loss already
suffered in the breaking down of the rate of
wages, as in the clothing trade, in the tobacco
manufacture and it the mining industries;
wo know that the Aunerican standard of liv-
ing is threatened by this incoming of foreig-
ners; we would it were otherwise, But we
will not close the door upon any man who
comes here in good faith to make a home for
himseif and his children after him.’

** Just so long as the working classtake this
position all our talk will be idle. For ons, I
am willing to lesve the matter there. Those
who are nearest in condition and circum-
stances to those who are coming to our shores

i —to them I am willing to leave it whether,

for the sake of the American rate of wages,
tile ggl;m shall be, at least, temporarily
closed.

Returns received by the American Iron &
Steel Association show that the production of
pig iron in 1895 in the United States was the
largest over reached in any calendar year,
amounting to 9,446,808 tons, against
6,657,888 tons in 1894, 7,124,602 tons in 1893,
9.157,000 tons in 1892, 8,279,870 tons in 1891
and 9,202,703 tons in 1890. The production
in 1855 was 2,788,720 tons, or nearly 42 per
cent, more than in 1894, and 248.605 tons
more than in 1890, when the largest previous
production was attained.

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‘WBE notice in an exchange that a large
colony of Iowa farmers are moving to North
Dakota. Possibly these Iowa farmers would
have come to Manitoba or the Canadian
territories were it not for our live stock
guarantine regulations. These regulations
koop out, hundreds and thousands of good
settlers. Wo cannot expect western states
farmers to sacrifice their live stock in order
to como to Manitoba, whon they can settle in
North Dakota, just south of tho Manitoba
boundary, and rotain all their stock, without
being subject to any annoyance or expense
on their account.

THE legal squabble in connection with the
Dealath and Winnipeg railway appears to be
drawing to a close, and it is expected the
road will then come under tho full manage-
ment of the Canadian Pacific. The early ex-
tension of the road to Winnipeg it is said is
not at all improbable. It could be done to
advantage this year, material and general
supplies for railways building being remark-
ably cheap.

A PETITION was presented in parhiament
at Ottawa one day last weck for the incorpora-
tion of the Lake Winnipeg aud Hudson Bay
NavigationCompany. The petitionwas numer-
ously signed by residents of Manitoba and the
territories. The object of the proposed com-
pany is to improve the waterways leading to
Hudson bay. This probably does not mean
anything more thau thegranting of a charter,
though. it i3 impossible to predict what tho
futuro may develop in the direction of extend-
ing navigation between Winnipeg and Hud-
son bay.

The Revival of Commerss.

Indications that wo aro entering upon a
poriod of gon.+al commeroial revival become
more pronvunced as the year progresses. And
by this wo do not mean tho trado of the Umit-
od Kingdom only, although from the multi-
plicity of markets with whioh we-are directly
connected, than in iteclf is no bad criterion
of the trend of business outside the insular
limits. But from many and various sources
wo obtain evidence that, with tho excoption
of ono or two countries, commerce is really
expanding, and uuless somo disastrous event,
such as & great war, intervenes to check it,
there is good reason to behieve that the ten-
dency will increase and stremgthen. The
matter is, of course, one of the first import-
ance, both to the commercial and the specu-
lative markets, for a poriod of thriving trade
creates greater ontorprise in every direction.
Prices of commodities, as a rule, advance, but
the lessoned purchasing power of money aris-
ing from this causo is countorbalanced by the
increased demand for funds,

Bankers and financial iustitutions, as well
as traders and manufacturers, make larger
profits, and although the rate of money ad-
vances in the open market, there is ample
compensation for thisin the revival of specu.
lative activity in a hundred directions and
the spirit of greater confidence which is en-
gendered. It follows necessarily the gilt-
edged investments will during such a poriod
no longer be maintained at the extreme price
to which they wero carried by the distrust of
in restors for anything involving risk; but if
{ ese will to a moderate extent be levelled
down, *ae mass of second-class securities will
be levelled up, and the change will by no
means be one to be regretted. We have but
touched the outlines of 2 very large subject,
in order to draw attention to the great im-
portance of the question. Lot us now show
a few of the data upon which shrewd judges
base their opinion that we are entering upon
a cyclo of good trade, In the first place, it
must be borne in mind. that such a revival,
jndging from past experieuce, is about due,
aftor several years of depression; and although
we do not attach toomuch {mportance to
empirical theories of this kind, yet the cir-
cumstance is worth mentioning,—London
Financial Times.

Argenﬁnér Wheat.

A recent consular report, says an exchange,
gives some interesting information in rd
to the whent trade of the Argentine Republic,
which, in view of the constantly increasing
competition from that country may be inter-
csting to American producers. ' The Argen-
tine wheat grower, like the American, is
taxed *‘all the ‘ariff will bear'’ by the railroads,
which carry to the seaboard the bulk of the
grain exported. Tho average cust of trans-
portation of wheat from the farm to the hold
of vho vessel is variously estimated at from 8
to Llc per bushel, including exchange, but
probably the averagn is about 9 to 10c per
bushel. Thoe Argentine exporter is in a very
advantageous position in regard to ocean
{roights, because there is mo coal in that
country.

