These are aur guide s, our conductors,
and tlwy have been appointed ta give
tus salutary advice. It is for (bis pu r-
pose God specially enlightens thein-
selves, and it often happens, that he
teaches us through iheir mouths, Nvhat
he %i ould not reveal ta n-s Iiinself.-

Hcence, in the aid lave, the prophets
werc called scers, and it was- to, thei

1 God sent bis people ta reCeive ail the
necessary decisions and advice. Now,
by the inir.isters of God, 1 understand
two kimids of persans. IFirst, in the
m ost general and proper sense (bey are
the priests af the Lard, aur confessors,
and tlhe directors of aur conscience,-
Choose a wiedirector, a niaxi of God,
in whorn yau ttan bave confidence, and
explaiii ta hîini with simplicity and eati-
dour, ail your views and thaughts, &II
the goad a nd evil dispositions of you*
soul. Propose ta humi your doubis.-
Paint out ta him for what you feel an
attraction', and ta ivlbat a repugnance.-
Use -no dissimulation îvitl humi ; and
when yon. believe yen have tald lîii
every thing, ibeg. of him ta examine you
himself, and answer bis questions with
the humility of a child. Above ail
things, make Iiin feci that lieceati speak
ta yan %vidt bpC"Ifcct frecdomn. alid ;I:sk

this uprightness and good faith, you
have evcry reason to hope, that God
ivili preside at the judgrmcnt of bis min-
ister, and thiat the spirit of truth will
inspire him ivith a just decision lu your
regard, and one that you may safely fol-
low. But in the second place, you
ought to reckon amongst the ministers
of God, both your parents from whom
you have received life. Fathers and
motiiers are, after God, and according
to the order of God, the first superiors
of their children, and instcad o! gospel
liberty, it would be a culpable inde-
pendence, to w'ithdraiv ourselves abso-
lutely from, the paternal authority in the
choice of a state of life. It is true, that
we are not always hound to conforni to
the desires of a father and mother, v-ho
are too full of the spirit of the world,
and that there are occasions when we
may answer them. in the words of the
Aposties : la it just that we should o-
bey you inpi-cfei-ence to God ? Acts iv.
But we should, at least, listen to thenm,
examine their ïeasons, and vield to,
them if we have no stronger to advance ;
in a word, whether ive agrree to their
desire, or act differently for the sake of
our salvation, we should always give
them proofs of our filial submission and
respect.

IX. It remains, thnt you consuit, or-
in St. PanE-s lnugthat you prore

yourself. For God fias g-iven US dis
cernament and reason, that we înay use
theni in ail our affairs, but particularly
those whicx are of so rnuch conse-
quence to us as the choice of a state of
life. Examine then, without (leceiving
vourseif, wvhat state of life that is, ini
which above ail others you can give
niost glory to God, in which it ivili bc
miost easy to work out your salvation,
and for which you are most suited, by
the qualities of your nxind and heart.-
For it may be, that wvith the natural dis-
positions which God bas given you,
you might be lost lu a state in whichi
another would be saved, or the eontrary.
Mt ail eveîîts, you should remember,
that everv deliberation of yours should
be refcrred to your salvation, as to you r
onily end ; that you should not form an
opinion of a state of lifé, nor value one
state more than another, only, inasmuch
as it will more surely conduce to your
salvation ; that aIl you have to consi-
der in ycurself should be reduced to
that single questior?, which the young
mnan in the gospel addressed to Jesus
Christ : Wkat must I do to obtain e-
ternal life ? Luke x. For, the grand
principle which you should iay down,
and from, which you should draw ail its
consequences is, 1 desire to wvoik out
miysalvation ; and 1 desire Io secure
it at arty price. On this point, 1 re-
quire no deliberation ; my mind is al-
ready determined. But there arc many
ways of securing my salvation, and on~e
of the most effectuai is a state of lif.-
Now, of ail the statei of life which pre-

senit themislves to my iiiid, I hiave to,
consider in tbb presence of God, whichi
of then ivili be most useful in guiding
me to mny erid--which is always the sal-
vation of iiiy soul. If miy onily objeets
were 10 raise inyseif iin the world, to
lead a pleasant and agreeable life in the
world, I miglit be certain of suceeeding
in such or such a state. i3ut, I1gi
repeat, t1iis is not the eîi, Iav in
view - and thierefore, I -1xould pai no
attention to ail this. My objct, is to
attain, everlastîng life. NoI know,
or I sincerely behieve I know, that in
no other state eau 1 more surely obtain
it than in this particular onc. 1 there-
fore conclude, that it is upon this ipv
ehoice should fali.

IX. After having, deliberated with
yourself in this manner, if you do not
seem t0 be perfectly determined, there
are two rules froin the exercises of St.
Ignatius, which you should observe :
