A STEP IN ADVANCE.

The aotion of the Convention in passing a
Csnon restrioting the right to vote at the
Esster elections to the baptized is simply an
afirmation of the Amerioan prinociple that the
affairs of an organization can only aafely be
managed by members of the organization. The
ecclesinstical principle that ‘members of the
Kingdor' alone bave & right to vote for officers
of the Kingdom was affirmed by the Bishop of
Towa in his first address to the Convention in
1877, The uncanonical and illegal action of
gome of our parishes in forocing upon the coa-
gregations unbaptized vestrymen reccives by
this action a pointed rcbaoke and will, it is
hoped, never be repeated. Wo donot permit
nnnaturalized individuals to vote in the state
for the ufficers of the state, Why ahonld the
unbaptized be permitted to vote for the officers
of the Church, the admission to the rights and
privileges of which is divinely restricted to the
baptized ? If members of the Body of Christ.
.re not able to provide for the interests of that
Body,—the Charoh, we may be sorry ; but the
principle holds good that Baptism must be had
ere any man is either a Ohxistian or entitled to
manage the affairs of Christian organizations,

There {8 no greater delusion or fallacy than

the very common saying, ‘It does not matter

what a man believes 20 long as his heart and
his Jife sre right,’

It is & plausible exouse for the divisions and
many diverse forms of teaching in Christendom
at the present time, but it is plainly contrary
to the Word of Goed, In the Scripiures we
read:

1, That ‘he that believeth not sball be
damned,’ or condemned,—8t, Mark xvi, 16,

2. That the Faith is QOne. ¢There ia one
" faith.'—Xph, iv, 5.

8. That tho Holy Spirit would ¢gnide' the
Apostles ¢ into all trath,’ or ‘in all the truth.’
—8t. John xvi, 13.

4. That the Faith ¢ was onco delivered unto
the saints,’—Jude 3.

There may be differences in the belief of men
on some queations, the absolute truths concern.

opinion than of faith, Bat all that is necessary
for a Christian to believe to salvation was un-
doubtedly perfeatly revealed to the Aposties,
so that, a8 one of the Thirty-nine Artic es of
our Church eays, ‘ Whatever i8 not read’ in
Holy Soripture, ‘ nor may be proved thereby,
is ot to be required of sny man that it should
be believed as an artiole of faith, or be thought
requicite or necessary to salvation (Art. Y1)

ben we hear of questions upon which
Christians have been, or are, divided, we shounld
avk whether such questions are mere matters
of opinion or are Articles of Faith, If they
are only matters of opinion it must be sinfal
for any persons to separate themselves from
tho common hond of worship of the Christian
Church beosuse of them. If they sare truly
matters of Faith, there must be iruth on one
gide and error on the other, and it muat he the
bounden doty of every one diligently and con-
soientionsly to endeavour to sscertain, and to
convince the mind, swhkick is the truth.

To bo indifferent to it, or to eay * It does not
matter,’ ig to dishonor God, Who has given us
the revelation. _

And when the mind is convinced of the truth
a true Obristian must, for the sske of others,
! contend ¢ :rnestly for it,' aud show by his ocon-
duct that he believes that there is & difference
in God's sight between truth and error, as much
as between right and 1wrong.

¢ Though we, or an angel from heaven, preach
any other gospe! unto you than that whioch we
have preached unto you,’ said St. Paul, ¢ let him
be scoursed.’ (Gal. i, 8).

Bat while it is our daty as faithful Christians
* earnestly to contend for the faith,’ to be jealous
for the truth, as thoee who have nad a trust
committed to them, and not to be as ® children
tossed about with every wind of doctr'ne,’ we
must romember that we are bound to ‘spesk

the truth in love, jeoking to win, not only by
geal and earnestness, but by a Christian temper,
those who oppose themsslves, .

The Christian's Faith, then, all, i.e., that he
is required to-believe as necessary to his salva~
tion is embodied for us in the Artioles of

Tuax Caeap.

When the convert to Christianity comes to
be aumitted into the Church this is the Faith
into which he is BRptized. .

When the child, who has been baptized 8s an
infant, comes to receive the Blessing of Con-
firmation, or the Laying on of Hands, this is
the Faith which, ratifying the promises made
on his beh»lf at Baptism, he acknowledges
himself * bound to believe.’ '

This is the Faith whioch in every aot of publio
worship the Chrislian again and agsin rehearses
and makes his own, as hesays, ¢ I belleve.” And
when the last hour of this mortal life is drawing
pear, and the priest visits the man to belp him
to prepare his soul for death, in order to ascer-
tain * whether he believes as a Christian man
should, or no,’ he rehearses this <ame Confession
of Faith, and asks * Dost thou believe ? ' and the
dying Christian anawers, .

¢ 411 this I steadfastly believe.'

This, and tAis ohly, is thus what is required
of every man to be belisved as necessary to
salvation ginoe every article ‘may bo proved
by most certain warrant of Holy Soripture,’ as
being the revelation of the Truth of Ged, in
accordance with our Loxrd’s own moat solemn

To add thereto fresh Articles of Faith, as the

The Churoh founded by Christ and His Apos-
tles and Prophets, and made the piliar and
ground (or base) of t“e truth, accepted these
artioles of the Creed while yet in her undivided
siate (i.e., before 1064), and while, therefore,
she still possesred in all its fullnesss the pledge
that she would be guided into all trath,

No one branch of the Church, however num-
erous, oan be assured that jt will be guarded
against error

Our Church |i.e., the Anglican branoh of the
Charch Catholic] has always appesled to the
deoision of the whole Church as to all matters
in which she differs from the other branches of
the Church Catholio, such as the Churoh of
Romo and the Eastern Church.

Bat, in the meantime, she holds withont wav-
ering to the Confession of the Christian Faith
embodied in the Creeds, which were the
Church’s Voice of Faith whila she wasstill One,
a8 & full and suflicient expression of the Chris
tian Faith in all thiogs necessary.— The Church

country and diocese.

True religion consists in communion with
Almighty God—the Holy Father of the whole
humsn family—which communion God himself
has commanded and rendered possible by the
great gift of His Holy Spirit to men, throngh
Jesus Christ our Lord., ¢Itis very meet, right,
and oar bounden duty that we should at all
times and in all places give thanks unto God,’
and I can conceive no place, or circamstances,
more suitable than this for the rendering of
Divine Worship as the reverential preliminary
to the conference, on all matters toaching the
government of our Church, upon which Con-
ference we are now about to enter, At the same

time it must be borne in mind that the address
or Charge, whioh (following the custom of my

prdecessors) it has been my wont to doliver
early in the first meeting of each session, has-
in view a definile purpose which gh ;uld not be
overlooked. After olauge VIII, in ¢Order of
Prooceedings,’ it ia generally provided that‘san
address from the Bishop shall be in order at
sny time.’ The practice has been for the
Bishop, as President or Chairman of the Synod,
to lay before the delegates a summary of mat.
ters requiring their inteference, or appesaling to
their judgment or sympathy, The Synod is &
Church parliament, and it is proper for the
Chairman formally to annouuce the business to
be brought up, as well as to give an outline of
suoh advanoement as the Church has made
sinoe the 1aat meeting. The Bishop’s address
is not 8 sermon, but rather an instruotion, pro=-
perly expeoted from all presidents at the begin-
ping of business meetings, lay or olerical,
There is no reason, however, that such an
address should not bo delivered in this Cathe~
dral, but quite the contrary. The question is,
will the delegates prosent themselves here?
They ought to do so. I hope they will. Bat
if for any reason they shoald fail, it will be my
duty to return to the custom hitherto observed -
and give my address, after the calling of the
roll, in the Synod hall, lest by an unfortanate
precedent I should deprive the President of the -
Synod of an opportanity for the full perform.-
ance of his duty,

