It was scarce yet
a month since her beloved brother bad been
consigned lo the clay ; her father ‘was still
abroad in the wars of Kildare; grief and
anxiety seemed to be ber duties ; but, 1o spite of
her best endeavors to devote herself to these,
imagination could not be prevented from con-
stantly recurring to the amiable regrets and
pleasing speculations connected with tke gallant
young Eoglishman. Funding that her rwhole
thoughts were running conmtrary to the course
which she concerved she ought to pursue, she
was meditating a disclosure of her intersiew to
ber auat, the abbess, when news arrived from
the army, that for a time bamshed all thoughis
save anxiety for her father’s safety.

PASTORAL OF TEE MOST REV. DR.
CULLEN.

Ou Surcday a pastoral, addressed to the clergy acd
laity of the Diocese of Deblin, from his Grace the
Most Rev, Dr. Cullen, Arckbishop of Dublin, Primnte
of Ireland, &c., was read 1o the different ckurches
and chapels of the city. After baving alluded to the
approacking festival of the Immacuiate Conception,
his Grace proceeds to say : — '

''While Christians wre at ell timea remivded by
their numberless wants to bave recourse for succour
to the Help of Christiang, we, dearly beloved bre-
thern, are urged by more then ordioary motives to
cast onrselves on her piiy nad protection, For i, in
the calamities that often ufflict nations and peoples,
are to be recoguised the scourges vy which the Al-
mighty in His wrath chastisea their sins, we Lave
reasvn to apprebiend that our cransgressiond are call-
ing out for vengeance, acd that therod of Divine nn-
ger, still lifted over us, is ready 0 strike us again.
Indeed, during many long years, our poor couatry
bas suffered severely from femiae, pestilence, bad
seasons, and other visiiations of heaven. To these
are to be added the evils occasioned by that false
and anti-Christian political economy which would
deatroy those beings tha: have been made to the im-
age of God, and redeemed by the blood of Christ, to
make room for the brute beasts of the fiela; snd

of a Saxon tyranny, so hateful, that death 1tself
weuld, he confesses, be a happy alternative ! —
On, Sir, these unjust reproaches bave made me
forget iyself; bave made me a truant to my
gnef, and I fear, alas, to my modesty. I have
been Lere too long—I came lo mourn in secret
and 1 have speot my time in idle, if not unbe-
voming converse with a stranger—Dbut the spirit
sf my brother will forgive me ; 1o the cause for
which he would bave laid down his life, he can
pardon Lis sister if she has laid aside for a moment |
the restramts of her education—larewell.?

She passed bim, and ere he could find lae-
guage lo entreat her stay, had disappeared
round the angle of the rock.

Our
pest afilicions have bzen great indeed, but ure we
not still mennced by other evils, and especially by a
coutinuation of misery and diatress, and the greeter
ovils that arizc from the machinations of secret and
illegal societies 7 It may he tha: we &re ailowed to
suffer in order to show that we are the true children
of God, or to make us more like unto our Divine
Master, who passed His life in pover:y and suflerings
it may be thatat preseat a merciful Father threatens
as He did the Ninevites of old, ir order 10 arouse as
to repentance, and that if we turn from our evil ways
He will avert from us the impending stroke; but
whatever may be the mysierious desigos of FProvi-
dence, donot delay 1o be reconciled with beaven
while there is yet time. Do penance for your sias,
correct your evil ways, refraio from drunkeness and
other degrading vices, which, proveking tke nnger
of heaven, render 1be soul deserving of eiernal perdi-
tion, and bring disease and death npon the wodyp.
Filled with the Bpirit of faitk, well instructed 1n the
efficacy of prayer, knowiog that all things are regn
lated by en zll-wise Providence— that famine, war,
pestilence are in3troments ie the hapds of the Lord

from me, whom she knows to be an Englishman ?
Ab! but she knows that my mother was of her|
own country, and that my encle’s tyranny has |
disgusted me with bis whole pation. What!
could she have meant ; for surely she would notf
bave spoken as she ¢id without some other mo- |
uve?

