and suggests the stationing of an in-
spector at Regina to facilitate this resuit.

-A very uinsatksfactory state of affairs

in the wool Indtistrv was pointed ont at

a meeting of sheep owners in Shrews-

hury, Eng.. a few davs ago. Mr. Man-

selI pointed to the increased use of wool

substitutes as the cause of the decline in

the demand for and price of wool. Toi
the farier the decline is inconiprehen-
sible. in view of the continually increas-

ing population. Foreign supplies do not

accoulnt for it. Mn. Manscîl contcnds

that thse wool market bas been destroyed
to the producer simply by the extent to
which it hýis been superseded in the
manufacture of so-called woolcn goods
by other raw materials of less value. In
the heavy woolen district of Yorkshire
there arc dozens of manufacturers who
never buy a single bale of raw wool, and
yet are knRwn and acknowledged as in-
fluential manufacturers of "wooleti
gond.," In the United States tile situ-
ation is stîll worse. In i900, 74,000,000

pounds of shoddy were used, displaciflg
222,000,000 pounds of wool, or equal to,

72 Pt-r cent. of alI tbe wool in the United
States in tlîat year. The shoddy used in
that year was equal to tbe product of 42,-

990,000 of the 61,41S,000 sheep in the
United States. Besides the old material
used over once or oftener, cotton is
maixed with wool to an increased extent.
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CANADIAN HONEY.

It is a pity that Canadians have flot the
custom more strongly xnarked of eating
honey, whicli is flot oniy a highly
nutritious food, but probably the best
and pîîrest of the saccharine substances
known to men. The industry ofT bec-
keeping is profitable, and we would
imagine, one which is capable of very
great development. Nothing can work
more strongly in this (lesirable direction
than the holding of meetings such as
that of the Canadian Bee-Keepers' Asso-
ciation at Barrie, Ont., on the rfith and
i7th inst. One important r'sult arrived
at inthediscussion was the recognition of
the fact that becs do flot puncture sound

fri.When i0 a starvinp odto ti
truc thcy work on injured or partially
decayed fruit, but neyer on the former.
One of the most important of thé papers
which were rend was by Prof. Creelman,
superîntendent of Farmers' Institutes. But
probably a sufficient raison d'etre of the
association's meeting might be found in
the practical formation, to which it led, of
a Canadian Honey Exchange, the puirpose
of which will be a better distribution of
this article among the various markets,
more equable prices, better grading and
so forth. AI! highly meritorinus objeets
so long as the prices be not unduly ad-
vanced, which, we understand is not con-
templated.

BRANCES- WINNIPEG AND VANCOUVER.
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THE WANSTEAD DISASTER.

The features of this dreadful railway accident of

Friday night Iast are familiar enoughi now. A fast ex-

press on the Grand Trunk main line, NO. 5, hound
West from London, was given an order by the train

despatcher at London to cross at Wanstead an east-
bound freight train on the single track line leading to

Sarnia tunnel. The operator at Watford Station, next
east of Wanstead, misunderstood the order and allowed
the fast express to, dash through a blinding snow-storin
and crash into the freiglit train. Twenty-eight per..
sons were killed a.nd forty-one wounded.

Where is responsibîlity to be fixed for such a har-
rowîing loss of life? This is what a coroner's jury at
Wyoming has essayed to, determine. Thev decline to

allot blame, as between Despatcher Rýerr and Station

Agent Carson, but say pointedly that the accident
could have been averted had the company employed
more experienced telegraphers at Kingscourt and
Wyoming. Some of the things that came out in evi-
dence may well cause the travelling public anxiety, and

MONTREAL HARBOR.

Figures of export trade v ia Montreal are always

of interest to the people of Canada, wbo bave watcbed

wiîh interest the growth of commerce througb our St.

La-wNrence route. We welcome, therefore, the seventh

annual recordl of the export trade of the port, pnb-

lisbed in pamphlet formi by the Gazette of that city.

