The directory lists foreign seafood buyers identified by Canadian Trade Commissioners and
Commercial Officers at more than 70 Canadian Trade Offices abroad. The Directory is
organized alphabetically by country chapter, and by cities for countries which are served
by more than one Canadian Trade Office. Each country chapter provides: (1) maps,
including time differences from selected Canadian cities, (2) a short market profile, (3) a
list of seafood buyers, and (4) the name of a contact at a Trade Office who can assist you
with your marketing efforts. In many cases, the main species handled by foreign buyers are
also identified. .



NOTICE TO READERS 

This "World Directory of Seafood Importers" is based on the 
contributions of Trade Commissioners and Commercial Officers at Canadian Trade Offices 
abroad. The Directory contains information on more than 80 countries or regional markets 
and is the largest survey of external seafood markets ever undertaken for the Canadian 
fisheries sector. 

The Directory is organized alphabetically by country chapters, 
and cities where a Canadian Trade Office is located in the case of countries where more 
than one marketing region is profiled (eg. the United States). Each chapter has three 
components: (1) maps, including time differences from selected Canadian cities, (2) a short 
market profile, (3) a list of seafood buyers, and (4) the name of a contact at a Trade Office 
who can assist you with your marketing efforts. 

Buyers listed in this Directory are generally known to Canadian 
Trade Offices. HOVVEVER, IT IS THE SOLE RESPONSIBILITY OF INDIVIDUAL 
CANADIAN EXPORTERS TO CHECK THE COMMERCIAL STANDING OF ANY FIRMS 
WITH VVHICH COMMERCIAL ARRANGEMENTS ARE BEING CONTEMPLATED OR 
ENTERED. Canadian exporters are encouraged to contact individual Trade Offices for 
guidance on the commercial practices in each country and to identify procedures for 
checking business references, including credit references. 

The Directory is intended to serve a variety of needs. For fish 
processors and exporters,  the Directory provides the essential database required for the 
active use of personal computers and facsimile machines in seafood marketing.- For 
developing your emiort marketing strategies,  the Directory not only provides a survey of 
markets, but also permits individual firms to gauge market needs through direct contact 
with buyers. In distributing corporate newsletters and promotional materials, firms can 
increase their impact and generate business more effectively by concentrating on the lists 
of buyers provided. VVhen planning to attend foreign trade shows,  firms may increase the 
effectiveness of their participation by contacting buyers prior to events and arranging 
business meetings well ahead of time. For business trips, the Directory should permit 
travellers to spend less time on making initial contacts and more on exploring substantive 
commercial arrangements. Canadian Trade Offices abroad are usually able to identify more 
or alternative commercial contacts to meet the special needs of Canadian exporters. 

For industry and export associations, the Directory provides an 
overview of the pattern of world markets of interest to Canada. For designing ex-port  
strategies  or special marketing projects (eg. underutilized species) the Directory provides 
a wealth of information for directing marketing efforts to the best prospects and for 
avoiding marginal markets. In targeting generic promotional newsletters,  the Directory 
should provide a handy distribution with which to get started. Rememb'er, Trade 
Commissioners at home and abroad frequently are able to provide more detailed 
information on the markets of special interest. In addition, Canadian fish and seafood 
exporters regularly receive from the Fisheries Division such publications as the annual 
"Annotated Fish Products Export Market Opportunities Guide", reports on food and seafood 



trade fairs and missions and "Guidelines For Canadian Fish Exporters" for various countries. 
Such publications can be acquired directly from the Fisheries Division or through the 
closest regional International Trade Centre (last page). 

For the provinces and other government departments,  the 
Directory  should help in identifying priority export markets and in designing export 
marketing activities. The survey should also help to target the distribution of promotional  
materials  developed for foreign audiences. 

It's a good idea to inform the Trade Commissioner in each of 
your foreign markets of your export activities. Keeping him or her up to date pays big 
dividends in reducing costs, avoiding pitfalls and seizing opportunities. Before you contact 
a Trade Commissioner, here are some pointers on preparing yourself. You should provide 
your Trade Commissioner, in advance, with: 

* a summary of your company's activities 
* your previous export experience 
* precise descriptions of your product or service 
* the main selling features of your product or service 
* the type of distributor or representative you want 
* your tentative travel schedule 
* requests for introductions to or appointments with potential agents and/or buyers 
* 5 to 10 copies of your sales brochures 

Your Trade Commissioner will help you determine: 

• whether your product or service can be imported into the market 
* the normal distribution channels for your product or service 
* whether there is local or imported competition 
* the buying practices in the market 
* the kind and quality of market support services available (banking, shipping etc.) 
* import policies and restrictions 
* how to quote in the market 
* social, cultural, business, market and political conditions affecting sales 

When your marketing plans are completed and the Trade 
Commissioner has been informed of your intentions, he or she can help you market your 
product by: 

* canvassing and recommending local representatives on the basis of their interest 
in your product or service (You are well advised to seek the Trade 
Commissioner's advice before appointing agents. Local laws differ frorn 
Canadian practice and changing an unsatisfactory agent in some countries 
can be very difficult. It is usually costly and sometimes even impossible.) 

* recommending translation, legal, advertising and other support services 
* arranging meetings for future business trips 
* providing on-the-spot information on duties, taxes and foreign exchange matters, 



and helping you solve problems in these areas 
* helping you determine why an account is overdue and, if necessam advising you 

on proper procedures for settlement 
* maintaining contact with your agent and providing him or her with support and 

encouragement 

We intend to update this Directory periodically. If you find it 
helpful to your activities, please let us know. If you have suggestions for changes which 
could improve the Directory's usefulness, please let us know, either through the 
International Trade Centres (ITC's) found on page 192, or directly through one of the 
Geographic Trade Divisions (page 191) or the Fisheries Division at External Affairs and

Algeria does not import fish and fish products. There is no
market for seafoodproducts in Algeria because the population can not afford the more
expensive products, and the domestic Algerian fishery is capable of supplying domestic
seafood requirements. Most of the people in Algeria live near the Mediterranean coastline
and are supplied seafood products by local fishermen. The coastline along Algeria is very
rich in seafood resources and receives very little fishing pressure. The Algerian government
is presently examining proposals to develop the local fishery along the entire coastline.

AUSTRALIA 

As a producer and exporter of high-value seafood products, such 
as rock lobster, prawns and scallops, Australia earns more from seafood shipments than 
is paid to import seafood products to meet the requirements of the domestic market. 
Neverthless, over 50 percent of the seafood consumed in Australia is imported. In 1987-88, 
Australia's exports were 39,000 tonnes, valued at $724 million, imports stood at 103,000 
tonnes and were valued at $414 million. During the same fiscal year, apparent per capita 
fish consumption stood at 17.9 kg. 

By far, the major segment of Australia's seafood imports is 
filleted fish used primarilly in the fast-food trade and for the processing of convenience 
packs and direct sale to the consumer. The major species is hake (Argentina), followed by 
perch (New Zealand), and some cod, whiting and turbot (U.K., Greenland and Canada). 
No import duty is imposed on seafood coming into Australia, but all fish must meet 
mercury level requirements. The only restriction in place bans imports of fresh/frozen 
salmonids, the flesh of which must be heat smoked to set standards in approved plants. 
All the Australian companies named below are importers and distributors who maintain 
the necessary facilities to receive, store and deliver to processors, the catering trade and 
retail establishments.

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AUSTRIA 

In 1987/88, Austria produced 7 metric tonnes of freshwater fish 
(mainly carp for the Christmas season but also for the year-round supply) and imported 
32 metric tonnes of fish/shellfish of all kinds for its 7.5 million inhabitants. Exports were 
in the same period negligible at 0.5 metric tonnes. Total average annual consumption per 
head was 5.1 kg in this landlocked country, of which 25.5 metric tonnes was fresh fish, 1.5 
metric tonnes was prepared fish and 11.5 metric tonnes of canned seafood products. 

Canadian fish and shellfish exports to Austria increased steadily 
by value from $2.7 million Cdn in 1985 to $3.4 million in 1988. Canada's major exports 
were fresh and seawater frozen fillets, lobster and salmon. The frozen fish market is 
dominated by the Unilever concern (Eskimo-Iglo/Nordsee); however, there are also some 
other fish specialty companies (eg. Schenkel) which are well-lçnown and can be introduced 
to this small, but steadily growing fish market.

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BARBADOS 

In 1988, Barbardos imported 1,703 tons of fish products which 
represented approximately 50 percent of its total fish consumption. Fish consumption has 
been steadily increasing to the current rate of 25 kg per capita. Canadian exports to 
Barbados of $2.4 million Cdn in 1988 (which represents a 43.4 percent market share) have 
been primarily salted cod, smoked herring, canned sardines and crustaceans and molluscs 
(frozen/prepared). 

Opportunities exist in the tourism sector for increasing exports 
of frozen high valued species such as: sole, halibut, smoked fish (notably salmon), plus 
other pelagics such as sardines and mackerel. Salted fish, cod in particular, continues to 
be in demand as it is considered a traditional staple food item for this market. There are 
very limited opportunities for shellfish products as demand is met vvith products procured 
regionally. An import licence is required for all imports of frozen fish, dried, salted or in 
brine. In regard to distribution, the use of an importer/distributor is advised.

- 	Although they are great meat-eaters, Belgians also enjoy fresh 

fish. VVith a population of approximately 10 million people, Belgians consume more than 
8.2 kilos per capita. The local fishery is only capable of satisfying about 35 percent of the 
country's seafood requirements and 5 percent of Belgium's crustacean and, mollusc 
requirements. Thus, Belgium is a net importer of fish, crustaceans and, molluscs, most of 
which come from nearby countries such as Denmark, The Netherlands', Britain, France, 
Norway and Iceland. The Belgian market for seafood products generates a turnover of some 
$600 million Cdn yearly, with an average annual growth rate of 3.5 percent since 1986. 
Quality, availability and price are thè key factors in obtaining a share of the Belgian 
market. Skate, cod, sole, shrimp, mussel, lobster, salmon, trout and herring are the most 
sought after varieties of seafood products. The traditional, specialized type of local 
fishmongerer is still the preferred source of supply for two out of three Belgian consumers. 
Recently, the supermarkets, with their fresh fish sections, have been capturing a growing 
share of the local seafood market.

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BRAZIL 

Despite a huge coastline of approximately 7,000 kilometres 
including 200 miles of sea boundry, Brazil has a low fish catch. Brazil is the 20th largest 
fishing nation with landings of the order of 850,000 tonnes per year. Brazil is not a 
traditional fish and/or shellfish importer, except for some non-existent species in its waters 
which are considered luxuries, and its consumption is oriented to the higher social and 
economic levels of consumers who can afford paying more for top quality products. 

Salted and dried cod is a favourite seafood of Brazilians. 
Imports are duty free. Fish is consumed all year round; although consumption tends to 
peak in the holy seasons of Christmas, Easter and Holy week. Other products such as 
squid, hake, herring, salmon, bonito, sardines and anchovies; are consumed in smaller 
quantities and considered luxuries. Such imports are subjected to an average of 35-55 
percent in import duties. On the other hand, Brazil is an important exporter of lobster, 
shrimp, sardines, tuna, red pargy, white catfish and white croaker. In 1987, fish and 
shellfish exports of these kinds reached approximately $175,420 and 41,154 tons. The 
following is a breakdown of total US $48,578,319 imported in 1988, by species with duties 
and the supplying countries, according to the heading numbers of the harmonized system.

