The impartiality of the|,

oning their homes and seeking houses at a

perts do not believe that such a quantity of

BARCELONA’S EXPLOSION.

a Bomb Into the Liceo
Theatre.

Special Powers COﬁferred on the Police
to Pursue the Parties
aneerned.

BaArcELONA, Nov. 9.—A dynamite bomb
thrown by anarchists into the midstof a
crowded theatre is the latest outrage and
dissster in Spain. The Liceo theatre, a
& magnificent  building, the largest of its
kind in Europe, was flled Tuesday nigh

ated to have numbered 4,000, and the opera
of *William Tell ¥ was being given. The
second act had just commenced when two
bombs were thrown either from the fourth
or fifth gallery iuto the midst of the stalls.
One exploded with a detonation which
shook the building to its foundation and
scattered death and destrnction on every

side. The second bomb fell into the lap of
a lady and rolled thence harmlessly to the

oor.

A scene of confusion and terror followed.
The audience rose to its feet in a panic,

falling plaster. Broken glass, falling on the
panic stricken audience, added to the num-

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MR. BOWELL'S MISSION.

We see by late Australian papers that
Hon. Mr. Mackenzie Bowell has been
warmly welcomed in Auatralia. Our fel-
low-subjects at the Antipodes are evidently
disposed to trade as freely with Canada as
circumstances will permit. But the ocir-
cumstances are not very favorable. The Can-
adian Minister of Customs has to deal with
a8 many Governments as there are colonies
in Australia. Each of these governments
has its own trade policy, and each is, in
matters of trade, jealous of all the others.
Australia is to-day in pretty much the same
condition as regards trade and commerce as
British America was thirty years ago. A
Minister from another colony would than
have found it a very difficult task to make
satisfactory trade arrangements with five
different provinces, each having its own
tariff and its own trade interests.

If Australia were, as it onght to be, a con-
federation having a national policy and a
single tariff, Mr. Bowell would find his task
a comparatively easy one, and there might
be good hopes of his coming to an arrange-
ment with. the Australian Dominion favor-
able to both it and the Dominion of Canada.
But as things are we fear that what with
Provincial jealousies and conflicting trade
interests, he will not be able to effect much
that will be of benefit to either country.
But we are sure that what can be done will
be done.

The Australians themselves see the diffi-
culty quite clearly, as may be seen by the
following extract from the Sydney Morning
Herald : :

He (Mr. Bowell) will find a cordial
desire everywhere to extend our trade
in any direction in which an opening
may be found, and & particular
leaning in the - direction of those who
are not onmly our kith and kin, but our
fellow-subjects under the ligmmi old flag on
the other side of the Pacific. It is satisfac-
tory to find that he pins his faith chiefly to
the possibilities of promoting interchange of
commodities in a purely commercial way,
and that he is not over sanguine about re-
moving the fiscal difficulties that seem such
a barrier tothenew trade. Wehaveneveryet,
among ourselves, been able to take one step
successfully in the direction of reciprocity
in our fiscal arrangements. And though
Canada appesrs to be contemplating the
friendly step of modifying her tariff to favor
Australian trade, it is to be feared that the
prospeots of the Australian colonies coming,
to an agreement; for the purpose of returnin
the concession are remote. Staunch an
consistent protectionist as Mr. Mackenzie
Bowell is, he will perhaps be a little dis
tressed to find that protection-run-mad in
Australia has surrounded each of our little
communities with such chevauz-de frise that
we almoet vainly try to shake hands over
the tence, and that our development of the
policy of protection will prove such
a barrier to our joining hands with
Canada. Of course we hope for all that is
m the coming time ; but short of such

al union as they have in Canada, our
prospects of any community of action in
giving or taking fiscal favors are not great
for many years to come, Notwithstanding
all our efforts; however, after artificial com-
mercial isolgtion; the visit of the Canadian
Minister of Trade and Commerce may be
productive of great good. He will find a
cordial welcome everywhere, for it would
seem as if the more the iron of commercial
restriction has entered into the soul of the
colonies, the more do we long to breathe the
air of freedom, and this mission from
Canads, inviting us to'.interchange our
goods, is like a whiff of fresh cool air from
across the Pacific.

Let us hope that, in spite of every obsta-
cle and every difficulty, Australians and
Canadians will be able to shake hands over
the fence and that their attempt to do so
may have no inconsiderable effect in remov-
ing the fence altogether, and with it all the
other lit'le fences, There is reason to be-
lieve that Australians find their divided con--
dition a very great inconvenience and an ob-
stacle to their progress and their prosperity.
Perhaps the difficulty they find in separately
dealing with Canada in the matter of re-
ciprocal trade and with respect to a British
ocean cable, will be the last straw that will
break the back of -opposition to confedera-
tion in Australia. If this turnsout to be
the gase, Australians will have good reason,
gratefully and joyfully, to remember the
visit of the Canadian delegates.to their
shores. .

LABOUCHERE’S LAST CAPRICE.

Mr. Labouchere appears determined to

keep up his reputation as the leading crank
of the kingdom. He has taken it into his
head to take the part of that bloodthirsty
savage Lobenguln against the South African
Company and the white settlers in Mashona-
land. Why he should ‘do so must pass the
comprehension of all Englishmen who pos-
Sess common sense. and average in-
telligence. The threadbare plea in favor
of savage aborigines generally cannot
be set up for the Metabele, They
are not the original possessors of the
soil. They have not lived on it and derived
their sustenance from it from time immemo-
rial. They are themselves usurpers. It is not
yet fifty years since they overran the country,
treating the real owners of the soil, the
Mashonas, with horrible cruelty. They
have since exercised a kind of sovereignty
over it, but only to oppress and murder and
rob she native race. If killing and enslav-
ing the inhabitants of a country give a
foreign invader.a title to it, then Lobengula
is the lawful owner of Mashonaland. He
exercises authority over it by right of brute
force exercised in the  most barbarous
fashion against the will of its inhabitants.
Lobengula has been the scourge of Mashona-
land, and it may be that this is why he has
with him the sympathies of Mr. Labouachere.
The British appear in the country as the
protectors of its oppressed inhabitants, and
it is_because they refuse ' to_scknowledge
Lobengnla’s claim to the ownership of the
people as well as of the land, that he has
taken up arms.against the Company and
those who are under the Company’s protec-
tion.
The fact that Lobengula is almost as
much a foreigner in Mashonaland as the
white miners and herdsmen who have set-
tled in the country appears to be lost sight
of by those who write and speak against the
occupation of Mashonaland by the British.
If the unfortunate native inhabitants of the
country — the real aborigines—were free
to choose between the Metabele and ‘the
British, there can be no doubt that they
would hail the white men as their preser-
vers. - From what we have read of the way
in which the Mashonas are treated by Lo-
bengula and his impis, we believe it is as
much the duty of the South African Com-
pany, now that it is in the country, to
rescue the defenceless Mashonas from the
clutch of Lobengula, as it would be that of a
civilized hunter to save a human being
whom a wild beast had seized, from being
torn to pieces. It is within the power '6f
the Company to put a stop to the ravages of
the Metabele in Mashonaland, and they
ought to exercise that power without a
soruple. Freed from the tyranny of the
Metabele, the Mashonas would be happy,
and their land under British rale would
soon be a hive of industry.

WOMAN SUFFRAGE. a

The New Zealand Legislature. has. passed
an act making womsan suffrage the lawoof
the land. There séem to be fio restrictiots
or qualifications in the law. Everywherg in
the statute that the word voter or elestor
oceurs, woman as well as man, female as
well as male, is signified. In that colony,
therefore, women are placed politically upon
the same footing as men. They do not now
labor under any political disabilities. Every
woman who poesesses the voter’s qualifica-
tion may have her name placed on the
voters’ list, and it is her privilege and her
duty to vote for the lawmakers of the coun-
try. It is said, too, cthat the ladies appre-
ciate the privilege, for shortly after the
passage of the Act no fewer than 11,000 lady
electors in Auckland had their names placed
on the register.

The enfranchisement of the women may,
and probably will, effect a great change in
the politics of New Zealand. If all the
women qualified take advantage of .the
power given them by the new law the num-
ber of voters will be nearly doubled. The
population of New Zealand consists of 345,-
146 males and 305,287 females, and it is be-
lieved in Sydney, N.S.W., that the female

proportion of votes,

Woman suffrage will have a fair trial in
New Zealand. _The community is a highly
intelligent one. The women of that colony
are as well qualified to exercise political
power as any women in the world.
In Great Britain, and, perhaps, in
the United States, there are a few
gifted women who are better qualified to
take a part in the management and direc-
tion of the political affairs of the nation than
any that are to be found in New Zealand;
but, taken as a whole, the standard of
female intelligence is far higher in New Zea-
land than it is in the Mother Country.

The effects of the extension of the suffrage
to the women of New Zealand will be care-
fully noted by political students in every
part of the world. ¥t will be interesting to
watch whethey the predictions of the oppon-
ents of female suffrage will be verified in
that colony., Will the New Zealand women'
become unsexed? Will they grow coarse
and mannish ? Will they become so absorbed
in politics as to neglect their domestic
duties? . Will their conduct as voters prove
that home, and nowhere else, is the proper
sphere of woman. We were going to pro-
phesy, but we refrain. 2

Then another question of great interest
crops up whenever the subject of Wwoman-
hood suffrage is considered. It js this:
Does not the power to vote imply or in-
volve the power to hold those offices to
which persons are chosen by the votes of
their fellow citizens. Where womanhood
suffrage obtains, are not women competent
to become the representatives of the people
and to enjoy all the privileges’ andite exei-
cise all the ‘powers ‘that repregentagives of
the people enjoy and ‘exercise? Are not
women in New Zealand now competent to
become members of the Legislature and to
occupy seats in the Cabinet ? Cannot Mrs.
Smith of, say, Auckland, aspire to become
the Hon. Mrs. Smith and even Prime Minis-
ter Smith ? - Extending the suffrage to women
in New Zealand opens a very wide field.
As the Legislature of that colony has said
*“‘A,” must it not in consistency say ¢ B,”
and **C” and “ D" and all the rest of the
political alphabet? = We must confess that
we do not see where it can logically begin to
place distinctions between the political
pawers and privileges and competencies of
men and women. [t has declared them to
be politically. -equal, and it must not shirk
any of the consequences of that declaration. 1

A RIFT IN THE CLOUDS..

The general effects of the repeal of the
Sherman law are already visible in the
United States. It was not to be expected
that the depression, with all the effects it
had produced, would disappear as if by a
miracle as soon as the President had signed
the Repeal bill ; but those whe favored it
might reasonably look for a return of con-
fidence and a beginning of improvement in
business. This is what has evidently taken
place. The banks that were orippled by
the stringency have not recovered at a
bound, nor have -all the factories that
were shut down during the hard times
opened their doors again. The men who
bave lost through the inability of their
debtors to pay them have not yet got their
money back again, or are able to carry on
their business on the scale they did before
the crisis came on. This is not what some
seem to  have expected, and they are, of
course, disappointed. It is not in the nature
of things that any measure that the wit of
man could devise would in a week or two
repair the mischief thatit had taken months |
to do, But the dawn of a better time is
clearly visible. Confidence is to a very con-
siderable extent restored. Capitalists and
financial institutions no longer hold their
money with a frantic grasp. They have
opened their moneybags and have sent a good
deal of oash into circulation, and are ready
to send more as soon as good opportunities
offer. . As a consequence, we hear of factories
resuming operations in many places, and of
others that are preparing to do so in a fow
days. Buyers are making their appearance
in the markets and are purchasing freely,
and sellers are no longer afraid to sell
Money has ceased to be extraordinarily tight.
The wheels of business have been started
again, and they, before very long, may be
expected to hum,

already see that they were too easily scared,
that the situation in May did nat,warrant

To the reporter’s surprise, no
doubt, he was informed that the whole thing
was a fabrication. These are the words in
which the Archbishop’s denial is .couched :

The despatch dated Ottawa, November

' THE DEMOCRATIC TARIFF:

Revenue Requirements Will Be Closely
Adhered to—Some. of Its Ex-
pected Features.

Reductions on Tinplate and Chinaware
+Iron Will Canse Some Trouble
—An Income Tax.

WasHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 10.—Ten days
or a fortnight will probably see the new
Democratic tariff bill given to the public.
Thg Democratic members of the Ways and
Means committee have not yet made their
final revision of any of the schedules ; buta
number of them are decided upon for all
practical purposes, and will not be changed
except in minor details. The policy of a
revenue tariff will be pretty closely adhered
to in dealing with raw materials and par-
tially manufactured goods, and considerable
cuts will be made on finished products. The
Democratic members decided at the outset
that they would accept the declaration of
the Chicago platform regarding the legisla-
tion of the last Congress as their rule of
action. That platform declares that the
party l;xdohl;u the eﬂ'igol;; made by the Den;o-
crats of -the present gress to modify ita
most oppressive features in the direction of
free raw material and cheaper manufactured
g;iodl than enter into general consumption,

ere .are reasons for saying, therefore,
that the Democratic members, under
this provision, will embody in the bill
substantially all the *pony” tariff bills,
which passed the House in the fifty-second
Congress, providing for free wool and re-
duced duties on woollen goods, free silver
ores, reduced duties on tin plates, free cot-
ton bagging and free tin. -‘The wool schedule
may be slightly modified in the definitions
of goods, but it is believed that the duties
will remain substantially the same, the
maximum being 40 per cent. and the ad

rates below that figure being gener-
ally reduced 5 per cent.

%ha provision regarding silver lead ores
will be substantially that enacted by the
fifty-second Congress, that lead ore shall
pay one and one-half cents per pound, but
that ores in which the value of the silver is
greater than that of the lead shall be consid-
ered silver ores and be exempt from duty.
The duty on tin plate is likely to:be re-
duced two and two-tenths cents to one cent.
per pound from the present, with perhaps
its removal after a few years to the free list.
The bills which passed the House in the last
Congress regarding cottoa bagging and bind-
ing twine made both absolutely free of duty,
but there has been some opposition to those
provisions on the ground that they were not
in harmony with other parts of the tariff,
and a moderate duty may be retained.
Block tin will probably be made free of duty
a8 was unanimonsly voted by the Ways and
Means committee in the last Congress at the
demand of the tin plate manufacturers.

+ The chinaware schedules will probably be
reduced 10 per cent. on the existing 60 per
cent. and 55 per cent. The McKinley bill
restored the duty on coverings, which are a
large element in the covers of chinaware,
and pracfleally made the increase in duty
much greater than the a nt change in
the ad valorem rate. ' The silk interests
may not suffer. much of a cut and the
duties may, it ia thought, be left at 50

_cent., a8 under the existing law. The
mmhedulawiﬁ it is believed, give the
committee a deal of trouble, becanse
of the conflict of interests between the New
England members who desire free iron ore
snd free coal, and the members from North-
ern Alabama and Eastern Tennessee, who
desire the retention of the duty. The
threatened deficiency in the revenue will be
met by a new tax if some  of
the Domocratic members of the House
who are m':ging the pragol,ition. are to be
believed. The pressure has been strong to
impose a moderate tax on incomes above
twenty-five hundred dollars, in preference
to putting the duties back on tea, coffee, or
sugar. Mr. Tom. Johnson, of Ohio, has
protested very earnestly against restorin,
the sugar duty, and has had the support o
other Western members in preferring ‘a
moderate income tax to a renewal of the
custom duties on the necessaries of life.
The exact rate of the income tax has not
yet been determined, but it will apply
to all incomes above the amount named,
with' ocertain  allowances for house
rent and for losses through fire or other
causes. It is calculated that an immense
revenue can be derived from s very small
tax upon the incomes earned by professional
and business men vhroughout the country,
and this will egn&lizs the disproportionate
burden im upon the poor by some of
the tariff duties. The adoption of the in-
come ' tax will practically settle the ques-
tion of an increase in the internal revenue
taxes on whiskey, beer and tobacco, which
are likely to be left untouched.

