Boston, Nov. 10.—Francis Parkin an, the 

eminent historian, died at hb home to 
Jamaica Pbtoa on Wednesday evening, of 
peritonitis. He was a son of Rev. Francis 
Parkin an, a noted Unitarian minister, who 
founded the professorship of pulpit elo­
quence and pastoral care to the theological 
department of Harvard University. He waa 
a nephew of Dr. George Packman, who gave 
the ground on which Harvard Medical 
school stands and was afterward murdered 
to the college building by Prof. Webster. 
Frauds Park man was bom to Boston Sep­
tember 16. 1823, was graduated at Harvard 
to 1844, and studied law for two yews, but 
abandoned it to 1846. He travelled to 
Europe in the latter part of 1843 and the 
beginning of 1844, and to 1846 set ont to 
explore the Rooky mountains.

He lived for several months among the 
Dakota Indiana and still wilder and 
remoter tribes, and incurred hard- 

and privations that made him 
valid. An account of thb expedition 

{given to a series of articles to the 
Knickerbocker Magazine, which were sub­
sequently collected and pnblbhed to book 
form. He afterward engaged to literary 
work almost exclusively, and notwitbstind- 
tog hb impaired health, aocompenbd by 
partial blindness, attained high rank aa a 
historian and’writer. Mr. Parkman visited 
France to 1868, 1868, 1872, 1880 and 1881, 
to examine the French archives to connec­
tion with hb historical labors In 1871-72 
he waa professor of hortionlture to the agri­
cultural school at Harvard. Hb chief work 
was a series of volumes intended to illustrate 
the rise and fall of the French dominion to 
America, which are dbtlnguUhed for bril­
liant style and accurate research.

O’Connor, commenced thb morning. Attor­
ney-General Davie b prosecuting. The 
whole day was spent to taking evidence, and 
when the eonrt rose at 7 p.m. the evidence 
for the prosecution was not completed. 
Some of the testimony b very telling against 
the prisoner, particularly that of John 
O’Neil, who swore that Kennedy told him 
that he tried to hit O’Connor to the head, 
and that, to the struggle with O’Connor, he 
was unable to cock hb revolver 
and waa obliged to “ fan ” it, 
that b strike the hammer with 
the palm of "hb hand, forcing it hack 
and allowing the needle to strike the cart­
ridge. After the killing, Kennedy pulled 
out all hb money, laid it on the table and 
raid he would give all he was worth to see 
O’Connor on hb feet again. The trial ex­
cites great interest, The case b not likely 
to go to the jnry before to-morrow. Judge 
Bole presides.

The Judge reserved the 
point The evidence of Barns went to show 
that Kennedy had said, after the shooting, 
that if he had to do it over again he would 
do so next morning. It also corroborated 
the evidence of former witnesses, to the 
effect that Kennedy admitted the killing. 
Kennedy’s own deposition, made before M. 
Manson, J P , was also put in evidence, 
which said that O’Connor had killed him­
self by the disobarge of a Winchester rifle 
he was polling down from the ehelf, and that 
thb was the only shot fired. Thb olosed 
the evidence for the prosecution.

The defence immediately placed Kennedy 
m the witness box He gave his story from 
his first landing on Reed Island until hb 
surrender to the officers, three weeks Uter. 
In it he raid that O’Connor was shot to a 
straggle while both bad hold of the revolver. 
Hie tale waa wonderfully interesting, and 
was lbtened to by the b.g audience amid 
the deepest silence. It did not oorres- 
p«md in many points with the evidence of 
-other witnesses. The court rose until 10:30 
to-morrow morning, when Kennedy's 
examination will take place.

The election of McKinley, of tariff fame, 
by a sweeping majority is a great victory 
for the protectionists of the United States.

We were pained to bear of the dismissal 
of Captain Arthur, late of the Warrimoo. 
Hie pleasant manner and hie desire to ac­
commodate all who had business to 
dp with the ship, gained for him 
a high place in 
every one with whom he came in contact 
in Victoria. Rumor says that the cause of 
his dismissal was the unpleasantness which 
followed the refusal to land Victoria 
freight on the Victoria wharf. If this is 
the case, he has been very hardly dealt with, 
for no one here believes that Captain Arthur 
was to blame in that matter. On the 
trary, the general belief is that if he had 
been allowed to do what he believed to be 
right, the freight intended for this port 
would have been landed here in good time, 
and there would have been no indignant 
protests from either shippers or citizens who 
considered it their duty to contend for the 
rights of Victoria. If, as we hear, and 
have some reason to believe, Captain 
Arthur has been made a scapegoat for the 
sms of others, not only has an injustice 
been done him, but the service in which he 
was engaged has received an injury, no one 
can yet tell how serious. He has the repu­
tation of being as skilful a navigator and as 
judicious a master as can be found in the 
merchant service of the Pacific to-day, and 
he is, as many here can testify, courteous 
and accommodating in his dealings with the 
public. Such men are not easily found. 
We must again express our belief that if he- 
lost his ship on account of anything that 
happened in Victoria, he is made to suffer 
not for hie own fault, but for the spiteful 
meddlesomeness of others.

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A NEGLECTED CITT.

We are not surprised that Mr. J. A. 
Curtis, of Sydney, New South Wales, was 
amazed at the disreputable appearance of 
our streets. They are disreputable. They 
are a constant source of annoyance, irrita 
tion rad inconvenience to the citizens and a 
disgrace to the city. They are, besides, an 
outward and very visible sign of the incapa­
city rad want of enterprise and public 
spirit of the City Council There ora be no 
possible exouee for permitting the streets to 
fall into the condition in which they are, 
rad for allowing them to remain in that 
condition. All that oan be said about them 
is that the city government is utterly in­
capable, haring no regard for the conveni­
ence of the citizens and oaring nothing for 
the impression which the dirty, slovenly, 
ill-kept streets makes upon the travellers 
■who visit the oity.

It is not hard to zee that the carelessness, 
the apathy rad want of intelligence of the 
City Council, are doing the oity an incalcul­
able amount of harm. It is well known 
that Victoria has many enemies who are 
loud-mouthed, watchful rad persistent. 
Whatever goes wrong in the oity, those en­
emies are ready to publish an exaggerated 
account of it to aU the world, rad they are 
perpetually representing Victoria as a 
sleepy, unenterprising, unprogressive place; 
and it must be confessed the appearance of 
its streets and drains leads the visitor to be­
lieve that what Victoria’s 
traduoers say about her is perfectly true.

Every one is more or lees ready to judge 
by outward appearances. The great majority 
of people who see a man dressed like a 
tramp, rad having the unkempt appearance 
of a tramp, conclude that he ia a 
tramp, haring the habita rad the vices 
of a tramp. So the person who enters 
a town whose streets are neglected rad 
where aighte rad smells offensive to the 
sense* meet him at almost every turn, ia 
apt to conclude that it is in every respect as 
unpleasant as it looks. He is certain to 
speak of the bad impression that the ap­
pearance of the oity haa made upon' him 
wherever he goes, and in this way the oity 
gets, or wiU get, a bad reputation, which it 
is very far indeed from deserving. We say 
now, what we have often said before, Vie- 
toria is naturally at beautiful a oity as 
there is on this continent, rad it oan be 
easily made a very delightful oity to live 
in- But, If oare is not taken, the stupidity 
and sluggishness of those who are entrusted 
with the management of its affairs will pre­
vent its inhabitants deriving any benefit 
from its many natural attractions. A place 
with not a tithe of its advantages, which 
has an enlightened and active oity govern­
ment, may be made more attractive rad 
may progress more rapidly. Victoria is 
among towns, a beauty, but who cares for 
a beauty whose garments are soiled rad 
whose face is dirty Î

Commenting on the kindly way in which 
old Liberals apeak of Sir John Macdonald, 
the Hamilton Spectator says, “undoubtedly 
political controversy is made very much too 
violent.”

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; BOARD OF ALDERMEN.

The Mayor Authorized to Arrange 
With Bondholders for Consolida­

tion of the City Debt

An Accident in the Park—Supple­
mentary Votes Adopted—The 

New Bailway.

A meeting of the City Council was held 
laet evening. Mayor Beaven presiding, and 
Aid. McKillioan, Styles, Bragg, Baker, 
Henderson, Harris and Munn also present.

An invitation from Acme lodge, LO.O.F., 
for the Mayor and aldermen to attend at 
their forthcoming anniversary entertain­
ment, waa read. On motion of Aid. Harris 
the letter was received, and the Clerk in­
structed to thank the sender. A compli­
mentary ticket was enclosed for each alder-

The Mayor read this resolution :
“Moved by Aid. McKillican, seconded by 

Aid. Styles : Whereas by the City of Vio- 
toria Act, 1892, power is given to the cor­
poration to consolidate its existing deben­
tures debt, or such portion thereof as may 
be deemed expedient; and whereas the 
Council deem it expedient to redeem the 
debentures referred to in schedule A, hereto 
attached, if satisfactory arrangements can 
be made with the holders thereof ;

“ Be it therefore resolved, That the 
Mayor be and he is hereby authorised to in­
form the holders of such debentures that 
the Council propose to consolidate the debt 
secured thereby by the issuance of a series 
of fifty years 4 per cent, half-yearly^inter­
est payable debentures, and the Mayor be 
and he is hereby further authorised to enter 
into negotiations with such holders respect­
ively, for the purpose of ascertaining the 
terms upon which they will respectively 
surrender the same to the corporation.”

Ald. Bakes approved of the motion, but 
thought it should have been brought in 
earlier in the year, as the Mayor had pro­
mised during the last municipal campaign. 
Though it bore the name of Aid. Styles, the 
Mayor was the real mover, and it was quite 
plain that the object of the resolution was to 
catch votes.

The Mayob —“ That is not a very digni­
fied remark for an alderman, who might 
have brought it in himself if desired."

Ald. Bragg spoke to the same effect as 
Aid. Baker, except that he said he would 
not attribute to the Mayor the desire to get 
votes.

The Mayor said it ibould bevç struck 
anyone's mind that the early part of this 
year would have bean the very worst time 
in which to attempt to float a loan. It had 
not, however, been allowed to sleep, but had 
been more or lees before the board all year.

Ald. Styles said this matter had been dis­
cussed in the committee room some time ago, 
and the Mayor had been authorized to take 
the present step. If there was any objec­
tion then was the time to have raised it.

Ald. Munn thought the benefits to be 
derived from the consolidation of the debt 
were more imaginary than real, though he 
thought it would be a good idea to have 
only one large debt instead of a lot of small 
ones. He presumed the Mayor knew what 
he was about, as he had given a great deal 
of attention to the matter, and if he did not 
see some advantage the resolution would 
not have been brought forward.

The resolution was unanimously adopted.
The Oak Bay Avenue assessment repeal 

by-law was passed through committee and 
adopted.

A by-law authorizing certain expendi­
tures not provided for in the estimates was 
discussed in committee.

On a motion for the authorization of 
$1,000 for waterworks purposes, Aid. 
Henderson asked if instead of devoting the 
money to this purpose some of it could not 
be used for providing the police with the 
clothing they needed for the winter. He 
had no other objection to this special ex­
penditure, but thought that an effort should 
be made to confine the waterworks expendi­
ture to the revenue. He thought that the 
amountmight be placed at $800 so as to leave 
$200 for the police clothing.

After discussion the item was passed. .
A vote of $100 for the park, incidentally 

brought from Aid. Styles the information 
that one of the swans had been killed yes­
terday while straying in the vicinity of the 
Park hotel It was run over, he said, by a 
buggy drawn by a white horse driven 
by an unknown gentleman. He had asked 
the park keeper to take the dead swan to 
the Government taxidermist to be ■ stuffed. 
Itwasone'of this year’s birds. He stated 
that a falcon had been added to the aviary 
yesterday. In connection with the accident 
he deplored the small interest which the 
Victoria public take in the protection of the 
animals in the park.

Three hundred dollars for the fire depart­
ment for the repair of apparatus passed 
without discussion.

A vote of $1,500 for electric lighting 
brought from Aid. Styles the information 
that, amongst other things, it was in con­
templation to place lamps at the corner of 
Pemberton and Fort streets, at the junction 
of Oak Bay avenue and Fort street, and at 
the comer of the Park road and Humboldt 
street.

Appropriations of $6,000 for streets,

bridges and sidewalks and of $50 for fire in­
surance passed without comment.

Property owners on A street wrote pro­
testing that the line of the Victoria k Sid­
ney railway had been surveyed te run along 
that street. The letter was tabled pending 
the deposit by the company of a map ahow- 
‘ g their plan of entry.

The Council adjourned at 9 20 p m.

THE AUSTRALIAN MISSION.

