The original ‘‘great Bible covered with
gold” still mentioned In the form of
ceremony, has long since disappeared,
and King George will-use one present-
ed by the upiversity presses of Ox-
ford and Cambridge. Still before the
altar, -the King signs the oath.

Thus' far the civil character of the
service predominates. With the anoini-
ing, which follows the taking of the
oath, the ceremony takes on a more
religious charaeter. It ig accompanied
by & prayer and the anthem ‘Zadok
the King.” .For .this ceremony the
King sits in the chair - of King Edward
J., which 'contains the ‘‘stone of des-
tiny,” brought from -Scone by that
monarch, and which legend—tells, was
“Jacob's Pillow:”. The Dean of West-
minster brings from the altar the gold-
en ampulla. made In the form of an
eagle and filled with consecrated oil,
with which the King is anointed on the
head, breast and palkns' of the hands.
It is by virtue of this anointing that
the King receives the title of “Del
Gratia,” .and it is held by some au-
thorities ‘that he is invested by it with
an ecclesiastical character. - After the
anointintg the King is solemnly bless-
ed.

The investiture follows the-anointing,
thias iwpressing the two-fold symbol-
ism, civil’ and religious, of the corona-
tion order.

American Bankers Will ‘Appoint a
Financial 'Adviser.

PEKII\'. April - 16. —The new Chinese
foreign loan is secured by the provin-
clal revenues. According to the terms
of the agreement, the banking groupe
representing the United States, Great
Britain, France and Germany, will pay
to China $5,000,000 immediately, $5,000,-
000 when the powers have approved of
the currency geform and the Manchur-
ian developmient schemes, ‘and ‘the bal«
ance of the loan in instalments covers
ing some months.

The agreement does not provide. for
a financial adviser to the Chinese gov-
ernment, the Chinese having refuscd
to allow that provision to be included,
but the Pekin government ' addressed
a note to- Wm.

\PPARENT WEALTH BUT
COMPHRKTIE POVERTY

Proposed Russian - Income Tax
Evokes Remonstrances Regarding.
True Financial Conditions.

NEW YORK, - April 15.—It is an-
nounced from St. Petersburg that prep-
aration® to impose an income tax in
Russia have evoked remonstrances
wihich bring  to light the. apparent
wealth but comparative poverty of that
vast empire.

With the object of securing the in-
formation upon which the proposed tax
is to be founded, internal revenue  in-
spectors. were ordered to Investigate
the private fortunes and incomes of in-
dividuals in their various districts, and

to forward complete lists of them to
| the capital. It is these lists which
have occasioned the outcry. Some of
3the classifications are alleged sub-
i stantially to duplicate others, while
" other classifications embrace not mere-
ly profits but glso local and probably
temporary enhancements of value.
These are liable to be diminished by
subsequent losses, and therefore do not
ccnstitute income, nor an equitable
basis for.an income tax. In short, it
is held that the 1362 million dollar basis
of taxation proposed by :the govern-
ment should in justice be reduced to
about 700 or 750 millions.

Before weighizg this contention, it
will .be convenient to glance at the
wealth and budget requirements of the
empire. . The capital wealth of Rus-
sta (including Poland, Finland. Sioeria,
the Caucasus, etc.,) was estimated for
1860 at about thirty billion dollars and
Has récently béén estimated (for 1910)
at about sixty billions. The capital
wealth, population, and wealth per
capita, -at-both periods,’ appear-in- the
following table:

Anyone, not knowing the facts, who
read the article, could mot avoid gain-
ing the impression that while the cor-
porations had been putting their wires
underground, the city had bégun to
put poles all over the municipality.
Of course such is not the case. The
city has only erected poles and over-
head wires where the competition of
the Toronto Electric Light Company
made it necessary to adopt a similar
basis of cost. The city’s poles are all
fine selected perfectly Qrdsh't. poles,
all trimly in line .and neatly painted,
offering & marked contrast to the rag-
ged, crooked weather~-worn sticks put
up by the corporations. In every case
where wires are underground the city
has buried its wires in conduits. Yet
The Mail and Empire says: “Just when
it appeared that the overhead wires
were to become a thing of the past the
city 1itself began its work of dis-
figuring some of the farinclp&l thoro-
fares and residential streets with
great tree trunks for its electrical
distribution system.” Just observe the
avidity with which The Hamliiton
Times and other papers of its stripe
will copy this.

