From August 8 to October 2,
the Canadian corps captured the fol-
lowing: 26,630 prisoners, 501 guns of
all calibres, including many heavies,
over 3,000 machine guns and mortars,
69 villages, 160 square miles of. terri-
tory, with a greatest depth in any
14 miles. This
.was before the Amiens battle. Dur-
ing this period the corps has engaged
57 divisions, almost one-quarter of the
enemy forces, of which forty were fully
engaged and seventeen partially. The
Canadian troops have therefore seared
their brand in unmistakable charac-

ters upon the German military ma-|

chine.

2 WAR SUMMARY

THE DAY'S EVENTS REVIEWED

D

Allied progress in the campaign yes-
terday chiefly developed in the regions
of Lens and Armentleres and of the
Champagne and the Argonne. In the
first region “he Germans continued
their retirement; in the second region
the French and Americans 'helped
them on with powerful attacks. In
the first region the enemy is a‘tempt-
ing 'a stand behind the Canal de
Haute Deule, and the pursuing Bri-
tish have occupied the line of Wav-
rin and Equinghem, six miles distant
from Lille. The depth of the enemy
re‘irement on this front is also six
miles. In the second region, the al~
lied centre on the Champagne front,
the French and Americans made ad-
vances of 21% and flve miles in the
regions north of Auberive and north-
west of Somme-Py. These gains
bring their lines pretty we!l over “he
hills and ridges, and at Orfeuil they
now have a ‘ooting on the plateau of
that name. , They captured the fol-
lowing: Vaudesincourt, Doutrien, St.
Souplet, Orfeuil villages, and the
woods in the Grand Bellois sector, and
reached the Arnes River and the bor-
ders of St. Etienne-Arnes. Further
east they evacuaied Challerange, be-
cause §~ formed the apex of a too
sharp walient and came under a con-
verging fire, Their gains to the west
of /Challerange are brpadening this

ilied armies are acting like well-
machines and not independent-
ly, so wheri “he bugles at last blow
for a forward movement, they will be
ready to advance all together and
press in on the Germans at every vital
point.

Instead of advancing upon a wide
front north of St. Quentin, at the
point of breaking the Hindenburg and
its support Beaurevoir line, the
British merely sent forward recon-
najssance parties, and then drew
these back again to Beaurevoir
and Mgntbrehain. The reason for
this cafftious behavier was that _the
gap made in this sector of the Ger-
man front is™not yet wide enough to
warrant. a -general advance, and the
British must further enlarge it. The
Germans desperately clung to both
flanks of this gap yesterday, and
launched six counter-attacks -vith
two divisions released from St. Quen-
tin. After temporary withdrawals
from Beaurevoir and Montbrehain, the
British completely repulsed these at-
tempts. In front of Cambral the
Cana@ans remained inactive. They
so roughly handled the German di-
visions engaged in recent counter-at-
tacks, that the enemy shows no dis-
position to repeat these endeavors. In
fighting south - of Cambrai, English

In FlanJérs the allied enveloping
movement proceeds slowly on account
of the mud. The French and Bel-
gians are engaged at present in en-
larging the wedge driven into the
German front between Staden and
Roulers, while the British are con-
tinuing their pressure in the region of
Menin. The British channel squadron
i8 keeping up a dafly bombardment of
the Belgian coast, and the rmans
are "hurriedly taking away their ar-
‘tillery.  The enemy is preparing to
evacuate a wide stretch of territory,
not only in Flanders, but in' France.
Prisoners report that he is fighting to
gain time for the maki of a new
defensive line before alenciennes.
The enemy, in brief, is endeavoring
gradually to get away from the allies,
and to delay the military decision,
He s protracting the struggle with
the object of weakening the allied
resolution.

