Rome, March 2.—During the reception
upon the accasion of the anniversary of the
birth and coronatfon of the Pope, His Holl-
ness to-day made an address, in the course
of which he satd: *Itds one of Ged’s acts
of benevolehce that, enfebled by age and
fatigues, we do not succumb amidst the
diffiulties which etill come to place ob-

stacles before the free exerclse of action
by the church. Impudence, calumny and
other iniquitous means are exercised freely
against the church, which atms only at the
good of humanity.”

After explaining the situation of civiliza-
tion, he eulogized those wiho had acquir-
ed importance in the propagation of Chris-
tian clvilization.

“By such impontance, Catholic France,”
sald the Pope, ‘‘fs more than ever rich and
justly proud. However, she is ‘ectually
menaced on this account by grave dangers.
This, indeed, might be a misfortune and a
alamity to the interests of religion and the
country, if the tempest which thx'c':lten\s to

Even
after being drenched from a stream from
the chemical engine on hose wagon No. 2
and having exhausted ail his ammunition,
the crazy man fought ¥ke a demon, and
the combined efforts of a dozen burly
policemen hardly eufficed to bring him te
subjection. The man was brought to head-
quarters (m the patrol wagon by Officer
Noonan, who had been sent up to Dr.
Leonard’s residence, Jobn-street, at the re-
quest of Dr. Leonard, who telephoned that
he was disturbing his family. The fellow
gave no evidence of a homicidal disposition
on the way to the station. On the con-
trary, he seemed to be plecsed that he was
being taken care of, gseveral times express-
ing fear lest he should be captured by
imaginary pursuers When searched, Harris
was found to be in possession of an honor-
able discharge from the gervice of the
army of the United States.

He discussed the lynch-
ing problem at some length, saying he re-
gretted to see the iynching of colored men
was extending to the Nonthern States, and
that it was not confined to lynchings for
offences against women. He adyised the
colored people to organize & committee of
investigation, and to make public the facts
connected with all Iynchings brought to
thelr attention, belleving that the publica-
tion of a recond would do much to cause a
cesmation of the practice.

Russia is the more
constrained to retain those countries to
which .she can export her agricultural pr-
duce, hence Mr. Witte's flerce attacks
upon Count Von Buelow.

fHE FACTS OF THE CASE.

The facts elucidated at the annual meet-
fng of the Crow's Nest Pass Coal Com-
pany, held on Friday last, are of public im-
portance, and of particular interest at the
present time, as they have & direct bearing
on an important raliway {ssue that is about
to engage the attention of Parliament. Tae
statistics presented at the meeting will give
our readers an idea of the magnitude of the
coal deposits of Bast Kootenay, and will
enable them to form an intelligent opinion
as to the advisability of developing and ex-
tepding the industry thru additional rall-
way connection. We find that the com-
pany, during 1900, produced 220,458 tons of
coal, of which 106,395 tons were disposed of
direct to the public, the remainder, 114,063
tons, being turned Into coke at the com-
pany's ovens at Fernie. The coxypuy'n
profits for the year were $141,084.10.
| During the year the company pald out
$874,080.83, of which $419,037.09 went in
wages to 800 employes and $454,043.74 was
put into mew equipment.

During the year 202 uew coke ovens, mak-
{ng 312 ovens in all, were erected, giving the
management a capacity of 450 tons of coke
per day.

But these figures represent only a be-
ginning, or at least such is the statement
of the president,~Hon. George A, Cox. The
Senator informed the shareholders that the
management has in its treasury $850,000,
which it proposes to immediately spend in
further developing and equipping the com-
pany’s property. At or near Fernie 720
new coke ovens are to be erected at an
cutlay of $540,000. This will give the com-
pany 1032 ovens and raise the dally coke
output from 450 to 1500 tons of coke., A
quarter of a million more will be speat in
mine improvements, buildings, etc.

Further, Mr., Cox added: ‘‘There is a pro-
spective demand, provided we obtain ac-
cess to the American market, for 4500 tons
of coal per day within a.year, and in three
Years we expect to increase our output to
about 6000 tons of coal per day, a large por-
tlon of which will be converted into coke
in our ovens, and within five years we ex-
gect to have a pay roll of fully $10,000 per

ay.”

BAD FOR CANADA IN ANY EVENT.

