Light Thrown on the Recent Strength
in Toronto Street Rail-~
way Stock-

DREAM OF NIAGARA FALLS POWER

}
Facts That Go to Show That ,a New
Era of Progress is

: in Sight.

A light has been thrown upon the recent
strength in Toronto Street Railway stock,
and many talk of a further substantial rise
in the issue within the next few months.

One basis of this prophecy is found in
the fact that steps are being taken towards
realizing the dream of obtaining electric
power from Niagara Falls with which to
operate the railway. On Monday a con-
ference was held in this city looking to
this end, and at the meeting Mr. James
Ross, the millionaire street railway man
of Montreal, was present. It is not thought
that the power can be obtained before
1903, so that this argument may not im-
mediately materially affect the market.

A stronger bull factor is likely o be
found In plans now developing for exteand-
ing the railway system to take in the sub-
urban lines, which will, in course of time
no doubt, include the! Mimica and Scar-
boro lines, running respectively west and
east from the city limits. 'The Metropoli-
tan system, running north up Yonge-sireet,
will, however, in all probability, be first

taken in. In fact, it is rumored that a new
issue of stock to sharehoiders at par may
be made to attain this object.

It Is understood that the Toronto inter-
ests, who have for some time had the de-
velopment of the system In view, lave
been handicapped by the location in Mon-
treal, in hands opposcd to these plans, of a
majority of the stock. During the past
month, however, a great amount of the
eastern holdings have passed into thegse-
curity boxes of leading Torontonians? It
is sald that two-thirds of the capital is
uow held in Toronto, and the local shaic-
holders will, therefore, have their way.

It is an open secret that the Toronto
Street Railway system has never been de-
veloped as it might have been, as witness
what has been done in Minneapolis and
St. Paul ‘with the Twin City Rapid Tran-
sit Co., and in Cleveland with the systein
of that city. By using the suburban lines
as feeders to the urban system a great in-
c;l(’-ifxse in the road’'s earnings seems o0s-

Murderer of President McKinley Suc-
cessfully Electrocuted at
Auburn Yesterday.

WAS NOT SORRY FOR HIS CRIME

Talked While Straps Were Being
Adjusted—T'hie Body Destroy
in Acid.

Auburn, Oct. 29.—At 7.12.30 o’clock this
morning Leon F. Czolgosz, murderer of
President Williamm McKinley,  pald ‘the
extreme penalty exacted by the law for
his crime. He was shocked to death by
1700 volts of electricity. He went to the
chair in exactly the same manner as have
the majority of all the other murderers
in this State, showing no particular sign
of fear, but, In fact, doing what few
of them have done, talking to the wit-
nesses while he was being strapped in
the chair.

“I killed the President because he was
an enemy of the zood’ people—of the good
working people. I am not sorry for my
crime.”

These were his words asg the guards
hurried him into the chair..

Words he supplemented a moment later,
mumbling them thru the half adjusted
face strap, were: “I am awfully sorry

[ could not see my father.”

Prisoner Slept Soundly.

Czolgosz retired last night at 10 o'clock,

and slept so soundly that when Warden
Mead went to the cell shortly before five
this morning the guard inside had to
shake Ozolgosz to awaken him. He sat
up on th& edge of his cot and made no
reply to the Warden’s greeting of good
morning. The prison official took from
his pocket the death warrant and read
it slowly and distinctly to the assassin,
who hardly raised his eyes during the
perfunctory ceremony.
Just as the Warden stepped away from
the cell door Czolgosz called to him and
sald : *“I would llke to talk with the
superintendent.”” The warden responded :
“He will be down presently.”

Then the condemned man rolled over
on his cot, apparently anxious to sleep
again. At 5.15, however, the guard brought
to him a pair of dark trousers, with the
left leg slit so as to allow the free ap-
plication of the electrode and a light
grey outing shirt. He was told to get
up and put these on, which he did.
Contrary to the usual custom he was
given a new pair of shoes. When dressed
be laid down on the cot again, and In this
attitude Superintendent Collins found him
at 5.30, when he went down to visit
bim.

The superintendent stood in front of the
steel bars, and when the guard had called
Czolgosz’s attention, he said :

«] want to make a statement before
you kill me.”

“What do you wish to say, Czolgosz?”
asked the superintendent.

“] want to make it when there are a
lot of people present. I want them to
bear me,”” said the prisoner.
“Well, you cannot,” said the superin-
tendent.
“Then, I won't talk at all,” maid the
prisoner sullenly.
After the superintendent left the guards
brought Czolgosz’'s breakfast, consisting
of coffee, toast, eggs and bacon, and he
ate with quite a good deal of relish.
While he was partaking of this the wit-
nesses were gathering in the office of
warden Mead, and at 7.08 o'clock the
procession passed to the death chamber,
going thru the long south corridor
After testing the death chair Warden
Mead gave the signal to have the priscner
brought in, and, at 7.10.30 o’clock Chief
Keeper Tupper swung open the big steel
door leading to the Tdndemned cells, and
as the steel bars behind which Czolgosz
had been kept were swung aside two
guards marched the prisoner out into the
corridor, two others following behind, and
the chief keeper walking in front.

Step Was Not Firm.

The guards on either side of Czolgosz
had hold of his arms, either as if to sup-

UNIVERSITY CONFEDERATION.

