remarks.

“The increase of manufuctures and commerce in
Great Britain since 1769 has been so very extraordi-
nary—so unprecedented in the history of industry—
that it has engrossed the almost wndivided attentiom
of most inquirers into our progress in wealth and
civilization. But, how puradoxical soever the asser-
tion may at first sight appear, we are not sure that
the improvement and extension of ganufactures ean,
all things considered, be truly said to have materially
exceeded the advances made in agriculture. The re-
sults of manufucturing and commercial improvement
—the great towns, the factories, warehouses, docks,
and other vast establishments, aod the ineresse of
population and of wealth to which they give birth—
arrest the attention of every one, and impress the
mind with the most exalted ideas of their productive
powers and capacities. Compared with them, the
results of the most improved and skilful agriculture
escape the public attention. They are spread over u
wide surface ; they have nothing striking or imposing
about them ; a crop of three quarters an scre does
not appear very different from one of four quarters;
and & country imperfectly cultivated, espeeially if it
be well wooded, may seem, to a ecommon observer,
to be little inferior to, if it do not surpass, one that is
cultivated in the most approved and efficient macner.
It is ouly when we survey them in the uggregate,
when we bring the scattered and singly inappreciable
results of agricultural industry into a collected mass,
that we become duly sensible of their magnitude and
extreme importance ; and that the panegyrics of the
ancients on agricultural industry seem to be almost
as correct as they are eloquent.”

Cavapa.—In the House of Commons, on the 15th
of February, the following conversation arose on the
subject of Canada. We fear that when the results of
the Provincial Session reach England, both parties
will change their tone:—

M. Roebuck said that, as he understood the hon.
Under Secretary for the Colonies Lad not made up
his mind upon the subject of his (Mr. Roebuck’s)
motion for a copy of the instructions given to Lord
Gosford and the Commissioners appointed to inquire
into the grievances complained of in Lower Canada,
and as be wished to Tiave a private conference with
him respecting it, it would perhaps be as well were
Le to postpone his motion for the present.

Sir George Grey said he had quite made up his
mind on the subject, and was prepared to state hi$
views to the house. The House of Assembly had
shown that they were actuated by the most honest
and ardent wish to promote the interests of the Co-
lony. As, however, there was now a fair prospect of
adjusting the differences between this country and
Cannda, he thought that while negociations were still

ending it would be extremely injudicious, and might
reud to great inconvenience, if the instructions given
to'the commissioners were to be made public. Ex-
cept on these grounds, he Lad no objection whatever
to the motion.

Mr. Roebuck observed, that as his object was the
eame #as that of his Majesty's Government, namely,
to-conciliate, he would accede to the hon. gentleman’s
request, and not press his motion. At the same time
the House would perbaps allow him to say a few
words as to the present state of Canada. The Hon.
Gentleman had said, and he ( Mr. Rocbuck) was most
glad to hear it, that the House of Assembly had done
much to concilinte the Government and the people ;
and Lord Gusford, by his conduct as Governor, had
done all Lie could to conciliate the peopls of Lower
Canada with the Government ot Great Britain. He
would take the opportunity of saying that Lord Gos-
ford's power to do so was in no slight degree attribu-
table to the hon. and learned member for Dublin. He
bad had no communication with that hon. and learned
member ; but as he hud been often cha®ed with cre-
nting confusion, he (Mr. Roebuck) felt much gratifi-
cation in beating testimony to the fact that the hon.
and learned gentleman’s name and rccommendation
had been the harbinger of peace to the Colony, and
had done much towards continuing its connection
with this country. He had the means of knowing
that the hon. and learned gentleman did all that he
could to prepare the minds of the people of Canada,
to receive in a spirit of conciliation all Lord Gosford's
propositions.  Lord Gosford, acting in the same spi-
rit, had done all in his power to conciliate the people.
He (Mr. Roebuck) was sorry to say that this conduct
on the part of the Governor had called down upon
him the most virulent abuse by a party which had hi-
therto called themselves the Constitutional and Eng-
Jish party ; but he trusted and believed that the laud-
able efforts of the Noble Lord would be crowned with
success. He begged to withdraw his motion.

In the House of Commone, 19th Feb,, Col. Sib-
thorp complained of being annoyed by persons attend-
ing in the lobbies, anxious to forward railway Dbills.
He said that he considered railways a_dangerous sys-
tem of gambling, calculated only to fill the pockets
of attorneys and engincers, and gave notice that in
future, whenever a railway bill came before the House,
he would move that the company should not be at
liberty to sell a single share until the works should
be completed.

