Brothers Wounded

To a home already saddened by the
loss of one who had given his life for
the empire’s cause came the news this
morning that two other members of the
family have been wounded in the recent
fighting.

Mrs. J. R. McElhiney of Paradise
Row received word that her husband,
James Reid McElhiney had been admitt-
ed to No. 2 General Hospital in Le
Trepot on Sept. 18, suffering from a
wound in the right thigh and a finger.
Three cards had been received from him
only this week, the last dated Sept. 11,
announcing that he was about to re-
enter the trenches. He formerly worked
in the I. C. R. elevator and later was a
teamster.

A little later in the morning Mrs.
Margaret McElhiney, who resides in the
same house, received official notice that
her son, John Alfred, brother of James,
had been wounded in the left thigh and
was admitted to Bagthorpe military
hospital in Nottingham, England on
Sept. 23. This is the third time he has
been wounded. He received a gunshot
wound in the neck last November, but
returned to the trenches in February;
another gunshot wound in the leg sent
him to the hospital in June, but he was
back at the front on August 7. He was
a‘veteran of the South African war and
fought through it without a wound.

A brother of these soldiers, Joseph S.
McElhiney, was killed in action on
March 13 of this year. The three
brothers enlisted in a local infantry bat-
talion in the same company and went to
the front together.

Mrs. Elizabeth Quinn, of 127 Erin
street, received word this morning from
Ottawa to the effect that her son, Pte.

John Costigan remdves from public. life
the real “father” of the Canadian house
of parliament. He had been a member
of .either the lower or the upper cham-
ber ' continuously since Confederation.
Apart, however, from the personal char-
acter of the loss to parliament, there
is - another special significance that
through the death of another Liberal
senator the Liberal majority in the sen-
ate is now practically wiped out.

There are now twelve vacancies in
the upper chamber, and it is understood
that the government will fill these vac-
ancies before the next session. The
standing of the parties in“the upper
chamber, even providing there are no
further deaths in the meamtime, will
then be 45 Liberals to 43 Conservatives,
counting Sir Lyman Melvin Jones on
the Conservative side.

Two or three of the Liberal senators,
owing to ill health, are almost certain to
be absent during the coming session.

For what will be the last session of the
12th parliament of Canada therefore,
the government for the first time will
practically control both chambers. Al-
though, however, the government will
have a practical ascendancy in the up-
per house, it is very improbable that
they will reintroduce any of the legis-
lation killed or amended by the senate
during the last four years.

Needless to say, there is a great scram-
ble for the vacancies. @There is no
dearth of applicants and ' the govern-
ment’s position is not rendered any eas-
fer by the clamor of at least a score of
its supporters in the lower house for
safe anchorage in the Red Chamber be-
fore the election storm of next year.

CAME INTO BEING

The First Setbacks Awakened
a Slumbering Colossus

Resuits Are Wonder(ul

Great Social Organizations, Now
Co-operating With Government,
Have Made Later Successes!
Possible

Liast summer when Russia Fcane
back” after the disasters of 1915 and

shattered to its foundations the Aus-
tridn military machine the world was
astonished. It was suggested by some
that the “come back” has been made
possible through Japanese and Ameri-
can ammunition suppiies. The brilliant
successes accompiished by the Russian
soldiers have also been ascribed to the
genius of Gen. Brussiloff. Few suspect-
ed that between the summers of 1915
and 1916 the old Russian military organ-
ization had made its final exit from the
arena of the great Slavic nation’s life
and that a new Russia took over the
management of all military affairs, and
in the opinion of Isaac Don Levine,
who discusses the matter in the New
York Times, it is this latter Russia !
that has scored so magnificently against |
the Teutons and is now fighting in the!
ranks of the allies. This new Russia
is the social Russia, the Russia of the
great social . organizations supporting
and co-operating with the government
in the prosecution of the war.

The Great Zemstvo Union,

The vastness of the achievements of
these social organizations is revealed in!
the latest Moscow and Petrograd news- |
papers to reach this country. Popular!
Russia celebrated about the middle of
Avugust the second anniversaries of the:
two largest social bodies that grew up
in Russia as a consequence of the war,
the All-Russian Zemstvo Union and the!
' Union of eMunicipalities. While the sta-;
tistics relative to their activities deal |
mostly with totals comprising the two |
years of the war, it should be borm:l
in mind that in the first year of the
conflict they engaged almost exclusively
in relief work. It was only when the|
government’s war department collapsed
at the Teutonic invasion of Poland and !
Lithuania, with the consequent dismis- !
sal and arrest of Gen. Sukhomlinoff, the |
minister of war, that the social organi- |
zations rallied to the support of the
army and, backed by the entire nation,
succeeded in reorganizing it on new and
lasting bases.

Organized Patriotism.

The All-Russian Zemstvo Union, the
largest of all social organizations in
Russia, if not in the entire world, had
handled through its offices the enormous
sum of 2,500,000,000 roubles in the two
years of its existence. The central com-
mittee of the union alone had had in the |
same period passed through its treasury
the sum of 1,400,000,000 roubles. The
union maintains 817 institutions on the
northern front, 1,048 on the western,
1,681 on the south-western, and 288 on '
the Caucasus front. These institutions
include hospitals, - ambuplance stations,
sanitary trains, medical and feeding
units, medical and feeding stations on
the various supply routes, tea rooms,
field dentists and dental and X-ray sta-
tions, baths, laundries, motor, motor-
cycle and horse supply communications,
veterinary stations, boats, shops, fac-
tories, etc.

On July 16, 1916, the material on

hand in all the central -warehouses of
the Zemstvo Union was insured for the
amount of 22,790,000 roubles. Among
other items found in these warehouses
were 1,500,000 pieces’ of linen. In the
two years of its activities the union
supplied the war ministry with 78,000,-
000 pieces of linen, while it issued to
its own institutions at the frout 50,000,-
000 more pieces of linen. In addition
to this the union had an order to supply
the army with 4,000,000 tent awnings
and 3,000,000 sandbags.  Altogether, the
union had filled orders for 131,000,000
linen articles of all descriptions. The
union’s order department is to supply
the government in 1916 with 5,000,000
pairs of winter boots, 4,000,000 winler
coats, 5,000,000 pairs of gloves and 10,-
000,000 pairs of socks, all for the sum
of 75,000,000 roubles. It is evident from
this order that another winter campaign
had been expected and provided for by
the allies some months ago. On January
1, 1916, the union had furnished to the
war ministry about 8,000,000 articles for
winter use. From August 3, 1915, to
August 10, 1916, the branch institutions
of the union had distributed articles to
the value of 36,000,000 roubles.

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motor boats, and plans to spend in the
next three months 10,000,000 roubles on
various items. The special factory main-
tained by the sanitary-technical depart-
ment has turned out articles to the
amount of 1,4-50,060 roubles. Up to
January 1, 1916, this department had
expended 7,000,000 roubles on medicine.

During the whole of 1915 the department |
distributed medicines to the value of

1,200,000 roubles; in the first four
months of the present year, to the
amount of 1,031,000 roubles. On July
14, 1916, the department had on hand
various medical supplies valued at 2,-
800,000 roubles. The above figures are
only some of the statistics telling elo-
quently the story of a great nation
aroused as never before. A little more
than two years ago no one, even in Rus-
sia, dreamed that such an organization
could ever exist and labor in Russia.
Much has been said and written about
the marvelous achievements of England
in the last two years. But history will
marvel more at the ‘wonderful results
accomplished by backward and isolated
Russia after receiving a staggering blow
that was considered fatal by almost the
entire world. The blow may have been
fatal to the old Russia, but quite un-
expectedly to von Hindenburg and von
Mackensen it .had the effect of reviving
and regenerating the slumbering colos-
sus of the Russian people.

CANADIAN AVIATION BUREAU

New York Receives Seme Information

(New York Times.)

