Every
boy has some tale to tell of the bravery
of his comrades, but is silent concerning
his own. One shows a dented, twisted
cartridge,, which saved his life by' de-
flecting a fragment of shell; another
shows a jack-knifée he carried smashed
by a bullet. -
“It is evident, despite the utmost en-
deavors of comrades, the wounded suf-
fered heavily. ‘Many had to lie twenty-
four to thirty-six_hours on the field be-
fore aid reached :%:: One lad told how
after lying thirty Hours, knocked out by
gas and with a big shrappel wound, he
made his way four miles, rolling, crawl-
ing, and dragging himself along the
ground until an English doctor met him

and had him conveyed  to the base.'

boys endured.

“German poison gas gets you just as
though some one threw a handful of
cayenne pepper in your face,” said M. J.
Wall of the 14th Battalion, who took
part in the famous Highland Re~iment
charge. “We had been relieved in the
trenches and were resting Thursday af-
ternoon, when the Algerian troops
shouted ‘Allemands! Allemands! Ma-
jor Shaw commanded us to extend five
paces across the road. Then came our
march during the night, our charge in
the woods, and our continual bayonet
work. The Germans had. built them-
selves little shelters with sand bags in
the woods. They were heavily equipped
with full loads. We had dropped every-
thing before the charge except our rifles
bayonets and ammunition; so when we
got on them they could not escape.
Picked 'German regiments, the flower of
their army, were facing us, Uhlans and
Prussian Guards. After a time I threw
away by Ross rifle, picked up a Ger-
man soldier’s: rifie and fought with it.
The Ross is splendid for target prac-
tice, but it is not a gun for a fierce
fight. Our different regiments were
mixed up, but all worked together. Thus
a number of the 48th were round me. I
carried two wounded of the 48th to the
rear on my back. We do nqtj.,wm{ to
claim special credit for any, regiment. It
was Canada that fought and did the
same. The most surprising thing was

the terrific number of German  troops.
They came on like a flock of bees. We,
shot them down line after line, but all
our firing seemed to have no difference

in their numbers. It was as though as
they fell each sprang up again, and on
one occasion our guns opened at point
blank range against the advancing host.
There were times when they were fifty
to one against us at particular points.
| Ten to one seemed the common rule, We
certainly surprised them some. On Fri-
day morning they thought they had only
black men against them, but when the
Canadien Highlanders advanced, shout-
ing angd yelling and bayoneting, the Ger-
mans for a moment lost their nerve”

Driver Alfred J. Wheeler, who is re-
ported recommended for the Victoria
Cross, is a little brown-faced, cheerful
warrior, now resting at Cliveden with a
smashed right arm.

The Germans admit that they
lost 12,000 killed, and make no mention
of their losses in wounded, which must
have been verv. heayy. The total Cana-
dian casualties were only 6,000 killed,
wounded and missing. With poisonous

s and overwhelming numbers used
against them at Langemarck, it is amaz-
ing to me that the Canadian losses have
been no larger, and that our boys were
able :to inflict such losses on those who
attacked.

“Furious fighting is reported from the
northeast of Ypres, where the Germans
are making tdemendous efforts to advance
south from Gravenstafel, toward which
the British have held a wedge, and so to
straighten their line from St, Julien to
Zonnebeke.

“The British are clinging tenaciously
to a group of villages and hamlets in
this corner, although at several points
they are subjected to a flanking fire from
the enemy in the positions between
Gravenstafel and southward toward
Zonnmebecke.

“Troop movements in Belgium indi-
cate the Germans are sending all avail-

able reinforcements to this: small zone
of fighting in a desperate attempt to
push back the British from the line
which, if held, threatens to prevent the
enemy from reaping the advantage from
the ground captured in last week’s ad-
vance,

Paris, May 5—(2.40 p m.)—The French
war office this af2rnoon gave out a
statement on the progress of hostilities
reading as follows:—

“To the north of Ypres, the Germans
yesterday evering delivered an attack
against the left section of the British
front. They were repulsed and taken in
the flank by the French artillery. They
suffered serious losses.

