BY MAJORITY OF 57

Voters From the Grave Even In
the Contest in Derry

in Parliament

One Unionist, an Invalid, Drdps Dead as
He is Being Taken to Booth---Home
Rulers From Ulster Now in Majority

: (Canadian Press)
Tondonderry, Ireland, Jan. 31 — The
Irish home rule party won a motable vic-
tory over the Unionists in the election of
& member of parliament for this city of
Ulster yesterday. \ s
The poll, which, as usual, was a very
close one, resulted as follows: David C.
Hogg, Nationalist, 2,699; Col. H. A. Pa-
kenham, Unionist, 2,642; majority 57. The
Unionists have held the seat for twelve

8.

The victory of the home rulers yester-
day gives them a majority of members of
parliament from the provinee of Ulster in
the House of Commons ]
Extrgordinary efforts were made by both
parties to bring every elector to the polls,
and as the result of their exertions, out
of a total electorate of 5,462 voters, 5,341
cost their ballots., Many of the sick and
infirm inhabitants were taken to the pol-
ling booth in ambulances.

Much fear had been expressed that the
election would give rise to serious disturb-
ances, owing to the feverish excitement
prevailing in parts of Ulster at the pres-
ent moment on the home rule question. A
large force of the Royal Irish Constabu-
lary had been drafted into the city, but
their. gervices were not often called into
requisition. The election on this occasion
was made more interesting by ‘the fact

that both the Unionists and home ruler
candidates were Protestants. ;

The' Protestant and Catholic inhabitants
of Londonderry are almost equally. divid-
ed, and by putting forward Mr. Hogg as
a candidate, it was foreseen that he wonld
carry some of the Protestant home rulérs
with him, who otherwise would have ab-
stained from voting, owing to religious dif-
ferences. The majorities in Londonderry
elections have always been very small,
ranging between twenty-six in 1892 and
105 in December, 1911.

Votes From Even the Grave

Scenes almost unparalleled in Irish elec-
tions were enacted at the polling booths.
Voters had been brought from the Ameri-
can continent and other distant places.
The sick, the dying and the blind were
taken. to the polls. - Attempts were made
to impersonate the dead. Others were so
ill that they were unable to move a hand.

One Unionist voter dropped dead in his
own. house while a motor car with a doc-
tor was waiting at the door to convey him
to the booth. Another, a paralytic, 'was
ablé to utter only half of the name Paken-
ham, and his vote was allowed. = Still an-
other recorded his vote under the guise of
an invalid. He proved to be a man want-
ed by the police to undergo a term of im-

He
especially condemns the Charlestown pris-
on, with its dark and unsanitary cells and
its mingling together of the old ‘and the
young, the short-timer and the life-timer,
the first-offender and the hardened crimin-
al. He declares there are scores of men
and boys who ought to be treated not as
delinquents, but as defectives, for some of
whom a hospital should be prescribed ra-
ther than a cell. He would have in the
Charlestown prison the psychological test
which is applied in the courts of Chicago,
enabling those in authority to understand
the criminal as well as the crime; and
then to apply the proper remedy.

Dr. Cady suggests three kinds of prison,
one which would be a real prison, but
properly constructed, for hardened erim-
inals; the second kind like that at Con-
cord, with many trusties and more lib-
erty; and the third a convalescent prison
of farm cottages where liberty, open air,

HUMAN DRY DOCKS

“Civilization is to be judged not only
by the cream which rises to the top but
by the sediment which sinks to the bot-
tom, and according to our modern microbe
theory the eream at the top is vitally con-
cerned with the sediment at the bottom.
We may be producing our highbrows and
our millionaires at too great an expense,
they may not be socially worth as much as
they socially cost. At any rate we shall
never be safe until we reckon with the
social waste as well as the social product.
The criminal may be a more vital test of
social efficiency than your capitalist. Mere-
ly for its own salvation, gociety must take
geviously the business not of punishing but
of recasting its criminal population. The
prison should be a dry dock into which we
run our social wrecks for reformation. No
law, no set of prison rules, no prison wall
has any right to exist in this day for pun-
ishment uniess its ulterior object is the
remaking of the man.”

The above striking paragraph appears in
an article by George Luther Cady, D. D
of the Pilgrim Church, Dorchester, Mass.
He pleads in this article for such a policy
 with regard to prisoners as would classify

were turned loose again in society; for Dr.
Cady says: “If a man cannot be trusted
in June on such a cottage farm, he cannot
be trusted in January in society.”

One of the most interesting portions of
Dr. Cady’s artidle deals with the industrial
training of prisoners. Many of these men
have no trade, and ought to be 8o trained
that when .they go out into the world
again they may earn a living. He would
therefore have the latest industrial ma-
chinery installed, and discard altogether
the devices adopted to keep the men-busy,
such as hand looms and other machines
that are antigated. He believes that
as under the state law the product of these
prison works may be sold to state ‘institu-
tions, and as those instititions provide a
really large market, it would pay to have
the men profitably employed in an indus-
trial way while they were in the institu-
tion, and while at the same time they
would be fitting themselves to take work
in some of the factories of the state when
their term of imprisonment had expired.

The Municipal Council of St. John has
decided to establish a municipal farm, with
which no doubt some small werk shops
will also in time be provided. On such a
farm much produce could be raised which
could be sold to public institutions, such

as the provincial and public hospitals and
municipal home, and thus the prisoners,
while engaged in a healthy occupation,
would bée contributing in very large meas-
ures to their own support. This is unques-
tionably the right principle, and it would
pay groups of municipalities in other parts
of the province to unite their forces and
provide similar farms for the derelicts,
who are found unhappily in every commu-
nity.
