The second battle was in San Chris-
tobel. One thousand troops of the gov-
ernment, commanded by (feneral Penal-
losa, engaged 2,000 rebels, commanded
by General Castro. Eight or nine days
fighting resulted in General Castro with-
drawing his men, he having learned that
General Fernandez was on the way

The “Growing Time” of the Do-

minion 7J¥s Particularly
| Marked Hére.

An Answer to. the Gloomy
Prophesies cf Tory Poli-
ticians.

An Unprecederted Growth in
Al Lines of Bﬁsiness'iﬁ
the City.

t The "era of ptosperity which- has set
“in throughout Canada has been exper-:
ienced in a. marked degree.at this west-
ern outpost of the' Dominion. Below will
be found details ‘of 'the : expansion- of
trade during:the 'past yéar among some

‘ot the’larger houses;yet’ éveti~these do

{ not fully illustrate ‘the feeling of con-:
tentment and. hopefulness which ' every-
where exists. In conversing with mem-
bers of the different manufacturing
firms ‘n the city a Times man was as-
‘sured’ that not only has trade expand-
@d and working staffs been increased,
but that wages have advanced and labor
is practically at a premium. No trades-
man need be idle, and in some lines, es-
pecially those associated with buildings,

$2 and $2.50 a day to $3 and $3.50, with
workmen scarce, even at that figure.
Employers and employees thus exper-
ience jointly the blessings of Canada’s
“growing time.”.

One manufacturer, in speaking of the
gloomy prophecies indulged in by sup-
porters of the old regime in regard to
the effects of Liberal rule, referred te
the means employed to influence him
against the then opposition party.  “In
two years, if the Liberals are elected,
grass will grow in your mill yard,” said
a government official with whom he
talked. “Two years have since elapsed
and his business has increased thirty per
cent.” :

In considering the proportions. of this
year’s trade, in excess of that of former
seasons, it should be borne in mind that
1898 was a particularly good year for
Victoria manufacturers, owing to the
stimulus given by the sudden opening
up of the northern trade.

The volume
of this year's business, therefore, while
in. most cases in excess of that of last
| Year, represents an advance of from fifty

i|.to one hundred and fifty per cent. on the

trade of an ordinary year. :

It is admitted by
couunsel that it would be impossible to get
a man in this country who has not express-
ed his opinion on ‘the question of Mon-
gollan labor. ~Mr. Cassidy admitted it, but
said it 'came down to a question of de-
gree. Has what this man has Jone in this
case amounted to the expression of an
opinion in such g degree that he shonld be
prevented by the court from acting as an
arbitrator? 1 hardly think it has, partiea-
‘arly when one considers the exact ques-
tion before the arbitrators; that is, as to
ihe - employees understanding the rules.
The point'taken by Mr. McLean is that
on the question bcfore the arbitrators it
must be shown that he has expressed a
strong opirnion one way or ihe other. There
is no evidence that he has so expressed
himself. He has expressed: himeelf on a
matter which is -collateral, and yet hound
up to a considerable extent, with the sub-
ject before us, but in an indirect way;
not so direetly that T should be justified
There iz a difference be-
tween the expression of a man’s opinlon
on a private matter and the expression.of
an opinion by a public man.on a matter
of public: Importance or national import-
ance. Iun the former, his opinion might
have the effect of disqualifying him as an
arbitrator on that question, while the ex-
pression of the views of a man on a public
matter or a matter of national importance
might not.

I think the court should not interfere
with the selection made by a public offi-
cial acting In his public capacity in the dis-
charge of duties which are imaposed upon
him by the act. I think the court will
not be unduly desirous of interfering with
such discretion. Of course the court bas
power to do so, but I do not think it

| should be lightly exercised.

Taking the whole matter into considera-
tion, the application must be refused, and
1 would rather refuse the application and
be corrected by a higher court than to
grant the application, It will be dis-
missed, and the question of costs can be
brought up later.

Survivers Tell a Terrible Tale of |
Suffering -and Loss of
Life.

How Stokers Robbed the Help-
less Passengers--Lived on
Biscuits and Berries.

Montreal, Sept. 29.—A tale of death,
suffering and pillage was tcld by the 250
scantily clad men, women and children:

They comprised the greater number of
those who sailed from Liverpool on Septem-
ber 14 on board the steamer Scotsman,
bound for Montreal, and wrecked on the
inhospitable shores of the Straits of Belle
Isle at half past two in the morning eof
the 21st. . .

