S. Applebaum, of \ Dawson, a stout onc ** 
young fellow, who was peculiarly fitted 
by nature to withstand hardship. Like 
many others, he "was not awakened by 
the shock of the collision, but his room­
mate was, and the latter urged him to 
get up. He hastily pulled on his trous­
ers and «lipped out on deck. “There 
were a few people there,” he added, “but 
no excitement. What I saw, however, 
led me to think it was better to prepare 
for an emergency, and I returned to my 
stateroom and put on my shoes and 
clothes.

“When I came out again a lifeboat 
was being launched, and on looking over 
the side I saw that there were quite a 
few in it, and they called for me to come 
down. Capt. Foote, who was on the 
bridge, however, kept saying, Tt*s all 
right.’ In reply to those in the boat, I 
said that if there was any danger I 
thought the first thing to be done was to 
get the women and children into the 
boats, and I felt sure all the passengers 
would feel the same. As far as I cjoald 
see there was no attempt made to alarm 
the people below, and, in fact, there 
seemed to be a lack of discipline.”

Mr. Applebaum also stated that as he 
came out of his cabin the last time, he 
saw a woman, who he now knows must 
have been Mrs. Ross, standing in the 
saloon with a child in her arms. She 
seemed to be in a dazed condition.

It is Mr. Applebaum’s conviction that 
many of the passengers died in their 
beds, where the inrush of water caught 
them in their sleep. He says he feels 
certain that this was the fate which 
overtook W. H. Keating and his two 
sous. He was very friendly with Mr.
Keating, and the night previously had 
been with him until about 10 o’clock in 
his stateroom. At the hour mentioned 
they parted for the night, and when the 
boats were being filled the following 
morning he looked for his friend and his 
boys, but without seeing them. It .is 
likely therefore that they never woke, 
or they did it was only at the last 
moment, to be engulfed in the surgi lg 
waters.

It is likely that the action of Capt.
Foote in endeavoring to reassure the pas­
sengers did not arise from ignorance of 
his danger, of which he more than any­
one else must have been thoroughly 
eware, but was merely the instinct of 
the sea captain to prevent a panic and 
get his people away without any excite­
ment.

Notwithstanding Mr. Applebaum’s 
statement, there seems to have been 
some effort made to rouse the paseen* 
gers. Fothergill, one of the ship's waiters, 
rushed down the corriders warning the 
people# out, and the second steward,
Horace Fowler (not Smith, as previously 
reported) practically gave his life in an 
attempt to get the people ont. The last 
act of Steward Simpson before jumping 
was to throw a life preserver down the 
bold ta Fowler, who was below hustling

on the raft and pulled ont his pipe, 
whereupon the man in the centre made 
some sarcastic remarks ^nd led the cap­
tain to retort that he had lost his ship 
but he could die as game as anyone.

He further implies that it was in con­
sequence of offensive4references to him­
self that Capt. Foote finally let go and 
swam away and was subsequently 
drowned.

SURVIVORS OF THE

Ferry, Who Was at the Wheel When 
Steamer Struck, Tells of the 

Disaster.

Capt. Officer Powell’s Story of Threatened 
Shooting Denied by A. C. Beach.

The chaçge of Second Officer Powell 
that a revolver was levelled at some of 
those who sought to save their lives by 
climbing on to a liferaft receives a dis­
tinct denial from A. C. Beach, one of 
the volunteers in the first contingent, 
who was returning from White Horse, 
where he intended going into business, 
on the Islander. Mr. Beach gives a full 
explanation of the circumstances in an 
interview with the Times. He came over 
on the Charmer from Vancouver last 
night, having arrived there on the Far- 
allon, and had little to say until apprised 
of the statements of Mr. Powell, when 
he gave the accompanying interview :

“The facts of the case,” he said, “are 
as follows: I reached the deck of the 
Islander just as the sailors were putting 
the last lifeboat over the port side. As 
showing the coolness these men displayed 
I may say that owing to there being an­
other boat immediately under the one 
they were lowering they were forced to 
hold the one which they had for about 
three minutes. I helped them to clear 
their lines.

“As they did so one of the men asked 
me what I was doing (here, and I re­
plied that I was curious to see what they 
were doing. The men replied that I had 
betted save myself. .

