“ Advante ” Scientific Miscellany.

Some of the remedies adopted by
modern medical science are peculiar.
Tuchsine—a bright anilne dye—was,
not long since, recommended in Bright’s
disease, and now the use of nitro-
glycerine in minute dose is advised for
certain chest affections.

The degree of heat necessary to de-
stroy trichinae in pork isa matter of
importance as a safeguard against trich-
inosis. A German microscopist states
that only the most thorough cooking of
the meat will ensure perfect safety, as
pork cooked to the degree - known as
“rare” may still contain the living
parasites so much dreaded.

A French electrician, M. Gaiffe, has
investigated the peculiar sounds which
interfere with messages sent on tele-
phone lines. He finds that the sounds
are largely due to the vibration of the
telephone wires by the wind. The
sounds are doubtless often produced by
the inductive action of electric cuxrents
passing over neighboring telegraph
wires ; but this is far from being the
only cause, as has been generally be-
lieved.

A recent publication of the Brussels
Observatory states that there are at pre-
sent 118 public astronomical observa-
tories in full activity, viz. : 84 in jEu-
rope, 2 in Asia, 2 in Africa, 3in Ocean-
ica and 27 in North and South America.
The United States has 19 ; Mexico, 2 ;
Brazil, Chili, Columbia, Equador, the
Argentine Republic and New Britain, 1
each. In Europe, Prussia contains the
largest number, 29 ; England has 14 ;
Russia, 12 ; Italy, 9; Austria, 6;
France, 6 ; Switzerland, 4; Sweden,
3; Holland, Norway and Portugal, 2
each ; Belgium, Greece, and Den-
mark, 1each. The oldest observatory
now in operation is that of Leyden,
founded in 1632. Six observatories of
the most perfect equipment have been
established in America since 1870.

The following curious optical illusion
has been described by Dr. Candeze, of
Liege. Take a sheet of paper eight
or tén inches in length, and having
rolled it into a tube, apply it to the
right eye with the left hand. Keep
both eyes open, and look at an object &
few “yards off, say a small statuette.
It will appear that the right eye, im-
prisoned by the paper tube, does not
see the object; but that the left eye
alone perceives it, and seems to dis-
tinguish it through an orifice oven in
the left hand. The left hand holding
the eylinder appears very distinctly per-
forated. Another very interesting ex-
periment consists in holding the paper
tube with the right hand, and applying
with the left to its exterior surface, &

-| small square of paper, in the middle of

which is drawn a dark circle ; the latter
will have the appearance of being bus-
pended interiorly in the centre of the
cylinder.

A German naturalist has contrasted
the behavior of different animals to-
wards steam machinery. That prover-
bially stupid ‘animal, the ox, stands
composedly on the rails in front of a
locomotive without having any idea of
the danger which threatens him ; dogs
run among the wheels of a departing
railway train without suffering any in-
jury ; and birds seem to have a peculiar
delight in the steam engine. Larks
often build their nests and. rear their
young under the switehes of a railway
over which heavy trains are constantly
rolling, gnd swallows make their homes
in engine houses.. A pair of swallows

have reared their young for years ina |

mill where a noisy taree hundred horse
power engine is working night and day,
and another pair have built their nest
in the paddle-box of a steamer. .

A Meeting of the Victoria (Philoso-;
phical) Institute of England took place
at its house, 7, Adelphi Terrace, Lon-
don, on the 16th of May, when a paper
on ‘“ the Rainfall and Climate of India,”
was read by Sir Joseph Fayrer,K.C.8.L.,
F. R. 8., before alarge and distin-
guished audience. He reviewed the
causes and effects of those climatic
changes which obtain In that country
at the present time, and many of which
once operated in ‘Palestine and Egypt,
not.to mention England and other
parts of the world, and threw light
on questions involving the denunda-
tion theory, the variation of river de-
posits, and other matters affecting the
uniformatarian theory of geology. Sir
Joseph Fayrer spoke at some length in
regard to the climate of India, and
showed that, if what science had taught
us jn regard to the effects of cultivation,
the preservation of theforests. draingge, "
&o., were carefully attended to by the
powers that be, the importance of the
results could not be estimated, as they
involved the health and propriety of
that great country.

He always
visited his patients in his own chaise, and
carried with him two—and often three—
good-sized trunks, containing the roots
and herbs, and other substances which he
used as curative agents. One day he took
it into his head that he would save certain

medicines, not entirely consumed by his
patients, and put them altogether ina
single bottle, and label it ““Al Sorts.”—
He had a curiosity to see what he would
get at the end of the year. And, to this
end, when he saw that a patient was con-
valescing, or, on the otherhand, approach-
ing dissolution, he would caution the
narse to preserve such medicines as might
be left on hand after they had ceased be-
ing administered. A large bottle was
provided, labelled as I have said, and into
it the medicines—the doses—as returned
to him by the nurses, were put; and in
the course of a year he had filled the bot-
tle.

Within & week of the expiration of the
year, and the filling of the bottle, our
physician had a case that puzzled him. It
was a chronic complaint—s sort of all-
goneness—the patient a lawyer. The
eclectic determined to try his AU-Sorts.

