The eighth annual meeting' of the
National Council of 'Women opened in
London, Ontario, May 16th, gome 100
- delegates being present. Ladx, Taylor
presided. A letter of greeting
- Aberdeen, a,ceom;zgnl’e«f‘ik
ivy leaves, with National Council
colors and Lady Aberdeen’s . favorite
motto, ‘“Altior,” which were presented

.-to each-member of the executive.
" A letter was received from the man-
agers. of the woman's depa;-tment of
the Pan-American exhibition, inviting
the National Council to visit Buffalo.

Encouraging reports were submit-
ted from the officers and various mat=-
ters ‘of business discussed.

A public reception was given to the
Council of Women in the City Hall in
the evening. The hall was exquisifely
decorated. 7

Routine business was disposed of on
Friday, 17th, and Saturday morning
_was’ devoted to some phases of  the
subject of education, which was
brought before the council by a na-
_tional committee of teachers appoint-
ed in Victoria, B. C., at its last meet-
ing.  After a lively discussion the fol-
‘lowing resolution was unanimously
carried: “Resolved, that in the opin-
ion ‘'of the National Council of Women
of Canada it is advisable that a do-
minion certificate for teachers should
be obtainable.”

A second educational resolution
which ~ had been sent” by the
Montreal local council was as follows:
“That the National Council of Women
of Canada, believing that the main-
tenance of-the high standard of purity
of speech and accent is an important
factor 4n -the development and classi-
fication of nations, and that in Canada
the value of a correet use of :the
mother tongue is not sufficiently .re-
cognized, do suggest to local counens
that, in the training of the young,
more attention be given to the modu-
lation of the voice amd to the entinci-
ation of English. snd [further, that a
definite standard: of Engiish:  speech
and accent be recognized . approxl-

y as is the rule for all -
guages, to  the best usage In the
country whence it is derived;  and
that this recommendn.tlon be under-
stood to apply also ‘to the use of the
French language by Canadians of
French descent.”
