AND O’BRIEN & BALDWIN

REACH AGREEMENT

Settlement to Cover a
Period of Three Years

Mill Now

At a conference held Friday evening
between representatives of the Granite
Cutters Union and O’Brien & Baldwin, a
satisfactory agreement was drawn up
and signed by both parties.

Tt is understood that the Union modi-
fied some of the demands made in their
bill, but the main features were acceeded
to, and the men will-now work eight
honrs per day, with increased pay.

It is stated that the utmost harmony
prevailed during the negotiations, and
the long struggle of nearly three months
is ended to the entire satisfaction of the
parties concerned in the settlement.

The bill signed Is to cover a period of
three years with a provisio: for five
months notice in case of any desired
changes. The mill resumed operations
Monday, with an immmense lot of orders
which will be rushed out to meet urgent
demands. New machinery and improve-
ments will be added to the mill, and
the company will greatly increase its
output.

The public feel relieved, as the situa-
tion was becoming serious. Up to this
writing it is not known what steps the
other manufacturers will take, but it is
expected that the bill will be signed by
all the firms this week.

Repatriation

A few days after the Hazen govern-
ment came into power, theyv signed an
agreement with a London newspaper
giving it the sum of $2,000 for one year’s
advertisement of the province, setting
forth its claims for immigration.

SYNOPSIS OF
T CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

Any even-numbered section of Dom-
jnion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan
and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not re-
served, may be homesteaded by any per-
son who is the sole head of a family, or
any male over 18 years of age, to the
extent of one-quarter section of 160 acres,
more or less.

Application for entry must be made in
person by the applicant at a Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-agency for the dis-
trict in which the land is situate. Entry
by proxy may, however, be made at any'
Agency cn certain conditions by the
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister of an intending homesteader.

DuTiES.---(1) At least six months’
residence upon and cultivation of the
land in each year for three years.

\2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, perform the required residence
duties by living on farming land owned
solely by him, not less than eighty (80)
acres in extent, in the vicinity of his
homestead. He may also do so by living
with father or mother, on certain condi-
tions. Joint ownership in land will not
meet this requirement.

(3) A hom&teader intending to per-

form his residence duties in accordance]

with the above while living with parents
or on farming land owned by himself
must notify the Agent for the district of
such intention.

At midnight it was finished by
the government printer, at a quarter to
one, or forty-five minutes later, it had
been read a first time. The debate of
the second reading took place on the
afternoon of June 3rd, and the measure
pfxssed through all stages hefore two
o’clock the following morning on June
4th reached the Senate and after a few
hours debate was unanimously passed.
The bill provides a pension of ten shill-
ings a week to people over sixty-five
years of age. -
