' Many Canadians Follow Prie-
oner Across Border—Fear-
ing that Thaw Will Be Kid-
napped Guards are Em-
ployed to Watch Hotel.

Colebrook, N. H., Sept. 11.—Twenty-
five Canadians, several of them op-
ponents of Willlam Travers Jerome
since his arrest in Coaticook last
week on a charge of gambling and
others from Sherbrooke where Harry
Thaw received such an ovation in
court have followed the fugitive
across the border into New Hamp-
ghire, and revived with their coming
the intense partisan feeling so evident

. While Thaw was in the Dominion.
Jerome denounced one of them in
public today.

Their presence in Ceolbrook en-
livened what was otherwise a typi-
cal Thaw day for those who have
been following the erratic course of
StamfordWhite's slayer gince his
escape from Matteawan on Sunday
morning, August 17. There was no
court proceedings. Thaw’s arraign-
ment being put off by mutual consent
until ten o'clock tomorrow morning;
and Thaw’s lawyers apparently think-
fng him safer in the custody of the
sheriff 'than at large. 'abandoned

their attempt to release him on a writ

v '&Mﬂ Thaw's hotel were
increaged tonight from 12 to 20. All
were armed and under the direction
of Chief of Police Charles - Kelly.
The chief appointed his deputies yes-
terday after hearing stories that Thaw
might be spirited away.

Thaw Closely Guarded.

Groups of Canadians stood about
the hotel corridors and on the street
corners throughout the day and closely
followed Thaw on the two trips he
made from his room. The first of
them was to the barber shop; the
second to the office of his counsel,
Thomas Johnson, Two automobiles,
engines running, stood at the curb
in front of the office all the time
Thaw was within. This so alarmed
the police chief that he and his men
he was brought down and escorted
him to the hotel.

Mr. Jerome spoke with a smile to-
night of the camp followers from
across the border, but added that he
had heard apparently authentic re-
ports that some of the more emotion-
al of the Thaw sympathizers from
Canada had spoken seriously of lib-
erating him,

Jerome's denunciation of the parti-
san from Coaticook occurred in the
Monodnock House where Thaw 1is
housed. The man, a partisan who
{nterested himself in working up evi-
dence against Jerome on the gambl-
ing charge, of which he was accused,
asked to be introduced to him. Jerome
. looked him over coldly then spoke
acridly, bitterly, of his experience in
Coaticook, naming the man as the
ringleader. Therée was a moment of
strained silence, then Jerome turned
his back.

Thaw’s progress down Main street
to his lawyer's office this afternoon
drew the entire village and environs
to the scene. Every available vehicle
in town was pressed into service;
windows along the way were black
with heads. Thaw, head erect and
smilng, walked beside huge Sheriff
Drew. Behind them trotted the small
boys of the village; ahead frisked a
small yellow dog yelping delightedly.
From a second story window a small
girl tossed Thaw a bouquet of sweet
peas, But there was no cheering.

ENGLISH FIAM
ETS. CONTRACT
FOR TURBINES

Underbids American  Steel
Companies and Will Build
Machinery for Big U. S.
Battleship,

i

Washington, Sept. 11—An English
builder today was awarded the con-
tract for turbine drums for the new-
est American battleship, No. 39, at a
little more than one-third the price
offered by the lowest American bid-
der. The accepted bid, $567,436, was
submitted by New York agents of the
Cyelope Steel and Iron Works, Shef-
field, Enggland.

It is exceptional for the Navy De-
partment to send a contract abroad,
but Acting Secretary Roosevelt held
that the action today was justified by
the tremendous difference between the
English and American prices. The
Sheffield bid includes the payment of
duty and by giving the work to the
foreign builders the United States
saves more than $100,000.

There were two American bidders,
the Bethlehem Steel Company, $169,-
568, and the Midvale Steel Company,
$160,272. The Carnegie Company, the
only other domestic concern equipped
to butid the drums, did not seek the
contract, &

OF MR, THAW

Opposition Press Gives Unre-
served Praise to Minister of
Justice for Prompt Action—
Popular Move.

Ottawa, Seut, 11.—How general is
the endorsation of Hon. C. J. Doher-
ty's action regarding the deportation
of Thaw is seen in fomment appear-
ing in the opposition press which
strongly commends the Minister of
Justice’s action to uphold the dignity
of Canadian administration. The new
Liberal organ, the Montreal Telegraph
commends hs action, while the To-
ronto Globe says: “Mr. Doherty is to
be congratulated.”

After stating that “the Acting Min-
ister of the Interior,’ (Hon. C. J.
Doherty) terminated the Thaw case
with a decisiveness that will please
public opinion all over Canada, the
Toronto Star concluded by saying:
“Hon. C. J. Doherty and W. D. Scott,
chief of the Immigration Department,
deserve the country’s thanks for us-
ing the strong hand and ending a sit-
uation that needed ending.”

