memory of Clement C. Moore, whose
joyous Christmas poem, “A Visit From
3t. Nicholas,” has spread the Santa
Jlaus legend throughout the world.

At a certain set hour on the after
noon of the day before Christmas, one
thousand chilkdren congregate at the
Ohurch of the Intereession (New York
City), to partic 4 in an amual fes-
L ervice consisting of the singing of
Christmas hymns by the children, and
the preachi of a sermon specially
prepared by the rector for the occa-
sion. After the service at dusk, they
proceed in a picturesque procession to
Trinity Cemetery, to the grave of the
belowed Christmas poet, Dr. Moore.
The children, singing as they go, car
ry colored lanterns, which greatly en-
hances the beauty of the joyous scene.
Upon reaching the grave, they each.in
turn place on a floral offering, as a
tribute to the memory of the man who
gave to the children of many genera-
lions a most delightful Christmas gift
—in his Christmas poem.

Clement C. Moore, son of the sec-
ond Bishop of New York, was born in
1779 and educated in New York City.
In early Mfe he was willed a large
piece of property—now known as the
Chelsea District, in the heart of New
York—then, a vast estate with beauti-
ful lawns and groves surrounding a
stately mansion which was the late
poet’s home until a short time be-
fore his death.

Dr. Moore was a profound scholar

I now velunteered to knit socks
for the soldiers. The St. John's
Ambulance Society furnished me
with yarn. I knit several pairs
of plain socks and was eomplimente
on my work. I felt very gratified,
for I was requested to knit more and
was to receive 20 cents a pair for
the work.

I began to make and sell socks to

rivate customers as well as knitting

r the Ambulance Society. In a
domﬂnntively short time I had my
machine paid for. I was Bow making
$15.00 a week in my spare time. My
wife was able to buy elothing and
shoes for herself and the children.

This story would be incomplete
and convey a very wronmg idea if I
did not make it plain that I could
not have accomplished all I have
without the valuable help of my
better half, Mrs. Monaghan.

$125 Earned in Spare
Time

In about eightecen months from
the time I started knitting I had a

surplus bank account of $1£5.00.
Our house at this time consisted
of a two roomed shack on & rented
lot. T decided now to buy alot on
‘which to move my shack. Iselecteda
beautiful locality and arranged easy
terms of payment, the price being
$475.00—8100 cash and the balance
$10.00 a month. I kept on using the
Auto Knitter steadily in spare
time to add to my incorle, and in less
a year my property was paid for.

{ Rail Haul Makes It Quite Impossible to Secure Sup-
plies from Nova Scotia.and Other Canadian Fields —
Difficulties in Way of Using “Home"™ Coal Are Entire-
ly Those of Transportation.

{By C. A. MacGrath, Chairman of the
Internatiopal Joint Commission.)
| Canada possesses very large sup-
{ Blies of coal. Near the Atlantic coast,
incipally in the Province of Nova
otia, there are fairly extensive de-
Pposits. A small quantity is found in
the adjoining province of New Bruns-
wick. The ooalfields of Alberta and
British Columbia are of far greater ex
tent. In the former provinoce the lig-
Mite seams extend eastward into Sas-
Wwatchewan and Mantioba., Mt 48 true
fhat there i® a small amount of lig-
pite a short distance south of Hud-
's Bay, in Ontario, but it &s entire-
remote from any of our transporta-
gion lines. Writing merely from mem-
ory, I believe that with our present
fpopulation of, say, nine millions, Can-
\@da has a much greater tonnage per
‘Bead than any other country in the
{world, and, assuming a population of
180 millions, I do not think Canada
Woyld have occasiom to worry about
/el 2,000 years henoce.

The present difficuity in supplying
industrial Canade—Ontario and Que-
ilec—with Canadfan coal is ¢ransporta-
| $lon—the long haul from Nova Scotia
or the much longer one from Alberta.

Owing to their distance from tihe Oan-
adian ocoalfields, both the former pro-
vinces have been obtaining their fuel
from the neighboring States, principal-
ly Pennsyivania. The rail hayl from
Pittsburg to the great St. Lawrence
drainage system of wabers which form
the boundary between the two coun-
tries is comparatively short. Thence
the oocal is carried up and down that
system mainly from Lake Erie ports,
and distributed to Canadian peoints.
The normal annual of it
uminoys coal from the United States
in pre-war days was between 10,000
000 mnd 14,000,000 toms; duning the
war ¥ amounted to 18,000,000 toms,
the fmport of anthracite for domestic
use remaining uniform at about 4,500,
000 tons. It has been the custom for
scme years to send Unfted States bit-
aminous coal up the Great Lakes to
Port Arthur and Fort William for use
on Canadian railways westward to
Winnipeg and even bayond. However,
that is not likely to continue much
tonger. Pennsyivanian anthracite coal
likewise has been used very largely in
the Camadian West. As the war pro-
ceaded the coal situation in America
became more acute.

