All the time McElroy was in court he
ehowed he was suffering, and to the ob-
esrver seemingly from the effecis of knock-
out drops or some other stupefying drug.

Here a startling discovery was made
by the official of that institution. His
clothing - was aearched. A Pullman car
check from Calais (Me.), to Boston, 2
cneck for baggage in Boston, a dime and
silk handkerchief were found. But no
clew as to his name.

He was then taken to .the bathroom.
Then it was found the man had been the
vietim of foul play, a murderous attack.
Ihe clothing was neat, evidently recently
purchased, the underclothing of good ma-
terial. Hig stockings were woo'len, kmit
by hand, and his shoes were marked “H.
T. Humphrey.” His shirt, vest and coat
were Dbloodwoaked. . .

Two deep wounds were disclosed, one
under the right shoulder blade, and the
other on the right forearm. There was
also a cut or bruise in the palm of one of
his hands.

More Wounds Found.

The wounded man was cared for and
then put to bed. He immediately drop-
ped into a deep slumber, which lasted
until 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon. At
this hour Dr. Francis L. Babeock, the jail
physician, aroused him for an e¢xamina-
tion of his injuries. Dr. Babeock found
McEhoy's right ehoulder blade broken,
the resu't of either a fall or a blow. The
wound at the back wae probed to a depth
of six inches. A second cut was alco
found on the arm. The  physician  ex-
pressed his opinion the wound in the back
waas made by a stiletto.

FORTY HORSES KILLED
N DOMINION COAL
00, FIRE YESTERDAY,

Workmen All Escaped Safely, But
There Was Not Time to Get
the Horses Out.

The Colliery is One of the Best Equipped
in Amerlcs, and Employs 1400 Men---
Fire Believed to Be Under Control Last
Night.

Sydney, C. B., Manch 19—(Special)—
About 345 o’clock this morning, fire
broke out in a part of a pit at Dominion
mine No. one. The men in the pit
were unable to control the flames, and the
fire departments of Sydney and Glace Bay
were called on' for assistance.

Forty horses were suffocated, but none
of the men are injured. The explosion
took place at the change of dhifts, and the
men all came out safely-

It was impossible to get the honses out

soon enough to escape suffocation. The
fire started in the north end of the pits

which was shut off, and in' this way the
fire was confined.
Only one compressor was kept working
to furnish motor power for the pumps in
the pit-
Smoke is pouring out of the main shaft
in huge volumes. " More than 80 firemen
are on the spot. as well as the mine man-
agers and hundreds of people from the
neighboring colilieries.
The conditions for awhile this evening
looked sérious, but it is now thought the
fire is under control.

It has
even been hinted that an actual communi-
cation has been received at The Hague
from Berlin that Germany will be unable
to tolerate the stoppage of international
traffic in case of a general strike. High
authority, however, denies this report.

Women Emigrants Coming Here to

Balfour — Canadian Three Per
Cents at 103—The C. P. R. and
the Beaver Line.

Montreal, March 19—(Special)—A spec
ial London cable to the Star says: “At
the meeting of the British Women’s Emi-
gration Association  yesterday, Lord
James of Hereford made a gpeech on the
Dominion of Canada, whose loyalty he
praised, and which, he said, was to be the
future home of millions of Britishers.

“Lady Frances Balfour, who is a sister-
in-law of the prime minister, deciared that
the ultimate intention of the women who
were emigrating was a matter of money-
The Canadians and South Africans, she
said, wanted English wives: Then the
loyalty of the future generation would be
assured.

“W. T. R. Preston alo aspoke. The
association has sent 8,000 women to the
colonies during the 20 years of its exist-
ence.

“The Morning Post has an editorial on
Canada, in the course of which the opin-
jon is expressed that Canada’s system of
government has attained a remarkable de-
gree of efficiency. It defines the cabinet
as a superior sort of a commercial and in-
telligence department, but says the pre-
dominance of business men in politics is
not altogether a boon. The Post says it
is now universally admitted that political
morality is nmon-existent in Ontaria, and
that both parties are guity. The article
finally concludes by remarking the Ameri-
can epoily system is the bane of Canada’s
life, and advocates that the legidature be
deprived of the digpensation of patronage.

“Tt is officially stated the Allans have
secured the mail contract for another
year.

The Governor-General.

“A midnight last night a party of more
than 100 peopie from the east end of
London started from Fuston station,
bound for Canada. They are all assisted,
the money coming from the east end
fund. ! :

“A high official of the colonial office
informs me that no communication has
as yet been received from Lord Minto
about his prospective retirement. It is
thought probable he may stay on for an-
other year. The power of nominating his
sucoessor rests absolutely with Mr. Chem-
berlain. No names have yet been com-
sidered.

“Canadian three per cents, are now gell-
ing at 103. They are the only colonial
bonds that have advanced in price during
the past three years. The three per cents.

There
has been a shrinkage in other stocks.

Tt is announced here today the C. P. R-
Company have insured the Beaver line
steamers at a rate of four guineas, against
the rate of seven guineas paid last year-
The hazardous nature of navigation on
the St. Lawrence, it has always been held,
made such a low rate as four guineas im-
practicable. The Beaver ships, for 84s.
per £100, are insured against all risks.
This is at an average of £500 for 15 re-
turn trips.”

Ottawa, March 10—(Speeial)—It was a
quiet day in the house., The estimates
were proceeded with and the house ad-
journed at 6 o’clock.

1n reference to - civil gservants getbing
the statutory increase Hon. Mr. Fielding
gaid that every clerk who was entitled
to it got the increase.

There wae some diseussion as to recent
judicial appointments. The minister of
justice was accused of holding some of
the appointments. back. R. L. Borden
said that ®an appointment of a judge in
Manitoba was delayed in the interests of
the opposition.

The eenate will adjourn tomorrow until
April 15. Today was devoted in the up-
per chamber to a discussion of min‘sterial
changes, but nothing beyond what was
otated in the cdommons transpired.

Ask Tariff Incease,

A delegation from the i{Canadian Man-
ufadturers’ Association to the number of
about 50 waited upon the government to-
day and urged an immediate revision of
the tarifi. The ministers present were
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. Mr. Fielding,
Hon. Wm. Paterson and Jon. Raymond
Prefontaine. Senator McMullen was also
present.

Secretary Younge read @ caraefnlly pre-
pred memorial in which the mnecessity of
adequate protection was set forth on the
principle of taking the tariff out of pol-
ities. It was for the general benefit of
the country, it was urged, that immedi-
ate tariff revision was asked. It was
pointed out that conditions had changed
gince the present tarifi was put in force
in 1804, and the interest of every class
of the community ~demanded a change.
Prosperity would' certainly follow an ed-
equate readjustment.

Canada was being made the dumping
ground for United States manufacturers.
The importations of these now amounted
to $120,000,000 annually.

The «hief complaint against the British
preference was that by its operation Ger-
man goods found their way into the Can-
edian market; othenwise it was advisabie
that our importations should come from
Britain rather rather than from foreign
countries. Tt was pointed out that some
Canadian  industries  were seriously
threatened, and it was urged that the con-
ditions as regards agriculture, commerce
and mapufacture, required speedy and ad-
equatte revision of the tariff.

Mr. Fielding Wants Them Public.

Mr. Birge, president of the association,
gaid that the association had a echedule
prepared recording certain changes, and
when they were complete they would be
presented to the government in confi-
dence.

Mr. Fielding—“In confidence? We are
anxious the public ghould knmow what is

roposed. 'We would like the information,
but the public should be informed as to
the case. I don’t think we ought to take
the information in confidence.”

Mr. Birge—*“We may as well be frank.
A section of the public is gtill wedded to
the old free trade idea.”

Mr. Fielding—You ought to try to ed-
ucate the public.”

Mr. Birge—“We are. T we were sub-
mitted to fair criticiem in the press we
would not mind making the schedules
public. But I repeat we wish them to
be used in confidence.”

Myr. Fielding said that the government
could only accept recommendations for
public use. y ,

Representatives of & number of indus-
tries were heard and pressed for higher
duties. ; '

In reply, Mr. Fielding gaid that it wase
disappointing that the association  did
not eend in its proposals for changes, as
this was expected, after the last inter-
view the executive had with the govern-
ment.

