Hon. Mr. Fraser said it might be so 
construed, and as a parallel section, was 
iu the general act, both the bill and the 
general act should be amended. Persons 
are now taxed twice on the same proper­
ty In the Province, which seems unfair. 
The section of the bill might now be 
passed ovçr and it conid te properly am­
ended after the other sections had been 
passed. Fredericton, he thought, had no 
right to tax a man on personal property 
owned by him In Victoria or any other 
county where It was also taxed. The sec­
tion of the bill was passed with the 
amendment offered by Mr. Ilyan and the ' 
additional amendment by Hon. Mr. Fra.
