The recent loss ol the ship Kingsbridge, 
which foundered in the English Channel, 
carrying down Captain Symonds, his 
wife and daughter, and eight seamen, has 
been briefly alluded to in these columns.

case. The woman did not appear and a 
warrant was issued for her arrest, re­
turnable this afternoon.

The Queen vs. Michael Holland, on in­
formation of Ada Allister, was settled 
without trial.

The Queen vs. Patrick McLauchlan, on 
information of Eva Scott, came from 
King’s county. The prisoner was de­
fended by C. A. Stockton, Esq. The only 
witness called was the girl, who testified to 
keeping company with defendant for a 
year, during which she “ loved not wise­
ly but too well.” There was no evi­
dence to contradict her stateineats, and 
though the boy had not commenced to 
grow down on his upper lip, the jury 
found him guilty. The order of the 
Court was that he should pay 810 lying- 
in expenses, $19.87 expenses of arrest 
and commitment, and 8100, or, in default 
of the hundred dollars, give bonds to pay 
70 cents per week until the child has at­
tained the age of seven years. The 
youth could not pay the money or give 
bonds, and was sent to jail.

The Queen vs. James Robinson was 
the next case. This is an appeal case 
arising out of an assault case in Lancas­
ter. The détendant was charged before 
Justice Gault with an assault on Thomas 
Durbin, aud convicted mid fined .$20 with 
$4.20 costs.
