OVERTURE ANENT ONTARIO REGISTRATION ACT.

The Synod then according to the above recommendations,
proceeded to consider the Overture from the Presbytery of Huvon.
The Clerk having vead the overture, Messrs. Sieveright and
Gracey were lieard in its support.

Mr. Sieveright. then moved, seconded by Mr. John Thomp-
son, of Sarnia, that the Synod adopt the overture, and that it
be rewitted to a Committee to prepare a deliverance.

The Moderator having left the
chair (which was filled by the ex-Moderator), also addressed the
Synod as Commissioner from the Hamilton Presbytery.

REGISTRATION ACT.

The Committes appointed to prepare a deliverance on the
Overture from the Presbytery of Huron, gave in a report, recom-
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mending that the Synod appoint the Moderator to bring the sub-
ject matter of the Overture from the Presbytery of Huron, anent
the Aot for the registration of births, deaths and marriages, un-
der the notice of the Premier of the Ontario Government. and
respectfully urge its modification in the direetion which the
Overture indicates. 'I'he recommendation was adopted.

The hour of adjowrnment having arrived, the Synod ad-
jowrned until half-past seven p. m, and the Moderator pro
nounced the benediction.

The Committee appointed to draw up a deliverance on the
subject of Sabbath desecration, reported the following, which on
motion, duly seconded, was adopted: The Synod deplores the
prevailing forms of Sabbath profanation within its bounds, and
inculeates upon ministers and other friends of religion, the duty
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of taking such steps as will lead to the better enforcement of the
existing civil luws, against Sabbath desecration in all its forms.
The Synod further instructs the Committee to co-operate with
the Assembly's Committee in using all legitimate means to en-
force existing Sabbath laws, and iufluence public opinion at the
particular points, to which the attention of the Synod has been
directed,

After
discussion it was agreed, on motion duly made and seconded, to
transmit it to the Assembly.

The Clerk read the report of the Committee appointed to
audit the Treasurer’s books, which on motion, duly seconded,
was received and adopted. The cordial thanks of the Synod
were tendered to James Walker, Hsq., of Hamilton, who as
Treasurer of Synod has so diligently discharged his duties.
