UNREST AT CANTON.
The unrest at Canton is described
by a dispatch from that city to the
Daily Telegraph, dated Monday, via

Hong XKong, yesterday: “It is feared
that we are on the eve of a scene of
bloodshed and anarchy in the two
Quangs only paxdlleled during the Tai
Ping rebellion. The signs of a mur-
manifest that
wealthy Chinese are hurrying from
Canton and the vicinity, taking their
wives, families and valuables.

LI SENT TO PEKIN.

“14 Hung Chang has been again per-
emptorily ordered to Pekin. His ene-
mies declare that they will murder
him before he can reach there. His
presence alone restrains the revolu-
tionary elements here. His departure
will let loose the Black Flags and Red
Girdles. Knowing this, Li’s trusted
officers are sending their families to
Hong Xong. The viceroy himself
trusts the Americans in this crisis. He
“a)s that they alone want no territory,

ond e places himself largely—almost
unmsex\odl)——in their hands.

“All the sionaries have been noti-
fied \hX‘Oll‘bzl the medium of runners.
They are leaving Canton hurriedly,
and only a few are now here.

“Commander McLean, of the United
States steamship Don Juan de Austrjia,
{s the first here to protect foreign in-
terests. He is capable and energetic,
end is reinforced by her majesty’s ship
Red Pole. Two hundred foreign resi-
dents of Shameena are armed. The
Canton population reaches 2.000,000, 1n
addition to 250,000 living on junks and

sampans (flat-bottomed river boats).
Most of these people are disaffected,
and incendiary proclamations are in-
creasing the number of the virulent.”

THE RELIEF OF TIEN TSIN.

‘A Che Foo dispatch, dated June 26,
says: The Americans and British
entered Tien Tsin, first siiencing the
guns of the arsenal and breaking
through the Chinese lines. The for-
eigners were close behind. The Rus-
siang lost four killed and 30 wounded.
The losses of the other nationalities
were small.

WHERE SEYMOUR IS,

Admiral Seymour's force is about
ten miles from Tien Tein. It is sur-
rounded by Chinese troops and Box-
ers, and hampered by the presence of
eick and wounded. It is reponted that
all foreigners were sent from Pekin
with a weak Chinese guard, and it is
assumed that they are with Admiral
Seymour. :

A Washington telegram says: This is
the first word of any kind that has lo-
cated the party of 2,500, under Vice-Ad-
miral Seymour, and including (‘th
McCalla, with about 100 United States
marines.

In Admiral Kempff's mfo.mati«m it
discloses that Admiral Seymour’s force,
last heard of at Lang Fang, short of
supplies and water, and with a menac-
ing army of Chinese about it, retraced a
good part of the distance previously
covered, and is now back within ten
miles from Tien Tsin. The distance
from Tien Tsin to Lang Fang is 55
miles, and to Pekin about 80 miles. It is
to succor this party that the latest ex-
pedition left Tien Tsin on June 24, ac-
cording to the closing words of Admiral
I\em'pffs report. The first body of for-
eign troops. about 450 in number, and
imludmg 56 American marines, which
went to Pekin to guard the legations,
is thought to have gotten through.

JAPS LANDING AT TAKU.
A Che Foo dispatch says: One thou-

gand Japanese are landing at Taku, and :

2,000 more are expected tomorrow, when
a battalion of French is also due.

LABOR MATTERS

Hnd of the Long Strike in Chiocago
Seems in Sight.

The Ironworkers’ Conference Will Af-
fect 40,000 Men.

