LIGHTNING STRUCK COURTHOUSE

Mr. Frank R. Dark, the recently-ap- 
pointed head of the city electrical de- 
Vartment, has tendered his resigna­
tion. It is now in the hands of Secre­
tary Ellwood, and will be considered 
at the meeting of the water commis­
sioners tonight, unless the matter is 
settled in the meantime.

The trouble was due to Mr. Dark's 
criticism of the use of aluminum wire 
for the transmission line from the 
Horton street station to the Spring- 
bank plant.

At the meeting of the board on 
Tuesday last, it was mentioned that 
aluminum wire would be used for this 
line. Mr. Dark objected to its use 
on the ground that it had proved un­
satisfactory in other places.

Says It’s No Good.
"We took down 60 miles of alumi­

num wire in Detroit, and scrapped it," 
he declared. "Our experience with 
aluminum wire was certainly far from 
satisfactory. We replaced it with 
copper wire."

This criticism did not meet with the 
approval of Hon. Adam Beck, chair­
man of the hydro-electric commission, 
who are responsible for the use of 
aluminum. All the high-tension lines 
from the Falls to London are alum­
inum, and Mr. Beck deciares that it 
is wholly satisfactory, and cheaper 
than copper.

On Wednesday morning, he called 
Mr. Dark on the telephone, and re­

buked him for criticising the hydro- 
electric commission’s engineer, Mr. 
Glaubitz. It is stated that the con­
versation was very sharp, and quite 
to the point.

The Jewish Race Practically Immune 
From Tuberculosis.

London, June 16.—The people of 
Britain, especially town workers, can 
do a great deal toward stamping out 
tuberculosis by copying the Jewish 
prescriptions with regard to food, says 
Dr. Allison, a prominent English phy­
sician and an authority on food values. 
In a lecture Dr. Allison set up the ex­
ample of the Hebrews, a race which 
is. he said, practically immune from 
consumption.

The Jewish people, he maintained, 
through centuries of oppression, has 
survived because it was the best-fed 
race on earth. Jewish mothers were 
greatly to be commended for bringing 
up their children on fatty foods.

Prof. R. A. Sampson does not agree 
with Dr. Allison on this point. In the 
Fortnightly Review he makes this plea 
for a fruitarian diet:

"Perfect fruit alone can meet the de­
mands of the human system, perfect 
fruit alone can stimulate the intellect, 
perfect fruit alone can calm the pas- 
sions, perfect fruit alone can control 
the feverish activity of the arterial

CHURCH DISPUTATION.
A Catholic correspondent in yester­

day’s issue certainly countered ef­
fectively on some of the assailants of 
his church. The Montreal clergyman 
who accused the Catholic bishops and 
clergy of burning Bibles has never seen 
them do it. and is is not likely that he 
will respond to the challenge to pro­
duce his proofs. The conflicting opin­
ions expressed at a recent church 
synod also gave the w riter an op ning, 
of which he took full advantage. 
Some of the delegates found fault 
with the Roman Catholic Church for 
teaching religion in the schools. Others 
extolled it on the same ground, and 
argued that its example ought to be 
followed in the public schools. Others 
alleged that religion was excluded 
from the public schools because of the 
Roman Catholic Church, and others 
were disposed to place the blame on 
the jealousy of other Protestant de­
nominations. The discussion over the 
accession oath is another very excus­
able temptation to a Roman Catholic 
controversialist. Men who boast of the 
superior tolerance of Protestantism 
belie their professions by protesting 
against the excision of the intolerant 
and insulting clauses of the Royal 
Declaration. A bogus Catholic oath, 
reeking with denunciation of heretics, 
has been also paraded in some pulpits 
and some prints.

