Ottawa, April 16. — Canadian 
Press.—Suggested amendments to 
the pensions act were before the 
special committee on pensions and 
re-establishment at its meeting 
this morning. These were in the 
form of recommendations from the 
board of pensions commissioners 
and the committee considered the 
clauses, some of them rather dras­
tic in their proposals, which the 
commissioners submitted.

Adjournment was made to Tues­
day morning next, when the pen. 
sions proposals of the Great War 
Veterans will be dealt with.

Deputations from the Amputation 
Club, Toronto, and the Tubercular 
Invalided Soldiers' Welfare League 
were on hand this morning and will 
probably be heard.

Ottawa, April 16.—Canadian Press.— 
Several striking changes in the soldier 
pension laws were recommended to the 
special pensions committee of the Com­
mons today in a statement, submitted 
by the board of pensions commission­
ers. Consideration of rhe proposed 
amendments is now under way.

Among the important changes sug- 
gested was one whereby a pensioner's 
disability would be considered perma­
nent after three years had elapsed from 
the date of the amendments being 
adopted. The pensions commissioners 
in their recommendations pointed out 
that many disabilities would increase 
with the ageing of the pensioners, and 
medical re-examinations, if continued, 
would continue to increase Canada's 
pensions bill.

Another important suggested amend­
ment was to the effect that all pen­
sioners of less than 20 per cent disa­
bility be given the opinion of accept­
ing a lump sum gratuity in lieu of pen- 
sions. The amount of money involved 
would be between $8.000,000 and $12,- 
000,000, and some 40,900 men would be 
affected by this decision. The gratuity 
would probaby be paid off within three 
to five years, and the administration 
expenses of tle board would be mater­
ially reduced ly the adoption of such a 
plan.

40,922 Men Affected.
In support of this idea a table was 

submitted estimating the number of 
men in each class, probable average 
gratuity, and total sum needed for the 
purpose, as follows:

Five to 9 per cent, 8,319 pensioners; 
average gratuity, $150; total, $1.247,850.

Ten to 15 per cent, 22,055 pensioners; 
average gratuity, $300; total, $6,616,500.

POLITICAL PRISONERS

Fifteen to 19 per cent, 10,548 pen­
sioners; average gratuity, $450; total, 
$4,746,600.

Total, 40,922 men, and a pension 
total of $12,610,950.

Suggested amending clauses would 
provide that a disabled man with less 
than 5 per cent disability, could at his 
own wish, accept as final payment of 
his pensions claim a sum not less in ex­
cess of $100. A pensioner with disabil­
ity ranging from 5 to 19 per cent would 
be entitled to elect to receive a cash

Among the units assembled were fifteen tanks, twenty armored 
cars and several detachments of machine gunners, and it is pre- 
sumed this military movement was a result of rumors of a new 
revolt impending. 1

Herr Severing has ordered that the public be barred from the 
quarter of the city containing government buildings, and Wilhelm- 
strasse and Unter den Linden were held by fully-armed troops all 
day yesterday.

Chicago, April 16.—Chicago strike 
leaders were at liberty this morning 
under bonds of $10.000, or were arrang­
ing for bail with promises to refrain 
from participation in strike activities 
pending hearing of charges of violation 
of the Lever food control act. Their 
arrest left local insurgents virtually 
leaderless. Five other leaders for whom 
warrants have been issued were expect­
ed to surrender today.

Federal officials announced they had 
gained their objectives in the strike and 
indicated that no further arrests were 
planned.

Grunau, organizer of the Chicago Yard­
men’s Association, the first organisa- ( 
tion which went on strike, and Harold i 
E. Reading, president, of the United 
Enginemen’s Association, denied that a 
strike existed in violation of the Lever 
act.

IN CITIESALLOWEDNew York, April 16.—Revival of the lust art of walking upstairs was 
forced upon thousands of reluctant persons in New York today by a 
strike of 17.000 union elevator operators.

