With the big spring ceremonial of 

Thebes Sanctorum, No. 26, but a 
few weeks distant, it might be in­
teresting to tell something of the 
origin of the Oriental Order of 
Humility and Perfection, which will 
he conferred upon 150 candidates 
in this city on May 24.

To a London man, the late Brother 
James Smith. P.G.M., P.G.R., goes the: 
distinction of being the founder of 
this order. Away back in 1871, the 
late Brother Smith introduced into 
Ontario a rite known as the Orient- 
al." Years of success have rolled 
by, and today it is one of the most 
impressive ceremonies In the order 
of the Orientals. Flourishing from 
its very inception the new rite 
spread with such rapidity that it was 
not many years before Sanctorums 
were established in every principal 
city of the Dominion.

The primary organization and in­
stitution of the Oriental order was 
the result of the combined efforts 
of a few Canadian tribesmen, who 
had profited by the lesson of humility 
and desired to hand down to poster­
ity an established order based on the 
principles, to impress upon aspiring 
fellowmen the folly of human pride 
and self conceit, worldly positions, 
rank or color of cloth made no dif­
ference in the dissemination of 
Oriental wisdom. Senators figured 
in the same bunch as jay-hawkeers 
at the degree exercises.

For years the order stood as "The 
Oriental," but still its members felt 
that, tlie pinnacle of their aspirations 
had not yet been reached. With this 
in mind, another higher degree was 
added This was finally decided upon 
at a meeting of the representatives 
of the Sanctorums at Toronto in 
1901 when the order was consolidated 
under the title of "The Supreme 
Orient of the Oriental Order of 
Humility and Perfection."

And so it is after many years that 
London, the birthplace of this order, 
should be the first city in the Do­
minion to hold degree exercises that 
will be attended by the Grand Sover- 
.igns and Orientals from all of Can- 
ada and the principal cities in the 
States. Eight large American cities 
have already notified R. R. White- 
head. Vice-Grand Hyastytee, that 
they will be here in full regalia, ac- 

< ompanied by their patrols and bands. 
Over 1,000 are making the trip from 
Detroit.

Preparations have been underway 
now for several weeks looking after 
the many details in connection with 
the holding of such a. monster cele­
bration. Latest reports from official 
quarters state that over 10,000 
Orientals will invade London on the 
morning of May 24.

The outstanding attraction this

They have burned their 
bridges behind them, and they must sink or 
swim, and they choose to do the latter. Their 
competition in many ways is not fair to Cana­
dians; their living expenses are low, their hours 
of labor are long, and in most cases there is no 
record of the wages paid.

It is a situation that challenges the business 
instinct of our own people. Are we going to 
allow this invasion to continue, or are we going 
to meet it?

61
City Loses McCormick Suit.

London's suit against the McCormick Manu­
facturing Company has failed. The most direct 
result is that the city will be $15,000 short in its 
account for 1923, when that sum was placed in 
the estimates and spent. A similar amount is 
in the estimates for 1924.

When the area in the east was taken into 
the city in 1911 it was on an arrangement be­
tween the city and the township of London. 
The McCormick Company really had nothing to 
do with it at that time, but were affected favor­
ably by the low fixed assessment provided for in 
the agreement, which was to run for 15 years at 
a rate of 15 mills.

Ignoring that agreement the suit brought by 
the city sought to collect on present-day valua­
tion at the 15-mill rate.

When the suit was heard here some months 
ago it was evident that the deciding factor would 
be this—that the council sought to impose condi­
tions on the McCormick Company and other 
manufacturers there that it did not propose to 
apply to all the other property in the same area.

The suit was not well advised in the first 
place. The agreement, carrying with it the spe­
cial 15-mill rate for the annexed area, expires in 
1926. In that year the eastern section will start 
to be assessed and taxed on the same basis as 
the rest of the city.

