An Act to Incorporate The Orphans' Home and
Female Aid Society, Toronto.

W HEREAS an Association has been formed in the Preambie.

City of Toronto under the name of " The Orphans'
Home and Fetnale .id Society," for the purpose of aflord-
ing relief and support to friendless orphans and destitute

5 females of the said City and of the County of York, and
in addition thereto, to afford religious and moral instruc-
tion to all who may become dependant thereon; and
whereas the Association is composed of the several
persons hereinafter mentioned, who have by petition

10 prayed that they and their successors may be incorpo-
rated under certain regulations and provisions hereinafter
mentioned: Be it therefore enacted, &c.,
