And whereas the said Révérends Peéres -
10 Oblats, have by the Petition presented in
their name by the Reverend Father Jean
Claude Léonard, one of their Body, prayed
that the said Association may be incorpora-
ted; And whereas, in consideration of the
15 great benefits which must arise from the In-
stitution, it is expedient to grant their pray-
er:—Be it therefore enacted, &c.

be answered unto, in any manner whatsoever, 95
and the service of any summons or process
made at the domicile of any one of the said
Members of the Corporation in any one of
their establishments wherein two or more of
the said Members may reside, shall bea'30
valid service thereof, upon the said Corpo-
ration; and the said Corporation shall have
full power and authority to make and estab-
