At the beginning of 
Met Inal ism iu Gorrie 
there wei-e ten Leech 
brothers but during 
the years they became 
separated. In 1874 
the ten brothers with 
their families were 
bi-ought together in 
the Gorrie church and 
seasons of spiritual 
power were seen.
Two of these boys 
have become honored 
ministers of our 
church and we hope 
to welcome them to 
our Jubilee.

In 1879 the present 
circuit was formed 
under the pastorate 
of Rev. Jas. Broley.
Heretofore t wo minis­
ters lalmred together 
■Ilia» I'liiiin. bill now 
Belmoie was put into a circuit, latkelet placed with Clifford 
and Orange Hill and Gorrie constituted a semistation. It it 
worthy of more than iHissing notU-e to say that during that 
time most huppy and cordial relationship* have existed be­
tween the two appointments.

In 1892 the present church was erected. During the |ias- 
toi-ale of Rev. W. Torrance the start was made, although he- 
foie Ilia time it had been talked about. However during Bro. 
Torrance’s term it was finally decided to erect a new edifice.

Rev. Dr. Kelly, 
an old Gnrrie hoy. of Philadelphia, preaelnsl nmining and 
evening. Rev. J. Livingstone delivered the discourse in the 
afternoon. The dedicatory services Were conducted by the 
Chairman of the District, Rev. K. H. Rupert, M. A. Under the 
skillful pleading of Rev. Thus. Kelly, I). I)., over $21**1 were

aiibari ilied and the délit was entirely eliminated as a result.
Under the set vices of Misses Hall the church was visited 

by a wonder fill revival and tales are told tislay of marvel­
lous meetings held in the new church. Faithful pastors and 
loyal people have pushed along the old Gospel chariot from 
that day to tliia.

During the pastorate of Rev. II. W. Mi-Tavish the 
lieautiful and up-to-date parsonage was built. A model 
in many respects It stands Unlay as a monument 
of the seal and euterpiiae of the Rev. Mr. McTavish. Thus 
from the line of equipment in churches and |wrsoiiage 
there are scarcely any siqieriors to the Gorrie Held. The |wst 
ia full of heioism and faithfulness. We have not been able to 
tell of the detailed work <»l 
each Pastor, class lead­
er, and worker. Amidst 
discouragement they have 
toiled on and oftentimes 
the glory and the |M>wer of 
the Iyird has come upon 
them. Hcorea and hun­
dreds have found their way 
Into the Bettei Land 
through the faithful teach­
ing and preaching of 
Methodism and now under 
the leadciship of Rev. J. W.
