CANADIAN GENERAL ELECTRIC COMPANY.

The annual report of the Canadian General Electric 
Company, presented at the annual meeting held at Toronto os 
Wednesday, hid been awaited with particular interest in view 
of the exceptional conditions prevailing during the latter half 
of last year,, and the reduction in the dividend, which had 
been foreshadowed.

The shareholders receive a return of only seven per 
cent, on their money this year in place of the 10 per cent, 
that has been continuously paid since 1899, representing a 
total sum of $2,478,493, and the gross profits bavé undergone 
shrinkage. The reduction in the dividend wifl, it is 
hoped, be only temporary, and has been made as the 
directors and their auditors consider it in the best interests 
of the shareholders. The gross profits, amounting to $722,- 
433, are smaller than in 1906, but the met is due not so much 
to*anw falling off in business as toJ^he nwge inventory of ma­
terials. As usual, this has been based on their cost or market 
price, whichever was the lower; and at the end of the year, 
owing to falling values, the shrinkage on this account was 
exceptional. yV$um °* $100,000 placed to the credit of con­
tingent fund to provide for such contingencies has been

The amount of the inventory appears in the balance-sheet 

at $2,865^325. The policy adopted with regard to the inven­
tory is doubtless drastic, but it is the safest and most con­
servative one, and a safeguard in times of inflation.

LOAN COMPANIES Ilf THE .WEST.

South Brandon Member Talks of Reform ; Views of 
• an Observer.

v Regarding the proposal of Mr. A. H. Carroil, M.P.P., of 

» South Brandon, to introduce' legislation regarding western 
loan companies—a reference to which appears in the banking 
notes. “Observer” writes :— ■ -
Editor, Monetary Times;— -

Sir,—As; far as I know the loan companies are conduct­
ing their bu siness along legitimate lines. No doubt you are 
aware that t îere are many financia* companies that are lend­
ing money dismortgages besides the loan companies f build­
ing societies! life insurance companies, guarantee companies, 
and many others*, I hardly think that Mr. Carroll refers to 
the loan companies in particular. I have visited nearly all the 
western towns, and my experience has been that the citizens 
are always pleased to-see a loan company establish a branch 
office or an agency in- their town. In fact, they are very 

/ anxious indeed to have loan companies establish branches or 
agencies. In my opinion the loan companies have had a 
great deal toi do with the building up of western towns and 
cities, even more so than the banks, because we lend a man a 
thousand dollars, or any number of thousand, providing he 
has the necessary security, for five or ten years. ^ We give 
him a definite contract, and for that reason the business tnan 
can build a block to transact his business in, can btpld a home 
to live in, and be retains' the money loaned by the loan com­
pany for five dr ten years, or the length of time agreed upon, 
which enables him to do so as outlined above.
Plenty of Buelneee For Companies.

Of course you understand an overdraft from a bank as a 
rule, is only for a short time ; for that reason a business man 
could not buiild a block, or a home to live in on an over­
draft from a bank.

My opinion is that there is plenty, of business in the West 
for all the banks and loan companies. In fact I think it 
would be à good thing for the western country, if we could 
induce several more large banks and loan companies with 
lots of money to lend to establish in the West. I think it is 
generally ^admitted by the business man of the West that 
the loan companies have had a great deal to do with the 
building up of the western country.
' As you are aware several of our life insurance companies 
compel a person to take life insurance before they.will ad­
vance him mbney on real estate. Mr, Carroll may be op­
posed to tpia method of lending money. Then again, in the 
earlÿi days a great many of the building societies, or so- 
called loan companies, loaned their money on shares. Or in 
other words, a person wishing to borrow a‘ thousand dollars 
would" have to subscribe for ten shares of stock in order to 
secure a loan |of $1,000.
Maturity of the Mortgage.

, The maturing of the mortgage depended enitrely ujjon 
the maturing of the shares subscribed. In many cases I think 
the shares were estimated to mature in 8 years, but several of 

/these companies did not mature their shares in 8 years. In fact 
the borrowers had to continue tbeir,payments with several of 
these companies for in years before their shares matured. As I 
have already explained to you the maturing of the shares de­
pended on the maturing of the mortgage. This method of 
■loaning has had a very bad effect on the loan company busi­
ness, as a great many people think that all loan companies 
are alike. I believe that the great majority of the people are 
perfectly satisfied with the treatment they have received from 
all the loan companies, with the exception of these so-called 
loan companies that lend their money on shares. I believe 
the method ol loaning money on shares is practically done 
away with. This method of loaning has left a very bad im­
pression with g great many people. , 1

In closing/! would say that the loaning companies have 
had more to do with the building up of this Western country 
than a great many people have any idea of. I think that the 
great majority-1 of people that have borrowed from loan com­
panies are perfectly well satisfied. The only objection that 
we have had to contend with is that we have not had sufficient 
money to supply the demand.