Numerous cargoes of coal arereceived at the
Argentine seaports and exchanged for grain,
and the competition between vessels reduces
ocean freights to a very reasonable basis. The
averago freight rate to England is reported at
about 4s per qr. or about 12¢ per bushel. This
makes the total charges on wheat from the
Argentine farm to the British port average
about 20c to 22¢ per bushel, not couunting in-
surance, loss in transit, etc. Supposing that
the wheat brings 75¢ in London, this price
would lesve over 50¢ per bushel, not counting
the middle-man’s profit, loss in transit,
insurance charges at the port of entry, ete.,
which are uncertain, A specimen account of

Wheat shipped shows @ price equivalent

about; 406 on the farm, and 574c in Franco.
With the virgin soil and cheap Jabor of Ar-
gentine wheat giowing is profitable evon at
lower pricer than this, and it iyno wonder
that tho production has increasod very
rapidly. These figures are only approxi-
meato but they show in a general way the

situation.

United States Uattle Supplies.

Should the domand for beof assume its old
time proportions it is evident that there
would be a shorage. A glanco at the figures
showing the movement of cattlo as compared
with other seasons show that the present low
prices are not the result of a heavily supplied
market, but of other and outside influences.
With a light export trade and an abundance
of cheap poultry, purk and mutton 1t has been
impossible to maintain cattle prices. All
these meats aro in closo sympathy with each
other, and the influence of a shortage in any
one is modified if the rest are plentiful,
Shuold prices for hogs and sheep improve
materially, therefore, it is roasonable to k ok
for an improvement in cattle also. It s-ems
too fhat there will be a better demand for all
these meats now that the consumption of
poultry is lessened.

So far as cattle are concerned thero does
r ot seom to be any prospect of heavy supplies,
it being generally conceded that the number
of cattlo now feeding is Jess than the average
of recen’ years, notwithstanding the plentiful
ness of corn. The high yrices for feeders
during tho period of heaviest movement is
ovidence of their scarcity, and the high price
Las also deterred many from feeding., But it
shotld be remembered that the number on
feed does not wholly regulate the supply of
beet. The supply of beef may be materially
increased, and no doubt would be 1if prices
justified, by an increads in the average weight
of beeves marketed. In a year of cﬁga.p corn
feeders generally would bring their cattle to

eater weight if market conditiona favored
1t.—National Stockman.

Increased Mutton Consumption.

The disposition of the vast number of sheep
that have been placed on the market can
mean but one thing—that we have made an
enormous increass in our mutton consumj -
tion during the past few years. Cheapness
and improvad quality combined have done
xmgch to advance the popularity of mutton.
Itis now a staple article of diet in many
families where formerly little or none was
used. The prejudice against iton the part of
many people is bemg suroly overcome as the
quality of the meat i3 improved, and unless
prices aro out of proportion to other meats we
may look for a continued growth in the con-
sumption. The influence of this increasing
demand for mutton i3 now being felc in the
cattle markets. It is impossible for beef to
compote with cheap mutton and pork except
at corresponding prices, which accounts to a
large extont for the downward tendency in
cattle.—~National Stockman.

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THE BUSINESS SMTUATIOR.
WINNIPEG, Saturday, Feb. 1, 1896.

There is no material change in the local
business situation. The weather has boen
mild., Laboriswell employed for the time
of the year, and there are fow idlo men, owing
to the work gong on in tho woods. The de-
mand for farm laborers will be large this
spring, owing to the backward nature of
plowing and other farm work from last fall.
There is very little grain coming in, though
farmers hold a large quantity yet. The
rocent advance of 6c for wheat
has not induced farmers to bring out
their grain., It is the usual custom
in Mauitoba for farmers to hold their grain
in Javuary, as the weather is generally cold
and the roads bad, owing to the dry drifting
natare of the snow. ILater on in Febroary
they generally resume marketing, Bank
clearings at Winnipeg, though continuing to
show & declino as compared with recent weels,
are still considerably greater than a year ago,
clearings this week boing 88 per cent. greater
than the correspoding week of 1895, and about
10.5 per cent. greater than the like week of
1894.

There were 63 business failures reported in
Canada this week by Bradstreets, The total
last week was 52 , one year ago 36, in 1894 it
was 44, in 1893 it was 54, and in the corres-
ponding week of 1392 only 31. '

Regarding thesituation in the UnitedStates
this woek, Bradstreet's says: *The features
of the week are conti wcod retarded demand
for merchandiso and chocked industrial oper-
ations. Shoe factories Philadelphia are shut-
ting down or running on part time. Cotton
geods makers regard the outlook for their
product uppromising, thereis a reaction in
the price of steol billets, among fiity pig iron
furnaces in the Pittsburg and Shenango dis-
tricts 14 are idle; and the position of woollen
goods manufacturers isshown by the fact that
foreign woollen goods aro relatively most
active. General tradoat theclose of January
proves disappointing, particularly in central
western, western aund northwestern states,
where' the movement of merchandise from
jobbers has been slow and unsatisfactory.

Failuresin the United States were 403, as
compared with 854 for the corresponding weok
last year,

Tho stock markets have been quiet. The
most noticoable foaturs was an improvement
in tho coal roads, particularly Reading stocks,
growing out of the disagreement among the
managers of the great coal roads.