His Lordship next referred to the munificont
gift of the late Mr. E. E. Shelton to the Mission
Fund of the Diocese, as follows : * Mr, Shelton,
originally from New Euagland, settled in Mon-
treal about forly years ago, engaging in busi-
pess, snd entering warmly into all the benevo-
lent and religious enterprises for the advance-
ment, moral and religious, of the oity of his
adoption. His quiet, unselfish, unostentations
life has 8o lately closed that I do not need ‘to
recall him personally to your memory. All
who took sny active part in Churoh affairs are
familar with the industry of his babits and his
sense of respongibility, which made him give
to works of charity the same keen interest and
unremitiing attention which good business men
bestow upon their private affairs. He showed
s very strong affection for the Clergy from the
beginning of his oareer in Montreal. His home
was open to them, his. puree slso, and many a
stranger coming to the diocese has found in him
s sympathetic and intelligent friend and adviser,
Bat perhaps we were none of us prep red for
the munificent provision which he had made by
will for the Mission Fand. It comes to us 88 a
revelation of the strength of his affection for
the Church of England and his confidence in the
ability of that Charch to promote religions and
moral good and to declare that Gospel whioh is
able to save souls. The whole benefit of the
legaoy will not be felt at once, as the property"
is oharged with certain apnuities and legaocies,
but from tbe first I hope a sufficient addition to
our present resources will be made to relieve
the Exeoutive Committee of some of that wear-
ing. anxiety insepurable from the precarious
nature of cur Church income, a8 it has existed
up to the present moment. By the °Mission
Fond ’ is understood thut fund which goes to
the assiatance of poor or thinly peopled distriots,
and, supplementing whatever stipend the people
themselves can afford, makes it possible to the
Bishop to appoint & clergyman to a cure of
souls; for the appointment of the clergyman
resis with the Bishop in the Missions and not
with the vestry, as in the oase of Rectories,
The income of {he Misgion Fund, still in its
infancy, has up to the present time been weak
and uncertain, dependent mainly npon the sab-
goriptions and donations oollected annmally °
throughont the diocese, ita mostreiiable income
being derived trom the surplus revenue of the
Clergy Trust Fund and the interest of the oapi-
tal of the Sustentation Fand, altogether amount

ing in 1890 to §3,984.25, To these sources of
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revenue will now be sdded, by the will of the
founder, a fund tobe oslled ¢ The S8helton Fand,’
the income of which will be used for the paur-

oges of the Migsion Fund. The report of the
R{ission Fand for 1890 includes, besides the
moneys expended on the country missions,
‘small grants for-miesion work in the oity and
suburbe, It ia probablo, as I have hinted, that
some time will elapse before any great portion
of this very generous bequest wili be available
for the extension of our work There are legé-
oies and snnuities to be first provided. It is
necessary, therefore, that both in the city and
country we should contirue tu maintain the
work already in operation, nor relax the efforts
now made from year to year to keep the diocese
free from debt, if nothing more, In the mean-
time, let the faot of thia generous provision for
the future give us courage to work strenuously
in the preeent, in order to place our missions
and stations on a sound basis of usefulness and
permanence,”

The Bishop also called the altention of the
Committee on Canons to what he oopsidered
defeots as well in the definition of a Mission
and Parish respectively as in the principle upon
which the soale of grants to the clergy rested,
snd hoped that some change would be made
therein : thinking that alibough it wasright
that deacons should be content with $500 per
sppum, it did pot follow that ro additional snm
of $100 per annum would be a just equivalent
for ten yuars of added service, or $200 sor eleven
years or more.

His Loydabip aleo noted complsin{e which
had been made in regard to oarelessness in
keeping the Registers of Aots of Civil Status,
and requested the intervention of the Syned in
the matler,

Referring to Confirmation snd Holy Com—
munion the Bishop expressed his gratifioation
and comfort beoanse of tho carnesiness and care
with which candidates .are prepared for both,
apd remarked vpon the neccesity not only of
this doly but also of tbat of parish visiting;
both in the interest of the olergyman himself
and of the parish served by him,

Roferring to the Montreal Diocesan Cillege
he reminded those preeent that the subacriptions
promiged for five years lapsed this year, and
that it was of great moment that they should
bo renewed. He said that the Church required
that her clergy should be men of good general
edvoation in addition 10 tbe learning pecaliar
to their sacred coffice, axd that Montresl pos
sessed peculiar advantages a8 the aite of such &
iraining college, being the cenire of Church
population snd the Seo of the Bishop who was
conscquently able at sll times to visit the
students and become personsily acquainted
with them, The College has already existed
for soventeen yeara; 116 sludents have been
admitted to a part in its sfudies and lectures,
Ol these 35 have completed their education and
been ordained; 23 of them are still ministeiing
in the Dicceee, berides 12 students employed in
vaocant missions and other posts; 19 have tuken
8 B. A, degree; ane that of B.D,, and oce that
of D.D.; eleven are prizemen of the University.

His Lordahip also referred in his charge to
the work done by the Sabreveis Mission and
the Church Home on Guy street, and having
noted the loas by death of the Rev. Robert
Lindaay, M A, Reotor of St, Thomasas, and
Rural Dean of Hoohelags, who was ever active
in the Councils of the Church and whose
experienced advice and fertilily of auggestion
would be much missed, and to whose energy
that branch of Committee work, included under
the head of * Works of Meroy,” and covering
the Women's Proteclive Home, the Girls'
Friendly Soociety, the Church Home, the
Woman’'s Auxiliary, the City Mission, eto,, was
due, mentioned the report of the Committee on
Congolidation of the Courech in Bntish
North America, and the scheme proposed:

' expressing himeeif in sympathy with the
amendment thereto moved by the Bishop of

Qu'Appelle, and supported by the delegates
from Montreal, Ho added : I believe it i8 pos-
sible to have too much legislation. I should
be sorry to eee the funds of the Cburch
diverted in snoh direction, I should be still
more sorry to see our olergy excited by con-
stant travel from Synod to Sinod, which might
very ensily disgust them with tiie monotony of
village and the drudgery of city life, and unfit
them for the discharge of simple pastoral duties.
We have now an annual Diocesan Synod snd
triennial Provincial Synod, and, at intervals, &
Pan-Anglioan Synod, We are in no danger of
being cut off from intercourse with the mem-
bers of our Communion, unless it may be with
the more remote dioceses of the sister province
of Ropert's Land. For their sakes, therefore,
and because I quite allow the advantages to us
all of the widest. possible .inter-communion, I
should be glad'to weloome an *smalgamated”
Synod of British North Amorica, There are
fow or no important fanctions now exercised by
our Provincial Synod which might not ss well
be exercised by an ** amalgamated” Synod ;and I
fear, tor example, amongst other objectiors that
& court of appeal in the “ General” Synod, in
addition to those courts whica exist already,
might induce & habit of appeal from one
anthorily to another—a habit destruotive of all
those virtues it is the mission of the Gosepel of
Ohrist to inoulcate. I seo no reason why the
more remote dioceses of British North America
should not be received into our Proviroial
Synod precieely in such manner as the Diocesee
of Novas BSootia apd New Brunswiok were
received on an cccasion within the memory of
most of those now present.