What, could
I draw my sword against my own countrymen?
They are no countrymen of mine? I have no
cogniry | Would to keaven, that 1 could but
forget my oppressors and make this my country ! |
Can 1t be possible that this was m her thoughts
when Ler eye kindled so beautifully at the name
¢f my mother ? Alas! what would she care for
mae if Tdid become an apostate 7—no; there
were po apostacy in that: Iam Insh by blood
on both sides ; and, by Heaven, since I bave
seen that delightful being, I feel that my tongue
alzne is English, and that my whole heart is
already devoted to her and ber nation! I care
oot §or land or hovor : let them attaint and con-
fiscate! I shall, at least, hear no more threats,
no more tyrannical commands in that aceursed
hausehold,~~but what would T say ? She scorns
e, znd I desperately dream of happiness that I
cad never hope for.” He returned with double
bewilderment 10 the priory, and spent the re-
tnainder of the day in his chamber.

11),
Buz as the salration of the immortal souls that have
been redeemed by the precious blood of Jeaus Christ
is infivately more important than the relief of corpo-
ral wants, we should make it a religious duty to as-
Bist our brethern by ndvice, example, encouragement
instruction, and if needful, by zeaious remonstrance,
to resist the jnsidious ettacks of those emmissaries of
Satan, who are continually lging iz wait for the
chiidren of the poor, going nbout seeking whom they
may devour ; discovering Ly a species of perverse in-
stinet where want &nd misery and jgnorance have
made the gresteat havoc, and, there lighting like
birds of prey, fastening on the poor remnants of hu-
manity, and carrying off to perdition whatever yet re-
mained to be destroyed.

¢ Dearly-beloved brethern, if we are unxious to re-
pel the aszaunlta of our snem:es, lat ua put on the ar-
mour of light, and protect vurzelves with the breast-
plate of faith, It i3 our duty to cultivate thig impor-
tant virtue, without which it is impossible to please
God ; it is our duty to preserve it irem all dangers.
The best means of eflecting all this is to give a good
Catholic education te the rising generations, so that
all may know the practices of their religion, and may
be able 10 give an accouct of the fxith that is jo them.
The poor ure to avoid proselytising echools; the rich
1o shun anti-Ontholic colleges and universities, in
which the prevailing Protestant apirit is most hoz-
tile to the doectrines and practices of the Caibolic
Church. Above all, we are to shun the contagion
of bad and irreligious books, which corrupt the heart
aud pervert the iutellect, und to avoid all the seduc:
tions of bad company, the ruin of so many souls, In
all things it beboves us, dearly beloved bretbern, 1o
be on the watch agrinst the enemies of God and of
the poor, whose uncoasing hoatllity agaiaat the true
chureh shrinks from no advice, however naworthy
and degrading, to undermine the Cxtholic faith, and
to «Ject the ruic of immortel eanla.  As their dnings

| belong to that <lass of works which cannot 'beir-,'tbr'?’;_
light; ‘the more fully they are made known to the

public the less harm they will be able to effect. Con-
tinusl examples of -the higotry and intolerance with
which the warfare of darkness is carcied on present
themselvesto us. Only a tew days ago such a case
occurred in the Adelaide Hospital. A poor Catholic
by name Kiuge!ln, bad beexa received therein, and be-
ing anxious to make his peace with God before he
would expose himself to & dangerous operation, ke
asked 1o be allowed to see a priest and to receive ghe
last rites of religion. This just demand was denied
by the managers of the hospital. It was then found
necessary to carry the poor sick man outside the
threshold of that institution into the public street,
where, exposed to the cold blasts of & wintry night,
be would have been .cbiiged to remain whilas the
rites of religion were adminisiered, had ke not beun
received into a nejghbouring house by the charity of
its owner. How can the men who tbua inzalt the re-
ligion and feelings of two huadred millions of Ca-
tholics pretend to be animated with charity, which
is the mark of the true disciple of Jeaus Christ?