Speak,îng with reference to 1902 sbipping trade, the

pamphlet says it hias not been considered satisfactory,

although the number of vessels and volume of tonnage

increased from 742 VessClS Of 1,388,000 tons, in 1901,

to 757 vessels Of 1,453,048 tons in 1902. The prin-

cipal reason for dissatisfaction is that because of high

rates of insurance on both cargoes andhulîs, and low

rates of freiglit, the business hias not been profitable.

But worse than tbe marine insurance rates, in the

opinion of the compiler, lias been the low freiglit rates

to United States ports, caused by keen competition.

The inward and onîward trade of tbe port showed

a decided excess of acîvity, whicb is attested by the in-

crease of the wharfage dues from $196,ooo, inii 190,

885
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to, $239,ooo last year. Outward cargoes were mainly
of grain, apples, cheese, butter, meats, while inward
there came larger quantities of steel rails, construction
iron, an(l coal. 0f coal the quantity brought in was
enormous, from England, Scotland and Wales, as well
as Nova Scotia. From the last-named came 1,082,010
tons, the largest quantity ever brought in one year.

Six transatlantic lines plied regularly to and from
Montreal, during the season, making from 17 to 74
trips each. The Allan Line carried 26,325 passengers
to Liverpool, andi 2,708 to Glasgow, an increase of 2o

per cent. over i901. The Elder-Dempster Line also
shows a great increase in passenger traffic. Besides
the regular liners, 32 tramp steamers, of 50,993 tons,
brought sugar, rails and general cargo to Montreal
and took axvay lumber, deals, etc., to varions parts of
the world.

A few striking features of the year's traffic may
be mentioned. One was the opening of a new line
to South African ports from Montreai in summer, St.
John and Hlalifax in wiuter. Two of these steamers
left Montreai in October and November with- fuit car-
goe of farut and dairy produce, canned meats, pro-
visions, etc. Another îs the improvement made in the
harbor by the new King Edward pier, the raising of
the wharves thirty feet te, the level of Commissioner's
Street, and the erection of a modemn Weber elevator of
î,ooo,ooo bushels' capacity, capable of handling i8,-.
ooo,ooo bushels of grain, if working only one-third
time during i5o days.

The shipment of checse from the port in 1902
exceeded ail records. There was exported 2,109,171
boxes, valued at $17,927,0oo. The shippers were some
thirty in number, handling from 3,000 to 300,000 boxes
each. It was a record year iii butter export too, the
quantity reaching 539,845 packages. ln shipments of
both these articles seaward, Montreal surpassed New
York.

Front the Statistics of the live stock trade, we
gather that 77,193 cattle, 45,831 sheep, and 548 horses
were shipped, the value of which was about $5,700,-
o00; While shipping charges, hay, feed and insurance,
brought the total expenditure on these outward car-
goes to $7,120,123.

0f timber, deals and boards, the exports from
Montreai were larger than in either of th~e two preced-
ing years, the total for i902 beîng 240,8'25,605 feet,
board measure. 0f this quantity, 240,472,000 feet went
to Europe, and the remainder to South Arnerica. The
shipments of Wood pulp from the St. Lawrence were
ail loaded at Three Rivers and Quebec.

Export grain trade was flot so'remarkable in
volume, being less than 1901 in the proportion of 21,-
400,000, busiiels, as compared with 23,200,000 bushels.
The explanation of this is the lack of customary ship-
ments of maize, because of the failure of that crop in
the United States in igoi. Wheat exports increased
3,000,000 bushels, over 1901, aggregating 16,95i,ooo
bushels; rye, too, showed an increase; but the ship-
ments of peas, oats and barley ail showed a decline this
year.