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CAMEROON 

Cameroon's fishing industry is composed of three sectors: the 
continental fishery; the small-scale maritime fishery; and the industrial maritime fishery. 
The domestic fishery is characterized by a large number of trawlers, motorized dugouts 
and line fishermen. The fishery includes 45 trawlers, 1 ice boat (capacity 150 tons per day), 
and 1 cold storage warehouse 4,500m. Most of the production, presently estimated to be 
10,000 tons of fish, is of coastal origin and is becoming increasingly industrialized. Thus, 
the 300 km of coastline are constantly plied by fleet vessels. 

The main fishing ports are Douala, Limbé, Kribi and Tiko. 
Ninety percent of the shrimp exported goes to France, Holland and Belgium, with the 
remainder being sold on the domestic market to hotels, department stores and restaurants). 
Other species caught by the domestic fishery include sole, dace, Nile perch, crayfish, 
cuttlefish, turbanshell, carp and mackerel. However, the country suffers from insufficient 
cold storage facilities. 

Development of the sector has been inconsistent in recent years, 
and a general slowdown has caused some tremendous problems. This has resulted in the 
closing of Crevettes de Cameroun, a company that was responsible for most of the national 
production. Total consumption of seafood products in Cameroon in 1987 totalled 130,000 
tons. The size of the present import market is estimated to be 10,000 tons of finfish and 
1,000 tons of shrimp. Imports are 80,000 tons and estimates indicate that they should 
double in five years, given that the fishing companies are experiencing more and more 
difficulties owing to the fierce competition among the fleet vessels, and to national and 
international contraband in the shallow, shrimp-rich territorial waters.

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CHINA 

There were 4.9 million peasant households engaged in fish 
raising and 400,000 specializing in fishing in 1985. Only a small proportion of the available 
coastal waters (20 percent, or 1 million hectares) and 3 million of the 5 million hectares 
of freshwater surface are being used for fisheries; however, fish stocks are already under 
a significant threat from constant overfishing. The deep sea fishing fleet is expanding its 
activities around the world. Chinese people have a very strong taste for fisheries products, 
but in China the per capita aquatic products consumption rate is only 9.6 kg per year, 
ranking China about 100th in the world. 

The China National Fisheries Corporation(CNFC) operates an 
ocean fishing fleet composed of 100 trawlers and freezer-processing ships. More than half 
the fleet (and also its biggest ships) is currently operating in the West Africa region 
(Morocco, Senegal, Nigeria, Guinea Bissau, Sierra Leone, Mauritius). The rest of the 
Chinese fleet is spread out in North America (Alaska, region of the Bearing Sea) and in 
South America (Argentina). CNFC caught 80 percent of all the fish harvested by Chinese 
vessels in foreign seas (100,000 tons) last year. The fleet generally catches the following 
species in those regions: West Africa-slate cod croaker, hairtail and porgy; South America-
right-eyed flounder (flatfish), grouper and silvery pomfret (butterfish). 

According to the Ministry of Agriculture, China is the third 
largest aquatic products producer country in the world, after the USSR and Japan. China's 
fish output was approximately 10.6 million tons in 1988, of which 62,000 tons, worth $969 
million US was exported. In 1987, the overall most productive provinces (freshwater and 
seawater products combined) were Guangdong (1.7 million tons), Zhejiang (1.2 million 
tons) and Shandong (1.1 million tons). The main seawater aquatic products were Black 
scraper (407,210 tons), hairtail (393,606 tons), Round scad (344,753 tons) and mussel 
(312,680 tons). The main seawater fishery culture were prawns and shellfish. China 
exported more than 62,000 tons of fisheries products in 1988, with Japan and Hong Kong 
being the principal markets vvith 1/3 of total sales going to each country. Less than 25 
percent of all aquatic products exported by China are processed (the bulk being 
refridgerated or frozen, with very small quantities canned, dried, salted, or for animal feed 
and medicine). Consequently, fresh fish makes up more than 75 percent of the 62,000 tons 
of aquatic products exported by China in 1988. 

Despite the fact that Canada is the world's leading exporter of 
fisheries products with sales totaling $2.8 billion Cdn in 1988, Canada sold only $1.2 
million Cdn worth of aquatic products to China the same year, only 0.04 percent of 
Canadian exports. On the other hand, according to China's Customs Statistics, China 
imported a total of 26,700 tons of aquatic products in 1988, valued at $92 million US. 
Therefore, this means that Canada only shares 1.3 percent of China's aquatic products 
import market. 
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Sources indicate that China is not likely to import large 
quantities of fisheries products from Canada because our prices are much to high (mainly 
due to the high cost of freight). In 1988, the three main exporters of àquatic products to 
China were North Korea ($32 million US), Burma ($17.4 million US) and the USSR ($14.2 
million US), three socialist countries with rather cheap manpower and subsidized 
industries, and on top of it, of course, the friendship price (it is not clear whether or not 
these figures include barter trade or not). The three main other fish exporters to China are 
Uruguay ($6.6 million US), Brazil ($3.4 million US) and Argentina (2.6 million US), all 
developing countries also with labour forces much cheaper than Canada. 

Another frequently mentioned reason to maintain or scale down 
current aquatic products imports, is the economic austerity programme and retrenchment 
policy of the Chinese government. The much needed hard currency must primarily go into 
infrastructure and productive projects, or simply improve existing aquatic products 
facilities in order to raise output. For example, there is a plan to develop 400,000 hectares 
of breeding pools for fish and shrimp in Shandong province by the year 2000. This plan 
is a part of a global project called 'Yellow River Delta Development Programme", listed as 
one of China's eight key agriculture development projects by the State Council. Interested 
Canadian exporters are advised that the following governing bodies are responsible for 
the fisheries sector in China.

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COLOMBIA 

Despite the fact that Colombia has a coastline of some 1,800 
miles, the fishing industry relatively underdeveloped and accounts for less than 1 percent 
of the Gross Domestic Product. The total catch in 1985 amounted to 34,500 tons. In 1985, 
per capita fish consumption was 4.5 kg, well below the international average of 16 kg. 
However, in recent years the government export promotion agency, Proexpo, has backed 
plans to develop the sector into a major export industry. Exports of crustaceans and fish 
grew by some 31 percent in 1988 to reach a provisional $62.6 million. According to the 
recently established Asociaci6n Nacional de Acuicultores de Colombia (ANAC), the country 
will harvest 56 tons of shrimp worth $28 million this year, on shrimp farms extending over 
some 4,000 hectares. Colombia's Pacific coast is considered ideal for shrimp production, 
with optimum temperature and saline levels, and a pronounced tidal system. It can sustain 
up to three harvests a year, and farmers can exploit in parallel other non-traditional items 
such as babilla (a small cousin of the crocodile) and frogs for human consumption.

COSTA  RICA  

The Canadian Embassy in Costa Rica is responsible for a 
territœy which also includes Honduras, El Salvador, Nicaragua and Panama. The post 
tenitory has a population of 21 million people and consists of a number of distinct 
markets. Generally, seafood consumption is very low largely due to the fact that the local 
diet consists of mainly rice, beans, meat and tropical fruit. Consumption of seafood is 
increasing very slowly based on local production. However, the more sophisticated societies 
of Costa Rica and Panama are importing significant quantities of canned and frozen 
seafood products. Cod is imported by all the countries in the territory during Easter week. 

The domestic fishery in Costa Rica plays a minor role in the 
overall economy. In 1986, Costa Rica was involved in the ratification of the Pacific Tuna 
Fishing Convention. Unfortunately, present and future gains from the Convention will 
likely go to foreign fleets rather than the domestic industly. Generally, the domestic fishery 
is maintaining a low rate of growth in the traditional catches of tuna, sardines and shrimp. 
The main suppliers to Costa Rica are Norway (50 percent) and Spain (25 percent).

CÔTE D'IVOIRE 

The continental shelf off Côte d'Ivoire is narrow and stocks are 
not plentiful in the warm waters. By tonnage, mackerel, tuna, sardinella, grunts and 
croakers are the predominant commercial marine species. Lagoon and artesanal fisheries 
exploit shrimp, sardinella, lapianotus and other local saltwater species. Côte d'Ivoire is an 
good long-term market for large volumes of underutilized fish species. Mackerel and 
herring seern to offer the best opportunities for sales, although there may be possibilities 
for other species provided long term promotional efforts are undertaken. The main demand 
is for low-value, fatty species with preferred minimum fat content in the 18-20 percent 
range for general public consumption. Fish are imported frozen and sold to hawkers who 
sell the fish either smoked or fresh. Canadian firms must have a capacity to operate in 
French and be prepared to handle large orders at low prices. Long term exploitation of this 
market opportunity may require firms to examine one or all of the following factors to 
ensure competitiveness: costs and product characteristics resulting from Canadian 
harvesting practices; export consortia or joint marketing techniques; Canadian warehousing 
capacities; shipping arrangements; credit practices; joint ventures; and established 
marketing structures and practices. Canadian exporters should pay close attention to the 
language and established packaging forms in the trade.

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CUBA 

The Cuban fishing industry has received high priority since 
1959. A Development Program was conceived with the objective of creating additional 
export capability as well as providing an additional source of protein to the Cuban 
population. The Cuban government owns the local fishing fleet and controls the country's 
fish product retail sales network. Cuban vessels receive allocations to fish surplus stocks 
in Canadian waters and NAFO managed stocks elsewhere in the Northwest Atlantic. The 
total catch in 1989 amounted to 191,889 tons, of which 30,400 tons was hake, 11,700 tons 
was lobster and 4,900 tons of shrimp. Cuba devotes most of its seafood production to 
export markets, primarily Canada, Western Europe and Japan. 1989 exports totalled 33,000 
tons of fresh/processed lobster/shrimp, while fish preparations exports were 146,000 tons. 

Cuba imports fish from Canada under a bilateral arrangement 
totalling approximately $2.2 millionThe agreement is renegotiated on an annual basis. 
Canadian salted fish is primarily used in Cuba's mountainous and remoter areas where 
electricity and/or refrigeration is unavailable. Local consumption of fish products is rather 
low, as the Cuban population has never developed a taste for fish. The current onset of 
present economic difficulties may push the Cuban population to increase consumption of 
fish products (provided it is made available) to supplement the current diet, and to provide 
an alternative source of protein, as a substitute for reduced allocations of beef/poultry. It 
is rumoured that fish will also be subject to rationing; a departure from previous practice 
where fish has been traditionally sold outside the rationing system. Cubans have a strong 
preference for wreckfish, red snapper and tuna, fresh or processed. Caribex is the state 
trading organization responsible for imports/exports of fish, fish preparations and seafood 
in Cuba, however, initial contact should be made with the Caribex office in Toronto.

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CZECHOSLOVAKIA 

Czecho.slovakia imports approximately 40,000 tons of fish, of 
which 5,000-7,000 tons are imported from the USSR and East Germany, and the rest from 
various western countries. Present per capita consumption is approximately 5 kilos/head 
(including river fish and canned), and this total should be increased to 8 kilos/head in the 
future to improve diet patterns. The fish processing industry concentrates on mackerel and 
herring. There is no interest in starting to purchase or process new fish species. The 
following list is of fish imported by Czechoslovakia in 1989 vvith the information in 
brackets regarding pieces/kilo, competitive price in German marks per ton FCO Hamburg, 
and total imported quantity.

Hard currency funds to purchase the usual quantities of 
mackerel and herring are limited. The general experience has been that Canadian prices 
of any fish are higher than European competition mainly due to transportation costs. It 
has not yet been decided who will fund the fish purchases under the new economic 
conditions. However, the Canadian Embassy in Prague suggests interested exporters mail 
their price offers to the following organization which is the decision maker in the area of 
fisheries imports.