EXPECTED LYNCHING.

LoursviLLE, Ky., Nov. 10.—There was a
clash between the whites and blacks at
Birdstown st 5 o’clock this afternoon. At
the afternoon seseion of the Criminal
court, some evidence favorable to Evans,
the megro charged with criminal
assault, was introduced. When the court
adjourned a large number of negroes gath-
ered in front of the court house and cheered
the negro as the soldiers and court officers
escorted him to the jail. Deputy ~Sheriff
Lillis ordered the demonstration stopped,
and made » rush on the crowd, knocking
down Leroy Wickliffe with a club.
A large npumber of white citizens
ran up and the negroes opened fire on them.
No one was wounded. The enraged whites
then charged on the negroes, and several of
the latter were severely injured with clubs
and stones, Wickliff was placed in jail
It is thought he will die. Excitement is at
fever heat, and a lynching or-two is ex-
pected at any moment. It is almost cer-
tain that Evans will be lynched, despite
the troops.

HAWAII FREE TO ACT.

Seeretary Gresham Says the Treaty
Shail Not Again Be Seut to
the Nenate.

He Declares That the U. S. Marines
and Minister Stevens Over-
stepped Their Duties.

WasHINgTON, D.C., Nov. 10.—In a re-
port to the President, dated October 18,
made public to day, Secretary Gresham,
after reviewing the history of the Hawaiian
revolution, declared that the treaty should
not again be sent to the Senate. He says
in his dispatch to Mr. Foster, of Janoary
18, describing the revolution, that ‘¢ Mr.
Stevens,— the committee of public safety
having taken possession of the Government
buildings, archives and treasury, and in-
stalled the Provisional Government at the
head of the respective departments—
promptly recognised the Provisional Govern-
ment  as the de facto government
of the Hawaiian Islands.” In Secre-
tary Foster's communication of February
15th, to the President, laying hefore him
the treaty of annexation, with a view to ob-
taining advice and consent of thé Sen-
ate, he says: ‘At the time the provincial
government took possession of the govern-
ment buildings, no troops or officers of the
United States were present or took any part
whatever in the proceedings. No public
recognition was accorded to the provisional
government by the United States minister
until after the Queen’s abdication, and when
they were in effective possession of the gov-
ernment buildings, the archives, the trea-
sury, the barracks, the police station and
all the political machinery of the govern-
ment.” Similar language is found inan
official letter addressed to Secretary Foster
on February 3, by the special commissioner
sent to Washington by the provisional gov-
ernment to negotiate a treaty of . annexa-
tion. ]

These statements are at variance with the
evidence, documentary and oral, contained
in the report. They are contradicted by
letters by President Dole and other annexa-
tionists, and by Mr. Stevens’ own verbal
admissions to Mr. Blount. The Provisional
Government was recognized when it had
little other than a paper existence, and when
the legitimate Government was in full g:-
session and control of the palace and -
racks and the police station. Mr. Stevens’
well-known hostility and the -threatening
presence of the force landed by
the Boston were all that could
have then. excited serious apprehension
in the minds of the Queen, her officers and
loyal lnlpporteu. It is fair to say that Sec-
retary Foster’s statements were based upon
information which he had received from
Mr. Stevens and the special commissioners;
but I am unable to see that they were de-
ceived. The troops were landed, not to pro-

stitutional and fraudulent and are not in
favor of repealing the McKinley act.

LOBENGULA’S CAPITAL.

1t Was Abandoned a Week Before

The King Disheartened by His De
feats Abandons Every-
thing.

Care TowN, Nov. 10.—Dispatches from
Dr. Jameson have been received at Vie-
toria. - They confirm the report that Bulu-
wayo, Lobengula’s capital, was captured by
the forces of the chartered company. The
columnns which took the town were
commanded by Dr. Jameson and Major
Forbes. They had several - gkirmishies
with the-Matabeles before . the critieal bat-
tle.  When about ten miles from Buluwayo
on November 1, they were harassed consid-
erably by Lobengula’s warriors. Several
attempts were made to surround the col-
umns. At noon, Dr. Jameson and Major
Forbesdecided to'make a battle, and formed
their troops in a lasger. The Matabeles,
7,000 strong, accepted the challenge, They
attacked furiously, but were held ata safe
distance by the Maxim guns.

The fight lasted an hour, during which
time the Matabeles kept a steady, but in-
effective rifle fire. They then fled in dis-
order, as mounted men weresent in pursuit,
but were soon recalled, as they were unable
to do much execution. The Matabeles left
1,000 dead and wounded on the field. The
forces of the chartered company lost three
killed and seven wounded, all by rifle shots.
During the same afternoon the columns ad-
vanced some distanse' towards Baluwayo,
and then went Eintlo laager. The nighlt;
passed quietly. Early in the morning of
Novem&er 2 the columns resumed the ad-
vance with great caution, but no Matabeles
appeared.

The Provisional government
was established by the action of the Ameri-
can minister and the presence of the troops
landed from the Boston, and its contvinued
existence is due to the belief of the Hawaii-
ans that, if they made any effort to pver-
throw it, they would encounter the armed
forces of the United-States. The earnest
appeals to the American minister for mili-
tary protection by the officers of the Pro-
vigional government, after it had been re-
cognized, shows the ntter absurdity of the
olaim that it was established by a success-
ful revolution of the people of the lsland
These appeals were a confession by the
men who made them of their weakness and
timidity.

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HARD LINES,

We were pained to hear of the dismissal
of Captain Arthur, late of the Warrimoo.
His pleasant manner and his desire to ac-
commodate all who had business to
do with the ship, gained ~for him
a high place in the esteem of
every one with whom he came in contact
in"Victoria. Rumor says that the cause of
his dismissal was the unpleasantness which
followed the refusal to land Victoria
freight on the Victoria wharf. If this is
the case, he has been very hardly dealt with,
for no one here believes that Captain Arthur
was to blame in that matter. On the con-
trary, the general belief is that if he had
been allowed to ‘do what he believed to be
right, the freight intended for this port
would have been landed here in good time,
and there would have been no indignant
protests from either shippers or citizens who
considered it their duty to contend for the
rights of Victoria. If, as we hear, and
have some reason to believe, Captain
Arthur has been made a scapegoat for the
sins of others, not only has an injustice
been done him, but the service in which he
was engaged has  received an injury, no one
can yet tell howserious. He has the repu-
tation of being as skilful a navigator and as
judicious a master as can be found in the
merchant service of the Pacific to-day, and
he is, as many here can testify, courteous
and accommodating in his dealings with the
public. Such men are not easily found.

We must again express our belief that if he-

lost his ship on account of anything that
happened in Victoria, he is made to suffer
not for his own fault, but for the spiteful
meddlesomeness of others.

A NEGLEOTED CITY.

We are not surprised that Mr. J. A.
Curtis, of Sydney, New South Wales, was
amazed at the disreputable appéarance of
our streets. They are disreputable, They
are a constant source of annoyance, irrita-
tion and inconvenience to the citizens and a
disgrace to the city. They are, besides, an
outward and very visible sign of the incapa-
city and want of enterprise and public
spirit of the City Council. There can be no
possible excuse for permitting the streets to
fall into the condition in which they are,
and for allowing them to remain in that
condition. All that can be said about them
is that the city government is utterly in-
capable, having no regard for the conveni-
ence of the citizens and caring nothing for
the impression which the "dirty, slovenly,
ill-kept streets makes upon the travellers
‘who visit the city.

It'is not hard to see that the carelessness,
the apathy-and want of intelligence of the
City Council, are doing the oity an incaloul-
able amount ‘of harm. It is well known
that Victoria has many enemies who' are
loud-mouthed, watchful and persistent.
Whatever goes wrong in the city, those en-
emies are ready to publish an exaggerated
account of it to all the world, and they are
perpetually representing Victoria as a
sleepy, unenterprising, unprogressive place;
and it must be confessed the appearance of
its streets and drains leads the visisor to be-
lieve that what Victoria’s enemies and
$raducers say about her is perfectly true.

Every one is more or less ready to judge
by outward appearances. The great majority
of people who see a man dressed like a
tramp, and having the unkempt appearance
of a tramp, conclude that he is a
tramp,- having the habits and the vices
of a tramp. So the person who enters
a town whose streets are neglected and
where aights and smells offensive to the
senses meet him at almost every turn, is
apt.to conclude that it is in every respect as
unpleasant as it looks. -He is oertain to
speak of the bad impression that the ap-
pearance of the city has made upori him
wherever he goes, and 'in this_way the city
gets, -or will get, a bad reputation, which it

. is very far indeed from deserving. We say
now, what we ' have often said before, Vic-
toria iy naturally as beautiful a jcity as
there is on this continent, and it can be
easily made a very delightful city to live
in. Bat, if care is not taken, the stupidity
and sluggishness of those who are entrusted
with the ent of ite affairs will pre-
vent its inhabitants deriving any benefit
from its many natural attractions. A place
with not a tithe of its advantages, which

has an enlightened and active city govern-
ment, may be made more attractive and
may progress more rapidly. Victoria is
among towns, a beauty, but who cares for
a beauty whose garments are soiled and
whose face is dirty ?

They
exhorted the people not to elect notoriously
bad men to represent them, but to oppose
them with all their might regardless of party
ties and political antecedents. It is evi-
dent that their advice was taken in many
cases, and the plucky clergymen have now
the satisfaction of knowing that they have
not labored in vain.

The Tammany politicians were not wise
in their generation. It was a blunder,
from their own point of view, to force upon
the Democratic party candidates for whom
honest and self-respecting electors could not
vote. They might have known that honesty
‘and  decency have some influence still
both in New York city and in New York
state, and that it was not safe for them to
place on the Democratic ticket candidatesfor;
whom intelligent men, who were decent and
honest as well, could not vote. It is to be
hoped that they have learned that it is not
safe, even in their state, to elevate. scoun-
drels to high places becanse they are ‘scoun-
drels.

The election of McKinley, of tariff fame,
by a sweeping majority is a great victory
for the protectionists of the United States.
The issue in Ohio was the tariff issue pure
and simple. This is well known, and before
the election was admitted by both parties.
The battle was fought between a high pro-
tective tariff and a tariff for revenue, and
protection gained the day.

The Democrats will no doubteay that this
is an off year, and that the election was no
test, but that when the hard times are over
and the wounds of the disappointed office
seekers cease te smart, the Democrats will
fare better at the polls. Perhapsso. In
the meantime the Republicans will not fail
to make the most of their present viotory.

Commenting on the kindly way in which
old Liberals speak of Sir John Maocdonald,
the Hamilton Spectator says, undoubtedly
political controversy is made very much too
violent.” .This is no doubt true. But a
decided improvement ia visible. Of late
years the violence of party controversy has
greatly abated in Parliament, on the plat-
form, and in the press. It is now only the
controversialist who is sadly bebhind the
times, who speaks or writes of the oppo-
nents of his party as if they were the’ scum
of the earth, possessing not a single good
quality, moral or social, intellectual or
political. -~ The journalist who tries to
make the public believe. that the man who
does nos believe as he believes in matters
political has neither good sense nor
good morals, is far behind the ' time.
He retains the habits and uses the language
of a period that has happily gone by, be-
cause he has been too sleepy or too stupid
to see that the world has gone on and left
him behind, and because he has in his very
limited vocabulary no words to express his
feelings and his ideas except those which
have become, to a very great extemt, in
political controversy, at any rate, obsolete.
But this type of journalist is fast disappear-
ing. He is now seldom found except in out-
of-the-way places, and the time is not far
distant when he will be looked upon asa
curiosity rather than as a nuisance.

All the newspapers in this Dominion that
are in any degree influential discuss political
questions, if -not dispassionately, at
least without virulence. The caustio
and indecent  personalities which were
some years ago considered, if not
the ‘staple, at any rate a necessary concom-
itant of political discussion have disappeared
from the columns of those newspapers,
Public men are spoken of respectfully and
are, without distinotion of party, called by
their proper names snd titles. Courtesy to
-opponents is evidently now regarded as a
virtue, and some newspapers have departed
80 widely from the old well-beaten track as
to give a living political adversary oredit
for possessing intellectual force and political
integrity. We believe that the improvement
has only commenced and that the time is
not far distant when political ‘men and
political journals will treat each other as
.courteouslyand with asgreat a regard for the
amenities as gentlemen do when they meet
each other in society.

Carl Kieinschniidt and several others
have located a group of claims about fifteen
mileg from Nelson. There are ten or twelve
locations in the group, the assays from
which show gold, silver and copper. From
one of the locations, known as the British
Lion, the assay return was $48 in gold,
thirty-three ounces in silver, and twenty
per cent. copper. The lowest assays
showed thirteen per cent. in copper, two
vunces in silver and $9 in gold. These are
all surface assays.

For many years it has been known that
the bars along the Snake and lower
Columbia rivers contain an immense quan-
tity of flour-gold. Many and various have
been the schemes devised to recover this
gold, all more or less unsuccessful. Dhuring
the past season the stimulus to the search
for gold has resulted in an unusnal number
of these fine gold-saving machines. The
mining and Scientific Press refers to the latest
appliance as follows: A prospector named
Taylor, of Idaho, thinks he has solved the
flour-gold problem; so vexatious to placer
miners, He has invented an appliance, con-
sisting chiefly of a sluice-box, in the bot-
tom of which is a row of overlapping boards.
These boards, prior to being placed in
the sluice, are smeared with white lead
and then sprinkled with sand. Over this
surface the water runs in a low stream.
The gravel reaches the sluice through
grizzly. The gold and sand settle to the
‘bottom and are caught on the sanded
boards. After the sand and gold has ac-
cumulated it is taken up and amalgamated
in a quicksilver bath. This device, it is
said, can be worked at a cost of about $10
per day, and, while 0ot perfect, it is credited
with the best work yet done on the Snake
river placers, where the amount of flour-gold
is very large. It is said that Taylor’s ma-
chine has been in use all summer, and
cleaned up from $30 to $50 per day.

THE NEWS FROM AUSTRALIA.

Massacre of American and French
Traders in the New Hebrides
Islands.

The Queer Plans of the Unemployed
—Interest in the Cana-
dian Trade.