Hon. Mackenzie Bowell has had a very 
cordial reception in Australia, where he ar­
rived on the Warrimoo on her last trip. As 
soon as the vessel was signalled near Syd­
ney, Attorney-General Barton and Alexan­
der Oliver, president of the Land Court, 
went out on the Government launch Premier 
to meet him. To a representative of the 
Sydney Morning Herald Hon. Mr. Bowell 
said he felt satisfied from what he had seen 
that even if the "tariff were unaltered, a 
great trade could be built up between the 
two countries. In the revision of the Cana­
dian tariff such alteration would no doubt 
be made as would" be to the mutual advan­
tage. Commercial agents would probably 
be appointed in Australia. “ We have,” he 
said, “appointed commercial agents in most 
of the W est Indian Islands, ana also in some 
European countries. For ins tan oe, I ap­
pointed one the other day for Sweden and 
Norway. We appoint them wherever there 
are promising trade openings, and they 
make annual reports to os. The probabili­
ties are that the same course will be pur­
sued in regard to Australia, so that those 
having business with us may have a medium 
through which they can communicate direct. 
If I do not appoint an agent here it is a 
matter we will consider as soon as I return. 
That is absolutely necessary in connection 
with the line which we have so largely sub­
sidised, and which has been so generously 
assisted by your Government here. The 
communications between your Premier and 
myself upon this question were of a most 
satisfactory eharaoter. Your Government 
acted very promptly and assisted materially 
in establishing the line. I might add that 
the steamers are fully up to and exceed my 
expectations. They are comfortable, rapid, 
and well-offioered. In fact I don’t hesitate 
to say that this has been the most comfort­
able and pleasant sea voyage I have ever 
had.”

On the subject of the cable, Mr. Bowell 
said : “ Canada has nothing whatever to 
do with the French cable, and we will have 
nothing to do with it. We will have no­
thing to do with any oable that is not di- 
reet and under British control. That is a 
subject I intend to see the Australian Gov­
ernments about. Mr. Sandford Fleming, C. 
M.G., the roost eminent Canadian engi­
neer, who has come over with us in the 
Warrimoo, has given this oable question 
years of study and he will no doubt give the 
benefit of his advice on the subject. I fail 
to see that the subsidizing or building of a 
oable to New Caledonia is any obstacle to 
the laying of a direct cable to Canada. If 
New South Wales or Australia désirés oable 
communication with New Caledonia it is a 
matter having nothing whatever to do with 
the direct line to Canada. There is no dif­
ficulty in laying a cable exclusively on 
British territory between Australia and 
British Columbia.”

' The Sydney newspapers contain daily re- 
ports of hospitalities extended to Mr. 
Bowell and of his. joumeyings and speech- 
makings in different parts of New South 
Wales. Hie private secretary, J. L. Payne, 
is reported to be making good use of a 
kodak in taking views of the places Waited. 
As to his plans, Mr. Bowell says : “I 
should have liked very much to visit New 
ZBtiàùd, but Ï am very much afraid dut the 
meeting of our Parliament early next year 
will prevent the possibility of my going 
there. I shall, howeter, on my return, 5 
possible, visit Fiji I am certain to visit 
Queensland and Victoria aàd, if time allows, 
South Australia. I shall visit as many of 
these places as I can in the time at my dis­
posal, for I desire to make myself as fully 
acquainted as I can with the trade of each 
of the ooîonies. I cannot say how long I’ll 
be in Sydney. If I can get through in time 
I shall return to Canada by the November 
boat—that is, in about six weeks. If not 
then, certainly by the December boat.”

A STRANGE STORY.

Nothing was seen of 
the other man who kept out of eight on 
board, and no one at the oove caught a 
glimpse at him. A short time after the 
sloop left Constable Calbick and his party, 
who are in search of the 8avary Island 
murderers, reached the oove in the steam 
launch. Being informed of a sloop having 
been there they started off in pursuit. It is 
supposed the men in the sloop were the 
murderers of Green and Taylor, and that 
one of them was wounded in the affray.

SIBERIAN REFUGEES ARRESTED.

San Francisco, Nov. 10.—The five Rus­
sian convicts who escaped from Siberia and 
were picked up in an open boat by the 
whaler Charles Morgan, after being ten 
days at sea, with five other oonvicts, arriv­
ing here the night before last, have been ar­
rested at the instance of the immigration 
commissioner. The Cape Horn Pigeon 
in at 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon, and
other five convicts on board were at c__
taken into custody. All will be held until 
the government hears from Russia.

Washington City, Nov. 1ft—The case of 
the escaped Siberian oonvicts, picked up at 
sea by, an American vessel, has been offi­
cially brought to the attention of th«i Trea­
sury department here. There might be a 
nice question of international law involved. • 
The Russian Government, of course, re­
gards the men as escaped oonvicts. Under 
American law ordinary oonviots are debarred 
from landing, but political convicts are not. 
The question as to whether they will 1» 
treated as political prisoners 
the subject for careful investigation.

news OF THE PROVINCE will get to work in earnest, putting on at 

least 30 or 40 men.
A force of men are at work on the Slooan 

Star, and the company figures on taking out 
400 or 600 tons of ore this winter. Accord­
ing to present arrangements this ore will be 
stored at New Denver until the completion 
of the railroad.

The Alpha and the Black Bear of the 
"Grady group on Four mile creek are said to 
have been bonded recently to Mr. Mo- 
Naught, a Seattle capitalist. The terms re­
ported are $70,000, the ffrat $10,000 within 
thirty days and the remainder on time.

Carl Kleinschmidt and several others 
have located a group of olaims about fifteen 
mileg from Nelson. There are ten or twelve 
locations in the group, the assays from 
which show gold, silver and copper. From 
one of the locations, known as the British 
Lion, the assay return was $48 in gold, 
thirty-three ounces in silver, and twenty 
per cent, copper. The lowest assays 
showed thirteen per cent, in copper, two 
ounces in silver and $9 in gold. These are 
all surfaoe assays.

For many years it has been known that 
the bars along the Snake and lower 
Columbia rivers contain an immense quan­
tity of flonr-gold. Many and various have 
been the schemes devised to recover this 
gold, all more or less unsuccessful. During 
the past season the stimulus to the search 
for gold haa resulted In an unusual number 
of these fine gold-saving machines. The 
mining andSoientificPress refers to the latest 
appliance as follows : A prospector named 
Taylor, of Idaho, thinks he has solved the 
flour-gold problem, sb vexatious to placer 
miners. He has invented an appliance, con­
sisting chiefly of a sluioe-box, in the bot­
tom of which is a row of overlapping boards. 
These boards, prior to being placed in 
the sluice, are smeared with white lead 
and then sprinkled with sand. Over this 
surface the water runs in a low stream. 
The gravel reaches the eluice through a 
grizzly. The gold and sand settle to the 
•bottom and are caught on the sanded 
boards. After the sand and gold has ac­
cumulated it is taken up and amalgamated 
in a quicksilver bath. This device, it ia 
said, can be worked at a cost of about $10 
per day, and, while not perfect, it is credited 
with the best work yet done on the Snake 
river placers, where the amount of flonr-gold 
is very large. It b said that Taylor’s ma­
chine has been in use all summer, and 
cleaned up from $30 to $50 per day.

South Wales, as it implies a departure 
from the principles with regard to oolonial 
cohesion and a consideration of Imperial in­
terests, to which prominence was given in 
the discussions at the Colonial Conference 
of 1887; and as it appears to banbh a 
ehanoe for their asebtanoe in laying any 
fntnre Pacific cable passing through British 
possessions or protected territory, and 
avoiding the poeaessions of European 
powers. Her Majeety’a Government share 
the view» expressed by the Victorian Gov­
ernment that inconvenience, lose, and in­
deed danger, to both oolonial and Imperial 
interests might arise in time of wsr if the 
Pacific oable passed through New Caledonia, 
and they cannot from an Imperial stand­
point of view regard with approval the 
arrangement under which such a oable 
would touch foreign territory."

Correspondence b now taking place be­
tween the Australian colonies with reference 
to the repeal by the Imperial Government of 
the restrictions upon the movements of 
foreign men- of-war. The position-b a pecu­
liar one. It appears that in 1888 the Rus- 
abn Government baaed regulations restrict­
ing the number of war ahipe of any nation­
ality to be present at any one time in any 
Paciflo port under her control, to two ; and 
the Imperial Government retaliated by 
placing a similar embargo upon Russia and 
other countries making similar rules, 
with regard to the preeenoe in 
any Eoglbh port of their warships. In 
July last the English government changed 
its mind, and resolved to leave things as 
they were before the regulation issued by 
Russia. No definite reason bas been given 
for the repeal of the regulation. The state­
ment made in the dbpatoh received from 
England on the subject b simply 
that the advantages to be gained by the 
policy pursued by Russia are outweighed by 
the disadvantages. Exception b taken 
by the Victorian Government to the repeal 
of the regulation, and a communication has 
been received by Sir George Dibfcs, asking 
New South Wales to protest against the 
change of policy. It b urged by Victoria 
that the safety of Australasia would be bet­
ter ensured by the order remainiM in force, 
and Mr. Patterson desires that all the col­
onie» shall join with hb Government in ask­
ing that the terms be reimpoeed. Sir George 
understands that the New Zealand Govern­
ment haa agreed te join in the protest. What 
action ahall be taken by New South Wales 
he has not yet determined. The Premier 
pointe out that, in the absence of full in­
formation regarding the basis upon which 
the action of the Imperial authorities was 
taken, the question b a difficult one to rome 
to a decision upon. At present he seems 
doubtful regarding the expediency of the 
course proposed to be adopted by Victoria, 
He has not, however, as yet given fall con­
sideration to all the paper, but will do so, 
and let Mr. Patterson have an answer some 
time thb week.

Colonel George W. Bell, the newly ap­
pointed ronsnl for the United States in 
Australb, waa a passenger to Sydney by the 
Warrimoo on her last trip. He says of the 
Canadian service ; “ I am satisfied with 
the line.

Massacre of American and French 
Traders in the New Hebrides 

Islands.

Crew of the “Crown of England” 
Desert at Nanaimo—Vancouver 

Man Missing.

The Queer Plans of the Unemployed 
—Interest in the Cana­

dian Trade-

(Special to the Colonibt,) Massacres of traders by the natives of the 
New Hebrides caused some excitement just 
previous to the sailing of the Warrimoo from 
Sydney. The French mail eteamer Poly­
nésien arrived on October 17, via Noumea, 
bringing particulars of an onslaught in 
which Trader M. Laehere was tomahawked 
to death with two of hb native crew. 
H.M.S. Boomerang received the information 
in the New Hebrides, and as the crime waa 
committed upon a French vessel by the 
natives of Aurora Island, the Boomerang 
carried the news to the French naval people 
at Noumea, and the cruber Scorff was dis- 
patched to arrest the guilty blenders. M. 
Lacaille, who b also a trader, and who was 
on board the vessel at the time, saved him­
self by jumping overboard and swimming 
ashore. He was pursued by the savages, 
but managed to get clear. The veesel was 
employed by her owner in connection with 
hb plantation, and the attack made by the 
Aurora blenders was entirely unexpected 
and unprovoked.

Almost simultaneously with this outrage 
was the attack made upon the vessel Leon 
Henri, sailing under £he American flag, and 
registered at Levuka, Fiji Three men were 
massacred belonging to that vessel’s party, 
and the master of the vessel, Captain W. H. 
Bruce, in a letter from Vila H 
scribes the murders as having been perpe­
trated by bushmen on Pentecost Island. It 
was a raid made on a ship's boat as she by 
off the beach laden with articles of trade to 
be exchanged for Pentecost blenders desir­
ous of recruiting for service on plantations 
in other parts of ths New Hebrides group. 
While the negotbtions wese proceeding, a 
“man of bush” felled- the recruiting agent 
with four blows of a tomahawk. Two others 
were similarly butchered, and a fourth, op­
portunely realbing the critioal nature of 
affairs, dived over the bo we of the boat and 
swam out, eventually landing on another 
part of the coast. The bodiee of Lifou, one 
of the killed, and a native were recovered by 
Captain Bruce, who, after many vicissi­
tudes, reached Ainbrym mission station in 
charge of Dr. Lamb. There the bodies 
were decently interred. The Leon Henri 
was afterwards navigated single-handed to 
Port Sandwich after one of the moot event­
ful voyages made in the New Hebrides 
group for many years.

The unemployed in Sydney, N. S. W., 
rganized what they call the 

Service Brigade,” and the “ council ” of that 
body are oonduoting meetings in the parks. 
On a recent occasion a pillar of the Queen’s 
statue in the principal park was the ros­
trum, and a red flag and » loaf of bread 
were dbpbyed as the brigade emblems. The 
proposal submitted by the oouncil of the 
brigade was that the unemployed should 
form themselves into battalions of 60Û or 
5,000 determined men, who would stick by 
their oomradee under every circumstance. 
After pioneers had selected land that 
waa agricultural, auriferous, 
river, and dose to a railway station, 
the main body ahould go to the 
place take posoesalon of the land, and 
ignore the owners, because as the speaker 
claimed, it had Mtn stolen from the people. 
The men were specially urged to take 
possession of property belonging to the 
banks, and if they moved the Government 
to send troopers and police to oust the in­
truders, they should not rosbt, bat should 
not go. If the campaigners were menaoled 
and oast into prison, others should go up 
and take their places, but if the military 
were sent out to punbh them they should 
hide behind stumps and not allow them- 
selves to be torn to pieoea by shot and shell. 
A good deal of this waa talked by half a 
dozen speakers, but their remarks created 
no display of feeling either in one direction 
or another.