Then The Mail and Empire makes an
insinuation, which Sir James Whitney
should note well. - It is in line with
the Bay-street organ's general atti-
tude towards hydro-electric power:

The fact that the lines of the
Electric Light Company will ‘be
used to do business in competition
with the city's electrical system
ought to make no difference, and
we should be sorry to think that
the talk of strict public Inspection
of the company's lines is due to
animus. Vindictiveness of that
kind is sometimes attributed. to
trusts. Spite or meanness would
be very unbecoming to the conduc-
tors of a public ownership enter-
prise, 1In the hydro-electric-busi-
ness Toronto can well afford to
follow the rule of live and let live.

What The Mail and Empire would
thus impute to the city is exactly what
the company did put into practice to-
wards Toronto. The company actually
refused to allow the city to lay con-
duits on its own streets.

Maitthew,chap, 19, verse 6, ‘““What there-
fore God hath joined together, let no
man put asunder,” the preacher sald
that Rome had always posed as the
enemy - of divoree and the valiant
knight armed to the teeth in defence
of the sacredness of marniage, but he
declared that instead of Rome being
the defender of marriage, it degraded
it, by teaching that it was inferior to

! Immoral Priests,

“A priest of Rome can be an utterly
immopal man,” declared the preacher.
“He may be so immoral as to destrov
the chastity and purity of anyone of
his lady communicants and then he can
be absolved from that ein and continue
his ministry as a prniest, but if he
wants to make a woman his wife ac-
cotding to the Church of Rome, that
church will excommaunicate him: There
you see the light in which Rome re-
gards marriage, and I defy any Ro-
man theologian to deny it.”

. Sight of Thousands

Blindness-in Many- Cases Might Have
.Been Prevented by Ordinar

; Care. s

Archie McDonald, the blnd street
singer,. came into The World- office the
other day and read- from- his- Zeigler
Magazine for the Blind, the following

extract, which he said would be helps
ful:
On the Prevention of Blindness.

In February a public meeting of the
Massachusetts Asgsoclation for the
Blind, was held in Boston to.discuss
the causes of blindress and the meth-
ods by which it can be prevented.
Many peérsons of different provinceés
came together to considér the subject
in all its phascs, occults, physicians
and authorities on education. Mem-
bers of the Massachusetts Commission
for the Blind contributed valuable in-
formation and suggestions for direct-
ing our energics in the fight against
blindness. ; e

Dr. F. Park Lewis, the well-known
oculist and friend. of the sightless,
was the first speaker. He advanctd
convincing and' inspiring arguments
that evéry case of blindness is an
economic waste—that every citizen has
an interest in stopping it. He showed
clearly that ignorance and stupldity
was at the bottom of a good deal of
blindness and other human misers.
The following is an extract from the
address: i

“There are in the State of New York
somewhat mare than 6000 blind peo-

OTHER METALS. -

Aluminum, with a density of 2.56, is the
only light metal that is cheap, strong and |
fairly unalterable, so that it has become
the base of materials for many modern
uses, Magnesium ‘ig . lighter, with a den- |
sity of 1.74, but it is more costly and al-
ters readily, and sodium and potassium, |
which are lighter evén than water, can-
not be.exposed to the air at all on account l
of their greediness for oxygen. _

Efforts have been 1mdde to improve
aluminum by alloying with other-metals. i
Noting the results, H. Rousset, a French
scientist, points’ out that the first alloys

and magnesium, prepared1
by Woehler about . 1866, were fragile-and |

20 per cent. of magnesium,- has a hard-
ness betweéen bronzé and steél: melts very
easily, {s quite ductile and resists aif and
water better than either the'aluminum
or the magnesium.

An dlloy with a little more ‘'magnesium
is very hard and brittle, but takes a
brilliant polish, Zinc is sometimes used
for hardening, and  ‘‘ziskon,’’ consisting
of 26 per ceml‘ of zinc to 75 of aluminum,
48 employed {Or instruments of precision.
Many aluminum alloys have heawier met.-
als in slight amount, avoiding much in-
crease of weight. . For forgines a valu-
able solid alloy contains 1.8 per cent. of
copper, 1.6 of magnesium, and 1.2 nickel
with traces of antimony and fron; for
castings the mixture has also a little
Jead and tin; and a metal to be hammered
or drawn in¢ludes with the aluminum 3.15
per cent. of tin, 16 of magnesium, 0.8 of
lead and 0.2 of copper.