A revolt against Austria is brewing
in Bohemia. The leaders of this re-
volutionary movement have made their
wills and drawn up a declaration of
independence. They have also framed
a program. for a new government and
have selected its personnel. The dan-
ger of civil war within and invasion
from without the state has stirreq up
the Hungarians to impress on the
Viennese Government the necessity of
a speedy peace, Austria has approach-
ed Holland and asked the Dutch Gov-
ernment to invite all the belligerents
to a peace conference. Owing tb dread
of consequences flowing from delay,
the Austrian Government, like Satan
when he was . sick, is adopnting the
sanctimonious course of preparing to

mgtitute reforms in the Hapsburg do-
minions’

The important developments which
T.ondon shortly expects from Turkey
consist of an attack upon Constan-
tinople and the shrewing of the Turks
from Europe. At least this is the in-
ference deducible from the declaration
of General Franchet d’Fspery at
Salonica. The expulsion of the Bul-
garians from Greece has restored to
the allies Kavalla and a direct route
to Constantinople along the shores of
the Aegean. It would permit a direct
allled march from Salonica to Con-
stantinople. The Turks, according to
those who know them, will not make
peace until the last moment in the ex-
pectation that they may yet secure
good terms. ‘The enemy, it is said,
will establish a new front In old Ser-
bia and across Bulgaria. Before at-
tacking the line of the Danube, the
allies need additional communications
and for that purpose they intend to
throw open the straits into the Black
Sea.

Subse-
quently he receded from this ‘position,
and a corforation cannot escape taxa-
tion altogether by the easy device of
diluting its capital stock. Neverthe-
less there is a tendency to permit a
corporation to hold exempt from tax-
ation enough money to pay a 7 per
cent. dividend upon its capital stock,
even in cases where the stockislange~
ty watered. Experience has shown
that government officialg are too apt
to accept without question the com-
pany's capitalization in levying taxes
and in fixing rates.

Sir Thomas White yielded to public
opinion when he amended his taxation
bill so as to permit the government to
go behind a company's capitalization
and ascertain how much of it repre-
sented money, and how much of it re-
presented merely water. He should
go further in our opinion, and treat as
watered stock capitalization Dbased
upon public franchises received prac-
tically for nothing by the company.

But it is a rule that
proves most convenient indeed for the
already wealthy companies and that
imposés a dangerous threat to the
right of the people to ready access to
information and knowledge, whether
thru the daily newspaper, the peri-
odical or the book.

A favorite argument heard at Ot-
tawa is that the newspapers can
“pass on” these new -costs to the
newspaper-reader. That is, that the
publisher can demand a higher price
for his product. Especially do the
paper makers take kindly to this sort
of thing. And naturally, too, for it is
the practice of monopoly to “pass on”
its costs to the undefended consumer.
The publishers are: fighting strenu-
ouely against the situation, but it must
he confessed that they do not receive
at Ottawa the encouragement to which
wiey feel they are entitled. They feel
that the consumers of the country are
already bearing a very heavy burden-
Partidularly are they seized with this
fact: That five hundred thousand of
the men of the nation are engaged in
a deadly struggle with a foreign foe;
that the pay of most of these men is
$1.10 per day; that they have left de-
pendents behind; that these depend-
ents must have news of the progress
of the battles which may mean life or
death, and that for anyone to coolly
propose to ‘“pass on” to them n-
tinually higher prices—prices de
possible by the war, and not thru any
industry of the monopolists—is a gross
injustice.

BRITAIN’S HUGE PURCHASE
OF FOOD IN CANADA

Ottawa, Oct, 4. - The stupendous
total of over $§0,000,000 worth of meat
and dairy products has been purchased
in Canada by the 'British authorities
in the 12 months just ended, according
to a return just supplied by the Cana-
dian section of the British ministry of
food, covering the period from Oct. 1,
1917, to Saturday last (Sept. 28). Fol-
lowing are the values of purchases:
Baoon and hams, $40,023,518; frozen
beef, $16,637,366; lard, $250,285: pre-
served meat (military),  $1,289,300;
preserved meat (civilian), $59,800;
total, $68,210,269. .

The pufchases by the dairy products
commission made in the last summer
session from May to Sept. 21 were as
follows: Butter, $912,794; cheese, $28,-
243,152; condensed milk, $2,778,663:
total, $31,934,609.