In whichever light the absorption of the
Sydney steel plant by the Morgan Syndicate
is viewed It does mot augur wel] for this
country. . Whether the syndicate should
shut down the Canadlan works or keep
them going, it would appear that Canadian
{nterests would suffer. Should the syndt-
cate decide to shut down the Sydney plant,
and it 1¥ not improbable that it would, then
Canada’s hopes of securing a great iron
and steel industry and of becoming one of
the leading fron countries. in the world
would be cruelly nipped in the bud. The
millions of dollars spent in opening up the
mines, in bettering the rallway facilities,
in erecting houses for workmen, would
mean just so much capita] locked up and
unproductive as far as Canadian interests
are concerned. Sydney would lapse into
its former inactivity and we would hear no
more of the various subsidiary industries
that were to follow in the wake of the
big iron plant.

Even if the works were kept going thelr,
benefit to Canada would be more or less
problematical. It is pointed out that If
the furnaces are run they will be run
purely on iron and steel for export in or-
der to retain the home market for Pitts-
burg. Very little Canadian fron will like-
ly be sold in Canada, and the Canadian
bounty of $3 per ton on pig iron made from
Canadian ore, and of another $3 per ton on
puddled bar and stee] ingots made fromn
Canadian pig, wil] be simply the means of
enabling the Morgan Syndicate to undercnt
British ifron in the export markets.

The Canadian Trade Review thinks that
in either of these eventualities the course
of the Dominion Government is clear.

YANKEES HAVE THE LEAB,

Mr. Asquith has Diseovered that the
Exports of Great Britain
are Not Greatest

London, March 8—Mr.Herbert Henry As-
quith, member of Parliament for Bast Fife,
speaking at Coventry on the defects of the
British industrial system, said:

“We are seriously threatened in our in-
dustrial system for tue first time in our
history. The exports of the United States
now exceed those of Great Britain.

“The truth is that we have lost our siart
in the race, and that other natioms, boti
in opening- out their material advantazess

intelligence of - their ecitizens, are every-
where and in all markets pressing us hard.”

Comments on Steel Combination,

The Spectator, commenting upoes the
Steel Trust, says:

“While admitting that it is not unrea-
sonable to¥®anticipate that within a very
few years more thau half the steel produc-
¢ion of the world will be under the bands
of the trust, we regret to mote the perv-
ous apprehension aroused here and the ¢y
raised for a departure from the established
final principles in the interest of threatened
British iron and steel trades.

“I1t is not impossible that the vaulting
ambition of the trust may o’erleap itself
and provoke formidable anti-trust and anti-
protection developments. It must also be
considered that cheap steel, while injnri-
ous ¢o British steel producers, will benefit
mapufacturers of machinery and will there-
by mitigate the severity of transatlantie
rivalry.

“In regard to the finished product, all
the manufacturers that utilize steel and
iron will benefit, such as shipbuilding,
and, altogether, it is needless to be unduly
alarmed.”

THE WARRANT CHARGES THEFT.

Detective Porter Made the Arrest
om Saturday Night at Mr,
Taylor’s Residence.

Willlam John Mahaffey Taylor, the well-
known acting manager of the Provincial
Trust Compamy of Ontario, Limited, was
placed under arrest late on Saturday night
on a warrant charging him with theft.

It is charged that
the prisoner converted to his own use in
the momth of December last, the sum of
about $220, the proceeds of the sale of a
quantity of goods and chactels made by
the company on behalf of a client. Friends
of the accused interviewed Crown Attor-
ney Curry after the arrest had been made
and secured an order for bail in two spre-
ties of $500 each, Taylor Is about 10
years of age, and has beem in charge of
the company's affairs since the death of
Mr, J. M. Rutherford, which accurred
about two years ago. For many years he
was connected with the Trusts and Guar-
antee Company, and prior to hisarrest his
honesty and integrity bad never been ques-
tioned. The Provincial Trust Company,
Limited, has its headquarters in the Temp!

The President Discusses the Proposed Railway to

the American Boundary.

The anmual meeting of the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company, Limited was held
in Toromto on Friday, ¢he ist March, 1901, The following report was submitted
to the Shareholders:

The Dirvectors have pleasure Im submi tting to the Shareholders of the Company
their annual report, including statement of desets and" liabilitles as: at Slst Decem-
ber, 1900,

The net profits for the year, after paying all operating expenses and' all echarges
of every kind at Head Office and mines, amounted to $141,084.10. This amount
has been derived from the various depart ments of the Company's business, vis,
the sale of coal and coke, and from water works, house rentals, gemeral stove, etc.
As no dividend was pald for the year on the Company’s capital, the above sum
has been carried forward to credit of profit and loss, making a total ‘sum at cre- -’
dit of that mccount (lncluding the amount already there from the earninge of 1809) -
of §188,874.52. .