Editor World : I can bear wiiess to
the authenticity of ome of the incldents
mentioned in your account of university
confederation. The late Sir Casimir
Gzowski—then Colonel Gzowski—and I
were together members of the uaverslty
senate. As we were going away from a
meeting together, Col. Gzowski deplored to
me the opportunities which Canadian
youths were missing for want of educa-
tion in praectical science. I answered that
the only remedy was full equipment of the
practical science departiment of the uni-
versity, and that this, being very costly,
could be effected only by combination’ of
resources. Colonel Gzowskl assented, and
came into the federation movement. 5

The other day I was at Cornell University,
which has acquired an exceptignal reputa-
tion for its Department of Practical
Science. I happened to speak to one of the
staff about the difficulty which young
men from the universities were beginning
to find in getting themselves placed In suit-

able callings. ‘“We have no such difficulty
here,” was his reply; ‘‘our men are placed
and well placed( fast as we can pro-
duce them.” i

Our present unfortunate division is. the
consequence of the former limitation of

the Provincial University to members of

the then established church, which con-
stralned the other churches to found separ-
ate universities for themselves. Then, the |

But the government
need not make matters worse by foster-
ing antagonism and taking part in the
dissipation of resources.

SAYS RICE FIRED THE SO

Constable Stewart’s Story at Trial of
“Last of the Noted Bank
Robbers.

B

LINE OF DEFENCE HINTED AT

Will Try to .Show That the Prisomer
Jones ktlled ‘Constable
Boyd. '

Fred Lee Rice, who enjoys the , un-
enviable reputation of having been con-
nected with the most remarkable criminal
trio that Canada has ever known, spent
the whole of yesterlay in the dock at the
Criminal Assize Court, listening to evk
dence laid before 12 jurors, who will de-
termine whether or not he murdered
County Constable William Boyd.

Rice was dressed with the same care
and neatness which characterized his ap-
pearance at his memorable trial before
Judge McDougall in May last on the charge
of robbing the private bank and the post-
office at Aurora. He was attired in a
black cutaway suit and wore a dark red
tie. His face is quite as thin as it was
at his last appearance in court, and it is
apparent that his sojourn in Kingston
Penitentiary has agreed with him. To
his acquaintances in court he nodded on
entering,. and frequently during the day
leaned over the railing to consult with
his counsel. While the jury was being
sworn he stood quietly, altho betraying |
some Nervousness.

Women Interested.

“Vina” Seavey, the velled woman, who
figured in the episodes of the trio, and the
relatives of the prisomer in the dock.- were
conspicuous by their absence. Three |
women entered the courtroom immediate-
ly after the court had resumed at 2 o’clock
and remained until the hour of adjourn-
ment. They Wwatched every movement of
the 'prisoner, but it is not thought they
were moved to/attend the trial by any-
thing except cutiosity. A fourth womnan oc-
cupied a seat near them in the grand
jury box, and still another sat back In

The Crown’'s case was well under way
at the hour of adjournment, and it Is ex-
pected that the trial will be concluded to-
morrow afternoon. $The evidence 'was con-
flicting on some or polats, particularly
as to the number of shots fired before the
two jumped from the hack after Boyd had
been shot. Walter Stewart, the gallant

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DOCTOR ON EVERY TRAIN.

Railway Authorities to jAdopt Plan
to Check Typhoid Fever,
Berlin, Oct. 29.—Unique precautions for
preventing the spread of typhold fever are
about to be inaugurated by the Prussian
State Railway authorities. Practically
every station will be turned into a quaran-
tine and every station master made a
health officer. In addition to orders to
maintain serupulous cléaliness thruout depot
premiscs the station masters are instruct-
ed to furnish the physicians, who will
henceforth accompany every thru train, a
detailed report of any typhoid cases in
thelr towns or any symptoms of possible

cases. :

1f fever conditions are found to exist
the station master must furnish freshly
boiled water for the use of passengers
and the train crews. He must also main-
tain tanks of sterilized water conspicuously

| marked for the use ofthe traveling public.

The regular stationary drinking fountains
must be sealed up nntil the town has been
declared free from fever.

The medical authorities who have fram-
ed these mew regulations assert that rail-
way travelers and rallway coaches are
among the most prolific disseminators of
contagion.

AIM TO ENFORCE LICENSE LAWS

Will Try to Purge Municipal Coun-
cils and Local Boards of
Unfit Members. .

London, Oct. 29.—In the hope of de-
creasing intemperdnce and removing other
{ncentives to vice the London noucomform-
ist churches are about to enter munleipal
politics. At a meeting this evening the
most influential pastors of the Hast End
elaborated a practical CATIp=ign platform.
The new clerical party will seek to reduce
the number of saloons; will oppose the
granting of new licenses, and will endeay-
or to secure the election of mora'ly clean
candidates to the local bodies. In this
way it is hoped the authorities may be
compelled to enforce the license laws and
to prosecute disorderly houses.

Meetings will be held thruout the me-
tropolis for the purpose of forming unions
among the free churches in every district
to aid the movement. The speakers at to-
night’s meeting declared that it was time
the church took -a hand in the crusade
against drunkenness and immorality, es-
pecially in the direction of purging the mu-
nicipal councils, school boards and poor
law guardians of members interested in
the Mquor trade and in disorderly houses.

It was asserted that at the last election
in the district of Lambeth, where the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury’s city palace is sit-
uated, 'the candidates included 23 saloon-
keepers and one renting agent .of property
used for disorderly purposes. The church-
men propose to approach the local party
leaders and urge the selection of clean-
handed candidates. Failing this they will
run thetr own men.

The leaders of the movement disclaim any
intention of adopting the sensational meth-
ods of Chicago and New York reformers,
preferring to work quietly an efficaciously
for the Improvement of conditions which,
they assert, threaten the very existence of
the mnation.