New Houses or ParLiaMent.—Mr. Charles Bar-
ry, the author of the design entitled to the highest
premium, is sn architect well known as haviog erect-
ed the Travellers Club House in Pall Mall, and some
tasteful Gothic churches. His design for the new
Houses of Parliament is magnificent. He sweeps
away all the present Luildings of the House of Lords
and Commons, together with Stephen's Chapel, the
cloisters, the King's entrance, &c., and on this site,
stretching along the Thames, between Westminster
hall, and the river, arranges his new buildings. The
plan is regular; the elevation shows a splendid facade
towards the Thame, the principal feature of which
is amost richly decorated massive tower, 170 feet high,
covered with tracety ; the style is highly ornamental,
and of the best period of gothic architecture. The
cost is spoken of as at least a million.

The Princess Sophia has very narrowly escaped
being Lurnt to death at Kegsiogton Palace, by her
clothes taking fire; early asSistance being rendered,
she fortunately received but trifling injury.

The Army of England.—By the estimates of
1836-7, there appears to be, of all ranks, 101,089;
being forty-eight men more thau last year. Of this
nuwinber, 19,720 are of India; leaving 81,319 for the
United Kingdom and the Colonies for effective ser-
vice. In the non-effective service, there is a decrease
of 2,306 men, and a saving of £38,000 3s. 9d., as
compared with last year—wheress,” on ths whole
there is an incrense in charge of £76,550 ls. 10d.,
though there is a decrease in numbers of 2,258, leav-
ing an increased amount to be provided for of £142,-
826 4s. 5¢.

Loxpox, March 8.—The transactions in Railway
shares have increased in activity materially to-day,
though they would have appearcd before to have pas-
sed all bounds of prudept and reasonable calculation,
but the effect can only Le to bring about the earlier
that reaction which most people are prepared to ex-
pect. At present, such is the eagerness of those en-
gaged in these speculations, that there are parties who
hold a suflicient number of these shares to clear by
the premiums a sum of £50,000, or even £100,000,
who yet decline realizing, and hold out for further
profit. It also mkurs that a large proportion of mo-
ney paid on the West India claims has found its way
into this market, and added considerably to the ex-
citement from general causes. ‘The important ques-
tion for the lookers-on, who are engaged in business
of a more tranquil nrture, is at what point the infatu-
ation is to stop, for that it should go on long at its
present rate seems next to impossible.

Thread.—-In the town of Leicester, there are two
houses that confine themselves exclusively to the ma-
nufacture 6f sewing thread ; an article intimately con-
nected with the wonders that have sprung from the
spinning jenny and the steam engine ; and which,
when spun, thrown, wound, white or colored, as the
case may Le, is exported to all parts of the world, and
retailed at home in amazing quantities, for the use of
the multitudinous seamtresses of Britain. Each of
the houses keep five travellers, whose sole occupation
is to vend & commodity, as essential to the needle as
oil is to the lamp, but of which bearded men wot very
little, when they carelessly lift and listlessly axamine
a neatly labelled pirn on a lady's work table. The
collections of the representatives of the houses in

uestion depend materially on the nature of their beat
‘for the time being ; in populous towns they are large,
dnd in country districts swaller; but taking a fair, if
not a 'ow averags, they are not,under £130 per man
per week, during the entire year. Well, 52 multiplied
by 130, give us & sum of £6,760. which szain multi-
plied by 10, the number of travellers, leaves an annual
return for thread alone, in the hands of two houses,
of £67,000 sterling. Nor is Leicester the only town
§u which cotton thread is made; the art, we believe;
was known in Edinburgh before it travelled to Eng-
Jand ; Glasgow, Paisley, Leith, and many other pla-
ces, retain a large share of the same Lusiness, and
were it possible to judge as accurately the thrower's
art as an exciseman caters a brewer's stock, the result,
we are certain, would appear incredible.

As the population of increases, - the con-
sumption of wine diminishes, now searcely making a
quart a-head to each individual, while the spirits von-
sumed are more than a gallon for every man, wowman,
and child in the empire.

We have just learned, on the very best authority,
that ministers intend to propose to parliament a grant
of £20,000, in aid of the General Assembly’s High-
fand Schools.—Caledonian Mercury. -

From returns of affidavits of debts it appears in
two veurs and a half 70,000 persons have been arrest-
ed in and about London, the law expenses of which
amount to no less 2 sum than half a million.

His Majesty’s ship Jupiter -arrived at the Cape of
Good Hope on the 14th of December with the Go-
vernor General of India, Lord Auckland on board.—
The country at the Cape was looking beautiful, and
the crops in general heavier than before observed.
Much damage, however, had been done by the locusts,
which were in such extraordinary numbers in some
places that eonsiderable alarm was excited for the
safety of the gardens and late crops, as well as the
pasturage.

The arrival of the Abram, another of the Davis’
Struits whalers, has been the source of much satisfac-
tion, as the state of health of the crew, as well as of
the crews of the lost ships, a portion of which she
had on hoard, is so good as to lead to the hope that
the men of the vessels still ice-bound will successfully
resist the inclémency of the season, and that the
sﬁcriﬁce of human life originally dreaded will not take
ace.