Charles Seward Wilcox of Hamilton,
Ont., a member of the Canadian parlia-
ment and of the Munition Board of
Canada, is soon to be appointed air
minister in charge of all governmental
aeronautic development in the Dominion
He will devise the ways
and means for obtaining the 500 mili-
tary aviators, which is to be the peace
footing of the Canadian Air Service.

This information was received yester-
day by Henry Woodhouse, a governor
of the Aero Club of America, who re-
cently visited Canada to study the
methods used there, and which have re-
sulted in 450 aviators being sent to Eng-
land and the battle front.

Aviation developments have gone rap-
idly in Canada during the last few
months, and the various authorities are
showing deep interest in the science.
Major-Gen. Logie, commandant of Camp
Borden, recently made a. flight with
Victor Carlstrom, the American long-
distance, flier. This was his first flight
and he expressed himself as much im-
pressed with the need of aeroplanes for
military use. General Logie is sixty-
three years old, and has been in charge
of Camp’ Borden ever since its estab-
lishment.
flew from Toronto, where one of the
Canadian flying schools is located, to
Camp Borden, a distance of sixty-eight
miles, in thirty-five minutes. There are
now 30,000 volunteers in training at the
camp.

The Duge of Connaught, governor gen-
eral of Canada, is one of the keenest
aviation enthusiasts there. A few days
ago he paid a visit to the Long Branch
Aviation School, of which J. A. D. Mc-
Curdy is in charge, and there went into
details of the training being done by
the men training there for the Canadian
Air Service. His visit was made an
official occasion and there were several
cabinet officers, military and naval
authorities, members of parliament, and
other prominent Canadians to the num-
ber of about. 1,000, who also visited the

school.

(Quoted from Pictorial Review for
October, 1916.)

If you are ever going to be large
enough to conquer your troubles you
must not worry over them. That is a
sure way to make them bigger.
Bishop Patrick quaintly says, “The rub-
bing of the eyes doth not fetch out the
mote, but makes them more red and
angry; no more doth the distraction and
fretting of the mind discharge it of any
ill humors, but rather makes them more
bound to vex us.”

A wise man has admirably defined
worry as “spiritual near-sightedness; a
fumbling way of looking at little things,
and of magnifying their value. “True
spiritual vision,” he says, “sweeps the
universe and sets things in their right
proportion. Seen in its true relations,
there i> no experience of life over which
one has a right to worry.”

During a great financial panic, an in-
fluential western business man was so
harassed by the troubles threatening
him that he felt he could no longer
keep his hand on the helm or prevent
the work of years from going to utter
destruction. His concern was not for
himself alone, but also for the many
who must suffer with him in the event
of his failure. His mind was enveloped
in such a fog of worry that when he
needed them most he was fast losing
his perspective and his capacity for de-
cisive action.

In the darkest hour of his discourage-
ment a business appointment took him
to a large publishing house, where he
had occasion to telephone. As Re stood
waiting, his eye was caught by this quo-
tation on a card which hung beside the
telephone desk, “When you get into a
tight place and everything goes against
you, until it seems you can fiot hold on
one minute longer, do not give up. That
is just the place and time the tide will
turn.”

The man read the words a second

{ time, and as their meaning forced its
i way into his preoccupied consciousness

his depression vanished as if a spell had
been broken. He went back to, his
office and again took up the tangled
threads of his affairs; but this time
with new strength and, courage. He
stopped worrying and used the energy
he nad previously wasted in this way
in planning and working. And he won
his fight.

What had happened in that moment
of enlightenment at the telephone desk?
Not one external circumstance had
changed. As far as outside factors were
concerned the man’s problem was as in-

! soluble as ever, the outlook as hopeless.

Nevertheless a vast change had taken
place, but it was within. The man had
stopped worry:zg. Faith had driven out
fear, and the change in his mental at-
titude eventually wrung success from
apparent failure—Orison Swett Marden.

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THE WAR NEWS

The British reply to the German
Chancellor’s speech in the Reichstag is
sufficiently blunt and clear. There is to
be no peace until the military caste has
seased to rule in Germany. There must
be utter defeat for the Prussian war-
lords. Not only so, but all territory
taken by Germany in Belgium and else-
where must be restored and indemnities
paid. The German menace to civiliza-
tion must be entirely removed. This is
the unanimous determination of Britain
and her Allies.

The correspondents of American news-
papers are fully convinced that the Cen-
tral Powers are already beaten, and that
their collapse is only a question of time.
The war will continue next yean per-
bhaps longer, but they have no doubt
whatever as to the result. Indeed the
change in the tone of the speech of the
German Chancellor shows that he hap
lost his boastfulness to a large extent;
and the London press interprets his
speech as that of a man who fears de-
feat.

That fear, if it does not already exist,
will soon take shape. The Chancellor
boasted that the British and French
gould not bresk through the German
lines on the Somme, but they are doing
it, and they will steadily force the
enemy back; for they have destroyed his
very strongest defences at Thiepval and
other points along the line, and have the
guns and the men to continue the for-
ward movement.

There is still no indication of an abil-
ity on the part of von Hinderburg to
make a successful stand against the Rus-
sians in the east. On the Balkan and
Italian fronts the enemy is kept under
constant heavy pressure, and the diffi-
culties of the German high command
must be very serious as they look around
the circle of foes and realize that the
odds are against them and that a false
move means disaster.

Canadians are daily grieved by the
growing casualty lists, and this city and
province mourn the death or wounding
of many splendid young men of the New
Brunswick battalions. How are the
thinned ranks to be filled if our young
men do not moré quickly respond to the
appeal for recruits? That is a local
feature of the war situation which must
cause us no little concern.

SENATOR COS:I'IGAN

The death of Senator John Costigan
at the age of eighty-two years removes
another of the strong men of the period
that saw the Confederation of the Can-
adian provinces. Mr. Costigan was a
member of the New Brunswick legisla-
ture for half a dozen years before Con-
federation, and thereafter was a member
of the House of Commons for thirty-
‘seven years, and he has been since 1907
a member of the senate. So long a career
in public life is extremely rare. Mr.
Costigan owed much to the fact that he
was a representative Irish Catholic, but
he was also a man of great native abil-
ity, and took an active part in all the
great events of the formative period of
Canadian nationality. He was a strong
man, with warm friends and also bitter
political enemies. Sir John Macdonald
recognized his ability and he was for
many years a member of the government.
In his later years his sympathies have
been with the Liberal party, and the St.
John Standard, forgetting that Sir Rob-
ert Borden was once a Liberal, offers this
affront to the memory of the dead
statesman: “His death closes a career
which might have met more public ap-
proval had it been marked by a more
steadfast adherence to his party allegi-
ance.”

Already the question of Mr. Costi-
gan’s successor in the senate is agitating
the faithful, and promises to cause the
government no small degree of worry
and trouble. There i3 no scarcity of
eager applicants.

THE DOINGS OF SIR SAM

" Yesterday the Times gave its readers
the stirring news that Sir Sam Hughes
bhad attended a concert in Albert Hall,
and that his aide had been in court for
having exceeded the speed limit. Today
we have it on the authority of the Lon-
don waily Sketch that our war minister
“does not exactly slink down the back
streets in disguise,” but “is fond of driv-
ing about in that open car” and “when
he is about  there is no mistaking the
fact,” and also that “he usually sits in
the front next the chauffeur.”

Is it necessary to look any farther to
find the cause of the pessimistic tonc)
of the speech of the German chancellor
in the Reichstag? He had been hearing
about Sir Sam’s doings in London, and
fear fell upon him lest Sir Sam’s devil-
wagon should leave London for Berlin.