“Nothing has been reported from the
remainder of the front.”

Question Whether Valley Railway
Bonds Are Liable For Debts of
Hibbard Construction Company
Before Supreme Court

Fredericton, May: 5.—(Special)—The
supreme court met this morning and
heard argument in a special case in-
volving the relations of the Hibbard Con-
struction Company and St. John and
Quebec  Railway Company. H. A.

The point which
has to be decided is whether the amounts
owed by the Hibbard Company for work
and’ supplies are properly chargeable
against the bond issue of $10,000 per
mile made by government to the rail-
way company last year.

OPPOSED WAR GRANT
FOR THE KAISER'S ARMY

London, May 5—A considerable min-
ority of the Socialist party in the Ger-
man Reichstag, opposed the voting of
the full war credit. demanded by the
German government, according te last
Saturday’s Berlin “Vossiche Zeitung”,
a copy of which has been received here.

The newspaper explains that a meet-
ing of the Socialists’ party before the
session of the Reichstag, March 20, which
voted the credits, a series of votes were
taken. In these twenty-three Socialists
are declared to have opposed voting the
credit of £500,000,000 ($2,500,000,000),
but the newspaper asserts that it was
decided by sixty-nine votes to thirty,
that the party should support the budget
as a whole. The newspaper adds that a
motion that it should be expressly stated
that only a majority of the Socialist
perty supported the estimate was re-
Jjected against a minority vote of twenty-
three.

LIOUOR LAWS &
HARD PROBLEN

Lloyd George Willing to Modify.
Suggested Duties But Wants
Control of Traffic in Munition
Areas

London, May 5—The plan adopted by
David Lloyd George, Chancellor of the
Exchequer, for regulation of the liquor
traffic is not entirely\' satisfactory, as the
chancellor himself admitted in the
House of Commons yesterday. He an-
nounced that he was to have a con-
ference tomorrow with brewers and dis-
‘tilers in regard to his new taxes on
epirits, wines, and beer, and that he was
anxious to come to an agréement with
the trade.

The chancellor said he was not wed-
ded to his own proposals, and, if any
one had_better ones to offer, he would
accept- them., He did ask, however, that
the public give the government at once
control -of tne liquor trade in areagy in
which smmunitions of. war are prodnced.

During’the debate which followed the
budget speech, Andrew Bonar Law,
ieader of the o jtion, and John Red-
mond, leader of the Irish Nationalists,

ed their apposition to. the new
taxés' on liquors, but promised to facili-
tate the passage of that portion of the
bill giving the government control over
the sale of alcoholic liquors in areas
where munitions of war are being manu-
factured.

Right ng. Arthur Henderson, for
the Labor party, protested against; the
charges that had been made with regard
to the habits of the working men, and
declared that unless some methods were
found to have the working men’s side of
the case stated, it might be difficult for
the Labor party to give the government
the solid support which they had rend-
ered it during the war.

The general impression in the lobbies,
after Mr. Lloyd George had delivered
his speech, was that the proposed new
taxes on wines, beers and spirits either
will be withdrawn or greatly modified,
for, abeve all things, the government de-
sires unanimity.

The Chancellor’s speech was taken to
indicate that, at some future dmte, Mr.
Lloyd George would propose a huge loan
to finance the war for a further period
of from six to twelve months.

That famous agreement made between
the St. John and Quebec Railway and
the Quebec and St. John' Construction
Company, by which the former stipu-
lated that it weuld pay to the latter 10
per cent of the total cost of the road as
a profit upon the construction wonk,
which agreement was brought to light
by the counsel for- Mr. Dugal, in the
investigation before the royal commis-
sion, was made null and void today by
a section in the act introduced last even-
ing respecting the latter railway.

It will be recalled that /A. R. Gould
was president of the construction com-
pany and that the gentlemen associated
in- both companies were practically the
same. So the agreement really simmered
down to an arrangement between the
parties interested by which they might
profit to the extent of nearly a million
dollars. to be paid out of the railway
funds provided by the province.