All .suffered cruelly: .rom cold-and priva-
tion, and” almost the worst horror of all,
men who were supposed to succor and as-
sist those: committed to their care in the
hour of need turned on the helpless pas-
sengers, and with loaded guns and -revol-
vers, compelled them to part with their
valuables saved. Captain Skrimshire and
his officers were, of course, notable excep-
tions.

Disgraceful scenes were at this time
being enacted on board. ly had the
vessel struck before men from the. stoke
hole rushed to the cabins, and slifting open
valises and bags with their knives took ail
the valuables they could iay their hands
on. Several of them .fired shot guns and
tried to force the men to leave their cab-
ins. It is said that some of the steerage
passengers found the.firemen looting the
baggage of the first-class passengers. In
more. than one instance rings were torn
from the fingers of

Fainting aud Dying Women.

Captain Skrimshire and his officers, busy
In caring for the safety of the passengers,
hed no time to interfere with the vandals.

When morning came it was found that
the Scotsman lay close inshdre, alongside
a’ cliff- fully 1,000 feet high. A second
boat load of women and children, which
had been sent off, was carried back and
zhe passengers transhipped to the nwksl
alongside the ship. Until 6:30 p. m. she
officers and some of the crew of the Scots-
man worked unceasingly in getting the
passengers ashore, and when darkness anid
a heavy fog set in all were sare on the
rocks. )

Here the new danger of starvation faced
them. The lower decks of the ship were
row entirely under water. A quantity of
bigcuit was carried ashore, and on this,
with a very little corned beef and wild
berries, over two hundred people existed
for four days. Some natural springs were
found, but despite this the bad condition
of the food and water brought on mwuch
sickness. Many of the passengers

Suffered From the Exposure.

After much difficulty some overcoats and
shawls were secured for the women, near-
ly everyone of whom had left the ship In
her night c¢lothes.

The passengers were obliged to climb
up a rocky cliff nearly three hundred feet
high before they could find a place large
enough to rest. Here they stayed on the
bare rock for four days aund nights. The
first night they had absolutely no shelter,
but on Sunday the captain sent up some
tarpaullns and blankets. They were very
acceptable, as it had rained hard all
night and was most bitterly cold. A num-
ber of passengers attempted to reach the
lighthouse, which was only a few miles
away as the crow flies, but to do this'it
was necessary to climb abeut 1,200 feet
higher before a practical path could be
reached, and there the difficnlties had only
bcgun. The path proved rocky and uneven,
and was crossed by huge clefts and gullies,
which were very deep.

It was not unti] the 2Sth that the Mont-
fort came along and was signalled by the
Belle Isle lighthouse, to which port the
Scotsman’s passengers mentioned had
walked from the wreck. After bringing
these people on board she proceeded to
where the Scotsman lay. The weather was
bright and clear. As soon as practicable
the boats were launched and the work be-
gun.

The bench show of the Victoria Ken-
nel Club, now being held in the Philhar-
monic Hall, Fort street, deservedly
ranks among the very best ever held on
the Pacific coast, and in poitit of number
and quality of entries is easily the best
ever held in British Columbia. "The en-
ergy with which the club went to work
to secure special prizes and the other in-
ducements they have offered to exhibi-
tors has resulted in many champion dogs
being sent from California and Washing-
ton, while the number of local dogs 18
much larger than usual.

The judges are Mr. Hedley Chapman
and Mr. H. T. Payne, of San Francisco,
the former judging the St. Bernards,
mastiffs and Newfoundlands, and Mr.
Payne all other classes. The work of the
judges is no sinecure, and ‘it is imevi-
table that some dissatisfaction should be
expressed, but it is quite certain that
the judges have been actuated by
the very best motives, and their decis-
joms will bear revision. Some of the ex-
hibitors incline to the opimion that it is
impossible for one man to be an expert
in more than one or al most two classes
of dogs, but it is not likely that a man
of Mr. Payne’s experience will be very
far out of his reckoning.

The Philharmoni¢c Hall is a perfect
Babel as far as sound goes, but the ar-
rangements of the exhibits in regard to
the convenience of both exhibitor and
spectator are everything that can be de-
sired. Great credit is due the mamage-
ment for the good work in this respect.