“I replied: ‘There is a liferaft yet. 
We will launch that.’ We looked over 

i thei side and saw that we were liable 
to puncture it if we threw it overboard, 
so three of us carried it forward to 
point on the upper deck forward of the 
bridge. We lifted her onto the taffrail, 
and as we did so the rail sank about 
three feet, so that the raft floated away. 
I stood up on the raft and the other 
three men crouched on it, and with 
eral men hanging to ,‘the life lines, 
began to push her away from the ship. 
We were drifting past the bridge when 
I saw the captain leaning over the rail. 
He called out:

“ ‘Stand by with the boats to pick up 
stragglers.’

“I replied that we had no means of 
T fivigatiou, ours being only a liferaft.

“Then events happened .-quickly. Sçme 
women rushed on the hurricane deck 
shouting the z,bow plunged
forward, an explosion of some kind oc­
curred which blew the superstructure 
off, the captain jumped and the ship dis­
appeared.

“Our raft was immediately surrounded 
by a crowd of struggling men, none of 
whom were in danger, as all had life 
preservers on; I had none.

“Them the men commenced to clamber 
on the raft, and there was danger of an­
other catastrophe. I had two chances 
left. One was to keep the crowd back 
and the other tvas to dive over their 
heads. The raft was now three feet un­
der water, but I decided to stay with 
her.

Captain Gaudin, agent of marine and 
fisheries, has received no official report 
concerning the loss of the Islander, This 
has to be made by the officer command­
ing or the one surviving, who ranks next 
to him in seniority These reports have 
to be made on one of three blank forms, 
the three headings under which they ap­
pear being collisions, stranding and mis­
cellaneous. When the papers are filled 
in they are forwarded on to the board 
of trade at London through Ottawa, 
and according to the directions received 
in reply Capt. Gaudin conducts the in­
quiry. The Islanders accident will come 
under the heading of stranding.

Many Victorians who went down to 
meet the steamer Yosemite on arrival 
from Vancouver last evening were dis­
appointed.

He got* a 
belt and was fastening it on, holding oa 
meanwhile to the bucket rack, for the 
vessel was sinking at an angle, when 
suddenly both of them were shot up in 
the air, together with the superstructure 
of the vessel.

As soon as he hit the water he found 
that his hat was floating beside him, 
and swimming beside him was Capt. 
Foote. He shouted, “Is that you, 
Ferry ?” and swam tiver toward him. 
Capt! Feriy said, “Tm all right, I have 
a spttir, hew are you r” and the skipper 
replied." “I’m all right, too, I have a 
door.’* *

When Capt. Foote swam to his door 
he found that eight men had climbed on 
to it, and he started to swim off again.

Near Capt. Ferry was a little girl on 
a door. She was crying piteously, and 
Capt. Ferry endeavored to calm her. 
Finally she stopped and he heard no 
more from her. Cold and exposure and 
fright had done their work. She was 
about seven or eight years of age.

Before leaving the ship he noticed a 
number of pathetic cases. One old lady 
was sitting on a chair with her life pre­
server on. She was about seventy years 
of age, bent and decrepit with rheuma­
tism, and was evidently calmly waiting 
for tht* end.

He also overheard a conversation be­
tween George Miles, of this city, and a. 
friend. The poor fellow said to his 
friend, “I don’t know what may happen 
to me, but if I go down and you are 
saved, bid good-bye to my wife for me.” 
He shortly afterwards went to his 
death, and his friend reached Victoria 
last night and to-day carried put His sad 
commission. —

In the hold were twelve stowaways 
passing coal. Eleven of these were in 
bunkers, unknown to the engineer. 
When the latter ordered the bunkers 
closed to prevent the inrush of water, 
it undoubtedly prolonged the life of the 
ship, but it bottled up the poor fellows 
there, who went down in their prison 
house.

One who was outside escaped.
The women behaved excellently. None 

of them screamed, and they did their 
best to pacify an excitable French-Can- 
adian and another man who were shout­
ing lustily.

The women behaved no less bravely 
after reaching shore. Two bottles of 
liquor floated ashore, and this opportune 
arrival was taken advantage of by the 
women, who took charge of it and doled 
it out hi sparing quantities to the suf­
ferers as they were brought in. Two 
doctors, who were among the passengers 
saved, also rendered great assistance. 
Many who were brought ashore appar­
ently dead wen* resuscitated through 
the supreme efforts of these women and 
doctors. Capt. Ferry himself wag un­
conscious and lay in the bottom of the 
rescuing boat with three or four corpses.