And he recommended it to
others ;. and from that time, when that
physician has found a case that puzzled
him—a case without a name—he has given
that wonderful medicine ; and Ican assure
you, that in nine cases in ten it has worked
like a charm. ' The happy compounder of
that novel medicine religiously believes
that there is virtue in it : and his patients
believe it likewise.”

‘““And what do you think, Doctor?”’
asked one of his hearers,

proper diét for a.care. - The rest and diet .
he had been careful to prescribe, and the
medicine has not prevented a recovery.

“ Waverly” in Danger.

.There(in not, probably, an extensive
reader of English books living who has
not heard something of the ‘¢urious for-
tunes that befell the manuscript of Waver-
ly before Sir Walter Scott was finally
persuaded to give it to his publisher. In
the first place, the story was commenced,
and carried through a number of chapters
—I think he had gof his hero into the
mountain cavern of the Highland Robber,
Donald Bean Lean—and then thrown
aside. Afterwards the author, while
overhauling an old desk, in search of fish-
‘ing tackle, came across those opening
chapters of his story, and fished them out,
thinking he would read the ms. over, and
see what he had written. He did so ;
and, as a result, finished Writing the
story. -

But even then he did not offer it for
publication. He believed his poetry was
good—or, at all events, he knéw the
Scotch people liked it, and that the Eng-
lish speaking people everywhere spoke
well of it; but he had no faith in his
ability to write a story. As' he said once
to a friend: ‘““I thought as I read it
(Waverly) over, that it might do to tell
to a gathering of chldren, butit would
never answer to put into a book for grewn-
up men and women.” And he went on,
from 1805 to 1814, writing poetry, leaving
the forgotten manuscript of Waverly to
the mice and moths.

Many have known all this; but very
few, perhaps, are aware of how near to
losing that charming story theé world once
came. on a certain autumnal day a party
“of sportsmen, whom Sir Walter was enter-
taining, being all ready to start for the
forest, found themselves minus wadding
for their fowling-pieces, whereupon the
host rushed up into his loft, threw open a
desk where he knew there was worthless
paper, a 4 took up half this neglected
manuscript, and gave it to the leader of
the expedition. And, on that day, Waver-
ly would have been blown into fire and
smoke, had not Sir Walter’s friend sug-
gested that a paper not quite so stiff and
unyielding would make better wadding,
whereupon the Ms. was thrown back, and
a more,pliable paper found.

Such were some of the fortunes of the
manuscript of a story which was to literal-
ly startle the world, and give it joy. It
opened a new era in story-telling. People
found it refreshing to take to their firesides
a story which. they could read without a
blush ; and that very simplicity which its
author had so much dreaded was to prove
its greatest charm and recommendation.

There is a general and well-defined
feeling on the Miramichi that the time
hag'arrived when steps should be taken
to prevent the destruction of our river
fisheries, as well as serious interfer-
ence with navigation, both of which are
threatened by the reckless manner in
which _slabs, edgings, sawdust, bark
and other wood-refuse are being thrown
into it. The officers of the Marine and
Fisheries Department must be very
negligent in the performance of a most
important part of their duties, or the
bed of the Miramichi would not be
covered in so many places with slabs
and edgings and its waters speckled
from surface to bottom with -saw-
dust which gradually. sinks to the bot-
tom and becomes a silt of the most
damaging and
character. A member of our staff,
a few days since, observed a
large quantity of edgings scattered
about the shores in the vicinity of

them, sufficient to seriously interfere
with ships if in the main channel, in

very near the Newcastle wharves, there
were still greater quantities, which
pould not have found their way from
the mill or mills where they were made
_without the knowledge of the officers
whose duty it was to prevent them be-
ing thrown into the river.

On Friday last our representative
had occasion to canoe down the Mira-
michi from Lower Blackville to Indian-
town—some seven ov eight miles. All
along the river, on both sides, the
banks were lined with slabs and edgings,
-which were apparently of this season’s
sawing, while acres of the bottom were
covered with sawdust and depusits of
the same character, evidently the de-
structive work of previous seasons.
There was also 8o great a mixture of
fresh sawdust with the water that hun-
dreds of grains of it might be dipped
up m almost any part of the stream
with each bucket of water while, in
some places, the surface was completely
covered with it.

Venning’swell-trained associates-—want-
ed regulations passed to prevent the de-
structive work which was being conve-
niently winked at by his superior.

the non-interference of the Inspector
and his subordinates “with offending
mill-owners on the Miramichi. There
was law to meet the St. John case in
the Fisheries Act and there is law in
the same Act to bring the Miramichi
mill-owners to book. The difficulty is
that the fishery officers, from the In-
spector downwards, will not do their
duty. They are not afraid to seize the
net of some poor fisherman who has
been deprived of his fishing-privileges
by their unnecessary and stupid regu-
lation-tinkering, but they seem to be
different creatures altogether before the
mill-owner, who does more damage to
the fisheries of the river in a day than
could be done with fifty nets set with-
out license. It is the manifest duty of
those who have the ear of the Govern-
ment to bring this matter before it in
order that the Marine and Fisheries
Department may be moved to do the
duty which it has so-long neglected.