The government organ in the capl-
tal, the Free Press, is even more pro-

d in its dation of the
firm hand shown by the Minister ™
Justice when it says: \“In the matter
of finding a flaw in the law about
Thaw, Hon. Mr. Doherty seems to
have proved himgelf as expert as the
expensive lawyers who have been fat-
tening on the Thaw millions.

“But we are more inclined to con-
gratulate the Minister of Justice on
his bravery in sweeping aside all red
tape, and particularly on his subse-
quent declaration following the carry-
ing out of his definite Instructions: I
take the full responsibility.’

“The Free Press has felt even since
that Thaw thrust himself upon this
country uninvited and began to syste-
matically bedevil our legal machinery,
that what was needed was some
strong man to take hold of the situa-
tion, and act. In Mr. Doherty that man
was found.”

Such complimentary remarks from
opponents Indicate the sentiment re-
garding the firm stand taken by Cana-
da’s Minister of Justice in meeting an
awkward situation.

“The plant we plan,” said Mr. Doble,
“will have a capacity of 1,000 barrels
per day at the start, and will employ
150 men. Its exact location I am not
at present at liberty to state, as the
purchase has not been finally closed.
The establisment of the plant, how-
ever, you may announce as certain.

As indicated in the last annual re-
port of the board of directors of the
Canada Cement Company, submitted
on December 3ist, 1912, we have had
some difficulty in the location of a
site on which we could operate -to
pay. There is marl in New Bruns-
wick, but it is not of the right qual-
ity. Limestone, too, is plentiful about
St. Johm, but in this case again the

The report as regards & St. John
plant reads as follows:

Following the policy of your com-
pany to serve as efficiently as pos-
sible the entire Dominion, your man-
agement has endeavored to obtain a
satisfactory property in New Bruns-
wick, and its engineers have examined
all the prospects in the vicinity of
St. John, but we regret that none of
these properties have proved satis-
factory. Your engineers, however,
are continuing their search and we
trust that during the present year
they will find somewhere in New
Brunswick a suitable property which
will justify our constructing a mill
in that province.

“For instance,” continued Mr.
Doble, “we considered for a while the
Green Head property and an island
property on one of which I think a
plant i§ now working, but we turned
them down. Since that time we have
secured what we wanted and although
1 cannot give you a date for the start
of operations you are at liberty to
say that a plant will be built.”

With the mill now building at Medi-
cine Hat the St. John establishment
will be the Canada Cement Co's four-
teenth in the Dominion. At present
the cement trade in Canada is feeling
something of the general depression,
‘although it was about the last indus-
try affected. Very little American
cement is now coming into Canada
because business over there is now
enjoying the best year it has ever
known.”

Limestone, Mr. Doble added, is fav-
ored over marl by cement manufac-
turers because of the greater depth
of deposit which sometimes runs to
75 feet, and because it contains &
small percentage of water. Marl, with
45 per cent water, is expensive to dry.

The Canada Cement Co. has total
assets, according to the last annual
report, of $32,830,667.47. Its net prof-
its for the year ending December 31,
1912, were $1,394,676.75.

POTATO CAOP

It is Estimated that it Will Ex-
ceed that of 1911—Railway
Officials Preparing to Handle
the Crop.

Arostook potato crop this year will he
the largest ever raised in Maine and
will exceed that of 1911—which holds
the record—by more than 3,000,000
bushels, Growers here estimate that
the crop in Maine this fall will ap-
proximate 26,000,000 bushels.

MANIAG TAKES BARK TO SEA

Escapes Chains, a Giant
Swede Sailor Becomes In-
sane—Cuts Crew at will
and Takes Charge of Bark

Philadelphia, Sept. 11.-—Somewhere
in the Atlantic ocean, mastered by a
maniac and manned by a frightened
crew, the Norwegian bark Ravensport
is rushing, possibly to destruction, ac-
cording to a story told today by Cap-
tain Janeen of the steamship Admiral
Schley, which arrived from Jamaica.

THE DEATH OF MAYOR GAYNOR.

The death of William J. Gaynor re-
moves one of the most interesting per-
sonalities on the North American con-
tinent, and at the same time stills the
activities of one of the best Mayors
who ever held office in America’s larg-
est city. When he sailed from New
York for Europe on Thursday of last
week he was a very sick man. Only
the day before his departure he was
tendered an independent nomination
for the Mayoralty, and, although he
had his address of acceptance pre-
pared he was too weak to read it and
this duty devolved upon his secretary.