The Recent Gritlcal Situation.

The fuel situation, both in the Un-
frted States and Canada, for some
months past hes been rather critiosl,
not on acoount of any fallure on the
part of thé mines to supply the ocoal,
but owing &ntirely to the inabllity.of
the tranepprt system in the U
States, through insufficlent equipment
resulting from the war strain, to meet
the country's transportatoin needs| For
months past the coal-mines of the Un-
ited States have besn unable to ob-
tain a eafficient number of cars.to
meet the demands of both countries.

As a result, the InterState C
Commission had to step in, and regu-
late the supply, and place an embargo
on the export of coal to Burope. The
transportation system in Canada has
not suffered in that way. Throughout
the war it was always able to meet
the counttry’s need, and has been in
the same position since. The resulit
of the state of affairs in the States is
that industries in both countries are
threatened with a shortage of fuel
the winter. l
Crises in the fuel supply occur per
iodically owing $o various world con-
ditions, and are aided sometimes by
the “business acumen” of the consum-
er. Buying in the cheap market and
solling in a dear one is a very good
theory, but oocasionally it may lead
to disorder and evem disaster. Maay
consumers seem to think thet a coal
mine can be closed down and themn
opened up again to suit their conven-
ience.
The question will always arise,
“Why do we mot supply ourselves
from our own coalfields?” While it
ts possible to take coal from Alberta
to Ontario # seems most improbable
that this method will ever be adopted
owing to the very great distance the
coal would have to be carnied by rail,
which would add very materially to
its cost. In fact if anything of that
nature should come about it would
indicate unsound trade relations be-
tween Canada and the United States,
which would be regrettable,
On the other hamd I quite foresee
the use of Nova Scotia coal in Ontario
and Quebec. It is entirely a matter
of transportation. Previous to the
war coal from Nova Scotia to the ex-
tent of two million tons per annumn
was brought up the St. Lawrence riv-
er for use in.the Montreal district.
This traffic ceased during the war ow-
ing to the commandeering of the ves
sels by the Admiralty; and the coal
miners enlisted to such an extent that
the Nova Scotia output fell by 'at
least two million tons,
The Canadian domestic fuel situa
tion, as I see it, is very similar to the
conditions obtaiming during the per-
iod immediately preceding the intro-
duction of the telephome: in other
words there will be some development
whereby our own dituminous coal and
lignites will be used quite extensively.
The methods for using them are stili
incomplete, It may mean the by-pro-
duct oven, the gas being distributed,
and the coke uwsed to supply outside
localities. By products plants may
be established at large central points
in industrial Canada, the bituminous
coal being obtained either from Penn-
sylvania or—if transportation condl-
tions permit—carried by water, say,
from Sydney. Nova Scotia, to the
Great Lakes,

The Alberta Lignites,

The lignites of Alberta have been
very largely supplying the demestic
needs of our prairie provinces for sev-
eral years. The briquetting of the lig-
nites is now reoceiving considerable
attention. The provinces of Manitoba
and Saskatchewan have joined the Do-
minion Government in an investiga-
tion uder the chairmaship of Cotamis-
sioner Ross of Montreal. I understand
they have a binder which they claim
is going to solve the difficuity. It
will be of immense value, especiaily to
Western Canada. The authracite coal
from the United States owing to exist-
ing prices will be forced out of Mani-
toba. As it is, without any treatment
L!m lignites have given great eatisfac-
tion. The difficoity with many of
them is that they deteriorate in sum-
mer if improperly stored. Here
again the consumer stands in his owp
light. He waits for the winter before
getting in his supply. The small
amount that each individual user re-
quirea for domestic purposes can
\largely be protected even if it is nme-

For simple wooden crosses no longer
mark the soldiers' resting places, but
now gathéred together with their com-
rades they He each in a distinctive
grave, mariked by a durable head-
stone, on which is marked the sol-
dier's name, his regimental number,
the regimental badge, his rank, the
date of his death and the emblem of
his faith, A space is also reserved
for an Imseription of sixty-six letters
for the mext of kin, who m.y have
inscribed anything they decire, blo-
graphical, scriptural, or a gootation
of any nature.

The stome is the same for every
grave, whether it be that of a private
soldier or & general. The graves are
arranged 1n ordered rank, the hesd-
stones are set in & concreie base
which runs &long the heads Of all the
graves. In front of each stone is re-
served & small space for flowers.
There are no mounds, a long lawn
runs along between the rows of
stones.

Each cemetery is encompassed by
a wall, at the entrance gate of all but
the smaller ones small chapels have
been erected. At one end of the
cemetery is & Cross of Sacrifice, simi-
lar in design to that unveiled by Pre-
mier Melghen at Theles; at th- otuer
end is the Stone of Remembrance, at
cthe babe of which is inscribed a pas
sage from Beclesiastics, “Their names
liveth forevermore.’