Marine Department Report,

The report of the marine department
was issued today. Deputy Minister Gour-
deau says that fthe amount expended in
the various branchew during the year was
$1,431,371 compared with $967,484 in the
previous year. This does not include the
expenditure for civil government which
was $61,183 for salaries, and $9,063 for
gontingencies.

The expenditure of the marine branch
totalled $1,501,618. For the fisheries the
expenditure was $303,627, or a grand total
for both branches of the department of
$1,805, 245. The amwount voted by par-
tiament for both branches was $2,088,824,
eo that the expenditure was $193,579 less
than the amount voted.

The expenditure for the maintenance
of lights and coast service was $537.373,
construction $158,714, compared with $578,-
812 for lighthouse and coast gervice in
the previous year. The expenditure on
this cerviee was $140,471 less than ‘the ap-
propriation. The total pumber of light

DR.CHAS. TUPPER
SEEKS DIVORCE.

AMERICAN NEWSPAPERS
SCORED BY CHANCELLOR
- JON BUELOW THURSDAY.

The Prime Minister Says One Paper
in Particular Tried to Get Them
in Trouble With Uncle Sam.

Germany Well Satisfied With the Outcome
of the Venezuelan Matter --- Oppusition
Member Scores Germany's Ambassador
to the United States.

Berlin, March 19—In the reichstag to-
day, during the discussion of the foreign
office seotion of the budget, Baron Von
Hertling, Centre party, referred to the
Venezuelan affair. He sald public opinion
at first demanded action, since Germa ny’s
honor seemed endangered, but after action
had been taken, apparently with success,
public opinion changed and doubts arose
as to whether it was necessary for Ger-
many to risk so much.

Chancellor Von Buelow, in his reply,
said: “The Venezuelan matter wes, from
the very beginning, neither a question of
territorial acquisition nor_ of glory for us,
but of a settlement through extra i
means, of business which had been com-
plicated by the debtor’s untrustworbhi-
nesg whereby, of course, the maintenance
of our honor played a part. ‘We were
able to establish our claim only through
common action with England and Ttaly.
It was not merely a question of arranging
the matter in hand, but of giving a warn-
ing which would serve for the future.
The mere monéy standpoint must not
count in such cases. We dare not submit
to breaches of the Jaw.

“But of course the Veneguelan case was
exceptional. We shalll not alwyays dispose
of such matters through force, but our
action will depend upon special eircum-
stances. We found ourselves in a dilemma
but mobody can reproach us with acting
without sobriety and calmness. We had
t6 take care that our relations with other
powers should not be disturbed through
this relatively subordinate matter- There
was no lack of attemphs to create such a
disturbance. 1 here refer, of course, to
no government, but to the press, which
attempted to engender ill will between the
governments at London, Berlin and Rome
on one side, and the Uited States on the
other. The most ungrounded and silliest
rumors were circulated, as if we designed
to land troops, make conquests or violate
the integrity of the South African re-
publics. In such lying Jegends one Ameri-
can paper was specially great.

“These perfidious attempts to sow dis-
cord were frustrated through the loyalty
of the cabinets and the eonfidence in the
honesty of our policy. These fantastic
and malicious stories, to our satisfaction,
failed of their intended effect. Our rela-
tions with England and the United States
remained intact.”

Von Buelow then summarized the terms
of the protocol. “We attained what we
wanted and what, under the circum-
stances, was attainable. The action against
Venezuela was inaugurated without a fan-
fare of trumpets, but with all necessary
vigor, and was carried to the end without
weakness and within expedient bounds.”

Mhe chancellor then turned to the
Dreibund, saying: “It will be renewed
unchanged at the proper time, which
proves it is not an accidental or tempor-
ary constellation. Its object is the main-
tenance, the strongest, the most lasting
and the most elastic alliance.”

Professor Hasse, of the Leipsig Uni-
versity, Pan-German and National Lib-
eral, said: “I am not satisfied with the
settlement of the Venezuela affair. A for-
mal expiation has ‘not occurred. The
moral effect of our co-operation with
other powers and inviting the intermedi-
ation of Amenica will be to increase Am-
erica’s reputation, while ours sinks. I
attnibute the hostile attitude of the Vene-
suelans to American fntervention. The
behavior of our minister, Sternburg, has
been of such a character that the United
States should pay his salary.  He even
ventures to place President Roosevelt on
the same plane with the German emperor.
Why, that is an incredibfe lack of national
spirit- One can really call this gentleman
Germany’s expiatory envoy to the United
States.”

Chancellor Von Buelow, in the course of
a second speech, repelled Professor Hasse's
assertion that Germany could have
achieved more in Venezuela, and defended
Baron Von Stenburg against the atfacks
made uwpon him.

TRIAL.

Detective Puts Written State-
ment by Postmaster John.
son in Evidence — Chiffer-
ton Tells How the Theft of
$500 Was Planned — A Re-
markable Story.

' Dalhousie, March 17—(Special)—The pre-
Siminary examination of Postmaster John-
son on the charge of stealing money from
the post office commenced this morning
before Stipendiary Magistrate Smith. H.
¥. MclLatchey appeared for the post office
authorities and W. Albert Mott for ac-
cused. :

George H. Chifferton’s evidence was as
gollows: “I lately resmided in Goldrock
{Ont.) and formerly lived in Dalhousie.
1 left for the west on August 12 last. I
knosv the mccused, J. A. Jobmson. I
&mew him -before I went west. I remem-
ber hearing of the tobbery of the Dal-
housie post office last summer. I know
about this robbery. About a week pre-
vious to the robbery I was in the post
office for my mai), and while there the
postmaster said to me, ‘Do you not think
there is an easier way of making money
than working?’ 1 answered probably there
is. He said, ‘There is a pretty good haul
‘in here some nights: If we could get it
we would be all right” I answered it
would not be all right if we were caught.
He said ‘we won’t be caught, no fear.’

“A few days after the postmaster asked
ane if I had been thinking the matter
over. We might just as well have it as
not- I answered it was pretty risky. The
follewing night he spoke about it again.
fHe said, ‘There is a pretty good haul to-
might.” I asked him how much there was.
He answered ‘nearly $400.° 1 said better
wait, it may be better some other night.

“The next night he asked me to come
in and I went and asked if there was
anything for our house. He answered,

- “There is something for our house to-

night.” I asked how much. He answer-
ed $500 or more; he asked me if I would
take it~ e said ‘the bolt will be torn
off \the window and the drawer broke.
‘All 'you will have to do is step in and
take it. Will you come?” He said every-
thing would be all right. I answered yes.

The Robbery in Detail.
“He took me where the registered let-

#wo before the robbery he told me all 1

ake too much noise. He said, ‘I will
ar off the bolts and have them on the
oor and it will look as if they were pried
Af.

“The robbery took place on 30th July
ast. ‘About 10 o’clock p. m. I climbed
over the north fence of the post office and
svent through the window. I gave the
sash a push and the window went open.
T'he window opens inward and when in-
aide the post office I found the drawer
perviously shown me by the postmaster
broken just as Johnson wsaid he would
ieave it.

“l took the money out of the drawer
and went out of the building the same
way as I came in. I went home and
vounted the money and found there was
©428. - I kept the money in my room that
night tied up in a handkerchief. Next
morning I hid it in a barn and went to
the post office that nrght. The postmas-
fer told me he had wired the inspector
ebout the robbery and some one will be
there -tomorrvow.’

“The following mnight Johnson said
“somebody is here, be careful and not
take any liquor; if you get drunk you will
tell” The night following he told me .the
detective was here and said ‘you must
natch and be careful how you move ar-
ound.” He told me 1o keep the money for
one week until talk died out. I kept
the money for neardy that time. He asked
me how much there was. I told him the
amount. He answered $214 each; that’s
wll right. Give me my half any time you
like.” I answered tomorrow night.

“The mext night I gave him one-half of
the money in the post office. On asking

F MR. TARTE.

Premier Deals With Former Minister's Defection, in the House Debate—Mr. Tarte Makes
His Statement—Galleries Crowded Because of Interest in the Matter.