Chicago, June 27.—At 2:15 this morn-
ing the Bricklayers’ Union withdrew
from the Building Trades’ Couneil. It
is said this marks the practical end-
ing of the strike that has been in

progress for months, tying up building
operations in (‘hicago. and keeping
many thousands of men idle. This
afternoon the arbitration committee of
the bricklayers will meet the arbitra-
tion committee of the Chicago Masons’
and Builders’ Association, and sign a
working agreement to extend to April,
1902, and the bricklayers will immedi-
ately be given work. As the bridge
and structural iron workers, gas fit-
ters, plumbers, plasterers and hod car-
riers have been on the verge of quit-
ting the trades council for over a week,
they will now in all probability follow
the course of the . bricklayers. The
bricklayers have a membership of over
3,000. The strike has lasted from Oec-
tober, 1899, until June, 1900, involving
a loss in wages to laborers in and
within a radius of 100 miles of Chicago
of over $150,000 a day. About 50,000
men are said to have been 1dle most of
the time. Not since the great railroad
strike of 1894 has there been a strika
in this country which approached the
proportions of the amalgamated build-
ing trades in Chicago. It began, prac-
tically Oct. 1, 1885, but for more than
a year prior buildings had been con-
structed under unsatisfactory condi-
tions, and at a cost vastly higher than
was warranted.

These votes are, of course, important,
and it is quite proper to have a fair
amount of discussion and to call for
mecessary explanations. Here, howevei,
as in other branches of government,
the opposition ecarried the discussion
to tedious limite, and evinced a desire
to haggle over every little item. The
mindster of militia was a model of
mrbanity, and courteously met every
desire for information. There was no
hesitaney in answering questions, and
from his familiarity with the affairs of
the department he was able to rapid-
iy respond to all interrogations. Sir
Charles Tupper was not in the house
yesterday, but was engaged with Dr.
Montague up in Haldimand. The op-
position leader was unaware of what
transpired last night, when Dr. Borden
made his statement wpon militia affairs
generally and the policy for the future,
80 far as determined upon, and today
he thirsted for information as to.what
the minister proposed to do to encour-
age rifle-shooting.

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BACK FROM
SOUTH AFRICA

Windsor Gave Ernest Oraig a Warm
Welcome—3,000 People Turned
Out Last Night.

Windsor, June 27.—Ernest Craig is
the first Windsor soldier to return
home from service in South Africa.
He arrived yesterday faternoon and
the news of his home-coming soon
spread all over the city. A number of
people were at the station to greet
him. A carriage wae provided to take
Craig home, and when he appeared on
the street he was greeted ,by three
rousing cheers. Upon his arrival at
his parents’ home on Vietoria avenue
he was Hobsenized by a number of
ladies who had gathered to welcome
him. He was’afterwards driven to his
f{ather's carriage factoly as the em-
ployes had expressed a #tish to meet
him.

“Hun,” as he is gnown all over the
city, looks well. He &till has to use a
cane on account of his leg, which was
wounded by a plece of shell. He sus-
tained a compound fracture of the
right ankle while on the field at the
battle of Paardeberg, and owing to
the physicians at firet taking it for a
severe sprain the fracture was not at-
tended to for several days. This was
the reason for his being sent to the
hogpital in England.

In speaking of his experiences to a
representative of the Detroit Free
Press, he said that he had been well
treated from the time he left Windsor
until his return. 7The Canadian regi-
ment had done outpost and other fa-
tigue duties all along the line from De
Aar to Belmont. This work had sea-
soned the recruits and in a way fitted
them for ithe duties of the remainder
of the campaign. The boys had all
performed their duties like men, and
had won the respect and admiration
of all the oflicers.

He gave a short sketch of the part
the Canadians took in the battle of
Paardeberg.

“It was in the charge in this battle,”
said Mr. Craig, ‘‘that poor Walter
White lost his life. He was shot
through the head and instantly killed.
His body was found within a few feet
of the Boer trenches. But none of his
companions were surprised when they
learned that White had been foremost
in the battle. It was the same {from
the time we reached Cape Town until
he lost his life. He was the first to
volunteer for outpost or picket duty,
and would stand more hardships than
all the rest of us. He was a born sol-
dier if ever there was one, and there
was not a man who could take his
place in the regiment for personal
bravery and endurance.”

“TI left Cape Town on April b for
England, and upon arrival there was
assigned to Herbert Hospital, Wool-
wich. Here my leg was attended o
until I went on a visit to Robert Barr,
the novelist.