Our correspondent will note, how­
ever, that no conference, or assembly, 
or synod, or presbytery, in Canada, 
has countenanced the agitation for the 
retention of the offensive passages in 
the accession oath. Only yesterday the 
Anglican Bishop of Kingston squelch­
ed a motion to protest against the pro­
posed alteration. The Anglican Bishop 
of Huron took the same course a few 
days ago. The General Assembly of 
the Presbyterian Church refused to 
discuss the question. ‘Many leading 
Protestants in Great Britain, notably 
the Bishop of Carlisle, are urging the 
amendment of the oath, and the 
amendment will be made by a Protest­
ant parliament. When all is said and 
done, we are living in a tolerant age, 
a tolerant country, and a tolerant Em­
pire. The mass of Protestants and 
Roman Catholics dwell together in 
unity, in Canada, at least. Their at­
titude to each other is not at all re­
flected or affected by the language of

COLONIZING ENGLAND.
Slowly but surely the people of Eng­

land are regaining the land stolen from| 
the commonalty in the bad old times.1 
The small holdings' act is helping the 
English to colonize England. Through 
this beneficent measure, which has 
been in operation only two years, 
some 60,000 acres have been secured 
tor 6,000 small holders who have been 
or are soon to be placed on the land. 
So far 26,883 men have applied for 
"leave to toil," on English soil. Of 
these 15,191 have been approved, and 
216,863 acres will be acquired for them 
under the terms of the act.

It is significant that only two per 
cent of the applicants last year wish­
ed to purchase land. The others pre­
ferred to lease it and put their little 
capital into the work of cultivation. 
This Is important, in view of the land 
policies of the two great parties. The 
Unionists say they are prepared to 
do in England what has been done in 
Ireland—help farmers to buy the land 
by means of a public loan, repayable 
in instalments. The Liberals contend 
that the scheme would require so 
much capital that it would endanger 
the public credit, and that it would 
enable the landlords to unload their 
land at fancy prices which would bang 
like a millstone round the neck of the

CORRESPONDENCE.
A Lesson From the Maritime 

Provinces.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

Between the Maritime Provinces and 
the western portions of Canada there 
is much more intercourse than between 
the former and our own Province of 
Ontario. It is always a matter of sur­
prise to a resident of either sojourning 
in the other for a month or two to 
find how little the people of the Mari­
times and of Ontario know of each 
other. Were there more intercommun­
ication it would doubtless be of ad- 
vantage to both communities.

A special correspondent from Ontario 
is giving his impressions of the Mari­
times to the readers of a Toronto 
paper. Fairly well-used opportunities 
afforded by summer school work in 
Nova Scotia qualify me to review the 
correspondent’s statements, and I 
wish to indorse particularly what he 
writes about the Maritime universi­
ties.

It should be borne in mind, that in 
Ontario, west of a line drawn from 
Toronto to Georgian Bay, there are 
more people and more wealth than in 
the three Maritime Provinces put to­
gether. In the said part of Ontario 
there is only one university—the 
Western—while in the Maritimes there 
are no less than six universities.

The correspondent, probably a To­
ronto man, writes as follows:

“One goes down to the Maritime 
Provinces prejudiced against these 
small universities, convinced that they 
should unite to form one great institu­
tion. But he is apt to see and hear 
things that cause him to change his 
mind. Doubtless for special work, for 
giving the really brilliant man a 
chance, the big university, with its 
costly equipment and its adequate 
staff, is necessary. But from the side 
of the immediate community, it ie a 

> question it these colleges, scattered all 
over the country, do not do more to 
raise the general level of intelligence 
than the big universities. They teach

more people. They render the cost 
much less. There are hundreds of 
men and women in the Maritime Prov­
inces who had the advantages of a 
four-years’ college course at no greater 
outlay of money than is required by 
the average man for one year at To­
ronto or McGill. The professor gets 
Into closer touch with his pupils. As 
to the quality of educational develop­
ment fostered by these ‘one-horse uni- 
versities,' it is perhaps significant that 
the continent lias been getting its 
university presidents from the Mari­
time Provinces."
Our own Province of Ontario has 

had four college presidents from Nova

Scotia alone. It was remarked that a. 
Dr. Goldwin Smith's funeral the most 
notable figure was another Nova Sco­
tian, now president of one of the most 
important universities in the United 
States.