The operators, who voted last night to strike for increased pay and 
shorter hours, did not show up for work this morning. Rumblings of the 
impending strike had reached the ears of owners of office buildings, de­
partment stores, and apartment houses, however, and an effort was made 
to maintain a service, but it was not adequate to the demands.

The great office buildings in the downtown skyscraper district, some 
of which house more than 10,000 persons each work day, were hard hit. 
Hundreds stormed the elevator entrances, overcrowding the few cars 
that were operated by engineers, electricians and hastily-gathered volun­
teers. Many were forced to climb to offices on the tenth, twentieth or 
thirtieth floors.

HOLDING CONVENTION
Berlin, April 15.—Count Johann 

von Bernstorff, former German 
ambassador to the United States, 
testifying today before the war in­
vestigation commission of the 
National Assembly, declared that he 
had spent $1,000,000 for propaganda 
purposes in America before that 
country entered the war.

The former ambassador said that 
he had no funds at his own disposal, 
and that he was compelled to secure 
money from Under-Secretary of 
State Albert.

"It was impossible to give large 
sums without first obtaining per­
mission from Berlin," he testified. 
"For the entire German propaganda 
campaign in the United States I 
disbursed only $1,000,000. A promi­
nent American judge had assured 
me that 90 per cent of the reports 
of German outrages were fiction.”

The commission resumed its in­
quiry after a long recess.

"When I came close to him and com­
manded him to stop, he said: ‘I will not 
strike her again,’ and sat on the rail­
ing near the school house, quietly 
looking down at her lifeless body.”

With a special industrial 
area laid out sidings could be built by 
the railroads with the knowledge that 
they would be used. The size of the 
blocks would be smaller, the pavements 
heavier and the streets narrower. Work­
men’s houses could be erected in the. 
neighborhood districts.

In the residential districts, schools 
suitable to the needs could be built. Tn 
the congested areas the schools could 
be built to answer the purpose of com­
munity centres, parks and playgrounds 
could be laid out in advance.»?

Advantages.
The advantages to be gained from a 

zoning system were stabilized property 
values, Increase in taxable land and an 
increased value of taxable land of 100 
per cent. The system practically cost 
the city nothing except for administra­
tion purposes. It was great value from 
a health standpoint.

The essential things to determine on 
was the purpose for which a. certain 
district was to be used, and the Intens­
ity of use, all other problems would 
present themselves in order. It should 
be remembered that town planning was 
to be considered from a practical basis 
rather than as a means for creating a 
place of beauty. Mr. Donald attacked 
the skyscrapers of New York as one 
of the biggest curses ever created in a 
city.

To meet an Insistent demand for govern­
ment aid In improving the housing situation the 
Dominion Government appropriated $25,000,000 
to be loaned, pro rata to the population, to the 
various provinces. This was to be loaned at 5 
per cent, and the provinces were to re-loan it 
at the same rate. Ontario’s share of this was 
$8,753,291. and London’s share was $500,000. 
This appears extremely generous on the sur­
face, but the fact is that the municipality must 
furnish debentures as security for every dollar 
borrowed.

This means that if one of the persons for 
whom a house has been erected should default 
in his payments, the government, which holds 
the city’s bonds, would immediately sell enough 
of them to meet this deficiency. The sinking 
fund and interest of these bonds, sold, would 
have to be met by the general tax rate. In 
other words, the ratepayer would be paying for 
the house.

There is every indication that the city will 
become financially responsible for at least some 
of the houses which it has erected. They are 

being built at a time when building prices are 
at high tide. The average cost of those erected 
so far lias been in the neighborhood of $4,000. 
This means that the purchaser must make 
monthly payments of about $40 to cover inter­
est and principal on his loan, taxes and other 
expenses. In the event of a general decrease 
in the wage scale it is doubtful whether the 
average purchaser could maintain this high

They who rule Greece are fixing up the govern­
ment finances for another fiscal year. The expen­
ditures as they figure them will be something like 
$310,000,000 for the twelve months, which is even 
higher than Canada's expenditures before the war. 
The Greek rulers expect to be able to raise less 
than $100,000,000 by taxation. Consequently they 
intend to borrow the remaining $225,000,000 or 
thereabouts.