The city made the agreement in the first 
place, signed it and lived up to it ever since. 
It accepted payment of taxes all those years on 
that basis, and then, about the time the agree­
ment was due to expire, sought to shift to an­
other working basis. The precedent the city had 
established of taking taxes for years on the basis 
of the 1911 understanding was sufficient in itself 
to defeat the effort to move to another plan of 
collecting.

Without arguing the features of the annexa­
tion agreement, it can be accepted as a basic 
principle that when the city makes an agreement 
it should be prepared to abide by it.

There will have to be some adjustment made 
now to take care of the $15,000 already spent 
and not collected in 1923, the city placing this 
amount in the estimates in anticipation of a 
verdict in its favor. The same thing has been 
done in 1924.

The city will argue that not to have placed 
the amount in the estimates would have been an 
admission on its part that it could not collect 
the amount, and to that extent would have pre­
judiced its case.

As a matter of fact the trial judge would 
not base his decision on any such thing. It was 
not good business to rank as a positive cash 
asset an amount that was under litigation, and 
as to the collection of which a very grave doubt 
existed in the minds of many of the aldermen and 
officials of the city.

war with the United States over the 
immigration question is impossible, 
but assertion that it would take years 
for Japan to forget the "insulting" 
imposed by the United States Senate 
when it voted to exclude Japanese 
from the United States were among 
statements made in an interview by 
Admiral Count Gombei Yamamoto, 
former premier of Japan.

"There is no possibility of war re­
sulting from the action of congress,” 
Yamamoto asserted. “Our sword leaps 
from the scabbard only when the 
motherland is menaced or our ob­
ligations to our allies call it forth. 
But the immigration issue does not 
involve the national safety. With 
such an affront hurled toward Japan, 
our attitude must be calm, dignified 
and restrained.

“It is best to interpret the Senate’s 
action, not as an expression of the 
will of the people of the United 
States, but as the result of skillful 
manipulation of crowd psychology, 
with politicians taking advantage of 
Hanihara’s phraseology.

“It will take years for the Japan­
ese to forget this insult and rally 
again to the support of comparative 
peace efforts.

“No amount of Christian preach­
ing or missionary work can convince 
us now that Christianity is an ef­
fective preventive of wars and racial 
struggles.” 1

Tokio, April 21.—The Japan Printing 

Association, at a meeting held here to­
day, voted to place a. boycott on all 
goods from the State of California.

A two-hour conference between For­
eign Minister Matsui and Saonji, one of 
Japan’s “elder statesmen,” and a pro­
test meeting were features today in 
the Japanese immigration situation. At 
the protest meeting, resolutions passed 
urging the rise of the Japanese people, 
ready to sacrifice everything if neces­
sary to protect the national prestige.

He sees Mary sobbing her heart out 
by the tomb. His heart goes out to 
her; He is the same Jesus. He came 
to seek the saved and the lost.

Few Essential Differences.
“Jesus Christ is the same yester­

day, today and forever. His char­
acter and personality abide through 
death. Is not the guide for us?

God, He is the only one that who, by 
shedding his blood, could save the 
people of the world individually and 
collectively.

Regarding the trials of the present 
day. Rev. Holland sounded a warning 
to his flock. The church must not 
relinquish the divine charge that 
Christ made that the Christian 
Church go into every, home and 
preach the living word. That no man 
shall approach the glorious great 
white throne of the Creator on the 
judgement day and plead that he 
never heard that Christ died for the 
sins of the world. That Christ is the 
King that not only died but lives 
again to reign in glory for ever and 
ever.

Must Not Ignore Issue.
In conclusion, the minister charged 

that in the past many pulpits had 
fallen into the hands of meek, soft 
spoken orators, who soared to realms 
of poetry and rhetoric and had ig­
nored the question of deadly sins and 
their deadly punishments, he hoped 
that because the subject of sin and 
its attendant punishments is dis­
tasteful it should never for an instant 
be forgotten.