The present year will be a memorable one from an 
insurance standpoint. It will, with practical certainty, 
titans the enactment of new legislation by the Federal 
Government and the introduction into the Province of 
Quebec of an Act which the éffeteness of the existing 
bw and the growth and exigencies of the business there 

I have long rendered necessary.
In the framing of its proposed bill Quebec has been 

me in utilizing the knowledge gained from past ex­
perience, both inside and outside its own borders. Ex­
perimental measures would nave been ill-suited, and, 
with the abundance of serviceable material available, 
without justification.

Since it passed into the statute books eleven years 
ago, the Ontario Act, which Quebec has selected as a 
model, has proved efficient. Where it fails, a legitimate 
grievance has arisen, although more from the method 
of application, or non-application, of the law than from 
any inherent weakness of its own.

By an amendment added in- December, 1892, none 
other than properly registered companies are permitted 
to undertake any contract of insurance in the Province 
under a penalty not exceeding $200 and costs, or, in 
default, a term of three months with or without hard 
labor. But if it be proved satisfactorily that no insur­
ance, or not sufficient insurance, can be obtained at the 
ordinary rate -of premium from the registered corpora­
tions, the Insurance Registrar has power t to issue a 
permit for the placing of the required amount of insur- 
Mce with one or more foreign unregistered corpora­
tion!, for a term rtof exceeding twelve months, on pay­
ment of a fee of $2. A similar provision is embodied

This provision"fairly meets the case, and would, if 

properly and vigorously - applied, remove one ’of the 
peatést difficulties that insurance companies doing 
toriness in the Province have to face.

Short 
of this, it is hard to see how there can be any, as Mr. Plum*, 
tner ha* repeatedly insisted upon that as necessary.^ It is 
hardly donceivable that the Steel people would lay down then 
arms. Apparently the Government has brought some pres­
sure to bear upon, the Steel people. Senator Cox is under­
stood to be a heavy shareholder in Coal, as well as a share­
holder df Steel; but even if he interested himself with the 
Government if is doubtful whether Sir Wilfrid could ask the 
Steel Company to give up much of what the courts decided 
they were entitled to. For these and other reasons, it seeffis 
improbable that either, side would consent to give up what 
would be .considered of sufficient importance to the other 
side. Byt if each could be i given an interest in the other, 
such as jin the case of a merger, many difficulties might be 
removed.!

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OPTIMISM ON THE PACIFIC COAST.

Federal Government and the Lumber Industry- 
Flotation of the Bank of Vancouver—* 

Trade with Mexico.:
-

The’lumber industry of British Columbia gets more cuffs 
than ha-pence. The latest move to embarrass on the part ot 
the Federal Government is to enforce the clause in the Do­
minion timber regulations that so much per year must be cut 
off; each Federal limit. At a public meeting, held here on 
Thursday, a strong resolution was passed asking the Uov- 

. "* - «rnment to delay action. The meeting was attended not only
by lumbermen but by business people, who are feeling the 
effect of the continued depression in the lumber industry. .

. A worse time could not have been selected for the enforce­
ment of this regulition. For six months nearly all of the mills 
in British Columbia have been shut down, and inactivity Will 
probably be the rule until another good crop is harvested on 
the prairie. At present^ all mm- yards are stocked, and one 
of the largest plants in Vancouver, that of the Pacific Coast 
Lumber Mills, shut down again simply because there was 
nothing doing.

obtained when logs and labor were very high. Even this has 
failed to bring business. And yet, the Government says more 
mills must be erected.
Only Crum Unhealthy Condition*.

The generalXtrend of timber legislation in civilized coun­
tries is to! conserve rather than hasten the utilization of tim- 

; 4>er resources^'l'tow, in addition to the many causes of over- 
productioh, comes Government compulsion. When the in­
vestigation vas held to see what was the cause of high pnces 
for the retail product on the prairie, it was found the mills 
were not to blame. Since the reduction in pries retailers 
had made no corresponding decrease. No matter what the 
price of tomber was on the coast, the price to the consumer 
east of the mountains was as much as the retailer could ex­
tort, êven in the daÿs when the surplus product of Washing­
ton mills was dumped in'at slaughter prices. H it is the in­
tention to hâve a greater lumber supply for the benefit of the 
farmers, it is doubtful if the desired effect will be attained. 
Even that will not create demand, and will only cause 
unhealthy conditions in the industry and hasten the waste of