The
advance of 3¢ in Manitoba cuuntry markets,
which we reported last weck as going into
effect a week ago to-day,has been maintained.
The advance, however, has not induced
farmers to bring out their grain, and
very little wheat 1s being marketed
in tho country. It i3 tho rule with
farmers hero, however, to market very
little wheat in January aund the early
part of February.

316 bushels. Stocks at lake ports, mulling
points and interior markots aggrogate well up
to 7,0.0,000 bushels, compared with about.

A bill to provide for state grain elevators
has beon prepared for early introduction in
the Now York legislature at the instance of
the soveral canal boatmen’s associations along
the lino of tho Erie canal. The main sup- ~
port that the bill will receive, it is said, is
from the Caual Boat Owners’ Association and
the Canal Boat Owners and Commercial
Union at that port.

. ‘Tho bill is entitled, ‘““An Act to prevent in-
jurious combinations against-the State's com-
merce at the ports of Buffalo and Now York
by the construction of grain elevators to be
oexclusively operated by the Superintendont of
Puablic Works in conjunction with the State
canal grain traffic at tho before mentioned
ports,and makingian appropriation therefor.”
= The bill provides that the Superintendent
of Public Works shall be anthorized and di-
rocted boforo thoe fifteenth day of May to
cause to be constructed six floating grain ele-
vators of the latest improved stylo} also of
self propelling powor, with a traunsfer capa-
city from lake vessel to canal beat at Baffale,
and from canatboat to oceanships and store-

.houses of New York, of not less than ten

thousand bushels of grain each per hour.
Also, for the providing of deck, wharf or
other facilities for the favorablo location of
the elevator facilities, to be exclasively used
for tho transhipment of State canal grain. .
It 33 provided that when thoaforesaid elova~
tors aro completed and ready for pablic sor-
vice two of tho samo shall balocated inthe
doop water harbor at Baffalo, and likowise *
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four of such clovators shall be used in tho port
of New York.

Tho Superintondent-of public works is em-
powared to collect at each port, for the use of
the olevators, a maximum rate not to oxceed
one-fourth of ono cent a bushel for the sorvico
of elovating and transfor of grain, to bo paid
by the owner «r agent of tho grain so trans.
ferred, and it is further provided thatin the
process of clevating and transferring grain,
the lake vessel, canal Loat, or ocean zhip
shall only be required to pay tho actual cost
of the manual labor performed in the servico
called shovelling or trimming to the leg of
the clevator when unloading, and trimming
cargo when loading. The steam shovelling
apparatus to bo furnished by the Statoto lake
and canal transporter freo of all ousts whatso.
over.

The profits accruing to tho State from the
use and operation of the olovators after de-
ducting tho costs of operation and repairs
thereto shall be paid by the Superintendent
of Pablic Works to the Comptroller of tho
State to bo applied by him in the repayment
of the cost of the construction of sald ele-
vators.

the near future what they have set out to ac-
complish. In the coketrade it is hinted that
further pressure may be applied. I ore the
girtgant.agcs of allotment are said to be

ed.

This heroic treatment hes already caused a
number of outside Bessemer pig iron workess
to stop work, some of them preferring to cover
their sales by buying iron in the open mar-
ket to making the iron themselves,

Qur statistics published elsowhere, show
how great tho need of a reduction of output is
all over the country. During the month of
December there wasan accumulation of about
100,000 tons of coke and anthracite pig iron,
outside those plants which make iron for
their own uso, Now it is knoww that s num-
ber of tho stecl works have accumulated iron
On the other hand, it is truo that some exag-

gerated roports havo been %iven currenocy,
Iiko those relating to the surplus purchases of
a leading concern'in tho Contral West, In
the past year the requirements from outsido
sources havo rison as high as 50,000 to 60,000
toas per month, Siuco tho amounts to be
recoived during the first four months of the
current year aro only 85,000 tons, additional
purchases may bo necessary bofore tho great
new {urnace plant of the company putsitin
a position to take caro of its own require-
monts,.—Iron Age.

Bounty on Agricultural Exports.

The Lubin project for a bounty nn ouragri-
cultural exports has been considered by some
ot the castern United Statos granges and re-
coived their approbation. The idea is that
tho manufacturing industries have for thirty
years been receiving the benefiv of a tariff for
protection, whermby the prices of things sold
to the farmers have been increased. The
farmeors have bornu this on the plea of ‘'in-
faut industries” and fear of *‘paupor labor"
till now, finding themselves in competition
with tho cheap wheat aud cotton producing
countries of the w._rld, tho enhanced prices of
the things they buy begin to tell on them and
they want the burden equalized by a bounty
on their exports, This bounty will enhance
tho home price of their product as the protec-
tive tariff does that of the manufacturers and
place them on an equal footing in thesupport
of the home market. ‘This is their argament
and the alternative they offer is absolute free
trade, Tho state granges aroconsidering the
subject; Pepnsylvania i3 the last ome to
speak. ‘Theconstitution forbids any bounty
on exports, o their plan can anly be carried
out by its amendmont, if at all,  Tho alter-
native proposition of free trade is what is ex-
citing tho attention of the protected classes.
Labin has found many believers among the
farmers, who sse in hisargument the explan-
ation of the general depression of the agrioul-
tural 1nterests for some years back,—Milwaa-
keo Jousnal.

Report on F'arm Animals.