Episcopal Acts—His Lordship announced
that daring the year 627 persons had been ocon-
firmed, two had been admitted to the Diaconate,
and five Dcacons had be-n advanced to the
Priesthood, Hehad consecrated one Churoh (8t.
Mary Magdalene of Chelsea) and had laid the
foundation stone snd opened another, nsmely,
St. Andrew's Norwoed, Hoe spoke approvingly
of the great improvement madein the churches
in the cbuntry parts of the Diocese, some of
which without aid from the City in attractive-
ness and fituess for success would compare
favorabiy with most of our churzhes (city) in
beauty and churchly order, He noticed too
that the Church on the Galinean is constantiy
increasing snd extending, the tendency of the
population always being westward, but in the
older and eastern parts of the Diocese some
pariches were suffezing from this emigration,
though he believed, not to the extent sometimes
ssserted,

The Synod opened for business at two p.m,
in the Synod Hall, when afier roll call, which
showed & fair attendance olerioal and lay, the
Rev. Canon Empson wss re-appointed Clerical
Secretary, Richerd White, Brq., Lay Secretary ;
Mr. Charles Garth, Treasurer; and Messrs,
G. W. Simpson, spd Walter Drake, Anditors.
The Committees having been struck, the re-
ports of Speoial Committees came on almost
immediately owing to the Bishop's addres hav~
ing been given in the morning. Amongst
others submitted were the following: * The
better observance of the Lord's Day,”  The
Charch of England Tomperance Society,”
* French work.”

From the report of the Emigration Chaplain
(the Rev. R. Aoton), it appeared that doring
the past yesr the!number of immigrants who
located in Montresl was 4,298, their national-
ities being 2,709 Boglish, 623 Irish, 233 Scotoh,
360 Krepch, 130 Belgian, 90 German, 163
others; their religion being 2,984 Protestants,
1,006 Roman Catholics, 259 others.

The rcport of the Sunday School Committee
showed an increase in the number of sehools, of
teachers, and of scholars : the tofal for 1889

baviog been 8,031, whilst last year it waa 8604, ]

It advooated the setting apart of a speoial Sun-
day to be known 8s *Sunday School Sanday,’

when a epecial sermon should be preached in

every church in the Diocese urging the import.
ance of this. work.

An important report was.also presented by
the Chanoellor on the relations of the Diocese
to Bishop's College, It referred to the several
Aots passed and the action of Synod respecting
the Oollege and the connection of the Diocese
therewith, and showed that the Bishop and
Synod of this Diocese possessed equal powers
over that Institution with those exercised by the
Bishop and Diocese of Quebeo: and also that by
express resolution of Synod, amendments in the
constitution of the Qoverning Body of the
College had been sanotioned sad approved, and
that the Synod had for years exevcised the
powers granted to it for seouriag representation
in and control over Bishop's College.

At the speoial Synod service on the evening
of the first day the Rev. Chas, Banoroft, M. A,
Reotor of Satton Flat, was the preacher, and
delivered an exoellent sermon from the text:
‘Lo, Iam with you alway.’ The musioal part
of the service was well rendered by the Cathe.
dral choir.

Oa Wednesday evening a Missionary Confer-
ence held in the Synod Hall, was well attended
bat lacking in arrangement and brightness, and
we fear not caloulsted to make those present
long to come again ; only one hymx was sung,
viz.1 ‘From Greenland’s Ioy Mountains,' in
opening ; after whioh several addresses weroe
given, and the meeting closed with the Bene-
diotion.

SauLr Avx Broorpsr.—We have recsived
the following additional partionlars of the open-
ing of the charch here, The Lord Bishop ss-
sisted by the Ven. Archdeacon Evans and the
incumbent, the Rev. E. MoManus, conduoted
the formal opening service of St. Andrew's
Church at Sault aax Recollet, on Sanday, the

(14th ingt. A few members of the ohoir of the

Charch of St. James the Apostle rendered the
musical part of the service with very good
effeot. The ladies of the congregation had very
tastefally decorated the church for the oooasion
with beautiful bonquets of flowers. The stained
glase window in the chancel was preeented by
the firms of Messrs, Sperce and.Castle, The
chancel and vestry were furnished by gifts
from several friends of the church in the oity,
The charch isindebted to Miss Baylisfor fitting
the cloth covering of the Communion table and
for the saored monogram,I.H.S,, which adorns
its fropt, The fine linen cloth on which is
worked in rajsed letters the text, ‘ This do in
remembrance of Me,’ is the gift of Mrs. Fred.
Bishop, The church is indebted to Mr, Buokan-
an’s Bible Class of the Cathedral Sanday Schoo!
for & handsome electro plated Communion set,
and also to the family and frionds of Mr. 8. C.
Fatt for & fine cabinet organ,and while we
thankfully acknowledge our indebtedness to
many other kind friends for their generous help
snd sympathy, Mrs, Scott and Mrs, T ffin
deserve special mention, Too much praise
oannot be hestowed upon their zeal and inde-
fatigable exertious in promoting this good work.
The churoch is free, and the seats unappropriated.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

Synop MaxriNg —At the last Synod it was

resolved that the olaim of tho Diocese of Niag-
ara to a portion of the Episcopal Eadowment
Fand ehould boassumed by the Toronto Diocese
to the extent of 5,000, payable in ten apnusal
instalments, and that if the offer were acoepted
the payment should he made from the genersl
funds of the Synod.

Lord's Day Observance.

The report of the Committee on this subjeot
deolaring gratification that the clergy of the
oity were firm in their belief that the due
observance of the Lord’s Day was essential to
tne morality and well being of theoity and for
the maintenance of true religion amongst 08
86 a community, 2, That during the recent
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agitation to run the street oars or Sunday the
employees of the Street Reilway wers as a body
strongly in favor of theobservance of the Liord’s
Day, snd appealed in strong terms to the oiti~
zen's of Toronto to preserve to them the in.
aliensble right of abstaining from work on that
day, snd, 3. that steps were being taken in
Parliament towarda the ohservanoce of the Lord’s
'Day, was adopted.

Quite & discuseion took place upon a proposal
thet all appointments to rectories, psrishes, or
miesions should be made for a term not exoeed-
ing five years, the proposal was not spproved
by Synod. .

A long discussion also ensued upon & motion
introduced by the Rev, J. Langtry, praying
that :

Therefore resolved, that this Synod do peti-
tion the Government of Ontario to adopt sach
legislation as will seoure to every Christian
denomination in the country the privileges
which these ministers evidently thought they
slready possessed, and will also secure to them
equal rights with their Romaun Catholio fellow
citizens in regard to the veliglous education of
their children. Resolved (2), That this Synod
jnvites the Synods and Assembliss of the
different denominations now meeting or about
to meet to appoint delegates for the purpose
of sgreeing upon as wide a basis ol Christian
teaching a8 may be, with a viuw of urging the
Government of Ontario to make the same a
peoessary part of the carrionlum of ever Peblic
gohool in the land.

DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

Sixop Nores,—The following resolution
was adopted in regard to Sir John A. Mac-
donald :—*“Thsat the Diocese of Nisgara in
Synod assembled embrace this opportunity of
giving expression to the deep sorrow sand
regret with which in unison with our Mest
Gracions Sovereign, Queen Viotoris, and the
entire population of the Dominion of Canads,
they have received the sunouncement of the
lamented desth of that great man Bir John
Macdonald, the distipguished statesman who,
for nearly half s century, has o ably gnided
the councile and administered the Government
of the old Province of Canada and of this vast
Dominion, They desire also to convey to the
bereaved widow, who has g0 nobly sustained
her husband in his arduous duties, their sincere
condolence uponm the irreparable lose she has
sustained in thie painful dispensation of Divine
providence.”