¢ An instance of the spirit of falsehood with which
the enemies of our religion are filled may also be al-
leged. Some time ago & poor boy, by name Edward
Murphy, apostatised from the faith. A circular was
published soon after for the purpose of raising money
to send bim to school, and to prepars him to become
& parsor. In this circnlar, to give some importance
to the boy, it was stated—ist. That he was the ne-
pkew of A priest; 2ndly. That he was the ward of &
priest; 3rdly. That he bad beem brought repeatedly
to the Catholic Archbishep and to priests to be re-
primanded for his apoatacy ; and 4thly. That he had
suifered with great firmness cruel persecutions in
consegnence of his cbange of religion. All these as-
sertions were glaringly false, yet the circnlar con-
taining them was signed by an archdeacon of the Pro-
testant establishment, by two parsons, and two pro-
selytising ladies. Itis in this way dearly beloved
bretbere, our religion is assniled. The srms employ-
ed againat us are falsehood, calumny, misreprezen-
tation, peuasl laws, and violence. But we should not
complala when we recollect that our Divine Redeem-
er wag assailed in the same way by the Secribes
acd Pharisees, and that our forefuthers iu the faith
were sabjected to similar persecutions; and why
ghould we expect to be spared by error and infidelity
when they do not hesitate to vent their rage against
the Mother of God, the purest and most cxalted of
all creatures? Yea, the habituai reviiers of our boly
Chusch, strangers o0 the spirit of Christianity, with-
out any Sxed principle to guide them, divided into
a thousand factions in their reiigious opinions, who
are only united in misrepresenting and hatiag Ca-
tholic docirine—who pretend to propagate the Gospel
of the God of Charity, by culnmeiating und insulting
the members of that Chinreh which has existed in all
nges, and embreces in its besom tbe inhabitants of
every clime; these nohapuyr men make it a favourite
employmest to vilify and aszal with the mest oppro-
brious epithets the veneration which we exhibit to-

celestini messenger, we salnte heras ' Blessed emong
Women,’ and coniribuie o the fulfillment of her pro-
pheey, that all generatizng should call her blessed.

Hupuily the conduct of those agents of proselytizm i

anil their wicked proceedings are condemned not
ouly by Catholics, but by nll that iz Iiberal and en-
lightened in Protestantism. De it ours, dearly be.
loved brethern, to make some reparation to the out-
raged dignity of the Virgin, by procleiming loudly
her privileges, nplifting our voices in ber praise, tes-
tifying our cnbounded confifence in her clemency
and. ia ‘ber power with her Son, vrnsmenting the
churches and altars erected under her invoeation,
but, above all, by copring into our iives her surpass-
ing virtues—her purity, her sanctity, ber meekness,
her putience, ber cbediecce, bher resigration is the
time of suffering, her faith ené fervent love, [t is
thus that we shall most effectually put to shame and
confusion, if aoythicg can do o, the enemies of her
name, tbe traducers of the Churek of Crrist.