From this comparison, it will be seen that circi
tion has begun to go down, as always happens at
period of the business year. Liabilities have gone
five and a haîf millions, compared with October; as
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over seven millions, and tbe proportion of tbemi in
readily available forni is larger. Loans at cail on bonds
and stocks now reachi the large total of $ioi,522,ooo,

more than a fourth of the whole. The financiai review
in our last issue made reference to the active business
of the year, whichi resulted in a niarked addition to

the well diffused wcal o! the country; as wvell as ta
some other matters now current in financial circles.

Consequent upon the alteration of the Bank Rcturn,
we have te alter the formn of the succeding table, the

'Unfortutnately, the proof bas been given, again
and again. A letter front London, Lngland, of Decem-
ber 8th, brings an accusation against two Canadian
cuncerns whichi may well be heeded. 'Tli writer is
known ta us, and is a Caniadîin, resident in London.
wXe quote fromn bis letter:

1 have buîit Up a nice business for - in their oil
stoves, knocking out the Amierican article, yet how have they
acted ta help me il 1 have paid the,în for every stove I gat

Ifrom them, over 65o, and soute of themr were badly con-
I -ructed, for they had forgotten ta put a pipe ta convey the

où from the tank ta the wick. They neyer spent one cent
over here for advertising, yet 1 spent out of my receipts over
$i,ooa I ordered 200 of their stoves to be here thîs fai, and

aft-r going to a lot of expense in advertising and 'making
ready, for the winter, I got a cable from thern stating that

they cannat ship tîlI the end af December, too late for this
season's trade. I had sold out completely, and have been
holding people aif for samne time, but could not do so any
longer. I therefore had to buy 2oo American stoves ta fi11
the arders I had, and I arn naw gaing ta haxidle them ex-

rclusively. They are exactly the saine as the Canadian, and

are much mare satisfactory to hand e. as they are ail perfect

and work b--tter than the Canadian article.
Again-I ordered a lot af tables as samples fromi

Strathroy, agreeing ta pay for them on receipt, but although

the makers wrate me three months ago that they wauld

make and ship at once, 1 arn still without any word or any
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tables. Some articles I ordered from United States,
whicha had to be made speciaily, wcre received by me within
a month of the day 1 sent the order. Canada may want the
trade of this country some day, but she wiIl find out that
Uncle Sam has got in a littie ahead of her. She does not
need any differential tariff, ail she wants is t-o get a littie
emergetic business ability, and take it in regular doses, and
then when this medicine begins to work, the sentiment of
Colonial-and-Empire trade will be the lever which will *give
her succýss. But synipathetic loyalty and Empire twaddic
alone wili net get ber the business against bright, sharp
business deaiings on the part of her competitors.

OUR AUSTRALIAN LETTER.

Last week was characterized by rains over Northwest
New South Wales and Southwest Queensland, w7hich are
unusuai at tbis time of tbe year, but they were very welcome.
The prophet is out, as usual, with the hopeful story that this
means a break-up of the drougbt. That story bas been told
for several years now, and is getting to be worn out. The
Tain though partial bas been an immense biessing. It won't
give us a harvest. nor bring back dead stock, but it wîll give
more grass for tise animais that live, and will put hope in
the hearts of people who were begînning to despair. It bas
given water to somne mining towns whicb it was feared would
have to be alogether abandoned, and enabled minjes that were
shut down to resumne.