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DENMARK 

Denmark is one of the worlds ten largest fishing nations. The 
total catch in 1988 was 1.8 million tons (of which 326,000 tons were for human 
consumption, the rest for reduction to margarine and animal fodder). Denmark is the 
worlds third largest exporter of fish products (one half million tons in 1988, worth close 
to Cdn $2.3 billion). 

At the same time Denmark imports as much fish as it catches. 
Most of those imports are supplied by fishermen in adjacent countries who land their 
catches in Danish ports. Other import sources include Canada which in 1988, supplied 
11,000 tons of fish (Cdn $53 million) in direct exports, and probably one half as much 
again entered via other European ports. Denmark imports species that are unavailable 
locally, and local species when supplies are inadequate to meet Danish needs. Principal 
imports are shrimp, pacific salmon, lumpfish roe, lobster, and often salt cod, eels and 
fillets. With a well-established, rapid transport system to the other European countries, 
there is also interest in other species, particularly those demanding high consumer prices 
and of gourmet interest.

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EGYPT 

The Arab Republic of Egypt is a potential long-term market for 
substantial volumes of underutilized fish species. Mackerel and herring seem to offer the 
best opportunities for sales, although there could be possibilities for other species which 
may be substituted for such fish as red snappers and true mullets. Some demand for 
higher valued products such as salmon does exist, but direct access to this luxury market 
is difficult. Major  European food shows such as SIAL and ANUGA offer the possibility of 
direct contact with buyers for the market in Egypt. 

Total Egyptian consumption of fish is 360,000 mt per year, out 
of which 150,000 mt are imported frozen, but not fresh or shellfish. Egypt is primarily a 
market for herring and horse mackerel, which account for about 80 percent of total 
imports. The product is frozen, whole, round and retailed by the Egyptian Fish Marketing 
Company. Frozen fish imports are determined by the State Budget which provides for 
40,000 tons annually. Of this, 25,000 tons is supplied by the USSR under a bilateral 
arrangement, the balance, 15,000 tons, is allocated by tender. Most tenders issued by the 
Ministry of Supply tenders are in the 2,000-3,000 ton range. The Egyptian Ministry of 
Supply has general authority for the supply of commodities to the local market, which 
reflects the low fixed market prices for foodstuffs. However, this makes the market 
relatively accessible for fish, given that food is essential and foreign exchange must be 
allocated for imports. 

Due to a diminishing budget and foreign exchange constraints, 
public sector imports have dropped significantly and the government is now encouraging 
greater participation by the private sector. Private importers would welcome offers from 
Canadian suppliers on a $US CIF per ton basis. They would then calculate this purchase 
cost in Egyptian pounds and submit their own quotation to government wholesalers. If such 
Egyptian offers of Canadian fish are accepted by the government, the local importer will 
open irrevocable confirmed letter of credit in US dollars. Payment is only effected 
subsequent to the shipment being checked and passed by Egyptian customs and health 
authorities. To guard against the risk of rejection, suppliers should obtain appropriate 
insurance coverage. If exporters wish to pursue this opportunity, the Canadian Embassy 
will forward full détails on technical, general specifications and phytosanitary requirements 
according to Egyptian law. 

Canadian firms must be prepiared to handle large orders at low 
prices. VVhile no official discrimination exists against private traders, preferential licensing 
treatment may be extended to the State trading organizations when foreign exchange is 
scarce, which is why the majority of the importation is done by the Fish Marketing 
Company.

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EL SALVADOR 

The Canadian Embassy in Costa Rica is responsible for a 
territory which includes El Salvador. The post territory has a population of 21 million 
people and consists of a number of distinct markets. Generally, seafood consumption is 
very low largely due to the fact that the local diet consists of mainly rice, beans, meat and 
tropical fruit. Consumption is increasing very slowly based on local production. Cod is 
imported by all the countries in the territory during Easter week. 

The domestic fishery .  in El Salvador largely consists of an 
underdeveloped artisanal fishery with a contrasting modern export-oriented shrimp sector. 
Overall, the domestic fishery contributed less than 1 percent to overall GDP in 1986. El 
Salvador is expected to have approximately 350 hectares of shrimp farms under operation 
in the future, to help add to the estimated $16 million in shrimp exports in 1988.

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FINLAND 

Finns are among the largest consumers of fish per capita in the 
world, 33 kg per person in 1987. Total consumption of seafood is approximately 160,000 
tons per year. In 1988, Finland imported 16,000 tons of fish or 10 percent of total 
consumption. Exports amounted to 5,000 tons. The main domestic catch is Baltic herring, 
a degenerated form of the Atlantic herring, which is the basic fish diet in Finland. The 
allowable catch of Baltic herring is 100,000 tons per year. 

To protect the domestic fishery, Finland has restricted imports 
of most fish species which would compete with the domestic catch. Restrictions cover 
salmon related species, tuna, mackerel and eel, which Finns eat regularly. Other ocean fish 
can be imported without permits, but the demand is limited to cod and flatfish which are 
only imported in minor quantities. Imports of fish fillets, fresh or frozen, are free of 
limitations. Cod, related species and flatfish are at the top of the import statistics and 
imports of other species are minimal. 

Imports of all freshwater species are restricted, and permits are 
granted only for imports of whitefish, which is • imported whole gutted and frozen for 
smoking. Most of the imported ocean species end up in smokeries like flatfish, mackerel 
and eel. Only cod related species can be found in frozen blocks in retail stores, the only 
way frozen fish is retailed in Finland. Consumers will not buy whole frozen fish in Finland 
when fresh fish is readily available. 

Finns are learning to eat shrimp. Total imports of frozen 
shrimp in 1988 were 305 tons. Lobster is consumed in Finland but not in large quantities. 
Imports of frozen lobster have remained under 20 tons in recent years. Although 90 percent 
of imports are of Canadian origin, they are imported from France as are most seafood 
items with limited demand. There are only three Finnish importers of seafood items, one 
imports various kinds of seafood, the other is specialized in shellfish and the third imports 
only shrimp. Volume items (i.e. cod and pollock fillets in 400 g frozen blocks in retail 
packages with wrappers printed in Finnish and Swedish languages) are imported directly • 

by the four main wholesale and retail chains.

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FRANCE 

In spite of the fact that France possesses a well-developed 
coastline of more than 5,000 kilometers fronting on the Atlantic Ocean, the English 
Channel, and the Mediterranean Sea, the country has a modest fishing fleet. Thus, in 
Europe it is substantially out-distanced by Denmark, Spain and the United Kingdom. 
Moreover, its production does not satisfy its domestic requirements. 

In the last ten years, French seafood production has been 
relatively stable at approximately 700,000 tonnes (751,000 in 1987). From an international 
perspective, France occupies only a very mediocre world ranking of between 20th and 30th 
position. Its production represents less than 1/100th of the world total and 1/15th of that 
of such countries as Japan and the USSR. Although the industry is evolving, the French 
ocean fishery does not have the industrial character of the world leaders. 

The French industry is characteristically artisanal in nature. 
In addition to the crisis in the French seafood sector caused by rising costs and a 
somewhat stagnant market, these are difficulties resulting from the absence of an 
adequately-equipped fleet. In fact, the French maritime fishing fleet is very disparate: 
somewhat more than 9,000 boats most of which are less than 12 meters in length. Even 
though their numbers have varied little in recent years, it is now far from the 20,000 boat 
fleet of the inter-war period. The total tonnage, which doubled in the years following the 
war, has again begun to decrease and has fallen by 30 percent since 1977. The number of 
fishermen has also decreased over the years to the current total of 18,000 individuals. 
Principal causes for the decline have been the progressive mechanization of boat and a 
lack of interest by the young in such a hard and dangerous occupation. A large number 
of fishing ports exist in France. However, of these, three are particularly important: 
Boulogne, Lorient and Concarneau. Together they accounted for two-thirds of production 
in 1985. 

France consumes close to one million tonnes of seafood products 
per year. In 1986, per capita consumption was 17.2 kg (of which 12.7 kg was fresh 
products). The domestic catch of its national fishermen is insufficient to supply the market 
inspite of the existence of some exports. Imports are therefore necessary to satisfy the 
domestic demand. It is unlikely that 1992 will have a major impact on the market 
organization of the fish sector since the "Blue Europe" has already been in existence for 
several years and functions well. On the other hand, with respect to trade, and particularly 
insofar as sanitary regulations are concerned, the harmonization of community regulations 
will substitute for requirements at the national level. 

Given the existence of 12.5 billion francs of imports against only 
4.1 billion francs of exports, foreign trade in fishery products (including freshwater species) 
resulted in a 8.4 billion trade deficit for France in 1987. In decreasing order of importance, 
the major suppliers to France in that year were: Great Britain, Norway, Denmark, Senegal, 
Canada, Netherlands, United States, Ireland, Morocco, Japan, USSR, Portugal, West 
Germany, Belgium, Spain and Italy. 
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For Canada, France is the second most important EEC 
customer after Great Britain. From the French perspective, Canada was the fifth most 
important supplier in 1987, in value, and the twelfth most important, in volume. In that 
year, wild salmon from the Pacific (frozen and preserved) represented 51 percent of the 
tonnage and 52 percent of the value of imports from Canada. Live and frozen lobster 
accounted for  • 17 percent by weight, and 29 percent by value. Frozen and preserved crab 
totalled 4 percent by volume, and 15 percent by value. These three product groups together 
constituted 73 percent of the volume and 94 percent of the value of Canadian sectoral 
exports to France in 1987. Any notable increase in Canadian fishery product expo rts to 
France will have to be based on a greater variety of species, additional development of 
underdeveloped resources (for example frog-fish) and a real willingness to diversify export 
market dependence. 

Seafood standards are strict. According to the particular 
circumstances, they are established by the EEC, by French regulations or by common 
usage. The results are the same, the standards must be observed. Dates of manufacture, 
best-before dates, ingredient listings, and additives must always be clearly stated. With 
respect to sanitary conditions, fishery products require the presentation to customs of a 
certificate of origin which attests to the safety of the product. Labelling requirements are 
also very precise. It is also important to adapt the products being offered to consumer 
preferences (cut, size, presentation, labelling, etc.). In case of doubt on any of these points, 
it is recommended that contact be established with the inspection Branch Fisheries and 
Oceans Canada, the Fisheries Division or Geographic Bureau of External Affairs and 
International Trade Canada, or with the Commercial Division of the Embassy. 

Fisheries distribution in France is relatively efficient, but 
complex, particularly with respect to fresh fish. The different links include: auctions, 
fishmongers, wholesales, retailers, restaurants, central purchasing organizations and the 
transporters which assure networking among all of the other agents in the chain. Apart 
from the auctions which only handle the fresh product, all of the other operators may 
import directly. All imports are subject to verification by customs authorities and are 
assessed import duties and taxes according to the relevant EEC tariff item. These duties 
are based on the CIF value and are the same regardless of the point of entry into the EEC.

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GERMANY 

In 1988, the German fishing industry was, to a large extent, able 
to overcome the nematode crisis, but the previous volume of sales was not reached 
according to the OECD. Per capita consumption, which had dropped from 13.2 kg to 11.8 
kg in 1987, increased to 12.6 kg with an increasing tendency towards variety, and above all, 
luxury fish species and crustaceans. 