Massacres of traders by the natives of the
New Hebrides caused soma excitement just
previous to the sailing of the Warrimoo from
Sydney. The French mail steamer Poly-
nesien arrived on October 17, via Noumes,
bringing particulars of an onslanght ia
which Trader M. Lachere was tomahawked
bo death with two of his native crew.
H.M.S. Boomerang received the information
in the New Hebrides, and as the crime was
committed upon a French vessel by the
natives of Aurora Island, the Boomerang
carried the news to the French naval people
at Noumea, and the cruiser Scorff was dis-
patched to arrest the guilty islanders. M.
Lacaille, who is also a trader, and who was
on board the vessel at the time, saved him-
self by jumping overboard and swimming
ashore. He was pursued by the savages,
but managed to get clear. The vessel was
employed by her owner in connection with
his plantation, and the attacsk made by the
Aurors islanders was entirely unexpected
and unprovoked.

Almost simultaneously with this outrage
was the attack made upon the vessel Leon
Henrs, sailing under the American flag, and
registered at Levuka, Fiji. Three men were
massacred belonging to that vessel’s party,
and the master of the vessel, Captain W. H.
Bruce, in a letter from Vila Harbor, de-
scribes the murders as having been perpe-
trated by bushmen on Pentecost Island. It
was a raid made on a ship’s boat as she lay
off the beach laden with articlés of trade to
be exchanged for Pentecost islanders desir-
ous of recruiting for service on plantations
in other parts of the New Hebrides group.
While the negotiations wese proceeding, a
“man of bush” felled' the recruiting agent
with four blows of a tomahawk. Two others
were similarly butchered, and a fourth, op-
portunely realising the critical nature of
affairs, dived over the bows of the boat and
swam out, eventually landing on another
part of the coast. 'he bodies of Lifou, one
of the killed, and a native were recovered by
Captain Bruce, who, after many vicissi-
tudes, reached Ambrym mission station in
charge of Dr. Lamb, There the bodies
were decently interred. The Leon Henri
was afterwards navigated single-handed to
Port Sandwich after one of the most event-
ful voyages made in the New Hebrides
group for many years.

The unemployed in Sydney, N. 8. W.,
have organized what they call the ‘‘ Active
Servioe%:igado,” and the *‘ council ” of that
body are conducting meetings in the parks.
On a recent occasion a pillar of the Queen’s
statue in the principal park was the ros-
trum, and a red flag and a loaf of bread
were displayed as the brigade emblems. The
proposal submitted by the council of the
brigade was that the unemployed should
form themselves into battalions of 500 or
5,000 determined men, who would stick by
their comrades: under every circumstance.
After pioneers had selected land that
was agricuitural, auriferous, near a
river, and close to & railway station,
the main body should go to the
place ukeﬂeo-ndon of the land, and

re the owners, because as the speaker
claimed, it had béén stolen from the people.
The men were lpecisll{e urged to take
ion_of property belonging to the
s, and if they moved the Gowernment
to send troopers and police to oust the in-
truders, they should not resist, but should
not go. If the campaigners were menacled
and cast into prison, others should go up
and take their places, but if the military
were sent out to punish them they should
hide behind stumps and not allow them-
selves to be torn to pieces by shot and shell.
A good deal of this was talked by half a
dozen lfﬂkel'l, but their remarks created
no display of feeling either in one direction
or another. :

The bark Nora, which arrived at Sydney
from New York on October 17, reported on
arrival that about a week before making the
Cape of Good Hopé she-came 'in sight of a
great pumber of icebergs. Some of them
were beautiful in shape, lofty and spiral,
and one cluster extended for fully half a
mile; while tall, pyramidal sentries encircled
the inner group, forming a peculiarly grand
and solemn ocean picture. The bergs were
direotly in the track of outward-bound ships
to the colonies, and had wandered from
their Autarctic home into a lower latituade
than they usually are found in the spring of
the year.

A measles epidemic is the all-absorbing
‘topic in Samoa, Nearly all the natives
have ‘been "attacked, and many of the
foreigners. ‘About 150 natives have suc-
cumbed, principally through their own care-
essness.

The troubles among the natives at Tutuila
have for some time past giving the
Government much anxiety, About a month
ago a disturbance occurred at Pago Pago,
and althongh only one death resulted much
damage was done to property. The Gov-
.ernment requested the men-of-war in harbor
to take representatives of the Government
to Tutuila with & view to endeavoring to
settle the disturbance. This was done, and
the Secretary of State and several repre-
sentatives proceeded to the place of quarrel,
and withont muoh - difficulty succeeded in
arresting the chiefs of each ¥, and after-
wards brought them to Mauliunu, the seat of
government, where an investigation is to be
held. There is no doubt that the Govern-
ment would have met with much greater
difficulty in enforcing its demands had the
three warships not been present.

THE SEALERS' COMPENSATION.

Claims Filed Under Modus Vivendi
for Two.Year's Exelusion
From Behring Sea.

The United States Must Now Pay for
Improper Assamption of Pro-
prietary Interest.

Claims aggregating upwards of a million
dollars have been filed by the sealing
schooner owners for compensation for their
exclusion from Behring Sea during the years
1892 and 1893, pending the arbitration re-
cently concluded between the United States
and Great Britain. These claims have been
made out with great attention to detail, one
for each - schooner for each year, and nearly
all have been forwarded by Collector Milne
to the Department of Marine and Fisheries
at Ottawa. It will be remembered that in
1891, when the first injunction against seal-
ing in' ‘Behring Sea was . i , those of
the Victoria sealers who had not made a
starf, but had fitted out for the season’s
operations, were allowed com tion to
the amount of about $100,000. Many of the
vessels had started out, and being beyond
tHe reach of warning, carried out their sea-
son’s operations as usual. This money was
paid ~ by Great Britain, on the under-
standing * that it should be repaid
by the flnited States should the arbitration
go ‘against that country. The present
claims bave been put in under the terms of
the modus vivends of 1892. In this it is
expressly that if the result of the
arbitration shall be to affirm, the right of
British sealers to take seals in Behring Sea
within the bounds claimed by the United
States under its purchase from Russia, then
compensation shall be made by the United
States to Great Britain, for the use of her
subjects, for abstaining from the: exercise of
that right during the pendency of the ar-
bitration; upon the basis of such regulated
and limited catoh or catches as in the
opinion of the arbitrators might have been
taken without an undue diminution of the
seal herds.

THE AUSTRALIAN MISSION.

Hon. Mackenzie Bowell has had a very
cordial reception in Australia, where he ar-
rived on the Warrimoo on her last trip. As
soon as the vessel was signalled near Syd-
ney, Attorney-General Barton and Alexan-
der Oliver, president of the Land Court,
went out on the Government launch Premier
to meet him. To a representative of the
Sydney Morning Herald Hon. Mr. Bowell
said he felt satisfied from what he had seen
that even if the tariff were unaltered, a
great trade could be built up between the
two countries. In the revision of the Cana-
dian tariff such alteration would no doubs
be made as would'be to the mutual advan-
tage. Commercial agents would probably
be appointed in Australia. *‘ We have,” he
said, ‘‘appointed commercial agents in most
of the West Indian Islands, and also in some
European countries. For instance, I ap-
pointed one the other day for Sweden and
Norway. We appoint them wherever there
are promising trade openings, and they
make annual reports to us. The probabili-
tios are that the same course will be pur-
sned in regard to Australia, so that those
having business with us may have a mediam
through which they can communicate direct.

Dear Me, How Dreadfal!—Would Leave
the Country, So He Would.

Mr. Walter Besant has given the femi-
nine sex fair warning. He declares if
women enter the trades and professions
and compete with men in money earning
-work that the ablebodied white males of

Great Britain will up and leave the
country in a body, making a grand he-
gira to some land where they will not be
afraid of the rivalry of women! What
a frightful calamity that would be! Mr,
Besant is so dead in earnest in view of
the impending catastrophe that he says
he would not remain for one moment in
England if this dreadful female compe-
tition should fully set in. What would
England do without her little Waltex
Besant now? Nothing would remain
but for her to sink into the sea. But
there is no satisfying some people any-
how. When first women began to en-
large their wage earning field, as for in-
stance when they entered the medical
profession, a howl of derision went up.
There was no danger of woman be
coming - & serious rival to man, it
was said.

But women
went on. They worked, sometimes
fussily, sometimes quietly, as ladies
should, but they worked, and they got
there.

HAWAIT'S FUTURE.

Opinions of Posted Péople on - the
Restoration of Queen
¥ Lilinvokalani.

Her Deposition Unpjustified, and Her
Return Will Be Loudly
Acclaimed.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 11.—At the head-
quarters of the Hawaiian representatives
pothing definite has been received from
Thurston, who was supposed to have left
Chicago last night for Washington. It was
stated, this evening, that the Minister had
possibly turned his face towards San
Francisco, and was endeavoring to
catch the steamer, which sails for Hono-
lulu on Thursday.

Inquiry at the Department of State war-
rants the statement that the President has
given his approval to a series of findings in
the Hawaiian affair. There is stiil a ques-
tion as to what will be necessary to re-
store the ante-bellum status on the
islands, but if is generally believed that
the representations of Minister Willis to
the effect that the President desires that
the Queen be re-enthroned are not suffi-
cient. Adniiral Irwin will be called apon
to exercise his functions and land the
naval forces of the United States steam-
ships Philadelpbia and Adams and
march through the streets of Honoluln,
dragging ' gatling guns to Government
House. It is highly probable, however,
that the Provisional Government will offer
such obstinate resistance as to necessitate a
military demonstration. The actual strength
of the United States forces at Honolulu, in
case of active operations, it is understood, is
not more than 300 officers and men, but this
number, with the accession of the royalists,
would certainly be more than ample to cope’
with the present small force at the disposal
of the Provisional Government.

I is believed that when the Queen is
again placed upon the throne the United
States will regard its duty as accomplished,
and the Queen must then defend the
throne snd the government unaided
by the United States. This position
is _in accord with the doctrine of
neutrality and fair dealing, to which the
Government of the United States is pledged.
It is said by persons well up ip diplomatic
lore that this action is equivalent to ac-
knowledging that the Queen was- deposed
by the United States in the first place and
that she would have a good claim for dam-
ages. It is pretty gemerally believed that
Admiral Skirrettt, who is expected at San
Francisco on the Honolulu steamer,
due there to-morrow, was transferred to
the Asiatic station in the belief that he had
identified himself closely in a social way
with the foreign anti-Royalist element, and
for +he nddisipnal reason that his successor,
Admiral Irwin, is very J)opnln at Hono-
lulu and has great influence there with
foreigners and Royalists alike.

BerLIN, Nov. 11—The Emperor William’s
desire to make a signal example of the offi-
cers involved in the Hanover gambling case
appears to have been overruled. In mili-
tary circles it is maintained that the Em-
peror cannot directly order the dismissal
from the service of the officers concerned,
but must act through the regular author-
ities. It is certain that some influential
personages do not take the severe view of the

case that the Emperor takes. No authentic
list of dismissals has yet been made known,
but rumors point to several officers, regard-
ing whom the officials at the war office de-
cline to give any information. It is officially
stated that the enforced retirements from
the army in consequence of the scandal will
not be n ous, Cl t is have
prevailed, and in consequence the resignation
of a few of those implicated will be re-
quested, and those retirements will be so
managed as to be unattended with public
ignominy.

In ascertaining the feeling in high mili-
tary  qnarters, the representative of the
United Press. found that the idea of dismis-
sal wus generally resented.

Ottawa Citizen : The Marine and Fish-
eries Department have made a somewhat
startling discovery in regard to the adminis-
tration of the law relating to certificated
masters and mates, in the Maritime Pro-
vinces. In 1883 an act was put in opera-
tion which required Canadian‘sailing ships
of over 100 tons, engaged in the coasting
trade or plying on the inland waters, to
have a certificated master. It also re-
quires every Canadian steamer to have a
master with a certificate, and steamboats
allowed by law to carry more than 40
passengers are fequired to have certifi-
cated mates as well as certificated masters,
and the act places the duty of enforcing
the law on Collectors of Customs. An
inquir{)rdisoovered that all over the Mari-
time Provinces the act had for ten long
years been a dead letter, as far as ferry boats
and tugs are concerned; the collectors
in some unaccountable way in eting the
law as not applying to tugs and ferries, The
minister of marine and fisheries has been
stormed by applications to suspend the
operations of this Act until certificated
officers can be got. He has, however, re-
fused to assume an authority of responsi-
bility which Parliament did not give him.

THE ISOLATION HOSPITAL.

Mayor Beaven Inspeets the Completed
Work and Sees a Fine Modern
Institution.

Description of the Several Buildings
—Precauntions to Ensure Com-
fort and Safety.

Experience teaches, and that of the Vic-
toria City Council in connection with the
smallpox outbreak of last year, if costly and
grievous, has resulted in the provision of
the hospital for contagious diseases just
completed, and which is located in prox-
imity to the Jubilee hospital. ~ Mayor
Beaven by invitation paid a visit to the
new buildings yesterday afterncon and,
having been shown through by Contractor
Brown, expressed himself as well pleased
with the way in which the work has been
carried out.

The plans were designed and drawn by
Mr. W. R. Wilson, based on the most
modern ideas of scientific sanitation and
facilities for the effective treatment of dan-
gerous diseases. Mr. J. G. Brown, the
contractor, carried out the c})lnns, the 'result
being a - set of buildings charactet-
istic of the work of that well-
known - builder.  ~They are solid,
substantial and thoroughly finished, with
nothing in their general construction that
would give one the idea of cheapness or flim-
siness. This is the impression given by each
one of the fine structures composing the
group. The two main buildings are con-
structed of brick, the walls being heavy and
thick, and the roofs of slate. The larger of
the two is what is called the public, or
double ward block. It has a spacious, well-
sheltered verandah opening on the south
side, a double door six and a half feet in
width, forming the entrance, behind which is
a vestibule of some six feet, after which the
visitor has to pass through a corridor before
entering the building. Here a wide hall
way extends to the right and left, leading
into the wards at each end. These rooms are
22x40 feet, with large windows throwing in
abundance of light, a transom  over each
window opening so as to let the draft strike
the. ceiling first, instead of the patient ly-
hﬁ beneath. Inaddition to this, there are
other judiciously placed ventilators in the
room, and heating facilities on the most im-
proved method. In this latter feature, so

Thwe Governor-General Refuses to
Patronize a Performance of
the Masecot.

Pishing Protection on the Great Lakes
—The MeGreevy-Connolly Trial
—Steamer\Aceident.

(From our own Correspondent.)

Orzawa, Nov. 13.—The Governor Gen-
eral’d refusal to extend his patronage to the
performance of the ““Mascot” by amateurs is
the principal topic of conversation in the
city. The ladies of the Grace Church
guild, who arranged the performance, are
greatly indignant, but say they have ob-
tained the biggest free advertisement it is
possible to get. In his letter of refusal, the
Governor General assigns no reasons. In-
quiry at Rideau Hall to-day as to the views
held by the Governor General, with refer-
ence to theatrical entertainments in behalf
of church purposes, elicited, it is under-
stood, from reliable sources, that His Ex-
eellency considers that, in each case where
such cases come up for consideration, spe-
cial stress ought to be laid upon the point
a8 to whether there ‘is practical nnanimity
on the part of the congregation interested.
Any proceeding, however unobjectionable
in itself, that might lead to a division in a
congregation would involve a serious draw-
back which might justly be regarded
a8 sufficient to make any such method of
raising money in that particular -vase un-
desirable. Of course, it is assumed that
eare would be taken to secure that the
piece suggested for performance would be
absolutely unobjectionable from the point
of view of good taste and high tone and,
indeed, without reference to the particular
purpose for which any theatrical represen-
tation may be given. Lord and Lady
Aberdeen’s opinion is that the drama is so
important an institution and affords so wide
a scope for interesting and suitable recre-
ation that it is most desirable that it should
be as mush as possible kept free from the
objectionable elements, which have 80 often
been imported into it, and which have
caused many thoughtful people to regard
the theatre with misgiving and even disap-
proval.