The bark Nora, which arrived at Sydney 
from New York on October 17, reported on 
arrival that about a week before making the 
Cape of Good Hope she came in sight of a 
great number of icebergs. Some of them 
were beautiful in shape, lofty and spiral, 
and one cluster extended for fully half a 
mile; while tall,pyramidal sentries encircled 
the inner group, forming a peculiarly grand 
and solemn ocean picture. The bergs were 
directly in the track of outward-bound ships 
to the colonies, and had wandered from 
their Antarctic home into a lower latitude 
than they usually are found in the spring of 
the year.

A measles epidemic is the all-absorbing 
topio in Samoa. Nearly all the nativee 
have been attacked, and many of the 
foreigner». About 150 natives have suc­
cumbed, principally through their own care­
lessness.

The troubles among the natives at Tutuila 
have for some time past been giving the 
Government much anxiety. About a month 
ago a disturbance occurred at Pago Pago, 
and although only one death resulted much 
damage was done to property. The Gov­
ernment requested the men-of-war in harbor 
to take representatives of the Government 
to Tutuila with a view to endeavoring to 
settle the disturbanoe. This was done, and 
the Secretary of State and several repre­
sentatives proceeded to the place of quarrel, 
and without much difficulty succeeded in 
arresting the chiefs of each party, and after­
wards brought them to Mollunn, the seat of 
government, where an investigation ia to be 
held. There b no doubt that the Govern­
ment would have met with much greater 
difficulty in enforcing its demands had the 
three warships not been present.

Mr. Waddell, a private member, haa 
placed upon the paper of the New South 
Wales Legislative Assembly the following 
motion : “That in the opinion of this 
House it is a matter of great importance 
that the export of beef, mutton, batter, 
fruits and other ooloniel products should 
in every reasonable way be encour­
aged and promoted. That, with a view to 
each, the Government should appoint a 
trustworthy and capable man to visit any 
countries likely to afford ns markets for our 
products, for the purpose of obtaining in­
formation of a nature that will aaaist our 
producers in the disposal of their produce, 
and to, as far as possible, direct the atten­
tion of the resident» of snoh countries to the 
various Australian products for which they 
may be likely to become purchasers.”

With respect to the oable lately laid between 
Queensland and New Caledonia, and which 
was made the subject of a protest by Pre­
mier Patterson, of Victoria, to the Imperial 
and Canadian Governments, Lord Ripon, 
Secretary of State for the Colonies» has 
written as follows to Mr. Patterson : “ While 
regarding with satisfaction on general 
grounds the approaching telegraphic connec­
tion of Australia with New Caledonia, Her 
Majesty1! Government cannot but view 
with regret the action taken» by the 
Governments of Queensland and New

’FRISCO’S FAIR.

Claims Filed Under Modus Vivendi 
for Two Year’s Exclusion 

From Behring Sea.
6 near aThe Promises Made at the Outset 

Are Certain to Be 
Fulfilled.

The United States Mnst Now Pay for 
Improper Assumption of Pro­

prietary InterestA Post Office Exhibit—German Vil­
lage and Castle—A Hungar­

ian Czarda.
Claims aggregating upwards of a million 

dollars have been filed by the sealing 
schooner owners for compensation for their 
exclusion from Behring Sea daring the years 
1892 and 1893, pending the arbitration re­
cently concluded between the United States 
and Great Britain. These claims' have been 
made ont with great attention to detail, one 
for each schooner for each year, and nearly 
all have been forwarded by Collector Milne 
to the Department of Marine and Fisheries 
at Ottawa. It will be remembered that in 
1891, when the first injunction against seal­
ing in' Behring Sea was , issued, those of 
the Viotoria sealers who had not made a 
start, bat had fitted out for the season’» 
operation», were allowed compensation to 
the amount of about $100,000. Many of the 
vessels had started ont, and being beyond 
ttte reach of warning, carried out their sea­
son’s operations as usual. This money waa 
paid _ by Great Britain, on the under­
standing that it ahould be repaid 
by the United States should the arbitration 
go against that country. The present 
claims have been put in under the terms of 
the modus vivendi of 1892. In this it is 
expressly agreed that if the result of the 
arbitration «hall be to affirm, the right of 
British sealers to take seals in Behring Sea 
within the bounds claimed by the United 
States under its purchase from Russia, then 
compensation shall be made by the United 
States to Great Britain, for the use of her 
subjects, for abstaining from the exercise of 
that right during the pendency of the ar­
bitration, upon the basis of such regulated 
and limited oatoh or oatohes as in the 
opinion of the arbitrators migh 
taken without an undue dimin 
seal herds. The act farther provides that 
the amount awarded shall be just and equit­
able and ahall be promptly paid,

It will be seen that the wording of the 
agreement leave» a great opportunity for 
dispute, and the basis on which compensa­
tion shall be paid will no doubt be a snbjeet 
of controversy. It ia expected that in thia 
instance, as in 1891, a commission will be 
appointed to examine into the olaims made 
and award the compensation.

San Francisco, Nov. 9.—The promise 
made in Chicago in June, that the work of 
exemplifying the art and industry of the 
world should be taken up by the side of the 
Golden Gate when the gates of the great 
White City should close, will surely be ful­
filled.

Some well-known figures disappear from the 
House, among them being Herr von Ken- 
dell, from the Free Conservative benches, 
Professors Seelig and Haenel, from the 
Liberals, and Herr Reiohensperger from the 
Centrists.

The Conservative journals are jubilant 
over the result of the elections. They pre­
dict that a coalition will force the Govern­
ment to renounce its economic policy and 
adopt a moderately agrarian one, which 
would mean protective tariffs. The Krenze 
Zeitnng also demands the revival of the 
famous scholastic project which led to the 
retirement of Count von Seidlitz. The 
Conservatives have not power enough 
of themselves to effect reactionary legisla­
tion, and a majority of the House most be 
formed by a coalition with the Free Conser­
vatives and National Liberale, and will 
modify the reactionist tendency of the Con­
servatives. Prince Bismarck, upon learning 
of the Fraisinninge defeats, ie credited with 
saying to his chief ranger, Herr Leang, that 
a new political dawn is beginning to break.

Experience teachee, and that of the Vic­
toria City Council in connection with the 
smallpox outbreak of last year, if coatly and 
grievous, has resulted in the provision of 
the hospital for contagious diseases just 
completed, and which is located in 
imity to the Jubilee hospital Mayor 
Beaven by invitation paid a visit to the 
new buildings yesterday afternoon and, 
having been shown through by Contractor 
Brown, expressed himself aa well pleased 
with the way in which the work has been 
carried oat.

The plans were designed and drawn by 
Mr. ^V. R. Wilson, based on the most 
modern ideas of scientific sanitation and 
facilities for the effective treatment of dan­
gerous diseases. Mr. J. G. Brown, the 
contractor, carried oat the plane, the result 
being a set of buildings character­
istic of the work of that well- 
known builder. They ore solid, 
substantial and thoroughly finished, with 
nothing in Heir general construction that 
would give one the idea of cheapness or Aim- 
a in eas. This is the impression given by each 
one of the fine structures composing the 
group. The two main buildings are con­
structed of brick, the walls being heavy and 
thick, and the roofs of elate. The larger of 
the two is what is called the public, or 
double ward block. It has a spacious, well- 
sheltered verandah opening on the south 
aide, a double door six and a half feet in 
width, forming the entrance, behind whioh is 
a vestibule of some six feet, after whioh the 
visitor has to pass through a corridor before 
entering the building. Here a wide hall 
way extends to the right and left, leading 
into the wards at each end. Those rooms ore 
22x40 feet, with large windows throwing in 
abundance of light, a transom over each 
window opening so as to let the draft strike 
the ceiling first, instead of the patient ly­
ing beneath. In addition to this, there are 
other judiciously placed ventilators in the 
room, and heating facilities on the most im­
proved method. In this latter feature, so 
important in the treatment of smallpox, 
nothing is wanting, the appointments being 
so arronged as to be in perfect control. The 
ceilings are lofty, and the walls smoothly 
finished, so as to be - readily and easily 
cleansed. At one end of the word is a door­
way, giving access to the sanitary offices of 
that end of the building. These consist of 
a bath, water-closet and lavatory, 
all cheerful looking and well-light­
ed apartments, and fitted with 
every requisite. The floors throughout the 
building are finished In asphalt, and, like 
the walls, in the most approved manner 
with a view to cleanliness. Adjoining each 
ward are a pantry, storeroom and linen 
closet. The kitohen is a large apartment, 
well designed, and built for its especial pur­
pose.

A little east of this building is situated 
the morgue, whioh is constructed of wood. 
To the west isjrhat is termed the “ cot­
tage,” or building for paying patient*, 
is of the same solid and well-finished char­
acter os the double word block. It is de­
signed to include a complete establishment 
in itself, and is accordingly supplied with 
every essential to that end. It is a twa- 

ry structure, with large ward, dining­
room and general offices downstairs, the 
upper floor to be used for the purposes of 
the staff. The sanitary, culinary and other 
appointments are of the best.

The laundry, with its improvements and 
facilities, is a building that is well worthy 
of its name, supplied as it is with every 
possible convenience for the fulfilment of 
its purpose.

The remaining structure is the disinfect­
ing room, where the discharged or cured 
patients will have to go through the final 
process before they are allowed to re-mingle 
with their fellow-oreatorea outside. This 
also looks nothing to make it complete in a

From The Daily Colonist, Nov. 12. last evening filled the 
sir with lamentations, 
the “ fight to a finish,” 
which was the sporting 
event of yesterday af­
ternoon, was not much 
more exciting than 

would have been so much gymnasium exer­
cise upon the regulation windbag. (The 
principals were Ed. Cnff and “ Professor ” 
George Reid, both of whom are for the time­
being residents of Victoria. Cnff came here 
from the Sound, but before going there he 
had gained notoriety in San Francisco by 
putting an opponent into a sleep so sound 
that he never awoke. He has the appear­
ance of a man who can stand any amount of 
punishment, and when aroused he fight* 
with ball dog ferocity. Reid has a good 
name as an instructor, but in serions work 
his performances have been disappointing.

The contest determined yesterday has 
been on the cards for several weeks. 
The scene of the affair was the Driving 
Park, and the appointed time was three 
o’clock in the afternoon. No announcement 
had been made in the newspapers, and dur­
ing the week “ bluff” allusions had been 
made to the probability of an excursion to 
some unfrequented island in the Gulf or a 
hurried visit to the gravel pits at Spring 
Ridge; and mystery was thus created which 
helped to increase the interest in the affair. 
Yesterday morning, however, word of the 
proper locality and time was boldly passed 
around, and in consequence, as three 
o’clock approached, there was quite a pro­
cession of vehicles up Fort street, and the 
electric cars were well filled.

Reid danced nimbly about, and 
landed a number of blows on Caff’s side, 
bat seemed to exhaust himself and when 
Cnff made a rash at him he fell to hie knees 
beside the counter. He was qaiokly np, 
however, and there was a brisk exchange of 
ineffective blows on the faces. Reid dodged 
hie antagonist, but at length came in the 
way of a powerful drive, whioh oaught him 
in the chest and brought him to hie knees 
against the wall. “ That’s 
gasped, as he came up with a faint smile.

The second round opened in. a spirited 
manner, Cnff getting in some severe blows 
on Reid’s face. Careful sparring followed, 
and then Reid got his chance, landing two 
blows, the first on Caff’s obest end the next 
on the book of his neok.

Wiping his 
mouth with his glove, he covered that with 
blood, and every one of a swift succession of 
blows he rained on Reid, left it* 
red mark. Reid made for the wall, and 
when he ooald go no farther, crouched 
against it. Cuff followed up hammering 
him until Reid got down to hie knees and 
buried hi* head tor shelter, while Cuff spat­
tered hit back with blood, a* he rained down 
hi* blows, at the same time shouting: 
“ Stand tip yon oar I ” The crowd finally 
honied him off, and the referee announced 
Cuff the winner, Reid having failed to,rise

Mr. J. D. Pemberton Falla Dead 
From Heart Failure While 

Riding.

New York, Nov. 10.—A dispatch has 
just, been received in this oity from the 
cashier of the bank in Jacksonville, Fla., 
stating that in response to the report made 
yesterday by Messrs. William A. Brady 
and Billy Thompson, the respective repré­
sentatives of James J. Corbett and Charles 
Mitchell, he has just mailed a certified 
check for $5,000, the amount claimed by 
them for training expenses. Another certi­
fied check for $10,000 will be forwarded the 
moment the principal signed articles are re­
ceived by the Jacksonville syndicate; there­
fore, the whole $25,000 will be thoroughly 
secured before the men fairly commence 
training. It is doubtless understood by the 
Jacksonville syndicate that this last $5,000 
is to be forfeited to Corbett and Mitchell, 
each getting $2,500 in case they are unable 
to pull the fight off in the Florida arena.