The coal produced during 1900 amoun ted to 220,458 tons. Of this tonmage, 114.-
063 tons were sent to the Company’s coke ovens at Farwie, and produced 73,490
tonl- of coke, while the balance of 106,305 tons was disposed of as merchantable
coal, f

During the year the Company paid out im cash ¢he sum of $874,080.83, of which
the pay rolls amounted ¢o $419,037.09, the balance of $454,943.74 baving been dis-
bursed for new coke ovens, additions to plant and for developmert work at Fer-
nle and Michel, One hundred and ten (110) new coke ovens were built in 1900,
which makes, with the 202 in operation at the end of 1899, a ¢otal of 312 ovens
with a capacity of over 450 tons of coke per day.

The pumber of men at presemt in the Company’s employ is about 800, and this
pumber will, of course, steadily increase as our mineg are developed.

The President’s Address.

Senator Geo. A. Cox, President of the Company, made the following address:

In congratulating you upon the success of the last year's operations, it may be
worth while to refer ¢o the erroneous ideas that heve gone abroad with regard to
the management and control of the Crow's Nest ‘Pass Coal Company, We are, in
every respect, a Canadian enterprise, with a large majority of Canadian stockhold-
ers, umder Canadian control and ‘management, and are giving employment to a great
fayce- of labor on Canadian soll. 'We are developing Cangdd’s natural resources
in one of the most important economic m inerals, and are bullding up an immense
Capadian industry, which is bringing wealth to the Dominion, and which, we feel
assured, will constitute a most import-ant factor In th‘e‘?aqlnn industrial de-
velopment of the future, unless our opera tions are restricted by a limited market
and inadequate railway facilities, r t

It affords me great pleasure to announce that we are prepared ¢o proceed at
once with construction and development work, involving an immediate expemditure
of $885,000, and we already have thiz noney in the treasury of the Company for
this purpose, This large sum does not include the railway project, to which I will
refer later, but will be devoted exclusively to development work, the building of
coke ovenms, dwellings, offices and other works im conmection with the coal and
coke induetry of the Company. We intend to. bulld at Fernie, Michel and at an-
other suitable point 720 coke ovens, which will involve an expenditure of $540,000,
under this head slone. We will then have 1032 ovens, which will increase our ca-
tons per day, as at present, ¢0 more
than 1500 tons per day. Our expenditure will also include more than a quarter
of a mililon dollars on mine improvement s, offices and miners’ dwellings.

These expenditures and the extensive mining and coke producing operations that
are to follow will create and maintain two new towms in the coal district as large
as Fernfe, which now owes its existence to the works carried on by this company.

Thewe §s a prospective demand, provided we obtain access to the Americ:iu
market, as I shall hereafter mention, for 4800 tons of coal per day within a year,
and In three years we expect to Increase our output to about 6000 tons of coal per
day, a large portion of which will be converted into coke fm our ovens, and within
five years we expect to have g pay roll of fully $10,000 per day, which will be suffi.
cient to maintain three fmportant industrial centres in the coal distilct.

All business men will af once realize how d¢mportant such a development will be
¢to the comntry at large, as /mining camps are invariably extensive consumers of
supplies. Not omly will th,ére be the dlrect employment for several thousand
additionsd Canadian workingmen, but a new and most extensivé demand will be
created for the products bf Canadfan factories in the east, and the food supplies
from the western farms and cattle ranches,

It is only fair to you, however, to state that the present deryand of British
Columbia for coal and coke would mot justify any such expenditures as we propose
to make.

This Is self evident, when T state that the present demand of British Columbia
does not exceed 1000 tons of coal and coke per day, and we cannot expect this
demand to increase in the mear future, even under most favorable conditions, so as to
justify such expenditures.