Liwverroor, March 1.—We regret to state, that
about half-past six o’clock this’morning, a house on
the South side of Thomas street, near South John
street, fell down and buried the whole of the inmates,
to the number of 26 men, women, and ehildren.
Workmen were immediately employed to extrieate the
sufferers, and in the eourse of two hours all of them
were taken out, six of \whom were dead, and most of
the rest frightfully bruised, who were taken to the
Infirmary, some of them we understand with but slight
hopes of recovery.

The cause of the falling of the building has not yet
been ascertained. Itis, %nowever, supposed that the
foundation of the house had been somewhat under-
mined by some digging which was going forward im-
mediately adjacent to the ruins.

The donations and subscriptions for the relief of the
distressed Protestant clergy in Ireland, amounted, on
the 13th of February, to more than $500,000.

The London Courier states that a meeting, with
hostile intent, had taken place between Captain
Marryatt and Mr. N. P. Willis; but the seconds
prevailed upon them to examine into the causes of
the quarrel before they resorted to the irons, where-
ugmn they explaitied, and parted without exchanging
shots.

Accounts from Lisbon state that a schism had bro-
ken out between the Queen, and the Ministry relative
to the appointment of the Husband of Donoa Maria, as
Commander in Chief of the Ariny. Itisalleged that
the Minister of War has refused to sign the appoint-
ment and that the Queen insists upon it. It was there-
fore expected that a change in ber advisers would be
the result. .

A debate on Spanish affairs took place in the
House of Commons, Feb. 29th, in which the minis-
try spoke decidedly in favor of the interference of
England for the purpose of securing the prosperity
of Spain.

war ; there had been marchings and counter march-
ings, some changes of position, and a few skirmishes,
in which both sidvs, as usual, claimed the victory.
The war still continued to be characterized by the
most cruel and revolting barbarities inflicted upon
prisoners.

Aulilinry Force, dated Vittoria, Feb., 22:—* We
are in spirits here, although the black fever (a combi-
nation of typhus with all that is dreadful) continues
its horrible g We have received that
Mina is to be Commander-in-chief. The reign of
humlug is over! Cordova, a Carlist at heart, is got
rid of.  The war will now be prosecuted in earnest,
and the Queen’s army, which is a very fine one and
only wants to be properly officered, nllowed to have
some real fighting. Balmaceda has been recaptured,
and the artillery which the Carlists so laboriously
drew over the mountains, taken in the fort, and
brought in here safely yesterday.”

A French company lias, it is stated, made an offer
to the Spanish Government to buy the church bells
whieh, canformably to the royal decree, are to be put
up for sale, with the exception of one at each church.
The sum which the Spauish Treasury expects that
this sale will produce, is 65,000,000 francs, (£2,000,-
000.)
Poraxp.—It may not be unknown to the public,
that Cracow, an ancient city of Austrian Poiand,
with its litt'e territory of twenty-four square miles,
was declared a free and neutral state by the treaty of
Vienna, in 1815, A number of fugitive Poles here
sought refuge, who were driven from their native
homes by the cruel tyranny of the Russian Autocrat
on the last subjugation of their country. The Go-
vernment of Cracow is a Republic, and although the
population of its whole territory scarcely exceeds
130,000 souls, it stood as an oasis of happy, fertile
freedom, in the desert of despotism around it. Here
many of the unfortunate Poles found an asylum in
which they could resume their varioas industrious
occupations among & friendly people of their own
language and religion. But the savage and relentless
spirit of extermination which the Emperor Nicholas
breathes against this brave people would mot spare
them even this little haven of rest; and, under the
pretext that the government of Cracow bad violated
its neutrality by affording them an asylum, he nego-
ciated with the Courts of Austria and Prussia, 10
unite with him in demanding their expulsion from
the republic, and the surrender of certain military
individuals among them, as prisoners, who bad fought
in the Polish revolution, and had not yie.ded alie-
gianee to his sceptre.

To this ** the three protecting powers” assented ;
and the republic not having promptly complied with
the demand, a body of Russian, Austrian, and Prus-
sian troops, under command of the Austrian General,
Kaufman Traumensteinburg, entered the city of Cra-
cow on the 17th of February, and tock military
possession of it.

It appears that the srmed inte:erence of the three
protecting powers,” for the expulsion of the Poles
from the Republic, was not unattended with blood-
shed.  On the 21st February, General Traumenstein-
burg, commander of the invading forces, issued the
following proclamation :

“ Last night, several individuals attempted, at
some points about Plaszow, to penetrate into the
Austrian territory, and to force a passage in a body,
with arms in their hands, through the posts stationed
there. These desperate persons, were, however,
driven back by the fire opened upon them by’ the
Imperial Austrian troops. The above mentioned
event induces me to give notice, that every one who
shall attempt to force a passage, with arms in' his
hands, through the wilitary cordon of the troops of
the three protecting Powers now surrounding the
territory of the Republic of Cracow, shall be tried by