As a matter of fact, however, the
Chancellor might have breathed freely,
for while von Hindenburg has gone
east Sir Sam is coming west again, and
will make his next decisive stroke at Ot-
tawa. Sir Robert Borden heard about
it and rushed out of town for a few
days rest before the blow fell. Sir Sam
appears to be giving the Conservative
party as much-trouble as Constantine is
giving the Greeks, and whether he is to
be deposed or to despose Sir Robert is a
guestion that causes no end of anxiety

PROHIBITION

It is evident that “on to Ottawa”
must be the slogan of the prohibition-
ists in Canada. Either the Dominion
parliament must enact’ a prohibitory
law or get such legislation as will per-
mit the provinces to make prohibition
effective. So long as it is impossible to
make the law thoroughly effective the
advocates of license will have an argu-
ment based on the failure of prohibition
to prohibit. It may not be at all a
forcible argument, but will encourage
the man who contends that the bars
should not be closed unless the manu-
facture, importation and sale are all stop-
ped. He will not be influenced by the
fact that the closing-ef the bars removes
the temptation from young men, or that

the amount of drunkenness. He will
only be silenced by putting an end to
manufacture, importation and sale. The
Toronto Star, discussing the subject
from the Ontario standpoint, admirably
covers the whole case for Dominion leg-
islation. It says: .

“Control of the liquor traffic is divided
between the Dominion parliament and
the provincial legislatures. At one time
the Dominion parliament, or rather the
government and its supporters tried to
wrest control of retail sale from the
provinces, but Oliver Mowat and his
colleagues fought that attempt success-
fully, and that is why the Ontario leg-
islature is able to pass a prohibitory law
that at least stops bar sales. But those
who want to stop manufacture and im-
portation must go to Ottawa and bring
pressure to bear upon the Dominion gov-
ernment and parliament, either to for-
bid manufacture and importation, or to
regulate them so as to help the provinces
which have passed prohibitory laws. The
loophole which has been discovered in
the Ontario law shows one of the diffi-

tended that liquor in small quantities
may be ordered from dealers in Quebec
and delivered direct from breweries and
disthlleries in Omtario. These brew-
eries and distilleries, it is said, can add
retail departments to their business; and
thus practically restore the retail shops
which are supposed to be abolished by
the law. If the powers of the province
are not sufficient the Dominion  parlia-
ment ought to come to our aid. And
finally, if that fails the constitution of
Canada ougnt to be amended so as to
enlarge the powers <o the provinces. If
the Doménion parliament does not want
to act, it ought not to stand in the way

of thone who do.”

GREAT FOREST FIRES OF
HISTORY

The Northern Ontario forest fire of
July 29 last takes rank as the third most
serious fire catastrovhe in the history of
this continent. The Hinckley fire in
Minnesota, 1894, was responsible for 418
lives and the burning over of 160,000
acres. The famous Peshtigo fire in Wis-
consin, 1871, killed 1,500 and devastated
1,200,000 acres of timber. In 1825 oc-
curred the Miramichi fire of New Bruns-
wick and Maine, with a loss of 160 lives,
six towns, 1,000 head of cattle, and dam-
age of 8,000,000 acres of forest. The
Clay Belt fire in Ontario, with 262 lives
lost and 800,000 acres fire-swept takes
its place with the great disasters of his-
tory. The Porcupine fire in 1911 killed
84 persons.

1t is noteworthy that Wisconsin, Min-
nesota, Maine and New Brunswick have
taken comprehensive measures to pre-
vent further disasters by organizing their
forest patrol systems on modern lines,
building trails, lookout towers, tele-
phones, etc., as well as carefully super-
vising settlers’ clearing fires, one of the
worst sources of danger. Ontario, which
has given the continent its two most
recent fire catastrophes, has made no
such move to modernize her forest
guarding system,

THE BRAINS  OF
ROUMANIA'S ARMY

General Iliesco, Commander-

The
Roumanian commander-in-chief, Iliesco,
is an able and resolute soldier, and his
conduct of the campaign already has
given proof of high strategical ability.
In the Cologne Gazette recently appear-
ed an appreciation of this remarkable
commander by a Bucharest correspond-
ent. That eulogy appeared before Rou-
mania’s entrance into the war, and is
therefore candid from the German point
of view:

An Artilery Officer

To the Roumanian officers who of ;
late, in the expectation or hope of war-;
like events, have been mentioned most|
frequently, belongs the Secretary-Gen-
eral of the Ministry of War, General
Iliesco. His post is in any case of par-
ticular importance to the army. Its im-
portance becomes still greater when the
minister of war, as the case is today, is
not .a professional man. As is well
known, the premier himself discharges
‘the duties of minister of war. In such
a case the secretary-general is really
the war minister, and if he in addition
enjoys the necessary reputation, as Gen-
eral Iliesco does, then his influence is
also decisive on the general staff. The
great warlike deployment of the Rou-
manian army, which undoubtedly has
been going on since the Bulgarian cam-
paign, is justly regarded as the personal
achievement of the present secretary-
general. General Iliesco, who has scarce-
ly passed the middle of his forties, comes
from the artillery branch, which he left
not many years since for the general
staff. Lastly he took up his present
position on the formation of the Bratiano
cabinet in 1913.

Chief of the Staif

For what post he is really designa_ted,
both by his admirers and public opinion,
appeared a few montl/Ls ago, when Gen-
eral Zotto, the chief of the general staff,
reached the age limit and passed into the
reserves. It was then generally expect-
ed that General Iliesco would be ap-
pointed his successor, and it caused gen-
eral surprise when General Zotto was
charged with the further conduct of af-
fairs. Nevertheless, even today, Gen-
eral lliesco is regarded—not in military
quarters alone—as the future chief of the
general staff. This has been clearly ex-
rressed by an eminent Liberal in the
following words: “In view of his great
achievements it is the‘desire, not only of
professional men, but of all patriots who
place their love for the country above
the political passions, that the father of
modern Roumanian artillery should be
given that great and responsible post,

for which his studies, his experience, and

with such intellectual and professional
qualifications elsewhere?” According to
the views prevalent here, General Iliesco
gained a special distinction in the years
between 1902 and 1904, when the Rou-
manian artillery was armed with quick-
firing guns supplied by Krupp. It is
stated here also that he even introduc-
ed very useful improvement in the
model, and that Krupp’s later customers
—Argentina, T'urkey, Italy and others—
derived therefrom considerable advan-
tages. The French military administra-
tion, too, has paid attention to these im-
provements in the course of the present
war,

Since the outbreak of the present war
General Iliesco has concentrated his ef-
forts upon the increase of the Rouman-
ian heavy artillery. He found as secre-
tary-general only half a regiment of this
arm, and increased it to four complete
regiments, which will be followed by
three more now in the course of forma-
tion. The field artillery has been in-
creased by him by five regiments, and
the five howitzer half-regiments are now
full regiments. Out of a half-regiment
of mountain artillery he has made a
complete one, and to the old guns have
been fixed quick-firing arrangements.
The peace footing of the infantry Gen-
eral Iliesco has increased from 85,000 to
119,000 men, the reserve half-regiments
have become complete regiments, and a
new tenth battalion of chasseurs has
been created. The cavalry has been in-
creased by two new divisions, with
mounted artillery, which, in Roumanian
opinion, surpassess all European models.
The weak point of the Roumanian mili-
tary administration formerly was always
the lack of munitions. According to as-
surances of persons in touch with the
war administration, all necessary meas-
ures have been taken during the war to
provide the Roumanian army in case of
a war with all the requisite production

of munitions. The factory at Dudert,
which has recently been the scene of an
explosion; another at Kotrocheni, which
was also visited a short time ago by an
accident, and the arsenal are the great-
est providers of munitions in the country. |

Killed in Action

the 64th Battalion and was later trans-!

France. He is survived by his mother,
Mrs. Ellen Gray of Vancouver; three
sisters, Mrs. Walter Doherty of West
St. John, Mrs. Albert Menchions of Van-
ccuver, and Miss Muriel, also of Van-

' couver.