The preamble to the bill makes cer-
tain specific and important statements,
among which are that the construction
company has failed to carry out its con-
tract with the railway company has
ceased to proceed with the work of con-
struction, and is insolvent.

That the company has' ceased work
and has admitted its inability to pro-
sented that it will be able to complete
the construction of the railway in ac-
cordance with its contract with the
province dated December 12, 1911.

That the rallway company has repre-
sented that it will be able to complete
the construction of the railway provid-
ed that, upon the section between Cen-
treville and Gagetown, $2,000 a mile is
added to the bond guarantee.

That in consequence of this failure to
proceed without further aid it is im-
portant and necessary that the company
shall forthwith make such other ar-
rangements with the province as will in-
sure the completion of the railway, and
in default thereof that all the capital
stock of the rallway company shall be
vested in the province.

A very important section says that
for the purpose of enabling the com-
pany to make satisfactory arrangements
for the completion of the railway, the
government may change, offer, vary,
modify and amend any of the terms and
conditions ‘of any or all contracts exist-
ing between the company and the prov-
ince, or it may do more, cancel and an-
nul them and make a new contract with
the company upon such terms and con-
ditions as may seem advisable, provid-
ed, however, that the railway company
has paid its bills for the work already
performed.

This -will give an opportunity for the
C. P. R. and others who favor the
Westfield or Welsford route, to gain
their end. and the old phrase from
Grand Falls to *‘Rothesay or St. John
will cease to be used in connection with
the Valley Railway.

The money at present in the hands
of the Prudential Trust Company, near-
ly a million dollars, may be used as the
government sees fit for the completion
of the road between Gagetown and Cen-
treville.

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THE WAR NEWS.

“The ultimate issue of the war is not

In these words Chancellor Lloyd
George in the British commons yester-
day renewed his expression of confid-

\ ence that the Allies would triumph in

the war. Premier Asguith, speaking
outside of the house ygsterday, also ex-
pressed his confidence that the struggle
would be brought “to a decisive and
glorious issue.”

Neither the premier nor the chancel-
lor ventured to predict an early emnd of
the war, but rather conveyed the im-
pression that they expected the struggle
to be a long one. The chancellor, how-
ever, whilé compelled to admit that thg
first eight months of the war had cost
£307,000,000, and that if it lasted dur-
ing the whole of the fiscal year it would
cost over £1,000,000,000, was able to con-
gratulate parliament upon the - present
financial situation, and to announce that
no fresh taxes were now contemplated.
Both the premier and the chancellor re-
ferred to the splendid response of the
people to all the appeals made for re-
cruits for the army. The premier, ad-
dressing a meeting of a committee form-
ed to encourage recruiting among em-
ployees of commercial houses, referred
to “the gravity of the struggle and the
imperious need for the unsleeping exer-
cise of the national qualifies of patience,
constancy, resolution and fortitude.”
The chancellor, referring to the passible
duration of the war, said none could tell
how long it would Jast, and “the opera-
tions of the summer alone could give
‘the government a dependable opinion.”

Fears are again' expressed in London
that the Russians may be so severely
checked by the Germans in Galicia that
the latter will be able to withdraw
forces from the eastern front to strength-
en those in the west, and to make the
task of the British, French ahd Bel-
gians more difficult. Similar fears have,
however, been several times expressed
since the war began, and the Russians
have developed the cheerful habit after
a temporary eheck of ecoming back
stronger than ever, and there will be
many to believe that the like will oceur
at the present stage, despite the fact
that some German guccesses are admit-
ted in Petfograd.. Today’s mews from
that quarter is mare encopraging. The
Allies in the west are regaining some
lost ground, but it m;ut be " admitved
that they are everywhere met by a most
vigorous resistance. Sir John French
says that the poisonous gases used by

- the Germans is a very dangerous weap-

on, because those who are only partially
.affected by it suffer acutely and many
of them die & painful and lingering
death. By the use of such a weapon,
and by the deliberate destruction of
trading vessels and fishing craft, without
giving those on board an opportunity
to escape, even firing upon some of them
when they have taken to the boats, the
Germans give fresh evidence every day
‘of their utter disregard for all the rules
~of civilized warfare.