Perhaps the exhibits which are at-

- While there are a few claims
that are fairly rich the great majority
will not pay wages, and 1 am told it is
too flat for hydraulicking purposes:. As
a quartz country it may be all right,
,A4nd is a much better country to pros-
pect in than the Yukon country. No
doubt when the country gets thorough-
ly prospected some very good quartz
ledges will be struck, but the general
opinion among mifling men is that it is
not much of a placer country, and every-
one agrees that the 100-foot claim is too
small.

There is plenty of room for prospec-
tors between the Atlin country ‘and the
Klondike district, and I have no doubt
some very fair strikes will be made be-
fore long if it is thoroughly prospected.
This part of the Northwest Territory is
& very hard one to get around in both
in the winter and summer, which makes
it very unprofitable to the prospector,
some of the creeks that are being work-
ed at present are very unprofitable on
account of the distance they are away
from Dawson. Freighting is so expen-
sive.that for a man to make any money
hé must have a very - rich  piece of
ground. This is so notably of Dominion,
Sulphur and Quartz creeks and all their
tributaries; a very rich pocket was
struck a few days ago on a bench claim
on Dominion, showing $1,285 to the pan
and getting richer as they get further
in. With the improved machinery that
is being used very extensively on Bon-
anza, Eldorado and Hunker creeks, a
very much larger output ought to be
reached tkis coming season.

Wages are much lower on some of the
creeks, but not quite so low as I saw it
stated in one of the papers some short
time ago, viz., $2.50 per day. I under-
stand some of the rich claim owners are
paying $7.50 a day and board while oth-
ers are only paying $4.50 and board. The
price of some lines of provisions has
dropped considerable lately, such as su-
gar, condensed milk and canned goods.
Fresh .eggs are retailing at 50c. and 75c.
a doz., guaranteed perfectly good and
fresh. Vegetables and fruit of all kinds
a1e to be had at reasonable prices, but
fresh meat keeps up in price pretty well;
there is an abundant supply of good,
pure water this year, two or three com-
panies have put in pumps and are sup-
plying it to customers at 25c. per pail
of 5 gals., there is also a fair supply of
fresh milk, which retails at 75c. a
quart,

A gzreat deal of work is being done on
some of the creeks and benches this
summer, which are showing up pretty
well, especially Gold Hill, French Hill
and Adams Hill. Profitable work is
being dore in ground sluicing on some
of the creek claims, giving employment
to quite a number of men. .

I think there is plenty of good ground
in this district that has not been thor-
oughly . prospected, which will pay good
wages in the course of time, A great
many of the prospectors do not do their
work thoroughly; they think because
they find nothing near the surface there
is nothing on bedrock and . quit before
they get to it. Then perhaps some one
else comes along and sinks a little deep-
er and strikes something good. An in-
stance came under my notice the past
winter where a party came very near-
ly losing a good claim in that way. They
had sunk quite a number of shafts down
to bedrock and had made up their minds
to quit, as they had not struck anything,
but one of the number thought they had
better drift a little more and they had
not gone more than two feet when they
struck very rich dirt,

One great drawback to bench and
Lillside claims in some districts is the
want of water in the summer months.
Wood is also getting scarce on Bonanza
and Eldorado creeks. Preparations are
being made on some of the creeks for
the coming winter’s work. A great many
thawers and steam engines will be used
to .facilitate matters and will be a great
sdaving of both' fuel and labor.

“When I was on a hunting expedition ,
in South Africa in the elrly fifties with
two friends we made the aequaintance
of a friendly Kaffir called Secheli, chief
of the Baquaines, who lived about the
On our
way down the country we left in the cus-
tody of Secheli 36 oxen and some heavy
goods, Secheli undertaking—for a con-
sideration, of course—to guard the goods
and to have the oxen fat and ready for
us on our return to his hunting grounds
next winter. ‘But,’ said Secheli, ‘I am
very much afraid of these Boers. They
have always been threatening to attack
me because I allow you and other Eng-
lishmen to hunt .in the forest ‘beyond'
this. Can you not give us some guns,
with powder and ball, to help us to pro-;
tect ourselvas?” We had no guns to
speuk of except our, costly London rifles,
but we gave him two cheap trade guns, |
with a little powder and bullets, and 1T |
gave him a small double-barrelled pis-
tol, to which he had taken a great fancy.
We also pointed out to Secheli a small
isolated hill which appeared very defen-
sible, and we advised him to retire to
that in case of being attacked by ' the
Boers, for, as we pointed out to him, the
Boers could not get their horses into the
bill.. We,left Secheli in a very uncom-
fortable frame of mind, evidently ex-
pecting the worst, and we proceeded back
to the colony.