Just as 
they got there Sing saw the captain pull 
the telegraph rope communicating with 
thé engine room and also heard the 
hoarse whistle of the steamer.

Offered to Raise Loan.

The 
rifles taken from the Pierce City 
military company, it is expected, will 
be returned. Members of the company 
themselves were out hunting for the 
escaped negroes with rifles, and this sug­
gested the idea of taking all the gaits.
The local hardware stores sold out their 
arms early; several applications from 
negroes were refused. The mob was 
composed of a thousand or more, and no 
masks were used.

Thirty negro families were driven from 
their houses. Many of the negroes who 
fled to the city are hiding in the sur­
rounding woods, while others have gone 
greater distances, seeking safety.

It is now belifcved that Will Godley. 
who was lynched, was not the real cul­
prit. Citizens say that negroes will not 
be permitted to live here in the future, 
and that the few negroes not already 
expelled will be obliged to go.

The cause of all the bloodshed was 
the killing of Miss Gazella Wild 
Sunday afternoon, as she was return­
ing to her home alone, her brother linger­
ing behiiyl. About one mile from town 
her brother fo-und her with her throat 
cut, lying lifeless near a culvert under 
which her assailant had attempted to 
drag her. Evidence pf a terrible strug­
gle w7as shown. A copper-colored ne­
gro was seen sitting on the bridge near 
a short time before tiie tragedy oc­
curred. On Monday bloodhounds were 
taken to the scene and the girl’s bloody 
handkerchief was laid before them. They 
immediately caught the trail and ran 
with full speed to the home of Joe Lark, 
when, on being admited. they rushed 
into the bedroom and sprang upon the 
bed.

Austrian Publicist on the Industrial Ag­
gression of the United States— 

Great Powers of Future.

Vienna, Aug. 22.—Professor Edward 
Suess, the eminent publicist and paleon 
tologist, has given an interview respect­
ing the industrial and political prepon­
derance of the United States that at­
tracts much attention, especially as it 
confirms the anti-American views of the 
continental manufacturers and econo­
mists.

Tlie professor, surveying - international 
relations hom the standpoint of a poli­
tical philosopher, observes that while 
the French revolution was occasioned 
by^the abuses of the privileged classes. 
the present situation has been caused 
by a revolution of material conditions. 
The declining national sentiment should 
be replaced by a movement for the com­
mon defence of the central European 
States against the American trusts, 
which are moving to conquer the for­
eign markets more surely than they 
could by battleships, 
balance of trade has reached an unpar­
alleled figure. It was a serious ques 
tion if the present political units of 
central Europe were strong enough to 
make an effective defence, taking into 
account their physical condition. The 
present shifting of the centre of gravity 
of the world’s forces would create three 
great units—China, Russia and Am­
erica. When China was equipped with 
railroads the* people would find that she 
has the most capable merchants and the 
cheapest labor; Russia would have the 
largest army and the greatest peasant 
state; European capital would flow to 
the United States and would be an im­
portant increase of her economic pro­
perty. Of the three, the United States 
had decidedly the lead. Its policy was 
commercial aggression beyond doubt, 
■and states like the American union and 
Russia had gained far more in the way 
of the mobilization of their powers 
from the construction of railroads than 
such countries as Germany and France.

According to Mr. Robertson, 
although the eatables were not what an 
epicurean could partake of with great 
relish^ yet they were uot only acceptable 
to those whose appetites had been sharp­
ened by a bath in the icy waters, but 
constituted a most enjoyable meal. Had 
it not been for the whiskey, Mr. Robert­
son says at least three of those rescued 
would have passed away. One was so 
far gone his mouth could not be opened. 
The bottle was put to liis lips, and the 
whiskey soaked through his lips. The 
effect was almost instantaneous. The 
unfortunate person imniediately showed 
rigns of life, and was finally completely 
resuscitated.

While the work of resuscitating those 
who were apparently drowned was going 
on some had made themselves useful by 
taking the boats and picking up blankets 
and other clothing which was found 
floating around. These were dried and 
those in the worst condition wrapped up 
with warm elothingt 

In this connection Mr. Robertson 
speaks very highly of the unceasing ef­
forts of Purser Bishop in the work of 
rescuing and ip resuscitating the un­
fortunate passengers.