Qur Fishermen.

Those who contend that the people of
the Provinces do not seek the employ-
ment in the United States which is
denied to them at home, will not find
anything in the following item to sup-
port their position :— 55

GLOUCESTER, Mass., June 1.

The owners of the schr. *“ Carrie 'S.
Daigle ” have given her up aslost. She
sailed from this port on a Western Bank
trip March '16th, was spoken on the
Banks in a leaky condition April 13th,
the day previous to the gale, and was
not heard from since. She had a crew
of 12 men, as follows :—Richard Rich-
ardson, master, married, leaves widow
and children in"Chester, N. 8.; John F.
Devan, widow and four children in
Nova Scotia ; C. A. Bergman, a Swede,
leaves a widow ; Jeffrey Bushy, of Ari-
chat ; Thos. Milford, of Chester, N. 8.;
Edward Jedry, John McDonald, Anna-
bel Landry, George W. Kinch and Eli
Thibadeau, all of Nova Scotia ; Hugh
York, a Swede ; and Colman Jennings ;
all single men.

Thus, out of a Gloucester vsssel’s
captain and crew, numbering twelve
men, nine of them were from Nova
Scotia. The above item was not writ-
ten for the purpose of proving the
exodus, but it cannot be otherwise
than suggestive of questions which
must tell against the system
under which Canadian fishermen are
wobliged to pursue their calling. The
poor fellows who have, probably, found
a watery grave on the Western Bank
while engaged in fishing in an American
schooner hailing from Gloucester, nearly
all belonged to fishing settlements in
Nova Scotia. No better vessels for the
fishing business than those of Chester
could be found anywhere a few years
ago, but the taxation under the Nation-
al Policy bears so heavily on the ship-
building industry, that it is out of the
question for the fishermen of Neva
Scotia to build as formerly, when duties
were lighter. The higher duties on the
clothing and provisions used by fisher-
men also add to the discouragements

Some such miserable subterfuge may be
ready for advancement as an excuse for

which have killed their enterprise.
Nova Scotians who understand the
fishing business, realising that their
occupation is discouraged at home,
naturally look abroad for employment.
They soon find it at such places as
Gloucester, Marblehead, Cape Ann,
Beverly, etc., where there is a National
Policy giving them every encourage-
ment. They find employment
under the flag of a country that paid
Canada $5,000,000 and opened its mar-
kets free to Canadian fish and fish pro-
ducts in return for the privilege to its
citizens of catching Canadian fish for
twelve years. Then, they find not only
that the American- fisherman-builder
gets a bona-fide and promptly paid
drawback on imported materials enter-
ing into the construction of his vessel,
but also a bounty from Government on
the fish he catches. It is, therefore, no
wonder that the fishermen of Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick—discourag-
ed by the Dominion National Policy
and harassed by Departmental re-
strictions—seek employment in the
United States. The facts are not
against Canada, but against the policy
of her rulers. The latter, assisted by
their organs, tell us that it is dis-
Joyal to Canada to compare the United
States favorably with our own country,
but it is only by the people being made
aware of the facts that they will under-
stand the incompetency of those who
govern them and seek, to place in
power men who, by wise and economi-
cal administration, will encourage our
natural industries. Ever since Confed-
eration—with exception of the five
years of Liberal rule—Canada has beer
constantly running into debt and in-
creasing her expenditure. This has
been all in the interest of the West for
canals and the Pacific Railway—the
latter a very questionable undertaking
for so young a country. Our fishermen
of the East are sharing the burdens in-
volved, and reapiny none of the benefits.
Their fisheries are shared in by the
Americans, while the money paid there-
for to Canada, goes into the general
fund, and they are obliged to pursue
their calling with neither drawback of
duties nor bounty in theircatch. Itis,
therefore, time that the fishermen
looked to their interests. We do not
wish them to leave the country. Let
them remain and assist in securing fair
play for their industry at the hands of
those who are called upon to govern
them.

The “ Sun ” Right for Oncs.

The St. John Sun shows that the
Pacific Railway Syndicate is putting the
Government management of Railways
to shame by running the lines under
their control on business principles.
It quotes freight and passenger rates,
showing that the former are only one-
half of what was charged by the Gov-
ernment, while the passepger rates are
reduced twenty per cent. The Sun
adds :—

The members of the Syndicate are
men of business, and know that the
prosperity of the Canadian Pacific de-
pends upon the settlement and pros-
perity of the country through which it
runs.

We think the Sun could apply its
criticisms with equal force to the Gov-
ernment management of the Intercolo-
nial. It might do a service to the
trade of the country by advising the
Government to place the lntercolonial
in the hands of ‘““men of business,” who
would be equally successful, no doubt,
in giving us better rates for freight
than those now charged. The inferen-
tial charge made by the Sun, that the
Government’s administration of rail-
ways is 1.0t that of business men will be
endorsed not only along the Pacific
road, but also by those who have to
make use of the Intercoionial. Will
the Sun join in recommending that the
management of the Intercolonial be
be taken out of the hands of the in-
competent Government and placed in
those of a commission or syndicate com-
posed of business men?