DIARY OF EVENTS

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

. Francis I, King of France, who laid
the foundation of French colonization
of Canada, was born on this date,
Sept. 12, in 1494, He succeeded Louls
XII, on the throne in 1515, a few
years after Denis of Honfleur had
visited the coast of Canada and de-
cleared the whole region annexed to
France. This formed “a basis of
claim to territory and possibilities of
power which might have made Fran-
cis the greatest of Eyropean sover-
eigns and his ‘Field of the Cloth of
Gold’ a reality rather than a pageant.”
Francis was an ambitious ruler and
was eager to extend his empire in
the new and unknown régions.
Jacques Cartier won the King’s favor
for his schemes, and when that Bre-
ton mariner returned from his first
voyage Francis was stirred to wild
enthusiasm by new visions of empire.
The monarch was so pleased with the
result of Cartieg’s second voyage,
when King Donnacona and nine Indl-
an chiefs were brought back as visible
trophies for his royal eye, that he
made Cartier captain-general of New
France, and appointed the Sieur de
Roberval first viceroy of his New
World empire. The latter’s attempt
to found a settlement ended in priva-
tion and failure. Francis died in 1547,
De Roberval was soon afterward lost
at sea or slain by the Indians, and
for half a century the attempt to
found a New France beyond the seas
was abandoned.

FIRST THINGS

THE GATLING GUN.

The first of those terrible engines
of warfare known as the Gatling gun
was invented in 1862 by Richard Jor-
dan Gatling, who was born in North
Carolina ninety-five years ago today.
Gatling, the son of a rich planter, was
well educated, and early devoted him-
self to scientific work and mechanical
experiments. His first device was a
screw propellor for steamships, on
which, on applying for a patent, he
found himself anticipated by Ericsson.
Next he contrived a machine for
planting rice, wheat and other grain
in drills, which proved highly success-
ful. Having used his inventive génius
in such a manner as to assist in feed-
ing and preserving humanity, he next
set about the task of contriving a
machine for killing his fellows, There
were crude rapidfire guns in use
when Gatling turned his attention to
the subject, but they were of little
practical value. The Gatling gun soon
led to a revolutionizing of artillery,
and until his death ten years ago the
inventor devoted his time almost ex-
clusively to perfecting and manufac-
turing that formidable weapon, which
has been adopted by all the armies
of the world, Tens of thousands of
graves, now attest to the deadly ac-
curacy of the slaying machine invent-
ed by Gatling.

Hon, Herbert Henry As-
quith, prime minister of Great Britain,
will celebrate his sixty-first birthday
today. It is generally predicted that
the statesman will soon find the cares
of office, the trials of leadership and
the heckling of the suffragettes too
great a burden for one of his years,
and will retire to the House of Lords.

Several Witnesses Heard
Prisoner’s Story Substan-
tiated by Evidence °of
Girl.

The case of John Travis charged
with wandering about Pond street
Saturday night last, and not giving a
satisfactory account of himself, was
resumed in the police court yesterday
afternoon with Daniel Mullin, K. C,
representing the prisoner.

The evidence of the defendant was
resumeg. and he said he would not
swear positively that Officer O'Leary
took hold of him before asking him
questions. He denied that he had
been arrested in the West End for
sending in a false alarm of fire.

Mrs. Wm. Breen, owner of a home
cooking and ice cream store on Brus-
sels street gave evidence that she saw
Travis last Saturday about noon, and
then in the eveming between seven
and eight o’clock eating ice cream in
her store.

About 9.20 o'clock that evening she
saw Travis at her store, and was talk-
ing to him. She gave Travis 70 cents
about noon on Saturday to purchase
gramophone records. for her.

Miss Mary Lavigne called, testified
she lived with her gister at No. 2 City
Road. Travis called for her at the
store on Brussels street where she is
employed about 9.30 o'clock Saturday
night, and five minutes later they took
a car for her home. She and Travis
were setting on the door step when
the fire alarm sounded and together
they went to the scene of the fire
on Dock street. They looked at the
blaze for a time and then returned to
her home and set on the steps until
11.30 o'clock, when Travis left her
and went along Pond street towards
Mill.

This evidence substantiated that
given by Travis on Wednesday.

Mr. Mullin said that there must bhe
some reason given for taking this
young man in custody as he has glven
an account of himself. The chief of
police says he does not wish to dis-
close his hand, but there is no evi-
dence against the -prisoner and he
should be dismissed.

Officer O'Leary asked postponement
until the recorder returns to the city,
and the case Wwas adjourned for a
further hearing.

The street work of the city this

Wentworth street where permanent
work has been done by the Street
Railway in connection with their
turnouts opposite the King Edward
school, has been reopened to traffic.

Report of Alfred Dobell and
Company States Supply
is now Equal to the De-
mand.

Notwithstanding the mill strike at
St. John, the timber market report of
Alfred Dobell and Co., of Liverpool,
under date of September 1st, states
that importations of New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia spruce to the Mersey
and Manchester have been heavy. The
slock now stands at 31,620 stds,, be-
ing 4,300 more than for the same
period last year. The report adds:
Canadian Woods—Waney board and
square pine arrived in small quantities
The consumption was
slightly below the average. Stocks of
waney are ample. 3
Oak—The arrivals, which were on
contract, met @ good demand at steady
prices.

Rock Elm—The import consisted of
parcels per liners, chiefly to Manches-
ter.

Birch—Logs—Small parcels from
Quebec and Halifax arrived. There
was a steady enquiry and values are
firm. Planks—The arrivals were be-

was a steady consumption, stocks are
ample for present requirements.

As they
looked out from their stores they saw