Ottawa, March 18.—(Special)—Today’s
sitting of the house of commons was taken
up with the explanation of the prime
minister on the ministerial changes and
the debates thereon. There was nothing
that was new in the etatement of the
Premier and Mr. Tarte did not add any-
thing to what he has already said on the
subject.

As for the leader of the opposition, he
apparently did not take very much com-
fort from what was eaid: o' the consti-
tutional . question ‘and therefore drifted
into a discussion of the fiscal poiicy of{
the government.

The Premier's Statement.

As it was known throughout the city
that Mr. Tarte was to reply to the etate-
ment which the premier was to make the
galleries of the house were crowded. After
& few preliminaries, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
proceeded with his statement. The prem-
ler eaid that in modern times, an ac-
count of the publication of all the oc-
currences connected with changes as e
was about to announce, his statement was
not eo important as it would be at one
time.

The first intimation he had received of
the Tarte affair was in the month of
September when on the continent of
Xurope. He was told then that the min-
ister of publie works was pureuing a
course not consistent with the rules of
parliament, inasmuéh as he was advoca-
ting a policy which was at variance with
the policy hitherto followed by the gov-
ernment of which he was a, member.

“I thereupon,” said Sir Wilfrid, “order-

ed that all the Canadian newspapers
ehould be sent to me in London to await
my arrival there on my way back to Can-
ada. On thHe long passage across I had
abundant time to acquaint myeelf with
the new situation which had been created
by the action of my honorable friend, the
minister of public works, and I had to
come to the conclusion that the represen-
tiona which had been made to me cer
tainly required an investigation on my
part. .
The policy of the government on the
fiscal question was laid down during the
last eession by my honorable friend, the
fianance minister, in making ‘his budget
speech. Sir Wilfrid, then quoted from
the epeech of Mr. Fielding that there were
to be no changes in the tariff last ees-
sion,

“Mr. Fielding,” said Mr. laurier,
“speaking as he did, was giving the result
of the determined pelicy of the govern-
ment and that was that, for the present,
if there were to be no tariff changes,
and that the government was to stand by
that policy which was expressed on the
statute book; and that this was to be the
case until the condition of the country
required ‘a departure from that policy.

Mr. Tarte's Course.

“In the course of last summer, my hon-
orable friend (Tarte) entered into a cam-
paign advocating the immediate revision
of the tariff in the sense of higher duties
and more stringent protection. It mat-
ters not nvhether he was 1 favor of pui-
ting the tariff up or down, the important
thing was .as far as the constitutional
question was concerned, that being a mem-
ber of the adminietration, he was bound
to stand by the -policy laid down by the
cabinet.

The premier went on to say that while
all the members of the cabinet might not
be in accord on a given question, atill
when it was decided to take a certain
ceurse then all the ministers were pledged
to do so, no matter what their personal
views might be.

“My honorable friend,” said Sir Wil-
frid, “did not follow these rules, he took
another course and I think he will agree
with me that the language is hot too
strong when I say that he started upon
a campaign for the purpose of advocating
a policy in favor of immediate revision of
the tariff in the sense of higher duties
and higher protection.”

“At a banquet of the manufacturers’
association in Halifax, he had declared
for such a policy and repeated it at Can-
anoque, Chatham and several other
places. It was mot an isolated expres-
aion.”’

This, the prime minister contended, left
him no other course than to conclude that
the conduct and language of Mr. Tarte
made it imperative on him to take im-
mediate action, therefore, the day after
his arrival in Ottawa, namely, on October
19th, he- had an interview with Mr.
Tarte at his own house. The following
morning Mr. Tarte called upon him at the
prime minister’s office -before Mr. Tarte’s
departure for Toronto, where he was to
epeak that same evening. Next, the
premier called upon the governor-general,
acquainted him of the situation and the
judgment he had formed upon it, and
then met his colleagues the same day.
That was on the 20th. On the following

day, October 21st, he received by mail a
letter from Mr. Tarte.

“Immediately upon receipt of this,” Sir
Wilfrid wrote Mr. Tarte, telling him of
the conclusion ‘that we had arrived at.
“Upon this,” concluded the prime minis-
ter, “the portfolio of public works being
vacant and also the place in the cabinet
ocoupied by Mr. Tarte, I asked the assent
of my colleagues to my recommending to
his excellency, advice which was accept-
ed. The calling to the minister of public
works of my colleague who was then.min-
igter of marine and fisheries, Mr. Suther-
land, and to appoint to the portfolio of
marine and fisheries the honorable mem-
ber for Maisonneuve, Mr. Prefontaine,
who has since been returned for that con-
stituency.” (Ministerial applause),

What Mr Tarte Had to Say

Mr. Tarte followed. . He said that upon
Sir Wilfrid’s return he met him in the
city of Montreal on the 18th day of Octo-
ber, and it was agreed both of them should
be in Ottawa the following day, Sunday.
On that day Sir Wilfrid telaphoned him
tha¥ he would come to this (Tarte’s) house
at 5 in the evening. He did so, and
thereupon informed him that his speeches
durning the summer on whe fiscal policy had
annoyed several of the ministers and were
causing trouble to him. He thought Mr.
Tarte should not have taken the position
he had. “I informed him at the outset,”
said Mr. Tante, “first that I had no desire
to remain any longer a membei ofgthe ad-
ministration, that in fact I had warted till
he was backs to hand in my resignation.
I then endeavored to explain my position
to him, not with a view to asking to be
kept as a member of the cabinet, but to
make my position clear to him. I told
him that I thought a cabal had been or-
ganmized against me, and that under the
circumstances I was sure he would under-
stand why I had no desire to remain any
longer a member of the cabinet. 1 said
fo him: ‘My resignation is in your hands.
Just now you are a sick man; I am in the
best of health, take my resignation at
once, today; do not worry, appoint in
my place anybody that you like. I will
do everything that 1 can ito save worry
and trouble to youm.

“These were the very words I used.
The prime minister did not agree with
that view. He told me that it was pre-
ferable to leave things in abevance till I
was back from Toronto on Wednesday.
As he stated a minute ago, on Monday
morning, before I left for Toronto, I call-
ed at his office and he told me again to
wait until I returned from Toronto.”

Mr. Tarte then went on to say that on
his way up on the train he changed his
mind, concluded not to comply with the
premier’s wishes, but dictated a letter of
l::ﬁma’tion, which the premder had just

Joked When He Spoke About Cabinet.

During Sir Wilfrid’s absence, Mr. Tarte
admitted he had advocated for Canada a
policy that would give us the best avail-
able means for transportation and a strong
Canadian fiscal policy. But he was not
the only member of the government who
talked tariff since last session. Mr. Sifton,
in December, 1001, made beld to declare
in a gpeech in the west that there were
demands for increased duty on lumber,
woolen goods and agricultural implements,
but he could announce that the policy of

the government was that if these indus-:

tries could not live under the present
tariff, they had better shut up. E

“Mr. Sifton,” continued Mr. Tarte,
“who had not been excommunicated for
that utterance, undertook: in September
last to circulate an interview broadcast all
over the country, an interview in which
he took strong grounds against any in-
crease in the taniff.”” And from that date
the attacks of the ministenial press began
against him. It was then he understood
what was going on, and decided to leave
the government. Accordingly, he met his
colleagues at an informal meeting of the
cabinet, presided over by Mr. Scott, and
announced his determination; but his
friends represented to him that it would
be better for him to wait until the prem-
ier returned. !

Mr. Tarte then proceeded to quote from
the Sunday Sun, Montreal an interview
with Mr. Blair. ‘

“I never had such an interview,” said
Mr. Blair, “and never authorized the
publication of it. I was amazed when I
heard that one had been published.”

Mr. Tarte concluded by expressing the
hope that Mr. Sutherland would give his
atiention to the transportation question.

Mr. Borden.