Great Britain and the continental 
countries of Europe appear to be 
learning that centralization is not the 
best policy for either the university 
or the people. The lesson for Ontario, 
from both kinds of experience is that 
university opportunities of the right 
kind should be extended.

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Torontonians Hope to Establish 
Claim lor $130,000,000 

Estate.

Kovitch's Slayers Making Their 
Way to Detroit, Say Fall's 

Police.

Toronto, June 16.—One hundred and 
thirty million dollars!

This is what a dozen or so Toron­
tonians claim is coming to them from 
Philadelphia, and they are after it

Clarence W. Heise, 25 years old, 
a clerk in the office of the G. T. R. 
freight superintendent, is one of the 
claimants. and left for Philadelphia 
Tuesday night

It is a property that was the estate 
of CoL Jacob Baker, a century ago and 
comprises one hundred acres in three 
parcels, mostly in the heart of Phila­
delphia. One hundred and two years 
ago the late colonel, who hailed from 
Hamburg, Germany, leased it for 99 
years. The lease expired three years 
ago, but before it did Edward Quance, 
38 Gladstone avenue, a great-grandson 
of Col. Baker, was given power of at­
torney by the eleven heir whose gen­
eration precedes his, and he laid his 
claim before the United States Gov­
ernment. The matter is now being in­
vestigated by a Government official, 
Quance is a cousin of Clarence W. 
Heise.

Col. Baker died, leaving only two 
daughters. They came to Canada and 
married tn York. One, Anna Maria 
Baker, married George Quance on May 
18, 1807, in the old church which stood 
where the crossing of King and Church 
streets is now. She would be a great- 
grandmother to the George Quance 
who is now trying to unravel the red 
tape. The Heises bear the same re­
lationship to the other sister.

Mr. Quance will Join Clarence Heise 
in Philadelphia on Sunday. It will 
likely take some time for their claim 
to be fully established, but Mr. Quance 
has been told that his evidences and 
documents are genuine convincing. 
He has traced everything from the 
registration of Col. Baker on the ship 
which brought him to America down 
to his own generation, and has the 
complete chain, witti the exception of 
one paper, which pertains directly to 
the property. He has been told that 
if he could secure this, the estate 
would be transferred to those he re­
presents within two weeks.

There are eleven direct heirs living.

DEAD BEHIND BALES

Niagara Falls, Ont., June 16.—Not a 
Word has been seen or heard of the man 
Conduc or his companion Biarta since 
the brutal murder of their fellow-country­
man Kovitch on the evening of the 13th 
in the car shack shelter at Montrose 
coal dump. Chief Inspector Mains is 
circulating notices, offering a Govern­
ment reward of one hundred dollars for 
the men’s apprehension. The chief feels 
confident the men are making their way 
through Southern Ontario, heading for 
Detroit. Conduc will be readily appre­
hended. He is 23 years of age, five feet 
seven inches in height, weighs 145 
pounds, has dark hair and complexion 
and a small dark moustache, and has a 
circular cut from the eye down the 
right side of his nose and across the 
cheek in horseshoe shape. Biarta, his 
companion, is 26 years of age, five feet 
seven Inches tall, weighs 160 pounds, 
■tout, with brown hair, fair complexion, 
round face and a heavy sandy mous­
tache. Both men had on their working 
clothes when they left the scene of 
murder. The coroner’s jury viewed the 
remains of the murdered man and ad- 
journed until Friday.

Vancouver, June 16.—Arrivals from 

Stewart City confirm the stories of a 
big strike on Bitter Creek, seventeen 
miles from there. An hour or so after 
it got out Stewart City was practic­
ally deserted.

The great majority 
of the applicant were under fifty years 
of age.

There were 145,736 
able-bodied paupers on January 1. 1909,