Why not bring the expenditures down to the 
sum they can raise by taxation?

Because that would spoil the - military plans of 
the rulers. They propose that two-thirds of the 
expenditures, or about $200,000,000, shall be spent 
on the Greek army and navy.

a revised bylaw.

As 1 said before this old carcase of a 
bylaw has been dug up and revised and 
found so impracticable and obsolete, so 
full of red tape, that it was rescinded 
by our council, and now everyone con­
cerned is falling over themselves to 
frame this "humpty-dumpty" together 
again. Mind you, Mr. Editor, all this 
paring down and remodeling will not 
alter the cost to the citizens, while we 
as citizens encourage these unnecessary 
appendages.

ACTION IS URGED
AGUA PRIETA, Sonora, April 15.— 

(By the Associated Press.) —The troops 
of the Republic of Sonora have invad­
ed Sinaloa, the adjpining state to the 
south, and are marching on Culican, 
the capital, according to an official dis­
patch received here today from Gen. 
Calles, commander-in-chief of the re­
public's forces.

The Sonora troops of General Angel 
Florez captured the small port of San 
Blas, Sinaloa, after a small skirmish, 
and imprisoned the Carranza garrison 
stationed there, according to the dis- 
patch.
- Unofficial messages received here to­
day told of another encounter of Son­
ora troops with Carranza forces at El 
Fuerta. These advices were to the 
effect that 22 Carranza soldiers were 
killed and fifty or more wounded.

According to a statement issued at 
military headquarters. General Arnulfo 
■Gomez, who for several years past has 
been in command of the federal troops 
in the state of San Luis Potosi, has 
revolted against President Carranza 
with his army and openly declared him- 
self for General Alvaro Obregon.

FEDERALS DESERTING.
NOGALES. Ariz., April 15.—Accord­

ing to special advices from Hermosillo, 
capital of Sonora, federal troops are 
deserting the command of General 
Ramon Iturbe, chief of military opera­
tions in Sinaloa, and Tepic.

In 1919 Canada's pension bill was 

over $16,500,000, and by March. 1920,| 
the total was $23,000.000. The esti- 
mated total cost of $33.0 00,000 was not 
reached in the last fiscal year.

The percentage of administration 
cost to total payments was about 6 
per cent. There are in all 175,906 
people receiving pensions. Col. Thomp- 
son stated.

“The average medium 
weight wool suit is made of goods 
weighing 14 ounces per yard. At 3% 
yards per suit, the cloth in the entire 
suit weighs 49 ounces, or a little more 
than 3 pounds. In the manufacture of 
all-wool cloth it requires 1% pounds of 
scoured wool to produce a pound of 
cloth.

“Therefore, considering waste in 
manufacturing, it requires about 62 
ounces of scoured wool for an aver­
age suit of clothes. Most of the Indiana 
scoured wool is selling In Boston from 
$1.25 to $1.44 per pound. This wool 
scours around 50 per cent of grease 
and dirt. At $1.44 per scoured pound, 
this makes wool worth 9 cents per 
ounce. As 62 ounces are required for 
the entire suit, then the cost of wool 
in the suit is $5.85."

QUEBEC, April 15.—Telling a tale so 
cruel that it would appear incredible if 
it were not given by a child and under 
oath. Marie Jeanne Gagnon, a girl of 
about 14, today testified for the prose­
cution in the trial of murder of her 
stepmother, Marie Anne Houde Gagnon, 
who is charged with killing through 
cruelty, the 10-year-old daughter of her 
husband, Telesphone Gagnon, of St.