The Orange Judd Farmer this week pub-
lishes the results of an investigation, made
through local agents in the different counties
of the country, relative to the number and

values of farm animals in the United States.
The total value of all classes of animals is
estimated ot $1,864,420,000, or $62,189,000
less thon » year ago, This is the lowest
you reached since the decline began in 1893,
when the total value of farm animals wasre-
ported at §2,483,083,000, a shrinkago in this
ono one item of farm property in threo years
of $322,663,000, or 25 por coat, The heavy
decline in the past year has beenin horses and
mules, tho lossin value amounting to $189,
000,000. Mzilch cows have increased substan-
tislly in numbers and hold their owa in
price, while other cattle show a little enlarge-
ment in numbers and decided improvement
in price.

T'he total number of hogs is loss than two
per cent smaller than a year ago, loss from
sickness in some districts being offset by sub-
stantiel increase in othoerg, notably the South
and tho districts that suffered a corn failare
in 1894. The slaughter of sheep continues,
this class 0 animals showing a farther
shrinkago during the year of nearly 3,000,000.
From 1889 to 1893 flocks increased by 5,000,-
000, while {rom 1893 to 1826 tho average
decrease has smounted to that fignro each
year, while those remaining show ashrinkage
in value of 91c, or 84 per cent per head.

Tho total number of farm animals on
January 1 are estimated as follows: Horses,
15,867,000; maules, 2,810,000; cows, 17,787,
000; other cattlo, 82,602,000 ; sheop, 82,818,
000; hogs, 46,802,000,

Pork Packing and Provisions.

‘Westorn packing shows a total of 880,000
for the week, compared with $410,000 the
procoding week, and 460,000 for cerrespond-
ing time last yoar, From Novomber 1 the
total is 5,180,000 against 5 265,000 & yoar
ago.. While tho quality continues good in
some of tho marketsit isdooliningsomewhatin
athers, which fact is +being taken by dealers
as an idication that marketable stock is now
closoly dispossd of, It is not plain yot, how-
oyer, that tho lessening of supplies at this
time is entiroly or even maivly due to the
near approach to the end of liberal numbers,
but is likely the result at least in somo dogres
of the effect of an advancing tendency in
values, which naturally encourages delay in
ghipments. Tho recont speculative interest
in the product and decided advance in the
merket from the especially low point provail-
ing have given assurance of better prices for
hogs, which fact with the wide margin of
profit in feeding oporations at ocurrent values
of corn, should bo expected to serve as a tom-
porary check to marketing operations. It
seams ronsonable to regard the situation as
one influencoed moro by prices than by scar-
city of animals. At tho closo the average of
western markets i3 about 80 cents 100 per
pounds bigher than a week ago for hogs, the
gonoral average being aboud $1.00.—Cin-
cinnati Prico Current, Jan, 28,

Gansumptidn of Coffes.

A house in New York has just completed
statistics for the year, in which it isshown
that the total sales of coffeo of &': kinds in the
United States during 1895 was 272.506 tons,
against 268,274 tons in 1894, and 247,717 tons
in 1893. The receipts of Brazilians into the
country were 8,311,604 bags, and the distri-
bution from the seaports, 8,230,660, comparing
with 8,169,028 in 1894 and 8,208,042 in 1893,
These figures are significant in showing good
full average conenmption, but in their appli-
cation to present position must be taken in
conjunction with the factthat on January
1st the world’s visible supply of coffes was
much.in excess of last year; the quantity
available for this country was then and has
since shown an amount very much in excess
of January, 1895, and the absence of apy hints
of damage to the growing bean is strong evi-
dencs that previous liberal estimates of noxt
crop are not now assailable, Cocoa has been
marked down fractionally since the opering
of the year, and the shading on cost served as
o momentary attraction for o little more de-
omand, but nanufactorers are againin an in-
different attitude, The supply, however, is -
held fairly well, as desirable cocoa is unques-
tionably cheap and ought to secure greater
attention,

Grain and Miﬁng Notss,

largest over grown in the United States being
87,378,000 bushels as against §0,000,000 in
in 1891, and 70,000,000 bushels, the average
for ten years back. The average crop for

A Montreal dispatch says that the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company will build at Fort
‘William, the coming summer, another mam-
moth elevator of as large capacity as those
already thero. A mammoth flour shed, 500
by 75 feet, will also be erected. This state-
ment is no doubt true, as the elovator is
needed, the wheat production of Manitoba
having exceeded the prasent elevator capacity
at the Lake Superior ports, though it is not
likely & start will bo made on the clevator
until it is scen hew the next crop is likely
to turn out.

Subsisteace of Devils Laks.

It was in tho latter part of March, 1883,
that President J. J. Hill of tho Great North-
ern road walked out upon the ice in Creol's
Bay in Devils Like, North Dakota, and after
sounding through the ice and finding a depth
of eight feet, decided that at that.point was
the bost location for the town which subse-
qu(t)gt,ly be:amo the city gt' Dovils Lake, one
of the most prosperous and growing poiuts in
North Dako?n. v & g o

Since 1882 great changes have taken placo
in the amount of water of in the lakes and
streams of North Dakota. The water in
Creols' Bay has eontirely disappeared and
Devils Lake City is now three miles from its
lake, and where tho waves of the bay used to
roll the plowshare is now turning the rich
ground for the crops of grain which are be-
ginning to be planted upon the old lake bed.