The discusslon in regsrd to the revision of
the Constitution engaged the sttention of the
Synod for & length of time, The principal
point upon which diference of opinion existed
was the requirement as to membership, This
?he Committeo recommended in the following
orm :— :

* J=m—e——, golomnly declare that I am a
member of the Church of England ; that I am
an habitnal worshipper with this congregation,
[reming it], snd have not voted as a member
of any other congregation within the year."

An effort was made to require also that the
party should be a communicant but it was lost
by & vole of 63 to 24. TUltimately the reso-
lution was adopted as reported by the Com-~
mittee,

Oa the afternoon of the third day a spesial
Memorial service was held in the Cathedral, at-
tended by members of Synod.

An important condition to the Constitation
of the Diogese is the appointment of & Standing
Commitlee composed of eighteen clergymen
and eighteen laymen, twelve of each order
eleoted annually by the Byned, and six of each
sppointed by the Bishop. This Committee is
intended to perform the daties formally trans—
aoted by the Executive and Special Trust Com-
mittees on the Miesion Board, Its ohairman
will be elected by the Committee and have &
deliberative vote only.

The proposition to remove the appointment
of olergy out of the hands of the Bishop and

place it virtvally in the banda of the people
created & most lively discussion, The clause as
suggested by the Committee was as follows : —

“ When any veaoanoy shall oconr in any rec-
tory or parish, except a parish receiving aid
from the mission fund, a meeting of the vestry.
shall be oalied for the purpose of nominating to
the Bishop a clergyman to fill the vacancy. A
copy of the resolution oontaining the name of
the person nominated shall immediately be for-
warded to the Bishop, and if the clergyman so
nominated be licensed by the Bishop, he shall
be indneotee into the rectory or parish; bnt if
the Bishop do not grant the licepse to the
nominee, then the vestry shall have the right
to make further nominations, bat the nomina
tion of any clergyman to the Biehop shall not
confer any right or interest whatsoever on the
nominee, The Bishop sball, within two months
after receiving notice of nomination, as afore.
said, deoide whether he. will license the
nomines, and if he shall net license the
vominee, he shall notify the vestry to that
effect by letier addressed to the chairman and
seoretary of the meeting who ocertified fo the
previous nomination, and the vestry shall
thereupon proceed to oall another vestry meet-
ing and make & fresh nomination. If no

nomination be made to the Bishop for fonr

months after the happening of the vacanocy,
then the Bishop sball have the right to fill the
vacanoy.” Ullimately the vote being taken by
orders the proposal was negatived and the ap.
pointment remains as it has been,

A Canon dealing with free pew churches, and
in amendment of the Church Temporalities Aot

wae introduced and approved after some dis-
cussion, and it was determined to make appli-
oation to the jocal legisiatare to amend the
Temporslities' Aot accordingly. Before being
qualified to vote at vestry meetings this declar-
ation must be made :

this meeting, and have contributed not less than
$2 during the yecar towards said church's
support.” .

The Suanday School Committee in its report
made reference to the Convention held on the
22nd and 23rd of Qotober last.

From
the report of the Committee-on certificates snd
assgssments it appesred that 218 congregations
had returned 263 lay delegates ; 21 congrega-
tions had failed to eleot delegates at Kaster as
required ; 90 congregations had failed to pay
the sssessments required, The question of
dealing with the parishes or missions in arrears
was referred to a special Committee,

The Bishop in chsrge referred to the losses
sustained by the Diocese by death since the
previous Synod, namely, the Revds. William
Davis, Rector of Woodbouse: John Gemley,
Reotor of Bimeoe, and Henry Banwell of Port
Stanley. His Lordship also stated that there
had been an increase in receipts of over §1,000
during the year, although it had been - neces-
sary to overdraw the Maintenance and Mission
Fund., He feared that in endeavoring to carry
ont the role of Bynod that $10 should be paid
from the Miesion Fand for every clergyman on
the list, and ulso providing for an inorease in
the stiperd of the clergy at the rate of $100 for
every five years of service up to $1,000 wouid
bring about & grave finauocial orisis unless there
was an inorease in revenues. The rule was cne
which should receive aupport in every possible
way, and the olergy should gee that the collec-
tions required by Bynod in this bebslf were
made.

From the statistics given by his Lordship in
bis addrees it appesred that the Diocese had
within its limits more Indians than Algoms,
tbe numbers being in Huron, Protestants,
5870; Romanists, 303; Pagan or unknown,
1,268 ; whilst in Algoma there were Protes
tant, 1,054 ; Romanista, 6 043 ; Pagan, 168.

His Liordship aleo referred to the scheme for
the Concolidation of the Church of Eogland in
British North Amerioa, remarking that it wonld
necessarlly subiract power from the old govern.
ing body, the Provincial Synod, the abolition of
whioh he was far from advooating, The unifi
cation of the Church was andoubtedly & grand
aim, but he desired to presvnt the facts before
them before they committed themselves to it,
thinking personally that a simpler plan might
attain the resnlt aimed at.

Huron College was commended by his Lord
ship and it appeared from his addrees that there
were now vpwards of twenty students, too
many for the present building and staff to do
full justice to. He commended the Institution
to the care and enpport of the Diogese.

The BRishop also referred. to the question of
paironage and sppointment to parishes, He
did not spprove of all the power being vested
in the Biehop, but tLought thal the Csnon pro
viding for the interchange of views before the
appointment was made was perhaps the best
solution of the difficulty.

Two ordinations had been beld during the
year, and 841 persons confirmed.

The Womsan’s Avxiliary and the Lay
Workers' Aesociation were both highly com.
mexded for the assistance given by them to the
work of the Church. His Lordship olosed his
address with reference at some length to the
dcceaged Premier, suggestlng a resolution of
condulence aud sympathy with Lady Maec
donald,

The following resolution regarding the
Premier's decease was adopted by a standing
vote !

That we, the memhers of the Synod of the
Dioceeo of Huron, desire to give expression to
our senso of the great loss which our country
has sustained by the death of the Right Hon,
Sir Jobn A. Macdonald, lato Premier of the
Dominion of Canada, and our grateful appreci~
ation of the distinguished services rendered by
him to the Dominion during his long sand
ueeful oareer, and also 10 extend to his sorrow-
ing ohildren, and above ail to Lady Macdonald
his true and noble helpmate and companion in

~life, our sinoere and heartfelt sympathy.’

The report of the Executive Committee
showed that there was & debt balamce sgainst
th'e Maintenance and Mission Fand of $4,015:44 ;
whilst in 1890 there was & surplus of §974:52.
This arose from the increased payments referred
to in the Bishop’s charge ; from the more com-
plete filling up of the vacancies in the Diocese,
and from the trapsfer to the W. & O. Fund of
$1,390, whioh latter would in former years
bad gone to the oredit of the Mission Fand. A
noticeable and gratifying faot was this that in
neatly every parish the colleotion for the Mis-
sion work of the Church outside the Diocese
—ocontrolled hy the Domestic and Foreign
Mission Board—were much larger than those
for Diocesan purposes.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA,