The guestior is certainly
oot & novel one, but it has nequired fresh interest ot
the present momezt from the upexpecied revival of
cmigratiop. Neither tue2 drain which followed tha
grest femize nor the invprovements introduced by
« recent legizlation bave sufficed t(u preveni & new
excdus. It might have oeen thought that the re
éuction of tle populazion from eight milljons to six,
combiced with some development of the rescurces of
the couniry, wou.d bave readered Ireland sufficiently
productire for those who remained behind; but suth
bas zdt heen the case. Owing partly to the jo-
crenzed demand for men in America, partiy to the
; fuciiities of communication, and partiyeto assistance
{ provided by carlier emigrants, the Sood is now set-
| ting acress the Atlantic in & larger volume than
ever. Noresn there be any doubt abou* the natuzrgl
crharacier of the movement, Itis purely an equali-
sation of demand and zupply, ond an Irishman leaves
his owp country simply because he expects to betser
himself elsewbere, In order to reinrd emigration,
the condition of Irishmen should be improved at
home, 2rd thas conclusion, we need bardly say, has
been willingly drawn on the other side of St
George's Channel But then comes the me'kod of
operation, aud here the suggestions usually converge
upnc a single point. Sometimes, it i3 true, ¢ inegus-
litles of taxation' are binted at, but that argument
will not bear much discussion, end the scapegoatis
commonly sought in the tenure of land. At this we
cannot be surpriszd. Iz s certain sense we ae
ready to adopt the same cooclusion ourselves.
When a country bas little but its agricultural in-
dustry to rely upon, the relations beiwsen landlord
and tenant acquire s paramouai jmportince. To
the character of these relations in case of Ireland we
believe Ireland’s difliculties are mainly due, but Wo
can dizcern neither wisdom ror promise in most of
the remedies proposed. We are told, in conecise
terms, that in Ireland to farm poorly is ruim, and 10
farm highly, without security, is ruin also. Dut
those are not conditions of Irish farwiog only. They
may be sfirmed with nearly equal truth of farming
in any other conntry. If we proceed to ask what i3
the resl ckaracteristic of the Irish cese, we are iz~
forned that the requisite security i3 unattairable ia
Ircland, though ssiainable elsewhere, and that dif-
ference is, of course, sufficient to account for the
whele difficalty. But how are we to.account for the
diffzrence itself? How is it tkatland is not to b
had in Ireland upon fair terms? Why isan rizh
holding so insecure ? Recause, we are told, an [rish
landiord moay make it =0 at Lis eaprice ; und the re-
{ medy, tcerefore, i3 sought in the introdaction of such
{alew a3 will put this caprice ctanl control.
To tiia we say, without the est hesitation, that
it iz not, end rever caa be, a case for law &t nll, No
legislation eaa rectify the relations batween landlord
and tenant which place the latter under such neavy
éizandvuntege. They flow uov from bad laws, but
Lad socizl conditions, and ncthing can effectually
modify them exceps n change in these conditions al-
togetaer. Land i3 merely a comimodity ficding it3
value, like ]l other commodities, by the state of the
market. It will te cheap or dear accordipg to the
proportions maintsined by the demand and the sap-
ply. If two landlords are looking after ene tenath
farms will be cheap ; if two rensnts are lookiog afiec
one landlord, farms wiil be dear. The latter is the
case in Ireland, and to such an extent that the ln.n_ll-
lord can make Lis own terms. If thege terms i
clude an arbitrary and one-sided power to terminatd
the bargain At apy given moment, cf course Lho
tenant suflers; but'if he, necertheloss, accept these
terms with his eyes open, it i3 becanse he =nu coa-
mand no better. The whole case liesin a put-shcll-

A HORRIBE STORY.
(To the Editor of the London Times)

Sir,—A circumstance so borrible that, but for the
evidence of my own eyesight, [ should scarcely have
deemed it credible, bas just been brought to light in
& village near this town.