The chief interest in importing circies to-day is in food-
stuifs. The estimated cereai yield of the Austraîjan States
bas stcadily deciined, altbough authorities, actual and would
be, are at wide differences. It is said that the equivalent of
three million bushels of wheat and foeur bave already heen
ordered from abroad. At ieast twice as much more will be
rcquired before the next harvest. The proportion of ail this
faiiing to Canada is disappointingly small. Even when the
fleur is made from Manitoba wbeat the big orders for it have
gone to, Minneapolis milîs. The latter sbip via New York,
and getting lower freight rates thari the Canadian milîs get
via Vancouver manage to beat themn in price bere. Ail the
regular steamers can talc- is coming from Canada, but there
ougbt to be freigbt eniotgh to load a weekly line just now.
The regular line can't take the freight offered and orders
scnt can't be filled ini consequence, and yet it i8 said that
freight can't be got for an extra steamer. They can load
extra vessels witb soft wbeat flour from Puget Sound,
tbough 1 How is this ? Thiere is siackness somewhere. Cana-
dians forget that tise demand won't last forever, as supplies
are offered from the Argentine, from the United Stat 's. and
soon wiIl be Trom New Zealand. When prices drop Cana-
dians will be ready to shîp in any quantity. This applies
especîally to feed-stuffs. There ougbt to bave been at least
a million bushels of oats bere and on the way at sailor or
tramp steamer freights, but no Canadian firm appears to have
taken the matter up.

Some direct Canadian business has been doue in flour.
wIieat, oats, potatoes. appies, pork and poultryr, but much
more sisou!d have been donc. The market is just now un-
settled, as the N.S.W. Parliament bas passed a resolution ask-
ing the Generai Goverumnent to suspend the pioduce duties,
and if it refuses, proposes tisat the local Government shaîl
pay the duties, so as to relieve the distress.

Canadian papers are giving too much attention t- tise
attitude of thc Qu ýensland Government towards Australian
Federatoti. Tt i not serious in its attitude Of breaking up
the Commonwealth. Tbe very things which that State comn-

pslains of had the endorsement of neariy aIl the, members sent
by it to the Ilouse of Representatives and the Senate. The
Kanaka legislation inay have b-en unwise, but it is what its
clectors, voted for. Federation bas not brought ail th,
biessings cxpected. It bas flot lead to the abandonmnent of
rnany of the expeýnsive State institutions that are flot now a
necessity. It has nlot even brougbt about reai inter-state
frce trade. The ridiculous book-keeping system nrcessary to,
enable each State to be credited with every farthing of
r ,venue collected upon the articles it consumes, put into the
Con~stitution by the jealousy of the severai States, makes it
so difficult te pass goods from one State to another that
sometimes theý duties are paid twicc over in preference ta
going to the expense and trouble of the certificates required fo>r
free transmission. Australians are getting wiser by experience,
and frequently admit they should have more closely foilowed
the Canadian Constitution. The Commonwealth shoulder ia
sore, but in time it will wear to the Federal collar. It wors't
take it off.

Since the above was written I have learned that a sailixgW
vessel has been chartered to load at Vancouver, but wh;it
witb is not stated. Wbeat and foeur will be ail right as a
cargo, and oats shouid be if anything like a good passage
is made. New Zealand oats wilI be bere in March and as
there is a probabiiity of a big crop there, prices .may go
down late in February in anticipation. F. W.

A LESSON FOR EXPORT MERCHANTS.

Editor Monetary Times:

SiR,-In the last number of the "Times" is a letter fromn
Sydney, N.S.W., referring to the apathy of Canadians regard.
ing Australian business. At the same time the writcr 'praises
the "Unistatians" because tbey wiii carry freight to the sea-
board and across the ocean, double the distance via Canada,
and give a lower quotation for it. In some re.-Pects he is
right. The Canadian man ufacturer-spe aking in a general
sense, as there are exceptions-is most indifferent to his
possibilities and opportunities. Furthermore, be does flot
insist on bis rights. A company has been forrned as "F. W.Ps
suggests, and it has able men and plenty of capital to, carry
out its aim of establishing an expert business with Austraîja
and South Africa. But wbat has been its experience so far P
WThy, many letters were required before several firms would
send catalogues. In many instances two or tbree letters
would be sent asking for information before their request
would be even acknowledged.