In 1988, the total catch of the German sea fisheries increased 
by approximately 5 percent to roughly 185,000 tons. Imports increased by 9 percent to 
473,000 tons and exports by 3 percent to 123,000 tons according to the OECD. At the end 
of 1987, the FRG large deep-sea fisheries consisted of 17 units with a total of about 25,000 
GRT, of which 5 are freezers, 9 wetfish trawlers and 3 Dutch herring freezers flying the 
German flag. The cutter fleet, with about 650 units and approximately 24,000 GRT, 
remained unchanged. After considerable decreases over the last few years, the deep-sea 
fisheries sector (including small and Euro-trawlers) managed to raise the level of catches, 
which had shown an increase in 1987 of 13 percent (88,500 tons), whereas cutter fisheries 
experienced a 2 percent drop (95,100 tons). 

There are good export opportunities for Canadian fish products 
in Germany, however, there are some disadvantages for Canadians. Over the years, Dutch 
and Scandinavian suppliers have developed an expertise in meeting the specific 
requirements of the German market. This factor, their proximity to the market, and their 
tariff preferences, means that they can generally outperform North American newcomers. 

German importers, brokers and processors are professional to 
the point of perfection and they require that their trading partners maintain the same 
degree of professionalism and close attention to detail. They insist on meticulous care in 
all transactions as the only way of adhering to precise cost scheduling that is necessary to 
the sunival of their processing industry in a highly competitive market. In practical terms, 
this means that exporters must comply with technical specifications, but, also ensure 
prompt and complete responses to requests for offers,  précise  grading of products, complete 
and accurate labelling of packages, and speedy shipments. This does not mean that the 
German market accepts only products of premium quality. On the contrary, the market is 
very value conscious and will accept products of medium quality, but, of consistent 
standard at reasonable prices. 

For many companies, the secret of success, particularly on the 
highly comPetitive consumer market, is to identify and exploit a narrow market segment. 
To identify this niche, on-the-spot market research is virtually essential. Regional variations 
in consumer spending patterns are much more marked in Germany than in many similar-
sized countries, and importers should always seek local advice to establish whether their 
product is accepted well in a particular area. Domestic producers usually pick a "Nielson" 
area to test their product prior to launch. Foreign producers should always be prepared 
to see the market from the German point of view and adapt their product accordingly.

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GREECE 

The species of great interest from Canada to the Greek market 
have so far been wet salted cod and smoked herring. Canadtan exports to Greece are 
approximately $2.2 million Cdn of smoked herring and $0.7 million Cdn of wet salted cod 
(1988 figures). The total market size for wet salted cod is approximately 8,000 tonnes per 
year and is presently dominated by Iceland. At this point, Canada has a 5 percent share 
of the market, but an increase could be achieved as there is strong interest in the Canadian 
product. With reference to wet salted cod, humidity must be between 48-50 percent, and the 
size medium or small, between 0.5-1 kg. Most of the cod consumed in Greece is wet salted, 
very little dry salted is consumed, only 1500 tons per year. With  respect to smoked herring, 
the total market size is approximately 1,100 tons, and at the present time Canada accounts 
for 75 percent of the market. Interest in the Greek market also exists for frozen fish 
products and smoked salmon. At present, most of the smoked salmon comes from 
Scandinavia, but opportunities exist for sales to some large supermarket chains. Firms 
which can trade in less than full container lots have the best chance of selling in the Greek 
market.

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GUATEMALA 

The domestic fishery in Guatemala is relatively underdeveloped, 
despite indications that certain opportunities exist for the development of offshore and 
freshwater fisheries. In recent years, shrimp supplies have been heavily exploited and have 
left fewer opportunities than in the past. However, deeper water offers certain types of 
smaller fish and crustaceans as a harvest for the Guatemala fishing industry. Total exports 
were valued at $14.5 million in 1988, with the major portion being accounted for by shrimp. 
In 1989, ten shrimp farms, covering approximately 1,800 hectares, produced over 1,200 
tons. Future production may be hampered by feed quality difficulties. 

Guatemala imports only minimal quantities of canned and 
frozen fish and fish products. Effective consumer demand for such products is limited to , 
a very small sector of the population in the capital city. Imports and sales are managed 
by local representation, the only acceptable format for doing business in Guatemala. 
Companies wishing to break ground in this marketplace are encouraged to seek local 
representatives.

ONDURAS 

The Canadian Embassy in Costa Rica is responsible for a 
territory which includes Honduras. The post territory has a population of 21 million people 
and consists of a number of distinct markets. Generally, seafood consumption is very low 
largely due to the fact that the local diet consists of mainly rice, beans, meat and tropical 
fruit. Consumption is increasing very slowly based on local production. Cod is imported 
by Honduras during Easter week. The domestic fishery in Honduras has slowly become one 
of the most dynamic export sectors in the country. The main exports have been shrimp and 
lobster, largely from the Pacific coast province of Choluteca which has very successful 
commercial shrimp farming operations. In general, the efficiency of the domestic fishery 
is increasing slowly.

HONG KONG 

As people have become more concerned about their health in 
recent years, demand for fish and fish products has increased considerably over the last 
two to three years. Total imports in 1988 amounted to 225,791 metric tonnes, valued at 
$1,257.2 million Cdn, of which 103,349 metric tonnes was re-exported to various areas 
around the world with the retained balance consumed locally. Supplies are also available 
from the local fishing industry. The total catch sold through the Hong Kong Fish 
Marketing Organization in 1988 reached 68,430 metric tonnes, of which approximately 
25,237 metric tonnes was exported to different overseas markets. The balance of 43,193 
metric tonnes went to domestic consumption. The per capita consumption of fish in Hong 
Kong is approximately 27.6 kg per person for a population of 5.6 million. 

Because Hong Kong is operated as a free port, there are no 
restrictions, regulations, quotas, duties etc. governing the importation of fish or goods into 
the country. Currently, all imports of fish are handled by importers who bring in the 
products on their own account and distribute them to wholesalers, retailers, end-users etc.. 
Importers normally provide 60 days credit to their customers. In order to sell seafood in 
Hong Kong, the Canadian High Commission recommends that Canadian suppliers-
exporters proceed as follows: a) brand products: appoint an energetic firm as agent to 
handle the sales of their products in this area; and b) non-brand products: deal directly 
with any firms expressing interest in their products.

Approximately 90 percent of the fresh and frozen fish consumed 
in Hungary is supplied locally from fresh water sources. Per capita fish consumption has 
been declining during the last decade from 3.2 kg in 1981 to 2.8 kg at the present time. 
The low level of fish consumption is mainly due to the high prices of seafood relative to 
meat (especially pork) and poultry. 

As allocated by the Hungarian Ministry of Trade, there is only 
a small amount of convertible currency available for importing fresh and frozen fish from - 
non-socialist countries. The primary western suppliers are Argentina, and to a lesser extent 
Norway, Germany and Sweden. Argentinean suppliers prices are highly competitive at the 
present time, despite rather high transportation costs between Argentina and Hamburg 
(approximately $270-300 US per ton). Even traditional European suppliers are having 
problems competing with the Argentineans. In principle, offers by Canadian fresh and 
frozen fish suppliers would be welcome if they can meet the extremely low prices offered 
by Argentinean firms in this extremely small market.

Over 55 percent of India's 830 million people have no objection 
to eating fish. The Indian domestic fishery produced 3.15 million tonnes (1.82 million 
marine, 1.33 million inland) of seafood in 1988-89 (Apr-Mar), and 3.67 million tonnes (2.27 
million marine, 1.40 million inland) of seafood in 1989-90. Overall seafood consumption 
is 4.5 kg per year for the entire population, or 7.5 kg per year for only the fish consuming 
portion of the population. The entire sea coastal belts of India are fish eaters, however, 
Gujarat and Kashmir are predominantly vegetarian areas of the country. There are 
approximately 26 different species found in India. The major marine species are sardine, 
mackerel, bombay duck, hilsa, perch, tuna, pomfret, shrimp, lobster, seer fish and 
cuttlefish. The major inland species are major and minor carps and air-breathing fish. 

India is one of the major seafood exporters in the world with 
exports in 1989-90 (Apr-Mar) equalling 102,000 metric tonnes valued at $423 million US. 
The major markets for Indian seafood exports are Japan, the USA, Europe and the Middle 
East. Since the fisheries sector is an important foreign exchange earner, the government 
of India gives the sector priority in its development. At the present time, there are several 
fisheries development projects in progress in India. Total fisheries development outlay for 
the eighth Five Year Plan is $357 million US. India currently does not import fish, 
therefore, a list of importers is not available.

Official import statistics show that imports of seafood into 
Indonesia in 1989 were approximately $4.0 million US. The major suppliers to Indonesia 
were Taiwan, The Netherlands, Singapore, the USA and F,cuador. The major import 
products included frozen cuttlefish (40 percent), frozen mackerel (20 percent), frozen 
shrimp and prawns (13 percent), frozen salmonids (5 percent), and other species (22 
percent). Imported seafoods are mainly consumed by expatriate residents, tourists and a 
small group of Indian high income farmers. The major outlets for imported seafood are the 
supermarkets, international hotels/restaurants, duty free shops, caterers and commissaries. 

Import duties are high, ranging from 10-70 percent, plus a 10 
percent VAT tax, and a tax on luxury goods equal to 10-20 percent. Importation of food 
and beverages (including seafood) is allocated annually by the Department of Trade. 
Licences are restricted to two state trading firms. Private companies are allowed to do the 
importation of allocated items with the consent of the two state trading firms for which 
they are normally charged a fee of 3-7 percent, depending on the nature of the respective 
food item. Canadian exports of fisheries products to Indonesia were insignificant in 1989, 
totalling only $2,727 US, and composed of smoked herring, including fillets.

Further fleet expansion will be constrained by EEC
requirements to reduce capacity. The total Irish sea catch is approximately 230,000 tons
(demersa145,000 tons, pelagic 160,000 tons and shellfish 23,000 tons). The production from
aquaculture is over 25,000 tons from over 200 farms (salmon, trout, mussel and oyster).
Irish fish exports in 1988 were 180,000 tons, of which 74 percent was destined for EEC
markets in value terms, with France as the main market.

Irish per capita fish consumption is a modest 7 kg per annum,
mainly fresh fish. Ireland is self-sufficient in most fish varieties. Imports for the consumer
trade consist mainly of such products as canned salmon, tuna, sardines, warm water
shrimp and prawns, and breaded and battered fish sticks and cakes. Several processors
import eg. frozen whole mackerel, herring and cod. This situation reflects the supply
uncertainty associated with the European quota allocation system. In value terms, 70
percent of all fish imports come from Great Britain and Northern Ireland. From Canada
the key exports to Ireland have been canned pink salmon. Imports are normally in the
region of 300 tons, but can fall if the dollar strengthens. There are occasional imports of
frozen whole (wild) salmon for smoking. Recently, theré have been imports of frozen cod
fillets and frozen herring fillets, however, the processors involved are reluctant to confirm
whether there will be repeat orders, dependent upon availability of local supplies.

In 1988, the domestic fishery in Israel caught approximately 
33,000 tons of fish, of which approximately 90 percent was consumed locally in fresh form. 
Local aquaculture accounted for over 50 percent of the domestic catch. Israel's Ministry 
of Agriculture has imposed an import quota of 3,000 tons per year on whole fish imports 
for all species, in order to protect local fishermen and local fish farming operations. Fillets 
can be imported with no limitation, except freshwater fillets. Import licences for whole fish 
are only granted to importers based on their import volume. A small importer can team 
up with a larger importer to use up a quota allocation

• 	 Italy's domestic catch (officially estimated at 388,000 metric 
tonnes in 1988, but in reality probably closer to 600,000 metric tonnes) continues to decline. 
Both imports (about 510,000 metric tonnes in 1988) and consumption continue to rise. 
Although the market remains highly seasonal (summer months), with a strong preference 
for fresh product, acceptance of frozen product continues to grow at a faster pace than for 
the sector as a whole. The preference given to Mediterranean or warm water species, and 
the relative case of access to adequate supplies of species from other EEC countries has 
tended to limit interest in importing Canadian product, except for certain species/product 
sectors which have unique characteristics, ie. Pacific salmon for smoking, dried saltfish, 
live lobster, live clams, etc. This situation is changing gradually as tastes become more 
standardized and fish supplies from other traditional sources grow scarce. 