MAYOR HARRISON’S MURDER.

LoxpoN, Nov. 13 —There is much inter-
est 'in legal circles r¢flected in law publica-
sions concerning the probable length of the
legal proceedings in the case of the assassin
of Mayor Harrison at Chicago. The course
of American justice in this’particular case
will be watched closely, that comparisons
may be made with the swiftness of the Eng-
lish law. Had such a crime been committed
in this country short shrift would have been
given the criminal. A recent examination
of the records of ‘the trials for capital of-
fenses in eight of the leading cities of the
country shows that with few exceptions
murderers expatiated their crimes within
two months of commission. In one instance
a criminal who was caught red handed was
held for trial by vhe lower court three days
after the crime ; a week lates he was tried
in the higher court, convicted and sentenced
to death, and two weeks later the sentence
was executed. Four days less than a month
elapsed between the erime and the execu-
tion. There is practically no defence in the
case of Prendergast ; the trial itself should
uot take more than a day. Legal and po-
lice authorities believe the English’ record
should be broken. The discussion going on
on this point shows how widespread is the

sensation caused by the assassination of
Harrison.

DUKE OF SAXE COBOURG:.

A WRONG DONE.

Queen Lilinokalani Improperly Treated
and Her Grievances Must

Be Redressed. "

Iinmor at Washington That the Mon-
archy Was Restored on
Friday Last.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 13.—A gentleman not
allowed to speak ex cathedra for the admin-
istration on the Hawaiian situation told the
United Press reporter to-day that when all
the facts in connection with the policy out-
lined in Secretary Gresham’s letter were
made public, there wounld be a revulsion of
the present popular criticism of the admin-
istration’s course, and that many of
those who are now engaged in making
bitter comments on the President’s inten-
tion would be obliged to admit that the
restoration of Queen-Lilinokalani is neces-
sary to satisfy the demands of right and
justice. ““I do not know positively,” said
this gentleman, * whether or not it is the
intention to make public Minister Blount’s
report ; but, if that be done, I can assure
you that the people will see the wisdom and
foresight of Mr. Cleveland and Mr.
Gresham in doing as they have done.

The criticisms of the newspapers were
simply based upon what the Secretary of
State said in his note to the President,
without the knowledge of the facts by which
Mr. Gresham was guided in giv;
ing his * views. He considered the
whole matter carefully, judicially and
dispassionately, and he was forced to the
one and only conclusion that a wrong had
been done in displacing Queen Liliuokalani,
and that it should be righted.

A rumor flew about the Navy department
this afternoon to the effect that Lilinoka-
lani had been re-established upon her throne
last Friday, bat it is difficult to guess
how it can have any basis of fact, in
view .of the sailing of the steamer
China on the 11th instant, unless some one
who arrived on the China this morning was
acqueinted, with Minister Willis’ pro-
gramme and all the information .was for-
warded to Washington.

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BRAZIL’S LIVELY WAR.

Heavy Fighting Between the Rebels
and Government Troops—Revo-
lutionary Advances.

Both Sides Procuring Warships Abroad
—Soldiers Being Enlisted in
the United States.

MoxTEVIDEO, Nov. 13.—Word h’u been
received from Rio that all the banks were
clesed on Saturday and the bombardment
renewed. Thepe was some heavy fighting
between the 1 forces and loyal troops at
Nictheroy. The fire from: the fort finally
sank a rebel torpedo boat, though not before
the insurgents’ guns had inflicted consider-
able damage on Nictheroy. A Republican
newspaper at Rio reports that the Federal
troops were defeated in Marcao Lopez. The
British consul here has advised shipping in-

terests that all goods now in the harbor,
either on ships or lighters, will hereafter be
protected by the commanders of forei,

warships. ' The revolutionists have gained a
foothold on land in the suburb of Caretta
aund hold it in spite of considerable skirmish-

ing.

%AL'I‘IMORE, Nov. 13.—President Peixoto,
of Brazil, has an agent in this city actively
engaged in enlisting men for service in the
army of Brazi. OUne well-known young
man was invested with a lieutenant’s com-
mission, and another, who has seen service
as an officer of the Guatemalan cavalry,
has a like proposition under consideration.

BERLIN, Nov. 13.—Reports that Presi-
dent Peixoto, of Brazil, is endeavoring to
purchase war vessels in Germany, received
partial confirmation to-day when it was an-
nounced that Peixoto has succeeded in pur-
chasing five warships from the Schiehak
shipbuilding yard, near Dantzig, The ves-
sels purchased are fast twin screw torpedo
boats capable of steaming twenty-eight knots
per hour.

LoxpoN, Nov. 13.—1It is learned on good
authority that a well known English retired
naval officer is forming a small fleet of
cruisers and torpedo boats in England, in
command of which he intends to proceed to
the assistance of Admiral Mello. He has
already purchased two ships which he has
fitted up as cruisers, and is negotiating with
leading Thamee shipbuilders for two tor-
pedo boats. Several English naval officers
are preparing to accompany the expedition.

NEw YoRkK, Nov. 13.—New York harbor
is the scene of war preparations of a magni-
tude not seen in this country since the war
of the rebellion, and when the formidable
fleet now being fitted up here by President
Peixoto of the Brazilian republic arrives at
Rio de Janeiro it is probable that the in-
surgents under Admiral Mello will be
brought to terms without the necessity of
doing anything more than making a display
of the formidable ment. The fleet con-
sists ot the steamer EI Cid, armed with the
terrible 15-inch dynamite gun; El Rio, of
the Morgan line, which has been fitted out
a8 a cruiser; the Destroyer, carrying her
famous submarine gun, capable of destroying
with a single shot, if it should happen to hit,
the largest ship ever built;. a Yarrow
torpedo boat, and three steam yachts fitted
out as torpedo boats. . The insurrection is
fostered by the Count d’Eu, of the former
Imperial house of Brazil, whose mother
twice acted as regent of that country during
the absence of the late Emperor. Other
members of the royal house with Euro
connections have contributed liberally‘of
their funds for the overthrow of the Repub-
lican Government. Such action is an in-
fringement of the Monroe dootrine, and in
case the fleet which is about sail fails to put
down the mutiny, it is possible Secretary
Gresham will interpose a veto on the in-
trigues of the Imperialists. There sre al-
ready several United States ships in Brazil-
ian waters, and the New York is likely to
be ordered South at any time.

BARCELONA’S BOMB THROWERS.

BARCELONA, Nov. 13.—Aragon, a French
anarchist, one of the men arrested on sus-
picion of being connected with the outrage
at the Liceo theatre, turns out to be.a friend
of Pallas, the anarchist executed for at-
tempting the life of Gen. Martinez Campos.
Thes lodging of the French anarchist were
searched shortly after the arrest and photo-
graphs of the Chicago anarchists and other
anarchistic prints were found. The police
also seized documents which led them to be-
lieve the bomb-throwers were leagued with
a gang of thieves, as when the panic-strick-
en audience escaped from the theatre on the
night of the explosion, numerous attempts
to snatch jewelry, purses, etc., were made.
So much alarm has been caused among the
theatre going public by the disaster at the
Liceo theatre that pl of t
have been almost deserted ever since.

Paris, Nov. 13 —A high Spanish official
has arrived here on a special mission con-
nected with the recent dynamite bomb out-
rage at Barcelona. Several arrests of
French anarchists suspected of complicity
in the Liceo theatre explosion are expected.
It is believed that an investigation will re.
sult in disclosures showing that the anarch-
ists of Europe are acting in'concert, and
that all the recent dynamite outrages and
conspiracies had been carefully planned by a
central committee, whose headquarters are
not yetlocated. : :

MINING HISUVNDERSTANDINGS.

LoNDox, Nov. 13.—After the Employers’
Liability Bill had been debated in the House
of Commons for several nours, this evening,
Mr. Gladstone rose, just previous to the ad-
journment, and made a statement conecern-
ing the great miners’ strike. Matters had
now reached the point at which steps might
be taken by the Gouernment with ndvu:m’ge
to all concerned. He had, therefore, ad-
dressed to employers and miners respect-
ively a duplicate  letter, containing
this . passage : ‘‘It appears to the
Government that advantages ~might
accrue from the free discussion of the
points at issue between the parties mnder
the chairmanship of a member of the Gov-
ernment. Lord Rosebery has consented to
undertgke the important daty. It there-
fore hooves the miners and em-
ployers’ “federation to send represen-
tatives to the conferemce. It is not
proposed . that Lord Rosebery shounld
assume . the  position of arbitrator,
umpire, or that he himself vote in the pro-
ceedings, but that he confine his action to
offering his good offices in order to assist
the parties in arriving between themselves
at & settlement.”

CUBAN DISQUIET.

NEw Yorg, Nov. 13. —Leaders of the
Caban revolationary party in this city say
they have private advices which “atate that
a rebellion against the government is well
under way. The movement is thought pre-
matuare, but enthusiastic Cubans predict

success. The leader of the revolutionary
f:rty in America, Jose Marti, editor ‘of

Patrie, says undoubtedly the revolution-
ary movement in Cuba is worthy of consid-
eration. The government has kept close
watch on all communications from the
island, thus revealing the gravity of the
state of affairs. Cubans in the United
States are anxious to help their country
establish a lasting republic. Gen. Carrillo,
leader of the rebellion, is ssid to have suc-
ceeded in creating a general uprising in the
province of Villas. It is not believed that
the difficulty has yet extended beyond the
central portion of the island.

THE SEALING FLEET.

President Cleveland’s Attention Di-
rected to the Preparations Being
Made by Schooners.

Conewrrence of Other Natios in the

Regulations Urged to Stop
Their Vessels.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 13.—The President
and Secretary Gresham have, within the
past few days, received several letters from
prominent merchants on the Pacific Coast,
making inquiries as to what action had been
taken by the Government to carry out the
provisions of the Paris tribunal in the Beh-
ring Sea cases. A representative of these
commercial interests had an interview with
the President and Secretary Gresham to-
day, in which he urged immediate action by
this Government. He stated that the fleet

of sealing schsoners—British Columbian and

American—are preparing for next season’s

work, while others are already on their way

to San Francisco to lay in supplies of pro-

visions, ammunition and dets. “The Beh-

ring Sea sealing fleet is composed of about

150 of the finest sch s afloat, employing

from twenty to fifty men each, and carrying

from five to twenty small boats for seal-

ing purposes. The amount of meney tied

up in them is very lu'ge and the uncertain-

ty as ‘to next year’s operations is giving

much concern to those engaged in the mer-

cantile and marine trade on the Pacific

Coast. It was reported to the President

that as far as known .no action had been

taken by his Government to obtain the con-

currence of the other Governments to the
Behring Sea agreement, and without such

concurrence Behring Sea wounld be thrown
open to the vessels of all the other nations
except the United States and Great Britain,

and the preservation of seal life and the
United States property interests in the seals
destroyed withonut benefit to this Govern-
ment. It wasalso pointed out to the Presi-
dent that unless the concurrence of the
other nations were obtained the probabili-
ties were very strong that the vessels which
this year floated the Stars and Stripes and
the Union Jack would next year sail under
the flags of Germany, France, Italy or
Ja The President.promised to give the
subject his personal attention as soon as
other pressing matters were disposed of.

MONARCHY IN BRAZIL.

-/ PARIS, Nov. 13.—The representative in
this city of the United Press to-day had an
interview with Baron Penedo, who was
Brazilian minister to the United States for
several years, during the regime of the Em-
peror Dom Pedro. Baron Penedo disclfimed
all knowledge of the movements or policy of

Admiral Mello, who is in command of the
rebel Brazilian fleet, and said that he had
no information as to the truth or falsity of
the reports that the object of the rebellion
was to restore the monarchy in Brazil. He
added that the rebellion was nochild’s play;
on the contrary, it was a serious movement.
It was difficult to forsee what the issue
would be. -Admiral Mello red to pos-
sess the sinews of war, although Baron Pe-
nedo declared that he could not say where
he obtained them. Unlike President Peix-
oto, the insurgents have no state treasury
at their disposal, yet they are spending
large sums of money. Baron Penedo fur-
ther said that he knew Admiral Mello, and
considered him strong intellectually and
tenacious of pu . He is a good man,
the Baron concluded, and he knows just ex-
actly what he is doing. He is not the sort
of & man to embark upon a chimerical enter-

rise. \
o LoNDoN, Nov. 13.-—~Members of the Bra-
gilian legation here have heard nothing from
Rio Janeiro as to President Peixoto’s reviv-
ing martial law or Admiral Mello’s prepar-
ing to bombard the city again. They dis-
credit the current reports on both subjects,
A dispatch from Paris says that the Bra-
zilian minister there declined to make any
statement as to his latest advices from Rio
Janiero. A. N. Feitoza, secretary of the
legavion in Paris said to-day that he dis-
credited the reports of Admiral Mello’s re-
ceiving financial aid from the Counnt d’En,

m . -law.  ** All the Orleans
princes are skinflints,” said Semor Feitosa,

which to attempt the conqnest of Brazil. I
am convinded that the Count has no hopes
of the restoration of the Empire.”

Senor Guonabra, formerly Brazilian
deputy, and at the same time editor of the
Jou: de Commercion, in Rio de Janeiro,
said toa United Press correspondent in
Pacis to-day : ““I should not be a bit sur-
prised if Admiral Mello began the revolu-
tion on his own account. He has no sup-
port in the country, and has obtained no
money from persons in the republic. Hence,
when he opened his hostilities, he must
have been supplied with “funds by monarch-
ist committees in London and Paris. His
go-between in such transactions is Hermano
Ramos, one of his relatives. If any proof
were wanted of Mello’s monarchist affilia-
tions, his nomination of Silvir Martins as
foreign minister of the provisional govern-
ment ought to be sufficient. Martins head-
ed the revolution in South Brazil some
months since, with the exprees object of re-
storing the monarchy. The return to the
monarchy is impossible, however, in Brazil.
If Mello should take Rio Janeiro and try to
restore the old Imperial family, all the rich-
est provinces would declare themselves in-
dependent states under the rapumom
forms of government. The rich provinces
have prospered greatly under the republio.
The restoration of the monarchy would
cause a decline in prosperity, and they
would refuse to make sacrifice,”

A report to the Queen of Spain of the
disaster at Santander says it will take a long
time to repair the damage to the city and to
public buildings, including the offices of the
governor and collector of taxes, the custom
house, courts and prisons. Beside the loss
on these, the private losses will aggregate
$2,500,000. Eighty persons are still miss-
ing. The latest report puts the number of
killed at.250 and the wounded at 400.