One of Victoria’s Best Known Citizens 

—Hje Loss is Much 
Deplored.R. N. Venning, of the Department of 

Marine and Fisheries, left for Ottawa this 
morning after having spent three weeks in 
Victoria obtaining information from the 
sealing captains which will be of great value 
to the department in dealing with seal fish­
ery matters. Mr. Venning was the British 
commissioner to the Commander islands, to 
observe the working of the regulations in 
force there for this year by agreement be­
tween Great Britain and Russia ; and, pass­
ing through hère on the way home, be took 
advantage of the opportunity to get the 
additional facts mentioned.

Hon. Col. Baker, provincial minister of 
mines, is expected home from China creek 
on Sunday, when the latest information in 
regard to the rioh Alberni gold fields will be 
obtainable from an official source. Word has 
been received from Nanaimo that a com­
pany has been formed there with a capital 
of $100,000, in $5 shares, to operate the 
Sandy and Gem claims, eight miles west of 
the Golden "Eagle mine, on China oreek. 
Col. Baker, it is understood, has announced 
that an electric tramway will be built from 
the Golden Eagle to the head ef the creek, 
where it joins the canal. A smelter will 
be erected at the terminus and the ore 
brought there over the tramway for treat­
ment. Coal will be taken in from Union, 
and iron ore abounds on the canal banks.

A most melancholy occurrence terminated 
the amusement yesterday afternoon of those 
who attended the hunt club paper chase. 
Mr. J. D. Pemberton, one of the riders who 
took part in the hunt, fell dead from his 
horse as he was riding homeward shortly 
before 5 o’clock. Well advanced In years 
Mr. Pemberton was a very active man for 
his age, and though not feeling very well 
yesterday, he accompanied Mrs. Pemberton 
to the paper chose. This conoldded, he and 
Mrs. Pemberton started home from Oak 
Bay by way of Oak Bay avenue, the gentle­
man some little distance behind Mrs. Pem­
berton. Nearing .the junction of Cadboro 
Bay road she looked bock to tell her hue- 
band to ride a little faster, bnt to her sur­
prise she saw him lying prostrate in the 
road beside hie horse. Assistance was at 
onoe procured and the unfortunate 
man was carried to the residence 
Wm. Noble close by. Doctors Richard­
son and Corson were soon in attendance 
and everything possible woe done, bnt it 
was evident that life woe extinct, and in­
deed it seems eviaent that Mr. Pemberton 
died before he fell from his horse. Dr. 
Hanington, the family physician, arrived 
soon after the other doctors and corrobor­
ated this view. Mr. Pemberton had been 
suffering for some time from a weak heart 
and the immediate cause of death woe the 
bursting of a small blood-vessel In that 
organ. When it was evident that life was 
extinct the body was laid ont in Mr. Noble’s 
house and removed to the family residence 
later in the evening. The coroner was noti­
fied but did not consider an inquest necee- 
■ary.

The news of the fatality was heard with 
sorrow and consternation by friends of the 
family who had only 
Mr. Pemberton apparently in good health, 
and it seemed almost impossible for some of 
them to realize that he was dead.

Joseph Deepard Pemberton was one of 
the beet known men in British Columbia, 
and one of Victoria’s oldest and most 
respected citizens. Bora in Dublin, Ireland, 
72 years ago, he came to British Columbia 
os Colonial Surveyor in 1861. After serving 
in this capacity till 1864, he resigned and 
retired to hie farm “Gonzales,” then well 
outside of Victoria, and spent the life of a 
country gentleman. Taking a prominent 
part in the development of the oolony, he 
was a member of the first Legislature, and 
Hon. Mr. Higgins now has In nis possession 
a picture of the members, in whioh the late 
Mr. Pemberton, then a young man, la re­
presented as standing behind the then 
Speaker, Hon. Mr. flelmoken. As Survey­
or-General, Mr. Pemberton drew up plana 
for the dredging of the harbor and pur­
chased machinery for carrying on the work. 
Thia was not prosecuted, however, till after 
Confederation, but the work hoi since been 
carried ont on the lines laid down by him. 
A public-spirited citizen, Mr. Pemberton 
laid out and presented to the Government 
the present Oak Bay avenue, running 
through Gonzales farm, which at that time 
comprised some 1,260 acres. Of late years 
he entered into business with his son as J. 
D- Pemberton A Son, surveyors.

Mr. Pemberton leaves a widow, three 
sons and three daughters to mourn bis loss. 
The funeral will probably take place on 
Tuesday.

Officials of the post office are having, 
a good deal of trouble with the mail matter 
received from the wreck of the train which 
on Sunday last plunged into the Fraser 
river at Seabird Bluff. The water dissolved 
the mucilage so that the envelopes opened, 
and in many instances became separated 
from their contents, and os the writing has 
become pretty well obliterated it is no easy 
task to find ont to whom the property 
should be sent. Some of the letters con­
tained money, one not registered having $50, 
and money, cheeks and drafts and other 
valuable paper* were found loose in the 
bags. A number of photographs, now badly 
disfigured, ore on tauad without any indica­
tion as to whom they should be sent. It 
was the mail leaving Victoria on' Sunday 
morning last that was in the wreck.

Captain Cafftre, a resident of Victoria 
West and a well-known master of small 
steam craft, died at his home, near Russell 
station, on Friday night. He had been up 
and about os usual, though not feeling quite 
himself, during the day, and in the evening 
complained of severe pains in the etomaon 
and died in the arme of his wife, while she 
was endeavoring to ease his sufferings.

Ottawa Citizen : The Marine and Fish­
eries Department have made a somewhat 
startling discovery in regard to the adminis­
tration of the law relating to certificated 
masters and mates, in the Maritime Pro­
vinces. In 1883 an act was pat in opera­
tion which required Canadian sailing ships 
of over 100 tone, engaged in the coasting 
trade or plying on the inland waters, to 
have a certificated master. It also re­
quires every Canadian steamer to have » 
master with a certificate, and steamboats 
allowed by law to carry more then 40 
passengers are required to have certifi­
cated mates as well as certificated masters, 
and the act places the duty of enforcing 
the law on Collectors of Customs. An 
inquiry discovered that all over the Mari­
time Provinces the act had for ten long 
years been a dead letter, as far a* ferry boats 
and tugs are concerned ; the collectors 
in some unaccountable way interpreting the 
law os not applying to tugs and ferries. The 
minister of marine and fisheries has been 
stormed by applications to suspend the 
operations of this Act until oertifioated 
officers can be got. He has, however, re­
fused to assume an authority of responsi­
bility whioh Parliament did not give him. 
AU the parties concerned in the running of 
vessels by uncertifioated officers will[be pro­
secuted, and the conduct of the officers re­
sponsible for the enforcement of the Act will 
be reported to the head of their department.

Berlin, Nov. 13.—Reports that Presi­
dent Peixoto, of Brazil, is endeavoring to 
purchase war vessels in Germany, received 
partial confirmation to-day when it was an­
nounced that Peixoto has succeeded in pur­
chasing five warships from the Sohiehak 
shipbuilding yard, near Dantzig. The ves­
sels purchased are fast twin screw torpedo 
boats capable of steaming twenty-eight knots 
per hour.

London, Nov. 13.—It is learned on good 
authority that a well known English retired 
naval officer is forming a small fleet of 
cruisers and torpedo boats in England, in 
command of which he intends to proceed to 
the assistance of Admiral Mello. He has 
already purchased two ships which he has 
fitted up as cruisers, and is negotiating with 
leading Thames shipbuilders for two tor­
pedo boats. Several English naval officers 
are preparing to accompany the expedition.

New Yobk, Nov. 13.—New York harbor

A report to the Queen of Spain of the 
disaster at Santander says it will take along 
time to repair the damage to the city and to 
public buildings, including the offices of the 
governor and collector of taxes, the custom 
louse, courts and prisons.

$2,500,000. Eighty persons are still miss­
ing. The latest report puts the number of 
killed at 250 and the wounded at 400.

The French Government has sent three 
special commissioners of police to the Span­
ish frontier, with instructions to take every 
precaution to prevent anarchists crossing 
the frontier. The Spanish Government has 
pledged itself to take similar action on the 
other side of the frontier whenever called 
upon by the French Government. It is 
understood the German, Austrian and 
Italian Governments have sent additional 
instructions to their jggitier police.

The Standard correspondent at St. Peters­
burg says: As a strategic measure to secure 
entire control of the three principal railways 
in the event of mobilization of troops, the 
Government has decided to avail itself of 
the clause in the concession acquired from 
the private company which built the roads 
and pay compensation in the sum of $500,- 
000,000. The roads run from St. Peters­
burg to Warsaw and from Moscow to Nijni 
Novgorod.

The Rome correspondent of the Central 
News says : The Pope recently received an 
important deputation of Catholic notables. 
Replying to their address he strongly de­
nounced the enemies of the church, and ex­
horted his audience to stand firmly united 
beneath their sacred flags and fight the ene­
mies of the church vigorously, without fear­
ing their power or audacity. The faithful 
ought to be assured, he said, that the sceptre 
of Cesarism and the swords of their prose­
cutor would fall harmless at the feet of

Washington, "Nov. 13.—The President 
And Secretary Gresham have, within the 
past few days, received several letters from 
prominent merchants on the Pacific Coast, 
making inquiries as to what action had been 
taken by the Government to carry out the 
provisions of the Paris tribunal in the Beh­
ring Sea oases. A representative of these 
commercial interests had an interview with 
the President and Secretary Gresham to­
day, in which he urged immediate action by 
this Government. He stated that the fleet 
of sealing schsonere—British Columbian and 
American—are preparing for next season’s 
work, while others are already on their way 
to San Francisco to lay in supplies of pro­
visions, ammunition and nets. The Beh­
ring Sea sealing fleet is composed of about 
150 of the finest schooners afloat, employing 
from twenty to fifty men each, and carrying 
from five to twenty small boats for seal­
ing purposes. The amount of money tied 
up in them is very large and the uncertain­
ty as to next year’s operations is giving 
much concern to those engaged in the mer­
cantile and marine trade on the Pacific 
Coast It was reported to the President 
that as far as known .no action had been 
taken by hie Government to obtain the con! 
ourtenoe of the other Governments to the 
Behring Sea agreement, and without such 
concurrence Behring Sea would be thrown 
open to the vessels of all the other nations 
except the United States and Great Britain, 
and the preservation of seal life and the 
United States property interests in the seals 
destroyed without benefit to this Govern­
ment. It was. also pointed out to the Presi­
dent that unless the concurrence of the- 
other nations were obtained the probabili­
ties were very strong that the vessels which 
this year floated the Stars and Stripes and 
the Union Jack would next year sail under 
the flags of Germany, France, Italy or 
Japan. The President promised to give the 
subject his personal attention as soon as 
other pressing matters were disposed of.

MONARCHY IN BRAZIL.

Paris, Nov. 13.—The representative in 
this city of the United Press to-day had an 
interview with Baron Penedo, who was 
Brazilian minister to the United States for 
several years, during the regime of the Em­
peror Dorn Pedro. Baron Penedo dbdlimed 
all knowledge of the movements or policy of 
Admiral Mello, who is in command of the 
rebel Brazilian fleet, and said that he had 
no information as to the truth or falsity of 
the reports that the object of the rebellion 
was to restore the monarchy iu Brazil. He 
added that the rebellion was nochild’s play ; 
on the contrary, it was a serious movement.
It was difficult to foreee what the issue 
would be. -Admiral Mello appeared to pos­
sess the sinews of war, although Baron Pe­
nedo declared that he could not say where 
he obtained them. Unlike President Peix­
oto, the insurgents have no state treasury 
at their disposal, yet they are spending 
large sums of money. Baron Penedo fur­
ther said that he knew Admiral Mello, and 
considered him strong intellectually and 
tenacious of purpose. He is a good man, 
the Baron concluded, and he knows just ex­
actly what he is doing.

nred and made to work miles from the spot 
where it is generated. Bach of these street 
oars carries a battery of 144 cells arranged in 
two trays which are introduced through 
openings at the end of the oar and are placed 
under the seats, one tray on each side.
Sixteen of the cells are in a separate circuit 
and, at night, they serve to maintain incan­
descent lamps. Bach car runs about three 
hours before the charge is exhausted, and 
the batteries are charged in four minutes by 
machinery which is operated by electricity 
and handled by one man.

The reader will see that if stored elec­
tricity can be made to run street cars, it can 
also be used to run stationary machinery, to 
light houses, and perhaps to cook food. It 
may therefore be expected that before very 
long it will be as common for the house­
holder to buy so many ohms of electricity 
as it will to purchase so many tons of coal 
or so many galkyas of kerosene.

CANADA’S CLIMATE.

There is talk of having another winter 
carnival in Montreal, and it is asked if 
former carnivals have done harm to Canada ?
We do not think that there can be any 
doubt about it. The annual winter carnival 
with its ice palace apd its round of winter 
sports has had the effect of creating the im­
pression abroad that Canada is an exceed­
ingly cold country which it may be well to 
visit once in a way, but which is most un­
desirable as a place of permanent residence.