In order that we may proceed with this development it will be absolutely neces
sary to secure access to the American markets by a route that will put uws in a
position to successfully compete with the coal and coke producers already in the fleld.
If dented sccess to the American mavkets, except by roundabout routes, if delayed
in our operations by legisiative obstruction, If prevented in any way from ecutting
down the cost of production to the narvowest possible margin, our success in the field
will be proportionately cramped, and #t will be quite Impossible to undertake the de-
velopment now proposed. \

Recognizing, therefore, the necessity of obtaining direct mccess to the adjacent
markets of the Unfted States, an application has been made to Parlament by five
of your directors for a charter to build a raflway from the coal flelds to the boundary,
where it is intenided to connect with a spur Hne from Jennings on the Great Nowthern
Rallway.

This s simply aen effort to secure amn entrance by the best pessible route
to an almost unlimited market for conl and coke, where we must meet the keenest
competition, and without this market any large development of these British
Columbia coal fields will be practically impossible.

The fear has been expressed in some quarters that the establishment of raflway
connection between the Crow's Nest coal fields and the Great Northern Rallway
system will deprive the Canadian mining and smelting industries of a supply of coal
and coke, and that the company may oreate a shortage in the Canadian supply to
benefit American smelting interests. Theve fears are groundless. From geological
reports it appears that there are over 250,000 acres of coal lands in the Crow’s Nest
country containing a supply of coal which is conceded by all authori#es to be
practically exhaustiess, #t being estimated that there are in this area 20,000,000,000
tons of coal. This would admit of am output of 10,000 toms per day, allowing 300
working days per year for over 6000 years. This is entirely independent of the im-
mense coal areas in Alberta and in other parts.of -British Columbia.

We are at present prepared to enter into time contracts with the emelters of Bri-
tish Columbia to supply any quantities of coal or coke they may require; but so far
as the local supply is concerned, its safety can be best assured by, such development
of the Crow’s Nest mines as will be made possible by the bulld‘lné of the proposed
line.

Successful operation of the mines on & large scale would be impossible if oor mar-
ket were limited to British Columbia, and it were subject to the fluctuations we have
experienced this last year.

With an immense coal and coking Ind ustry in operation, turning out from six
to ten thousand tons of coal a day, the British Columbia smelters now im operation
could close down or open up without notice as often as they might feel inclined,
and the change would mot be felt. The smelters now in operation on the Canadian
gide only require about 800 tons of coke per day. If we are restricted as to mar-
keis, there wiil be higher initlal ecost, risk of suspension through accidents, difficui-
ty in securing labor and in meeting any variation in the demand.

Although there is an immense area of coal in the Crow's Nest country that Is
of the best quality for coking, we should not harbor the delusion that¢ this district
has all the coking coal on the continent. There will be competition from the exist-
ing sources of supply—from Cokedale, on Puget Sound, Pennsylvania, West Virgin-
fa, Utah and Colorado. There are also immense coa] deposits in Montana, Washing-
ton and other places, which may prove, when tested, to be of good coking quality.

The success of the smelting Industry depends wpon the abllity to sssemble the
 various materialy essentia] to profitable smeing at ¢he fowest possible cost, end
if the proposed lme of rallway is bullt connecting the Crow's Nest fieids with the
American raflway systems, the balance of advantage will be decidedly In favor of
the Canadisp side, as the piace for establishing a large and profitable smeiting
industry. The Camadian people bave but to lmprove their opportunity, to stand
out of the way and let the good fortume In.

In order to illusteats what I bave said, permit me to point out how suitable &
place Fernie, or some point adjacent thereto,would be for the establishment ff a smelt-
ing industry. There we have the coke,without any charge for hauling, while, to carry
it to any smelting point south of the MHne, would involve a hauling charge, as well
as an American duty of 60 cents per ton. The Iimestone required ip to be found
at Fernle, with no expense, except the cost of quarrying,

The lead ores of Southern British Columbia are now seeking & market, which
it is almost $mpossible for them to find, and those adjacent to the coal flelds could,
st g trifiing cost for transportation, be 1aid down at Fernie, or some other com-
venient point, The dry ores necessary ito make workable and profitable mixtures
and. blends are not at present to be obtained in British Columbis, but are to be
found through the adjacent mining states along the lines apd connections of the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific Rallways; and the ore cars taking the
coal and coke from the mines at Fernle to supply the railwayeand established industries
in these states, instead of coming back empty, would, at a low cost for transporta-
tion, bring back these dry ores to such g smelter. There is mo point south of
the boundary line where a smelting industry could so easily or so profitably be
established. : ¢