Now Dangerously IiL

A message was received yesterday by
Mr. and Mrs. John Magee, of Fairville,
stating that their son Private Henry
Magee of the 26th (N. B.) Battalion,
who was a few days ago reported
wounded is now dangerously ill. He is
in No. 8 General Hospital at Rouen,
France, suffering with gun shot wounds
in the head. This is the second time
that Private Magee has been wounded,
while in discharge of his duties as a sol-
dier of the king.

Private Goodine Wounded.

Private Fred Leo Goodine, of this
city, has been officially reported admit-
ted to the Fulham Military Hospital in
London on September 22 as the result
of a wound, fortunately slight, in his
left leg. The news was received yester-
'day by his mother, Mrs. James Goodine,
245 City road. He is a member of a
family which has shown its patriotism
in no unmistakable manner, his father
being overseas with the 115th, his broth-
er, Benjamin, doing his “bit” with the
Army Service Corps and another brother
Bart, with the 140th.

During his stay
in England he was married, his wife
still residing in England.

STRICTER MEASURES
AGAINST DESERTERS

Ottawa, Sept. 29—Two orders in coun-
cil have been promulgated stiffening the
law with regard to the dealing with de-
serters from the expeditionary forces and
with regard to seamen who refuse to
obey orders on ships - requisitioned for
his majesty’s service. In the case of sol-
diers who desert or are absent without
leave, it is provided that they may be
summarily tried by any justice of the
peace, police or stipendiary magistrate,
without regard to territorial jurisdiction
and sentencetl on conviction to imprison-
ment for a term not exceeding two
years. {

The production of a service roll or at-
testation paper purporting to be signed
by the accused and a written statement
from the officer commanding the mili-
tary district showing that the accused
was absent from his corps, shall be deem-
ed a sufficient proof of desertion. In
the case of ships of the merchant marine
requisitioned for war service it is pro-
vided that any seaman who neglects or
refuses without reasonable cause to join
his ship or proceed to sea or joins in a
state of drunkenness, shall be liable to
summary conviction to imprisonment up
to five years.

Hon. J. Costigan
‘Dead at Otfawa

New Brumswick Senator Passes
Away at Age ‘of Eighty-Two
Years; His Career

Ottawa, Sept. 29—Senator John Cos-
tigan, aged 82, died here this morning.

He passed away at the residence of his

daughter, Mrs. Walter Armstrong. The
body is to be taken from Ottawa on
Sunday for burial at Grand Falls.

John Costigan was born of  lrish par-
ents at St. Nicholas (Que.) on Feb. 1,
1885. He was educated at St. Anne’s
College. He was at one time registrar
of deeds for Victoria county and a judge
of the inferior court of common pleas.

Mr. Costigan was elected to the legis-
lature for Victoria county in 1861, and
sat in that house until 1866. At Con-
federation he was elected to the house
of commons for Victoria, and was con-
tinuously a member of parliament up to
1904. He became a senator of Canada
in 1907.

He became a member of Sir John Mac-
donald’s government in May, 1882, as
minister of inland revenue, holding that
portfolio until December, 1892, when he
became secretary of state in the admin-
istration of Sir John Thompson. After
the death of Sir John Thompson, Hon.
Mr. Costigan became minister of marine
and fisheries in the Bowell government,
and continued to hold that office in the
Tupper regime, resigning with the other
members of the government in July,
1896, after the Liberals came into power.

In political. life Mr. Costigan always
was a strong advocate of the position of
Roman Catholics in reference to separ-
ate schools, and he was prominent in op-
posing the New Brunswick school act.
He suppor§ed remedial legislation for
the restoration of separate schools in
Manitoba. He was a strong home ruler
and regularly moved resolutions in the
house of commons for the support of
that cause. He was a delegate to the
Irish National Convention which was
held in Dublin in 1896. His wife was a
daughter of J. H. Ryan, of Grand Falls.
On his seventieth birthday, Feb. 1, 1905,
the Liberal members and senators pre-
sented to him a cabinet of cutlery, the
presentation being made by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. In his later years Mr. Costigan
supported the Liberal cause. His home
was at Edmundston (N. B.)

Loan “Te Alleviate Suffering”
Arranged
Orphaned and Homeless Will Benefit
by Bonds Yielding 6 1-2 Per Cent—
* First Participation of Kuhn, Loeb &
Co. During War

: ““WNew York, Sept. 80—Kuhn, Loeb &
Bo. announced yesterday that arrange-

ts had been completed by them for
/ia loan of $50,000,000 to the City of Paris.
:g‘he loan, first of its kind ever made
by the municipality of Paris outside the
. borders of France, will take the form
“"of five-year 6 per cent. bonds, which
will probably be offered to the public
by the banking firm early next week.
A" gtatement issued by Kuhn, Loeb &
Co. said:

Kuhn, Loeb & Co. announce that they
have closed a negotiation with the City
of Paris for $50,000,000 five-year six
‘per cent. bonds. This loan is made to
sreimburse the City of Paris for very
‘heuvy expenditures made by it for the
.alleviation of suffering caused by the
‘war and to provide for additional sim-
dlar expenditures and for other muni-
cipal purposes.

The principal and interest of the bonds
imre payable at the option of the holder
'either in United States gold coin in New
York or in francs in Paris, at the fixed
rate of 5.50 per dollar, thus giving to
the holder the prospect for a very sub-
stantial profit in exchange inasmuch as
the normal rate of exchange before the
war was about 5.18 francs per dollar.

The government of the French Re-
public is to undertake to furnish, if ne-
cessary, to the City of Paris gold in the
amount needed to permit the payment
of the principal and interest of the loan
i8 New York.

"European countries have borrowed
many hundreds of millions of dollars in
this country since the war began, but
this is the first loan for the purpose of
repairing the human damage caused by
hostilities. It represents also the first
participation of Kuhn, Loeb & Co. in a
foreign loan during the war period.
When the allies first broached the mat-
ter of huge borrowings here, a formal
statement was issued by the firm, say-
ing that the partners had decided not
to take part in loans to either side if
the proceedings were to be used to fin-
ance the struggle.

The City of Paris will use the funds
provided by the bond issue, it is learned,
to increase hospital facilities, build
orphan asylums, to ease the lot of
widows of soldiers and to maintain the
unemployed. A part of the money will
also be devoted to the welfare of the
thousands of refugees who have flocked
to the city.

The bonds will be dated either Oct. 8
oy 10.

MOTORS EARNS $27,740,5%

Equivalent to 168 Per Cent. on the
Common Stock for Year

New York, Sept. 80—The General
Motors Company has issued its revort
for the year ended July 81, showing
profits amounting to $27,740,596 after
interest and preferred stock dividends
had been paid. This year was equivalcit
to a little more than 168 per centi. on
the common  stock, against eighty-one
per cent. the year before,

The tremendous scope of the com-
pany’s business last year was repre-
sented in cash holdings as well as in
income. The weport showed a caslr
balance at the end of July amounting
to $22,476,574, a gain of approximately
$8,000,000 over the amount twelve
months before. Neét working capital to-
talled $48,664,671, which was $12,5623,433
higher than a year previous.

The increase of cash and working
capital occurred at a time when the
company was paying off $2,338,000 notes,
spending $3,726,762 in plant expansion,
and paying nearly $12,000,000 in divi-
dends.

Two Found Dead
In Amartmam

Tofonte Flerist Expired From Apo-

plexy and Housekeeper Suc-
cumbed to Shock — Pet Dog
Suffocated

Toronto Mail—A double tragedy was
discovered in an apartment house at No.
122 University avenue yesterday after-

noon, when the dead bodies of Albert
Neal, a well known florist of 11 Queen
street east, and his housekeeper, Mrs.
Florence Dunn, were found on the floor
of the bathroom in an apartment on the
second floor. In another room, about 30
feet away from the entrance to the bath-
room, Mr. Neal’s dog, a small Pommer«
anian, was found on the floor in such
a natural position that at first the ani-
mal was thought to be sleeping; it was
also dead.