The news from the' Dardanelles is
more satisfactory. It tells of an advance
by the British troops on the Gallipell
Peninsula, deiving the enemy before
them. In Persia the Russians have in-
flicted a gerious defeat upon the Turks.

VALLEY RAILWAY
LEGISLATION

Provin'ong of New Bill Mlntroduced
in Legislature — Other Business
of the House

Fredericton, N. B, May 4—After be-
ing considered five hours in caucus dur-
ing the day, the long promised St. John
Valley Railway bill was brought down
in the legislature this evening. Although
the house was called to meet at 880 it
was past 10 o’clock when Acting Speak-
er Melanson itook the chair. By’ this
time most of the spectators had departed
| for their homes, only those having a
personal interest in the promised legis-
lation remaining.

Premier Clarke immediately arose and
submitted the bill which_ is entitled “An
Act Respecting the St, John & Quebec
Railway Company.” ‘The premier de-
scribed it as a “good bill”, and devoted
half an hour in explaining its provisions,
provoking some applause from: his sup-
porters. The bill,” while it does not
actually eliminate Gould and his asso-
ciates from connection with the railway,
calls upon them to make saisfactory ar-
rangements for the completion of the
line and adjust all claims now out-
standing to the satisfaction of the lieun-
tenant-governor-in-council, and failipg to
do so the latter may appoint a commis-
pion, composed of not more than three
persons, to take charge of the uncom-
pleted portion of the railway.

The preamble of the bill gives the his-
tory of the undertaking and tells of the
financial assistance given by the prov-

 |ince, and recites the legislation authoriz-

ing the same. It also states that the

" Exciting Horse Races at Moese-

path— Another Disputed Game
Between the Shamrocks and the

Nationals and Some Comments
on the Players’ Work

For several days previous to Saturday,
February 12, 1886, a proposed skating
toprnament at the Lansdowne rink had
been almost the sole subject of conver-
sation among sporting men and those
interested in skating. The arrival of
Frank Dowd and W. E. Findlay, from
Montreal, to contest the championship
with the local speed artists gave the
races greater interest. This was attest-
ed to by the large number of spectators
at the rink on the opening night. The
race was run in mile heats, best two out
of three. There were five starters:—
Frank Dowd, W. E. Findlay, Moatreal
amateurs, and Wilfred Campbell,| Sam-
uel Akerley and Charles Whelpley|of St.
John. Dowd won easily in two straight
heats. g

It was a few minutes after eight
o’clock when Whelpley made his appear-
ance on the ice followed by Dowd and
Findlay and a little later by Akerley
and Campbell. All were heartily ap-
plauded. The men then took their pdsi-
tions, Dowd on the inside, Carapbell
second, Akerley third, Whelplev fourth
and Findlay fifth. The starter and: re-
feree was George F. Smith; the judges,
Col. J. R. Armstrong. Dr. Thomas
Walker, and E. 1. Simonds; the timers
Peter Clinch and Dr. Daniel.

At the word go Dowd went off like
a shot, closely followed by Whelpley,
Akerley, Campbell, and Findlay. The
latter had net gone far. when he slip-
ped and partly fell. For the first three
laps ‘the race was most exciting.

Wi‘ ows of Canadian Officers Re-
turning—Captain Darling’s Body
to be Buried in Toronto

New York( May 5—On board the
steamer Transylvania, which arrived
last night from Gi‘gsgorw and Liverpool,
are Mrs. Robert Clifford Darling and
Mrs. Trumbull, widows by war of Cap-
tains Darling and Warren, of the 48th
Canadian Highlanders, of Toronto. Mrs.
Darling has with_her the body .of her
husband, which will be interred in To-
ronto. Captain Warren was killed in-
stantly by a bursting shell, and Captain
Darling was shot through the left lung
and died in a private hospital in Lon-
don.