; “Family reasons prevented us from go-
Ing up to the interior again, but my two
fr.iends went north again the following '
winter, and upon arriving at Secheli’s !
kraal, expecting to find their oxen fat ard |
ready for them, they were horrified 1o |
find Secheli’s town burnt to the grouud
and about 60 dead Kaffirs lying around,'
with their own dogs, as my friend ‘Webb ;
expressed it quite fat with eating them.’
Presently some half-starved Kaffirs. em-
erged ffom the rocky hills, and conduot-
ed them to Secheli, who told them what i
had happened in their absence. Shorrl,ﬁ
after our departure, as Secheli expected, L
the Boers came down with a strong

{ resisted, and took refuge in the rocky lull

which we had indicated to lxim_ 28 be-
ing a strong position, and where he w:.th-
stood two attacks from the Boers, mak-

‘ing a capital fight of it and killinz s)me

20 or 30 of them. A big ugly black
Kaffir whom I remember—a brother of

i Secheli’'s—shot two of them at one shot

as they were trying to clamber .p tbe
rocks to get at him, and Secheii Linnself
one with my
double-barrelled pistol. Unfortunately
for®the poor Kaffirs, the hill was desti-
tute of water, and the Boers cut them o’f
from the nearest spring, which lay at
some distance across a small plain, and
when Kaffirs had to make a rush for the
water the Boers rode them down and
shot them like rabbits, killing, as I have
said, about 60 of them. They then pro-
ceeded to burn-the town, and seized all
the cattle they could lay hand upon, in-
cluding our 36, and also our other goods.
Secheli himself with most of his tribe,
and the bulk of their vast herd of cat-
tle, took refuge in rocky and wooded
hills, which were inaccessible to mount-
ed men. The Boers at the same time
seized some goods.belonging to the late
Dr. Livingstone, which were also-in the
custody of Secheli, and they then re-
turned to Pretoria. Dr. Livingstone
gives a very good account of thig affair

in his ‘Missionary F'¥aveis,’ published in

1857. . »
“President Kruger was, I.believe, one
of this predatory party, (€S well ws: of
many similar ‘raids against inoffénsive
tribes of Kaffirs. But the party . was
commanded. by one Hermanus Potgieter
—a professional freebooter—who to my
knowledge had made a living for ten
years ‘by robbing, murdering - and eén-
slaving small isolated and defenceless
tribes of Kaffirs. About two years after
the event above related the said’ Potgiet-
er was caught in an ambush with, five
or six of his accomplices by a small tribe
of Kaffirs called Makapans whom he was
raiding, and who lived about 150 miles
from Secheli’s kraal, and in the same
range of hills. The Makapans—quite
justifiably—skinned Potgieter and: his
friends alive; I believe they half-skin-
ned them, and then set them'up on ant
hills' for the ants to #inish them  off.
‘When the Boers at Pretoria found this
out they were not unnaturally very am-
gry, and they vowed the most terrific
vengeance against the' ‘unlue) "‘“‘fﬁgka—‘
pans, and accordingly despatchgd, a large
commando ‘of mounted, men 'With 100 |
wagons to avenge Potgieter. But  the |

Makapans lived in a range of limestone

i hills, which, like the limestone hills of *

most other countries, are full of immense

i caves and grottoes, and the Makapans,

on the approach of the Boers. took .re-
fuge in one of these. They had plenty
of cattle, goats, corn and water, ’ and
from the entrance of the cave they 'de-
fied the Boens to do their worst. = But
tke Boers were not to be baulked of ‘their
vengeance so easily; so they set all*their
wagons to work, and gathered an edorm-
ous quantity of trees, roots; turf, ete.,
all of which they hove down the ravine

! at the mouth of the cave, and then set

fire to it. (All the Makapans who at-
tempted to escape at the other exits to
the cave were mercilessly shot, © and
those who remained inside were suffo-
cated. I believe that in' all more than
1,000 Makapans were killed—in fact. tle
A’ friend
of mine, -a surveyor in Natal; rtold me
that he visited the spot some years af-
terwards, and that he saw the eéntire