No­
body thought anything such as was 
about to occur was liable to happen.

“I left those in the social hall, and 
went forward to the front deck, where 
the stairway leads up to the hurricane 
deck, and I rushed up there. There was 
no effort to get up there then, and there 
was no one on the stairs. On the hur­
ricane deck I found some of the officers, 
crew and passengers who together were 
swaying out the boats. I went to work 
on the port side and helped. We swung 
out two boats; the third was already 
over when I got there. Several were en­
gaged in lowering it. I stood there, hav­
ing no intention to get in the boat then, 
for I had got it into my head that it was 
safer to stay with the steamer, and 
was just there to see them getting into 
the boats.

Hinde Bowker Describes the Terrors 
Following the Catastrophe.

Hinde Bow’ker, a Vancouver passen­
ger, gives a good account of the condi­
tions subsequent to the wreck.

William 
Crosier, one of the fire bosses in No. J 
ffiope, and Sharpe, mine boss in the tun- 
t Ô corroborated the statements of 
Johns. The coroner’s jury brought in a 
verdict: “That Mike Quinn came to his 
death by an explosion of fire-damp, 
caused, in their opinion, by a naked light 
coming in contact with the gas, said 
lamp being found near the body of de­
ceased.”

NELSON.
Provincial Constable Dinsmore, of

NEW WESTMINSTER.

WEEKLY WEATHER^J&BPORT.

Victoria Meteorological Office,
14th. to 20th, August, 1901.

The week opened with a vast area of 
high barometric pressure, central in Al­
berta* and extending from Vancouver Isl- 
liiid to Manitoba. This was accompanied by 
a decided hot wave over the greater part 
of the province, the temperature reaching 
98 at Kamloops, 84 at Westminster. 80 at 
Barker ville, and 77 here on the Coast. This 
yyas quickly followed by an area of low 
barometer from the ocean, which hovered 
over the province until Saturday, when its 
centre moved across the Rockies into the 
Territories, the barometer Still,' however, 
remaining low in British Columbia. From 
this date to the card of the week the pres­
sure continued to be Irregular, brief.inter­
vals' of high barometer being succeeded by 
fiesh depressions, which centred over the 
Rockies and the adjoining Territories These 
movements caused cooler weather In this 
vicinity during the last three days of the 
week.

BTRTHS. OBSERVATORY STATIONS.
iA correspondent writing jfrom Sitka, 

Alaska, says: “J. P. Jorgensen, of 
.Juneau, has the contract and will soon 
begin jlhe construction of a magnetic 
observatory here for the terrestrial div­
ision ,of the United States coast survey. 
The observatory is one of four to he. con­
structed :by the government for the pur­
pose of .defining the deviatioe «edf the 
magnetic j*de from the true narifc; «and 
will be of the greatest importance to the 
coart survey in marking mariners’ 
courses on charts. At present itb Ss 
known that charts ten or more years 
old are in many cases worthless, owing 
to thé deviation of the magnetic pole. Lt 
is to overcome this and correct errors 
in charts that the observatories are to 
be built. One is in operation at Chete4- 
ham, Md., one is to be erected on the 
north Atlantic coast, one in Sitka and 
one in Honolulu.

“Tho construction of the observatory 
involves infinite pain» to insere the In­
terior free from all effects of heat, cold
and dampness. The wail», roof end floor 
will be of extraordinary thickness, pack­
ed with sawdust and having air spaces 
between walls. Inside there will be a 
room containing the delicate mechanism 
necessary for the Investigation. This 
mechanism will consist of small magnets 
suspended by mineral fibres. To each 
magnet will be attached a tiny mirror, 
on which a ray of light will be allowed

Washington, Aug. 21.—The census 
bureau to-day issued a bulletin giving 
the mortality statistics during the cen­
sus year in the United States and terri­
tories and principal regisration cities. 
The total number of deaths reported for 
the year was e 1,039,(KW, against 841,419 
for 1900. Pe'rhaps the most important 
feature of the results presented is found 
in the decrease in the general death 
rate in the registration area of 1.8 per 
1.000 population, a decrease of nearly 
10 per cent. The average age at death 
in 1890 was 31.1 years, in 1900 it was 
35.2 years.