Sir JouN :—An Ottawa despatch to
the Halifax Chronicle says :—

his views. He has made his mark in Par-
liament as a Liberal standard bearer ; he
is equally distinguished in Nova Scotia
for his high character and great enter-
prise. His nowmination was unanimous
and it evoked the greatest enthusiasm.
In accepting the nomination, he made a
capital speech, a short summary of which
we find in the Halifax Chronicle. It is
described as a thoroughly augmentative
effort, in the course of which he predicted
the triumph of Liberalism in Pictou on
the 11th inst. He heartily condemned the
fiscal policy of the Government,.the Syn-
dicate bargain, etc. We quote a further
sentence or two :—

Referring to the increase of expendi-
ture under the present Government he
showed that the County of Pictou bore
the one hundreth part of the increase of
four million dollars, which means an an-
nual increase of taxation, for the people
ot this county alone, of $40,000. He
also showed that Sir S. L. Tilley’s predic-
tion, that four hundred thousand tons of
American coal would be shut out of the
Ontario markets, and its place supplied
from Nova Scotia coal mines, under the
National Policy, had been utterly falsitied,
the facts being that an increase of 100,000
tons had occurred in American importa-
tions, while absolutely no Nova Scotia
coal has gone to Ontario. - Mr. Carmichael
farther showed that the people of the
Maritime Provinces paid mnearly the
whole of the three hundred thousand
dollars Dominion revenue collected off
breadstuffs.

The Halifax Herald, in describing the
selection of Mr. John McDougald of West-
ville, affirms that the cheers with which
the fact was announced ‘showed that
the right man had been named.” It will
be important to bear this in mind when
the ‘‘right man ” has been well beaten on
the 18th. The Herald's despatch further
Says :(—

Mr. McDougald is hardly of middle age,
and although probably the most popular
man in the county, yet his friends feared
that the °‘atrocious crime of being a
young man ” might prove an obstacle in
his selection. Rounds of cheers, however,
over his nomination were the proofs to the
delegation that they had rightly interpret-
ed the popular demand. Mr. McDougald
delivered an excellent speech in returning
thanks for the honor conferred, and was
followed by the Hon. Attorney General,
Hon. Prov. Secretary, Mr. Doull, M. P,,
Hon. Mr. ¥raser. Mr. Bell, M. P., and
others, in stirring speeches which were
cheered to the echo.

We are not told what ideas were ex-
pressed by Mr. McDougald, but it seems
he had some leading members of the
Nova Scotia Government at his back, one
of whom, the Hon. Mr. Holmes, would,
it wasfsupposed, have accepted the Con-
servative nomination to the vacant seat.
It is likely that he declined the proposi-
tion, and left the perilous honor to Mr.
McDougald. The Herald assigns a great
many reasons why the people of Pictou
should elect a supporter of the Govern-
ment, but it never mentions the great
financial feat of throwing away $3,000,000
in money, 3,000,000 acres of land, and
exemptions from taxation of enormous
extent, in the Syndicate bargain, as one
of the many claims of the Conservative
candidate to popular favor. The Herald's
Pictou correspondent, in announcing the
nomination of the Liberal candidate, Mr.
Carmichael, does not appear to usto be
very confident of defeating him. He
says :—

He [Mr. Carmichael] has not the
shadow of a chance of success 17 the sup-
porters of the Government in Pictou are at
all alive to their duties and interests. The
only danger is that the ratepayers of Pic-
tou may allow their sense of secarity to

relax their vigilance, but this need scarce-
ly be apprehended. :

The Herald concludes its editorial arti-
cle in a kindred strain. It says:—

But every true Canadian, every man
who wishes to see this country, great and
prosperous and commercially independent
i8 hoping that Pictou will do her duty as
she did in 1878, and that the result of the
voting on the 18th may be to strengthen
still further the hands of her friends.

It isa
sort of political shuffle such as we would
be aptto condemn if it were done in
another country, and one which in a young
nationality like Canada, with a gPeat
future before it, the electors of Colchester
ought not to be asked to sanction. In
times past, Mr. McLellan seems to have
looked out for himself rather than for the
electors. Chosen by Colchester in 1867,
he only sat in the House of Comnions for
about a year and a half. Then he went
to the Senate and soon after took a Rail-
way Commissionership, at $4,000 a year.
Holding his seat in the Senate for a
dozen of years, he leaves the electors to
shift for themselves, and even to get along
as best they'could with McKay, who is
now declared to have been unable to raise
the county to a proper degree of pre-
eminence. Now, unasked by them, but
nominated by McKay, he comes down to
the electors to ask them to confirm him
in the receipt of $7,000 a year. He went
into the Senate to take $4,000°a year,
which he could not obtain with a seat in
the Commons. He now leaves the Senate
to take $7,000 a year which he could
not be allowed to hold in the Senate,
with so few Ministers on the popular
branch. The political movements of Mr.
McLellan have a very decided bearing on
the fortunes of Mr. McLellan, and are

Irish Affairs.