R. L. Borden said that the speech of
Mr. Tarte was an evidence of the indefi-
niteness of the Liberal policy. Last ses-
sion of parliament Mr. Oliver said that
the tariff was to be revised and higher
duties nmposed, yet no one contradicted

.him. He (Borden) wae present at the

Montreal banquet of the Canadian Man-
ufa@turers’ Assodcia'tion when Mr. Tarte
made one of the strongest protective
epeeches he had ever heard. At the same
banquet the minister of finance made a
noncommital speech. It was plain that
the government did not know what their
policy was. ‘

It was also evident that Sir Wilfrid
had not been made aware of the speeches
of Mr. Sifton in which, said Mr. Borden,
“Mr. Sifton declared that the duty on
woolens, lumber and agricultural impie-
ments was not to be increased. It was
a matter of forgetfullness on the part of
the first minister or othenwise Mr. Sifton's
resignaftion would be asked for.”

“Then there was Mr. Blair, who de-
clared in- favor of a transcontinental rail-
way, and yet the minister of milways was
atill in the cabinet.”” Mr. Borden said
that the premier was not always very con-
sistent on the: question of the tariff. Sir
Wi'frid bad etarted out in public life
with protectionigt views and later on had
declared that free trade was the u'timate
goal. While still later he said that free
trade was impossible in this country.

The leader of the opposition said that
he wae opposed to the formation of a
cabinet holding conflicting views. It was
not & good thing for th» country to have
a minigtry that either had no policy or
they were frightened to say what their
policy was in thie connection. He sa‘d
that Mr. Prefontaine declared to the elec-
tors of Terrebonne that Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier was in favor of protecting Canadian
industries, while about the same time
Mr. Fielding was making a totally differ-
ent statement in the contest in Yarmiouth.

The Premier Replies.

Sir Wilfrid, replying, asked if. it were
Mr. Borden’s conception of parliamentary
governmentt that upon rising as the leader
of the government to make the usual ex-
planation as to the ministerial  crisis
which took place some time ago, he must
launch into the fiscal policy of the govern-
ment. There would be no sense in that,
but he could tell Mr. Bordem, to satiefy
his fastidious curiosity, that the policy
of the government was what it was last
vear as annoumced by the minister of
finance: there had been no changes since.

Sir Wilfrid admitted that in the young
and verdant days of youth he was a pro-
tectionist, holding the same heresy that
Mr. Borden holds today, but there were
other men against whom the charge of in-
consistency migh't lie. What schould ne
say of a man who was once a Liberal and
became a Conservative. He would not say
who the man was, but leave it to the
opposition leader himself to point out the
moral of the tale,

Sir Wilfrid said that Mr. Tarte should
have waited for the finance minister to
declare the policy of the government this
sewsion, and if Mr. Tarte was not eatisfied
with that he should have resigned when
the finance minister delivered .s budget
speech last session.

Sir Wilfrid said, in conclusion, that it
was with regret he had to take the posi-
tion which he had taken with regard to
Mr. Tarte’s utterances, but his interpre-
tation of the parliamentary system of
government left him no other coumsé to
adovt. i

The Finance Minister,

Mr. Tarte craved the indulgence of the
house to meke a few words of perwonal
explanation. He reiterated that he never
intended to advocate a policy which he did
not think was the policy of the govern-
ment last session. And why did not the
acting premier, Sir Richard Cartwright,
tell him he was wrong?

The firance minister followed. He de-
clared vhat his budget speech of last ses
sion contained no promise beyond the en-
gagement that there would be no rewision
of the tariff at that session. .

‘Wihat should be done in another session
was to be decided when that session
came. Whether there would be tariff
changes this sesdon or not was a question
to be considered and would be dealt with
in due course. :

He did not impugn Mr. Tarte’s good
faith, but he certainly did deny that he
(himself) had made any promise of tariff
revisions this session to auy of the depu-
taitions referred to.

“Will the minister of finance undertake
to say,” asked Mr. Tarte, ‘“that he did
not itell several deputations wiho came here
asking for am increase in the tariff to
wait until next session?”

‘“Nio,” answered Mr. Fielding, “I never
made any statement which would convey
the impression that the government
bound iteelf to do anything with regard
to the tariff this year.”

The debate was continued by Memsrs.
Maclean, Bennett, Monk, Northrup, Bell
(Pictou), and Osler, after which house
adbuqed.

MONTREAL WANTS A
23 KNOT SERVICE,

Board of Trade Thinks Government
Hardly Justified in Giving a Sub-
sidy for Less Than a Weekly
Service,

Montreal, Manch 18 — (Special) — The
board of trade council today, respecting
the government’s invitation for proposals
for the performance of a fast line service
between Camada and Great Britain, de-
cided that anything shont of a 21-knot ser-
vice would be most unsatisfactory, and
detrimental to the commercial interests of
(anada; and fuvther, that it is doubtful
whether the government would be justified
in granting a subsidy unless a weekly ser-
vice, with a speed of not less than 23
knots, is secured.

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BALLARD ON TRIAL

Dover, Me., March 18—The feature of
the trial of Edward Ballard, in the super-
ior court today, ior the murder of Martin
Stanton at Eagle Lake, on October 11, was
the testimony of Ballard in his own be-
half.

Reformed Dutch and- German Branches
to Join Oldor Body.

-

New York, March 17—The Reformed
Duteh church, the oldest in New York,
has been notified by an influential ele-
ment of the Pmsbyterian Church South
that that body will make overtures to-
ward organic union with it. The Southern
Presbyterians do not take steps to unite
with Northern Presbyterians because of
the change in the Westminster Confes-
sion made by the latter. On the other
hand, the Cumberland Presbyteriaus,
meeting within six weeks, and about as
strong financially and numerically as the
Presbyterians South, will make overtures
to the Presbyterians North for organic
union, solely because the latter did change
the confession. The Reformed church is
not especially inclined to act upon ‘or ac-
cept the overtures it is receiving.

There is an unusual movement toward
union among Presbyterians and their
allies, the Reformed Dutch and German
branches, and it is emphasized by over-
tures to be pressed this spring from
united Presbyterians, associate reformed
and several emaller Presbyterian bodies,
asking for one genera! assembly to repre-
sent all Presbyterian bodies, each individ-
ual body to be permitted to retain its
name and manage its own misisonary and
other internal affairs. All of these Pres-
byterians and reformed bodies are to hold
a meeting in this city early next month.

IN - HOUSE.

Speaks Vigorously Against
Proposal 10 Retire Sir Oli-
ver Mowat—Says it Would
Be a Crime Against Ontario
—Vigor and Fire in His Ad-
dress—Cheered by His Fol.

lowers.

Ottawa, March ]7.——(S|pecial;_——-1n the
house today Hon. Mr. Mulock introduced
his bill for the eettlement of railway dis-
putes. It was read a first time.

W.F.MacLean,East York,said he proposed
to call attention to a grave condition of
affairg in Ontario, where a pOhtlca‘I'cnslg
existed which was draw.ng the notice of
all Oanada. Certain circumstances had
been made public which reflected on the
moral and political tone of the province;
the honor of 'the province anu its poli-
ticians was involved. At ‘the present mo-
ment the lieutenant governor had ex-
ceeded his term but be was still holding
office, a thing which was most improper.
Besides, his health was such that be was
not able to discharge the duties of his
office.

In 1895, Mr. MacLean said, quoting from
Hansard, Hon. David Mills had amoved a
resolution declaring that the practice of
allowing lieutenant governors to temain
in office for long periods after their terms
had expired was ‘‘an abuse of authorily
calculated to impair responsiple govern-
ment.”

The cases of which the s.iberal opposi-
tion was then complaiming were those of
Governors Tilley in Neaw Brunswick, and
Schultz in Manitoba, and the then member
for Bothwell had argusd that if the gow-
ernment intended. to.~era'n them in office
new commissions shou.l be issued so as
to put them beyond thz power or influ-
ence 'of the federal government,which could
remove them at any’ time after their five
years was up.

Mr. MacLean said he had mo objection
to the minister of trade and commerce
getting the position wor to his setting up
one of those petty courts to which he re-
ferred in his speech in 1895, but lhie called
upon the government to put a man in the
office who could perform its duties, and
pot keep Sir Oliver in the position  he
was in today.