It has beon ssserted that the wator supply
of tho lakes and rivers in the interior of con-
tinents remote from the seas has been progres-
sively diminishing, and Devils Lake is only
an instance of the drying up which has been
steadily taking place in our Northwestern
lJakes and rivers sinco the early cighties.
Lakes which, ten years ago, covered thousands
of acres and had a depth of from three to
tweonty feet, have either entirely disappeared
or are reduced to-nothing” more than a
mere quagmire—with a little tomporary
water: in the spring which quickiy disappears
with the advent of warm dry weather.
‘Whethor this state of affairs will he perman-
ent or not remains to be seen.

In the summer of 1832 a large stream—
Big Counles—flowed into the northern side of
Devils Lake. At Churches Forry, ten miles
from its entrance to the lake, that stream,
during the summer if 1882, was 200 feet wide,
and old man Church cleaned up over $3,00u
during the summer from the profits of ferry-
ing over the new settlers who were then pour-
ing into the country. Within two years the
Big Coulee bad dried up and since then we
believe no volume of water hasreached Davils
Lake through its bed. )

Tn 1882 and 1883 myriads of lakes and
sloughs occupied the elovated, rolling conatry
throughout the mnorthern part of North
Dakota., Few farms were more then & mile
from water, The writer remembers that
when AMr. Lamb started Michigan City, one
of his favorite arguments was that the city

" was built upon the banks of a beautiful lake,
which would bs a paradise for fishing and
boating for the inhabitants of the future
great city. In fact, during that summer a
causeway and bridge were built across the
lake at its narrowest point, but sinco then the
lake has been absorbed by the hungry south
winds of summer. Th3 chuseway and bridge
are still there, but the water isgbsent. Some
persons have attributed this progressive

 their attendant dry south and southwest

diminution of the water supply to cultivation,
but tho same set of conditions have taken
place in parts of the Northwest as yet entirely
unoccupiod and uncultivated.
Notwithstanding all this, the writer is
hardly propared to say that tho rain fall is
diminishing throughout the Northwest,
though undoubtedly it has been less than the
averago for the last ten yoars, Ho prefers to
attribute this destceation of our surface waters
in the Northwest to the unusually hot sum-
mer months of June, Suly and August, with

winds, which have beon so prominent a
feature of the three summor months, with
but one or two exceptions, since 1885,

If we have a cycle of unusually cool sum-
mer months during the noxt ten years,
coupled with 8 rainfall above the average, the
lakes and stroams will doub. .essagain become
replenished, to a large extent, though not to
the degree of ton or fifteen years ago, for cul-
tivation of the land canses it to absorb water
directly into the ground, which, before culti-
vation, was quickly shed. off in the carly
spring to the streams, slovghs and lakes.

The numberless lakes which have dotted
our Northwest country bave been one of its
chiof sources of beauty and attraction, and
let us hope that we have reached the turping
point whore a series of cool summers and in-
creased rain and snow falls will restore them
tso tli;air i)ld time lovels.—Northwest Magazine,

The graphite found in
tho ficst two named places is of an amorphous
form aud is said t be of an inferiorsurt, The
pigment is nover fouud in a state of absvlute
purity. The process of preparing it for mar-
kot, which consists of heating, grinding,
washing, etc., is a complicated oue. Pure
graphite paint, free from iron and uther like
impurities, should bs «f & flake formation, no
matter how finely ground. When laidona
surface each flake laps over its neighbor like
the scales on o fish., This scale formation,
howover, is so minute that the use of the pig-
ment on the finest surface connt reasonably
be objected to. It can be ground impalpably
fine—as fine perhaps as any pigment used in
painting. Graphite has long been used for
painting purposes, especially ‘or painting
metallic surfaces, such as bridge parts, pipes,
roofs, eto., during which time its great dura-
bility has been conspicucusly established.

Instances of. roofs painted with ° graph.

ite having worn for periods warying
from 10 to 15 years before requiring
repainting. aro numerously in evidence Tho
writer has in had the testimony of a bridge
painter who rofers to bridge work painted
with graphite paind that has worn 20 years.

A pound of graphite is threo times greator
in bulk than white lead. It has great cover-
ing, coloring and spreading properties, It is
of a dark grey culor, and with whitepigments
it forms delightful cool grey tints.
Jot blacks, dark greens and reds may bo'ob-
tained without causing the graphite to
deteriorate in value, but when light colors
ore attempted the result will begraphite only
in name. Its compozition will be mainly
scmething else. :

Of lato years tho adulturation of graphite
has beed largely practiced, the adulterants
Yeing charcoal, lampblack and cheap black
1ead not to mention stove polish and foundry
facings mixed in oil and slyly foisted on the
confiding painter. In buyin ﬁgmphite deal
only with reputable, standard firms and buy
only the best grade.

For metal surfaces, roofs and exposed
structures of any kind, high grade graphite
ground in pure linseed oil affords a pigment
of great tenacity and durability.—Painter’s
Magazine.

Condition of Gatile in Argentine.