( -ua Inp1aNs.—Sir,—Few people know with
how much eagerness I scan each issune of our
Church papers and wagszines to find snything
favorable in regard to our work among the
Indians. The Indians always seem to me here
in Canada to be left outin thecold, so few seem
to take any real interest inthem, Over and
over again have { longed that we had & Bishop
Whipple or a Bishop Hare to champion the
Indian oause as they have over in the States.
It was with feelings, therefore, both of surprise
and pleasure that I read Bishop Anson’s letter
in your issue of June 11th, The Bishop just
strikes the key note that I with my unmusical
ear have been trying to strike for yéars paat.
Let our Canadian Missionary Society become s
3 trne missionary society with a- distinot two-
fold object, (1) the conversion snd Christian
training of heathen Indians ; (2) the oaring for
and helping of our poor backwoods settlers.
There would ke, I believe, an immense rever-
sion of feeling in favor of our ac-called
Domestio & Foreign Missionary Society if only
it would adopt a clear unmistakeable missionary
name and undertake a clear. unmistakeable
missiunary work, such as the Bishop hasdefined.
The C. M. 8. has commenced with drawing
one-twentieth of its annual grant to our Indian
Missions in the Northwest year by year, Iam
glad it is doing 80. It is not the work of Eng-
isnd but the work of Canada to smpport our
Indiap missions, I have heen urging and urging
that the CAnadian Sunday Schools throughoat
the Dominion should make our Indian missions,
and especially the training of the Indian chi d-
ren, thair owo specific work., Iach Diocese, a8
the Bishop says, has its own mission furd for
the support of its own Dijocesan work, and

when people are asked to contribute money|-

over and above what they give to the mission
fand, it should b, I think, plainly and distinet:
ly stated for what their money is required,
otherwise they will not give. Surely there
would be infinitely more interest aronsed and
the funds of the Society wonld be infinitely in-
oreased, if instead of 8o much "confusion being
left on the mind abont Domestic this and
Foreign that and about paying back compli-
mentary sums 0 the English societies, it wers
put farrly and equarely before our Church
people that the Missionary SBooiety of Canada
has but two great objeots before it ; (1) the con-
version and train'ng of the heathen Indians ;
(2) the support of missivns among the back-
wood’s rettlers, '

In regard to my own work among the Indisn
children, my Shingwank and Wawanosh-Home
here in Algoma, my Homes at Blkhorn, and my
prospeotive Himes at Medicine Hat, I may say

that 1am just wailing the opportunity to|

removo the reproach znd stigms which at pre-
sont seems to rest upon them on aocount of
their independent character by handing them
over to such a Society the aoment it is propar-
ed to undertake them, It seems to me that
events are at present shaping themeelves under
Almighty God's providence for the taking of
some such course. The burden of my Homes

for me, the responsibility to great. Our funds
instead of increasing with my inoreased work
are at present deoreasing. My scheme for
carrying on Homes for Indian children in three
gifferent dicocese with & looal advisory commit
tee at eack pointI fear will soarcely work go
long a8 all the responsibility of providing snit.
able employees, gathering in the pupils, and
meeting the expenses reats with myself. It is
too much fo expeot that the Church at large
will have such confidence in an individual as to
place in his hands funds sufficient for carrying
on 80 extensive a work ; and. for myself, 1 do
not wish it ; I am prepared, ready, anxious, to
give over the whole of my work for Indian
children to the Missionary Society of Canada if
it will acoept it and make provisions for carry.
ing it on, I would take this opportunity of
urging that the Board of Domestic and Foreign
Missions will prepare itself to take action in
this matter when it meets again in October,
Let it undertake the entire responsibility of
these Homes for Indian children, both mine
snd any others in the Northwest that would
wieh to place themselves at the same time under
its fostering care.

I have made this bona fide offer now here
openly in the Church papers. I see no probabil.
ity of being ableto oarry on my work on its
present lines through another winter unless our
funds are very Iargely augmented, So far as]
oan 8ee it must be one of three things. Rither
(1) the Canadian Missionary Society must take
over theee Iudian Homes ; or (2) more funds
must be placed ir my hands to enable me to
ocarry on the work ; or (3) the Homes muost be
closed. I bope it will not be the last; I am
not at all anxious for the second ; nothing I
believe oould be better both for the Indian
cause and for the Church at large than for our
Missionary Soociety to take uponm its own
shoulders the responsibility and maintenance of
this and all other Indian work.

Will not others who with me really care for
our poor Indians make'it & speoial subject of
prayer to Almighty God that at the next meet.
ing of the Sooiety in Ootober there may bea
grestochange made not only in the name bat in
the spirit and work of our Missionary Society,
and that the Indian work which has been so
long neglected may be bronght to that place in
the forefront which surely it has the right to
oconpy. Yours, ete.,

DIOCESE OF BRITISH HONDURAS.

From the DBritish Honduras Churchman,

issued monthly in the above Diouese, we find
that the newly oonsevrated Bishop, Dr  Holme,
ontered mpon his work with vigor, aad that
probably a great impetus will be given to the
work of the Church through his appointment.
Rarly in May he visited the Churches in the
Northern district of the Diocese and called
together his Synod for the fifth of the present
menth,

A general meeting of the Domestioc and
Poreign Missionary SBooiety was held on the
6h of May,

The Churchman also gives the following in-
formation as to the Diocese of British Hondarss.

The Diocese contains about 7,662 rquare
miles with & coast line of 180 miles and & grea!
many small islands oalled oays: hence thero s
much travelling to be done, and the Bishop
ought not to be restricted by looal duties.

Oatside the Diocese, the Bishop has Mission-
ary jurisdiotion over the Protestant commupities !
in the adjacent countries of Contral Amorics,
entailing more travelling and long absence:.
At Greytown, Nicaragus, the headquarte:s of
the Osnsl Compsny, where s clergyman isto
be sent 8s soon as one can be obtained, thereis
& large and inoreasing population with 10
Protestant Miaister.

for the Indiau children has become too heavy

The Episcopal Endowment Fand is only
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abont £3,000, of which £2 500 was contributed
- by the Diocese and £800 was the munificect
gift of Canon Baily, The total available income
from this source being only sbout £120, the
Bishop also aots a8 rector of 8t. John's Church
until such time as a sufficient income oan be
provided for him. An_effort is now being
made to increase the Episcopal Fand and
appeals have been madeto theS P G., 8.P.C.K.,
and the Colonial Bishopricks' Fand, but the
Churchman also makes an earnest appeal to the
people of British Hondaras. The population
of British Hondurss alone is about 30,000, Of
these 400 are Kuropeans the rest are natives of
Honduras, West JIudians, Bpaniards, Caribs,
Coolies and Central American Indisns.

Sr. Mary's~—The work of this Parish, of
which the Rev, F. R, Marray (formerly of Hali-
fax) is Reotor, progresses most satisfactorily,
The last report of the Treasurer shows a very
eatisfactory inerease in income of the Church
for the first four months of this year as com-

ared with 1890. The services are always
bright and hearty and the efforts of the people
are not oonfined to the parish, bat they do
what they oan for outside work., '

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC,

At 10 30 the Ordination service begar with
Whitney’s lovely processional hymn ‘The Son
of God goes forth to War,” whioch was followed
by an able discourse from the Ven, Arohdeacon
Roe, The Anthem *Oh{ thatI had wings like
a Dove,’ was then sung, Miss Robbins singing
the solo., His*Liordship then ordained to the
Diaconate Messrs, Wilkinson, Wright and
Diockson, and to the order of Priesthood, Rev,
Mesars. Adcock, Sutherland and Rothera. The
Kyrie was Woodward's Creed, Whitney ; and
the Offeriory was Whitney's Festival, A
choral celebration followed, dmring which the
hymus ‘Bread of Heaven,’ and ‘The Heavenly
Word,' were sung.

CUUNTRY LIFE.

The quiet, plodding life of a farmer, with its
monotonous round of duties, is by no mesns an
easy one ; nor is there to many perscus any
attraction in an ooccupation whioh obliges one
the greator part of the year to rige st dawn, to
go steadily through the performance of the
lowest and meanest taska, and to retire to rest
—to use & country phrase—'befors the chiokens
go to roost,’

Bat to men who look below the surface, and
gee the beaaty which is o often to be fonund in
the humblest employments, there is for the toil
and drudgery which fall to the lot of the farmer
ample co mpeneation,

Like the great Creator himself, the farmer
sows snd reaps, with patient, loving hand
geparating the tares from the wheat, and taking
away the weeds and useless atalks, that the
green and living ones may not be ohooked up,
but may bring forth their fruit in dae season.