For some Fears past rumours have been current
that the brother of & mason named Porter, living in
comfortable circumstances, had been kept for many
vears in close confinement iz a small room at the
back of the prem;ises in which Porter and his family
reside. Heartiending cries apd howls have been
repented.y Leard by the neighbors, especially on cold
winter nights ; but, although the sympatby of many
wag aroused, no one deemed it his duty to inquire into
the circumstences of the case, not dreaming, proba-
bly, of the horrors that were to be revealed: Rather
: more thaa & vear ego Dr, Byrne, & well known me-
dical practitioner from the county of Durham, now
tesiding in this towa, wascompelled to seek the
warm climate of Flushing for his health, and inci-
dentaliy heard these rumours. Not gatisfied to al-
low the matter to remain umavestigated, he collect-
ed all the evidence Le could, aud was so satified that
ihe caze wag one demanding a Strict inquiry thay,
with a most praiseworthy decision, he communicated
the faets to the Home Secretary, who at once ap-
pointed Lim special commisioner, and sent down two
other commissioners, who, in company swith Dr.
| Brroe, went to Porter's bouse on Thursday last acd
¢ deranuded admission to his brother. Porter himself
I'was abaent, but, after some little parley with the
! ¢ther inmates, Dr. Byrne, who bad obtaized some in-
isight icto tke plan of the premises, led the way
| through the bouse across a yard and ap a flight of
. steps. where, concealed from view round & corner,
! they found a door woich admitted them into the den
i in whick the lunatic was conficed. The sight which
i met their gaze wa3 too revolting to be deseribed
| with all its horrid details. The place consigted of
four bare, wet, plaster walls, with a small window
on ore side, and the door by which th:y had enter-
ed ; » doorway opposite, formerly communicating
with tie bouze, wns plastered up, eo as to cut off all
communication, except by the flight of steps at the
back. In ozne corner of the rocm was & wretched
truckle bedstead, with cross pieces of ' wood, rotten
with filth, about six inches wide and the same dis-
trance apart. On these bare boards was croucted a
being more resembling a baboon than 2 man, drawn
and cramped, from long exposere and suflering, out
of all form of humarity, stark naked, nnd with only
twre old rotten bags for a coverlet. I bave zald like
a bnboon, from the pecoline form into which the
limbs were drawn; the knees almost touched the
chin, and were pressed close down upon the chest, T
imagine for warmth; the feet close together and
bent down ano over the other, also I imagine for
warmth ; the bauds cliached and brought up close
to the chin; the arms closely pressed apgainst the
sides. The knee and hip jaints were anchylose; the
elbow joints were also atiffened. The floor and the
walls were one mee3 of accumulated fith, the foor
rotten with it, the stench horrible; bnt there are
other circumstancez of the cage too dreadful for

The Suturday Review (Protestant) thus commenty
on Protestant missions and missionaries to the hea-
then :—

It is troe that we, English ard hard-headed peo-
ple, spend not far short of half-a-million over our
missions annually—taking into account the missions
of the sects as well as those of the Chvrch; and itis
not €0 apparent as might be wished that we get our
money's worth for our money. It is a practical, and
thercfore peculiarly English, issue, and well worth
our working out & little. The question Las been
brought up afresh by tae recent speech of the Bishop
of Oxford at tke Manchester Congress, and by some
comments made on it in the daily newspapers—atill
more recently by the S. P. G. mesting at Reuding
tbe other day. Ithas heen nsked, how is it that so
epparently obvious a duty has to be enforced with
such perpetnal and extensive iteration, while the ex-
bortations so pnlpably fni! of their object? How is
it that balf-a-dozen speakers at a meeting pound
away, with such eioguence as they may be master of,
88 if beaven nud earth were coming togetber, while
the result is only some two or three pouads at the
end of {t? We cannot help feeling, with the critics,
that the remson i3 a rather wido-spread conviction
that there is & serew or two {oose above the whole
matter, The reporta of the Societies, colored very
sufiiciently, as no doubt they are, £till do not even
claim aught beyond a very scanty measure of suc-
cezs, and admit drawbacks aud qualifications enough
te necutralise a lsrge share even of the success that is
claimed.

Unfortunately, the Missionary Societies, whose
officials are generally voluble enough, do not set
themselves to mest this very obvious difficulty. In-
stead of doing this, they take to the mare €agy, ifuot
over {ogenuous, expedient of caling pames. Tha
objector is a aneerer, a scorner, R geeplic—in short,
pn unconverted person, on whom it would be almost,
improper to bestow fusther natice,

The average missionary is, we fear, nct an juter-
eatiog character. The very eystewn of our societics
elmost forbids it. It i3 one of married men, salaries,

' 8Bir,—~I sm anxjous to say a few worda about the
impartant principles involved in the case of 1he Ma-
guire children, on which you commented in a very
clever leading article yesterday.

‘I admit that there have been Roman Catholice
who have so far mistaken their religion n3 to hold
the temporal ianterest of the Church superior to all
all cbligatiocs, and these misgmided men have done
great harm to the Church.