Another matter of serions import to Canadians, this,
namely, that tbe C.P.R. boats leaving Vancouver are refusing
frcight uintil next June. If Canadians subsidize these boats
and presume tbat tbey are being loaded with Canadian freight,
is it flot time the Government took some stePS to meet the
requirements of that port in tbe interest of our expert trad,
The export business of any country is extensively increased
by expert companies, because individual firms are nlot in a
position to assemble freights, to deal for large lots of cargo
space, te take care of tbe insurance, to seil in di ,tant market,
as cbeaply, and assure the payment of their bills as can a
company dealing for many persons. Througb such a corn
pany a manufacturer can learn at once the requirements of ,ny
market. His wares wiil be sold at his own price. His cus-.
tomer gets the advantage of the lowest freigbt and insurance.
Blis shipment goes by the most suitable carriers, and he gets
bis moner' on presentation of documents.

This is the most satisfactory way to do business ini a
distant market, and uintil the individual manufacturer bas
made somne blunders in trying exporting on bis amalteur
methods he gives no thought to seeking assistance frorn
those wbo know. Tbere is a charterel corporation in Tor-.
onto, as needeci. Tt issuesý an iilustrated price current, ais,
weekly sheets, on produce, showing fluctuations of the market.
It has agencies iii leading Catnadian ports, and has facilities
to take charge of expert freight for any market. It bas
representatives in South Africa, Australia and Great Britain.
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and expects soon to have branches established in many otisur
markets.

In the experience of "F. W." in Sydney lies a seriouns
lesson to us; and as, the same fault is fotind in Canada, it is
time that our Boards of 'lrade, Chambers of Commerce,
trade papers and aîîy other influence that can bcu îoed slsnuld
urge pronsptnes., of reply by our manufacturer, to enquiries
made oif thens or orders sent to them. Therc cin lie rio
excuse for îgnoring a business Icîter, and vdîen it is froin a
distance it deserves the first attention.

With the installation
of this machine for the snmali waste, and a box machine for
the larger waste the Cushing Company are ntilizing abouit ail
their product.

TITE LIVERPOOL AND LONDON AND GLOBE.

It lias been known oif late that Mr. George F. C. Snsith
had rcsol1ved to retire ut tise end Oif 1903 fromn the Caîsadian
Management oif tbe Liverpool and London and Globe Insur-
ance Comspan. Mr. Smith is one oif the best known among
Canadian Fire Uisderwriters, buxving served bis compauy in
this couîntry for over baif a century. His career lias been
an active one. isot alone as an underwriteu, but also a,, a
lsrominent: aîsd respected citizen. He was tise first president
osf the Caniadian Fire Underwriters' Association, which
office lie filuid for severai comîsecutive yemsrs. anti las jsu ne-
tired from tbe presidemicy of the Montreai Instirancs Institute.
He bas many friends, ii :sii parts oif tise Dominion. who will
wish bini the full cnjoyinemt oif a long life and coutinused
usefuiness.

Tise aunouticemcîst i., uow made tbat Mr. J. Gardner
Thonipson bas been appoinîed joint resident manager in
association with Mr. G. F. C. Smith, for the Canadian brancb
oif the Liverpool and London andi Globe Insurance Company.
Mr. Thonipson is weil known as the former Canadîsu man-
ager of the Lancashire Insurance Company, withb ieadquarters
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at Toronto, until its amalgamation last year. Subsequently
he was placed in charge of the London & Lancashire Fire
Insurance Company for this City and province. Thie appoint-
ment of Mr. Thompson to his present post, we are told, is
the rc.,ult of the recent visit of Mr. Alsop, of Liverpool,
sub-managcr of the company, who came out to select an
associate and succcssor to Mr. Smith. Mr. Thompson has
had much experience of fire insurauce in Canada. and is to
be congratuiated on bis new position. Mr. William Jackson,
who has been connected witli the company for twenty-five
years, lias been appointed deptuty manager.

A COMPLETE WAREHOUSE.