Export documentation required includes a standard Fisheries 
Inspection certificate and an additional declaration that the mercury level does not exceed 
0.7 ppm. Special plant authorization is required, however, in the case of consumer-pack 
quick-frozen products. To avoid confusion due to language problems and the fragmentation 
and uniqueness of the market, it is normally recommended that exporters work through a 
local Italian agent. First-time business should always be conducted on the basis of 
irrevocable letter of credit.

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JAMAICA 

The domestic marine fishing industry in Jamaica is 
characterized by a widening gap between demand and supply. Demand for marine seafood 
products continues to increase dramatically in Jamaica while the domestic supply of 
seafood products is in decline. Even an increase in the domestic catch in 1989 of 16 million 
pounds of marine fish was not sufficient to meet domestic demand in Jamaica. There have 
been marked reductions in the Snapper and Grouper catches in recent years. The declines 
are primarily due to over-exploitation of the resources. The reclamation of mangrove 
swamps for tourism and other development has contributed to the problem. The mangroves 
were important nursery grounds for lobster, fish and conch. In addition, destructive fishing 
practices and poaching by foreign fishing vessels with highly sophisticated equipment have 
contributed to the declining marine resources in Jamaica. 

The Jamaican marine fishing fleet consists of approximately 
16,500 small-scale fisherman operating a total of 7,000 vessels from the island's 184 
beaches. The major fishing grounds are the island shelf and its nine proximal banks which 
have a total area of 4,170 square kilometres and Pedro Bank which has an area of 7,909 
square kilometres. There are concerns within the Jamaican fishing industry that if current 
practices are not changed, then the marine fishing industry may disappear. 

The Jamaican Government has actively encouraged the 
development of an inland aquaculture fishery sector. Over the last decade production has 
increased dramatically as the products have gained widespread acceptance and fish 
farming has proved to be a very lucrative enterprise. Today there are over 800 pond acres 
of commercial fish farms in Jamaica, which grow mainly Tilapia nilotica (silver perch), 
although there is a growing interest in other species of fish. Output from the inland 
fisheries was approximately 6.5 million pounds in 1989 with production targets for 1995 
set at 12.5 million pounds of fish from approximately 4,300 acres of pond. The growing of 
freshwater prawn, both for export and for local consumption, has recently received a great 
deal of attention and has been targeted as a key area for development under the 
Government of Jamaica's Self Sufficiency Programme. Two Jamaican companies are now 
growing prawns commercially and both have developed extensive hatchery facilities for the 
production of seed stock (post larvae) which are then placed in freshwater grow-out ponds 
for rearing to market size. To date, 42,000 pounds of shrimp have been produced for export 
and local consumption. 

Previously, only the Jamaica Commodity Trading Company 
Limited (JCTC) could import salted fish and sardines, since these commodities were 
subsidised by the Jamaican Government.  With  the removal of subsidies on salted fish, the 
government deregulated the market for salted fish and the private sector can now import 
the fish directly and not purchase directly from the JCTC. In 1988, imports of fish and fish 
products totalled approximately 37 million pounds. 
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The main species importe-  d by Jamaica are cod, mackerel, 
herring, alewives, shrimp, sardines, snapper., shark, croaker, grouper and sea trout. The 
Jamaican market for fish and fish products is substantially large and has not decreased 
despite recent initiatives to upgrade and develop a viable local fishing industry. Salted fish, 
herring and mackerel have good potential as exports to this market, due to the fact that 
these species satisfy the means of the low-income earners diet. Salted fish is especially 
important because it is one of the main ingredients in Jamaica's national dish.

Jordan, has limited fish resources. It has an equally limited
market for frozen fish. Requirements are normally covered by fresh or whole frozen imports
from the Gulf states, in addition to smaller quantities from the Far East. The price of fish
from the Gulf states is very competitive. There is little demand for unfamiliar species such
as ocean perch. It is estimated that Canadian fish marketing opportunities in Jordan are
not large enough to encourage active export efforts.

With regard to Syria and Lebanon, the situation is somewhat
different, but with the same results. In those countries the domestic consumption is met
by the inshore fisheries. When this is combined with the current unrest in Lebanon and the
economic situation in Syria, almost no opportunities exist in either country.

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MALAYSIA 

Imports of fish and seafood products into Malaysia amounted 
to $126.4 million Cdn in 1988, while Malaysian exports were in excess of $200 million. The 
major output of local producers is frozen and canned seafood. The largest import 
categories are in fresh or chilled fish ($70.5 million Cdn in 1988), canned sardines ($19.9 
million), prawns ($11.2 million), canned tuna ($10.9 million) and canned crab ($5 million). 

Thailand is the major exporter of fish and shellfish products 
to Malaysia, supplying over 75 percent of imported marine fish, 50 percent of imported 
tuna, nearly 90 percent of imported crustaceans, and approximately 80 percent of prawns. 
Japan dominates the sardine and mackerel import market. Canada supplies over 20 
percent of salmon imports, but only a small share of the marine fish market. Due to the 
high value of the yen, Canadian salmon is presently favoured by restaurants and hotels 
over Japanese salmon and is both well known and highly regarded in Malaysia. Norwegian 
salmon has also been imported for the restaurant market, but only in small quantities. 
VVhile the market for salmon in Malaysia is rather small, Canadian suppliers should be 
able to make further gains. Similarly, opportunities exist for Canadian exports of canned 
crab and tuna and sun-dried squid, due to the rise in the Japanese yen and quality image 
of Canadian seafood products in the Malaysian marketplace.

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MEXICO 

Mexico has a coastline of over ten thousand kilometers and 
almost 5 million hectares of inland waters under aquaculture development. Fishing activity 
takes place along the Pacific, Gulf and Caribbean coasts, enabling Mexico to rank eleventh 
among the worlds fishing nations. Between 1983 and 1987, Mexican fisheries production 
increased by 36 percent from 1,075,547 tonnes to 1,464,841 tonnes. During this period, the 
landed catch increased 38 percent from 926,626 to 1,280,882 tonnes. Apparent domestic 
consumption grew by 22 percent in the same timeframe, while per capita consumption rose 
from 12.01 kilos to 13.59 kilos. 

In 1987, Mexico recorded a favourable trade balance of almost 
$580 million US in the fisheries sector. Total exports reached 166,662 tonnes valued at 
$568,582,000 US, against total imports of 5,322 tonnes worth $7,030,000 US. Mexico is a 
seasonal market (year-end holidays and lent) for salt dried and wet hake and cod. The 
restaurant trade consumes smoked salmon. Traditonally, imports of cod fish have 
originated in Norway, however, because of proximity, quality and competitive prices 
Canadian product has found acceptance in the Mexican marketplace. The value of 
Canadian fish exports to Mexico increased from $752,933 Cdn in 1986, to $1,369,000 Cdn 
in 1988. The market is served by importers who distribute to consumer outlets.

Leading species caught by the Dutch fishing fleet include 
heffing, mackerel, dover sole, plaice, miscellaneous other groundfish, shrimp and mussels. 
The introduction of the quota system for pelagic and groundfish species has met with 
considerable resistance, and there is now significant overcapacity in the fleet. Another 
result of the quota system is the search for suppliers of groundfish and flatfish worldwide 
to prevent filleting and freezing plants from shutting down. The Netherlands has 
traditionally been a significant fish trader. Few importers will buy exclusively for the 
domestic market and part of local production is exported, mainly fresh or semi-processed. 
Because of the steady decline in landings, imports have expanded substantially in recent 
years. The value of imports in 1988 exceeded $500 million, while exports Were around the 
$1 billion mark. The Netherlands presents a good market for wild salmon (frozen, canned) 
and live lobster. Some eel is imported, but the market could absorb more. In addition, 
there are opportunities for suppliers in Canada of such specialty items as scallops, 
periwinkles and crayfish. 

Seafood products are imported by a variety of different firms. 
They may be processors, distributors, or agents, while a number of importers import fish 
to serve European markets and local customers. Each product has its own specific 
marketing characteristics and these determine the type of local buyer.

Cod is imported 
by Nicaragua during Easter week. The domestic fishery in Nicaragua has began to show 
progress towards becoming a successful non-traditional export sectors. An Inter-American 
Development Bank loan enabled Nicaragua to double its fishing fleet to 90 vessels. Lobster 
and shrimp exports increased as a result, however, the fleet has suffered from civil strife 
and the devastation caused by Hurricane Joan. The main suppliers of seafood products to 
Nicaragua are Spain (60 percent) and Canada (20 percent).

NIGERIA 

Nigeria has a population of over 100 million with per capita 
fish consumption of 12 kg per annum. Demand for fish is approximately 1.2 million tons 
per year. Current domestic production, both industrial and artisanal, yields between 
300-350,000 tons. Popular imported brands are mackeral scumbie priced at $550-600 US 
per ton CNF, horse mackeral $400-500, herring $450, sole and hake at $425. Duty on 
imported fish is 50 percent. There is also a surcharge of 3 percent. Size, weight and fat 
content are very important, ideal length is 20-25 cm, approximately 2-5 pieces per kilo and 
fat content between 10-15 percent. The most popular form of packaging is "Dutch Pack", 
20 kg rectangular carton 50x54x11 cms. Despite difficulties in doing business in Nigeria 
(ie. la& of effective and efficient import regulations and customs clearance, poor 
communications via telephone and telex and delays and difficulties with hard currency 
payments), the returns may be high nevertheless, particularly if exporters are interested in 
establishing long-term trading relationships. The key is to be linked with a well established 
and reputable importer. 

The Nigerian domestic fishing sector increased output by 38 
percent in 1987, only to face a reversal in 1988 with a decline in output of 26 percent. 
During the same period, the government of Nigeria proceeded to license 390 additional 
fishing vessels for inshore shrimping and distant water fishing. In 1988, the total catch of 
the Nigerian fishing industry was 355,000 tons, down from a catch of 479,000 tons in 1987. 
The catch was comprised of the artisanal coastal fishery with 172,000 tons, distant water 
fishery with 105,000 tons, inland lakes and rivers supplied 51,000 tons, and 27,000 tons Was 
supplied through aquaculture.

The Canadian Embassy in Costa Rica is responsible for a 
territory which includes Panama. The post territory has a population of 21 million people 
and consists of a number of distinct markets. Seafood consumption is very low largely due 
to the fact that the local diet consists of mainly rice, beans, meat and tropical fruit. 
Consumption is increasing very slowly based on local production. The more sophisticated 
societies of Costa Rica and Panama import significant quantities of canned and frozen 
seafood products. Cod is imported by all the countries in the territory during Easter week. 

The domestic fishery in Panama has become the country's 
largest domestic source of merchandise exports. In value terms the sector contributes less 
than 1 percent to GDP. The sector grew by an average more than 15 percent a year between 
1983-86, only to shrink by approximately 8 percent in 1987. The Directi6n de Recursos 
Marinos of the Ministry of Trade and Industry is the official government body responsible 
for the development of the domestic fishery in Panama. The largest portion of domestic 
seafood production comes from shrimp which accounts for approximately 80 percent of 
total production. The main suppliers of seafood products to Panama are Norway (40 
percent), Spain (30 percent), USA (10 percent).