The French Government has sent three
special commissioners of police to the Span-
ish frontier, with instructions to take every
precaution to prevent anarchists crossing
the frontier. The Spanish Government has
pledged itself to take similar action on the
other side of the frontier whenever called
upon by the French Government. It is
understood the German, Austrian and
Italian Governments have sent additional
instructions to their frontier police.

The Standard correspondent at St. Peters-
burg says: As a strategic measure to secure
entire control of the three principal railways
in the event of mobilization of troops, the
Government has decided to avail itself of
the clause in the concession acquired from
the private company which built the roads
and pay compensation in the sum of $500,-
000,000.

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A DIFFICULT TASK.

It is greatly to be hoped that the media-
tion of Lord Rosebery in the dispute be-
tween the miners and mine-owners of a large
part of England will have the effect of
bringing about a speedy settlement of the
difficulty. This great strike has been pro-
ductive of an'incalculable amount of misery
and suffering, and, every day it continues,
that miisery and that suffering are increased
aund intensified. . The dispute, too, is irri-
tating and is calculated to make the rela-
tion between employer and employed gene-
rally strained and unpleasant. The mine-
owners are represented to the working-men
of the Kingdom as greedy, grasping and
tyrannical, having no feeling for the men
who work for them. ) The miners, on the
other hand, are described as unreasonable
and exacting, caring nothing for the inter-
ests of their employers, or even for the wel-
fare of the industry on which they must
depend for a living. i

There are many on both sides who are
doing what they can to widen the breach
between the miners and their ‘employers,
and it is deplorable to see that they have
been only too successful. - It seems difficult
to find men large-minded and large-hearted
enough to consider both sides of the dispute
fairly and impartially—men who can both
sympathise with the workers and do justice
to the owners of the mines. It is to be
hoped that Lord Rosebery is such a man
and that he will act in such a way as to
gain the confidence and goodwill of both
the parties to the dispute. His being a poli-
tician is against him. It will be im-
possible, mno matter what he .says
or what he does, to convince many
of those interested that he has not a politi-
cal object in view. In such a case a
philanthropist who is also an able man
occupying a high position has a great advan-
tage. In his efforts to bring about an
amicable arrangement between the dock
laborers and their employers, it would have
been folly for any one to impugn Cardinal
Manning’s motives. Every one knew that
he had nothing in view but the genersl
good, and consequently every one was pre-
pared to consider favorably his suggestions
and his advice. But there is no Cardinal
Manning to be had now. Lord Rosebery is,
however, an exceedingly popular wman. He
is respected by both parties as well for his
ability as his integrity, and he is per-
haps as likely. as any public man
who can be named to bring sbout & good un-
understanding between the miners and the
mine owners, who appear. just now to be
equally weary of the miserable struggle that
has been kept up so long.

The tendency is in these
days to igmore the law and to deny that
there is any law of trade, written
or unwritten, that is inexorable, and that
must be obeyed. We are greatly afraid that
the Bishop of Bath and Wells succeeded
only in making himself misunderstood and in

gaining the ill-will of those whom he desired | tB

to instruct.

It is exceedingly hard to deal with ex-
asperated strikers who believe that they are
badly used, and who are convincec that they
understand the situation far better than any
outsider—dlergyman or layman. This is
what makes Lord Rosebery’s task so unen-
viable and so difficult. If he accomplishes
it successfully he will deserve and will gain
very great oredit.

STORED ELECTRICITY.

There is good reason to believe that the
days of the trolley, which is considered such
a nuisance in the East, are numbered, and
with the trolley go the poles that are univer-
sally regarded as inconvenient and unsightly.
Storage battery motors have been used on
the Second Avenue, New York, surface
road since May last, and the erperiment
has been pronounced a success. With these
wotors the service has been wonderfully
regular, a fair rate of speed has been kept
up, and the cars have been kept completely
under control.” The expense of rumning is
moderate, and could be made lower still if
a greater number of cars were used. Six
cars were kept running on the Second
Avenue line, and by the Company’s
statement the cost has been 9.32 cents
car mile. The statement shows that the
plant used is capable of keeping eighteen
oars in operation, and that, if it were worked
toita full capacity, the cost wonld be 5.29
cents per car mile. This is somewhat
higher that the cost of running trolley cars,
but it is expected that when the s
system is perfected, it will be cheaper as
well as more * convenient than the trolley
system. 7 ;

Electricity as a motive power for carriages
is still in its infanoy. Improvements are
being made every dsy. - The ‘plant which
appears to be perfect this year, may next

-

thing as electricity can be stored and meas-
ured and made to work miles from the spot
where it is generated. Each of these street
cars carries a battery of 144 cells arranged in
two trays which are introduced through
openings at the end of the car and are placed
under the seats, one tray on each side.
Sixteen of the cells are in a separate circuit
and, at night, they serve to maintain incan-
descent lamps. Each car runs about three
hours before the charge is exhausted, and
the batteries are charged in four minutes by
machinery which is operated by electricity
and handled by one man. *

The reader will see that if stored elec-
tricity can be made to run street cars, it can
also be used to run stationary machinery, to
light houses, and perhaps'to cook food. It
may therefore be expected that before very
long it will be as commen for the house-
holder to buy so many ohms of electricity
as it will to purchase so many tons of coal
or 8o many gallqnl of kerosene.

CANADA’S CLIMATE.

There is talk of having another winter
carnival in Montreal, and it is asked if
former carnivals have done harm to Canada ?
‘We do not think that there can be any
doubt about it. The annual winter carnival
with its ice palace and its round of winter
sports has had the effect of creating the im-
pression abroad that Canada is an exceed-
ingly cold country which it may be well to
visit once in a way, but which is most un-
desirable as a place of permanent residence.

The pictures which were sent from Can-
ada helped to deepen this impression. They
were, almost without exception, of winter
scenes, of blanket-clad'men and women, of
sleighing, toboganning, skating and snow-
shoeing parties. Canada was rarely men-
tioned except in connection with the winter
season. It is no wonder, then, that this
country had the reputation abroad of being
one of the coldest inhabited by a people
claiming to be civilized.

So much has been written of late years-of
Canada ag it really is, that a winter carnival
may not be able to do™it much harm, but it
seems a pity to reviye the old idea that
Canada is somewhere within the - Arctic
Circle and that its inhabitants are always
clad in blankets or furs and have no amuse-
ments except those that must be enjoyed in
the midst of snow and ice.

A COONTRAST.

1tis pleasant to observe that our neighbors
across the line are beginning to see that
Canada is, in some'respects, a far bett
country to'live in than the United States.
In all parts of the Dominion law is re-
spected., The greag majority of Canadians,
east and wekty o I"and south, in the old
provinces and in the newly settled districts,
are law-abiding. They hate Iawless ways,
no matter wha} the pretext for resorting to
them may be. Canada's governmnnﬁ,.,teo,‘
are mever slack in enforcing the Iaw, and its
courts of justice are pure, and in the trial
and “punishment of offenders, prompt and
cofirageous. .These great advantages
are - _seen  and  apprecisted by soms
of our neighbors. = Having Canada
for its_theme the Chicago Interior makes
the following observations ¥

We are not so anxious to annex Canada
as we are to see some of her good ideas
transplanted to this side of the border.
Throughout the whole extent of her vast
western dominions you will not find an out-
law or hear of a ‘case of lynching. Itis
not because she has to deal with a class of
frontiersmen so different from those of our
own Western States, but because she has
laws and executes them. You can go no-
where, not even in the fastuesses o the
Rockies or the isolation of the Selkirks,
without finding the scarlet uniform of her
mounted police. = You feel everywhere the
presence of protecting law. You are made

and that your person and ty are under
the care of ge oommmﬁth. In too
many of our own communities we arg fast
relapsing into that barbarism in which pri-
vate revenge becomes the miserable substi-
thte for public justice. In so far as we do
is we are centuries behind our age.

The contrast between the two countries
is in this matter very striking. It is nota
little singular that the very men who create
disorder when they are in the United
States have a wholesome respect for law
when they einigrate to Canada. So con-
spicuous is the change that one might almost
conclude that there is something in the
atmosphere of Canada that ‘causes those
who breathe it to observe law and to respeot;
authority.

The Treasnref of the Indiana, Illinois
and Iowa Railway Beaten
Inseansible.

Twenty Thousand Dollars Made Away
With by Two Unknown

Cpicaco, Nov. 15.—John A. Drake,
treasurer of the Indiana, Illinois and Iowa
Railroad company, was sandbagged and
robbed of $20,000 in the office of the com-
pany on the ninth floor of the Rookery
building, at 7 o’'clock to-day. Mr. Drake
had the money in a little hand satchel and
was preparing to go out on the road to pay
the employes. He had first placed the cash
in a valise and was about to leave the office
when two men stole up behind him and
felled him to the floor by several hard
blows on the head. ~The treasurer was
knocked mnearly insensible, and ere he
could move a finger in his defence the
thieves tore the satchel from his hand and
rushed out of the office slamming the door
as they went, /They rode down in an ele-
vator, Very unconcerncciy 18]
o’clock every detective that i'nspeohor Shea
ocould spare was put to work on the case.
It was the most daring sensational”rohbery
that has occurred in many years. * Happen-
ing a8 it did in one of the best known office
buildings in the city, right in the very heart
of the business district; the crime caused
the greatest excitement.. The early hour
selected by the thieves is all that prevenved
their immediate capture. It has been the
custom of the treasury to pay the employes
of the road in checks. Had the custom
been continued _the startling robbery
would not have been attempted,
in all probability ; But within  the
past week the officials of the company de-
cided to pay the men in ocurrency.

Conclusively
That American Troops Over-
turned the Monarchy.

WasHINGTON CrTY, Nov. 15.— The fear of
the friends of the present Government in
Hawaii is that Minister Willis will push
President Dole to an immediate decision and
demand prompt surrender of his authority
on the ground that the Provisiopal Govern-
ment iteelf put a limit to the duration of
its own authority, and that the limit expires
when it is decided that there is no chance
of annexation to the United States. There
have been rumors from the State depart-
ment that the United States has not entered

upon the attempt to restore the Queen
without a thorough understanding with all
the foreign powers, and it is s#id the Gov-
ernment has received assurances that mno
objection will be made to its plan.

ests. By a convention with France in 1843
England refrained from ever annexing the
Hawaiian islands or taking them under a
protectorate, but she has never ceased to
try to influence control of the local govern-
ment to her interests.

The exclusive right of the United
States to the use of this harbor was a recip-

Statement by Mr. Rand—The New
Westminster Bridge Soon

SEATTLE, Nov. 15.—Henry C. Rouse, of
Cincinnati, president of the Missouri, Kan-
sas & Texas railroad, one of the receivers of
the Northern Pacific railroad, arrived in
Seattle at 5 o’clock yesterdsy afternoon, on
a tour of inspection of the entire Northern
Pacific system.

DRY GO9DS MARKET.

New York, Nov. 14. —The ‘Journal of
Commerce and Commercial Balletin, in its
review of the dry goods market, says:
On Wednesday last there was a better busi-

ness than for a considerable time previous,
and a morq confident tone regarding the
future - was noticeable ik many quarters.
Coming on the heels of the elections, this
was construed as the direct result of the
heavy Republican gains at the polls; but
the course of the merket since then has
shown that the improvement was not in-
dicative of  apy change of policy
on the part "of the trade at large;
but was due to the advan s aid of
orders accumulated during the holidays.
Buyers were, without exception, still pro-

viding for requirements well within sight
only in staples and in seasopable fancies,
and are making but hesitating progress in
laying out engagements for sping needs.
There have been instances of larger buyers
testing the market - with low bids for
quantities of merchandise for immediate or
early delivery, and here and there business
of a fair extent has been transacted where
sellers have been disposed to trade, but as a
rule the test applied has shown values to be
on a steady basis, few stocks being too bulky
for sellegs to carry without inconvenience.
While l;linm is on a conservative basis and
unobtrusively conducted, it is of sufficient
volume to take care of most of the supplies,
and as no accumalation of atocks can ge dis-
couraged, in second hands either, there is
farther proof that actual consumption is on
even terms with the present reduction in all
seasonable good The . outlook for the
spring is as yet of an undefined character.
The price basis of heavy cottons and heavy
goods is indefinite, and while buyers are, as
a rule, showing much indifference towards
covering spring needs, agents may possibly
allow orders to drift in this way a little
longer. Collections continue to be well re-
forud on in both cottom and woolen div-
sions.

Sales on the New York Exchange

THE “DANUBE ” RETURNS"

The steamship Danube returned from one
of her regular trips to Northern British Co-

| lambia ports Monday evening, being loaded

down with freight and passengers. ' As
cargo she brought 8,314 cases of ealmon
from Rivers’ Inlet ; 165 cases and twenty-
two drums of oil from Refuge
Bay Oil works; 221 barrels of
salted - salmon from the Skeena
river and a very valuable consignment of
furs, several bundles in which are from the
interior of British Columbia, havipg been
brought down from the Forks of the Skeena
to Port Essington on the last trip of the
Hudson Bay Company’s steamer Caledonian.
The furs, which are for R. P. Rithet & Co.,
Ltd., and the Hudson’s Bay Co., are said to
include some very rare specimens. There
were also several fine, large yellow cedar
timbers brought down on the Danube as.a
sample shipment from Smith’s Inlet to a
firm in Vancouver, who propose using it as
a test in manufacturing lumber, and also a
few yellow cedar boards which are to be
forwarded to England.

Among the passengers were Captain Mo-
Millan and Engineer Graves of the steamer
Caledonian, now laid up for the winter.
Manager and part proprietor John Rood
and Mr. William Leigh came down from
Lowe Inlet, and Messrs. Bisell, Witsens,
Herman and Leeson, were picked up at
other ports. Mr. Rogers is an adventurous
miner, who recently crossed from the head
of the Fraser into the Omineca country,
where he'traded his faithful horse for a half
interest in a promising clsim, from which,
with his partner, he succeeded in tak-
ing out $600 in the next five
weeks. Mr. King is another pioneer
miner who has been in the north country
over six years, the latter part of which time
he has been employed as storekeeper on the
Upper Skeena. Both report that the
placers of the north have been satisfactorily
productive this year, a statement practically
corroborated by the fact that $20,000 in gold
dust was included in-the Danube’s cargo.
Mr. King is now on his way to Glasgow.

The Danube brings word that the grippe
is again making it presence disagreeably
felt in the North, the whites and Indians on
the Naas: suffering most. The steamer
Maude, with her party of sportsmen, was
passed at Salmon. river, from-which point
she was mski.ng her way to Campbell river ;
twelve brace of ducks were passed aboard
the Danube as evidence that the guns have
not been idle,

An unwilling passenger by the Danube is
a Chinaman from the upper Skeena, who is
charged with the theft of $100, and who
has been brought down for trial.

IN MEMORIAM.