The pictures which were sent from Can­
ada helped to deepen this impression. They 
were, alipost without exception, of winter 
scenes, of blanket-clad men and women, of 
sleighing, toboganning, skating and 
shoeing parties. Canada was rarely men­
tioned except in connection with the winter 
season. It is no wonder, then, that this 
country had the reputation abroad of being 
one of the coldest inhabited by a people 
claiming to be civilized.

So much has been written of late years of 
Canada as it really is, that a winter carnival 
may not be able to do^it much harm, but it 
seems a pity to revive the old idea that 
Canada is somewhere within the Arctic 
Circle and that its inhabitants are always 
clad in blankets or furs and have no amuse­
ments except those that must be enjoyed in 
the midst of snow and ice.

\ SA VARY ISLAND MURDER.

No Further Information Obtained-A 
Theory That Indians Were 

the Perpetrators.

The Murderers Supposed to Be in

Case.

A DIFFICULT TASK.

It is greatly to be hoped that the media­
tion of Lord Rosebery in the dispute be­
tween the miners and mine-owners of s large 
part of England will have the effect of 
bringing about a speedy settlement of the 
difficulty. This great strike has been pro­
ductive of an’incalculable amount of misery 
snd suffering, and, every day it continues, 
that misery and that suffering are increased 
and intensified. The dispute, too, is irri­
tating and is calculated to make the rela­
tion between employer and employed gene­
rally strained and unpleasant. The mine- 
owners are represented to the working-men 
of the Kingdom as greedy, grasping and 
tyrannical, having no feeling for the men 
who work for them. / The miners, on the 
other hand, are described as unreasonable 
and exacting, caring nothing for the inter­
ests of their employers, or even for the wel­
fare of the industry on which they must 
depend for a'living.

There are many on both sides who are 
doing what they can to widen the breach 
between the miners and their employer^ 
and it is deplorable ter see that they have 
been only too successful. It seems difficult 
to find men large-minded and large-hearted 
enough to consider both sides of the dispute 
fairly and impartially—men who can both 
sympathise with the workers and do justice 
to the owners of the mines. It is ,to be 
hoped that Lord Rosebery is such a man 
and that he will act in such a way as to 
gain the confidence and goodwill of both 
the parties to the dispute. His being a poli­
tician is against him. It will be im­
possible, no matter what he . says
or what he does, to convince many 
of those interested that he has not a politi­
cal object in view. In such a case a 
philanthropist who is also an able man 
occupying a high position has a great advan­
tage. In hie efforts to bring about an 
amicable arrangement between the dock 
laborers and their employers, it would have 
been folly for any one to impugn Cardinal 
Manning’s motives. Every one knew that 
he had nothing in view bat the general 
good, and consequently every one was pre­
pared to consider favorably his suggestions 
and his advice. But there is no Cardinal 
Manning to be had now. Lord Roeebery is, 
however, an exceedingly popular man. He 
is respected by both parties as well for his 
ability as his integrity, and he is per­
haps as likely as any publie 
who can be named to bring about a good 
understanding between the miners and the 
mine! owners, who appear just now to be 
equally weary of the miserable struggle that 
has been kept up so long.

To show what a good man who is pre­
sumably disinterested and who is, as far as 
a knowledge of the merits of the dispute 
and ability to consider it are concerned, 
thipke of the strike, we will quote an extract 

# from a letter lately written in reply to an 
application for aid or relief to the strikers 
by the Bishop of Bath and Wells:

“I think,” he writes, “the miner 
in different parts of England have 
pat themselves in the wrong in the 
present contest. There are certain laws 
in the science of political economy, which 
can no more be broken with impunity than 
the laws of gravitation, or chemistry, or 
mechanics. The rate of wages, the price of 
the products of human labor, are all regu­
lated by these laws. Any attempt to violate 
these laws by legislation, or by violence, or 
by other means, most lead to disaster.”

We are afraid that the good Bishop would 
have great difficulty in convincing many 
others, on both sides of the Atlantic, who 
occupy far higher positions than the strik 
ing English miners, that it is futile to at­
tempt to disregard the^ law of sup­
ply and demand. The tendency is in these 
days to ignore the law and to deny that 
there is any law of trade, written 
or unwritten, that is inexorable, and that 
must be obeyed. We are greatly afraid that 
the Bishop of Bath and Wells succeeded 
only in making himself misunderstood and in 
gaining the ill-will of those whom he desired 
to instruct.

It is exceedingly hard to deal with ex­
asperated strikers who believe that they are 
badly need, and who are convinced that they 
undeistand the situation far better than any 
outsider—clergyman or layman, 
what makes Lord Rosebery’s task 
viable and so difficult. If he accomplishes 
it successfully he will deserve and will gain 
very great credit.

It is 
not because she has to deal with a class of 
frontiersmen so different from those of onr 
own Western States, but because she has 
laws and executes them. Yon era go no- 
where, not even to the fastnesses of the 
Rookies or the isolation of the Selkirks, 
without finding ths scarlet uniform of her 
mounted police. You feel everywhere the 
presence of protecting law. Yon are made 
to realize that yon are in a land of order, 
rad that your person and property are under 
the care of the commonwealth. In too 
many of onr own communities we are feat 
relapsing into that barbarism to which pri­
vate revenge becomes the miserable substi­
tute for public justice. In so far as we do 
this we are centuries behind onr age.

The contrast between the two countries 
is to this matter very striking.

It was the most daring sensational robbery 
that has occurred in many years. ' Happen­
ing as it did in one of the best known office 
buildings in the city, right in the very heart 
of the business district,' the crime caused 
the greatest excitement. The early hour 
selected by the thieves is all that prevented 
their immediate capture. It has been the 
custom of the treasury to pay the employes 
of the road in checks. Had the custom 
been cod tinned the startling robbery 
would not have been attempted, 
in all probability ; bnt within the 
past week the officials of the company de­
cided to pay the men in currency. From 
the story told by Treasurer Drake, it ap­
pears evident that the robbers knew of this 
change and in some way they learned that 
Mr. Drake intended to call at the office, get 
the money and take an early train. They 
must have followed him into the building 
around the north corridor of the ninth floor 
and waited until he had secured the money 
from the vault. They then sprang upon 
him, struck him several swift blows on the 
head with a weapon, presumably a 
sandbag, and, when he sank to the 
floor insensible, seized the precious hand­
bag and successfully escaped into the street. 
Where they went then the detectives are 
trying to find out. Every effort was made 
to keep the robbery a secret. Mr. White, 
head, general agent of the road, was found 
at the office, io the Rookery building, at 12 
o’clock and refused at first to give any de­
tails of the robbery ; but finally said that 
the amount of money stolen was about $20,- 
000. Mr. Drake has been with the Indiana, 
Illinois and Iowa railway ever since it was 
organized. He and hia father, the presi­
dent, are part owners of the property.

NICARAGUA CANAL.
Washington City, Nov. 14. — Hiram 

Hitehooek, president of the Maritime Canal 
Company, of Nicaragua, has submitted to 
the Secretary of the Interior the annual re­
port of the company, which was not doe 
until December 1, bnt sent it at the request 
of the secretary, who desired to use the data 
in his annual report.

i IN MEMORIAM./
As the last of the three public officers, 

whose services date from 1861—the late 
Governor Sir James Douglas, the late Col­
onial Engineer and Surveyor, Mr. Joseph 
Despard Pemberton (afterwards, in 1859, 
Surveyor-General) —it may interest some of 
yonr readers and be instructive to the 
younger members of the community to 
recall some of the earlier incidents of the 
letter’s career. He was bom near Dublin 
in 1821, and educated at Trinity College, 
Dublin; was a pupil of Mr. Hetaane, M. I. 
C. E., M.R., I. A. ; was Assistant Engineer 
of the Great S. k W. Railway; was Assist­
ant Engineer to Sir John McNeil, L.L D.,F. 
R S., M. I. C. E. ,M. R. I. A ; was Engineer of the 
Exeter k Crediton Railway and was Engin­
eer of part of the East Lancashire Railway. 
He pnt in a design for the Crystal Palaoé, 
for which he was awarded a bronze medal. 
He was Professor of Engineering and Math­
ematics in the Royal Agricultural College, 
Cirencester, which he held for two years, 
only resigning to join the service of the 
Hudson’s Bay Company here.

He left England early in 1851 and 
via Panama, at that time a voyage involving 
much fatigue and danger. The railway waa 
not then built, and passengers had to travel 
in open boats np the Chagres river, exposed 
to malaria by night and to the fierce rays of 
the trophioal suit by day ; the result 
in his case was an attack of fever. 
On his arrival here quarters 
assigned to him in the old fort, and he 
lost no time in getting to work. I joined 
him as a pupil in November 1851, having 
came out round Cape Horn. Daring the 
voyage I acquired from the mate (the late 
Mr. Ella) much valuable knowledge of the 
parts of a ship from the track to keel, and 
also used to take sights for rating the 
chronometers, take the latitude, etc., all of 
which has stood me in good stead si

Mr. Pemberton determined to explore the 
country, then absolutely unknown. He 
made a somewhat hazardous trip toCowiohan 
Lake in 1852, being the first white 
there, and he made a useful reconnaisanoe 
of the river, taking the latitude and longi­
tude of various places. In 1853 we went to 
examine the coal reported to exist at 
Saanich, travelling thither in a canoe with 
five French-Canadian voyage rears 
On arrival at the Saiknm village, we ob­
tained the assistance of the chief, who 
showed ns the black atone, bat it proved to 
be only lignite. Whilst we were having 
lunch the Pen-al-ahut Indians, under their 
old chief, Mook-tiook-tan, having sighted 
us, and being always in those days on the 
look out for enemies, began to get exoited 
and to yell and fire guns, whereupon onr 
men, more experienced than we were with 
Indians, advised us to get away quietly, 
fearing mischief. This we endeavored to 
do, but the Indians mustered in force and 
gave ohase, firing and shouting at 
miles. We had, however, seven paddlere, 
five of whom were very perfect, and we 
gave them leg-bail,” arriving in safety at 
Cordova Bay. where we encamped for the 
night. This old Saanich Chief was for 
years afterwards one of our most faithful 
friends and servants.

This is the begin­
ning of an nnddrtaking that will in a few 
short months give Victoria a^ marine rail­
way, the purpose being to dock vessels easily 
and cheaply for repairs.

The Esqnimalt Marine Railway Company 
(Ltd ) is composed of a nnrnWr of Victoria 
gentlemen, with a capital $100,000. The 
intention it to provide, by means of a 
marine railway upon which a vessel can be 
floated on a cradle and then hauled up high 
and dry, facilities for docking and repairing 
at/half the cost of an ordinary dry docking.
A thoroughly practical man, Mr. W. F. 
Bulien, who is of course well known to Vic­
torians, is the mansging director, while the 
designer and superintendent of the track 
building is Mr. J. L. Crandall of H. I. 
Crandall & Son, Boston, a firm that has de­
signed and built thirty-seven marine rail­
ways all the way from Canada to Uruguay.

The leading features of the railway were 
kindly explained by Mr. Bnllen and Mr. 
Crandall. A track 700 feet long runs down 
into the water on a gradual slope. At the 
end of this track, which consists of six rails 
on which are anti friction rollers, is a cradle 
260 feet long and 65 feet wide, fitted with 
patent dropping keel blocks and bilge 
blocks. These are operated above the water 
by small winches on the side frame of the 
cradle, which carries a platform for operat­
ing. There is also an auxiliary piece to the 
cradle, the railway easily handling vessels 
300 feet long with a draft of 19 feet. A 
vessel after . being placed on the cradle 
ia secured to. the side frame, thus 
dispensing with the necessity of dooke 
alongside. Everything being ready, the 
cradle with the vessel upon it is drawn up 
the track by double endless chains 24 inohee 
in diameter, made by Henry Woods k Co., 
of Liverpool The chains are operated 
through a line of heavy gearing by a pair of 
12 x 14 horizonal coupled engines. This 
gearing, which rests on a solid stone found­
ation, will be arranged for three different 
powers of speeds for variable loads ; 
that is to say, a small vessel can be drawn 
np more quickly, while less power is used 
than for heavier craft. Twenty minutes 
will be the time required for healing up a 
2,000-ton vessel. The engines are to be fed 
by tubular boilers, 6 feet by 16 feet, and the 
machinery is designed to work a second 
cradle should it be found desirable to add it, 
room being left for one.