It a smelting
above mentloned, the cost of transportation of the coke t
industry; the duty on this coke entering the United States; the cost of transporting
the lead ores from British Columbia to” the site of the proposed smelter, and the
American duty on the lead ores entering the United States, which, upon the quelity
of ore found in some of the best mines yn British Columbia, would probably be
about $9 per tom. i
Simply on the item of transportatiom,
the ore ears bringing down the coke and the ore from British
smelter on the American side, being compelled to return empty,
necessarily entail a proportionately bigher freight rate,

Not the least important factor in the situation “is the fear in the minds of
American capitalists interested in the mining industry of the west, that an export
duty may be put upon bres by the Canadfan Government, and this would cripple any
smelting industry established on the American side dependent upon Canadian ores
as its source of gupply.

That this Is not simply theory, but the mature judgment of practical smelting
men, is evidenced by the fact that we have the most positive assurances from a
smelting man of large capital and experience that If we obtain the proposed rail-
way oonnection, he will at once commence the erection of a large smelting plant
{n British Columbla, adjacent to' the coal fields; and we have assurances scarcely
less definite from others of the establishment of three or four more smelting in-
dustries at other suitable points in Southern British Columbia, provided the proposed
road is bullt. : !

The prospect, therefore, for Southern British Columbla would appear to be ex-
ceedingly bright. Once the charter for the rallway is assured, the construction of
the coke ovems, the building of the homes for the miners and the virtual estab-
lishment of two new towns in Southern British Columbia will await omly the open-
ing of the seasom. Scarce more time will elapse, from the assurénces we DOW
have, before more than one large smelting industry will be put under Wway, and
hundreds of thousands of dollars will be invested in developing this important in-
dustry in that country.

With improved transportation facilities, as well as the improved emelting facill-
ties which would be secured, a smelter could secure freight charges and give rates
for treAtmemt that are now Iimpossible, v
It is bardly necessary to dwell at length om the resultant benefits to mining
and other enterprises in British { Columbia. These benefits are self-evident.

In every lead mine there are masses of ore that will not pay at the present rate
for treatment: in every camp there are propositions and  mines just too lean to
tempt operators-or-investors, Every dollar taken off the charge for treatment means
thousands of tons more of ore available, and proportionately swells the pay rolls of
every camp. Every dollar reduction in gmelter charges widens the pay streak of
every mine, and brings new mines within the paying class,

It would be a great misfortune to British Columbia, and to the Dominion at
large, if this opportunity should be lost, throngh the fallure to secure adequate
means . of transportation. There are rival projects south of the boundary, Immense’
coal areas in the States of Washington and Montang are in process of development,
and if the parties interested in these properties once secure possession and ¢ontroi
of the market in these states for coal and coke, 1 fear the coal and coke of British
Columbia will stand a very poor chance of ever taking it from them.

The promoters of this railway ask no cash bonus or land grant of any kind; they
simply desire the opportunity of expending their own money to construct a rall-
way, which will be of great public benefit.

We have now a prbupect of building up a city as large as Butte in the Crow’s
Nest coal distriet; and I cannot think jt possible that either the Parliament of Can-
ada or the Legislature of British Columbia will place any barnier in the way of
the industrial development of our country, or will adopt a course which may de-
lay that development half a century. 1, therefore, look forward with confidence to

Salisbury’s Son Said to Have Offend-
ed Him by Position om
Marriage Bill,

Iondon, March 3 ,—Colonial Secretary
Chamberlain is angry with Premier Salis-
bury’s son, Lord Hugh Cecil, a member
of the House of Commons, who blm'kndi
a bill which had been warmly approved |
by Mr, Chamberlain, and which proposed |
to legalize in England marriages with|
dead wives’ sisters which had been con-
tracted In the colonies, where such unions
are legal. Lord Cecil is the parliamentary
champion of the extreme High Church
party., which has always fiercely opposed
attempts to make such marriages egal.
Mr. Chamberlain’s irritation is keen, be-
cause he has been advised that the new
Australian Commonwealth will insist upon |
the stigma to colonial marriages of this
kind being removed, and, knowing this,
the Premier's son persisted in _blocking
the “proposed legislation, which kills the
hope of passage or discussing the bill at
the pre-ent session.

There is said to be a considerable major-
ity in favor of the bill in the House of
Commons, and the statesmen of the Aus-
tralian Commonwealth looked to Prime
Minister Salisbury to secure a majority In
the House of Lords.