From the mute evidence offered by
the apartment and the dead, the police
have been able to reconstruct the main
incidents of the tragedy as enacted on
Saturday night last. It appears that
Mr. Neal had just prepared for his bath,
when he was suddenly seized with a
stroke of apoplexy. In falling he struck
the side of the iron bath with' great
force and dropped unconscious to the
floor. Mrs. Dunn, who was reading in
another room, heard the fall. Rushing
into the bathroom she stooped and at-
tempted to lift the unconscious form to
the other room, but on finding him to
be at the point of death, the shock was
too much, her heart being weak, and
she died beside him a victim of shock.

body of Mr., Neal was in a semi-reclin-
ing position, while that of his house-
keeper was stretched beside him, one
arm still thrown over the shoulder of
her employer, as when she attempted to
lift him just before death came. The
bath tub was filled with water, and the
gas heater, a coil system, heating a 60-
gallon boiler, was burning at full blast.

DOCTRINE OF HELL FRE

Catholic Priest’s Reply to Methodist

Minister

Father Minehan Defines Teaching—
Who Are ThoseThat go ‘nto Eternal
Fire > — Baptist Speaks of Fate of
Soldier Who Dies \on Battlefield

Toronto Telegram—A week ago Sun-
day night Rev. James Henderson, in
Eaton Memorial Methodist church, re-
vived the long-standing difference of
opinion regarding hell. His utterances
provoked a perfect deluge of letters to
The (Telegram, and other clergymen
have taken up the question in the pul-
pit.

A. Catholic View

Last night in St. Vincent de Paul
church, Rev. Father Minehan, by special
request, set forth the. Catholic belief
and teaching,

“The spectacle of ministers fighting
for and against what is regarded as a
fundamental article of their creed,” said
Father Minehan, “ministers, in not a
few instances, belonging to the same de-
nomination, is not calculated to arrest
the trend towards indifferentism and an
attenuated, churchless Christianity. Nor
is the performance staged on the ‘even-
ing of Sept. 21 before a body which,
with some honorable exceptions, is a
settling basin for the dregs of bigotry,
of a nature to lower our respect for
the sincerity of the individual who re-
fuses affiliation with the churches claim-
ing part or membership therein.

“Catholics cannot be indifferent to
the developments likely to arise from
such discussions as those of the last week
on hell. If the preacher whose utter-
ances of last Sunday has given rise to
a by no means satisfactory discussion
were acquainted with elementary Catho-
lic .theology. his discourse: would be
more helpful if less sensational.

“He declared therein that he was led
to speak as he did because a mother told
him that her son, who died a hero’s
death for his country’s fidelity to honor
and principle, did not belong to the
church, and was therefore, according to
the tenets of the church, lost. She
wanted to know if this were so.

“Now, that question would be an-
swered by the Catholic church in a way
that would console that mother, up-
hold the church, vindicate:the goodness
of God, and at the same time, preserve
the  preacher from going mad, as’ lie
feared would be the case’i#f he did not
get away from the orthodpo’x Methodist
hell 14 :

“Who, according to @skholic theol-
ogyj ‘are those who go to hell? Those
who, knowing they are. grievously vio-
latiig the laws of God, nevertheless -do
so with full deliberation and consent—
those who, with eyes wide open, sin
against the light; those who hurl in
God’s face the challenge ‘I will not obey,
whatsoever Thou dost threaten’; those,
in fine, who are rebels against the Al-
mighty and die in that state—they, and
they alone, shall be condemned to hell.
The man who does his best, according
to his lights, to fulfll his duties to God
and his fellow-men, who, if he offend, is
truly sorry because he has offended his
all-good Creator, who would gladly be-
long to the visible body of the church
were he able to recognize it as divinely
institutional—that man, though he be a
pagan like Socrates, can and will be sav-
d.

Endless Torments

“Here is the statement of Catholic
teachings concerning hell: ‘Hell, the
place or state where the devil and those
who die at enmity with God are punish-
ed with endless torments. The pains
of hell are two fold—pain of “loss” and
pain of “sense”” The pain of “loss”
consists in  the privation of the beatific
vision, given as punishment for having
turned away from God, and the pain of
“sense” consists in various positive af-
flictions given as punishment for having
turnéd inordinately to creatures. As to
the fire of hell, it is theologically certain
that it is real, and not metaphorical fire,
but as to its nature as to how it affects
this condemned, there is nothing defined.’

“There is no room for metaphorical
quibbling here. A judge does not pro-
nounce sentence in metaphors. The last
judgment is not a metaphor. The words
Jesus shall address to the just on His
right hand are not metaphorical, neither
are those He shall hurl against the rep-
robate on His left, and the everlasting
punishment of the latter shall be as truly
endless as the everlasting bliss of the
former. It is' this everlasting hell that
is so repugnant to us, yet an everlasting
hell there must be. Be not deceived,
God is not .mocked. For what things a
man shall sow, those also shall he reap.”

Fallen Soldier’s’ Eternity

There was an air of hushed expecta-
tancy throughout the service at Jarvis
street Baptist church last evening. An
inspiring audience almost fllled the ex-
tensive building and listened attentively
while the Rev. T. T. Shields gently
shredded the much discussed theory as
expressed in Dr. Henderson’s sermon of
Sunday, 17th.

“It is not important to me what a
certain man thinks of the future state of
the soul of a soldier who dies in bat-
tle,” said the preacher; “it is pure spec-
ulation at the best, and unless there be a
divine revelation no one knows anything
at all about the future. I affirm that
the Scripture teaches the necessity of
salvation, which is not by human effort
but divine grace, therefore no man can
atone for sin by sacrificing his life.
Christ sacrificed Himself for the whole
world, and man has only to believe. To
me it is nothing short of outrage to the
Divine God to say that His nature does
not claim appeasement. Do not the red
streaming fields of Flanders attest that
the Divine Nature cries out for pacifica-
tion? Some of the best men living—all
honor to them—are in the military camp,
but multitudes of wretched and godless
lives, too, are there. That a soldier who
has polluted his tongue with foul lan-
guage, abused his body and sold his
soul to hell, can after death on the bat-
tlefield enter into the Divine Presence, I
declare by this Holy Book, that it is
impossible, absolutely untrue.”

Hangs Fire

Government’s Recruiting Plan

and is Hopeless

Cabinet Apparently All at Sea About What it Should Do—
Problems of Raising a Battalion in Huron County, Ont.,
Not Yet Solved—870 Strong '

Special to The Toronto Star by Arthur
Hawkes

In Huron county, Sept. 25—Beware of
the patriotic pharisee—especially when
his heart beats under your own coat.
It is easy to mistake a general illustra-
tion for a horrible example. Tell of an
unforunate situation in some county and
you may seem to hold that region up to
reprobation. There are disparitics in
patriotic- service, of course. Some of
them are glaring. But we are members

one of another. For war maintenance
our responsibilities are common. The
city, which has drawn to itself the more
adventurous, more ' out-looking people
from the country, has no buisness, in
common-sense, good taste, or patriotism,
to criticize the reservoirs from which it
has gotten its own virility, and without
which it could not be. So, if you hear
that apathy is the prevailing attitude
of Huron county towards the war just
now, pray don’t raise your hands and
thank heaven that your town is not as
others are.