{ floor of the ecave thickly  covered with

the benes of the unlucky Makapans.
Such was the vengeanee of the Boers for
the killing of Potgieter. $

The writer_of the foregoing statements,
Mr. James Lamont, of Knockdow, ‘Scot-
land, concludes his letter with the follow-

Speculation being rife as .to. the re-
sults' that will follow the eompletion of
the trans-Siberian railway, we shall try
to .consider whether Russia’s advantages
derived from that undertaking will be
really so gigamtic and so full of damger
to her neighbors and 1ivals as Russian
and Russophile papers are aaxious to
make ms believe. With regard to the
future colonization of this outlying por-
tion of the Empire of the Czar, there is
no doubt that am unmistakable gain will
be derived, for the growth of the popula-
tion in Siberia, where an area of 13.4
million square miles is inhabited by
only 7.1 million souls, and where the ex-
traordinary wealth .in minerals,. woods
end arable land still awaits exploitation,
will certainlv nroceed with greater strides
than heretofore. 3 ;

Without giving implicit faith to Rus-
slan- official statistical data. it may fairly
be assumed thiat, owing to the particular

care the govennment has always taken as

to further eoloz’zation. the eminently
agricultural Russian will probably avai!
himself of the offered facilities, and that
the population in the hitherto empty lands
will considerably increase. . It may be
objected that Russia. the most thinly po-
pulated comptey. in Europe. will ‘hardly
find a swrplus to provide for the newly
opened territory; but it must be borne in
mind that the Russian peasant is noted
for his migratory propemsities. Amd be-
gides. sinee the amancipation of the surfs
fn 1861 the agricultural proletiriat hav-
ing steadily grown—the annual amount
is computed to be 800.000 men—it is al-
most cartain that it will easily drnift in
an eastern and southeastern direction,
augmemting thereby the total of the po-
pulation. ‘So fiar ‘we readily agree with
the Russian statistics: but we cannot
subseribe to their prophecies as to the
quicknese and extraordinary high num-
bers of that growth.

Crown to Prospect for Minerals on Rail-

Asiatics Being Employed .
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The cOPPe't Locatlons Near Wlnte who had been his pupil.

Horse Believed to Be Very
 Rich and Extensive.

Transportation Matters and Ex-
tension ot Railway--Trail
Being Opened Up.

The copper and other mineral discover-
ies at White Horse rapids, Lake Marsh
and Lake Tagish, Yukon, give promise of
very great richness. All the old pros-
pectors in this section have but one voice
in declaring they nmever saw anything to
equal it. About minaty claims in all have
been staked and recorded, about seventy
of which are at White Horse alone,
about 25 of the latter being what are
known as copper farms, of 160 acres
each. The ordinary quiartz claim of the
country is 1,500 feet square. Some rich
ora, supposed to contain lead, silyer and

. nickel, has come from, the Wheaton riv-

er, about 25 miles west from the foot
of Lake Bennett. The Pueblo copper
farm, at White Horse, is reputed to be
a marvel. The most conservative pros-
pectors interviewed say there is an ele-
vated ledge on this ¢laim that gives 100;-
000 tons of rich bornite ore in' sight, and
enthusiasts say there are 300,000 toms.
Men -are -being set to work to develop
this claim, and a good deal of other de-
velopment work will take place in the
same neighborhood this coming winter.
Several claims have already been sold in
the vicinity at good figures.

The Bennett Lake and Yukon railway
are pushing forward their line from Cari-
boo Crossing to White Horse Rapids
with considerable vigor. The section
along the shores of Bénnett lake, some

30 miles, will not be built until the 46'

odd miles below Cariboo is completed.
It is said that the railway company will
construct a big steamboat on Lake Ben-
net thig winter which will carry a whole
train of cars to Cariboo, or the foot of
the lake. at a load. In-this way they mo
doubt hape ‘to have a sort-of complete
train service to White Horse early next
season. Afterwands the road along Lake
Bennett can be :completed at leisure.
Thie projected line of mailway from Cari-
boo Crossing to White Horse is through
a’ flat' alluvial valley, with hardly a rock
or obstruction of any serious kind the
whole ‘way. Tt will also be shorter by
over:30 miles than the presest wat.x
route.