- DusLiy, June l.—Intense excitement
prevailed at Clonmel yesterday, where
sales of farms were announced to take
place. At early morning several hundred
well mounted and disciplined horsem:n
wearing green sashes preceded by bands
and followed by an immense procession of
people paraded the town. All the streets
leading to the Court House were lined
with police and military. All the shops
and business placés were closed. The
sales passed off quietly and things went
well until towards 6 o’clock, when a cry
was raised that the loeal clergyman had
been arrested. A shout went forth to
rescue the priest. A rush was at once
made on the police, but was repelled.—
The riot act was read, and the Hussars
charged and re-charged the mob, who
hurled volley after volley of stones at the
military, inflicting upon many of them
severe injuries. Several policemen and
civilians were also seriously injured. The
injuries of one or two of the constabulary
will, it is feared, prove fatal. The peo-
ple afterwards gathered in the lower end
of the town, where they were addressed
by the representatives of the League.—
No arrests were made.

LoxNDoN, June 1.—A report has reached
here from Limerick that three policemen
were killed during the eviction riots in the
County Clare. Rioting in Clonmel has
been resumed. The police and soldiers
charged on the mob and injured several
persons, finally clearing the streets.

The president of the Ballina, County
Mayo brauch of the Land League, has
been arrested under the Coercion Act and
taken to Kilmainham jail.

The News says: ‘‘ When the House of
Commons in committee on the land bill
began the consideration of the measure
there were 1,500 amendments to be con-
sidered. The result of two sittings has
been to reduce this number by six. The
principal one of these will come up for dis-
cussion on another clause. At this rate of
progress, supposing no fresh amendments
are introduced, the House would have to
sit daily for 567 days to complete the bill,
but fresh amendments are added daily.

A
scene of frightful confusion followed. The
charge of the cavalry down the short
street was so impetuous that several
horses and riders dashed through shop
windows at the end of the street. The
air was filled with stones and bricks, and
frightened shopkeepers who were en-
deavoring to put up their shutters were
hurled to the ground and ridden over.
Sceveral Hussars were unhorsed by the
crowd and trampled on by the horses of
their comrades coming behind them.

The several charges through the streets
lasted fully half an hour. A portion of
the érowd fled, while others undismayed
faced the charging horsem#n and battered
in their helmets with stones. The Hussars
used the flat of their swords freely, the
point and edge being strictly forbidden
them. Que Hussar in charging around a
corner met with a serious mishap. His
horse stumbled and fell and five or six of
his comrades who were following swiftly
fell over the prostrate horse and rider.
Before the men could recover themselves
their horses had galloped up the street
and the men had to defend themselves
from the mob until rescued. Owing to
the exertions of the priests, several of
whom received many hard knocks, the
people were induced finally to disperse.
About 30 citizens were seriously wounded.

Tilley, who may fairly claim the pater-

nity of much that is most disingenuous,

unfair and misleading in the pamphlet,

told those who attended the Quebec dinner
to Mr. Langevin, that the statements in the
pamphlet are unanswerable, and that the
silence of the Liberal papers for a whole
forumight proved this. He knows well
that when he and Sir C. Tupper ventured
to make precisely similar statements in the
House of Commons, they were promptly
met and flatly refuted. Indeed,any intellr-
gent man who has observed the course of
public events in Canada during the past
seven or eight years,must, if he reads this
pamphlet, perceive at once how unfair and
how disingenuous those statements are;
how utterly they fail to prove what those
who make them up, and the writer who
repeats them, seek to establish.

Mr. Macpherson’s grounds of compari-
son are unfair. He selects on his own
side the years 1879-80, when his friends
endeavored to make what proved to be a
very . false show of economy, when they
put astop to all public improvements
chargeable to income that could be stopped.
—especially in the Lower Provinces, and
kept everything that could be kept out of
the accounts. He does this on the pre-
text that the accounts for 1880-81 are not
yet closed, and that it is unfair to com-
pare the expenditures of one year with the
estimates of another, although there is
abundant evidence that the expenditure
of 1880-81 will greatly exceed that of the
year previous, and it would not be difficult
to calculate approximately what this ex-
penditure will be.

On the other hand he refuses to take on
the other side the expenditure of 1877,
alleging as a reason that the Mackenzie
Government reduced the expenditure’ in
that year as a preparation for the elections,
and because of the exposure of their ex-
travagance in the Senate.

Any one familiar with the public affairs
of Canada knows that the estimates for
1879-80, and the expenditures in that year
do not afford a sufficient means of com-
parison between the financial administra-
tion of the present Government and of the
last.

Bat Mr. Macpherson also assumes that
the Mackensie Government are responsi-
ble for all the expenditures in 1878.9, al-
thongh they were in office but 2} months
of that year, and their successors, whs
controlled the expenditare for 9} months
of the year, instead of keeping it down,
spent six or seven hundred thousand dol-
lars more than the amount estimated by
the Mackenzie Government.