The Premier Shows MacLean is Wrong,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier regretted that Mr.
MacLean had not shown him the cour-
tesy of the usual notice, but waived it n
view of that gentleman’s position in tae

house and his place as the leader of a new -

party. He did not believe Mr. MacLean
had read the constitution of which he
claimed to be the champion, for if he had
he would have known that a lieutenant
governor was not appointed for any term
of years but during the pleasure of the
governor general, and the section wof the
B. N. A. act went on to say that for five
years they should pnot be removable ex-
cept for cause, but after that their tenure
was in the hands of the governor gemeral.
In 1895 the facts were that two gentlemen
had been allowed to remain in office, not
for days or months but for years after
the expiry of the five year term was-end-
ed and under these circumstances it was
right that the opposition should have act-
ed as it did. There had never been
a case where a lieutenant governor had
been replaced immediately after the end
of five years. Was ‘the government to
be told that in the vase of an old and
venerable public man like Sir Oliver Mow-
at it was to use the axe?

Mr. MacLean aseerted that the licu-
tenant governor of Ontario was not in fit
health to perfbrm his duties. Had any-
thing ever been said in the press againet
the mental capacity of Sir Oliver Mowut?
Not a word. It was well known that his
mind was clear and bright. If he was
physically incapable of occupying the posi~
tion, he had too high a sensz of honor to
occupy it for one day longer tham he
should. (Liberal cheers.)

Would Be a Crime, Said He.

“There is a «crisis in Ontario today,” the
premier went on. “Is this the time to
remove from the helm a2 man of such ex-
perience, of such knowledge, of such broad
honor as Sir Oliver Mowat? Besides, if
we ‘were to remove him I think we would
be doing a great crime against the prow-
ince. If we nvere .to take away the uge-
ful and experienced hand though enteebled
by age, it would be a crime against On-
tario. It would be the better duty of the
hon. gentleman who raised thig question
to- wait until the crisMs has passed before
he calls on the government to remove Sir
Oliver Mowat drom the position he honors
and adorns. .

The unspeakable fury
inspired by such a blow in the nature of
a man of strong personality; the brutal
tmnmerin.g of the victim continued to the
limit of human strength and etopped only
at the dictate of exhaustion; the sudden
succeeding horror and reaction impelling
to the futile effort at concealment of the
corpse; the: pitiably puerile attempts at a
complete erasure of the trial; flight, and
then the cold review of the act during
aucceeding daya, the tragically calm self-
admisison of guilt and recognition of the
ultimately unevadeable penalty, the sense-
less heat of anger succeeded by the clear
headed weighing of the chances in the
case, and then a complete acceptance of
the condition inrposed by his own deed
and a readjustment of his future to meet
the consequences thereof. Here is the
penciled outline of the guilty man.

If there is kicking -to be-done over the
matter of ‘a terminus Tiere ‘or across the
line, St. John' will do but a small portion
of ‘that kicking. The whole country will
kick, unless any new road that may be
built is built wholy on Canadian soil,
touching only Canadian ports. Commereci-
ally an- all-Canadian line is sound policy.

WHERE WILL IT END?

The British navy estimates are spoken
of as unparalleled in time of peace or war.
While there i# a general feeling that the
increase in the armaments of the princi-
pal Kuropean powers is excessive and can-
not be maintained at the present rate,
each is eo distrustful of the others that
the rising pressure continues and the
dominant note is that of preparedness for
war. The British estimates for the next
fiscal year - contemp.ate the creation of
vessels which alone will constitute a pow-
erful fleet. The cost of construction will
exceed that of last year by $30,000,000.
The plan is to build, or complete, six bat-
tle ships, eleven armored cruisers and
eighteen minor types, lay down the keels
of three battleships of the greatest dis-
placement, four firat-clase and thiee third-
c.ass cruisers, four scouts, fifteen torpedo
boat destroyers and ten submarines. This
is a tremendous programme at a time
when no”diplomat of standing will admit
that any conflict of importance is lkely.
The New  York Herald in discussing the
British programme notes the fact that the

becxetary of the Admiralty, in submitti: \g. :

the estimates, explained that ‘‘the great
competition and rivalry of the sea Pow-
ers continued to make necessary such an
enormous outlay.” He deemed the ex-
penditure necessary if Great Britain is to
maintain her supremacy at sea. A lead-
ing member of the opposition admitted
that the outlay was unavoidable, but ask-
ed if France, Russia, and Germany, the
Powers responsible for the ever increasing
preparations for war could not be ap-
proached with a view of limiting the fleets
of the leading nations.

The Herald, which is most pereistently

advocating a greater American mnavy,
doubts whether the nations interested

woud consent to any such proposal. It
says in part:

But is this release, this relief possible?
For years the aspirations of honest men
the world over have turned toward a geu-
eral disarmament on land and sea, and
they have hoped for such an agreement
to deal:fairly that the insurance against
destructive war, represented by battle
energies, need not be placed. This splen-
did , deliverance may come -later. Indeed
when the slow, the very slow, but no' less
steady progress of peaceful arbitration is
studied this dream of the present may be
the reality of a happier future.

We must, however, tor our prcvtectlon
accept thlngs as the) are, ahd when the
nations of the world are governed by in-
herited antipathies, racial distruste and,
most patent of all, by trade rivalries, war
cannot be omitted from the reckoning.
No country recognizes this more cleariy
than Great Britain; and without adequate
sea power none has so much to lose nov
is any so open to successtul attack. To
guard the home shores, the lines of com-
munications, the outposts and the great
colonies. and dependencies her statesmen
have formulated a theory of exteneion
witich has broadened into a definite policy.
Primarily this is based upon the assump-
tion that the British navy must be at
least superior to those of any other two
sea Powers.

Or British progress the Herald saya the
already mghty sea of ‘Great Bii-
tajin evidently is not regarded “as sufli-
cient for her needs, measured by the dan-
gers aprehended, and the Admiralty is go-
ing forward, not tentatively , but with

force

. cury, anqp
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great strides. There 'must be good rea-
sons for this, for England is a practical
nation, and has achieved the mastery of

.the sea ~by something. more than good

luck. Her fleets are bheing reorganized,
notably
new home fleet; her naval reserves are
to be increased and her eea volunteer
corps_to be recruited. The whole system
of training and education has been revolu-
tionized. The new theory of war takes
in Japan as an ally to protect the right
flank of a long line that, facing Southern
and Western' Europe and foreign sphere
of iunfinence China, stretches from tihe
North Sea, through the Mediterranean,
into the lndian Ocean. The individual
ehips illustrate great advances in fighting
Dower.”’

The other nations, Germany in particu-
lar, keep increasing their yearly expendi-
tures for fighting ships in.spite of the
Hague tribumal and the growing horror
with which war is regarded. The Ameri-
cans dare not drop out of the race. They
give due weight to the idea that a na-
tion’s views arc regarded eeriously when
its  fleet is regarded ceriously, and they
build more ships. Where will it ‘end?
Will one great war bring the nations fo
their senses?

Perhaps
the motive was gain. At all events the
duty upon the police is none the less light.
Every possible clue should be followed.
It should be made more than ever clesr

that, in this comunity, murder is not a
safe trade.

The dieregard for
the theory that Mecllroy was the vietim
of foul play
placed on the railroad tracks at West-
wood, is based on a reasonable theory. It

is not denied such a thing was and is

poasible. It is not so many years ago
that another Maine man who bad been
drugged and robed in this city was put
faboard a train for home by his robbers,
who considerately bought a ticket for the
man and shipped him just before he had
recovered the effects of the drug admin-
istered. But that men who would, in ad-
dition to drugging, robbipg and etabbing
a man, go to the trouble of taking him
miles into the country to dispose of him
1s regarded as improbable. Murderers at
the North end ueually do their work in
a prompter and more business-like man-
ner. There are plenty of places in Dos-
ton, as in any greaé city, where a man
can be handily drugged and robbed and
more of it is done right here than thae
public has any notion of. But when stilet-,
tos are reeorted to .in adidtion there are
a river and harbor close at hand, to say
nothing of other places for the conceal-
ment of a man who is thought to be dead.