The Chicago Drovers’ Journal says: Cattle
in Argentine are said to be in excellent con-
dition this year ard for that.reason offer a
stronger competitiou with our cattle in Brit-
ish markets. They are being marketed in
larger numbers, also, which indicate that
tho trade is growing rapidly. The experi-
mental shipments mede o few years ago were
not very successful, because the cattle were
wild and the worry and excitement of a long
voyage made them undesirableon the London
market. The grazers from Argentina have
overcume this w a large axtent by domesucat-
ing their cattle so that thoy feed well on the
ocean wip and are salable when they arrive
at the purt of dobarkation. Beipg untirely

ass-fed and of an uncertain breed they

ardly class with good corn-fed steers from
the Tnited States, but they nevertheless fill
upa big hole in the consumptive demand
and so lessen the demand for our cattla very
much.

The Commercial bas received a copy of the
‘Warwickshire Advertiser, Warwick, England,
containing & lectareby A. J. MeMillan, on
“Manitoba and its Development.” The
lecturer described Canada in genersl and
Mavitoba in particular in very moderate
terms, avoiding extravagant or misleading
exprossions, such as too often accompany
immigration efforts. .
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Nicaragna Oanal Commission Report.

A sorious blow has beoa dealt the Nicara-
guan company's project for tho construction
of a waterway across the isthmus by the ro-
port of the Nicaragunn canal commission ap-
pointed by the United States government,
[nevitable delay and a furthor and moro
thorough invostigation of the ontire subject
are declared to be nocessary bofore even tho
engincering feasibility of any canil across
Nicaragun can ba decrded upon.

‘T'he roport i3 at such variance with the
numerous rumors aud prodictions, which
have from time to time been published con-
corning iv, that it will causo great sarprise
and disappointment among thoso who have
hopad for & gonerally favorable report, and
who have. therefore, placed credence in thoso
rumors, which usually statod *‘on the highest
authority,” that tho commission favored the
route proposed by the compauy, aud placed
the cost of the canal at about $110,009,000.

QOa the contrary, the report poiats out that
it i3 neither practicable, nor advisable to at-
tompt the construction of the Nicaragua
canal upon the data at prasont available, and
that the undertaking would be fraugkt with
hazards t00 obvious to disregard. That the
necsssary kaowledge may ba had of the pby-
sical and topographical conditions affecting
tha constructios and maintenance of a canal
across Nicaragua, upon which to form a final
judgment as to the feasibility, pesrmanencs,
and cost, the commission recvummends an
appropriatioz by congress of $353,030 for ex-
tonsive additional surveys and oxaminations,
covering 3 period of eightesn months,

With the data at hand, however, the com-
mwission makes a provisicaal estimate of cost
$183,472,893, or nearly doubls that of the
Maritime Canal company’s unconditional
estimate of $69,893,65. The commission
makes its estimate “‘provisionsal,”’ for the
commissioners say the oxisting data ace in-
adequate 8s & basis for estimating the cost of
many structures. Some portions of the work
may cost mors; othors less. The report says
the official estimate by the company of $69,-
893,650 i3 insufficient for the work, that **in
savoral important cases the quantitiesmust bs
groatly increased snd in numerous cases the
prices do not make proper allowance for the
difference in cost of work batween the United
States and Nicaragua.”

The general trend of the entire roport is
certainly very unfavorable to the canal com-
pany. Tho commission refrains from any
diroct criticism of the company’s prospectus,
but its report shows that certain features,
which the company has persisted in assuring
the public, through congress, were known to
bo absolutely safe and ?easible; if put in ex-
ecution might jeopardize the practicability of
the wholo system, and possibly destroy for-
over the hopoof o canal by means of the San
Juan river and lake Nicaragua.

For instance, the Maritime Canal company
has proposed to construct in Ochoa, on the
San Juanriver, wntg-nine miles from Gray-
town, on tho Caribbean, what is knownasa
“rock il dam to hold tho lake and river
lovel at navigablo clovation, and divert the
line thenco from tho river to theseaby a
canal in excavating. ‘This has, in fact, beon
ono of the foregone certeinties of the project,
and the company has told congress that this
enormous structure could be erected for $977,-
273. The canal commission szys a “rock-ill”
dam can not bo built in Ochoa for Iess than
$1,000,000.

The commission considers that too much
time and paius were devoted by thecompany
to ascertaining the topography of thecountry
when it should have paid moro.attention to
the feasibility of tho waterway across Nicara-
gua and its cost. . .

Tho report presents many very interesting
comparative tables, which appear to show the
astonishing insufiiciency of tho company's

data, the inexplicable smallness of the amount
of work 1t thinks necessary to be dony, aud
consequontly a comparativoly modest ostimato
of cost of construction and completion of the
canal. Tho conclusions of the commission
aro oightoon in number.  They rofer largely
to questionsinvolved in the detailed construe-
of the work.

Porhaps the most interosting portion of the
work is the section which gives a compara-
tive recapitulation of the cost. This section

Farms and Farming in the United
States

The farms of the United States, averaging
187 acres each, aro valued at more than Si8,~
000,000,03). Those farms number 4,564,641,
and thoir averago value in the census of 1890
is $2,909.

The farm family, including hiced help,
avorages six “persons. By their own labor,
with an additional investment upon each
farm of about $200 in implements and $800
moro in domestic animals and sundries (mak-
ing & total farm plant of $1,000), those
families made for themselves during the year,
out of the products of the carth, a wholesome
and comfortable living.