Living thus in communion with God, know-
ing that, no matter who may plant or water, it
ie He alone who csn give the inorease, and aur-
rounded by all the beauties of natare, hard and
cold muat be the heart of the man who oan shat
his eyes to the glorions scenes about him aud
cannot, for a time at least, rise abave the com-
monplaces of life and feel that in his lowly
ocoupation there is more real beauty than is to
be found in the highest offices of life.

Noar my home lives an old Canadian farmer
who bas given his whole time and devoted all
his energies to beautifying dand improving his
land. He finds no pleasure in taking his ease
while there remains anything which man can
do to add to the loveliness of God's earth, To
uge his own quaint phrase, he delightsin ‘as-
sisting nature to develop her charms.’

His little farm is & model of beauty and order;
& hedge of evergrevn extends around the whole
of it ; rows of frait trees stretch cut on either
hsnd; a grove of forest treeg forms a pleasing
background : while in front of the house spreads
the wide lawn, where in the summer flowers of
every variety vie with eaoh other in the beauty
and fragrance of their bloom. I once took &
party of young veople to view the old man's
treasures (a8 he calls them).

He was at that time engaged in olesring ud
another tract of land preparatory to building
upon it. When ssked why ke was not content
to live quietly where he was and enjoy his
hard earned home he replied solemuly, ‘8o long
a8 there is any work for me to do I must do it,
1 want the world to be better for my poor
gervice here, so that when I die, though my
name may be forgotten, my works may live on
through the generations to come.’

O, sorely beneath that battered straw hat
and those queerly shaped garments, . «hich at
any other time we might have ridionled, there
beat & true and noble heart, there breathed a
lofty soul, whose influence will be felt Jong
after the old farmer has vanished from the busy
whirl of life.

It is & well~known fact that many of the
world's greatest men have been the produots
not of the ever restless, moving cities, but of
gquiet country homes. .

honor ? I8 it not among the Highlands of

Scotland that we find a Bruce, & Douglas ora

Graham—men whose very names fill our hearts
with enthusiaem ¥ Or where but in the Low-
lands a tender hearted Byrns singing as he
followed the plow ?

Perhaps one of these raggsd urchins whom
we meet on the roadride, may have in him the
making of a Ben Johneon, and some day may go
up to & great oily with his knapsack on his back
to make his way up the ladder of fame (for
though the country ofttimes produces great men
"tis in the city that they are matared).

Wordsworth, that great natare poet, found
bis ohief delight In the trees and flowers, the
woads and streams of the country, and by the
side of the quiet lakes his love for them breath-
ed forth in his postry, .

Iu our own Amerioa we have not the histori-
oal associations whioh give such interest to the
monntaine, plains and rivers of the Old World,
bat we do have nature fresh from the hands of
God, and though the giant forests of tho red
man's day have vanished bofore the inroads of
modern oivilization, there is in many parts of
the United States scenery as wild, as beautiful
and as varied a8 in any other oountry in the
world.

No tongue may fitly sing the loveliness of
God’s earth ; but hearts of all may listen fo its
wondrous melodies.

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HOLINESS A8 A NOTE OF THE
' OHURCH —III :

Woe touched in the previous articles on two
or three ways by which & praotical belief in
our spiritual position, a8 defined by St, Paul in
the Epistle to the Bphesians, helps forward the
life of holiness in the Church. And from
pressing lowliness and subordination, we see
him pagsing, as though unconsoiously, to his
other theme, the great fact and resuliing duty
of Christian unity : lowliness in the individual
ministers to unity in the body, jnst as pride is
the universal parent of divisions, ¢ Endeavor,’
writes St. Paul, ¢ to keep the unity of the apirit;
for there is one bedy and one spirit! Much
might be said in conneotion with these words
of the uniting power of tho Church on social
elements, but the day seems as yet too far off
for the realization of this. Observe, however,
the plea of the 2bth vorse, to speak the truib,
beoauas we are mombers one of another, & plea
whioh supplies an interesting proof which might
be applied to most details of spiritusl life, that
8t. Paul intends bis high dootrine of the Church
to be meed in daily life.

Observe one more development by the Apos
tle of his principles. After his noble worde
about unity, he goes on, as he does in an ex-
aotly similar oonneotion in Romans xii, and in
1 Qorinthiaus xii., to insist on the variety of
funotions of each part of the body. There is
no dead level in the Church, ¢To each one is
given grace according to the measure of the
gift of Christ.! This difference of grace, whioch
applies widely to all sorts of perscnal distino-
tions, he here confines to different Orders of the
ministry, but in the parallel passage he makes

a wider uge of the fignre. The difference of
function implies great variety of working, but
all within the body, We cannot go with the
Bishop of Durham in what he seems fo say in
his * Gospel of the Resurrection,’ that multipli-
cation of religious bodies finds & sort of jastica-
tion in the fact of men being of many different
minds. Not variety of Churches, but variety of
work and office in the Ohurch, is the teaching of
St. Pan), and we have no right to alter his in-
spired teaching to suit the schisms of modern
times. The truly wide, comprehensive Church
life will find room for quite different worksand
sympathies, But the variety is to be limited
by the interests of the body, which ocannot be
in collision with the interests of the head.
There can be no real work for Christ antagon-
istic to work for his Body's sake. ‘To esch is
given grace, . . tor the building up of
the body of Christ, till we all come in the unity
of the faith and of the knowledgs of the Sor of
God, unto & perfect man, unto the mesasure of
the stature of the fulness of Christ.” Till we 80
aome there will be good and evil in the body,
but that our Lord has led ws to expeot, 8o it
shou!d not oanse us to hold weakly to St. Paul's
teaching,

Put this in modern phrase, and it reads thus:
We should all work, not from each one's own
impulse to save a soul, to exeroise & gift, to do
& duty, to win » crown, but that Christ's soul
should be saticfied by seeing realized His glor-
ious purpose in the fulness of time, to gather
together in one all things in Himself. All for
Jesus, all in Jesus, And he does this beat who
leads men to nse wilh all their heart the means
of grace, and to continue steadfastly in hearty
union with the Churoh’s pastors, In the end,
spasmodio and unorganized efforts will be labor
loat, St. Peter proolaimed first repentence from
gin, and then connection with Christ's Charoh
as the way of ealvation. If we all loved our
Church beeause we love Christ, if we laboured
to see her holy; and united, and full of life, we
should be serving Christ indeed. If we made
up our minds that we cannot fully live for
Christ, if we are indifferent to the growth and
prosperity of His Body here on earth, we shounld
po longer consider love for the Church as a
fanoy which we msy iske up or not as we
please. 'We should see the meaning of St. Paul
in the 3rd chapter, where he says, ¢ To God be
glory in the Church, and in Christ Jesus, unto
all generations,'

It is not ritualism or formalism, but true
Bible teaching to insist that Church life is spir-
ttual life. We rball be strong as we are united,
And this i8 & union divinely framed, a union
with Christ and in Christ, who is Himeself the
union of Humanity and Godhead, The union
affected with humanity by the Incarnstion is
appl ed individually to every person who, be.
lieving and being baptized, cbtains membership
in the Body of Ohrist, and is maintained in
great measure through ihe other Sacrament
devountly received. Thus the Sacraments have
been ocalled extensions of the Incarnation,
though the phrase has some obsearity in it,
And that union thus applied to each, and main-
tained in Holy Commupion, is & union among
all, * go that we being many are one body, for
we are all partakers of the one Bread, Here
then is the ceniral meeting place of the Body
of Christ, where all are united, and where all
are fed. What a grace from Him, that vy a
rite 80 simple, we should receive blessings so
great!