‘ But the real dificulty is the inevitable conflicy, in
certain cases, between. religion and the temporal re-
lations and interests of mankied. To this important
subject there are many allusions in the nsw Teata-
went where our Lord shows that the Christian reli-
gion is antagonistic to the world, and that in some
cases it must even disturh the ties which unite the
members of a family. Thus the Disciples are told
that they must be prepared ever (using « bold §i-
gure of gpeech) to Liate their nearest blood relations ;
and our Lord said that He brought not peace into
the world, but the sword.

“In dealing with this subject, the difference be-
tweea Protestants and Catholies is, that the former
are inconsistent, while the latter are logical

‘ The Protestant bolds religion to be inspired, ab-
solutely true and infallible. But wherever a reli-
gious .duty or rule of action comes into collision
with & temporal obligution or a sccial intereat, or the
feelings of human nature, he drops religion as if it
were not A trust but a hypothesis. Thus he says
that the parental aad filial relations are of no reli-
gion, and that family affection and the human leart
ale above sll religious dogmas, thoogh he bolds
those dogmas to be revealed by inspirrtion. Yet in-
numerable passages of Scripture, from Abraham and
Isaac downwards, are against him; and he forge:s
that our Lord commanded a son to leave his dead
father unburied rather than even delay the perfor-
mance of a religious duty. The Roman Catbkolic is
more consistent. Holding the Divine trutl ot lis
religion, he allows nothing 10 be of higher autbority,
and he therefore considers that everything in this
world must give way to it, at lesst, 80 far a3 regards
hiz own actions. This is logical, for if religion be
true, it must be a rule of conduct paramcunt to
everything., To deny this would be to reduce reli-
gion from a truth to & hypothesis. Every Christian
believes or professes to believe that this world i3
only a temporal probation for the next which is eter-
nal, It follows that the duties and interests of thiz
life must give way to those of another, Thisis not
: theology, but & logical deduction from admitted pre-
mises, a logical infidel would agree with me., Arnd
the only way to avoid the conclusion, is to attach
the premises either directly or by necessary implica-
tion. Even if you reduce religien to a mere matter
of individual opinion, atill the individual, if he be
bonest and consistent, must act on that opinion ae
paramount to everything. No doubr a false religion
would lead & man to evil actions. But that is not
the qnestion which we are considering. And wy ob-
ject is to show that & Roman Catholic who holds hig
religious duty to be paramount to everything ia uei-
-ther a bigot nor an enthusiast, but merely a logical
consistent man.

Now let us consider for a moment the Maguire
case. No doubt Maguire was bound to take ecare
that bis children, baptised as Catholics, should be
educated in the Catholic religion. He was responsi-
ble to God for his children, and therefore obliged by
religious duty to have them brought up in that Faith
which every Catholic believes to be the true one.
To say that be had been a loose Catholic is beside
the question. The question is, what was his religi-
ous duty on bis death-bed ? He could not allow his
children to be educated as Protestants withont vir-
tually denying the truth of the Oathelic religion, or
showing his ipdifference to the salvation of his chil-
dren It follows that the Priest could not possibly
give him the 1ast Sacraments until he bad performed
the duty of providing for the education of his chil-
dren in the Catbolic Faith, in which they had beed
baptised. This is no guestion of what iz calied api-
ritual terrorism. Tt is merely a gquestion whether o
Priest could give the Viaticum to p man who, on his
death bed, refused to perform a religious duty, Itis
clear that this wag impossible, for the man wonld
have been incapable of receiving Absolution, which
must necessarily proceed the last Saerament. The
Priest did no more than his sirict duly,

*Then comes the question of the feelings of the
motber. And Protestants consider that the dying
man was bound to commit a sin himself by violating
o religious duty, and to endanger the alvation of
hiz children out of regard for the parental feeling of
hia Protestant wife, He wa3 bound to die wn sin
and without the Sacraments, and to allow his chil-
dren to be brought up in a religion which (ifa Ca-
tholic at all) he must have considered tainted with
error, rather than give pain to the parental feelings
of his wife! Thisisan instance of that incorsist-
ency vwhich [ bave characterised above. Either he
wag & Catholic, or he was not, If he was a Catholic
he was bound to provide that his children, baptised
as Cutholics, should be eduncated in the Catholic
Feith.