It was the pressure of an increasing business. and doubt-
less, also, the perception of the need now-a-days of evcry
facility known to the trade for the bandling of gonds. thai
brought about the enlargemcnt of the Eby, Blain Company's
premises in Toronto to the dimensions indicated in our illus-
tration of to-day. Not a ligbt ta-sk is the addition of two
stories to a groeery warebousc during the constant stîr of an
active business. But iÎn this case the difficulty was added to
l)y the faet that something more was to be donc than adding
t-w0 floors and raîsing the walls correspondingly. There
were uew and miodern features to be supplied, both inside
and out; in fact, a reconstruction of the whole interior in
some respects.

The dimensions of the main building werc 50 feet on
Front street by 185 on Scott street, besides a separate store-
bouse farther towards the Bay, The, iron pillars supporting
the interior floors were aIl removed, their places being taken
by substantial wooden ones tbroughout, ini pursuance of a
Policy of fire-proof construction. A stand-pipe ascends to
the roof, with openin gs and a bose on cvery one of the six
finors. I hcre are hose, too, on the roof, wich is double-
partly for safety and partly for coolness. On every floor, in
a central spot, is a*barrel full of water, with buekets beside
it. Then the whole place is wired for a flre-alarm system,
with thermostats in each ceiling. Thse building may, there-
fore, be teýrmc(l well equipped for fire. One thing more
Could perhaps be suggested in the interest of safety from
burning, and that is the practising of the ensployees in
bandling these tire appliances. It is, of course, impossible to
keep people Cool iii the face of fire; but practice in use of
equiPn1ent wîll aecomiplish a gond deal.

The new hoist is wcll placed. Not against the wall, but
towards the centre of the building. It bas flot a continuons
casing, to make a flue, as it were, in case of fire, but is left
open as far as consistent with salety, and is fitted with auto-
matie doors. Stairways ascend fronti floor to floor around the
hoist, and near thein, on every floor, is a retiring room,
fltted witb the most modjern washbasins and closets. A
speaking-tube systei extends througbout the bouse.

The baseinent bas a concrete floor, and the .workers in
it are protectcd fron drafts by internaI doors. On this fiat
and the grouind floor arc placed recciving and delivering
exterior doors, on Scott street and on the lante behînd. Ton
much importance can har<-ly be attaclied to this, as a facility
for the liandling of gonds inward and outward in a busy time.
Tramways, trap-doors, shutes, and such like conveniences
about to assist in rapid communication between flats.

Going to the top of the house, one finds a variety of
merchandise, mainly, as may he supposed, of the ligbter
kinds. Next floor below appears a liberal stock of tea, of
which this bouse bandles immense quantities, Italian goods,
canned fruits, nuts, coffee, syrup, dried apples. Coming
down one f-ight is fonnd shelves upon shelves of canned
fruits, stores of Mediterranean goods, coffees. Here, too,
is the departmnent wbere are prepared the blended teas, of
which this bouse makes a specialty; their well known
"KolonaV~ in great variety; "Gold Medal" tea, and a brand
for North-West trade called "May-Teck" mixture. The mix-
ing and packaging of these teas extends over several floors
of the warehouse, and gives employment to many hands.
Yet another floor down, and we find the broken package

(lCpzrtment, set apart b3 latticed partitioning. And a bonded
excise wvarebinise, for tobacco and cigars, railed off and
securely locked by King Edjward's myrmidons. Here, ton,
are quantities of raisins, currants, and other fruit, nuts,
pick.les, brooii-ýs. The Eby, Blain Co, are very large dealers
in currants, and are said to have the best equipment for clean-
ing fruit in Canada. On the groulid floor heavier merchaudise
aboninds-syrups, vînegars, sugars, molasses, rice.

The front hall of the building, devoted toý offices andi
sample rooms, bas bcen already deqeribed in these colunans,
and is well sujted for its purposes. It has not suffered much'
alteration in the rebuilding nf tbe premises, save that it is
more perieetly flttcd wîth artificial lights. As the buildin1g
stands to-day, it is not excelled by any whoîesale grocery
premises ni whichi we have knowledgc in the prime requi.
sites of spaciousness and convenience.