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PORTUGAL 

Portugal offers an attractive potential market for fish and fish 
products. The size of the market is estimated at 490,000 mt, of which about 310,000 mt is 
supplied by the domestic catch, and 180,000 mt by imports. Exports are approximately 
70,000 mt. The import market is primarily for salted fish (cod) and frozen fish (notably 
hake dressed/head off), pilchards, tuna, squid (illex), shellfish (lobster, shrimp, prawns 
and crab) and sardines. 

The latest available official Portuguese data shows per capita 
fish consumption at 35.8 kg in 1980. Although the import market has not seen any major 
penetration of species such as redfish, monkfish and turbot (currently available in 
Canadian waters), those species have been gaining public acceptance. There is potential 
for sales, providing prices are attractive. With the exception of cod, whose imports are 
subject to tariff quotas, there are no major restrictions on fish imports. The primary buyers 
of wet salted cod are drying companies, most of which also operate as wholesalers. The 
main dry salted cod buyers are importers/distributors. Frozen fisheries products are 
purchased by importers/distributors and processors.

Seafood consumption in Romania is limited essentiaLly to 
finfish. The fish is supplied to the domestic market from domestic production or caught 
with Romanian fishing vessels. Fish such as mackerel, sardines and herring have been 
imported occasionally, canned or frozen, in small quantities. Fresh water perch is 
consumed in Romania, but only by low-income people, with the fish being caught directly 
by them. The country imports only superior fish species, in whole, for local processing. At 
present, there are only two Romanian foreign trade companies dealing with seafood 
imports, however, future political developments may provide opportunities in the future.

SAUDI ARABIA 

Saudi Arabia possesses two long coastlines along the Red Sea 
and the Arab Gulf. During 1988, the fish catch in the Kingdom substantially increased 
according to the Red Sea Marine Resources Centre. More than 46,000 tonnes of fish, worth 
more than $200 million Cdn, was landed. Various types of fresh fish available in the 
Kingdom include: bonefish, milkfish, squirrel fish, barracuda, mackerel and tuna, grouper, 
snappers, grunt, seabream, goatfish and parrot fish. Prices vary from $1.5 Cdn to $7 Cdn 
per kg. In 1988, the Kingdom imported 20,000 tonnes of fish worth $32 million Cdn. The 
type of fish imported were: tylapia, the milkfish family, catfish, sardines, mackerel, bonito, 
mullet and salmonids. The major exporters to the Kingdom are: Taiwan, Pakistan, 
Singapore, Oman, the Philippines, Uruguay, New Zealand, the Netherlands and South 
Korea.

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SINGAPORE 

The local market for marine products is fairly large with 
Singapore importing over $1 billion Cdn worth of fish products in 1989. The per capita 
consumption of seafood is about 30 kg, the second highest in Asia after Japan which 
consumes 36.5 kg per capita. Increasing consumption is due to consumer awareness of 
fish as a healthy source of protein, and a renewed interest in seafood resulting from rising 
standards of living. 

Although consumption of seafood in general has taken on a 
healthy trend, statistics indicated that Canada's share of the Singapore import market is 
small. Canada's range of products are classified as temperate species, whose consumption 
is minimal in this region. The popular species of fish consumed in Singapore include the 
white pomfret, spanish mackerel, golden snapper, hard tail, coral fish, sea bream, dorab 
and the other cultered species such as sea bass and grouper. Other seafood products which 
would remain in demand (usually by institutional customers) are the exotic, high value 
seafood varieties like smelt, tuna, salmon, lobster, dogfish, geoduck, abalone and dried 
squid. 

Of the more than 50 types of marine products imported into 
Singapore, 7 items account for 53 percent of the total imports. Those 7 items are prawns 
and shrimp, fresh, chilled or frozen (22 percent), tuna, frozen (19 percent), other marine 
fish frozen (11 percent), marine fish, fresh or chilled (7 percent), abalone, canned (6 
percent), sharkfin, salted or dried (6 percent), and cuttlefish and squid, salted (4 percent). 
Aside from the items enumerated above, other marine products which have experienced 
high growth in Singapore are cod, excluding fillet, dried (80 percent), fish fillet, fresh, 
chilled or frozen (40 percent), prawns and shrimp salted, dried or boiled (37 percent), 
cuttlefish and squid, salted, dried or boiled (30 percent) and tuna, canned (25 percent). 
The bulk (74 percent) of imported marine products are re-exported to other regional 
markets. 

Historically, Singaporeans have always purchased fresh fish 
from wet markets. This trend is gradually changing due to the proliferation of working 
mothers who do not have the time to shop at wet markets and are more inclined to 
purchase frozen or chilled items at the supermarket. Furthermore, with the current 
popularity of the microwave, "microwaveable" food products offer a potential market for 
suppliers. In the fish pro'ducts category, the demand for fish fillets, peeled shrimps and 
other forms of easy-to-prepare types of food will increase. The demand for fish products 
in the region is also growing as demonstrated by the high re-export figure of 74 percent for 
this product category. In general, Singaporeans are extremely discerning where food 
products are concerned and will continue to demand food products with consistent high 
quality. 
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The key customers in Singapore are wholesalers, retailers, 
airline caterers and ship chandlers. Food products are usually marketed through 
distributors who import them directly from the principals. Major  distributors sell directly 
to wholesalers, retailers, institutions or directly to the consumers. Currently, the largest 
suppliers of marine products to Singapore include Taiwan, Malaysia, Australia, Burma, 
Japan, India and other Southeast Asian nations. Singapore's seafood industry has entered 
a new stage, moving up from its traditional middleman role to a major centre for 
processing.

South Korea has achieved the rank of the seventh largest fish 
producer and fourth largest fish exporter in the world. In 1989, annual production reached 
3.3 million metric tonnes. Approximately 45 percent of the catch comes from adjacent and 
coastal waters, 28 percent from distant waters, 26 percent from aquaculture and 1 percent 
from the inland water fishery. Domestic consumption in 1989 reached 2.5 million metric 
tonnes, or approximately 76 percent of the total catch. Per capita fish consumption is 36 
kilograms per year. 

South Korea exported $1,233 million US (336,000 metric tonnes) 
of fish and imported $290 million US (265,000 metric tonnes) in 1989. As a result of strong 
pressure from its trading partners, the government of South Korea has taken a number of 
liberalization measures, but approximately 43 percent of fish species are still on the list 
of restricted imports. The main species of interest to Korean buyers and which may be 
imported are whole round frozen herring, cod, salmon and ocean perch. There is still a 
limited market for fresh salmon and live lobster. South Koreans traditionally consume fish 
mainly in fried and raw forms and as a soup ingredient. There is virtually no market for 
processed seafoods except some canned, salted,dried or in brine.

Spain is the European Community's largest consumer of fish 
products with per capita consumption of some 30 kg per capita in 1987. The wholesale 
value of fish and shellfish sales is approximately $4 billion, of which some $1.5 billion are 
imports. Canadian exports to Spain reached a high of $22 million in 1980. However, 
exports to Spain from Canada virtually ceased after 1982 when Spain imposed an 
unofficial import ban on Canadian fish following the failure of Canada and Spain to agree 
on fish quotas for Spanish vessels in Canadian waters. The ban was lifted in 1986 and 
exports were recorded at $1.2 million. By 1988, Canadian seafood exports to Spain had 
reached $10 million. 

Spain maintains the EEC's largest fishing fleet which supplies 
a major portion of the country's requirements for groundfish and pelagics, the most 
important species consumed. Fish exports to Spain are subject to quotas and restrictive 
tariffs on selected fish and fish products, although these will be modified or eliminated by 
1992 to comply with the EC import regime. Spain is a felatively stable and conservative 
market with well-established demand for specific products and product forms. Spain 
consumers are served by some 6,000 small retail fish stores where fresh fish is readily 
purchased on a daily basis. However, profound changes in consumption habits have 
occurred in recent years and Spaniards are rapidly adopting the more varied eating habits 
and taste preferences of other western Europeans. Spain has become Europe's fastest 
growing economy. Growing affluence, along with increased female participation in the work 
force, has helped create a growing demand for new products/species and for more prepared 
and luxury seafood products.

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SWEDEN 

Sweden has a coastline and many lakes and rivers. However, 
the low salinity of the Baltic sea limits the fauna. Principal species are herring, cod •  and 
sprat, but there is also salmon, eel, flatfish and several freshwater species. Owing to the 
low saline content of the water, cod can only reproduce in the southern parts of the Baltic. 
Herring can only reproduce in the northern and central Baltic, and are smaller and have 
a lower fat content than herring species caught in the North Sea and the North Atlantic. 

Sweden plays a dual role in the international seafood trade by 
being an important market for products of other countries, as well as being a fairly large 
seafood exporter. About 50 percent of Swedish landings are exported. Annual landings, 
which are decreasing moderately, are in the range of 200,000 tons. 

Imports are mainly confined to processed fish which enjoys a 
higher value than that of Sweden's exports. This explains in part the negative balance in 
Sweden's foreign trade in seafood. In 1987, the total value of seafood imports was 
approximately $461.5 million Cdn as against exports at $137.9 million Cdn. Canadian 
seafood in general enjoys an excellent market in Sweden where the per capita consumption 
is 28 kg of seafood. Canada ranks number three out of Sweden's foreign seafood suppliers, 
with neighbouring countries Nonvay and Denmark as larger suppliers. 

The Swedish market offers opportunities for a vide range of 
Canadian fish and shellfish species, many of which are further processed locally such as: 
Pacific salmon (smoking), barrelled cured herring, and frozen crab meat. The consumption 
of frozen (mostly IQF) cooked shell-off and shell-on shrimp (Pandulus Borealis) is great 
with domestic supply limited. Canadian frozen cooked lobster in brine, being the only one 
of its kind on the market, has enjoyed an excellent and fairly stable market for years. Fish 
roe, frozen and cured, is also in demand, large volumes of lumpfish, cod and lake herring 
(cisco) roe are imported. A market for Canadian fresh water crayfish - cooked according 
to the buyer's very detailed specifications and packaged in brine on trays of lkg and frozen, 
can developed if full co-operation is established between producer and the local buyer.

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TAIWAN 

With  a population of over 20 million, Taiwan is one of the 
world's most densely populated areas. In 1989, Taiwan's economy had a Gross National 
Product of $150.2 billion US, while per capita income stood at a very substantial $6,873 
US. The $118.5 billion in total trade and its $66.3 billion in exports placed Taiwan 13th 
among all trading nations in the world. Surrounded on all sides by ocean, seafood is a 
normal daily diet in the Taiwanese family. In 1988, per capita annual fish consumption was 
45.83 kilograms; and the self-sufficiency rate for fish in Taiwan was 131.56 percent. Local 
fishery production was 1,360,867 metric tonnes in 1988 and 1,371,681 metric tonnes in 1989. 

Imports of fisher-y products in 1988 equalled $117 million US 
and, in 1989, totalled $114.8 million. The majority of frozen salmon imports are sold to 
western style restaurants and, the salted salmon are usually served with rice gruel in 
breakfast at home. Other fish are sold both in supermarkets and at the local wet fish 
market, while live lobster is mainly supplied to seafood restaurants. The highest demand 
for seafood in this market is for high quality fishmeal for feed purposes. In 1989, Taiwan 
imported 360,000 tons of high quality white fishmeal to feed eel, shrimp, hogs and chickens. 
Currently, approximately 72 percent of imported white fishmeal comes from Finland. 