As the last of the three public officers,
whose services date from 1851 —the late
Governor Sir James Douglas, the late Col-
onial Engineer and Surveyor, Mr. Joseph
Despard Pemberton (afterwards, in 1859,
Surveyor-General) —it may interest some of
your readers and be instructive to the
younger members of the community to
recall some of the earlier incidents of the
latter’s career. He was born near Dublin
in 1821, and educated at Trinity College,
Dublin; was a pupil of Mr. Hemmams, M. 1.
C. E, MR, LLA.; was Assistant Engineer
of the Grea® 8. & W. Railway; was Assist-
ant Engineer to Sir John McNeil, L.L D.,F.
R 8.,M.L.C.E.,M.R.LA ;wasEngineerofthe
Ezxeter & Crediton Railway and wae Engin-
eer of part of the East Lancashire Railway.
He put in a design for the Crystal Palaoce,
for which he was awarded a bronze medal.
He was Professor of Engineering and Math-
ematics in the Royal Agricultural College,
Cirencester, which he held for two years,
only resigning to join the service of the
Hudson’s Bay Company here.

He left England early in 1851 and came
via Panama, at that time a voyage involving
much fatigne and danger.. The railway was
not then built, and passengers had to travel
in open boats up the Chagres river, exposed
to malaria by night and to the fierce rays of
the trophical = sun~ by day; the result
in his case was an attack of fever,
On his arrival here quarters were
agsigned to him in the old fort, and he
lost no time in getting to work. I joined
him es a pupil in November 1851, having
came out round Cape Horn. During the
voyage I acquired from the mate (the late
Mr. Ella) much valuable knowledge of the
parts of a ship from the truck to keel, and
also used to take sights for rating the
chronometers, take the latitude, etc., all of
which has stood me in good stead since.

Mr. Pemberton determined to explore the
country, them absolutely unknown. He
made a somewhat hazardous trip toCowichan
Lake in 1852, being the first white man
there, and he made a useful reconnaisance
of the river, taking the latitude and longi-
tude of various places. In 1853 we went to
examine the coal reported to exist at
Saanich, travelling thither in a canoe with
five French-Canadian voyagereurs as crew.
On arrival at the Saikum village, we ob-
tained ‘the assistance of the chief, who
showed us the black stone, but it proved to
be only lignite. Whilst we were having
lunch the Pen-al-ahut Indians, under their
old chief, Mook-mook-tan, having sighted
us, and being always in those days on the
look out for enemies, began to get excited
and to yell and fire guns, whereupon our
men, more experienced than we were with
Indians, advised us to get away quietly,
fearing mischief. This'we endeavored to
do, but the Indians mustered in force and
gave chase, firing and shouting at us for
miles. We had, however, seven paddlers,

In 1853, until 1855, Mr. Pemberton was
engaged, with his assistant, upon the work
of a Trigonometrical survey of the Island
from- Sooke to Nanaimo; the plan, the re-
sult of this work, was published in 1855 by
Johm Arrowsmith, of London. The base
line was at Colwood Plain, with bases of ver-
ification at Lake Hill and at Nanaimo.
This work was one of great difficulty and
labor, and not unattended with danger.
The stations were often tree-tops, from
which the angles had to be taken, sometimes
with a sextant only, The difficulties of
transport and the natural obstacles of bush,
timber and rocks, all combined to make
this a very formidable undertaking. Bat
undaunted energy, and a single eye to duty,
enabled him to bring it to a successful issue.
In 1857 the same Coast line was surveyed by
Cnstain (now Admiral Sir G. N.) Richards,
and a comparison of his work with that of
Mr. Pemberton showed very close agree-
ment, the difference in 100'miles being some-
where about 50 feet, whick, considering the
stations and the means at his disposal, must
be pronounced a very meritorions work.

In 1852 Mr. Pemberton went vfth Mr, J.
W. McKay (Indian department) and myself
to examine the coal measures of Nanaimo,
of which sections were made and a repect of
same, and of the surrounding country sent
to London, the result of which was the
despatch next year of a number of miners
with machinery, etc., to open and work the
mines, with Mr. McKay as general tianager.
Mr. Pemberton also designed the Race Recks
and Fisgard lighthouses, the construction of
which, and the fitting up of the Dioptric
lighting aparatus, devolved upon me upon
Mr. Pemberton’s resignation-in 1864, chiefly
owing to disagreement with the policy of the
then Governor, Mr. A. E. Kennedy. This
is not to be wondered at when it is remem-
bered that that gentleman on his arrival
formulated the dictum *‘that he would
rather be decidedly wrong than undecidedly
right ”—thus subordinating the reasoning
faculty to mere obstinacy. Many in those
days thought he certainly excelled in carry-
ing out the former part of his saying.

' Mr. Pemberton also formed,one of a com-
ission appointed to i the question
of the improvement of Victoria harbor, and
when the House voted money for dredgin,
the spit, he sent to dfxlmd and purchase
the machinery. for ger and tug. These
were both built after his resignation and
have for thirty years st done a large
amount of good work and are both, more-or
less, staunch to this day, so tar as I know.

Mr. Pemberton was ‘passionately fond of
horses, and had 'the family gift, being a
bold and jodicious horseman. One of his
great delights in the old days was to ride
and train horses which appeared incapable
of being broken,and he took great pleasure in
training young horses to fence. In riding a
hardle race (in 1858 I think) his horse fell
at a fence and the field rode over him, and I
well remember the nasty feeling of anxiety
I bad at the time for his safety ; but there
were no help for it—no time to pull up,

During all the years I have known him, I
never recollect his be; depressed or
‘‘blue.” He was always cheery and bright
and sanguine. His mind was an exceeding-
ly pure one. He was affectionate without
ostentation, and of a most amiable nature.
To me he was a faithful mentor, and during
forty-two years our friendship was never
strained or disturbed by a word or thought
of difference ; respect for ourselves and
mutual respect for each other, perhaps,
gives the explanation of this.

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MARINE RAILWAY.

There Will Soon Be One In Oper-
ation on Esquimalt
Harbor. '

Cheap and Effective Method of Dock-
ing Big Vessels For
Repairs.

Down by'the sea in a little cove called
Jones’ Landing, not far from the Canteen
grounds, on Esquimalt harbor, there are a
number of men busy just now shovelling
out an excavation at a lively rate. They
have only been at it a few days, but have
already got a quantity of the bank reruoved.
A dredge getting ready for action a short
distance from shore, helps to show pretty
plainly that something extensive in the way
of work is going ahead. This is the begin-
ning of an undertaking that will in a few
short months give Victoria a marine rail-

way, the purpose being to deck vessels easily
and cheaply for repairs.

The Esquimalt Marine Railway Company
(Ltd.) is composed of a nuomilr of Wictoria
gentlemen, with a capital $100,000. The
intention is to provide, by means of a
marine railway upon which a vessel can be
floated on a cradle and then hauled up high
and dry, facilities for docking and repairing
at-half the cost of an ordinary dry docking.
A thoroughly practical man, Mr. W. F,
Baullen, who is of course well known to Vie-
torians, is the managing directer, while the
designer and superintendent of the track
building is Mr. J. L. Crandall of H. I
Crandall & Son, Boston, a firm that has de-
signed and built thirty-seven marine rail-
ways all the way from Canada to Uruguay.

The leading features of the railway were
kindly explained by Mr. Bullen and Mr.
Crandall. A track 700 feet long runs down
into the water on a gradual slope. At the
end of this track, which consists of six rails
on which are anti-friction rollers, is a cradle
260 feet long and 55  feet wide, fitted with
patent dropping keel blocks and bilge
blocks. These are operatad above the water
by small winches on the side frame of the
cradle, which carries a platform for operat-
ing. There is also an auxiliary piece to the
cradle, the railway easily handling vessels
300 feet long with a draft of 19 feet. A
vessel after being placed on the cradle
iz secured to, the side frame, thus
dispensing with the necessity of docks
alongside. Everything being ready, the
cradle with the vessel upon it is drawn up
the track by double endless chains 2} inches
in diameter, made by Henry Woods & Co.,
of Liverpool. The chains are operated

through a line of heavy gearing by a pair of | P¢

12x 14 horizonal coupled engines. Tkis
gearing, which rests on a solid stone found-
ation, will be arranged for three different
powers of speeds for variable loads;
that is to say, a small vessel can be drawn
up more quickly, while less power is used
than for heavier craft. Twenty minutes
will be the time required for bmlin%”np a
2,000-ton vessel. The engines are to be fed
by tubular boilers, 6 feet by 16 feet, and the
mach:i is designed to work a second
cradle should it be found desirable to add it,
room being left for one.

The approach to the railway for vessels is
very good indeed. Though there is, of
course, considerable work "to be done, in-
cluding some 3,500 yards of excavation and
a reef of rocks to dredge out, still it is ex-
pected that the railway will bé in operation
by February next. Shops for the repairing
of machinery and wood work are to be built.
in connection, the whole outlay being in the
neighborhood of $60,000. The Victoria
Iron Works are turning out the gearicg and
iron work, of which fully 150,000 lbs. will
be required. One big piece of gearing
weighs no less than 16,000 lbs,, the largest
casting ever turned out in the Province,
and it is satisfactory to know that Mr. Cran-
dall says he never saw finer work done any-
where. Spratt & Gray have the contract-
for the engines, while the 400,000 feet of
lumber required will come from Sayward’s
mill. ' The railway, it may be added, is so
easily worked that two men will be able to
dock a ship. The increase in the shipping
visiting this port has made the need of ad-
ditional facilities for docking apparent, and
the marine railway will undoubtedly be a
great convenience to vessels as well as a wel-
come addition to Victoria’s indastries.

Some twenty men are now employed by
Mr. R. W. Smith, contractor for the earth-
work, and a number more will be added as
opportunity to work them is afforded.

MATABELE CAMPAIGN.

Interesting News From the Field of
Operations—A Series of
Native Defeats.

Official Gorrespou@ence—ﬁreat Britain
Does Not Desire to Extend
Her Responsibilities.

(From the London Times.)

Several skirmishes have now taken place
between the Chartered Company’s forces
and the Matabele, and the latter have in
each case been defeated. The first skirmish
took place on the 15th inst., when the Com-
pany’s scouts were fired on, and one man
was wounded. The scouts fired back,
killing twenty-two Matabele. A party of
seventy of the Company’s men were sent
out immediately to reconnoitre, and they
found that the Insuka regiment was re-
tiring on Buluwayo, driving cattle with it.
The Company’s men captured over 500 head
of cattle from the regiment. On the follow-
ing day the Victoria column engaged and
defeated the enemy at Indaima’s mountain.
At the same time the Salisbury column en-
gaged: and defeated the enemy near the
same place. Finally the two columns
united, and are now advancing upon Balu-
wayo. Dr. Jameson rode between the two
columns and insured their co-operation.
The Fort Charter column took an active
part in the engagement, Captain Campbell,
formerly of the Royal artillery, was shot in
the leg, and the injured limb had to be
amputated, with fatal results. No other
casualties are reported in the Chartered
Company’s force. The number of Matabele
killed by the Victoria column is estimated
at 100. No details have yet been received
respecting the number of the enemy killed
by the Fort Charter column.

Indaima’s mountain is situated on the
right bank of the river Tokwe, not far from
its junction with the Umgesi river. It is
some thirty miles west of the Chartered
Company’s pioneer road, midway between
Forts Vicporia and Charter, and 120 miles
in a straight line south-west from Salisbury.
It is just midway between Salisbury and
Buluwayo, the respective headquarters of
the opposing forces. The country in the
vicinity is described as most difficult for
transport purposes, and is studded with
enormous castellated koppies.

Lobengula is now dividing his forces,
part being sent against the northern col-
umns and the remainder against Tati.
The Chartered Company’s authorities re-
gard this movement as being most favor-
able for their operations. Lobengula’s
brother, Gubogubo, with Mantuse, the in-
duna of the Mobukutwane regiment, and
another Matabele arrived at Tati, ostensibly
on a mission from Lobengula, but were
taken prisoners on entering the place. Man-
tuse seized the sword of one of the mounted
policemen who had them in castody, where-
upon Mantuse and one of the Matabele en-
voys were shot by the police. Mr. Dawson,
the Buluwayo trader, has been sent on a
mission to Sir H. Loch, but this is believed
by the company’s officials to be a device of
Lobengula’s to protract operations till the
rainy season sets-in.

The following telegram from Sir H. B.
Loch, dated October 18, to the Colonial
Office, gives news of the Bechuanaland col-
unn:—*‘Following is suobstance of news
from Colonel Goold-Adams:—‘October 14,
six miles from Tati. Khama has joined
with 1.760 men, 100 mounted, 980 armed
with Martinis; fine weather; everything in
their favor. Plan of operations agreed
upon with Khama. Endeavoring to estab-
lish heliograph stations with loutsie,
The column by to-day will probsbly be on
high veldt north Monarch reef.’ ”*

A telegrami from Cape Town having
stated that Sir Henry Loch, as Imperial
‘Commissioner, had taken over the manage-
ment of the campaign from the Company,
the following statement has been given out
a8 correctly representing the position of the
High Uommissioner towards "the Compmy:

“Iv is the duty of Nir menry Loch, in
virtue of his office as High Commissioner of
South Africa, to conduct all negotiations
which have to be carried on between Her
Majesty’s Government and the native chiefs
within the British = sphere of infla-
ence in ,South Africa. By the terms
of their’ charter the Company have
to submit ‘to  the approval * of
Her Majesty’s Government any - ar-
rangements they may desire to make
\?im the natives within their field of oper-

tions. Should any differences arise be-
tween the Company and any chief or tribe
inhabiting these territories, Sir Henry
Loch is empowered to require that the
matter nhoulso be submitted tor the decision
of the Secretary of State, and if the latter
thinks fit to object to any of the dealin
of the Company in this conmexion, the
Company must act in accordance with any
suggestion made by the Secretary of State.

*As the Company’s forces are now at war
with Lobengula and are marching upon Bu-
luwayo, Sir Henry Loch has thought it
right* to remind the British South Africa
Compauy of this fact, and it is understood
that Her Majesty’s Government  require
that, in the event of Lobengula’s defeat,
the terms of peace with that chief shall be
settled by him as Hi@h Commissioner on
behalf of Her Majesty’s Government and
not solely by the Chartered Company. This
has been done in order to avoid any unwise
nrrnngomenb being made by the latter which
would not be condacive to the general peace
of South Africa, for which the High Com-
missioner is finally responsible.

‘“ There is no reason to suppose that any
difference of opinion on this question exists
between the High Commissioner and Mr,
Cecil Rhodes. The report circulated at the
Cape that Sir Henry Loch proposed to visit
Buluwayo under escort is perfectly un-
founded, as is also the supposition that Her
Majesty’s Government, with the object of
farther extending Imperial control or re-
spousibility over the territories which the
British Sonth Africa, Company have aec-
quired by their concessions from Lobengula,
might propose taking advantage of the
present opportunity in order to withdraw
some of  the powers conferred on the com-
pany by their charter. Her Majesty’s
Government are not in the least desirous of

| increasing their rupoxibilitiu in this dirge-

tion, and are only anxious that a proper

‘arrangement may be effected which will

tend towards the preservation of peace and
the general welfare of the British domirfens
in South Africa.” 2

Sir Henry Loch has arrived at Mafeking,
and has inspected the 250 Imperial troops
who have volunteered for service.