The approach to the railway for vessels ia 
very good indeed. Though there is, of 
course, considerable work'to be done, in­
cluding some 3,500 yards of excavation and 
a reef of rooks to dredge ont, still it is ex­
pected that the railway will bé in operation 
by February next. Shops for the repairing 
of machinery and wood work are to be built, 
in connection, the whole outlay being in the 
neighborhood of $60,000. The Victoria 
Iron Works are'taming out the gearing and 
iron work, of which fully 150,000 lbs. will 
be required. One big piece of gearing 
weighs no less than 16,000 lbs., the largest 
casting ever turned ont in the Province, 
and it is satisfactory to know that Mr. Cran­
dall says be never saw finer work done any­
where. Spratt k Gray have the contract 
for the engines, while the 400,000 feet of 
lumber required will come from Sayward’s 
mill. The railway, it may be added, is so 
easily worked that two men will be able to 
dock a ship. The increase in the shipping 
visiting this port has made the need of ad­
ditional facilities for docking apparent, and 
the marine railway will undoubtedly be a 
great convenience to vessels as well as a wel­
come addition to Victoria’s industries.

the workengaged, with his assistant, upon 
of a Trigonometrical survey of the Island 
from Sooke to Nanaimo;, the plan, the re­
sult of this work, was published in 1855 by 
John Arrowsmith, of London. The base 
line was at Col wood Plain, with bases of ver- 
ifieation at Lake Hill and at Nanaimo. 
This work was one of great difficulty and 
labor, and not unattended with danger. 
The stations were often tree-tops, from 
which the angles had to be taken, sometimes 
with a sextant only, The difficulties of 
transport and the natural obstacles of bush, 
timber and rocks, all combined to make 
this a very formidable undertaking. Bat 
undaunted energy, and a single eye to duty, 
enabled him to bring it to a successful issue. 
In 1857 the same Coast line was surveyed by 
Captain (now Admiral Sir G* N.) Richards, 
and a comparison of his work with that of 
Mr. Pemberton showed very close agree­
ment, the difference in lOO miles being some-- 
where about 50 feet, which', considering the 
stations and the means at his disposal, must 
be pronounced a very meritorious work.

In 1852 Mr. Pemberton went vrfbh Mr. J. 
W. McKay (Indian department) and myself 
to examine the coal measures of Nanaimo, 
of whioh sections were made and a report of 
same, and of the surrounding country sent 
to London, the result ot which was the 
despatch next year of a number of miners 
with machinery, etc., to open and wprk the 
mines, with Mr. McKay as general manager. 
Mr. Pemberton also designed the Race Redis 
and Fiegard lighthouses, the construction of 
which, and the fitting up of the Dioptric 
lighting aparatne, devolved upon me upon 
Mr. Pemberton’s resignation-in 1864i, chiefly 
owing to disagreement with the policy of the 
then Governor, Mr. A. E. Kennedy. This 
is not to be wondered at when it is 
bered that that gentleman on his arrival 
formulated the dictum “ 
rather be decidedly wrong than undecidedly 
right”—thus subordinating the reasoning 
faculty to mere obstinacy. Many in those 
days thought he certainly excelled in carry­
ing ont the former part of his saying.

’ Mr. Pemberton also formed,one of 
mission appointed to consider the question 
of the improvement of Victoria harbor, and 
when the House voted money for dredging 
the spit, he sent to England and purchased 
the machinery for dredger and tag. Theee 
were both built after his resignation and 
have for thirty years past done a large 
amount of good work and are both, more-or 
less, stanneh to this day, so far as I know.

Mr. Pemberton was passionately fond of 
horses, and had the family gift, being a 
bold and judicious horseman. One of his 
great delights in the old days 
and train horses which appeared incapable 
of being broken,and he took great pleasure in 
training yonng horses to fence. In riding a 
hurdle race (in 1858 I think) his horse fell 
at a fence and the field rode over him, and I 
well remember the nasty feeling of anxiety 
I had at the time for his safety ; bat there 
were no help for it—no time to puli up.

During all the years I have known him, 1 
never recollect his bejpg depressed or 
“blue.” He was always cheery and bright 
and sanguine. His mind was an exceeding­
ly pure one. He was affectionate without 
ostentation, and of a moat amiable nature. 
To me he was a faithful mentor, and during 
forty-two years onr friendship was never 
strained or disturbed by a word or thought 
of difference ; respect for ourselves and 
mntual respect for each other, perhaps, 
gives the explanation of this.

Washington, Nov. 14.—Congress will 
undoubtedly take up Hawaii immediately 
upon assembling in December. A fight will, 
it is said, be made on the administration’s 
policy, on the ground that it has declared 
war without the consent of Congress. If 
the present government peacefully yields to 
the persuasions of the American minister, 
the question involved is whether so peace­
able a proceeding could be regarded as an 
act of war. It is argued that it would be 
an act of aggression on a sovereign power 
none the leas because that power peacefully 
yielded to a threat of overwhelming su­
perior force. There is a shrewd surmise in 
Washington City that the restoration of 
Queen Lilinokalani may not be followed by 
entire withdrawal of the influence of the 
United States, bat that-, with the work of 
the last administration once undone, a pro­
tectorate may be established over the mon­
archy. One clear and certain result of 
the present incident would seem to be 
that annexation wjjl never be proffered the 
United States by the Hawaiian* again.

Ex-Lieut. Stanton, who is regarded as one 
of the best admiralty lawyers in the coun­
try, makes the following suggestion as a 
possible outcome of the Hawaiian situation ;
“ A naval officer has a right to disobey an 
order which he knows to be illegal, bnt he 
assumes responsibility in so doing. If on 
trial the order is shown to be illegal, he 
cannot be punished ; but the first instinct 
of an officer is to obey an order and throw 
the responsibility on his superior who gave 
the order. In the Hawaiian matter, Presi­
dent Dole has a simple way of tying Minis­
ter W filin’ hands if he is sharp enough. All 
he has to do is to hand him his passports 
and refuse to have anything farther to do 
with him. Willis becomes immediately a 
private citizen and cannot legally give 
orders to the naval officers. It makes 
no difference if another set of 
dentials is issued to Queen Lilinokalani ; the 
provisional government received recognition 
as a de facto government from the foreign 
nations, and any act by Willis as American 
minister to Hawaii, after President Dole 
had sent him his passports, would be illegal.
It takes two nations to make a minister. 
Lord Sack ville-West ceased to be British 
minister when the State department gave 
him notice.”

A story was spread last night which 
seems to have had its origin in the gossip of 
the Metropolitan olnb, in this city, that 
there were strong dissensions in the cabinet 
on the Hawaiian situation. The rumor says 
Smith and Morton are not in accord with 
the government, and had tendered, or in­
tended to tender, their resignations. Mor­
ton denied the rnmor late last night, and 
says he has no intention of resigning.' It can 
be further said that Morton is in accord 
with the President’s Hawaiian policy, and 
Smith has not in any manner given a publie 
expression of disagreement, and there is no 
reason to suppose that he entertains opinions 
different from those of the President in the 
matter.

It appears that the Department of State 
has heard from Minister Willis by telegraph 
from San Francisco. It is learned that die- 
patohes received "at the department yester­
day confirm the previous reports of Minister 
Willis’ arrival at Honolulu and other events 
up to, the time of the departure of the 
China. The Hawaiian Minister, Mr. Thurs­
ton,, called at the department this morning 
rod was privately in conference with Secre­
tary Gresham until the hour set for the ' 
meeting of the Cabinet. They refuse to 
make any statements touching Hawaiian af- 
fairs. It is believed that if he has any in­
tention of making public at this time Com­
missioner Blonnt’s report or Minis­
ter Willi»’ instructions, the idea has been 
abandoned, tod the next vffiojal statement 
that will Ire given tô tkl publie from the 
department will probably Sppeât 111 a «join- 
munioation to Congress of the entire corre­
spondence relating to Hawaii whioh has 
passed since President Harrison sent the 
annexation manifesto to the Senate. In 
some quarters there was a disposition to at­
tach significance to the fact that Mr. 
Thurston was received by Secretary Gres­
ham to-day, on the snppoeitlbn that the 
reception was equivalent to an admission 
tKat the Provisional Government, from 
whioh the minister is accredited, is still in 
existence. ^

It is understood that op to the time the " 
China left Honolulu, Minuter Willis had 
not made known his instructions from 
President Cleveland. The new minister 
arrived early on the morning of November ~ 
4, rod went direct to Blount’s old quarters 
at tbe Hawaiian hotel. It was arranged for 
the United States envoy to present his 
credentials to the Provisional Government 
at 11 o’clock on Tuesday nqprning, 
November 7. Information received from 
passengers on the China is to the effect that 
the Queen could not be restored to the 
throne without serious trouble, and that 
now that the Provisional Government was 
well established rod had well drilled troops, 
the change could not be made without 
bloodshed. The United States will, doubt­
less, suggest that the Provisional Govern­
ment take means to ascertain if it is duly 
authorized by the people to transfer their 
title.

San Francisco, Nov. 13.—Hawaiian Con­
sul Wilder has stated to a reporter that in 
ease the administration should ask the pro­
visional government to step down and out 
the answer would undoubtedly be that the 
request could not bo granted, bnt that in 
esse the use of force shield be threatened 
the provisional government could have bnt 
one course to pursue. Resistance to the 
power of the United States would be use­
less, bnt It would protest with all its moral 
foFoe against enoh a high-handed outrage. 
Should the United States proteotorste of 
the monarchy be withdrawn that monarchy 
wonld not last a day. Unquestionably the 
next revolution'wonld not be as peaceful as 
the last, and the monarchy wonld sorely be 
overthrown, onoe and for alL

took place on the 15th inst., when the Com- 
pany’e scouts were fired on, and one man 
Was wounded. The scouts fired back, 
killing twenty-two Matabele. A party of 
seventy of the Company’s men were sent 
out immediately to reconnoitre, and they 
found that the Inauka regiment was re­
tiring on Buluwayo, driving cattle with it. 
The Company’s men captured over 500 head 
of cattle from the regiment. On the follow­
ing day the Victoria column engaged and 
defeated the enemy at Indaima’a mountain. 
At the same time the Salisbury column en­
gaged and defeated the enemy near the 
same place. Finally the two columns 
united, and are now advancing upon Bula­
wayo. Dr. Jameeon rode between the two 
columns and insured their co-operation. 
The Fort Charter column took an active 
part in the engagement. Captain Campbell, 
formerly of the Royal artillery, was shot in 
the leg, and the injured limb had to be 
amputated, with fatal results. No other 
casualties are reported in the Chartered 
Company’s force. The number of Matabele 
killed by the Victoria column is estimated 
at 100. No detaila have yet been received 
respecting the number of the enemy killed 
by the Fort Charter column.

Indaima’a mountain is situated on tbe 
right bank of the river Tokwe, not far from 
its junction with the Umgesi river. It is 
Borne thirty miles west of the Chartered 
Company’a pioneer road, midway between 
Forta Victoria and Charter, and 120 milee 
in a straight line aonth-weat from Salisbury. 
It is just midway between Salisbury and 
Bulawayo, the respective headquarters of 
the opposing forces. The country in the 
vicinity is described as most difficult for 
transport purposes, and is studded with 
enormous castellated koppiee.

Lobeogula is now dividing his forces, 
part being sent against the northern col­
umns and the remainder against Tati. 
The Chartered Company’s authorities re­
gard this movement as being most favor­
able for their operations. Lobengula’s 
brother, Gnbognbo, with Mrotuee, the in- 
duna of the Mobukntwroe regiment, and 
another Matabele arrived at Tati, ostensibly 
on a mission from Lobengula, bnt were 
taken prisoners on entering the place. Man- 
tnse seized the sword of one of the mounted 
policemen who had them in enstody, where­
upon Mantuse and one of the Matabele en- 
voye were shot by the polios. Mr. Dawson, 
the Buluwayo trader, has been sent on a 
mission to Sir H. Loch, bnt this is believed 
by the company’s officials to be a device of 
Lobengula’s to protract operations till the 
rainy season sets in.

The following telegram from Sir H. B. 
Look, dated October 18, to the Colonial 
Office, gives news of the Bebhuenaland col­
umn:—“Following is substance of news 
from Colonel Goold-Adame:—‘October 14, 
six miles from Tati Khama has joined 
wjth 1.760 men, 100 mounted, 980 armed 
with Martinis; fine weather; everything in 
their favor. Plan of operations agreed 
upon with Khama. Endeavoring to estab­
lish heliograph stations with Mpcloptsie. 
The column by to-day will probably be on

Considerable Development and Rich 
Ore—Lake Slocan Transporta­

tion Facilities. ore-

The Kaslo Slocan Railway—Its Route 
—It Will be Vigorously 

Prosecuted.

(From the Beattie Telegraph.)

Although there haa been comparatively 
little work accomplished for the peat aix 
months in the way of silver mining,' yet a 
prospector from the Slocan district, in 
British Columbia, reports considerable ac­
tivity in that region. This district lies 
upon the east side of Lake Slocan and ex­
tends from the lake shore to the summit of 
the watershed between Lake Slocan and 
Kootenay. Those who have seen Lake 
Slocan say it is a beautiful sheet of water, 
from one to two milee wide and about thirty 
miles long. It is set in the midst of the 
Selkirk range of mountains, and is about 
equally distant from Aaron lake, a widening 
of the Columbia river, and Kootenay lake, 
an estuary of the Kootenay river, which i» 
the principal branch of the Columbia river 
in British Columbia.