What about the people who have toil-
ed and spent, who have neglected their
own businesses, and have surprised
themselves by becoming preaching friars
of The Cause? They are everywhere;
they fain would see magnificently of the
travail of their souls. Where the great-
est discouragement is, there the most
thrilling “Sursum Corda” should be:
“We failed to raise a full battalion,” said
a leader in the long recruiting campaign.
“This county is pretty well dry. I
don’t think more than five hundred eligi-
ble men could be taken from it without
injury to our economic usefulness to the
allies. At an inspection of our battalion
at Camp Borden only 170 men muster-
ed. The rest, I was told, had come
home to help in the harvest. If so many
were required for this year’s . very poor
crops, how will we be fixed if we take
even more men, and next year should
have a good harvest? Our loss is far
greater than three-quarters of a battal-
ion, which we began to raise when the
war ‘was seventeen months old. Men
went from here to each contingent.
Huron men are in every Toronto regi-
ment.”

870 Men at Borden

1#%The 'time has gone by,” said an-
enthusiastic re-
cruiting could be revived in this country.
It 'was hard enough to do what we did:
We got a total of only*870 men, who are
at Camp Borden now. - For four months
no general effort has been made to ob-
tain recruits. We have no authority to
examine one medically if he offered. A
certain reaction has come, and General
Apathy seems to be the officer com-
manding. Who could start up again or
how he would go about it, I don’t know.”
Incidetally, this authority on the
Huron temper disagreed with the esti-
mate that only 500 more men are avail-
able. “But,” he said, “suppose there
are 500, I don’t know how they could
be got into khaki without some system
of’—and he halted a couple of seconds
as he searched for a phrase which would
express his meaning without too much
bluntness. “Without some system,” he
repeated, and concluded reluctantly, “of
authoritative selection.”

Everywhere you meet the conclusion
that the voluntary system was certain
to fail in such a war as this. The more
experienced the recruiter the more sad-
ly certain he is that some new system
is inevitable which will say to men,
“Thou shalt,” and will see that shall,
being interpreted, means must. The
1ong§r the government procrastinates the
more difficult a true mobilization of all
our forces will be. There is a tide in
the affairs of governments, and it easily
becomes ebb tide.

We have given much—but ,
barely enough to help keep
the Belgiansalive. More of
them every week are calling
for help, as their own re-
sources are exhausted, and
every one of the millions
should have something
more than the three slices
of bread and the pint of
soup which is all the Relief
Commission can supply out
of present contributions.

It is remarkable how many good peo-
ple seem to have given up Ottawa as a
E‘md job. Assuming that because you
have spent months within hearing of par-
liament, you must know something about

the mentality of our exalted rulers, they
ask almost eagerly, “What IS the Ot-
tawa situation?” When you venture the
guess that Ottawa does not know the
Ottawa situation, they try again K with
a question like this: “Why doesn’t Bor-
den handle Hughes?”

Any man who can answer that ques-
tion is ahead of the prime minister of
Canada. Knowing little. of Barden the
excellent thinkers of Huron county can-
not make out why a new system of re-
cruiting is announced, Sir Robert being
the acting minister of militia, and then,
after a few weeks’ silence about the
Great Undertaking, it is then as offi-
cially intimated that something has gone
wrong and the general question is being
reconsidered. :

Sir Thomas Tait’s Job

Huron was represented on the bhig del-
egation which followed Hamilton’s lead
to Ottawa last April, to demand regis-
tration of industrial and other strength,
with a ‘view ' to some “comprehensive
system of draft,” for military service.
It joined in forming the National Ser-
vice League, whose public campaign is
said to have been halted by the ‘con-
tinued inability of the government to
decide whether to grasp the Quebec net-
tle or hide its face in it.

Huron has read of the appointment of
Sir Thomas Tait as director-general of
national service; and Huron wonders
how soon he is \going to begin to direct,
and what sort of service he is going to
naticnalize. A curious sidelight on the
situation, which confronts Sir Thomas
Tait, is injected with Huron’s apprehen-
sion of things by a report from Ottawa,
which is worth the alert observation of
all who remember that boasting about
putting on armor is in an efficiency class
by itself.

Brought by a national service man, it
can be summarized shortly,. The “new
system” of recruiting which was,;so wide-
ly proclaimed a few weeks ago, has hung
fire hopelessly. Sir Thomas Tait’s ap-
pointment is the proof that it has hung
fire, and that the government still can-
not make up its mind what to do or
when to do it. The truth is that the
“new system” was authorized by an or-
der-in-council, which made it entirely
subsidiary to the militia department.
It was expected Sir Sam' Hughes would
not return to the department, but would
be given a command at.the front, But
he is éoming back, his néck clothed with
fresh thunder. @ The ‘order-in-council,
setting up the “new system” of recruit-
ing cannot be superseded until they
know what to supersede it with. A
farce must be replaced by something
which does not look too much like a
twin.

A new Anomaly

In bewildered anxiety, the government
clutched at the reluctant Sir Thomas
Tait. The prime minister promised to
make him . director-general of national
service, under sgme scheme yet to be
brought out of the mist, and legitimat-
ized by an order-in-council. But there
ain’t no such person as a director-gen-
eral of national service.

Sir Thomas Tait is the newest Great
Anomaly. Legally, he is director-gen-
eral of recruiting—and recruiting is al-
most sick unto death. He wants to do
things. The prime minister wants him
to do things. He doesn’t know what the
prime minister wants, and -the prime
minister doesn’t tell him, because he
really doesn’t. know twenty-three hours
together,

That sort of thing, talked around, ir-
ritates the Huron patriot, and worries
the Huron politician,

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A Song In the Night

An Incident of The War of The
Rebellion

The Federal and Confederate armies
occupied the opposite banks of the Rapi-
dan River during the winter of 1863
1864, with their sleepless picket lines
keeping ‘watch and ward between. But
the long lines of guards offered many op-
portunities for pot shots and many a
careless one paid for his neglect. To one
man posted at the edge of a field along
the river, there came one bright moon-
light night a sudden impression of greal
danger, and though there was neithez
sign nor sound to cause alarm, only the
glorious moonlight and the solemn sil-
ence of the midnight hour, he could not
shake off the fear of impending evil, and
he began to repeat the hymn “Jesus, Lov-
er of My Soul,” but, before he knew it,
he was singing it with full voice, sc
deep and strong was the premonition
which had come upon him. He sang
the hymn through and ‘found to his
great surprise that a great peace had re-
placed his previous fears. ,

“In the night His song shall be with
me and my prayer to the God of my
life.”—Ps. of ‘David.

The mystery of that night, the al-
most overwhelming fears, its sudden re-
moval and a sense of peace and safety
that followed the singing were unsolved
until long years afterward.

Hq and a party of friends were on the
hurricane deck of a Mississippi River
stéamer on just such a night and was
moved to sing again the hymn that had
so strangely entered then into his life.
As he began others joined in, and when
he had finished one of them said: “Did
you serve ‘in the army of the Potomac?”
He replied that he did. “Were you on
picket on the Rapidan in the winter of
1863-1864? and did you sing the hymn
which you sang tonight?” For answer
they clasped hands and being deeply
moved they embraced like long-parted
friends. The one who asked had been
in the Confederate army and was sta-
tioned across the river on that day and
determined to kill the Yankee on that
post that night. “I crossed the river
about midnight under cover of some trees
and climbed up through the brush which
filled a shallow gully ending at your
post. I crept within thirty feet of you,
and while I was hidden by  the thick
brush, I stood out in the bright moon-
light. I took deliberate aim at your
breast, upon which’ the moon above
shone full and clear. But something
seemed to blur the sights. I ‘recovered
arms,” passed my hand over my eyes
to clear away anything which was on
them, raised my rifie again, when you
sang—

“Cover my defenseless head
With the shadow of Thy wing”

Again the sights were blurred, an
overwhelming power restrained me, and
a deep conviction entered my heart that
never left me till I found peace in believ-
ing in the one whose protection you in-
voked in your song that night.”

A Song in the Night

“Jesus Lover of my soul,”
Was the hymn which the picket sang,
Clear as bugle notes and bold
On the midnight air it rang.
“Hide me, oh my Saviour, hide,”
Echoed o’er the wooded dell,
“Safe into Thy haven guide,”
Sweet the music rose and fell.