On the other hand, he pretends to hold
the Mackenzie Government responsible
for the expenditure of 1873-4, although
they did not take office until November,
and they found themselves bound by con-
tracts’ to various heavy expenditures.
The Mackeazie Government'in that year
did keep the expenditure below the eati-
mate.

As we showed last week, Mr. Macpher-
son, when he condescends to particulars,ex -
cludes the expenditures in the North West,
where the Tli’:i.;s are so particularly extrav-
agant, and took only the Customs exp:ndi-
ture,in which a small reduction—real or ap-
parent—was made in 1879+80,and the Inter-
colonial Railway, where the expenditure
under Sir C. Tupper, was greater in 1878.79
than ever before, and where in 1879-80; for
the reasons we explained last week, there
was such a great reduction in what is call-
ed working expenses. He either did not
know, or he wilfully conceals, the causes of
that reduction, and he asserts that it is
due altogether to the change in the admin-
istration. So also he treats the increase in
the receipts as a result of the same change,
and suppresses the fact that within the
year 1879-80 the Riviere du Loup branch
had become part of the Intercolonial.

It is difficult to argue with one who is
80 ignorant or 8o reckless,

It is quite proper that a distinction
should be made between controllable and
uncoutrollable expenditures. Indeed, we
believe, it was the writers and speakers on
the Liberal side, who first insisted upon
this. But it is absurd to ussume, as Mr.
Macpherson does, that when defending
the Tories, it is enough to say of any ex-
penditure it l& uncontrollable ; or when
attacking thediberals, to assume that any
increase of (the controllable expenditure,
or any alleged insufficiency of reduction
of that expe%d.iw‘is conclusive evidence
of extravagance.\/An increase of the un-
controllable expenditure is much the
more serious matter, and the Government,
by which it is made, must be held guilty
of the most reckless extravagance, unless
it can show that such increase was in-
evitable, or was certain to conduce to the
public good.

The increases in the uncontrollable ex-
penditure, whica have been many and
enormous, have all been made or caused by
the Tories, with the single exception of
the cost ot the Supreme Court. Mr.
Macpherson tries to make out, as Sir
Samuel did so unfairly at the Quebec
banquet, that Mr. Mackenzie is responsi-
ble for the increases which took place in
his time. These increases were caused
by carrying on the works on the C.P.
railroad and the canal enlargement to
which the Tories had committed the coun-
try. Mr. Macpherson says that with re-
gard to the Pacific Railroad, Mr. Mac-
kenzie was bound only by the terms of
the original treaty. This is true, but that
treaty, the terms of which were by royal
proclamation incorporated in the B. N. A.
Act, bound Canada to have the whole
road buil within ten years from the date
of union. Onerous terms and absolutely
incapable of fulfilment, but strictly obli-
gatory in so far as they could be iulfilled.
What the Tories bound Canada to do, Mr.
Mackenzie must attempt if he would pre-
serve the faith and honor and credit of
Canada, or he must obtain a modification
of the terms. The much abused Carnar-
von terms, as they are called, although
never ratified by Parliament—weze calcu.
lated to make more tolerable the burden
imposed on the country by the Tories.—
Mr. Mackenzie failing to find a company
willing to undertake the work, felt bound
to commence it as a public work. For
the_ debt so increased, not he and those
who opposed these dreadful terms of
union, but the Tories, who forced them
on the country, are responsible.

But says Mr. Macpherson, Mr. Mac-
kenzie left merely fragments of railways
and of canal works, which should have
been finished. The Tories have mow
been nearly three years in office, and no
one of the canal enlargements is yet com-
pleted, nor is the railroad from Th

d

fost utility. A government may reduce,
or stop such expenditures, and yet be
very extravagant. Mr. Macpherson does
not understand ; or, perhaps, he imagines
that others cannot understand, what is so
very plain. The Mackenzie government,
when it took office in 1873, found the
country committed to several large expen-
ditures, and found that, unless the duties
were increased, there must be a deficit.

They increased the duties, and did all
they could to reduce the expenditures.
Despite all their efforts, the controllable
exdenditure was, according to Mr. Mac-
pherson, $12,128,534 in that year. The
year after they reduced it by more than
half a million, although some of the old
Tory undertakings were still a burden on
them. The year following they had a
surplus, and, as the districts represented
by Liberals had besn much neglected dur-
ing the whole Tory reign, they undertook
several important improvements in those
districts, and, indeed, wherever the public
interest demanded, and in that year, ac-
cording to Mr. Macpherson, they spent
$12,207,902. Finding then, that, owing
to the general business depression, the
revenue was declining, they reduced this
expenditure by nearly a million, and in
the year after by $310,000 more.