That McElroy was thought to be dead,
and placed by his assailants where he was
found, is more than probable. Uncon-
scious from the drug from the effects of
which he is still suffering, and with the
wound in his back which was found after
he had beem in the hands of the authorj-
ties for more than a day, he might rea-
sonably be expected to be beyond help,
and, if cut to pieces by a train, would
have died, perhaps, without ever a trace
of the true eecret of killing. That he re-
vived sufficiently to drag himself from the
track to the point alongside the rails
where he was found is also reasonable,
still assuming he was placed directly on
the track by those who are supposed to
bave taken him to Westwood.

The mystery is a deep one and, unless
ite chief figure is able to give very defi-
nite information if he recovers his senses,
bids fair to tax the best efforts ot both

.local and -state ‘authorities.

Passengers Tell of Accident

to Montreal Express, Bound

Here, Between Mattawamkeag and Brownville—Nobody

Was Hrert, But Rolling

When the Montreal C. P. R. express,
bawiing aloug towards St. John at 6.30
o'clock yesterday moming;  ‘was near
Hardy Pond, between Mattawamkeag and
Brownville, sometbiug suddenly went
wrong—a spreading raid, it is said—and
in a minute the train was a wreck.

Not one on board wes hurt, save that
two men had insignificant scratohes, but
there wis some damage to rolling stock-

The train was in charge of Conductor
Pales, of this city. There were engine
tender, postal car, baggge, first and sec-
ond class coaches and Pullman. The en-
gine kept the rails, the Pullman practi-
cally did the same; others of the cars left
the rails. but remained upright, while
the second class and baggage cars went
on their sides against an embankment. It
was “a good place”—for an acident, as
there was no fear of a disastrous overturn
down a hill. []

At once word was sent to Brownville
and Mattawamkeag, and wrecking crews
were sent out. All day the work was
carried on, An guxliary track was run
around the spot where the second class
end baggage cars lay, and the Pullman
‘and other coadhes wWere placed on this and
brought tq the main track ahead of where
the trouble ocourred.

At 5 o'clock a start was made for the
aity, it being the same train make-up, ex-
cept that the baggage and secondclass
cars were left behind.

It was midnight when the train reached
i:erg, shortly following " the night Boston
train.

Among the s on board were
W. M. Jarvis and Alfred C. Blair, of this
city, and B. F. Pearson, of Halifax; Mr.
Lovitt, and a Liverpool gentleman named

Mr. Jarvis'and Others Tell of ths £ ccident.

OMr. Jarvis had the following to say
about the accident: *‘I was in the Pull-
man sléeeper occupying a-lower berth, and
opposite to me was Alfred C. Blair. About
6.30 o'clock the train stopped. "I felt
merely a slight jar, and at first scarce be-
lieved: an accident had happened. We
soon became aware, though, that some-
thing was wrong:, and upon investigating
saw the ears ahead of us, the first, gecond
and baggage cars, to be oft the track. We
were in a deep cutting, and the baggage
car had been jammed against the rocky
wall, and in this position had scraped
along for a short distance, pulling out the
bar -and damaging the Westinghouse
brakes.

“The first and second class cars were
clearly off the rails, and irom our car they
looked to be at an angle of 45 degrees.
Yet nobody was hurt. Only the forward
wheels of our car were off, and I believe
t‘;xle Jocomotive did not leave the rails at
all.

The Wreckirg Crews' Work.

“A wrecking train was sent out {rom
RBrownville, and our car was backed to
Lekeview, where we enjoyed excellent
breakfast, provided by the C. P. R. auw
thorities. The work of rerighting the cars
began with great promptitude, and was
well carried out by means of the poswer-
ful cranes and other special appliances.
The track and road bed were badly torn
up and it was necessary to lay a ghort new
track to enable the cars to be shifted.
Spreading rails, I believe, caused the acei-
»deﬂlt-”

Globe, formerly of Carleton But

Now in Kimberly, on the Subject.

Alexander Globe, of Carleton, who made
two trips to South Africa as a member
of the first contingent. and Baden-Powel:

Some of the graves are
isolated. At the time of interment of-
forts were made Mo place .3 mark upon
the last resting place of those who died,
but the facilities at hand -were extremely
crude. |

A wooden slab carved with the name
and regiment of the dead man, would be
driven into the soil which covered him,
while where half a dozen or so lay to-
gether a different plan would be adopted.
This wias to gather stones and place them
on the grave in such a position that they
spelt “Canada.” Frequently each letfer
would be over a foot high and the name
would extend from end to end of the
grave. But, according to Mr. Glcbe, these
were seriously affected by the torrent al
rains and winds of South Africa. The
stones have been washed away and the
wooden slabs have dropped or decayed.

COMMITTE

SIND COVE MURDER.

There Haye Been a Great Number of the Roving Kind About
Fairville During the Last Month—The Satchel Regarded
as Most Important—Mrs. Neal Buried.

A solution of the mystery surrounding
the death of Mrs. Margaret J. Neal seems
as far away as ever. The police are puz-
zled for there is apparently nothing from
mwhich they can get a start likely to lead
to explanation of her death. E

Coroner Berryman says it is one of the
most obscure cases with which he has
ever had to deal, but, as he told the jury
in adjourning the inquest until the 25th
inst., he hopes to then have gome evidence
which will be of material importance.

That Mms. Neal was murdered is now
regarded as a certainty. The theory puf
forward that the shaft of a carriage could
have hit her and inflicted the only inugries
which the post mortem revealed, is mof
thought reasonable, for the shaft would
have been driven into her skull, whereas
the skin is not even broken. Then that
would not explain ,the abgence of her
satchel, and this latter seems 'to be the
bringing-up point of all theories except
that of murder with robbery for the mo-
tive.

There was an idea that Mrs. Neal had
money, but if she had it was very little.

J. S. Gregory knew her all his life and he.

thinke that if she had $10 or-$12.it would
be all. Tt has been learned that some
years ago Mrs. Neal mortgaged her prop-
erty to Mr. Gregory for $200, but that

-} money she sent away to a brother in the

States. Mr. Gregory did not record the
mortgage deed until Tuesday.as he wish-
ed her to have full enjoyment of the prop-
erty until her death. He thought a good
deal of the aged woman and it wes he
who saw to it that her body was given
proper burial Tuesday.

Her funeral was held in the afternoon
and, after service conducted by xev. Jas.
Rogers, the body was interred in Cedar
Hill cemetery.

Tuesday the police investigated along
the lines of a theory that a patient from
the Junatic asylum annex might have been
out of the grounds and dealt the blow
which caused Mrs. Neal’s death, but they
found that there was nothing to back
up this idea for mone of the patients was
about at that time.

The favorite theory is that of tramps,

and ,in this connection the names of two |

men ‘have: .been used. These men
arrived in . Fairville more than a week
before the murder was committed. They
had been working at Lepreaux. It s
claimed they had m ‘at Mrs. Neal's
house, They are not to be found now and
about the only information which can be
had of them is that the police have reason
o believe their name has not been correct-
ly given.

Policeman Lawson, of Fairvile, is
working faithfully on the case and is not
leaving any stone unturned to attempt to
unravel the mystery. His search for the
miseing . satchel which the old lady had
when last seen walking through Fairvilie,
has taken the poilceman in every avail-
able place .in the vicinty of where the
woman was picked up by him Jast kriday
night. The woods and barns in the vicia-
ity have been thoroughly eearched by
Officer Lawson, but not the s.ghtest
thing can be ascertained.

When Mrs. Neal’s home at Sand Cove
was visited on Saturday the doors were
found to be locked, the kev had been
found in her dress pocket. When an en-
trance to the house was made everything
was found in the usual tidy manner and
there were no signs of Jhe place Yaving
been ransacked by any [persons. On a
dressing case was found about 50 cents
in change.

While in ' conversation last night Police-
man Laweon stated that since he has
been on duty in Fairville, he has never en-

late in the month, Policeman Laweon
locked them up for common vagréngy,
and when releasing them, warned them
to leave the community. They were with-
out friends and appeared to be little bet-
ter than the common run of tramps. They
did not heed the advice offered them and
early one morning last week appeared in
the Fairville round house, where they en-
joyed a wash. :
Then, ‘it is claimed, that the late Mre.
Neal latterly supplied with food a couple
of strangers who appeared at her home.