The same farmers have with part of their
surplus products also fed all the urban popu-
lation, of the Unitod States, poor and rich
alike. Cercals, moats, vagotables, fruits, eggs,
milk, butter, cheess, aand poultry have been
supplied the village and city markets of the
Unitod States in abundance. It is probably
safe tosay that more than 40,000,000 of Am-
ican citizens not living on farms have been
so furnished with all the nacessities and
luxuries kaown as products of the varied soil
and climato of the States and Territories of
the Union.

Daring the fiscal year 1895 the United States
exported to foreign countries domestic com-
modities, merchaundise, and products aggro-
gating in value $793,000,000. Theaggrogaw
value of the agricultural products included in
thatsum was §558,215,817. Of the total ex-
ports Europe received a valuation of $528,000,-
000, or 79 per cont. of the whole.,

Thus American agriculture, after fecding
itsolf and all the towns, villages, and cities of
tho United Sta%es, has also sold in the outside
world’s markets more than $5™,000,000 worth
of products. So the farmers of tho United
States havo furnished 69,68 per cont. of the
val 1e of all the oxports from thecountry dur-
ing tho year 1895,

n tho presence of theso facts, in the front
of theso figures demoustrating that agricul-
ture in t2is Republic has during the year fed
itself, supplied all citizans of the Uuion en-
gaged in othor vocations, and then shipped
abrosd = surplus of ¢ver $500,000,000 worth of
its products, how can anyono darc to assert
that farming is_generally unremunerative
to those who 1atelligently fullow it ?

How can tho 42 por cent of the population
of the United States which feeds the other 58
per cont and then furnishes moro than 69 per
cent of all tho exports of the whole people. bo
making less profits in their vocation than
those whom thoy feed, when tholatter supply
loss than 81 per cont of the exports of the
country?

For the purpose of iilustrative comparison
transfer the $1,000 agriculturally invested in
each farm to the choicest Whall Streot invest-
mont. Risk that money in railroad first
mortgage bonds, in bank'stocks, or any other
allegedly safo security which may bo found a
favorite among shylocks, brokers, plutocrats,
monopolists, monoy power manipulators and
multi-millionaiwres, and if it returns six por
cont it is a remarkably profitable icvestment
in the eyes of capitalists. Therofore $240 is
tho annual income.

Follow the transfor of the farm money with
that of the farm 1amilj’ to urban residence.
Now, with the same labor in the city or
village can they attain by hard work evory
day in the year, adding their wages to the
8240 1ncome, as much of independence, whole-
sowme living, and real comfort, as tho same
amount of money in the land aud the same
heads an ! hands working on the soil gener-
ously and healthfully bestowed upon them, in
the sweet quiet of & home, amidst flowers,
troes, froits and abundance on the farm?—
Report of the Secretary of Agriculture,

Montreal Flour Market.

‘There wes considerable excitemont and a
decidedly strong feeling in the flour market
to-dpy (January 25), which is due principally
to tho activity in the grain markets and the
big advance in prices that has taken place
during the weok. The feature was a further
advance in prices for Ontario grades of 100 to
to 20c per barrel, and 25 to 40c for straight
rollors. This makes a not gain of 60 to 703
per barrel on straight rollers, and 20 to 80c on
other grades during the week, while Mani-
toba grades have only advanced 15 to 23c,
and this rise only took placo to-day, butin
the Maritime Provinces millers state that
thoy have mado sales at an advanceof 4i:c per
barrel in the woeek. The domand wasactive
and a brisk trade was done, including sales of
some round lots. Early in the day straight
rollers sold at $3.70 to $3.75, but somo buyers
seem to be huungry for this grade of flour, and
in tho afternoon as high as $1 was paid for
fair sized lots, Winter patent changed hands
at $1, but holdors on Monday will likely
want $1.25 for this brand. JSpring wheat
patonts are now ficmly -held at $i, and best
strong bakers' $3.80.—Gazotte.

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- India's Census Exhibits.

A writer in the Asiatic Quarterly for Janu-
ary furnishes sumo data concerning the census
of India, from which the following itoms are
obtained : .

Tho actual fizures for the total pnpulation
roported for 1891 are 287,223,481, or including
French and Portuguese possessions and somo
wild and frontier tracts estimated rather than
counted, 289,187,816, or about one-filth of the
total population of the globs as at present
computed, Of this total, 77 per cent, or 221,-
172,952, is the population under direct British
ralo, and 28 per cent, or 66,050,479, that of
feudatory or dependent States. Dasconding
to provincial details we fiod the following

It may bo interesting to note that Bengal,
the largest of tke provinces, 13 equal in area
to the whole United Kingdom with a second
Scotland thrown in, and in population to the
United States of America inciuding Mexico.
In examining the distribution of the popula-
tion the priccipal characteristic is its goner-
ally rural type. In England 58 per cent of
the population is found to reside in 182 towns
of 20,000 inhabitants and upward. In India
there aro 227 towns of that size, but only 4.87
per cent of the peuple residein them. Inall
this vast aren there are only 28 towns with a
population of more than 100,000. Including
its numerous suburbs, Calcutta has 9:31.670;
Bombay, the second city in the empire, has
821,764, No othor town has more than half
this population.