This bond of union may well suffice us. Itis
the only religious bond whioh oan demonstrate
a divine origin. = Spiriinal, devout, lowly Com-
munions are the pledge and means of the oir-
oulation of life between the head and the mem-
bers and between the various membere them-
selves, In a less sublime and supernatural way
union is maintained and advanced by visible
union in all Church work, beginning st the
contre—the family, where at & mother's knee are

dispensed the earliest Means of grace, and pro-

ceeding ontward, in Catechisings, Sun.-achools,
Parochial organisation, Diocesan Synods,
and the great Cathedral services and Commun.
ions whioh introduce yearly our. General
Synod’s work. All spiritual work should, as
far a8 possible, fall into place under the parisk
and the diocese and the national Church. The
illustration of a perfect piece of machinery has
become trite, bat it explains what we shounld
aim at, The machine is8 not the power, neither
does any part of it contain or control the power,
The power is applied from without, through
the machine, to do the wo.k. Without the
power the machine stands still: without the
machine the power js dissipa‘ed aud lost.

This is all we shall urge on the question of
wnity of work, save o utter one earnest longing
for leaders, for rulers, for control, such a8 may
make it felt through every parish in the land ;
that the Church is not of twenty minds, but one
on all great questions, and that those who rule
her under Christ are men who know how to
make their inflaence felt in the humblest cot.
tage in the country. In our leaders we ask
upion and decision. Each of us may contribute
to this Church of ours, and to the glory of the
Church’s Head, that best offering we can give,
a life of restful, resolnte, complete dedication
to God. The holy life, renewed and fed through
the mesns of grace, may well be peaceful, reat-
ful, and strong. It will be vitalized by closs
union with oar Lord in faith, and prayer, and
sacramernts, It will crave to extend the blessing
it has received to others both near and far, The
holy life will glow bright at each Christian
mar’s-own fireside, or it ie not real, He will
win by love and gentleness and consistency
first his own brothers, as St. Andrew did, and
then he will take a wider range, He will be-
come incressingly interested in missionary
work; he will feel bound to strengthen the
missions of the Church, as efforts under God to
extend the full blessings of Chrigt.ie.nity to other
lands,—Irish Beclesiastical GQazette.

THE BIBLE.

There are few things more damaging to the
Christian religion, and indeed to the 4oceptance
of the Bible itself, than the erroneous views
that are entertained a8 to its character, inspira-
tion, and position in the Christian Church,

The origin of sall these mituunderstandings
was the action of Cslvin and other Continental
reformers, who, haviog failed to preserve the
continnity of the Church, put the Bible in its
place. To strepgthen the position of the Bible
the theory of its verbal inspiration was started,
then the privaie interpretation of the Word of
God by individnal members of the Church took

the place of the Creeds and the teaching of the
Churoh Catholic {from the earliest times, and
the Bible without note or comment is now ad-
vooated as the clasg-book for the religious edu-
cation of our people. The Bible and nothing
bat the Bible was preached, as if, like the
Koran, or t-e book of Mormon, its advocates
olaimed that it ocame direct from Heaven with
every word, even of our translation, and of our
perchance imperfeoct versions of the original,
ireated as if they were direotly the very Word
of God, From thig teaching we may trace :—

1. A great deal of the continuance and in-
orease of our many divisions,

2. The rejection of the teaching power of the
Church,

3. The irreverence towards holy things, and
even towards the Bible itself, because every
man’s own reading of the Word was accepted
by him as God's Word, putting himself ap as
his own God.

4, Much of our present unbelief, because this
exaggerated view of the inspiration of the™
Bible laid it open to the attacks of scientifio
criticism in such & manner as to shake the faith

of many, :

In the face of these evils it may be well to
put clearly before our readers what the Bible
reslly is and its trae position. Some people
would foolishly place the Bible before the
Church, but the Church of the Old Testament
and of the New has ever been the keeper and
guardian of Holy Writ, Without her aid there
would be no seourity for the rafe keeping and
handing down of the Word of God, and without
her guidance we should never bave known
what books of the Old Testament or of the
Now were truly oanonical, and to be accepted
ag of authority in matters of faith,

Although the Old Testament and the New
sre in one sense entirely distinot, there is &
wonderful harmony and blending together to
be discovered in a oarefal perusal of them, and
they go far to elucidate one another, and in
this senee they .are essentially one book, Bat,
nevertheless, there are two distinotive parts:
(1), the Old Testament, ccliected and preserved
to us by the Jewish Church; (2), the New
Testament, collectod and preserved to us by the
Christian Church, which » a8 & continuance and
development of the Jewish Church. There is
slso this grest similarity between them, they
are both made up of several books, written or
compiled by several authors, with the indivi-
dual cbaraoter of each aunthor very olearly to be
discerned. We are not to expect from these
anthors, and muoh less from our modern {rans-
lators of them, 8 knowledge of natural history,
or the other discoveriea of science, of which
they themselves were ignorant, They spoks as
they were moved by the Holy Ghost, but the
propheoies in symbolic language, and in all
personal desoription of what they saw or did
they rpoke acording to their knowledge, The
Old Testament, as & whole, our Blessed Lord
Himself as:ures us, is to be read and stadied
and received, from the first book of Genesis to
the lagt in the Cunon, ag when He apeaks of
‘the blood of Abel to the blood of Zachsrias,
the son of Barachias, whom ye slew between
the Temple and the altar. He testifiés to it
further by frequently gquoting from nearly
overy book in the Canon as the Word of God,
and He continually refers his hearers to the
Law, the Prophets, and the Psalms to find the
things conoerning Himeelf : —¢ Search the Sorip-
tores, for in them ye think ye have eternal life,
and theze are they that testify of Me,’

The firat five books aud the historioal books
contain the Jewish record of 1hs creation, and
the history of their people from their firat
origin, not a history of ideal saints, but 8o real
and genuine in its desoription of scenery, and
events, and individual oharaoter as to bear the
stamp of trnth, and to witness to man’s wesk-
ness and to God's wonderful condesoension and
forbearance, The Psalms are the very prayer-
book of humanity, snitable for every yearning
of the heart of man in all ages, and of every
tribe and people. The prophets are the very
Gospel of the Old Testamont, full of evaugelioal
traths, The New Testament, with the foretold
record of our blessed Liord’s life and death, the
sccount of Hin ruling of His Church after His
Ascension, the epistles to Christians in different
phaces of spiritnal growth, and the wonderful
book of Revelation, osrrying forward and
enlarging on all the symbolical teaching of the
prophets even unto the end, form a complete
whale, and become at once a solace and strength
for all Chrietians,

God forbid that I shonld deny that any and
every part of the Word of God msy pierce s
man’s heart, and be the means of his complete
torning from his evil ways and acoepting the
message of galvation. But while we honor and
bless the Holy Soriptures, and appreociate the
blessing of the Bible being daily read in our
ohurchos in our native tongue, wo must not
forget that we cannot get at the trne meaning
of Scriptare by fastening on one partionlar
Interpretation of isolated texts, but only by the
earelul comparison of Soripture with Seripture,
aud by acoepting as & guide and signpost against

error those deductions from the teaching of
Holy Seripture 8s embodied in the creeds of
the whole Church. By 8o doing we shall avoid
error and the oontinued inorease of sohism and
d1v§slon, .and, by taking this view of the real
position and iotention of the Bible, we oan
yveloome all sientific critioism, however search-
ing and severe, knowing that it will only in
the end place in a very unsseailable position
ga?ltrue Word of God.—Earl Nelson, tn Church

BISHOP TUTTLE Tu THE CLERQY.