The process is as expen-
give ag it is disagrecable. It {3, to say the lcast, un-
satisfactory to find that an income of more than
£130,000 a year enables the Church Missionary So-
ciety to employ no more than 200 Euglisn and 70 na-
tive clergy. A large number of ¢ native teaclers’
is added, no doub:, chiefly in India; but native
tenchers arefed aod paid much as native servants
are, of which latter everybody keeps some twenty or
thereabouts, at no serious injury to his intome. And
it s not less unsatisfuctory to discover that the ex-
pense of deputationing, printing, and other home
charges amoucting to £16,000, The better-managed
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel maintains
450 migsionaries upon £112,000, with s home expen-
diture of only £11,500; and it has the werit of r2-
quiring, with iccreasing strictpess, that Colonial
Cburches, aflera certain period of nursing, shall
gupport themselves. It has algo the credit of lav-
ing rccently adopted s thoroughly intelligible me-
thod of presenting its accounts. But even here lhe
home expenses are far too large. And no doubt, so
long as the exisisling system prevails, large they
must remain,  An object not primarily interesting
to the mass of men must be forced upon their notice,
and a mode of attaining that object whick does not
eshibit on the face of itany very visible signa of
adaption to i1s end, requires an extra amount of elo-
quence.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

The Congress may now said to be dead. We
bave we suppose heard the last of this notable
scheme, and public attention in Lurope is occu-
pied about other and more important affairs. In

Mark was in point
of time still more remote from the- date of the
events it records than that of St. Matthew, and
it was published, not in Judea but, according to
coastant tradition in Rome. The Gospel ac-
cording to St. Luke first appeared twenty-seven
years after the death and resurrection of Chnst,
and probably in Greece, certamly not in Judea ;

either altogsther Inimav; .or’ partly diabolic.
‘Our object is to show how *directly “Protestant-
ism leads; first to scepticism, and - to materialism ;
and then from scepticism and materialism to the
wildest credulity. Itis of -this transition, that
the rapid increase of works on Spwitualism
and Preumatology is so striking a sign ; whe-
ther the result however will be favorable, or un-
favorable, tn the cause of truth we cannot as yet
venture to guess.

This may all be done, as the Congress will be
free from the presence of Englaud and Russia.
Tt continues : ¢ Free, thank Gad, fiein ali entan-
glement with England, the Congress will be able,
by the way, to solve the American question by
calling in tbe Archduke Maximiliae and the two
Presidents.  One of the Presidents has already
asked for the arbitration of Pius IX. This ar-
bitration, supported by the Congress, will gamn a
sanction which will make 1ts decrees obligatory.
. When America is restored to peace, France
‘will find there a support against the intrigues
and the navy of England. The destinies of the
world are m the bands of France and Ausiria—
of France, i, setting Piedmont on one side, sne
starts m her might and liberty w support of jus-
tice—af Austria, if she unite berself cordially
with Rome and Frauce.’

According to thia
calculatics, Europe, in these piping times of peace,
keeps nupau army of 2 500,000 men at a cost of up-
wards of 128 millioas sterlizg, each eoldier standing
the people at £33, and one man out of every 76 in-
habitacis being & scldier. M. Lezort dwells strongly
o the advantages that would result to Europe if
these armies rould be reduced to a tithe of their pre-
sent gigantic proportions. These advantages are in-
dispu ro doubt.

'Finelly, alter hsving tried etarvation, imprison-
ment, panfies teals, and the fear of death, the regula-
tion drawa to a serene conclusion thus:~'Afler
bnving vainly exhansted all possible means for the
discovery of the pretence, it will be necessary to re-
sort to the usnal enquiry, preseribed by the regula-
tions for verifying the existence of physical nifec-
tions suspected of simulation.’

* The usoul enquiry, be it known to those who are
ignorast of its meacing, is an examination of evi-
dence, public rumor, notorious acts, &c., &e.