UNIVERSITIY MEN AS JOURNALISTS.

It i stated iii a paper appearing in the University of
Toronto Monthly, the managing editor of whieh is S. j.
Robertson, B.A., that somec fil ty graduates of that uuiversity
out of five thousand, are engaged in journalism, and the
opinion is hazarded that in the near future a journaîjstkc
departmneut, or something of that nature, will be established.,
in which case the ratio will be iacreased. For, says the
editor. somewhat proudly, and also eomplimentarily, "<one
per cent, ni fair-minded, intelligent men, sucb as the Unî-
versity nf Toronto sends forth, is not an adequate Contribu,
tion to journalismn." It is not to be supposed that Toronto
Univer5ity bas any monopoly, of intelligent and fair-minded
graduates, nr do we know that a greater proportion of
journalists are among ber alumni than among those nf othe-
Canadian seats ofIclarning. There are not to nur hand,
liowever, any lists of newspaper men from the others, and so
we must deal witb the one before us.

Suppose we take flrst the group of gentlemen who are
lahelled as special journalists in the Dominion. L. Wnolver-
ton, B.A., bas been for a dozen years or more editor nf the
"Caniadian Hortieulturist," and J. W. Wsheaton, B.A., is in the

editorial chair of the "Farming World." After serving for a
time in trade journalism, John A. Cooper, B.A., found a con-
genial position as conductor of "The Canadian Magazine,,
wbîch bie bas made a welcome and worthy visitor in thons.
sands nf homes; wbile W. L. Mackenzie King, M.A., adds
to other important duties under Governmeut the editorial
management of the "Labor Gazette," baving for bis assistant
R. H. Coats, B.A.

Another group nf graduates have found their station in
if e in, conneetion with the religions press of the country.
Among themn, Rev. W. H. Withrow, M.A., D.D., F.R.C.S., de-
serves first mention. While editîng the excellent Methndist
magazine and tlie Sîînday papers of tbe Methodist cburch,
Dr. Withrow bas found time to write a bistory of Canada and
several other books.

The United States Suprenie Court bas decided that an in-
surance policy upon the life of a murderer is invalid, on the
ground that to sanction paymcnt under such circumstances
would be contrary to the public welfare. The holder nIl the
policy was executed for murdering his wife, and the suit for
payment was brougbt by bis heirs.

The Excelsior Lufe Insurance Co. bas just moved into
new and more commodious quarters in Victoria Chambers,
59--61 V~ictoria street. The company bas purchased tbhe build-
ing referrcd to, and numerous alterations bave been made an
the first floor, the whale of which will be used by the Excel-
sior Life. The new offices arc mucb better adapted ta tbe
wants of tbe company's increaslng business. The amount of
new insurance issued by tbjs company during i902 amounted
ta $1,300,000; the assets have increased in the sumn of $i2aooo,
and we are also, told that the cash receipts bave gone up
about 28 per cent.

FOR GROCERS AND PROVISION DEALERS.

Cables from England speak oi another advance ni 6d. per
cwt. ini cheese. Holders bere are very firm. in their views as
a consequence.

It is rcported that Texas cattle ranchers will endeavor ta
secure large areas nf grazing lands in the North-West, in
oirder to feed large berds ai cattle front the present over-
crowded ranges in that State.

Very low prices bave ruled in England lately for Cana-
dian bacon, somne sales baving been made at 48s. ta 53s. A
few months ago, tbe prices were 65s. ta, 70s. The cause, no
doubt, was in the large receipts which came ta band, not onily
front Canada, but from Denmark and Ireland.