Tariff reductions have taken place in Taiwan over the last few 
years due to its trade liberalization policies. A new round of tariff cuts is expected in early 
1991. Tariff rates for fish and fish products range between 15-50 percent. There are import 
restrictions governing the importation of fishery products: an import permit is required, 
licensed by an authorized bank; importation is limited to commodities procured from areas 
other than districts infected with cholera; and imported goods will be taxed and released 
only after being approved by the port quarantine section of the Department of Health.

THAILAND 

Thailand' is one of the top ten countries in world fishery 
production. The catch is sufficent to meet domestic demand and to feed export-oriented 
industries. In fact, exports of fishery products are now ranked among the top five export 
items of the country. In 1989, Thailand exported frozen/preserved fish with a total value 
of approximately $60 million to Canada, of which 80 percent was canned tuna and the rest 
was both frozen and canned shrimp. 

'There is small volume of imports of smoked and chilled salmon 
into Thailand, primarily for institutions such as first-class hotels and restaurants. All 
foods imported into Thailand require approval from the Thailand Food and Drug 
Administration. To comply vvith the rules and regulations, importers must comply with the 
following procedures: a) Apply to get an import permit for each product from the Thailand 
FDA which normally takes 60 days; b) The product must be registered with the Thailand 
FDA by sending samples to the Department of Medical Science for testing. After that, 
importers must submit to the Thailand Food and Drug Administration for final approval 
the results of the testing report along with a sample label which contains: I) type of 
product II) country of origin/name of manufacturer, III) name of distributor, IV) volume 
and content of product. Approval normally takes approximately 60 days.

TRINIDAD AND TOBAGO 

Trinidad •  and Tobago are comprised of islands of an 
archipelago, thus they possess an exclusive economic zone (EEZ), the size and boundaries 
of which have still to be determined by international negotiation (all its neighbours are less 
than 200 nautical miles away). In order to tap the country's marine resources a higher level 
of capital investment in fishing vessels and equipment is required. 

The market for fish and fish products in Trinidad and Tobago 
has been dominated by Canadian products for many years. At certain times, Canada has 
controlled between 80-90 percent of the market in Trinidad and Tobago, and this continued 
up to the early 1980s. However, due to the downturn of the economy in Trinidad and 
Tobago; the increasing number of unemployed; devaluation of Trinidad-Tobago dollar in 
December 1985; introduction of form ECO (je permission to buy foreign exchange); the 
further devaluation of the Trinidad-Tobago dollar in August 88; and price increases in 
most products and services. In recent years the disposable incomes of consumers in 
Trinidad-Tobago have been greatly reduced. 

VVith the introduction of a 12 percent stamp tax and an 
increased purchase tax in the 1988 budget, the average consumer has had to be very careful 
with the little money he has available. Thus since 1982, there has been a movement towards 
consumption of less expensive food products. VVith salted fish selling above Trinidad-
Tobago $12.00-15.00 per lb presently, the buying public is now purchasing less expensive 
items such as chicken and pork instead. 

For years now, the National Fish Company Limited has been 
experimenting with shark as a species for salting, with some success. In addition, local fish 
wholesalers have carried out salting of other species with varying degrees of success. Such 
salted fish products have been appearing in local supermarkets. The manufacturers have 
formed an organization, the Salted Fish Producers Association of Trinidad and Tobago. 
The Industrial Development Corporation (IDC), which is a government statutory board 
responsible to the Ministry of Industry, Enterprise and Tourism, is now cooperating with 
the association with a view of developing the local salt fish industry. In addition, in June 
1988, salted fish and other fish products were placed on a negative list and, therefore, all 
importers are required to obtain an import licence. As a result of these circumstances, 
future Canadian exports to this market will be reduced. However, the International 
Monetary Fund agreement requires the Trinidad-Tobago government to remove all items 
from the negative list, and to replace them with increased tariffs. In the short-term, Canada 
will retain a share of the salted fish market and if the economy improves, there could be 
an increase in demand in the future. However, it will be a wait and see situation depending 
on the success of the local products.

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TURKEY 

Turkey's population is growing at an annual rate of 2.2 percent 
per year. Increasing population can create problems with respect to obtaining enough 
animal protein to ensure a well balanced diet. By developing the country's fisheries, part 
of the problem can be alleviated. Turkey is surrounded by sea on three sides and has a 
large network of inland waters. The fishery sector in Turkey still operates on a non-
industrial basis due to the shortage of capital and technical expertise. Total fisheries 
production •  in Turkey in 1988 is estimated at 676,000 tons by the Organization for 
Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD). In recent years, the government of 
Turkey has taken action in an attempt to liberalize the Turkish fishery sector. According 
to the OECD, the fishery sector recorded an annual growth rate of only 3.53 percent over 
the period 1984-1987, compared with a forecast rate of 7.7 percent in the 5th Five-Year 
Development Plan (1984-1989). 

Anchovy accounts for approximately 50 percent of the domestic 
Turkish fisheries production. In the domestic market, 90 percent of the catch is consumed 
either fresh or chilled. The most likely species for increasing Canadian exports to Turkey 
are crustaceans, namely lobster. Turkish importers of seafood usually pay with a letter of 
credit.

The doniéstic fishery in the United Kingdom produces two 
thirds of total consumption. In addition, the domestic fishery provides income and 
employment to a number of people in many local ports, especially in the south west and 
on the east coast. By the end of 1988, the United Kingdom had a total of 7,767 vessels in 
the domestic fishery fleet, with  2,334 of those vessels based in Scotland. hi the past; the 
domestic fishery has been. a6ersely.  affected by the extension of territorial waters by other . 	„ 
European nations, in addition to the , consequences which has been.created by overfishing 
in the area. 

Canadian exporters sold $110 million worth of fish, shellfish 
and products to the  United Kingdom in 1988. More than half of that ainount ($61 million) 
was canned salmon, and sockeye ,aCcounting for the major part of the total. Èànadian cod 
sales to the United Kingdom in .1988 were approximately $19 million. The - Major forMs 
were fillet and minced-blocks for further processing and skin-on fillet. The United Kingdom 
fish processing industry is véry dependant on imported cod, with Iceland, Norway and 
Denmark being the main suppliers. 

• • 
• . •There is also a market for frozen salmon, largely for use in the 

smoking trade, with some $5 -million of sales from Canada in 1988. However, this fish is 
facing groviing competition because of the increased availability of farmed fish frôni 
Nonvay and Scotland. By côntrast, there is a minimal market for Canadian smoked salmon 
because the duty levels are relatively high and there is a consumer preference .  for the 
locally smoked product. Frozen crab sales are significant ($7 million in 1988) and the 
Canadian trade in lobster was worth $6 million in 1988, with live sales reaching $4 million. 
The live lobster market is growing rapidly, albeit from a 'small -base.-  •  In addition, 
approximately $2.5 million worth of shrimp entered the United Kingdom from Canada in 
1988. The United Kingdom  is  the biggest market in the world for cooked and peeled 
shrimp, but product in this category faces a high duty, whereas product from certain other 
non EEC countries enjoy preferential terms of access.

The Canadian Consulate General in Atlanta is responsible for 
a territory which consists of Tennessee, North and South Carolina, Mississippi, Alabama, 
Florida, Georgia and the US territories of Puerto Rico and the US Virgin Islands. The 
territory has a population base of approximately 43 million people. Many parts of the 
territory are a popular vacation destination (Florida alone will attract over 38 million 
visitors this year) which adds to the potential market. A sophisticated and competitive 
distribution system is in place. 

All seven states and the territories enjoy a proximity to the 
Atlantic and Gulf fishing areas (one must include the Louisiana and Texas fisheries in this 
context, although not actually part of the post territory), (catfish farming and other fish 
aquaculture are multi-million dollar businesses). Mostly as a result of overfishing, some 
stocks (especially redfish) has been depleted. The situation has resulted in government 
intervention in the form of allocations and a strict overview of fishing methods. All 
northern species are sold both retail and foodservice. Much of the Canadian fish finds 
its way to the market through long-established channels, but a .strong new trend is being 
noticed toward shipments directly from Canada to the Southeastern US rather than via 
Boston, the traditional route.

New England is both the principal (or main) point of entry for 
Canadian seafood in the United States and the men. market. In addition, 50-60 percent 
of seafood business in the United States is done through Boston. Several trends are 
apparent in the seafood market in Boston. These include a striking increase in the 
importance of aquaculture; a growing acceptance among American consumers of Alaska 
pollock and other moderately-priced groundfish products from Latin America; and a 
relatively modest profile of seafood analogs. There has been the appearance lately of new 
farmed species including shrimp, freshwater salmon and crayfish. At the same time there 
has been increased production and better promotion of more established products such as 
oysters and mussels. These trends may reflect not only the increasing sophistication of 
American seafood consumers and the demand for greater menu variety, but also concerns 
among buyers about long term environmental issues.

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CHICAGO 

Fish consumption in the United States is usually limited to the 
species indigenous to a particular region, but because Chicago can easily receive fish 
products from all parts of the world (O'Hare International Airport is #1 for direct flights), 
the midwest enjoys the greatest/broadest "variety" of ocean, native, freshwater and farm 
raised products in the country. Because fresh fish, which is in great demand, can be 
transported quickly and easily to other midwestern states (a population base of 47 million), 
it is little wonder that Chicago has been deemed the "Seafood Capital of the Nation". 

Chicago is very receptive to Canadian fish products. Every 
species available to us from Canada is already being purchased and marketed in the 
midwest. Accordingly, the Chicago fish community reports that speed is of the essence in 
ensuring choice goods; even the remotest suppliers can replenish inventories in less than 
a day, and any Canadian who cannot compete on those terms will be at a definite 
disadvantage here. It is also worth noting that a "good old boy" attitude toward Canadian 
fish suppliers exists here; Canadians are perceived as great, fair-minded people with 
quality products. Through the Consulate, interested fish sellers can easily make contacts 
with appropriate buyers. 

Recent meetings with well established middlemen (including a 
frozen fish distributor, a specialty seafoods distributor, and a broker for fresh and frozen 
fish), disclosed the fact that the overall sales of Canadian fish products are hampered 
mostly by supply, not demand or price. This was confirmed during a meeting with the 
world's largest wholesaler of fresh fish, The Chicago Fish House, when the Executive Vice 
President said they alone v could buy eveiything that Canada produces. Conflicting 
viewpoints emerge on fresh vs. frozen products. Major brokers and distributors for frozen 
argue that frozen products generate more volume due to their popularity in supermarkets 
and institutions. Representatives of the fresh products impart just the opposite. Despite 
this, the consensus of opinion remains the same: seafood consumption has increased 
dramatically in recent years and the industry as a whole is projecting sales increases of 5% 
per year over the next 3-6 years. 

Foodservice (hotels, restaurants, schools, hospitals, etc.) demand 
for high quality seafood is increasing. Alone, Chicago Fish House ships 35 million lbs of 
seafood a year to hotels, • supermarkets, clubs, restaurants, and other wholesalers in 38 
states as well as to several foreign countries. Volume products include cod, shrimp, salmon 
and even surimi which is fast becoming a product in and of itself. The age of hypermarkets 
is in full swing in the midwest and the demand at retail is also increasing.