They are nenli, all
two-year-olds, by such sires as Pied-
mont, Azmoor and Wildnut, and were
purchased to breed trotters for the inhabi-
tants of Guatemala. Senor Ojada is a son-
in-law of ex-President Barrilas, and both he
and the ex-President are to be interested in
the venture.

KASLO-SLOCAN.

Considerable Development and Rich
Ore—Lake Slocan Transporta-
tion Fgcilities.

The Ka,slo-Sl.oca.n Railway—Its Route
—It Will be Vigorously
Prosecuted.

(From the Seattle Telegraph.)

Althongh there has been comparatively
little work accomplished for the past six
months in the way of silver mining, yet a
prospector from the Slocan district, in
British Columbia, reports considerable ac-
tivity in that region. This district lies
upon the east side of Lake Slocan and ex-
tends from the lake shore to the summit of
the watershed between Lake Slocan and
Kootenay. Those who have seen Lake
Slocan say it is a beautiful sheet of water,
from one to two miles wide and about thirty

miles long. It is set in the midst of ‘the
Selkirk range of mountains, and is about
equally distant from Aaron lake; a widening
of the Columbia river, and Kootenay lake,
an estuary of the Kootenay river, which is
the principal branch of the Columbia river
in British Columbia.

HAWAIIAN QUESTION.

It Perplexes the Politigians—A *“Bonne
Bouehe” for Congress—Cabinet
Dissensions.

Minister Thurston Formally Received
By Secretary Gresham—Trouble
Over the Restoration.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 14.—Congress will
undoubtedly take up Hawaii immediately
upon assembling in December. A fight will,
it is said, be made on the administration’s
policy, on the ground that it has declared
war without the consent of Congress. If
the present government peacefully yields to
the persuasions of the American minister,

the question involved is whether so peace-
able & proceeding conuld be regarded as an
act of war. It is argued that it would be
an act of aggression on a sovereign power
none the less because that power peacefully
yielded to a threat of overwhelminly su-
perior force. There is a shrewd surmise in
Washington City that the restoration of
Queen Liliuokalani may not be followed by
entire withdrawal of the influence of the
United States, but that, with the work of
the last administration once undone, a pro-
tectorate may be established over the mon-
archy. One clear and certain result of
the present incident would seem to be
that annexation wi]l never be proffered the
United States by the Hawaiians again.

Ex-Lient. Stanton, who is regarded as one
of the best admiralty lawyers in the coun-
try, makes the following suggestion as a
possible outcome of the Hawaiian situation :
¢ A naval officer has a right to disobey an
order which he knows to be illegal, but he
assumes responsibility in so doing. If on
trial the order is shown to be illegal, he
cannot be punished ; but the first instinct
of an officer is to obey an order and throw
the responsibility on his superior who gave
the order. In the Hawaiian matter, Presi-
dent Dole has a simple way of tying Minis-
ter Willie’ hands if he is sharp enough. All
he has to do is to hand him his passports
and refuse to have anything further to do
with him. Willis becomes immediately a
private citizen and cannot legally give
orders to the naval .officers. It makes
no difference if another set of cre-
dentials is issued to Queen Lilinokalani; the
provisional government received recognition
as a de facto government from the foreign
nations, and any act by Willis as American
minister to Hawaii, after President Dole
had sent him his passports, would be illegal.
It takes two nations to make a minister.
Lord Sackville-West ceased to be British
minister when the State department gave
him notice,”

A story was spread last night which
seems to have had its origin in the gossip of
the Metropolitan club, in this ecity, that
there were strong dissensions in the cabinet
on the Hawaiian situation. . The rumor says
Smith and Morton are not in accord with
the government, and had tendered, or in-
tended to tender, their resignations. Mor-
ton denied the rumor late last night, and
says he has no intention of resigning.”

+ T IS the fashion in these
days to talk very grandly

Every virile man has a vein of brutality
in his composition, more or I deftly
buried beneath the surface of eﬁs civili-
zation, and every woman is at heart
timid of encountering this brutality—
that is to say, every womanly woman is.

Almost any man brought into busi-
ness relations with a woman not his em-
ployee meets her propositions or argn-
ments with either an air of good natured
tolerance, or disquieted contempt of
‘skeptical scrutiny, or of ‘magnanimous
acceptance, perhaps harder to bear than
any other of the demonstrations of his
superiority.

own intellectual or authoritative plat-
form, and her disa&vant&ge is at once
made apparent, and her helplessness to
overcome it stares her in the face.

No man ever meets her and converses
upon momentous subjects precisely as
he does with another man, and until this
is the case there are no true equnal rights
for the woman.  The woman seeks an in-
terview with her business man or lawyer;
she wishes certain things done and done
at once; the business man or the lawyer
assures her'with an air of indulgent pa-
tience that what she suggests cannot be
done, af least not in her way and at her
time; that to sell, or to buy, or toinvest,
or to do whatever it is she wishes to do
is not: possible, or if possible not desir-

what?is for the best. Now just here
comes. in the_helplessness of which I
speak. -The woman feels. confident that
the thing she wishes could be’done, and
-that it would be well that it should be
done, but she lacks the habit of com-
mand, the self confidence, the weight of
will, that would “enable her to hold her
own without aghtation or struggle.

The Australian cricket ' team sailing for
home on the Warrimoo to-day is the eighth
which has left the island continent and the
third which has visited America, and, hav-
ing left Sydney on the 11th of March, will
have been absent about nine months.

Vietor Cohen, the manager, has been in
Victoria for a couple of days, but the other
members take the steamer at Vancouver.
The record made by the team has been very
creditable, for out of a total of 37 matches

played in the mother country they won 18,
drew 10 and lost but 9. In America they

layed six matches, these being two ‘with

hiladelphia and one each with New York,
Boston, Detroit and Tor nto. These were ail
won easily except the first with Philadelphia,
when the team were out of condition after
the sea trip, and that with New York,
which not being completed counted a draw.

Mr. Cohen, speaking to & representative
of the CoLONIST at the Dallas hotel, yester-
day, spoke with enthusiasm of the trip
through Canada, and especially “of the
mountain scenery. He said the team wounld
have liked to have played a match in
British Columbia, in the interests of the
game in this Province, but the state of the
weather made this impossible. He formed
a good opinion of the Canadian cricketers,
and mentions particularly Cooper, who he
considers ought to rank as one of the best
bowlers in the world. ~This bowler not only
gave a tura to the ball in the air which
proved puzziingto the best batsman, but,
the most surprising thing, he kept it up
throughout his entire innings. The Aus-
tralians had heard of this as a baseball
pitcher’s art, but had never experienced it
in - cricket, ‘where the distance the ball
is sent is  greater.

A GREAT LABOR CONVENTION,

Every labor organizstion in the Province
has received an invitation to be represented
at the meeting to be held here on'the 25th
iostant for the purpose of discussing the act
creating the bureau of labor and statistics
and the council of arbitration and concilia-
tion.  The meeting has been -called by cir-
cular issued from the office of the secretary
of the labor bureau. Since operations have
been commenced under the act, it has been
made evident that there is a great deal of
misapprehension with to the intend-
ed operation of the labor buresu. Through
lack of information on the part of those
whom it was designed to benefit and in con-
sequence of prejudicial reports putv in cir-
culation, the ‘work has not progressed as
smoothly as might have o{een de-
sired. In consequence, this general
meeting -has been called. Every known
Iabor organization in the Province has re-
ceived through its secretary an invitation
to send a delegate, and each secretary ad-
dressed has been invited to send to the
deputy commissioner of the bureau the
name of any local union which he has reason
to suppose has been overlooked. As the

vernment will bear the actual expenses of
the delegates, there will be no financial
obstacle in the way of making the meeting |
a success. It is expected that there will
be present upwards of ‘delegates from
‘places outside Victoria, and from 'this city
there will probably be about half that num-
ber of delegates.

No programme has been laid out save a
general discussion of the act, and this is
expected to elicit from the delegates a frank
expression of their viewa as to the . subjects
to which attention should first be given by
the bureau, the nature of the information
which should be gathered, and the best
means of obtaining it.

Regina Standard : The building record.of
Regina for 1893, far exceeds thatof 1892,
and is only a little below the famous record’
of 1891. It aggregates in round numbers
about $140,000.

Poat-Intelligencer : A good stream of
water has been struck in the artesian well
drilled by the Union Electric Company at
its Grant street power house~ The well is
171 feet deep-and flows 144,000 gallons in
twenty-four hours, the stream rising seven-
teen feet above high water line in the bay.
There is far more than enough to supply the
power house. There is every reason to be-
lieve that this well and the various others
which have been drilled in the part of the
city fronting on the harbor are fed'by an
underground stream flowing from Lake
Waahington through a stratum of gravel
and sand.

The United States Goyernment appears
determined to make repgtation in some way
to the Queen of the Hawaiian ‘Islands for
the injury that"was done her by the United
States through the instrumentality of Con-
sul Stevens and Captain Wiltz. .Secretary
Gresham’s letter is a confession of wrong-
doing on the part of those servants of the
Republie, and restitution,in some shape and
to some extent, will no doubt follow confes-
sion. Exactly what course the President
proposes to pursue is not yet known, but
that he has formed some definite plan, and
and that he will carry it out, those who
know what manner of man he is can have
no doubt.

Consul Stevens and those who aided and
abetted him in his endeavors to dethrone
Queen Liliuokalani .declare fhat the Presi-
dent has been misinformed. But this is
not true. The, President took the proper
means to find out the exact truth abont the
rise and progress of the Hawaiian revolu-
tion. He sent - & Commigfioner to

_the Istmds—a man of good ability
” and high. character—who inquired on
the spot into all the circumstances.
The conclusion that he came to was the one
at which all impartial and unprejudiced
men arrived who read the accounts of the
events immediately after they had taken
place. # This was that the revolution was to
a very great extent brought about by the
intrigues of the American consul, and that
the Provisional Government, but for him
and the force which he had at his command
and which he placed in the capital at a criti-
cal moment, would never have been able to
#eiz3 the Government, or to retain it after
they had it in pouengpn. Commissioner
.Blount also found out that the people of the
Islands were not in favor of the revolution,
and had not in any way clothed+ the revo-
lutionists with authority. Another dis-
covery made by Mr. Blount was that the
native inhabitants of the Islands were not
in favor of annexation, and that they were
well content to rémain as they were before
their Queen was dethroned. The logical
and ‘moral consequence of the inquiry is
that it is the duty of the United States
Government to place things in Hawaii
exactly as they were before the Queen was
deposed. But this is much more easily said
than done.

~. The resignation of Mr. H. J. Macdonald
has made an election in Winnipeg for the
Dominion House of Commons necessary.

AN IMMENSE HOARD. -

There are a good many who want to know
what the United States Government has
done with all the silver it has been buying
for the past three years or so, and how much
there is of it left. Comparatively little of
that silver was coined. By far the greater
part of it is stored up in the Government’s
vaults. That Government had on hand
on the 1st of the present month
139,466,257 fine ounces of silver, cost-
ing $125,888,929. This silver if coined
would make 180,320,008 standard dol-
lars, so that if the Government under-
took to coin all its store of silver it would
make by the operation a very snug profit of
$54,431,080. As each dollar would not con-
tain a dollar’s worth of silver, the nation,
if all this silver was foisted on it, would be
cheated out of very mnearly fifty-four mil-
lions and a half of dollars. But the Gov-
ernment does not intend to coin this five
thousand tons of silver or thereabouts. It
is, in fact, s white elephant on its hands,
which it does not know very well what to do
with. It is, as regards this silver, in a very
nhpla-sant sense, embarrassed by its riches,
It would be very convenient for the
Government, just now that a deficit
is staring - it in the face, to have
at its disposal the half of one, hundred and
eighty millions, in a shape that could easily
be made available either at home or abroad.
But the sfored silver is not that kind of
wealth. Incalculable mischief would be
done if the United States should open the
sluices of its treasury and let this dammed-
up silver flow all over its own and every
other country. It will have to be very care.
ful, indeed, how it lets its silver out. If it
does not want to demodralize th™gilver mar-
ket, and its own currency, it will have to
dole it out by driblets in a period extending
over m: years.

The United States has kept up the value
of itssilver by artificial means. Against some
of the silver it bought it issued Treasury
notes, redeemable in either silver or gold ;
but it was bound by the statute to keep up
& parity bepween the two metals. The con-
sequence has been that nearly all the silver
notes presented for redemption were re-
deemed in gold. While the law was in op-
eration, silver notes to the amount of $54,-
620,192 were redeemed. Of these $52,395,-
840 were redeemed in gold and $2,224,192
in silver.. This shows how silver was
buoyed up by the Government long after it
had gone down in the gpen market to a very
low price. The Government without having
found out the secret of transmuting metals,
was.compelled, in & way, to turn silver into
gold ; and it was because, as may easily be
seen, it could not go on doing thie forever,
that it was obliged to, repeal the Sherman
Act and stop adding to its store of :silver.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 14.—Secretary Car-
lisle to-day received from the Commissioner
of Immigration at San Francisco a report
accompanied by sworn testimony about the
landing in. San Franciwy of twelve
Russian  convicts ‘who escaped from
confifiément and were picked up by passing
vessels and brought to this couatry.  The
men are now under arrest in San Francisco,
and the question that complicates the situ-

ation is what to do with them,

NOT CLEVELAND'S POLICY.

It is amusing to regd the comments of
some of the late American newspapers on
the State elections. They declare that dis-
gust with the policy of the Democratic party
is the cause of the disasters. Eight months
of Democratic rule, they assert, have been
enough for the people of the United States.

If the Republican papers were at all can-
did they would admit that the Democratic
policy has not yet been even inaugurated.
The course pursued by President Cleveland
with regard to free silver was much more in
accordance with Republican principles than
with tite~wishes and inclinations of the men
who form the Democratiz majority in Con-
gress; and the enactment of the law repeal-
ing the Sherman Act has heen the only
measure of great importance to which the
Democratic Administration has given its
countenance and its aid.

The silver men of both parties have some
reason to say that the verdict rendered at
the polls on the 7th inst. was in condem-
nation of the course pursued by the Presi-
dent with respect to the repeal of the Sher-
man Act. But the Republican papers do
not say this, for they know that they openly
and emphatically approved of all that the
President did to procure the passage of that
measure. They are shrewd enough to see
that in condemning the Administration for
its action in that matter they would be
condemning themselves,

The principal plank in the platform of the
Democratic party and the question on which
President Cleveland ran his election
was tariff reform. It was because
he opposed high protection and favored
free trade that he was supported by the
Democratic party and by a very “consider-
able proportion of the Republican party.
But Mr. Cleveland’s administration has as
yet done nothing to carry out the policy of
tariff reform. No one in the United States,
except perhaps the members of the Commit-
tee of Ways and Means and a few trusted
politicians, knows what the revised tariff is
to be like. The defeats of Tuesday could
not therefore express disapproval of the
Democratic policy. During the eight months
in which Mr. Cleveland has been in office,
he—if the appbintments and dismissals of
civil servants are mnot taken into
account—hus been much more a Repub-
lican than a DI‘emocrat, and those who
most bitterly complain of his acts are mem-
bers of the Democratic party—defeated ad-
vocates of free coiege and disappointed
and, therefore, disgruntled office seekers.