Numerous people ip Seattle rod other 
parte of Washington state have large hold­
ings in this district. Some of them were 
among the proepectora who entered the dis­
trict in the fall of 1891 rod first discovered 
mineral and looated claims. Since then 
many mines have been found, considerable 
development hae been done and some ore 
shipped. Numerous assays have been made 
of the ore rod all ohemiaba and essayera 
have pronounced it a high grade, ranging 
from $150 to more than $1,000, and averag- 
ing $250 to the ton. -

The cost of transportation over the long 
trail to Ratio prevented ehlpmente of ore 
being made in as large quantities aa wonld 
have been if the district had been supplied 
with better transportation facilities. Bnt 
this difficulty is soon to be overcome, and a 
prospector informed a Telegraph reporter at 
the Rainier that the new means of railroad 
transportation would make it possible to 
work the mines at a profit, even though tbe 
price of silver should fall far below its pres­
ent rating. The high grade and great 
quantity of the ore alïo insures this effect.

The Kaslo-Siocan railway company has 
sucoeeded in raising funds in the East to. 
carry on the construction work of a railroad 
between Kaslo and Slooro. During this 
winter it is expected to have seventy or 
more men at work, the number to be largely 
increased with the opening of spring.

D. J. Mnnn, who represented the railway 
company, states that contracts wonld im­
mediately be let for the clearing of ihe 
whole right-of-way of the railway from the 
termination of the present clearing at the 
south fork of Kaslo river through to tbe 
terminus of the railway at Sandon creek, or 
Cody creek, with the exception, perhaps, of 
a mile or two thia side of Bear lake, where 
it might be that some change of the present 
location would be necessary.

Between Kaslo and Bear lake the line 
wonld cross the Kaslo river six or eight 
times, and the necessary bridges, 
many of them as oould be done to advan­
tage, would be put in this fall and winter. 
The bridges are of the Howe trass pattern, 
and in most oases one span would be suffi­
cient. Some cribbing would be necessary 
along steep hillsides, and this would also be 
put in this winter.

Besides the above, Mr. Mnnn said that 
they wonld as soon aa sufficient progress 
waa made tfith the clearing proceed with 
the rook work along the whole Une. It was 
impossible until the staff of engineers now 
at work beyond Bear lake had got through 
with their work of croas-eectioning, whioh 
would probably take three weeks, to tell 
bow much rook work would have to be 
handled, but there would be a great deal. 
Thia work would be let by contract, and it 
eonld be carried on fuUy as weU perhaps in 
winter aa in summer.

The Helplesaneee of Women—Their He­
reditary Inequality — How Argument 
Worries Them—The Estimate of Hen.

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T . T IS the fashion in these 
.g, days to talk very grandly

’ oftJ/S and much about the equal 
rights of women with

■ * men, their equal capacity
■ for nearly all occupations, 

offices and honors, and above all their 
right to regulate and control their own 
affairs, whether political, financial, so­
cial or domestic. I, as a woman, stand 
up stoutly for my own sex; I do most 
firmly believe them to be in all but 
brute strength the equal of man, and in 
spiritual and moral strength very fre­
quently his superior. I admire women, 
I love women, I long and work for 
the advancement of women; bnt, as a 
woman not without powers of observa­
tion and a wide experience of the world, 
I cannot bnt see a certain side of the 
truth not often brought forward by 
women and not at all understood by 
men, and this is the inherent helpless­
ness of woman in a struggle with man.

Possibly this helplessness is largely 
dne to hereditary prejudice on the part 
of man, hereditary self distrust on the 
part of woman, but it is also largely dne 
to the inherent natures of the two sexes. 
Every virile man has a vein of brutality 
in his composition, more or lesq deftly 
buried beneath the surface of his civili­
zation, and every woman is at heart 
timid of encountering this brutality— 
that is to say, every womanly woman is.

Almost any man bronght into busi­
ness relations with a woman not his em­
ployee meets her propositions or argu­
ments with either an air of goodnatured 
tolerance, or disquieted contempt of 
skeptical scrutiny, or of magnanimous 
acceptance, perhaps harder to bear than 
any other of the demonstrations of his 
superiority.

Let a woman try to argue a political 
point, or a point of statecraft or politi­
cal economy with a man, and she usually 
receives some such answer as the far­
mons insnlt offered by Gladstone, I think, 
to some titled woman who earnestly im­
plored him to advocate some measure. 
Listening with an amused smile to all 
shè had to say, he simply ejaculated at 
the end, “Oh, yon darling!" and passed 
on as carelessly good humored as if he 
had been listening to the prattle of a 
pretty child. Or, if the man is not as 
benevolent as Gladstone, he may,1 reply 
in the spirit of Napoleon, who assured 
Mme. de Staël that the most valuable 
woman in his empire was the one who 
has borne most sons for France, or 
again, after the manner of Henry VTTT 
of England, who bade the nuns who 
tried to argue for their right to live their 
own lives in their own way: "‘‘Go spin, 
yon jades; go spin!”

To epitomize the three utterances, 
women in general are to men in general 
either “darlings," or mothers of children, 
or household and domestic machines. 
Within these limits woman receives ad­
miration, protection and a certain 
amount of appreciation from every grade 
of men, but let her step outside these 
limits, let her try to meet man upon his 
own intellectual or authoritative plat­
form, and her disadvantage is at 
made apparent, qnd her helplessness to 
overcome it stares her in the face.

No man ever meets her and converses 
upon momentous subjects precisely as 
he does with another man, and until this 
is the case there are no true equal rights 
for the woman. The woman seeks an in­
terview with her business man or lawyer; 

v she wishes certain things done and done 
at once; the business man or the lawyer 
assures her1 with an air of indulgent pa­
tience that-what she suggests cannot be 
done, at least not in her way and at her 
time; that to sell, or to buy, or to invest, 
or to do whatever it is she wishes to do 
is not possible, or if possible not desir­
able, and she had better leave it all to 
his hands and rest secure that he will do 
what is for the best. Now just here 
comes to the helplessness of which I 
speak. The woman feels confident that

Departure of the “ Warrimoo ” With 
Heavy PiILD IN PARAGRAPHS.
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A GREAT LABOR CONVENTION.

Dunn’s Answer to McLeod and Acton 
—Return Match With the 

Navy.

Every labor organization in the Provinoe 
haa received an invitation to be represented 
at the meeting to be held here on the 25th 
instant for the purpose of dieouseing the act 
creating the bureau of labor apd statistics 
and the council of arbitration and concilia­
tion. The meeting has been called by cir­
culer issued from the office of the secretary 
of the labor bureau. Since operations have 
been commenced under the act it haa been 
made evident that there is a great deal of 
misapprehension with regard to the intend­
ed operation of the labor bureau. Through 
lack of information on the part of those 
whom it was designed to benefit and in con­
sequence of prejudicial reports put in cir­
culation, the work haa not progreeaed as 
smoothly as might have been de­
sired. In consequence, this general 
meeting has been called. Every known 
labor organization in the Province has re­
ceived through its secretary an invitation 
to send a delegate, and each secretary ad­
dressed has been invited to send to the 
deputy commissioner of the bureau the 
name of any local union which he haa reason 
to suppose has been overlooked. As the 
Government will bear the actual expenses of 
the delegates, there will ha no financial 
obstacle in the way of making the meeting 
a success. It is expected that there will 
be present upwards Of thirty delegatee from 
places outside Victoria, and from this city 
there will probably be about half that num­
ber of delegates.

No programme has been laid out save a 
general discussion of the sot, and this is 
expected to elicit from the delegatee a frank 
expression of their views as to the subjects 
to which attention should first be given by 
the bureau, the nature of the information 
which should be gathered, and the beet 
meane of obtaining it.

Mr. Cohen, speaking to a representative 
of the Colonist at the Dallas hotel, yester­
day, spoke with enthusiasm of the trip 
through Canada, and especially of the 
mountain scenery. He said the team would 
have liked to have played a match in 
British Columbia, in the interests of the 
game in this Provinoe, but the state of the 
weather made this impossible. He formed 
a good opinion of the Canadian cricketers, 
and mentions particularly Cooper, who he 
considers onght to rank as one of the best 
bowlers in the world. This bowler not only 
gave a torn to the ball in the air whioh 
proved puzzling to the best batsman, but, 
the most surprising thing, he kept it up 
throughout his entire innings. The Aus­

The 
aim of the education is practical. Those 
who are indentured to trades receive their 
school education in the evening. Those 
not so indentured are required to work two 
hours daily on the roads and ground, about 
the place, to engage in the cultivation of 
the farm and gardens, in tree planting and 
road cutting, and to take part in the great 
variety of work inevitable in a place where 
over 600 Europeans and natives are living 
together; but all must work.

For nearly twenty-five years education 
and hoard were given to the natives free 
About 1870 a considerable change 
trodueed, out of justice to the missionary 
public in Great Britain, and that was to 
call upon the native* to begin to pay feeg ;n 
order to make the place ultimately 8elf. 
supporting. These native payments have 
gradually risen from £200 the first 
the change to £2,000 annually; and

native payments have amounted to £2ô 000 
These fees are £8 or £12 or £20, according 
to the table. The education in all is the 
same, but for £8 a year a native receives 
board consisting of maize and milk, w-d 
meat twice a week, with lodging and ecu- 
cation. This is the beginning of that 
ohange which will, as is right, ihrow the 
main burden of supporting the place on 
those who receive the benefits of it instead 
of on the mneh-enduring, ever contributing 
missionary public of the home country 
The majority of the pupils are beyond thé 
age of childhood, and they are mostly young 
men and women. Very little trouble is ex­
perienced in the way of discipline in the 
plaoe, and the natives in the adjoining ter­
ritories are now perfectly quiet, peaceful 
and industrious. This has been brought 
about, however, by four costly and pro 
traoted Kaffir wars. The last occurred in 
1877-78. In these struggles Lovedale was 
twice occupied, once as a military post and 
once aa a plaoe of refuge for white settlers.

THB FUTURE OF AFRICA.
■ As to the future development of the con­

tinent of Africa, Dr. Stewart says : “ The 
recent partition of the enormous areas of 
th&t continent by the great European pow­
ers—the moat stupendous division of the 
earth’s surface which has ever taken place 
by such methods—will promote its civiliza­
tion. Any European administration, how-4 
ever imperfect at first, will do more for the' 
protection of life and property than any of 
the old native regimes. Of course, a great 
deal depends on the degree of justice and 
fair dealing.with the natives, which may be 
wrought into such administration. 
The Germans are much too mili­
tary for the natives either to un­
derstand .or improve rapidly under. 
The British method—slower, less theoret­
ically perfect and more practical and 
indulgent—on the whole suits the African 
better. As to the rightness or wrongness of 
those gigantic appropriations, there may be 
various opinions, but the process seems 
almost unavoidable fdr the speedy progress 
of civilization throughout the vast continent 
df Africa.

“ There will be more or less bloodshed 
when the natives fully realize the extent and 
nature of the ohange, and of this the present 
contest between the Matabele and the 
British South Africa Company is an in­
stance. This collision, predicted from the 
first, has now taken plaoe. It has been in­
evitable from tl|e nature of the forces—bar­
barism and civilization—meeting on the 
ground of common life within a given area ; 
the outcries of sham moral indignation of 
English Radicals and Anarchists, with 
Labouphere at^their head, notwithstanding. 
A11 thifi outcry is only one of the innumer­
able forms of political hypocrisy and hate.”

The general impression given by Dr. 
Stewart of his African experience of thirty 
years is this :—that there is a great future 
for that least oared for and most neglected 
of all the continents ; that the longer he has 
lived among the Africans the better he has 
liked them; jthat those crimes which are com­
mon in the Southern States, and which are 
causing suoh deplorable results there, are 
almost unknown in South Africa ; and that 
with the Gospel and civilized teaching, the 
African can be made a useful man.

than their neighbors who have not enjoyed 
that advantage. The test in Maine haa 
been a remarkably favorable one. It ia not 
likely to be so favorable anywhere else. It 
is, therefore, perfectly fair to institute a 
comparison between the inhabitants of Maine 
and those of non-probibitive States. The 
tree is known by its fruits. The fruits in 
Maine have had time to ripen. Are they 
such aa the advocates of prohibition would 
lead us to expect ?

Manager. Scene and origin of the Matabele 

War—The Wonderful 
Treasure Fields.
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.- $10 00 South African affairs occupy so prominent 
a place in the newspapers that it is 
than ordinarily interesting to meet with a 
well-informed traveller from that part of 
the world, and this description well applies 
to the Reverend Dootor James Stewart, 
who, accompanied by Mrs. Stewart, haa 
been spending a few days in Victoria, but 
left last evening for San Francisco, via the 
Sound. Dr. Stewart lately founded the 
East African Scottish Mission, but his main 
work has been in connection with the mis­
sion at Lovedale, of whioh he has charge. 
There particular attention ie paid to the 
education of the native blacks in the arte of 
civilization, and on his present trip through 
Canada and the United States he has vis­
ited as many as possible of the institutions 
devoted to the training of the Indians and 
of the negroes.