Strange forebodings filled his heart,
As he paced back to-and fro;
Every sound caused him to start,
Every shadow hid a foe;
Fitting was. this line he sang,
*“Let me to Thy bosom fly,”
Pleadingly the music rang,
Burdened with a conscious sigh.

As he sang this hymn so dear,
Angels hovering round might weep,
For the foe is drawing near
Like a tiger for his leap:
But the picket sang his prayer,
To the Father of us all;
Will the Heavenly Father hear?
Will the trusting picket fall?

Little thought he that his heart
Was a target for the foe,
Lurking in the thicket dark;

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USE PIDGEONS
TO CARRY ORDERS

Mediaeva] Methods Still Are
Found Useful

All The Armies Have Them

Invaluable When Other Methods
of Communication Fail; Belgium
Heme oi Finest Breeds

Despite the amazing multiplicity of
mechanical means for carrying on the
war it is almost equally astonishing
tc note from time to time how men
revert: to implements of warfare that
were old generations ago. We have
seen the soldiers returning to mediaeval
times and protecting themselves with ar-
mor: we have seen the revival of the
hand-grenade, we have heard of the
Ghurkas throwing aside their rifles and
crawling into the enemy’s trenches with
only their knives as weapons, and many
similiar instances might be recalled.
Yesterday’s papers toll us that the Ger-
mans at the Somme now rely upon
pigeons to carry messages when their
telegraphs and telephones fail. Since
the pigeons travel behind the German
lines they are safe from bullets, and
they go faster than a human messenger
could be despatched unless he used an
aeroplane. , More over, the pigeons
could be turned loose by the hundred,
or even by the thousand, and thus per-
form a service that would require a
whole battalion of aviators to accom-
plish.:

Not Carriers, But Homers

As usual, when a reference to pigeons
gets into a newspaper the birds are
referred to as carrier pigeons, but while
they are carriers of messages, they are
by no means carrier pigeons, the birds
thus named by fanciers being a show
variety with huge wattles which could

.-

hardly fly a hundred yards. being un-
able to see properly, and also, having
such large bodies, a bird with wings
by no means adapted to swift or sus-
tained flight. Nowadays pigeons that
carry messages are known as homing
pigeons, or, more briefly as homers. They
are medium-sized birds, something like
the pigeons one sees sometimes picking
up a living about the market and have
probably more intelligence than any
other féathered creature, not even ex-
cepting the parrot. For short distances
in favorable circumstances, that is to say
in clear weather, and preferably with
a tail wind, these birds can travel at
the rate of a mile a minute or even faster
An all-day flight of 500 miles is con-
sidered first-class work, though 600 miles
and even more have been traversed in
races.

Wonderful Eye and Memory

These birds have bern known to re-
turn home a distance of 1,500 miles,
and sometimes after an ubsence of years.
How they find their way is a mystery

| The Pigeon Post

| In the Franco-Prussian war homing
i pigeons became famous for their service
. to beleaguered Paris. What was called
| a pigeon post was established and huge
sums were paid by the inhabitants for
the privilege of writing a message to out-
side friends which would be carried by
a homing pigeon. The messages were
sometimes inserted in a hollow quill
feather, sometimes fastened to the leg
by means of a piece of elastic. The
messages were first written out and
then reduced to almost invisible propor-
tions by means of protography. Thus
a long communication might be con-
veyed on a mere scrap of paper. which
would be photographed and enlarged
when it reached the person for whom
it was intended. In the present struggle
wireless has hopelessly outclassed the
pigeon as a means of swift communica-
tion where the telephone or telegraph
was impossible, but, as we have seen,
circumstances arise where no mechanical
means will avail, and the homing pigeon
and the dog, man’s best friend, prove
to be man’s most trusted mes3engers.

Convention Between Russia and Japan

To call the new convention an alliance
is, perhaps, not quite correct. A treaty
of alliance must provide mutual obliga-
tions on the part of the high contracting
parties to render armed resistance to
each other in case their respective inter-
ests are in danger.

The new Russo-Japanese convention
contains no such provision. Let the con-
vention tell its own tale:

First—Japan will not become party to
any arrangement or political combina-
{don directed against Russia.  Russia
will not become party to any arrange-
ment or political combination directed
against Japan.

Second—In case the territorial rights
or special interests in the Far East of
one of the High Contracting Parties re-
cognized by the other are menaced, Jap-
an and Russia will act in concert on the
measure to be taken in view of the sup-
port or co-operation necessary for the
protection and defence of these rights
and interests.

This is the text of the laconic instru-
ment. We have yet to see what Russia
and Japan really mean by “support or
co-operation.” Does it simply mean a
moral support, or is it another phrase for
armed assistance? If the purpose of dip-
lomacy be, as it has too often been in the
past, to make a treaty capable of two
constructions, the convention may be an
entente cordiale or a downright alliance,
according to the convenience or incon-
venience of the high contracting parties.

The most significant part of the con-
vention lies in the wide application which
it apparently permits. While it is ob-
vious that the covenant aims chiefly to
secure the respective interests of the
contracting parties in Manchuria and
Mongolia, its scope is not restricted to
these two countries, but covers the entire
Far East. Where are we to seek for
raison d’etre of such a comprehensive
convention? Against what particular

power or powers do Russia and Japan
propose to protect their interests after
the present war?

In spite of the fatuous efforts of cer-
tain American publicists and newspapers
to create the impression that the con-
vention is directed against the United
States, its real objective is Germany.
Japan fears that Germany, smarting un-
der the surrender of Kiau-chow, will let
no opportunity pass unutilized to chal-
lenge Japan’s political and commercial
influence in China. At the peace confer-
ence that is to follow the war, Germany
will- employ every means to regain Kiau-
chow which Japan promises to restore to
China with the consent of the Powers.
Should she fail to regain Kiau-chow, she
would by all means try to restore the
Shantung railways now held by the
Japanese. To forestall such eventuali-
ties it is of the foremost importance that |
Japan should enjoy the support not only |
of England but of Russia. As for the
United States, neither Japan nor Russia
fears her though the Japanese advocate
of “preparedness” may endeavor to con-
jure up the bogie of an “American peril.”

When the new Russo-Japanese con-
vention was made public both at Tokio
and at Petrograd, it was rumored that
the convention had attached to it a set
of secret agreements. As a matter of
fact there is nothing secret about these
agreements, which will be made public
at 1%e proper moment.

Their substance may be summarized as
collows:

(1) Russia cedes to Japan the Chan-
gehun-Taolaishao section (about seven-
ty-five miles) of the Changchung-Harbin
branch of the Manchurian railway. For
this Japan pays Russia about $7,000,000
in war supplies.

(2) Russia, with the consent of
China, extends to Japan the privilege of
navigating the Second Sungari River.

Of the two terms, the first is the more
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fmportant. It will be recalled that at
the peace conference at Portsmouth,
Japan insisted upon securing the Rus-|
sian railway from Port Arthur to Har-
bin, measuring some 576 miles. Russia,
however, strenuously opposed the Jap-
anese demand, and agreed to cede only
486 miles between Porth Arthur and
Changchun. Japan has ever since been
coveting the remaining 140 miles from
Changchun to Harbin, for that section’of
the line traverses the heart of a rich
agricultural country producing enormous
quantities of beans, Manchuria’s premier
product.