In the North West, which Mr. Macpher-
son excludes from his calculations, they
acted with the same wisdom and prudence.
In the year 1873-4 the expenditure was
$931,984, They proceeded to organize
the mounted police force, and to make
several necessary treaties with the Indians.
The expenditure was thus increased until
it reached $1,151,110, but this they re-
duced in the year following to $774,835°
In 1878 it increased about $120,000, but
even in the year 1879-80 it grew to $1,.
175,169 under Tory rule. Part of this,
however, was for food to keep the Indians
from starving. i

The Mackenzie government boast, that,
although the uncontrollable expenditure
increased during their five years by nearly
two millions, the total expenditure on
revenue account increased scarcely $200,
000, because, by their care and economy,
they kept it down.

Mr. Macpherson compares what he calls
the controllable expenditure of the year
1879-80 with the. like expenditure of the
year 1873-4, for which, as has been repeat-
edly shown, his own friends were account-
able, and with the following years, and he
makes the excess of expenditure under the
Mackenzie government appear to be—

In 1873-74 .. 81,112,777

““ 1874-75 -
1875 76
1876-77 239,642
1878-79 . 561,019

He skips the year 1877-8 because, even

acoording to his method, that would show
in favour of the Mackenzie government,
and he charges the Mackenzie government
not ohly with the year 1873-4, when they
entered office, and found so many obliga-
tions resting upon them, but also with the
year 1878-9, in which his friends expended
some six or seven hundred thousand dollars
more than the estimates. To make out
his case, too, he excludes the expenditures
in the North West, which are as much
under control as the greater part of the
expenses he choses to class as controllable,
because, if he were to include these, it
would be seen that even in 1879-80, in
which the Tories tried to make such a
show of economy, the controllable expen-
diture largely exceeded the controllable
expenditure of either 1876-77 or 1877-78.
In the year 1875-6 the Liberal govesament
having a surplus when the estimates' were
framed, and the expenditure in the North
West being exceptionally large, the con-
trollable expenditure was $13,366.012, but
Mr. Macpherson would find it difficult to
point out even in the accounts of that year
items which could justly be called extrav-
agant.
* Mr Mucp‘hcrson says that the deficits
during Sir Richard Cartwright’s manage-
ment of the finances amounted to six mil-
lions. That is not true.

And he asserts that the difference be-
tween the price obtained by Sir R. Cart-
wright for his four per cent loan, and the
par value of his bonds, and all the intgrest
payable on that amount is lost to Cahada.
A most absurd assertion.

We have given more space to Mr. Mac
pherson’s pamphlet than it is entitled to
The last seven or eight pages of it is an
elaborate attack on Mr. Blake, but this is
even less deserving of notice than his fin
ancial flounderings:

We have devoted more space to Senator
Macpherson’s pamphlet than we intended
—imore indeed, than it is on any grounds
entitled to, so shallow are its fallacies, so
obvious is its unfairness, but it may not
be amiss to copy from the Toronto Qlobe
the following table, in which the control-
lable expenditure in 1877-8, the last year
in which the Mackenzie Government man-
aged public affairs, and the estimates for
1880-1, and for 1881.2 are given. Mr.
Macpherson objects strongly to'a compari-
son between actual expenditure and esti-
mates, and such comparison would be un-
fair if attention were not drawn to the
character of the comparison, or if experi-
ence had proved that under a Tory admin-
istration the expenditure is generally less
than the estimates ; but the probability: is
that for the year now current,‘and for the
year which will commence on the first of
July next, supplementary estimates will
be brought down next session : —

A gentleman from that vicin-
ity informed us yesterday that at Snow-
ball’s establishment, in charge of Mr.
Jonathan Doran, about a half mile below
Shippagan Gully, salmon are being canned
as well as lobsters. One day last weék
Mr. Henry Burbridge, Superintendent of
the canning at thisestablishment, put up25
salwonaveraging 17 1bs, eagh, and onThurss
day afternoon last, six salmon were brought
in, one weighing 30lbs. The salmon fishery
at that place is an altogether new industrys
it being supposed heretofore, that only
lobsters could be gaught there. The
catch of lobsters is excellent all along the
coast.