Not Seen Since Friday.

The men whom Policeman Laweon de-
scribes are young and dark. One is- tall,
wears dark clothes and dark felt hat.

We all pray for you to Mohamet and God.

¥eel your position. All of us are thinking
of you. “We send our love and offer our
prayers. We tried to clear you and en-
deavored to pay momey to the Turkish
government for the relatives of the dead
boy, so ‘that you might come home to us
pgaic. But we fouud that the law in
Murkey and the British law are not the

wame, and that the crime cannot be con-
doned with anything but your life. It was
sad and sorrowful news for us. We did
not’ think that our boy would ever be
guilty of murder, and if fate ordains that
you must die we send to you our blessing
and last farewell, and hope that, if you
are guilty, our God will forgive you. My,
dear boy, if possible, sénd us a letfer.
We hope this will reach you- before it is
too late.

Azubally did not go to the gallows an
innocent man.

The Crime,
° With his ekull battered in and his face
covered with blood from a great gash on
the. left side of his face, the dead body of
Lundore, aged 22, was found late in the
afternoon in the tunnel of the famous old
Tennycepe Mine, a short distance from
Noel. The horrible discovery was made
by two men who had been hunting.

They were proceeding along the road
toward Noel when they met Azuballey,
who was struggling under two large packs
which he had strapped acrose his back.
Shortly after passing him they found sév-
emal trinkets, such as are carried by ped-
lars, lying on the road sidé. They picked
them up, and after proceeding a short
distance further they saw emall patches
of blood, and from the surroundings it
looked as if a struggle had taken place,

On reaching the place where the blood
was they gained an additional clue, which
put them on the right track.

After they had gone about 40 feet the
body of Lundore wéds found. It was re-
moved to the surface, und then to Tenny-
cape, where Coroner Smith took charge of

The back of the ekull was crushed in
and there was a large wound on the face.

Azubally went to Tennycape and put up
at a house, where he intended to remain
for the night.

After Committing the Terrible Grime
the Murdress Sets Fire to
the House.

Desperate Woman Deliberately Walks Into
Burning Building andis Burned to Death
After Holding Her Would-be Rescuers at
Bay With a Revolver.

Penn Yan, N. Y., March 17—In a frenzy
of mania Mrs. James Strowbridge, of
Guyanoga Village, five miles from here,
today killed her daughter, aged 26 years,
and her mother, aged 80 years, and after
setting fire to the house in which the
bodies lay, deliberately entered it and per-
ished in the flames.

Exactly when or how the two women

were killed is not known. The first in-
timation the neighbors had of the tragedy
was this afternoon when Tirs. Strow-
bridge’s home was found to h: on fire and
immediately afterwards she was seen to
set fire to another house across the street,
in which her daughter lived, and also to
two barns in which there were ;i T.oad of
cattle and three horses. Wihen o party
_of men attempted fo, break open tiic barn
to release the animals Mrs, Strowbridge,
who was standing in front of her blazing
hox_gel Jbrandished a revolver and fired at
ihap repratedy.,
a rush hoping to close with the mad wo-
man and disarm her but she held them at
bay with the pistol. ~While they were
Lesitating she suddenly cut. her throat,
filled a pail of water at the well, thrust
a quantity of hay and straw into i, and
placing the whole mass on her head, rush-
ed into the blazing house, in which her
charred bedy and those of her daughter
and mother were found after the fire had
burned itself out.

The three women lived a hermit life
working on the farm like men and often
wearing men’s clothing. Mrs. Strowbridge
is supposed to have gone suddenly mad.

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“THE TELEGRAPH'S PULPIT,

“ Discipleship,” the Text from Which Rev. Beverley N. Nobles
Speaks to Readers This Week.

John 9: 27.—“ Will ye also be his disciples?”

These are the words of a man born blind, to whom Jesus recovered
gight and constitute his appeal unto his fellow townsmen. They intro-
duce us at once to the interesting subject of discipleship as related to
Jesus Christ. Let me ask and answer three questions in regard to the
matter. > ;

What is it to be a disciple ofJesus Christ? A great deal of mys-
terism has enshrouded men’s thought and teaching regarding this matter,

 and it is to be accounted for in large part by the fact that the sovereign

acts and influences of the Holy Spirit upon the nature and life of the
disciple are brought forward for explanation. Thus the divine and
human elements are interwoven in thought and teaching. There is, how-
ever, no sufficient reason why these sovereign acts of the Holy Spirit
should be introduced into the question of discipleship pure and simple.
We read of the disciples of Moses and Copfucius and Socrates and
Darwin and Kant and Emerson. To be a disciple of Jesus is not differ-
ent in character from being a disciple of these men. The disciples of
Socrates were simply persons who, having implicit confidence in the
worth, worthiness and wisdom of the man, had put themselves under his
instruction to be led unto the knowledge and practice of the truth which
they were assured he possessed. The same may also be said of the, disci-
ples of Emerson or Confucius or Moses or Ingersol. They are simply
persons who believe in these men —in their sincerity, worth, wisdom
and doctrine, and have put themselves under the instructions and guid-
ance of these men in matters of faith and practice. And so for one to
become a disciple of Jesus is for him believing in the goodness, sincerity,
worth and claims of Jesus to put himseif under his instructions to be
led unto the knowledge of the truth. So when Jesus commissioned his
disciples to ““ go, make disciples of all nations, baptizing them,” he meant
that they should so present his gospel, .and so represent its author, that
men should believe in him —in his claims, sincerity, worth and doe-
trine—and be induced to become his disciples to be guided unto the

knowledge and practice of the truth. To become a-disciple of Jesus, then, -

is to make Him in all the concerns of life one’s master and teacher, with
full confidence in him as such. But why are not disciples in general more
advanced in knowledge of Jesus’ doctrine? Jesus once said, “If any
man will do, or willeth to do, the Father’s will, he shall know of the doc-
trine.” And the reason so many are puzzled and confounded by Christ’s
doctrines is that they do not obey the law of spiritual apprehension —
they do not practice what they know — they do not make use of truth
already acquired, so other truth remains hidden. Nor is this law, that
the disciple can only increase in knowledge of spiritual things as he
makes use of what he already knows, a law of the realm of spiritual truth
only. It is regnant in other realms. It is a law of mathematies. Take
arithmetic, for instance. In subtraction and multiplication one must use
his knowledge of addition. One cannot learn division unless he makes
use of his knewledge of addition, subtraction and multiplication. Nor
can one learn how to solve the problems of fractions unless he makes use
of his knowledge of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division,
and so on. In the study of algebra, geometry, history, grammar, this
same law holds with more or less constancy. Progression in' knowledge
is conditioned on the use of knowledge already attained. So Jesus did
not enunciate a new law when he said, “ If any man will do the Father’s
will he shall know of the doctrine.” He simply announced it as regnant
in the spiritual kingdom. If you wish to know what Jesus meant when
he said “ Take my yoke upon you and learn of me, and you shall find
rest unto your souls,” enter his service and begin bearing the yoke. If
you would know whether or not Jesus spake truth when he said “ Love
your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you,”
ete., do it, and you will not long be unconvinced of the truth of his com-
mand. If you would know for yourselves the blessedness of which Jesus
speaks when he says; “Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see
God,” and if you would have visions of God, then be pure in heart. You
would know your duty on this occasion. Did you do your duty on that
occasion? You would have more light upon the word. Are you living
up to the light you have? The reason there is so much skepticism and
unbelief in the world, and men are so dull of apprehension of the truths
Jesus taught, is because they do not do what they know.