There does not seem to be any tondency on
the part af the rural population to migrate
into towns. The cultivator i3 intensoly
attached to his native village and even when
compelled to leavoit for a time insearch ofa
livlihood, he invariably returne there as soon
as possible. The ordinary babitsand customs
of daily live are to a Hindoo matters of reli-

ion, and it is only in & village that he can
nd the open spaca and air which his hubits
require. Even his towns are moro hiko large
villages than towns. It is not probable that
“for a long time to come there will be any
great migration of the peopla. Only a few
districs aro as yot at all congested, and even
in them all offorts to induce the people to
migrate have utterly failed.

Persons occupied in owning, farming, or
cultivating land amount to 62 per cent, or
nearly two-thirds of the total population.
Another significant fact is that persons
who basve property which wakes it wnuews-
sary for them to work for their bread amouct
vnly to 193,201, ur lessthau one-twenticth per
cont. Howoever, the figures uudot this head
are admittedly imperfect, The list of lan-
guages comprises vighty in all, but this
includes Earopean languages, as English,
¥ronch aud German. Under the head of

roligion the principal fact is that moro than,

72 per cent of tho popalation call themselves
Hinduwws. What Hindouism is is difficalt to
say. Alftor the 207,000,000 of Hindoos, coms
next 10 aamber 57,000,000 Mussulmans, 9,000,
Jw wild tnibes prufessing religions gruupod
ander the nut very intelligible or suitable
taitle of Ammsm, U, Buddhists and
apward of 2,000,000 Christiags, more than
half of whom aro Roman Cathulics. OI the
15,00,y who are roturued as  lLiterate’
and °*learning ** approimately only three-
quarters of a million only are females. The
ontire number of natives returned ss knowing
£oglish is only 885,000, 1nd this includes

school boys. Thonumberof males who reach
the ago sixty in India is only 4.8 per cent,
against 7.8 in England and 11.85 iu Frauce,
fur fou.ales the figu.o is unly 5.88 against 7.4
for England and 12.5 for France.

The Immigration Convention,

F \V. Heubach, socretary of the immigra-
tion committee recontly appointed, has sent a
circular to the reeves and mayors of muni-
cipalities and other parties inteorested in the
question, asking thern to send delegates to an
immigration convention to be held at Winni-
peg. on Fobruary 27and28.  ‘Thecommittee
may bo relied on to make all necessary
arrangemonts for the convenience and com-
fort of the delegates. Prompt action on the
part of the muunicipalities and others in the
appointment of delegates is necessary to in-
sure the success of the convention. Thecity
clerk has gecoived ¢ lettor from Sir William
Van Horne stating that the Canadian Pacific
Railway will do all in its power to promote
the objects of the convention by giving low
rates. The following is the letter of the
secretary :

Dear Sir,—Recognizing that the time and
conditions are most propitious, it has boen
decided to call an immigration convention to
meet in the city of Winnipeg, on Lhursday
and Friday, February 28 and 28, 1893,

Representation by delegates is being asked
from all cities, towns and muvicipalities,
from Port Arthur to the Pacific coast, a3 woll

.as from all commercial, railway and indus-
trial interests of the great west, Itis con-
sidered desirable that overy special interest
and locality be represented, in order that all
the advantages possessed by cach may be pre-
sentented to homeseekers. It will be the
duty of the convention, therefore, to form
somo plan which will most effectually adver-
tise the Canadian Northwest as a desirable
field for settlement by all classes of immi-
grants, and sscure at an early date the neces-
sary increase to our population.

By direction of the chairman and cemmit-
tee, I havo the honor to request the apnoint-
ment by yourselves of delegates tothenumber
of ten, if possible, to attend the cunvention.

1 need scarcely point out that each delegate
is expected to come prepared to demonstrate
the special advantago the interest horepresents
offers to thoss we ure endeavoring to _attract,
and also, that unless each district is repre-
sented, our convention will to that extont bo
handicapped in the object to be accomplished,

Tho railways and hotels are being asked
for special rates for the accommodation of
attending delegates, the mnature of which I
will advise you later.

Pleaso let me have the namo and address of
your delegates at the earliest moment.

Tho Southern growers
claim that the crup is unprofitable, bat
is owing to their lack of enterprise,
they are only able to obtain about
twenty bushels per acre, becauss thoy
uso tho samo land from gear to year,
and nover think of spending a cent on forta.

lizers, Intelligent cultivation will lring a

yicld of 75 to 100 bushols per acre , oxperienco

has domonstrated that fact boyon(i dispute,
The oil industry can be made to advance

muro rapdly than cuttun vil, because peanaws

are well known and popular everywhere. In .

addition to the oil, which is considered much
suporior to either vitve or cotton o1l for salad
and -cooking purpores, there are by-products
of crushed hulls, meal and vines, which are
used extensively in (ermany as cattle food
and valued highly, the vines being proferred
to timothy hay.

Thore is certainly a good opening in the
Southorn States whoere land isso cgaap. for
the cultivation of nuts on & large scale, and
the manufacture of oil. The latter will sell
readily on its wmerits if offered in the begin-
ning at or below the figares of competing oils.
It i3 belioved that such an apterprise could be
undertakeu with profit oven at present low
values,—N.Y, Shipping List.