(Convention Address.)

Brothren of the clergy, the days of the years
in which our lot is oast are those of congested
aotivity and disturbing unrest, We are not
fitted for the age we live in if we be not active
also ; active in guidance of vestries, guilds and
committees ; of Sunday school work and con-
firmation olasses ; aotive in watohfulness over
the congregation and its growth ; in pastoral
oalls and oares and pleadings, and in pciestly
daties, But an insidious danger lurks in

activity. We may be swept off our feet into its
noisy current, and cease to bs students and
readers and thinkers and writers, Let us not
deceide ourselves, Sermons thought out and
not extemporareously voociferated are things
yeot of value, Thinking is & power. Reading is
a daty., Writing is a training in robustness.
Study is such needed replenishment of ocapital
a8, neglected, will stant and dwarf the growth
of the business we have in hand, Alas! I
know how the daily little duties press like clans
of stinging insects seitling upon us haploss
victims. And I grant the little duiies must be
done, faithfully and God fearingly done, Nor
do I forget that the Master gaith: ‘He that is
faithful in that which is least is faithful aleoin
much,’ And T kiow that'God regardethadverbs
more than verbs, So, do the things of aotive
duty, day by day, little and great; and may
God give you time and streugth for the doing.
Bat fix your will, systematize your time, beg
your friends, beseech your parishioners, 8o that
you may eet apart some hours for the study.
Shu$ yourself in there, and read and pray and
think and write. Yoor library den and its
books may be a mine of golden riches to you, if
you will work in it, and work at it, and work
out of it ; the current coin which you need as
the world’s clearing-house cslls for your daily
balances of ministerial responsibility. O. breth-
ren, ip the interchanges of activity with which
the nineteenth century is all alive, let us not
guffor other forces of daily interest so toride
over our heads as to ciush down and erowd
out of us those that shounld be our own,—the
mental, the stndions, the reflecting, the prayer
fal, . .

I personal humility, bat in the painstaking
thoroughness of intellectaal labor, be it ours to
olaim that in the priest’s lips there is still a
wholesome keeping of knowledge, what.ver be
the abundant supplies flung out from the news-
editors pen, and the platform’s talk, and the
reformer's visions.

As for the sad

what better thing can you and I do than stand
fast in the liberty sherewith Chrizt hath made
us free, and in the steady unchanging fixedness
wherein Church faith and Church history,
Charch principle and Churoh habitsand Church
worship, have anchored us. ) .

In some quarters a desire manifests itself of
playing fast and loose with the dogmatio faith
of the unrdivided Oatholic Church of the first
four General Counecils. Argument with that
sort of looseness is not in order. Primitive
testimony, olear and uncquivoocsl, certifies ns
what Christ bequeathed und the Holy Ghost
tanght and the Apostles held to as the faith,

The dogmatic certainties, such as the Inoarna~
tion and the Resurrection, were and are fixed.
If any one nowadays come to us to open up
questioning on any such fandamental matters
of the Catholio oreed, let him not think strange
if we give him & slight heed, as would the
mathematician before whom questioning should
be made whether the sum of the three angles of
a triangle be exaotly tworight angles, Wa tell
him ! you waste your breath, To open closed
queslions up to questioning is quite absard.
And a8 for argument, in deepest ways, and
clearost ways, and completest ways, intellectual
and spiritual, the trath was threshed out 1,500
years ago, and it is the veriest chaff on whioh
you are bringing your flail down now.’

If there be abroad a spirit of unrest and dis-
integration, and playing fast and loose with
Catholie {ruth, my own watchword for protac.
tion and battle ory of defence would bo the
P ayer Book. Loyalty to the Prayer Bok
saws ap loysalty to Church faith and to Churah
history, to Cburch prinoiple and Church habits
and Church worship. The Prayer Baok to us
in Ameriou ] am accustomed to regard as the
bulwark. Ita powers for conservation of trath
and pentralization of error seem to be immense,
And when I know of a clergyman allowing
himeelf in habits of inexaotness to play fust and
loose with the Prayer Biok, even iu littls
thiogs, in its rubries and directions, in itaaddi.
tions, permissions and abbreviations, I sonfoss
to experienoing a shook of sensitive dread,
Does not my brother know that Anomia isthe
disease of the age, and the demon that Amorloa
needs most to cast out, a8 by fasting and prayer?
Will he not, therefore, for trath's sake, and for
oatriotism's sake, set his face as a flint againet
willful disobediences and osreless inexaotness in
his nse of the Prayer Book in the line of ifs
laws and presoriptions ?

Dear brethren all, it's the old banuer of

that we march under, It's the four equare
line of battle mpon the Bible, the Crood,
the Saoraments, and the Episcopste, that
we are drawn upon before the eyes of Him, oue
Commanderin Chief. Let us stand steady,
Trostful in Him, hopoful of our cause, true to.
duty, Bereftof outward strength you and I
may Beem in this diocese by onr late divkion,
A foeble folk and an uwnimportant Charth, e
may be counted alongside of the thousand of
other religious names here in Migsoart. Yet
we bate not one >t of hope, nor lose one heart-
beat of oounrage: for our weakness may ba
doing best service before God in upholding tho
divine standard, and perpetuvating fixed dogma,
and preserving the trne proportion of the 1aith;
while, in all personal lowliness of mind, bat
with & swelling gente of honorable fidelify that
may not be suppressed, we proolaim ourselves
the loyal disciples of the Churoh of the ages, the
stout anvil on which many and many a
contending hammer has wora itself out by
pounding.

The Bishop uwsed
an adaptation of the Office of Insti-
tution Ministers from the Amerioan
Prayer Book.

Such ia the bare record
of the formal beginning of the work
of the Church of England in Tient-
gin, It is something to be thauvkful
for, and there {s good hope in its
ipsues if we, who are responsible, do
our duty in the fear of God. Yet
there are drawbacks. I have been
told our beginning was & *sucoess,
and I know seversl were sinoerely
~glad at the prospect of a Yegular
ministration of our Church’s services.
But I could not get rid of the ides
that we were beginning thirty years
too late, and tha some of the great-
est drawbsoks are the matural out
oome of this proerastinntion,

When he left, thu resi-
dent English Moetbodiet Missionary
obtained the management of the
gorvice, and after s while it was dis
continued, These efforts on the part
of lay - members of our Church to
prosarve something of ¢ld habita of
public worship were wholly sponta-
neous and unprompted by sugpes-
tions of clergy in North China so
far as I know. The foreign com.
munity ccnsists of Hinglish only. It
numbers twenty five, including three
children. Tangshan and its neigh-
bourhood ought to bo kept well in
view in regard to Church work
smong Englishmen, The mining
ond railway ope:ations are quietly
growing and spreading in & way
which necesgarily wi linvolve steady
increases to the English staff, for
the Chinese have no trained mining
or railway men of a soperior grade,
nor are they altempting to have any
traived.

Much the same might be said of
Tanghu, where the railway connects
with the seagoing traffic. Mr. Kin-
der, whose ogsinion is of importar.ce
said to me, * Buy land for a church
at Tanghu, & church will be needed
there in twenty years, Landis very
cheap now, it will ke very dear
then.” Of conrse this does not seem
to be an opinion to be acted upon in
the present strained condition of
Diocesan fands, at the same time it
contains sound advice not to be for
gotten. Tho Jesuits acted upon this
principle when this port was opened
to foreigners thirty years ago, and
now they are receiving from 50 to
70 per cent, on their original cut-