Mr. Harrison Watson, curator of the Canadian Section
ni tbe Imperial Institute, suggests the possibility oi develop-
ing a large export trade in Canadian aysters to Great Bni-
tain. At present the United States takes ail the nysters that
Canada can supply, but it is pointed out that prices are ex-
tremely high in Britain. We would suggest, bawever, that
there is at leaust a doubt as ta, how Canadian oysters would
suit the Old Country palate.

-Wc hear of the folloiwing changes in the staff of th e
Bank ni Britisb North Amnerica: Mr. J. Elmsley, inspector, is
ta be superintendent of branchcs, and is succeeded as inspec-
tor by Mn. James H. B. Mackenzie, who bas been assistant
inspector. Mr. A. C. Skelton, accounitant at Toronto, is pro-
io.ted to the assistant inspectorship, and Mn. O. R. Rawley,

accountant at Halifax, is made inspector ai branch returns.

-Ontario is flot the only Canadian province in which the
beet sugar industry is attracting attention. Mr. C. W.
Seefield, of Ninga, Man., has demonstrated by experiment
tliroughi a series of years that beets can be successfully grown
in that region, and he bas now erected a factory for launch..
ing out on a more exten.ded scale. He is now, according to
the Winnipeg papers, turning out a very fair qualitvyof syrup.

-The public knows, to its cost, of the increased. prices
asked for nearly ail the articles in daily use, compared with
a few ycars ago. In no material has thc advance been nio.,
marked than in crude rubber, wbicb bas steadily been en-
hanced in value two or tbree or more cents each year for the
last dozen years. During the last five weeks the rise bas been

Ivery marked, no less than 30 per cent., it is said, and rubbe,
goods are likely ta follow suit. The increasing demand for
rubber in so many walks of science and commerce, and th,
fear of exhaustion of tbe present sources of suPply are the~
causes which at the present day are impelling sa tnany
northern people to carry on its cultivation, instead Oi havinie
to rely, as iormerly, upon wild trees growing, as a rule, in
remote and not easily accessible regions. It would, W,
believe, surprise most people to, learn what a large amoutit
of moncy bas been invested of late by Canadians, as weil as
Americans, in rubber plantations in the tropics. Besides this
the agricultural departments and botanical sections oi several
of the West Indian Islands are devoting considerable attention
to the suhject, believing that a successful establishment of
this culture will do much to resuscitate the old time prosperity
of these gems of tbe ocean.

Montreal, Dec. 30, 1902.
Asl- :s.-The market is of a tborougbly

holiday character, and the demand is
practically nil at the moment. We quote
first quality of pots at $4.30 te $4,35;
seconds at $3.65 te $37o and pearîs at
$6 to $6.io.

Cements and Firebricks.-Aside from
sortie little demand for flrebricks for the
usual seasonable repairs in foundries,
etc., there is little doing. We quote:
Belgian, $1.95 to $z.io for standard
brands; English, $2.25 ta $2.30; Germant,
$Z,30 to $2,45; firebricks, $22 to $25.

Dairy Products.-The opinion ad-
'vanced last week, that the cheese market
would likcly show further advance, has
been borne out, the cable thîs week being
aixpence stronger, while holders are very
flrm in their views as to 12% to i2%c. for

choice goods. Butter is ruling duller;
expert demand is slow, and except for
choice creamery for local consumption
there is not much enquiry. From 22 ta

22¼/c. is now the limit for finest goods.
Dry Goods.-Wholesale trade is still

quiet, and travellers are at home getting
amples fully revised. Holiday trade
with city retailers bas been extra good,
and money is coming in well. Values al
rule very firm; somne of the largest domes-

tic manufacturers of underwcar bave noti-
fied the trade they cannot accept further

orders at the old prices.
Furs.-Good snow roads seem now

general in the interior, with the resait that
receipts are rather freer. Some fair-
sized lots of pelts have been seized on

theîr way to market froni the Gatineau
district, as caught out of season, and a

few examples of this kind will likely
have a beneficial effect. We quote