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An increasing amount of fish and seafood in the midwest is 
being raised through aquaculture. In the near future, it is anticipated that most of the fish 
and seafood consumed will be just as much a domestic farm product as our other primary 
protein sources (chicken, beef, pork). Aquaculture's popularity stems from a variety of 
factors: continuity of supply (a year round rather than seasonal alternatives to depletingthe 
natural resources while satisfying protein needs of the population); consumer confidence 
in "quality" generated from local, pollution free waters; and controlled production resulting 
in stabilized prices.  With  continued improvements in technology and delivery systems, 
Chicago's wholesalers will not only be able to routinely distribute familiar species such as 
tuna and trout, but impressive ones such as hoki, high brow snapper, orange roughy, 
leather jacket, painted sweetlips and dozens of other unusual varieties. Opportunities exist 
in thie territory for a wide variety of species. 

In a 12-state territory centered around Chicago (the 
transportation hub of the nation) about 200 operations exist with significant additions 
forecasted. Presently, 8 percent of the fish consumed in the United States is the product 
of aquaculture. Per capita seafood consumption now stands at 15.9 lbs per year, up almost 
a full pound from 1988. In less than 10 years that figure is expected to rise to a substantial 
20 lbs per year if current trends in consumption continue. 

According to local sources, the need to capitalize on "who we 
are and what we stand for" is our greatest challenge. It is a well luiown fact in the local 
trade arena that Canada has stringent inspection rules and that those standards are 
enforced to the letter of the law. Unfortunately, this "integrity" factor never reaches the 
ultimate consumer. Point of origin and quality assurance are ignored in the promotion, 
marketing and merchandising of Canadian fish. It has been suggested that stickers 
denoting "quality" (perhaps red maple leafs) and identification tags prominently displayed 
on all fish types, all packaging (master cartons and individual pieces), and all promotional 
material endorsing "inspected and passed by...." and "product of Canada" would formalize 
a favourable climate for creating consumer awareness, enhancing acceptance, fostering 
demand and generating ultimate consumer sales. In general, all the above comments 
provide a clear message to Canadian seafood exporters, "Chicago offers great opportunities 
for Canadian fish suppliers".

DALLAS 

The Canadian Consulate General in Dallas is responsible for 
the territory which includes Arkansas, Kansas, Louisiana, New Mexico, Oklahoma and 
Texas. Texas is the second largest state in the U.S., by area, and ranks third in population, 
after California and New York. Texas has a long border with Mexico and a long coastline 
on the Gulf of Mexico. Texas is considered a wealthy state with a population of 17 million, 
approximately one half of all Texans are distributed into the following four major 
metropolitan areas: Houston (3.2 million), Dallas (2.5 million), San Antonio (1.3 million) 
and Fort Worth (1.2 million). 

It has been estimated that one-half of the retail food business 
in Texas is split amongst six supermarket chains: H.E. Butts, Kroger, Furrs, Tom Thumb, 
VVinn Dixie and Albertsons. As well, there are a number of other smaller grocery chains 
that have significant volumes of retail food sales. These smaller chains do not necessarily 
have stores located throughout the state, but are usually located in certain specific regions 
of the state. Although Texas is considered to be a consumer of meat and poultry, there is 
a definite market for the seafood industry. All of the above mentioned supermarket chains 
carry a wide array of seafood (fresh, frozen and canned). The seafood is impo rted from 
Louisiana, California and Massachusetts (mainly Boston). 

At the wholesale level of the food market, the following 
distributors are felt to have the biggest percentage of shares of the Texas market: HEB, 
Sysco, Grocers Supply, Flemmings, Southland Foods and Scrivner. While wanting to export 
to this post territory, it is highly recommendable for the Canadian seafood producers and 
manufacturers to find a broker and/or a distributor and/or wholesaler. The Canadian 
Consulate General in Dallas is actively pursuing market opportunities and activities which 
could help the Canadian seafood industry, and there is definite market potential. 

Louisiana is one of the south central states with a population 
of approximately 4.7 million. The state is composed of major cities such as New Orleans, 
Baton Rouge, Lafayette, Shreveport, Monroe and Alexandria. The mainstays of Louisiana's 
economy are agriculture, oil and gas and the seafood industry. Louisiana produces 99 
percent of the cravvfish (or little lobster) in the world, and it represents a $50 million a 
year industry for the state. Louisiana's warm gulf waters and fertile estuarine systems are 
home to more than 100 commercially valuable seafood species, a variety unmatched 
anywhere else in the nation. Louisiana is also the nation's second largest seafood producer, 
with 1.2 billion pounds landed in 1989, for a dockside value of more than $272 million. 
Louisiana's commercial seafood industry has an economic impact of $2 billion of the states 
economy, employing more than 55,000 people in harvesting, processing, wholesaling and 
distribution. There are more than 500 companies involved in processing and wholesaling 
seafood in the state, handling primary and value-added processing of shrimp, crabmeat, 
crawfish, oysters and  all  species of finfish.

The population of Michigan is approximately 9.3 million people,

is 12 grams per person per day. The total commercial catch fishery  market size in 
Michigan is estimated at 89 million pounds. The Canadian fishery exports a wide variety 
of fish species to the Michigan marketplace, however, only a few of these species represent 
significant volumes. Canadian fishery exports to Michigan are the equivalent of 12.8 
million lbs, therefore, the Canadian fishery represents a market share of approximately 
14.4 percent of all consumption of commercial caught fish in Michigan:

The U.S. Upper Midwest market size for seafood is estimated 
at over $800 million US. This represents a higher than expected rate of consumption due 
to highly innovative merchandising efforts at the retail level. U.S. national organizations 
(F.M.I., N.S.M.I.) indicate this market is 2-3 years ahead of the rest of the US in 
marketing, inspection, quality control, transportation, merchandising, presentation and 
advertising. Currently, the market division is: 60 percent of fish and seafood is sold in 
retail stores; and 40 percent in the restaurant/foodservice trade. The major growth 
potential is in the retail sector, with future large increases possible if there are innovations 
in packaging, quality control and product formulation (eg. boneless fillets, further 
processing) to give the customer a more appealing product. Current sales at the retail level 
are approximately 50 percent frozen and 50 percent fresh. 

The domestic fishery consists mainly of walleye (200,000 lbs of 
the 300,000 lbs sold in the Minneapolis/St. Paul market last year were domestic in source). 
There is continuous strong demand for walleye, and demands that more be made available 
from Canadian sources. There are also small quantities of farmed freshwater salmon and 
trout being raised locally. The most popular species are as follows: salmon (steaks more 
than fillets), cod fillets, walleye fillets, orange roughy, pollock, catfish, swordfish, shark, 
shrimp, clams, scallops and lobster.

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The Fulton Fish Market is the most important fish market in
the New York area. The Fulton Fish Market is a wholesale seafood market with 70
wholesalers. It is located on South Street in lower Manhatten. Open from 4 to 8 a.m., it
sells mainly to day distributors who arrive at 4 a.m., buy their required products through
selective shopping, load on to trucks, and usually start their deliveries by 6 or 7 a.m.

The market was originally a direct-delivery dock for local fish
boats. Later there was a live holding complex that kept fish in nets in the river beside the
market, but pollution has stopped any live holding of fish. Further, boat delivery has
ceased because of present-day commercial water travel logistics and all products are now
brought in by truck. The market has been in general decline in terms of volume, quality
and general demand for some years now. Discussion is underway to build a new and more
acceptable facility in a better location.

The Pacific Northwest annually produces approximately 2.9 
billion pounds of seafood, valued at 1.6 billion dollars, or 40 percent of the commercial 
harvest of seafood products in the United States. A wide variety of seafood is produced 
which includes pollock (1.2 billion pounds), salmon (500 million pounds), cod (270 million 
pounds), crab (210 million pounds), flounder (135 million pounds), herring (130 million 
pounds) and rockfish (125 million pounds). While a large volume of seafood is harvested 
in the Pacific Northwest, there still exists pocket opportunities in this market for Canadian 
exporters. 

This market consumes $300 million worth of seafood annually. 
There may be considerable commerce from other countries consumed in this region that 
is unreported, and some of the commerce reported as being exported to this region is 
"passed through", the Pacific Northwest is directly responsible for imports of seafood in the 
amount of $190 million. Of that amount, Canadian exports account for 48 percent. Unlike 
other regions of the U.S., where there are significant volumes of dried or salted fish 
consumed, this market is primarily a fresh or fresh frozen market. A fair amount of 
smoked product is consumed; however, there is an abundant supply of smoked product 
from numerous local smokers. Canadian producers have found and will continue to find 
the Pacific Northwest a good market for farmed salmon, shrimp, scallops, lobster and 
mussels. Product distribution is performed through processors with wholesale operations, 
brokers (mostly for canned product) and wholesalers. Although there are several hundred 
seafood wholesalers serving this market, several of the key wholesalers are listed below.

The Mid-Atlantic tier of the United States consists of eastern
Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland, Virginia and the District of Columbia. The area
includes three key regional markets: the Delaware Valley (Philadelphia-Wilmington), the
BaItimore-Washington.. corridor and Richmond-Norfolk. Commercially developed and
affluent, the Mid-Atlantic represents some 6 percent (16 million) of the U.S. population,
but'a full 9 percent ($350 billion) of American personal disposable income. In 1989, the
average income„per household in the greater Washington area (17 cities and counties in
northern Virginia, suburban Maryland and the District of Columbia) exceeded -$52,000,
compared to the U.S. average at slightly over $35,000 per household.

The _ region . is _ expected to ' grow into the 21st century as
household incomes increase together with consumer demand for seafood (particularly
shrimp and salmon in this;area). Consumption of most fresh seafood as well as frozen
specialty productswill increase, with demand for canned seafood products declining. The

`- long-term trend toward nutritional and health foods should provide Canadian seafood
suppliers an opportunity to increase their share of this market.

Although Boston and New York remain the major distribution
, centers for seafood sold into the Mid-Atlantic states, the proximity of the Philadelphia and
Baltimore-Washington markets offers considerable potential business for Atlantic Canada
suppliers willing to take the time to visit with area wholesalers. This approach has paid
off handsomely for several Canadian. processors recently.

During recent market investigation trips, various seafood
organizations from. Canada have visited the Washington D.C. area and have all placed
orders as a result.,of visiting with distributors at the Maryland Wholesale Seafood Market
(the territory's : largest distribution center, serving five mid-Atlantic states). These
sales/market orientation trips allow Canadian suppliers to compare product, assess the
competition from domestic and other foreign suppliers and become familiar with regional
distribution practices. They provide an opportunity to establish credibility with the market
wholesalers, critical at this exploratory stage for forging solid working-relationships in the
future.

On market access, legislation currently before the United States
Congress, if enacted into law, would require mandatory inspections of all. fish products
including imported seafood. The cost of implementing the provisions of this bill and its
attendant seafood safety program is expected to , impact U.S. wholesale and retail
operations, resulting in higher costs for Canadian exporters selling into this and other
regional U.S. markets.

Zaire is a landlocked country except for the coastal ports of 
Banana and Borna.  Zaire has a population of over 32 million people. All varieties of fish 
consumed in Zaire come essentially from three fishing zones: the North Sea, off the coast 
of Namibia, and off the coast of Senegal. The largest source of supply is the area off the 
Namibian coast. Because of deficiencies in the collection of information on imports and 
Zaire's statistical collecting apparatus, the exact varieties of fish imported are not clearly 
distinguishable. In regard to country of origin, the main exporting countries to Zaire are 
Norway, Belgium, South Africa, Angola, the U.S.S.R. and Portugal. South Africa ranks first 
in export volume, followed by the Soviet Union. The main varieties of seafood imported in 
Zaire in 1988 were: dead fish, not gutted 1,649 tonnes, and salted, dried and smoked fish 
3,144 tonnes.