In New York the Republican victory is
in great measure owing to the Democratic
revolt against Temmany rule. Previous to
the election, the men who were most active
in their opposition to the election of Mr.
Maynard to the office of judgze of the Court
of appeals were sound Democrats. Yet we
see that Mr. Maynard’s defeat is spoken of
as a Republican victory. It can hardly be
doubted that the revolt against Tammany
had other effects favorable to the Republi-
cans. At any rate, it is quite evident that
the Democratic policy has nothing to do
with the election in the State of New York.
We are, however, far from believing that
the Democratic policy, when the attempt to
carry it out is made, will be generally sup-
ported. Protection has too stronga hold
in the United States to be rooted out with-
out a very great and a very bitter contest.

WHAT HAS THE HARVEST BEEN ?

The venerable Neal Dow, father of the
Maine liquor law, when asked by Ontario
enquirers if prohibition has proved a success
in Maine, declared that it has, and. in proof
of his statement he pointed to the progress
which the State has made in material pros-
perity. We have not the slightest desire to
queéstion the good old man’s sincerity. He
believed in the truth of what he was saying,
and in the soundness of the argument he
used. But impartial and intelligent enquir-
ers will not-place implicit faith in the gsti-
mate’ which a fond parent places on the
qualities and capabilities of a favorite child.
They will go to other sources of informa-
tion, and jadge him by other testd.

Forty years is a considerable time, par-
ticularly in this century, in the life of a
State or & community. Since Mr. Dow’s
prohibition law was enacted many Stateshave
increased both in wealth and population
without a prohibitive law. Take the Pro-
vines of Ontario, for instance, ‘whose condi-
tion and ‘circumstances resemble in many
respedts those of the State of Maine. Has
it not progressed during the last forty years
at a rate fully equal to that of the State of
Maine? But material progress is not the
only or the chief improvement which the
operation of a prohibitive law, according to
the representations of the advocates of pro-
hibition, is caloulated to effsct. The liquor
traffic, they say, not only makes communi:
ties poor, but it debases them, morally and
intellectually, ‘and produces a social condi-
tion which it is most melancholy to contem.
plate.

Well, Maine has had the advantage
of upwards of forty years of prohibition.
Men and women in that State have
been born and have grown to middle
age under a strict prohibitory law. It is
fair therefore to look in Maine for all the
advantages which are said to flow from the
prohibition of the traffic in intoxicating
beverages.  Are the natives of Maine—men
and women—models of what men and
women born and' reared under the most
favorable conditions ought to be, and, if the
prohibitionists are right, must be? Are
they morally, intellectually and physieally
saperior to the men and women of the
neighboring states and provinces who
have not been brought up under circum-
stances so favorable as theirs to moral,
physical and intellectual development ?
Is a Maine man as a rule stronger;
more robust, than, say, a native New
Brunswicker? Is he more intelligent and

brighter mentally; is he more amenable

to moral and religious influences, and is he
a better and a more useful member of so-

ciety gemerally? If prohibition produces
the results that are claimed for it, then the
native of the state of Maine ought to be far
the superior of the native of New Bruns-
wick, or of any other province or state
which has not been favored by a prohibitive
law. His or her superiority ought to be so
evident to all impartial observers that it
would be foolish and dishonest to deny it.

Does this superiority of the native inhabi-
tants of Maine strike the traveller as soon
a8 he crosses its boundary ? Is a Maine man
throughout the United States and the Do-
minion of Canada proverbiul for his refine-
ment and his intellectual strength? Have
the jails in that state been closed, and have
the hospitals for the insane been converted in-
to colleges and school houses ? If tae advo

cates of prohibition are not mistaken, if they
have not placed too high an estimate on the
effects that must follow the enactment in a
country of a law to prohibit the manufac-
ture and sale of alcoholicbeverages, the people
who Bave lived in & State in which such a
law has been in operation for over forty
years cannot but be better in every respect
than their neighbors who have not enjoyed
that advantage. The test in Maine has
been a remarkably favorable one. It is not
likely to be so favorable anywhere else. It
is, therefore, perfectly fair to institute a
comparison between the inhabitants of Maine
and those of non-prohibitive States. The
tree is known by its fruits. The fruits in
Maine have had time to ripen. Are they
such as the advocates of prohibition would
lead us to expect ?

AMERICAN RAILROADS.

The railroads of the United States do not
appear to be in a particularly prosperous
condition. The New York Times comments
upon the *‘ extraordinary fact that more than
$1,200,000,000 of railroad property in this
country is now in the hands of receivers.”
This appears to be incredible, but the Times
gives many particulars which must be in-
teresting to business men in this and every
‘other part of the civilized world. It says
that :

Five great railroad systems which at pres-
ent enjoy the protection of receiverships have
an aggregate mileage of 24,977 miles with
an aggregate capitalization of $416,726,711,
aggregate assets amounting to §1,174,312,-
871, and a combined funded indebtedness of
$517,028,5656. The names of the five systems
are the Union Pacific, Northern Pacific,
Philadelphia and Reading, Erie, Richmond
Terminal—the Erie, last named, including
in these calculations East Tennessee, Vir-
ginia and Georgia, and the Georgia Central
lines.  According to the latest Stock
Exchange quotations, the aggregate market
value of the capital stocks of all these lines
is in the neighborhood of $503,000,000, a
little more than 12 per cent. of the par
value of the stocks. A large proportion of
these stocks will probably be wiped out al-
together in the costly processes of reorgan-
ization. :

This is a dismal story to tell of a very
considerable proportion of the railroads of
what is generally considered the most pros-
perous country in the world. When the
stock of a railroad has gone down to less
than one-eighth of its par value, it is reason-
able to conclude that it is in & very bad con-
dition indeed. This is said, as the reader
sees, not of one or two - insignificant roads,
but of five great lines, havinz a mileage
more than equal to the circumference of the
whole earth. If this could be said of Eng-
lish railroads what a lamentation the
enemies of Great Britain would set
up. It° would be declared * to
be on the verge of bankruptoy and the
most melancholy forecasts of its future
would be drawn, but as it is the United
States Railroads that are in the state
described by the Times, very little is heard
about their condition and what their condi-
tion indicates. 3

Although the figures of the great New
York daily point to a state of things that it
cannot be very pleasant to contemplate, we
are far from wishing to convey the idea that
the United States is financially and ocom.
mercially in a bad way. That country has
immense resources and an enterprising, an
industrious and an intelligent population,
who can make a good use of them. It can
therefore, if circumstances are at all favor-
able, extricate itself from temporary em-
barrassments with comparative ease. It
would not be at all surprising if in the
course of two or three years\the railroads
now in the hands of receivers' wese out of
their difficulties and doing & flourishing
business.

TRULY PATRIOTIC.

The peopleof Mexico are patriotic,and they
show their patriotiém in the most effective
way. The Mexican Government is in finan-

to pay the interest on the national debt. As
soon as the people were convinced of this,
they rushed to the Gov\emment’l aid in a
way that shows both the sincerity and the
strength of their patriotism, This is how
the San Antonio Express. describes the
course which they pursued :

The action of the Mexican people, officials
and lecal governments in coming gallantly
to the rescue of the national credit is in
marked contrast with the practices which,
have for many years prevailed on the hither
side of the Rio Bravo. The Mexican peo-
ple have contributed of their means, the
Mexican officials of their salaries, the iﬁex-
ican local governments of their resources to
help pay the interest on-the national debt.
The very prisoners have voluntarily taken
up collections for that purpose— to maintain
the credit of a government. that is-punish-
ing them, and which has doomed some of

AN INTERESTING TRAVELLER.

A Friend of Livingston Who is Still
Engaged in Mission Work
in Africa.

Scene and Orlgin of the Matabele
War—The Wonderful
- Treasure Fields.

South African affairs occupy so prominent
& place in the newspapers that itis more
than_ordinarily interesting to meet with a
well-informed traveller from that part of
the world, and this dessription well applies
to the Reverend Doctor James Stewart,
who, accompanied by Mrs. Stewart, has
been spending & few days in Victoria, but
left last evening for San Francisco, via the
Sound. Dr. Stewart lately founded the
East African Scottish Mission, but his main
work has been in connection with the mis-
sion at Lovedale, of which he has charge.
There particular attention is paid to the
education of the native blacks in the arts of
civilization, and on his present trip through
Canada and the United States he has vis-
ited as many as possible of the institutions
devoted to the training of the Indians and
of the negroes.

A reporter of the Coronist called upon
Dr. Stewart at the Hotel Victoria, and ob-
tained from him some very interesting par-
ticulars about his . work and African affiirs
generally. The story of the present
war, which ocoupies the foremost place
in the public mind. he tells in a few
words. First of all, as to the positions of
the contestants. King Lobengula has un-
disputed sway over a province in the east-
ern interior of the South African peninsula,
about 1,700 miles north of Cape Town and
400 miles from the coast. Adjoining his
territory, on the way to the coast, is
Mashonaland. As the Mashonas number
only about 50,000 and the Lobengulans, or
Matabele,” are nearer 100,000, the latter
regularly prey upon the Mashonas, whose
cattle and women and children they drive
off and sell. ~ King Lobengula gave the
British South Africa Company permission
to enter into the tfibutary province of
Mashona to hunt or to dig gold, though he
forbade them to enter his own land, and 200
or 300 whites have accordingly settled there.
Bat this settlement did not prevent the
Matabele from continuing their raids, and
the Britishers were continually made
witnesses of the massacre of the poor
Mashonas by their stronger and fiercer
neighbors. The help of a British force was
therefore called for to drive out the
Matabele, and this commenced the
war which is now in progress, and
which has had little result from the fact that
the military force available is very small.
Johannesburg is the northern terminus of
railway commaunication, and that is about
seven hundred miles from the seat-of war.
The simplest way into Mashonaland is to go
by sea up the east coast to the mouth of the
Pungwee river and up that stream into the
interior.

Dr. Stewart thinks the treatment of the
Indians in Canada contrasts very favorably
with that of the blacks in Afcrica, and this
particularly occurred to him when last week
in the Northwest, he witnessed the payment
of the treaty money on the oot reserve.
Of course there is & marked difference in the
characteristios of the natives, for while the
American Indian is not adapted for work,
the African native takes readily to hard
labor, and does most of the work of the
farms and of loading and unloading the ves-
sels trading to the coast. He was, however,
much struck with the kindly and generous
manner in which the Canadian Indians were
dealt with.

With the exploration of Africa, Dr.
Stewart has had a good deal to do. He was
a friend of Livingstone, and joined the
great explorer on the Zambesi in 1862,
being with him when Mrs. Livingston edied
at Shupanga in April of that year. He has
twice since then visited Central Africa—in
the establishment of new missions, one the

THE FUTURE OF AFRICA.

. As to the future development of the con-
tinent of Africa, Dr. Stewart says: ‘¢ The
recent partition of the enormous areas of
that continent by the great European pow-
ers—the most stupendous division of the
earth’s surface which has ever taken place
by such methods—will promote its civiliza-
tion. Any European administration, how
ever imperfect at first, will do more for the
protection of life and property than any of
the old native regimes, Of course, a great
deal d ds on the degtee of justice and
fair dealing with the natives, which may be
wrought  into such  administration,
The Germans are much too miki
tary for the mnatives either to un.
derstand or improve rapidly under.
The British method—slower, less theoret-
ically perfect and more practical and more
indulgent—on the whole suits: the African
‘better. As to the rightness or wronguess of
those gigantic appropriations, there may be
various opinions, but the process seems
almost unavoidable for the speedy progres
of civilization throughout the vast continent
of Africa.

‘ There will be more or less bloodshed
when the natives fully realize the extentand
nature of the change, and of this the present
contest between the Matabele and the
British South Africa .Company is an in-
stance. This collision, predicted from the
first, has now taken place. It has been in-
evitable from the nature of the forces—bar-
barism and divilization—meeting on the
ground of common life within a given ares;
the outcries of sham moral indignation of
English Radicals and Anarchists, with

mperial and British East Africa Company’s
territories, inland from Zanzibar, half way
between the coast and Uganda.

As to the future development of Southern
and Central Africa, Dr. Stewart says that
the former alone will be the field for Earo-
pean oolonization.  British ideas about
South Africa have been entirely re-
versed within the last thirty years. For-
merly it was thought to be only a good
place for big game. Itisnow found to be
full of mineral wealth. The Kimberley
diamond fields, since they were opened in
1870, have alone produced diamonds to the
value of £70,000,000. This has been within
an area of two miles. The land on which
these mines ocecur counld at one time have
been bought for one or two dellars an acre.
The Transvaal gold fields are producing gold-
at the rate of about £4,000,000 annually.
Thus development which is only beginnin,
may be indeguitely extended on account o
the vast area of these quartz bearing fields.

Emigration he would not recommend to
any persons who are fairly well off, though
men practically acquainted with gold min-
ing and able to direct operations might do
well. The actual work of the mines is done
by native labor, hence the working miner
would not have a Rood chance of success.
Alluvial gold 3’ hardly found. Mechanics,
carpenters and builders find y loy-
ment at Johannesburg at rﬂz;d?m?ogr Zo
five dollars a day, but living is correspond-
ingly dear.

THE LOVEDALE MISSION,

Lovedale is a large missionary institation
in Kaffraria, about 700 miles north-east of
Cape Town. It is so named after Rev. Dr.
Laovedale, of Glasgow, one of the first secre-
taries of the London Missionary Society,
and one of the founders of the Glasgow
Miesionary Society, since absorbed into the
missions of the Presbyterian Churches of
Scotland. In principle the mission is evan-
gelistic, educational and industrial, and the
course of education ranges from the ele-
mentary school to theology, with an inter-
mediate or arts course. Each of these bc-
cupies three years. For those who are un-
able to enter the institution and join the
regular classes, a primary school is pro-
vided, at which children from the neigh-
boring villages also atiend.

The industrial section comprehends wag-
gon-making, blacksmithing, carpentering,
printing, book-binding and telegraphy. In
the latter an office has been worked for
twenty years by native operators. A large
arm is also cultivated, with an average. of
1,500 bags of grain, maize, wheat, barley
and oate, besides other crops. . Those who
enter the trades- departments are regularly
indentured for four years. ' Each of the in-
dustrial departmenta is under a European
master or instructor. The staff numbers
sixteen white men, and four ladies connected
with the girls’ school—a separate establish-
ment but under the one direction. The pupils
and indents number over 700, of whom 200
are in the girls’ school. There are also a
small number of Europeans, sons of mission-
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Labonchere at, their head, notwithstanding.
All vhis outcry is only one of the innumer-
able forms o:lfolitioal hypocrisy and hate.”

The gene; impression given by Dr.
Stewart of his African experience of thirty
years is this :—that there is a great future
for that least cared for and most neglected
of all the continents ; that the Jonger he has
lived among the Africans the better he has
liked them; shat those crimes which are com-
mon in the Southern States, and which are
causing such deplorable results there, are
almost unknown in South Africa ; and that
with the Gospel and civilized teaching, the
African can be made a useful man,