A reporter of the Colonist called upon 
Dr. Stewart at the Hotel Victoria, and ob­
tained from him some very interesting par­
ticulars about hie work and African affairs 
generally. The story of the present 
war, whioh occupies the foremost plaoe 
in the public mind, be telle in a few 
words. First of all, as to the positions of 
the contestants. King Lobengula haa un­
disputed sway over a province in the east­
ern interior of the South African peninsula, 
about 1,700 miles north of Cape Town and 
400 miles from the coast. Adjoining his 
territory, on the way to the coast, is 
Mashonajand. As the Mashonas number 
only about 60,000 and the Lobengulans, or 
Matabele, are nearer 100,000, the latter 
regularly prey upon the Mashonas, whose 
cattle and women and children they drive 
off and sell. King Lobengula gave the' 
British South Africa Company permission 
to enter into the tributary province of 
Maehona to hunt or to dig gold, though he 
forbade them to enter his own land, and 200 
or 300 whites have accordingly settled there. 
But this settlement did not prevent the 
Matabele from continuing their raids, and 
the Britishers were continually made 
witnesses of the massacre of the poor 
Mashonas by their stronger and fiercer 
neighbors. The help of a British force was 
therefore called for to drive out the 
Matabele, and this commenced the 
war whioh is now in progress, and 
which has had little result from the fact that 
the military force available is very small 
Johannesburg is the northern terminus of 
railway communication, and that is about 
seven hundred miles from the seat of war. 
The simplest way into Mashonaland ia to go 
by sea up the east coast to the month of the 
Pungwee river and np that stream into the 
interior.

Dr. Stewart thinks the treatment of the 
Indians in Canada contrasts very favorably 
with that of the Macke in Africa, and this 
particularly occurred to him when last week 
in the Northwest, he witnessed the payment 
of the treaty money on the Black foot reserve. 
Of course there ie a marked difference in the 
oharaoteristioa of the natives, for while the 
American Indian is not adapted for work, 
the African native takes readily to hard 
labor, and does most of the work of the 
farms and of loading and unloading the ves­
sels trading to the coast. He was, however, 
much itrack with the kindly and generous 
manner in whioh the Canadian Indians were 
dealt with.

Wijth the exploration of Africa, Dr. 
Stewart haa had a good deal to do. He waa 
a friend of Livingstone, and joined the 
great explorer on the Zambesi in 1862, 
being with him When Mrs. Livingston edied 
at Shnpanga in April of that year. He haa 
twice since then visited Central Africa—in 
the establishment of new missions, one the 
jLivingstonia mission on Lake Nyassa, and 
teoently the new missions founded 
Imperial and British East Africa Company’s 
territories, inland from Zanzibar, half way 
between the coast and Uganda.

As to the future development of Southern 
and Central Africa, Dr. Stewart says that 
the former alone will be the field for Euro­
pean colonization. British ideas about 
South Africa have been entirely re­
versed within the last thirty years. For­
merly it was thought to be only a good 
plaoe for big game. It ia now found to be 
full of mineral wealth. The Kimberley 
diamond fields, since they were opened in 
1870, have alone produced diamonds to the 
value of £70,000,000. This has been within 
an area of two miles. The land on which 
these mines occur could at one time have 
been bought for one or t«-o dollars an acre. 
The Transvaal gold fields are prodneiog gold 
at the rate of about £4,000,000 annually. 
Thus development whioh is only beginning 
may be indefinitely extended on account of 
the vast area of these quartz bearing fields.

Emigration he would not recommend to 
any persons who are fairly well off, though 
men practically acquainted with gold min­
ing and able to direct operations might do 
welL The actual work of the mines is done 
by native labor, hence the working miner 
would not have a good chance of sneoess. 
Alluvial gold is hardly found. Mechanics, 
carpenters and builders find ready employ­
ment at Johannesburg at rates from four to 
five dollars a day, but living is correspond­
ingly dear.
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The silver men of both parties have some 
reason to say that the verdict rendered at 
the polls on the 7 th inet. waa in condem­
nation of the course pursued by the Presi­
dent with respect to the repeal of the Sher­
man Aot. But the Republican papers do 
not say this, for they know that they openly 
and emphatically approved of all that the 
President did to procure the passage of that 
measure. They are shrewd enough to see 
that in condemning the Administration for 
its action in that matter they would be 
condemning themselves.

The principal plank in the platform of the 
Democratic party and the question on which 
President Cleveland ran his election 
waa tariff reform. It was because 
he opposed high protection and favored 
free trade that he was supported by the 
Democratic party and by a very 'consider­
able proportion of the Republican party. 
But Mr. Cleveland’s administration has as 
yet done nothing to carry out the policy of 
tariff reform. No one in the United States, 
except perhaps the members of the Commit­
tee of Ways and Means and a few trusted 
politicians, knows what the revised tariff ie 
to be like. The defeats of Tuesday could 
not therefore express disapproval of the 
Democratic policy. During the eight months 
in whioh Mr. Cleveland has been in office, 
he—if the appôintmente and dismissals of 
civil servants are not taken into 
account—has been much more a Repub­
lican than a Democrat, and those who 
most bitterly complain of bis acts are mem­
bers of the Democratic party—defeated ad­
vocates of free ooihege and disappointed 
and, therefore, disgruntled office seekers.

In New York the Republican victory is 
in great measure owing to the Democratic 
revolt against Tammany rule. Previous to 
the election, the men who were most active 
in their opposition to the election of Mr. 
Maynard to the office of judge of the Court 
of appeals were sound Democrats. Yet we 
see that Mr. Maynard’s defeat is spoken of 
as a Republican victory. It can hardly be 
doubted that the revolt against Tammany 
had other effects favorable to the Republi­
cans. At any rate, it is quite evident that 
the Democratic policy has nothing to do 
with the election in the State of New York. 
We are, however, far from believing that 
the Democratic policy, when the attempt to 
carry it ont is made, will be generally sup­
ported. Protection has too strong a hold 
in the United States to be rooted out with­
out a very great and a very bitter contest.
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AMERICAN RAILROADS.

The railroads of the United States do not 
appear to be in a particularly prosperous 
condition. The New York Times comments 
upon the “ extraordinary fact that more than 
$1,200,000,000 of railroad property in this 
country is now in the hands of receivers.” 
This appears to be incredible, but the Times 
gives many particulars which must be in­
teresting to business men in this and every 
other part of the civilized world. It says 
that :

Five great railroad systems which at pres­
ent enjoy the protection of receiverships have 
an aggregate mileage of 24,977 miles with 
an aggregate capitalization of $416,726,711, 
aggregate assets amounting to $1,174,312,- 
871, and a combined funded indebtedness of 
$517,028,556 The names of the five fÿsteme 
are the Union Pacific, Northern Pacific, 
Philadelphia and Reading, Erie, Richmond 
Terminal—the Erie, last named, including 
in these calculationa East Tennessee, Vir­
ginia and Georgia, and the Georgia Central 
lines. According to the latest Stock 
Exchange quotations, the aggregate market 
value of the capital stocks of all these lines 
is in the neighborhood of $503,000,000, a 
little more than 12 per rant, of the par 
value of the stocks. A large proportion of 
these stocks will probably be wiped out al­
together in the costly processes of reorgan­
ization.

This is a dismal story to tell of a very 
considerable proportion of the railroads of 
what is generally considered the meet pros­
perous country in the world. When the 
stock of a railroad has gone down to less 
than one-eighth of its par value, it is reason­
able to conclude that it is in a very bad con­
dition indeed. This is said, as the reader 
sees, not of one or two insignificant roads, 
but of five great lines, having a mileage 
more than equal to the circumference of the 
whole earth. If this could be said of Eng­
lish railroads what a lamentation the 
enemies of Great Britain would set

It would be declared to
be on the verge of bankruptcy and the 
most melancholy forecasts of its future 
would be drawn, but as it is the United 
States Railroads that are in the state 
described by the Times, very little is heard 
about their condition and what their condi­
tion indicates. •

Although the figures of the great New 
York daily point to a state of things that it 
cannot be very pleasant to contemplate, we 
are far from wishing to convey the idea that 
the United States is financially and 
meicially in a bad way. That country has 
immense resources and an enterprising, an 
mduetrijons and an intelligent population, 
who can make a good use of them. It oan 
therefore, if eircumstanoea are at all favor­
able, extricate itself from temporary em­
barrassments with comparative ease. It 
would not be at all surpt 
course of two or three yea 
now in the hands of receiv 
their difficulties and doing a flourishing 
business.

The United States Government appears 
determined to make reparation in some way

tion. He sent a Commissioner to 
the Mends—a man of good ability 
and high character—who inquired on 
the spot into all the circumstances.
The conclusion that he came to was the one

done with all the silver it has been buying 
for the past three years or so, and how much 
there ia of it left.- Comparatively little of 
that silver was coined. By far the greater 
part of it is stored up in the Government’s 
vaults. That Government had on hand 
on the 1st of the present month 
139,466,257 fine ounces of silver, cost­
ing $125,888,929. This silver if rained 
would make 180,320,008 standard dol­
lars, so that if the Government under­
took to coin all its store of silver it would, 
make by the operation a very snug profit of 
$64,431,080. As each dollar would not con­
tain a dollar’s worth of silver, the nation, 
if all this silver was foisted on it, would be 
cheated out of very nearly fifty-four mil­
lions and a half of dollars. But the Gov­
ernment does not intend to coin this five 
thousand tons of silver or thereabouts. It 
is, in fact, a white elephant on its hands, 
whioh it does not know very well what to do 
with. It is, as regards this silver, in a very 
nnpleisant sense, embarrassed by ite riches. 
It would be very convenient for the 
Government, just now that a deficit 
is staring it in the face, to have 
at ite disposal the half of one, hundred and 
eighty millions, in a shape that could easily 
be made available either at home or abroad. 
But the stored silver is not that kind of 
wealth. Incalculable mischief would be 
done if the United States should open the 
sluices of its treasury and let this dammed- 
np silver flow all over ite own and every 
other country. It will have to be very care­
ful, indeed, how it lets its silver ont. If it 
does not want to demoralize ttih^ilver mar­
ket, and its own currency, it will have to 
dole it out by driblets in a period extending 
over msifig years.

The United States has kept up the value 
of ite silver by artificial means. Against some 
of the silver it bought it issued Treasury 
notes, redeemable in either silver or gold ; 
but it waa bound by the statute to keep up 
a parity between the two metals. The con­
séquence has been that nearly all the silver 
notes presented for redemption were re­
deemed in gold. While the law was in op­
eration, silver notes to the amount of $54,- 
620,192 were redeemed. Of these $52.395,- 
840 were redeemed in gold and $2,224,192 
in silver. This shows how silver was 
buoyed np by the Government long after it 
had gone down in the open market to a very 
low price. The Government without having 
found ont the secret of transmuting metals, 
was compelled, in a way, to turn silver into 
gold ; and it was because, as may easily be 
seen, it could not go on doing this forever, 
that it was obliged to. repeal the Sherman 
Act and stop adding to its store of silver.

at whioh all impartial and unprejudiced 
men arrived who read the accounts of the 
events immediately after they had taken 
plaoe. * This was that the revolution was to 
a very great extent brought about by the 
intrigues of the Amerioan consul, and that 
the Provisional Government, bat for him 
and the force which he had at his command 
and which he placed in the capital at a criti­
cal moment, would never have been able to 
seizj the Government, or to retain it after 
they had it in potsessjpn. Commissioner 
Blount also found out that the people of the 
Islands were not in favor of the revolution, 
and had not in any way olothed' the revo­
lutionists with authority. Another dis­
covery made by Mr. Blount was that the 
native inhabitants of the Islands were not 
In favor of annexation, and that they were 
well content to remain as they were before 
their Qneen was dethroned. The logical 
and "moral consequence of the inquiry is 
that it is the duty of the United States 
Government to place things in Hawaii 
exactly aa they were before the Queen was 
deposed. Bat this is mnoh more easily said 
than done.

WHAT HAS THE HARVEST BEEN t

The venerable Neal Dow, father of the 
Maine liquor law, when asked by Ontario 
enquirers if prohibition has proved a success 
in Maine, declared that it has, and in proof 
of hie statement he pointed to the progress 
whioh the State has made in material pros­
perity. We have not the slightest desire to 
question the good old man’s sincerity. He 
believed in the troth of what he was saying, 
and in the soundness of the argument he 
used. But impartial and intelligent enquir­
ers will not place implicit faith in the esti­
mate whioh a fond parent places on the 
qualities and capabilities of a favorite child.
They will go to other sources of informa­
tion, and judge him by other teste.

Forty years is a considerable time, par­
ticularly in this century, in the life of a 
State or a community. Since Mr. Dow’s 
prohibition law was enacted many States have 
increased both in wealth and population 
without a prohibitive l%w. Take the Pro- 
vincB of Ontario, for instance, whose condi­
tion and circumstances resemble in many 
respe&ts those ot the State of Maine. Has 
it not progressed daring the last forty years 
at a rate fully equal to that of the State of