No less important is the newly ac-
quired privilege of navigating the Second |
Sungari River. In virtue of the Aigun|
treaty of 1858, Russia has hitherto en-|
joyed the exclusive right to navigate the
Amur, the Sungari ‘and the Ussuri riv-
ers. Now, the Second Sungari River,
which is the largest tributary of the
main Sungari, traverses the Japanese
sphere of influence, and yet the Jap-
anese have been denied the privilege of
sharing with the Russians and Chinese
in the benefits offered by that great art-
ery of trade. The Second Sungari orig-
fnates in the Chang-Pai-Shan, the Etern-
al White Mountains, on the Korean
border, and becomes navigable for ves-
sels of shallow draught at the city of
Kirin, the capital
about three hundred miles from the point
of its confluence with the main Sun-
garl. Kirin is fitly termed by the na-
fives the “Inland Dockyard” of Man-]
churla, as it is the centre of the.ship-
building industry, producing numerous’
junks to be used on the Sungari River.

Some ipoet, real or alleged, once said,}
“give me the boy who whistles at his
work,” or something of that sort; and
some real or alleged humorist rose to re-
mark: “Yes, give him to me and Tl
whale him so he’ll never want to whistle
again!”—all of which shows there are
differences of opinion about almost
everything in this world, important or
trivial.

But whistling isn’t to be dismissed in
any such cursory manner. It simply
can’t be. It is one of the many things
that make themselves felt in the world.
It either causes a glow of satisfaction or
a fair fire of indignation. There is no-
thing neutral about whistling itself, and
there are no neutral feelings about it;
every one is very strongly pro or ex-
ceedingly and bitterly anti-whistling.

It is likely to be the first thing one
hears in the morning—executed by the
merry paper boy on his rounds; it is
most common to have it the last sound
that comes over one’s consciousness at
night, as some belated passer-by gayly
whistles a tune—usually very much off
the key—as he wends his sometimes dev-
fous way homeward. There is the leg-
end that a really drunken man cannot
whistle; but if the whistling that goes
by the house in the stilly night at times
ever drew a sober breath it doesn’t
sound so.

In marking the historic places in this
section, the historical commission of the
state and the several local historical so-
cieties might well consider an old-time

ous abolitionist planned his assault on
Harpers Ferry.

The house is now occupied by Mrs.

New Troops “Went Away Like
Lions With Their Tails Up"—
A Preper Celebration of Auni-
versary of Loos

(Philip Gibbs in New York Times.)

With the British Armies in the Field,
Sept. 25.—(Dispatch to The London
Chronicle)—Today is the anniversary of
‘Loos. We celebrated that first victory
which began to reveal our strength in
attack by greater victories today in. the
capture of Morval and Les Boeufs.

The German airmen were active this
morning. Two flocks of them came over
behind our lines. They were daring be-
yond their rule, risked. all .our. anti-air-
craft batteries, and flew through the blue
sky, speckled - with. our .shrapnel ‘bursts
and crowded with our own planes, in or-
der to see what was happening along our
roads. Whatever  the flying men saw,
the. enemy could . not prevent - a new
thrust. It struck them violently, and:
two, more, of their strongholds are ia our
hands, another is closely invested, and

many prisoners are marching down .

under British guards.
From early morning until the

gee a cloud in the sky, It was perfectly
blue, without an islet or feather ' of
cloud, but with a golden haze rising
from the fields. Our bombardment had

begun long ago wheén 'I' got up among'

our batteries. It had been going on all
night. It was the prelude to the battle
which was to begin at half-past midday.
If sit had been the first day lof a. great
offensive, like July 1, this infantry at-
tack would have been remarkable, for
it was forced home by battalions of
men fighting with high spirit. Coting
after nearly ‘three months of incessant
battle on a grand scale, it is an achieve-
ment which proves utterly not only the
terrific weapon we have forged in build-
ing up our armies in the field and the
Teserves of strength we can now draw
upon, but the enduring wvalor of our
men.

“There are men among them—not
many, of course—who have been wound-
ed three times since July 1, but went in
again today, and who came out again
wounded, with unbroken spirits. If any
army in the world can beat that it may
be proud of its courage. And some of
our new reserves, filling up the gaps
made in the older ranks, were ' fighting
there also under shell fire of the Somme
kind for the first time. -

“We were a bit nervous of the new
chaps,” said a veteran who was blooded
in the Ypres salient in the old bad days.
“Nervous, for nothing! Bless .you! they
went away like lions with their tails up.
They were beautiful to fight with”

“It was hard fighting—hard, fierce
fighting. The enemy did not yield easily
on his ¢
afterward, when our men were on top of
them, they ran if they could. He had
massed many machine guns against our
troops, expecting them to come, and the
order was given to the Germans to hold
the ground until they were dead. His

ns were quick to barrage the ground
E:twem our lines and ‘the German'
stronigholds and flung out lines of heavy
_shells and storms of light shells also to
keep the British back. They kept them
back in one or two places, but along the
line of Morval and Les Boeufs our men
went through the curtain of fire and the
trenches and villages In a rapid, irresis-
tible assault, .
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I can give only a rew .glimpses of the
fighting, its general outline, and some
particular instances snatched here and
there out of the confusion and turmoil
that goes on behind the walls of smoke.

Took Two Pivotal Treaches

On the right the attack depended upon
getting a short line of tremch in order

By 3.80 o’clock’ all on the: southwest-
ward of Morval -and the whole village
of Les Boeufs were in our hands, and at
5 o’clock our airmen reported the Ger-
man gunners' withdrawing their bat-
teries. ;

Higher up; betwéen Les Boeufs and
Gueudecourt, not so much progress was
made, the enemy being able to hold
some of the ground in’ that part and
still maintain a defense in the village
of  Gueundecourt, although the British
troops had forced their'way into the oyt-
skirts in ‘the face of the fire' of ma-
chine gun’ bullets.

In the second German lines, both in
front of Les Boeufs and Morval, the
enemy Soldiers fought till our men were
right upon them. They fought with
rifles and bombs, pouring out a very
heavy fire, and then at the last moment
threw. up their hands or ran.

the trees;” was the description given by
one lad, who after this.glimpse of run-
ning men fell back into a German
trench with a bullet through his neck.

The new army troops went over No
Man’s Land “like a walk in Hyde Park,”
in the opinion of a wegular soldier,
whase eyes glowed when he spoke. “It
was just splendid to watch them, quiet
and cool and taking their time—no
flurry, no scare; when men dropped ev-
ery man getting on with his own busi-
ness. I'm a regular, but I know good
men, and- they were good.”

Many prisoners were gathered up out
of the dugouts in captured places and
out of the trenches, where they stood
among their dead, I met them march-
ing back across the battlefields in col-

was’ one civilian among them, in plain
tlothes, with a white collar, and several
officers, walking with proud, impassive
faces. Some of them were weedy men
with big spectacles, some very young,
some sturdy and thickset.

A Dbattalion of English troops just
going into action stood on the high banks
of a sunken road watching them pass,
and I saw strange scenes in this strange
environment of battlefields, where the
evening sun was ruddy through the gol-
den haze over the litter of trenches and
our fighting: men in their steel helmets
and these beaten men—they were beaten,
yet it is curious that while some were
resting by the side of the road, getting
cigarettes and water, from their good-
natured captors, who found English-
speaking men among them and were ex-
amining the Iron Cross of an officer who
was ‘persuaded to show it on the pledge
that it should not be taken from him,
the captured Germans greeted other
batches of prisoners with roars of
laughter. It was for all the world like
schoolboys undergoing punishment for an
offense of their-whole class greeting their
schoolmates just sent out for some fault.
It was the strangest laughter I ever
heard.

Many of these men belonged to the
Twenty-fifth Reserve Corps, just hur-
ried down from Ypres. I talked with
some of them, and they were all glad
to have done with war. ;

“But,” said the officer with the Iron
Cross, “we have done our duty; we can
do no more. We fought well, and you
beat us in fair fight. It was your day.”

And at the end of the day I heard the
pipes of the ‘Gordons and Camerons cel-
ebrating Loos a year ago, when other
great batches of German prisoners were
brought down to our lines. A year ago!
And Germany is still losing men in
greater numbers day by day. Will she
have many left by this time next year?