The Local Government vs. the
Sheriff of Gloucester.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance :
Sir : — The dismissal of Mr. Vail,
Sheriff of Gloucester, is, at the present
time, creating considerable discussion, and
judging from the information elicited
therefrom, there: cannot be a doubt but
that the act is one that reflects anything
but favourably upon the present Govern-
ment by whom he was appointed to the
office. It will be remembered that at the
time Mr. Vail received the appointment,
the Caraquet Riot was in full blast, while
the person who then held the office was
either afraid or unwilling to perform
his duty, and no other man could be found
in the county willing to accept the office
and perform i¢s difficult, dangerous and
anything but desirable duties. What the
inducements were that the Government
held out to Mr. Vail to leave his comfort-
able home in Sussex, accept the office
with all its dangers and difficulties, and
remove to Gloucester, -is alone known to
that gentleman and the Government ; but
there is one thing the public may feel
assured of, and that is if Mr. Vail at that
time had even the faintest idea that in
the course of a few years ‘that same Gov-
ernment would ignominiously dismiss
him for no other reason than well doing
the work they at that time gave him to
o, he never would have accepted the
office. Since the days that Messrs. Tilley
and Mitchell handed the reins of power
to the present Government, what deeds
and acts have they not been guilty of to
hold unto and retain power? How often
have its members—after they had found
that their Government had become dis-
tasteful to the country — intrigued and
plotted one against the other with leading
members of the Opposition, and after they
had succeeded in ousting their prescribed
friends from office, take to their virtuous
bosoms the very men, who, a few short
weeks, before had been the londest in de-
nouncing them as guilty of all the political
sins that a corrnpt Government could be
guilty of. The latest act of this descrip-
tion, it will be remembered, was the ex-
pulsion of Messrs, Kelly and Stevenson
from their body a few yweeks. before the
last general election, after they had found
that the Protestants. of the Province,
learning wisdom by experience, could
not be again duped by their spurious
cry for the people to rally for the
defence of the Free Non-sectarian
School Law, whick they had bestowed
upon them, and which was once more in
danger from the attacks of its Roman
‘Catholic enemies.. These Electioas, it is
well-known, resulted adversely to the
Government, but though defeated at the
polls, they were not deprived of their
ability to intrigue and plot for the main-
tenance of their'power, their offices and
their salaries. As it was the Roman
Catholics that they feared most, they de-
cided to offer two vacant seats in their
body to members of that religious persua-
siom, e hope that by so doing, they
would m#ke friends of -their bitterest and
most determined opponents. Consequent-
1y the Hon. Robert Young was deputized
to carry on the intrigue, and as a proof
of his ability to successfully deal with
men who were willing to sacrifice principle
and honor for place and power, the Freder-
icton Gazette, in a very short time, con-
tained the appointments of the Hon.
Michael Adams, as Surveyor General and
the Hon. Mr. Landry, as Commissioner of
the Board of Works. What private
arrangement Mr. Young made'With these
gentlemen with respect to the Govern-
.ment’s future course in dealing with the
questions that had so long agitated the
public mind, and in which they so materi-
ally differed in their opinions from their
new friends, is not ‘known, but it was
currently believed throughout the country
at the time, that the price these gentlemen
had demanded for stultifying themselves
to save from destruction the rump of our
dishonest and corrupt Government, was,
that such radical changes were to be made
in the Free Non-sectarian School Law as
would satisfy the religions scruples ot

Well, several years have passed since that
time, but up to the present moment no
radical changes have been made in the
Schodl Law: which remains upon the
Statute Books of our Province the same
in substance and epirit as it was before
those patriotic gentlemen joined the Gov-
ernment. It has been said, that although,
though fear, the Government have not
altered or amended the law, they, in
several places, have winked at its open
violation, thereby proving that they are
governed by no fixed or settled principles
except it be to hold on to the spoils of
office, and to do that, they are prepared
to change their religious as well as their
political opinions whenever they find that
by so doing they can still hold on to New
Brunswick’s flesh pots, which, is the shrine
at which they wounld long wish to wor-
ship. Although Messrs. Young and
Fraser would not allow Messrs. Adams
and Landry to tamper with their Non-
Sectarian School Law, they .found that
they would bave to sacritice something in
connection with that hateful Statute to
pp the Bi scruples of
those religious and honorable men, so,
after mature deliberation, they came to
the conclusion that they could do no bet-
ter than to allow them to work their will
upon Mr. Vail, the obnoxious ~Sheriff, of
Gloucester, iin the hope that by 80 doing,
they would allay the ire of the Roman
Catholics and, not arouse the indignation
of the Protestants of the Province. That.
this most disvepatable move of the Gov.
er t will plish the object fer
which it was intended,’ time alone will
tell, but if it does, a few short years must
have worked a wonderful change in the
disposition 8f the people of this Province.

To the Editor of the Miramchi Advance :—

SIR :—TIt is well known to all thinking
men in New Brunswick that the most cor-
rupt and dishonest Government that this
Province has ever been cursed with is the
one who at present is at the head of its
affairs.

St. Jonns, N, F., May 28th.—It is re-
ported that the ice pack travelling south-
ward is one of the heaviest that has ever
passed Newfoundland. The southern end
of the pack is about in lat. 36.40 north,
and from the average rate of its sonthern
drift it must within a few daya intercept
the track of all ocean steamers running be-
tween Great Britain and several parts of
the United States. Concurrently with
this vast ice tield, and wending their way
southward over the great banks of New
fosndland are countless icebergs of un
wonted size. During the last two days
several have passed within sight of the
highlands of St. Johns. One was 2000
feet in length and 500 feet in height.

A Washington despatch of the 30th
May says : Secretary Blaine and Sir Ed-
ward Thornton concluded on Saturday
prolonged negotiations in regard to the
outrages upon American fishermen at
Fortune Bay, Nfld., in January 1878, and
at a later date at Ashler, C. B. The
American claims for losses by several fish-
ermen aggregate £103,000.° The agree-
ment between Secretary Blaine and Sir
Edward Thornton is that the British
Government shall pay £15,000 sterling in
gold coin, and this Government will give a
receipt in full. The money will probably

promptly distributed among the rightful
owners. Nearly the whole amount goes
to Gloucester, Mass.