But after all, why should men become disciples of Jesus? Because
it is much better and more honorable to be a disciple of Jesus, though as
of old he be dispised and rejected of some, than to be a disciple of any
cther the world has ever seen, however eminent in learning or scholarship.
What of the character and lives of these who have appeéred from time to
time and sought a following? Were they perfect and entire, wanting
nothing? What of their teachings? Have they been found without
error? Nay, nay, when the best that can be said of the best of them is
said, imperfection in life and character and error in doetrine has to be
admitted. Notwithstanding all their learning, all the light and all the
favors of their environment, their teachings have been: found meore or
less unreliable, and life and character have exhibited human faults and
frailties. But what of Jesus? Standing in the strength of his unsullied
manhood, I hear him challenging his enemies, “ Which of you convinceth:
me of sin?” ‘But they could not. In all these centuries there have beent
men who have searched these gospels, and scanned his life and been com-
pelled to confess they find no fault in him or error in his doctrine. This
man, & humble carpenter from Nazareth of Galilee, without any of the

advantages of books and colleges — away back yonder amid the low moral

standards and the dim light of Moses and the prophets — this man pre-
sents to us a character and life without imperfection or sin, and taught:

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OTECT AND PRESERVE

NEW BRUNSWICK'S FOREST WEALTH,

Interesting Paper on an Important Subject by Professor
Gangng—The Government's Duty in Respect to the
Preservation of the Woodlands.

' @t is a fact of much importance for
WNew Brumswick that nterest in forestry
kdatters is rapidly increasing in the prov-
fnce. g the evidences of this
46 the aotion of the house of assembly in
passing, 3 bill at ite last eession authoi-
fzing the lieutenant-governor-in-council - to
Bet aside a portion of the crown lands as
a. forestry reserve. The reserve has mot
¥et been prociaimed, but doubtless will
be very soon. In the meantime it will be
well to review briefly the present forestry
fituation, apd to note what eteps should
nkxt be taken. '

The facts which face us are these. The
greater papt of New Brunswick i8 not
only better fitted for forest ‘than for any
other kind of crop, but is exceptionally
adapted, through climate, soil, river sys-
tems and other advantages, for ~timber
raising. The forests of the province are

, fir below their possible productivity, large
areas of potential forest land being quite
unproductive, and the remainder steadily
deteriorating. ELumbering is of course the
chief forest interest, but with this are
bound up others of: little less :mportance,
mamely, game and fish preservation and
mtilization, new; settlements, public recrea-

- tion grounds or wild parks, and especially

the preservation of watemshed forests for

prevention of floods, for eecuring con-
taucy of water powe: d water . sup-
mlies, and for f:gﬂitﬁi;? Tiyer ‘pavigg-
¢ion. The forest lands, fortunateély, be-
long largely to the erown, and can be man-
aged as the province eges fit; but there
i8 mo proper forest system, oply make-
ehift and opportunism. Other  countries,

e whose forestry interests are relative-

v far less impertant than those of New
Brunswick, and ‘many her wnatural com:
petitors, are. vigorously attacking their
forestry probiems, but she has not yet
moved. Here, in this forestry eituation
ties a gigantic and complicated problem,
but a problem of pure business; awnd the
chief question before the people of New
B icly. today dis this, whether her for-
ests arz to be managed in a business like
manner or in a halting temporizing and
shortsighted fashion. If the former, thea
the forests will yield a large and perman-
ent income to the prowvince; if the latter,
the income from them will continue to
lessen, "until the day comes, in the not
distant future, when the deficit will have
to be made up from direct taxation.

The First Step. .&

We next to ask what is the fire
wtep which ghould be taken, and as to
this there cannot be the least doubt—-it
is for the government to secure the use
of exact and expert information and ad-
wice upon forestry matters, especially in
relation to forestry conditions and meeds
in Ney Brunewick. Now. forestry is a
very epecial business, requifing a very
®pecial training, and there could not poe-
sibly be any greater mistake than to supe
pose that anyone ixf‘gll whes&dway tl:le sub-
Ject heppeped to €0 work it up
“and give the government all needful guid-
ance and advice. There is only one way in
which the needed expert information can
be secuped, and that liee through engaging
e thoroughly traiped and competent for-
ester, and giywg him abundant oppor-
tunity to study the ire forestry situ-
ation in the province, Such a man should
be obtained from ome of the forestry es-
tablishinents in this eountry, and mot
brought from Kurope, where the condi-

tions are entirely different. He must be
well paid, but it will be the falsest econ-
omy to put up with inferior service in
go vastly important a matter.

The second step in a forestry = pro-
gramme geems equally clear. It is the for-
mulation of a broad policy for the man-
agement of the crown forests, having re-
gard to the correlation of the various
uges they serve, not only for lumbering,
but for fish and game, settlements, use as
recreation grounds, as sources of water
power and supply, and so forth. This
could best be done by a special committee
or commission in collaboration with the
provincia] forester, and it should be com-
posed of theé ablest citizens of the prov-
ince, with ample time and sufficient
means to secure a:l needful information.
The report of such a committee would
give the legislature and the people of the
province a sound basis for a thorough
understandifig and discussion of the en-
tire subject, and would thus render pos-
sible the adoption of a definite and com-
prehensive -forestry policy.

Saying and Doing.

It is, however, ope thing to formulate
a good policy and another for a demo-
cratic government, with its inevitable
political fluctuations, to carry it out. In
order to secure that continuity and stabil-
ity .of policy so mecessary to the manage-
ment of foresiry development, covering
ag it does long periods of time, it will no

- doubt be best to place the entire admin-

igtration of the po.cy in the bands of a
board  of trustees, or a commission, made
independent of politics as the senate of
the ‘university 1s, and, like the eenate,
composed of eminent and public-spirited
citizens. In euch a commission the dif-
ferent forest interests should be repre-
sented apd so adjusted that no one inter-
est could control the policy of the com-
miesion. It might well be composed of

| two membens of the legislature, two lum-

bermen and two scientific men, with the
province forester. Some such plan will
be necessary to avert the danger of the
use of the great forestry interests as poli-
tical capital, or even of their sacrifice at
some critical period to seave a political
party. ‘
There -is one other feature essential to
any forestry system, namely, forestry edu-
cation, which is necessary both for the
formation of an intelligent public opinion
and aleo for the edumcation of young imen
for the forestry service. As to the first,
the education of the public is necessary
in order that a government may act, and
at present the subject is not at all under-
stood. Most people who hear the word
forestry associate it with some Visionary
schemes for keeping the country beautiful
for those who enjoy life out of doors,
etc., whereas as a matter of fact the great
primary object of foresiry is to muse the
forests as profitable as possible in actual
cash returns. In this aim forestry and
the lumberman agree; where they differ
is in thig, that the lumberman is con-
cerned only with the profit of the present
and near future, whiie the forestry sys-
tem aims to bring the forests into their
most productive condition and to keep
them there, eo that they will continue
to yield the maximum of profit indefinite-
ly. The education of the public can be
effected through the newspapers, public
lectures, government publications, ete.,

elements of the subject in the schools,
all of ‘which methods would be utilized
by an energetic province forester. The
education of young men for the forestry
service can be effected only through the
foundation of a forestry school which,
from its nature, should form a department
of a university. There is meed for but one
such school for the three maritime prov-
inces.

The U. N. B.

Of all the maritime province universi-
ties the one by far the best adapted for
such a school is the University of New
Brunswick; for not only is it already
strong in Science and equipped with an
admirable new science building, but it is
the nearest of all the yniversities to the
greatest lumbering centres of the prov-
mces. The school would naturally be or-
ganized by the province forester, and the
other provinces should be asked to con-
tribute to its maintenance, precisely as
New Brunswick has agreed, and most
wisely, to contribute to an agricultural
college to be established in Nova Scotia.
It is most importamnt that all the support
the three provinces can afford for a for-
estry school should-be concentrated upbn
one; and a first step towards the organ-
ization of this school should be to secure
an agreement with the other provinces
and universities by which a duplication
of forestry schools, and hence another of
those miserable educational mistakes from
which these provinces have suffered o
much, will be avoided. A forestry school
will both provide a training for all grades
of the forestry service of the provinces,
and also will open up a new and attrac-
tive profession to our young men.

But whatever the exact ‘mode of pro-
cedure in the development of the forestry
policy of the province, there is no ques-
tion that some carefully considered action
shoyld be taken just as socon as possible.
The eituation is one needing ability, firm-
ness and disinterested devotion to the in-
terests of New Brunsivick. Will her legis-
Jators prove equal to their duty and their
opportunitieg?
