INSPECTION INVITED.
THE FIRST VOWS.

—
On Saturday morning last Madam
Nangle, of the community of the Sacred
Heart, made her first vows in the Chapel
of the Academy conducted by the ladies
of that Society, on Dundas street, in this
city, The chapel was crowded, not only
by the pupils of the institution, but by
relatives, friends and former schoolmates
of the young religicuse, smong those pres-
ent being her respected parents, Mr. and
Mrs. Thos, Nangle, of the Township of
Biddulph, His Lordship the Bishop of
London presided at the ceremony. The
Rev. Father Tiernan was celebrant of
the Mass, the other clergy present being
Rev. Dr. Coffey, acd Rev. Fathers Con-
nolly, Walsh and Dunphby. His Lord-
ship began the ceremory of the day by
a very feeling discourse. He said that
among the most touching and instruc-
tive incidents on record in Holy Writ
was that of the visit of Jesus to the house
of Martha, where she and hers ister Mary
both waited on the Lord, the one in a
direct and the other in &n indirect man-
ner. While Martha was busying herself
about household affairs and “much serv-
ing,” Mary sat st theLord’s feet and heard
His Word, Whereupon Martha, ad-
dressing Jesus, eaid : “Lord hast thou
no care that my sister hath left
me alone to serve? Speak to her,
therefore, that she help me.” And the
Lord, answering, said to her: “Martha,
Martha, thou art careful, and art troubled
about many things, But one thing is
necessary, Mary hath chosen the better
part, which shall not be taken away
trom her,” (Luke x. 40 42) This inci-
dent of Holy Writ has been again and
again repeated in the long history of
Christ’s Church on earth, While many
bisied themselves, as indeed they had to,
about worldly affairs, or much serving, a
fsw had in every age and every genera-
tion, chosen, like Mary of the Gospel,
the better part, for they, like her, minis-
tered directly to Him, sitting at His feet
and hearing His sacred Word, God was
a God of order. And as, in the material
order of creation,somethings were inferior
toand subordinate to each others,soin the
spiritual order there was difference and
subordination, Star surpassed star in glory
in the firmament—constellation shone
more brightly than constellation in the
heavens—but all was beauty and order be.
cause there was subordination and har-
mony in _every difference and
distinction between the works of
God’s hands, All men, to be saved, were
bound to obey the commandments of
God and the precepts of the Church.
But men could deny themselyes to a
greater degree than obedience to these
commandments snd precepts implied.
Some were even called to do so—to
choose the better part—even as Mary
had done, The Gospel tells us of a young
man who, coming to Christ, said to Him :
Good Master, what f.ood shall I dothatI
may bave life everlasting? Christ, an-
ewered Him : “If thou wilt enter into
life,keep the commandments.” He said to
Him, “Which?” And Jesus said: “Thou
shalt do no murder, thou shalt not com.
mit adultery, thou shalt not steal, thou
shalt not bear false witness, Honor thy
father and thy mother ; and thou shalt
love thy neighbor as thyselt,” To
which she young man replied: “All
these have I kept from my youth;
what is yet wantiog to me 1” Jesus saith
to him, “If thou will be perfect, go sell
what thou hast, and give to the poor,
and thou shalf haye treasure; and come,
follow Me,” (Matt, xix,, 16 21). It was
for this perfection, so clearly deacribed
by our Lord Himself, that the Catholio
religion strove, Perfection could only
be attained by self-sacrifice. Self-sacri-
fice was the pareut of all great, noble,
and heroic deeds. Noman in the world
could achieve anything of good for his
fellow men withont an abandonment of
slf, Much more, however, was this
irit of self-denial required in religion
Em {n the world. The Oatholic reli-
Pmm had to renounce all, home and
amily and friends, that she may have
treasure in heaven, She bound herself
to serve God by voluntary poverty, by
chastity, aad by obedience, Poverty, in
the eyes of sivilized men of antiquity,
was something odious or contemptible.
But Christ, who came to confound the
wise ones of the wer]d, taught a philoso-
phy that astonished wem. He raised
poverty—to the sstonahment of a
wioked and selfseeking world—to the
merit of a beatitude, “Blessed,” eaid He,
“are the pure in -Pirit, for their'sig the
kingdom of God.’ And in the same
discourse, the most sublime ever hearq
on earth, our Lord warned His hearers,
«Laynot up to yourselves treasures on
earth, where the rust and the moth con-
sume, and where thieves break through
and steal, But lay up to yourselves
in heaven, where mneither the

rust nor moth doth consume, and where

thieves do not break through nor steal.

. . . Be not solicitous for your life, what

you shall eat, nor for your body what m
shall put on, Is not the hfe more

the meat ; and the body more than the
raiment? Be mnot solicitous, saying,
What shall we eat; or what shall we
drink, or wherewith shall we be clothed,
for stter all these things do the heathens
seck.” (Matt, vi) On another occasion
our Lord, addressing his disciples, after
having conveyed to Peter the power ot
binding and loosing, and foretold His
passion, spoke to them in language of
an import that could not be misappre-
hended: “If any man will come after
Me, let him deny himself, and take up
his cross and follow Me, Forhe that
will save his life, shall lose it ; and he
that shall lose his life for My sake, shall
find it,” (Matt. xvi) Our Blessed
Redeemer laid it down as an essential
condition of discipleship that His follow-
ers should renounce all for His sake, “If
any man come to me, and hate not His
own life, he cannot be my disciple. And
whosoever doth not carry his cross and
come aftey Me, cannot be my disciple,
Every one of you that doth not renounce
all that he possesseth cannot be My
disciple.” This self-abnegation was the
very life of God's Church. When we
entered strange cities and contemplated
the splendid edifices raised to the wor-
ship and service of God, grand cathed.-
rals, epacious churches, colleges, con-

Without such obedience there could be '
peither order, nor contentment, nor
prolferity. But the perfeot oboJienco
required of the religious was something
higher and more noble, It was the
obliteration of one’s own will for God's
sake, It was the obedience of Christ Him-
self, who “humbled himself, becomin
obedient unto death ; even the death o
the cross.” (Philip, i1, 8 ) The whole life of
Jesus on earth was one of obedience. To
Joseph and Mary was He for thirty years
subject, and His submission to the will of
His father was complete. His very nourish-
ment was to do the will of the Father,
“My meat is to do the will of Him that
sent me, that [ may perfect His work.”
(St. Johniv 34) He came down from
heaven not to dollis will but the will of the
Father. “I came down from heaven,not to
do my own will, but the will of Him that
sent me.” And again, “I cannot of myself
do anything because I seek not my own
will, but the will of Him tbat sent me.”
(St. John v, vi). This epirit of resignation,
humility and submission accompanied
Him even to the Cross. During His
agony in the garden of Olives, with &
soul sorrowful unto deatb, from his
parched lips which momentarily recoiled
{rom the bitter chalice of suffering, came
these words of sublimest obedience,
Father, if thou wilt, remove this
“chalice from me, but yet mot
my will but thine be done.” (Luke xxii
42) Christ loved and practiced and

vents, hospitals, and refuges, all de
voted to man’s amelioration or
or his relief from suftering and sflliction
in the multitudinous forms in which they |
visit the buman family, and reflect that 1
these stately, epacious and costly edifices
were raised by the contributions of the |
poor toilers of both sexes, given out of |
the generosity of their very poverty. Thus
was the spiit of self-denial, as preached ]
by Christ, practiced among the faithful. ‘
The epirit of voluntary poverty, as carried
out by Catholic religious, was directly
opposed t) the spuic of self-secking g f
avaricious gain that ruled the would
especially of to.day. St Paul in bis
time denounced avarice, the vice
opposed to evangelicul poverty, in terms
of the most emphatic opprobrium. The
love of filthy lucre he denominated a
veritable worship of idols, Nor is
it aught else, for self seeking
and love of gain draw us away from God,
to the worship of the things of earth,
All Christians, but especially religious,
were bound to be imitators ot Christ, to
carry His image in their very bodies, and
prove themselves in very deed what
St. Paul had termed them, “Temples of
the Holy Ghost.”

But besides the practice of voluntary
poverty, there was laid upon the religious
the obligation of a perpetual chastity.
“Blessed,” said Christ, “are the pure of
heart; for they shall see God.” The
very heathens of old esteemed a chaste
priesthood, and mno virtue is held in
higher regard amoog men than that of
purity. Nothing defiled shall ever enter
God’s kingdom. That kingdom is
reserved for the pure and for the just,
while without it are “sorcerers, and un-
chaste and murderers, and servers
of idols, and every one that
loveth and maketh alie, (3t. John, Apoc.
xxii 15), The same Apostle, himselt a
virgin, and beloved of Jesus, upon whose
bosom he reclined his head at the last
supper, and from the very beatings and
heavings of whose Sacred Heart he
learned to love this inestimable virtue,
in another place writes: “And I beheld;
and lo a Lamb stood upon Mount Sinai,
and with him an hundred and forty-four
thousand having His name and the
pame ot His Father written on their
foreheads, And I heard a voice from
heaven, as the noice of many waters, and
as the voice of great thunder, and the
voice which I heard was as the voice of
harpers harping on their barps. And
they sung & new canticle before the
throne, and before the four living crea-
tures and the ancients, and no man
could say the canticle but these hun-
dred and forty four thousand, who were
purchased from the earth, for they are
virgins, They follow the Lamb whither.
soever ho goeth, These were urchased
from among men, the first fruits to God
and to the Lamb,” (Apoc. xiv. 1.4).
Christ Himself was a virgin, His Blessed
M. ther was a virgin,St. Joseph, His foster
father, was & virgin, Men had been in
every age found to assail His teachings,
and deny His authority, but not one
had ever been found to question
the purity of His life and character.

St. Paul, the Apostle of the Gentiles,
with that vigor and virility so character-
istic of his great soul, and worthy his
mighty mission, wrote on this subject in
terms that know no ambiguity, To the
the Romans (viii. 13) he said: “If you
live according to the flesh, you shall die.
But if by the pirit you mortify the deeds
of the flesh, you shall live,” Again:
«Do not err, neither fornicators, nor
idolaters, nor adulterers nor the effem-
inate shall poesess the Kingdom of God.
Know you not that your members are
the temple of the Holy Ghost, who is in
you, whom you have from God ; and you
are not your own?” (L Cor. vi) Still
addressing the Corinthians St. Paul
declared: “Now this I ,say, brethren,
that flesh and blood cannot possess the
kingdom of God ; neither shall corrup-
tion possess incorruption,” (I Cor, xv.
50), Well indeed may we say of this
virtue that it is to be preferred before
kingdoms and thrones, that all gold in
comparison of it is a little sand, and gil-
ver in respect of it shall be counted as
clay, (Wisdom iii )

The third obligation of the Catholic
religious was obedience bedi
lawtul ecclesiastical authority, obedience
to the rules of her institute, obedience
to her superiors, Obedience was a neces:
sl\y in every path of life. In family life,
if there was to be any order or happi-
ness, children should be obedient to
their parents. £ also in ciyil life, the

‘Who, thinkest thou, is the g eater in the
kingdom of beaven] And Jeeus calling
upto him a litle child set him in the
midst of them and gaid : Amen, I say to
you, unless you be converted, and be
come as little children, you shall not
enter into the kingdom of heaven. Who-
goever therefore shall humble himself as
this little child, he is the greater in the
kingdom of heaven,” (Matt. xix. 1.4)

Itis
always idolatrous under these circum-
stances, but we believe, notwithstanding
your correspondent’s statement to the
contrary, that itis also idolatrous because
its votaries actually intend to pay aveo-
lute homge to stocks and stones.

2. It is true, as your correspondent
observes, that we actually worship images
of Christ and his saints, that is, we rever-
ence and venerate them with relative
worship as explained in preceding para-
graph. The peers of Britain also worship
the authority of the throne, and worship
it with absolute worship, which is, how-
ever, only civil homage, that is, that
homage due to civil authority.

3. We are charged with upholding our
idolatry by mutilating the word of God.
I have already shown that our worship is
not idolatry. Let us ascertain whether
this charge of mutilation of scripture can
be brougght home to Catholics., The ob
izct of mutilating the Word of God in
this case is, according to your correspon
dent, to conceal the second part of the
First Commandment, “Thou shalt not
make to thyself a graven thing, etc.”
Now in most of our catechismsand prayer
books, and of course in our Bible, this
commandment is to be found in full. It
is, as & matter of fact, in the ordinary
Batler’s Catechism used in our schools,
We use the brief form of the First Com.
mandment for the same reason that we

lace the division of the First and Second
Bummmdmenh between verses 8 and 7,
Exodus xx. Tke reason is that the objact
of the legislation in verses 2 6 of 20.h
chapter of Exodus, is the same through-
out, and when the child knows the verses
2and 3 it knows also the other verses to
the 6ih. It is unnacessary for me to ob-
serve that the weight of aunthority and
tradition are over-whelmingly in favor of
the Catholic division, which amongst Pro-
testants is maintained, also by the an
Lutherans. The Catholic division, if
Decessary, can be eatisfactorily demon-
strated,
4. The above Catholic teaching, involy-
ing aait does the natural, rational and
obvious use of images generally, is dis-
tinctly understood by the very humblest
Catholics, as any irquiring Protestant can
prove at any time.

received him into the Church.

Well, perhaps, some of my Protestant
friends will say to-night: “Was henot &
fool of & man 1” “No, my friends, he was
& very wise and well-educated man, a very
smart man; and %0 wise you would be,

my dear Protestant friends if you would
only take tne trouble that the doctor took
to examine both sides of the (uestion.
But here is your misfortune ; you are &
one-sided people; you never esamined
both sides of the question, Tell me can-
didly, now, did you ever read a Catholic
book in your life. “No, sir, I would
pot take up a Catholicbook !” “But you
have read a great many books against
Catholicity 7 “Yes, 1 have and that is
the very reason I do not want to read any
more about it.” Well, that shows you
are & one-sided people, How can you
give an impartial jadgment, when you
bave examined but one side of the ques-
tion 7

What would you say of & judge who sits
in the criminal court when a policeman
brings in a_poor fellow, and eays to the
judge : “Judge, this man is guilty of
such a crime.” “Well, then hang him,”
saye the judge. “Bat,” says the poor
man, “judge, | am innocent, and I am
able to prove my innocence. 1 am able
to bring you evidence and witnesses to
prove that I am innocent.” Bat the
policeman insiets that he is guilty. “Well,
then,” says the judge, “hang Lim any-
how."”

What would you say of such a jadge?
“Ah!” you would say ““unjust, cruel blood-
thirsty man—you are guilty of shedding
innocent blood. Why do you not hear
the man? Why do you not hear his evi-
dence, and his witnesses, and his proofs 7
You are guilty of the blood of an iomno-
cent man, and you have condemned him
withont examination,” Well, now, my
dear Protestant friends, allow me to tell
you (and 1 hope you will not be offended,
for no man of sense can be off:nded by the
truth), that is the way you have been
treating the Catholics all the time. “Hang
them, anyhow,” you say.

Did you ever examine the doctrines of

our holy religion ? Did you ever read a
Catholic book ? Nevet in your life—and
then you condemn us without knowing
what we are. Is that the part of a sensible
man? TIs that just, I ask yon? Icis very
hard to tell you that you have been acting
80 unjustly to us, Catholics; but, certaialy,
none of you can be offended, for you
know it isa fact. You have been con-
demning us, you have been turning us
into ridicule; you have been holding us
up to the odium of the people, without
k;mwing what the Catholic religion is at
all.
That is the way Jesus Christ was treated
and that is the wav you are treating the
followers of Jesus Christ. Oh! my dear
Protestant friends, do become more just,
more fair, more honest and charitable
towards your fellow-man, Condemn him
not without krowiog that he really
deserves to be coudemned. Do not ex-
amine one side of the question, but give a
fair hearing to both sides. Do I ask any-
thing anreasonable ? Is that not fair and
just? I would therefore recommend to
you to procure yourselves Catholic books.
You have read a great many books against
us; now examine the other side of the
question, Procure yourselves Catholic
books, in which our doctrines are thor-
oughly stated and thoroughly defended
I recommend to you the three following
books : “Protestantism and Catholicity :
second book, “Points of Controversy;”
and the third book, “The Manual of In-
struction.”

[ must continue with my proofs from
the Bible, on Confession. In St. Matthew,
our Divine Saviour eays, xviii, chapter :
“I will give to you,” ssys He to His
apostles, “the keys of the kingdom of
Heaven, and whatsoever you shall bind on
earth shall be bound in Heaven, and what
soever you shall loose on earth, shall be
loosed likewise in Ileaven,” Here you
see our Divine Saviour gave to His Apos-
tles a very extraordinary power. For
what purpose were the keys?! Why, of
course to open the door. They were
given for the purpose of unlocking
Heaven to the repeutant sinner. Here
again, our Divine Saviour confers the
same power on Hie Apostles as He con-
ferred upon them in the Gospel of St.
John, xx chapter.

Now, did the Apostles understand these
words of Christ, in the same manner as
we Catholics understani them in the
nineteenth century, and as they have
been understood for so many centuries?
Did they really believe that they had the
power of forgiving eins? They did: and
they gloried in that power. St. Paul,
in his epistle to the Corinthians, says:
“Let a man 8o look upon us as the minis
ters of Christ and the dispeners of the
mysteries of God, for we are the ambassa.
dors of Christ.”” Now, what is an ambasza-
dor? An ambassador is one who is sent
by one power to another power to act for
the power that sent him, If, for instance,
the English Government sends an ambassa-
dor to Washington, that ambassador acts
in the name of the English Government,
and whatsoever he does in Washington is
considered asdone by the English Govern-
ment itself ; his acts are the acts of the
E glish Government, “Now,” says St,
Paul, “we are the ambassadors of Christ.”
When did Christ constitute them ambas.
sadors? When he said: “I will give to
you the keys of the kingdom of heaven,
and whatsoever you shall bind on earth,
shall be bound in Heaven.” It was then
that Christ constituted His Apostles and
their lawful successors in the minstry, the
priests and bishops of the Church, His
ambassadors.

Again, says St, Paul in his second epis-
tle to the Corinthians, “We have the
ministry of reconciliation.” What does
he mean by that? Why, of course he
means reconciling sinners to God. Bat
how can they do ro? Oaly by forgiving
them their sins in the name of God. The
sinner only becomes reconciled to God
when his sins are forgiven, “So” says St
Paul, “He has placed in us the word of
reconciliation, the power of reconciling
the sinner to God, gy forgiving him his
gine.”

And therefore, St. John, the Apostle, in
his first epistle, and first chapter, says :
“God is faithful and just to forgive us our
sing, and to cleanse us from our iniquities
if we confesa them.” “If we confess
them.” There St. John the Apostles
makes confession condition, without which
no sin ie forgiven, God is faithful and
just to cleanse us from our iniguities, “to
forgive us our sins,” “if we confess
them.”

Hence, we see, that in the primitive
days of Christianity, the Christians went
to confeseion. In the xix. chapter, 18:h
vemse, of the Acts of the Apostles, We
road: “And many of those who believed,
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came, confessing and declariog their
deeds.” The multitude of the people—
those who had been received into the
Church—they “came,” says the Bible,
“gonfessing and declaring their sins,” to
the bishops ard priests of God. They did
the same as Catholics do now, the{ came
in crowds to confewmion, as Catholics do
now on great festivals, such as Euster,
Chiistmas, etc, So says the Bible. Did
the primitive Christians not know the
Catholic doctrine ? were they ill-instructed?
They knew its doctrines from the very
lips of the Apostles, aud hence the Catho-
lic religion is now as it was in primitive
days—in the days of the Apostles.

And St. James the Apostle says to the
priest of the Church : “Confess your sins
one to the other, and pray ome for the
other, that youn mla be saved.” Here,
you see, St. James the Apostle makes the
confestion of sins 8 condition of salvation
also, on the priests of the Church. In the
Oatholic Church, it is not merely the
laity, that are bound to go to confession
snd tell their sins, but also, the priest is
bound to do o, and eo also must the
bishops and the cardinals, snd even the
Pope himself is bound to go to confession,
should he have the misfortune to fall into
gin, for he is a man like the rest of us,
and avy man may fall into sin, Confes-
sion is a Diviue law, and must be ohserved
by all. The priest, however, does not
wait to fall into ein before he goes to con-
fession, for as a general thing, the priests
of God strive to lead pure, moral and holy
lives, and keep themselves free from ein,
but even if they do not commit any sin,
they go to confession once a week, or
twice a month or so, and when they have
nothing to confess, they confess the sins
of their youth, of their young days, in
order to humble themeelves before God,
and once more obtain the forgiveness of
Christ.

ARCHBISHOP WALSH.

HE VIEITS ARCHBISHOP CROKE AND MAKES
A MAGNIFICENT SPEECH.

On the 14:h ult.,, Archbishop Walsh, at
the invitation of Archbishop Croke of
Cashel, visited Thurles, for the fijst time
since his return from Rome, and was
accorded a magnificent reception. His
Grace, accompanied by the Rav. W.
Murphy, left Dublin by the 1 o'clock
train, At lnchicore a large mumber of
the w tkmen engaged in the railway
works, hearing that he was travelling by
the train, assembled, and as the train
passed wanifested their feeling of respect
and admiration for him by load cheers.
At Newbridge his Grace was joined by the
Very Rev, Dr. Brown, President of May-
nooth College ; and at Kildare the Very
Rev, Dr. Kavanaugh, P, P., entered the
carriage in which the Archbishop was
travelling and accompanied him on his
journey. At each of these stations, and
at Monasterevan, Portarlington and Mary-
borough, some of the people collected on
the platform recognized his Grace and
cheered. As the train left the station at
Ballybiophy a large crowd which had col-
lected on the platform expecting to see
the Archbishop pressed round the door of
the camiage, cheering enthusiastically.
The Rathdowney brass band took their
position opposite the carriage, playing
pational amirs, As the train was
ahout to leave the station his Grace
stood at the carriage window and gave his
blessing to the people. At Templemore
the entire platform was crowded with
people, who cheered vigorously as the
train approached. Thurles was reached
at 4:20. Enthusiastic is but a small word
to describe the welcome which was ac-
corded to the Archbishop on his arrival,
The entire station and the approaches to
it were packed full with a dense mass of
people, who cheered asif their lives de-
pended on the strength and vigor of their
shouts of welcome. As many as Were able
gave additional vent to their feelings by
waving hats and bandkerchiefs, but the
crowa was 80 closely pressed together that
most of the people were obliged to cor-
tent themselves with cheering

AS ONLY TIPPERARY MEN CAN CHEER
Outeide the station were the Thurles,
Loughmore, Holycross, Borrisoleigh,
Moyne and Templetoohy bands, with sev-
eral handsome banners bearing the usual

atriotic inecriptions, the Borrisoleigh flag
{;eing especially noticeable. The horses
were unyoked from the carriage, and his
Grace of Dablin and his host were drawn
to the college by a score of brawny arms,
The distinction” of drawing the Archbish -
op’s carriage was a coveted one, Kven at
this early hour, before twilight had com-
menced, somo of the houses displayed
illuminations, the bells of the beautiful
Cathedral rang out a peal of welcome, and
in the tower a red light was burned with
a striking effect. Opposite the college the
vast crowd astembled on the stage. In
reply to an address presented him by the
priests and people of Thurles the Arch-
bishop made a grand apeech, thanking
them for the heartiness of their welcome,
and continuing thus: “I am to-night re-
minded especially of one of my former
visits to this town. It was all but the last
time—it was, in fact, the last time but
one that T was in Thurles. It was just
twelve months ago. It was a memorable
occasions You remember it. It was
when Mr, Parnell was here—when he
came to preside at that magnificent con-
vention of your magnificent county which
was the first of those great assemblies to
make plain to all Ireland, to all England,
to all the world that our oldest and our
worst enemy, the spirit of discord, had
at length been baniched from among our
people, that & new spirit had entered in,
and that now and henceforth there was no
sacrifice, whether of personal or of local
feeling, be it of town or of country or of
province, that Tipperary, and with Tip-
perary all Ireland, was not prepared to
make, and would not glally make, for
the cause of an unbroken national union.
I well remember that on the evening of
that day it was remarked to me by the
Al‘chblr‘gop that we had been witnessing
the close, and the glorious close, of one

do we stand to-dayi! Triumphant—
trinmphant all along he live, Our
people politically united, as the people of
00 other nation on the face of the earth
ever were united before. Oa the eve of
the elections we were appealed to, as you
no doubt remember, though many
strangely seem to have forgotten it—we
were appealed to by the foremost states-
man of England to speak out our minds
now that, as he reminded us, we were for
the first time afforded the opportunity of
doinglo in the same measure and degree
in which the people of England and of
Scotland have t0 long enjoyed the privi-
lege and the right of speaking out their
minds upon the great questions of the
day. May I remind you of Mr. Glad-
stone’s words 7 Here is what he says:
‘Down to the present time the constituency
of Ireland bas been miserably narrow ; it
has not bad the same representation,
not even the same comparatively
contracted representation—I speak of the
countries particularly—that has existed in
Englaud and Scotland. I need mnot go
iuto details, but its constituency has been
80 limited that we can hardly recognize its
utterances as the voice of a nation. It
was the voice rather of a class.” Aud then
mark what follows: ‘1 do not know
whether in coneequence of those circum
stances, but certainly in conjunction with
those circumestances, during the whole
time [ have sat in Parliament the Irich re-
presentation has been so divided that it is
impossible to say where was to be found
the voice of Ireland. The Irish members
have been divided on every (nestion in
the last Parliament into three parties, and
these had been three minorities-—one
party, terming itself National, led by Mr.
Paruell; another party the supporter:
who gave their confidence to the Govern-
ment, and the third the Tory members re
turned for various Irish constituencies.
None of these bave been entitled by their
numerical strength to eay, ‘We speak the
voice of the whole people,” Bat Ireland
hzs now a constituency as broad and as
extended, as qualificd to speak their
wants and their wishes as
EITHER SCOTLAND OR ENGLAND

Aund then he went on to procluim, in
words which I need not detain you by
repeating, but of which I do not hesitate
to eay that, in my opinion, they ade.
quately sketch out bosh the pature and
the hmits of that demand which your
elected representatives are now ahout to
mike for you with one united voice—be
went on to proclaim that if that demand
were constitutionally put forward by
Ireland—if the wishes of Ireland in this
respect were constitutionally ascertained,
it would be not only allowable but bene-
ficial to the empire at large that this right
to which we lay claim, the right of gov-
erning ourselves in all our own affairs,
should be granted to us. Well, that is ali
we ask for, and the question of the day
now is, whether it is 10 be granted to us
or not. The issue was plainly put before
us by Mr. Gladstone in the words that 1
have quoted for you. He appealed to ue
for an answer that he could regard as the
answer of Ireland. Have we not given it
to him ? ‘'Fhisgreat province of Munster,
with 1ts twenty five constituencies, abso-
lutely unanimous in the return of its
members; the province of Connaught, with
its thirteen constituencies, absolutely un-
animous; the province of Leinster, with
its twenty-eight constituencies, absolutely
unsnimuc; and, what is better, because
more rignificant than all the rest, we
have even Ulster at length pressing for-
ward to be received with open arms
within the national ranks, having now
returned to the new Parliament a clear
maj ity of her members pledged to the
cause of our united Ireland. Thus, then,
Ireland has respouded to Mr. Glaastone’s
appeal, Calmly, and confidently, but at
the same time avxiously, I for one await
the issue ; calmly, in the epirit in which
that answer of our people has been given
and their claim has been put forth ; con-
fidently, for I see no reason in this no
more than in those other instances in
which

TIME HAS JUSTIFIED THE WISDOM

of many of his other anticipations. I see
no reason, I eay, to question the political
foresight of your great parliamentary
leader, whose declaration stands publicly
on record that it is to Mr. Gladstone he
looke for this crowning act of statesman-
ship. But, as I have added, I must also
say that I await this issue with deep anxi-
ety. And why? Because already we bave
heard from sacross the channel some fool-
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ple. Your priests, your bishops are,with
{ou in your constitutional demand, Uo-
ike the leaders of wicked revolutionary
i)roceedingl ip some other countries that
could name—leaders whose aim and
effort it is to suppress every vestige of
religious influence or control—unlike
those foolish and mistaken men, your
leaders have most earnestly sought and
prayed for the help and strength thal
could not fail to come to the movement
from the council and the guidance of the
priesthood of the nation, That counsel,
that guidance, is with them and with
you to-day. Under its holy influence,
wherever it is free effectively to do ite
work, crime and outrage have ceased
throughout the land. No English states-
man who may have the courage to face
the solution of what all men now know
by the name of the Irish question need
fear the taunt that he is yielding to vio-
lence, to clamor or to threats, It the
Irish question stands to day in this hope-
ful position, you know how deep a debt
of gratitude you owe for it to the fact
that your priests are with you. And now,
in conclusion, I will eay only t other
word, that for this blessed v o0 of
priests and people you are inde'wed to,
under heaven and under the free and
fettered action of the Holy See, to the
chivalrous and fearless prelate at whose
hospitable invitation I am here to day.

VIEWS JUST AND UNJUST ON
HOME RULE

It is gratifying to find the Canadian
press, as a whole, sound on the question
of Home Rule for Ireland. Thereare, of
course, a few exoceptions to this generally
healtby tone, but the exceptions serve
but to bring into stronger relief the en.
lighteued and irrefragable testimony of
leading Canadian jrurnalists to Irish
rights on this subj ct. We were parti-
cularly well pleased with an article which
appenred in the columus of our city con-
temporary, the Free Press, on the 15th of
December last, entitled, “The Irish Ex-
periment.” Our city contemporary,
after stating that it was impossible, in
the present state of parties in Britain,
to predict what might follow on
the heels of the late general election, in
some reapects the most extraordinary
that has taken place for the last fifty
years, declared very plainly that it will
be usclesa to patch up the Lrish difficulty
and to meet the pressing demands of the
Irish people by any half measure. If
there is to be Home Rule, said the Free
Press Home Rule let it be—not in a nar.
row or niggardly sense, but in a fullness
that will meat the expectations of the
people, Our contemporary admits the
diffi ;ulties in the way of a settlement ot
the difticulty in a country where the
complexity of society and ramification
of interests are so great as in Ireland,
but liolds that it will be a very sad re-
flaction on the acumen of the politicians
of the country, if some scheme is not
devised that will satisfy Ireland, while
retaining, in full vitality, the Imperial
convection between the two kingdoms :

Irish grievances, is the very ablest por-
tion of its clear-sighted article, Mr. G.
Smith would, as our Brantford contem-
porary o well expresses it, dragoon the
Irish into submission as they were dra-
gooned again and again from the days of
Henry VIIL till the close of the last cen.
tury—or, as it might have more correctly
said, have been till the present time, All
the dragooning of three and more cen-
turies have failed to make the Irish sub-
missive or loyal to the British govern-
ment. The effect has been, in fact, in
the very contrary direction, The policy
of the two Cromwells—a policy of spolia-
tion, rapine, murder and massacre—yet
remembered by the Irish race with an
intensity of hatred thpt the lapse of
years cannot diminish—would not be
tolerated in this age—Mr. G. 8mith to
the contrary notwithstanding.

His Grace the Archbishop of Quebec
has announced the convocation, for the
30:h of May next, of the Seventh Pro-
vincial Council of that ecclesiastical
province, His Grace, in his pastoral
letter to the clergy and laity of his dio-
cese, conveying intelligence of this im-
portant event, says: “For the seventh
time since the erection of the ecclesias.
tical Province of Quebec, a Council is to
take place in this city. It will open on
the 30th of May next, Ten bishops and
one prefect apostolic, assisted by theolo
gians and canonists, have been invited to
attend, As this reunion of the chief
pastors of our province is of very great
importance for all the faithful committed
to their care, we exhort you all,
dearly beloved brethren, to invoke
with fervor and confidence the
enlightenment of the Holy Ghost, that
those whom He hath Himself placed to
rule the Church of God may know the
way to guide the souls confided to their
pastoral solicitude, Prayer is an every
day duty; through it descends into our
souls the graces we need for salvation,
Pray without ceasing, says the Apostle
St. Pau), sine intermissine orats. (I Thess.
V. 17.) The charity that unites all the
members of Holy Church imposes on us
the duty to pray one for another, that
we may be saved—orate pro invicem ut
salvemens (St. James v, 16);and St. Paul
(i Tim. ii , 1) recommends prayer for all
men, for kings and for all that are in
high stations—obsecro fiers orationes pro
omnibus homnibus, pro regibns et omnibus qus
in sublimitate sunt
“There is, then, for you, dearly beloved
brethren, an obligation to pray for those
who work tor your salvation, for the Sov-
ereign Pontiff, for the Bishops, for your
pastors, and all the clergy. But this obli-
gation is all the more urgent on
extraordinary occasions, such as the
convocation of your chief pusiors
in the name of Holy Church to coun.
cil, there to deliberate on the
most important questions concerning
the saving of your souls. We invite you,
dear brethren, to redouble your fervor,
offer your prayers, your communions
your good works, to obtain from the
Adorable Heart of our Divine Redeemer,
by the intercession of Mary Immaculate,
that this council may redound to the
glory of God, the salvation of all the souls
committed to the pastoral care of the
Bishops of this Province.”
We cannot doubt that the Arch-
bishop’s good counsel will be
eagerly followed by his faithful and
devoted ochildren in Christ, and that
their prayers will be fruitful of blessings
on the coming council. The council
will we trust be important both in res-
pect of its deliberations and of its results.
We cannot, from our survey of the re-
ligious and political situation in Canada,
drive from our minds the belief that
troublous times are at hand for the
Church of Lower Canada.

THE NEW CARDINAL.

His Grace the Archbishop of Balti:
more has, we learn, received official noti-
fication of the intentidn of the Holy
Father to give him placs and rank in
the College of Cardinals. His Grace will
not, it is likely, be called to the cardin-
alate till the consistory announced to be
held in June. James Gibbons, Arch-
bishop of Baltimore, was born in that city
on the 23rd of July, 1834. Whilestill very
young, he was by his parents, both Irish,
taken to Ireland, and he there received
the rudiments of his education, In 1853
he returned to Baltimore, and entering
St. Charles College, made his studies for
the priesthood, to which holy office he
was, on June 30th, 1864, ordained by the
late Archbishop Kenrick. In 1368 he
was appointed Vicar Apostolic of North
Carolina and  titular bishop of
Adramythum, ¢ p. i. In January,
1872, he was translated to the
See of Richmond, made vacant
by the death of Bishop McGill. His ad-
ministration of the diocese of Richmond
was marked by such zeal and success
that in May, 1877, he was named co-adju-
tor, with the right of euccesion, to Arch-
bishop Bailey, of Baltimore, upon whose
death,towards the close of the same year, he
became titular of that historic and fllastri-
ous See, In 18383 he visited Rome to
assist in the council assembled to conalder
the state of the church in Americs, and
prepare for the plenary couucil held in
November and December, 1884, At this
memorable assembly Archbishop Gibbons
presided as Delegate Apostolic, and to hie
prudence, firmness, and foresight ia %o be
largely ascribed the unanimity and suc-
cess which attended its deliberations,
His Holiness could not have selected for
the red hat a prelate enjoying greater
esteem among all classes in the Ameriean
republic than the Most Rev. James Gib-
bone, Archbishop of Baltimore.

LONDON CATHOLIC SCHOOLS.
Last week the Catholic schools of Lon-
don were favored by a third official visit
from C. Donovan, Esq., M. A., Inspector of
Catholic Separate Schools for the Pro.
vinces of Ontario, Pupils and teachers
look forward with pleasurable anticipation
to Mr. Donovan's visits. The learned gen-
tleman combines, with official exactitude,
a suavity of manner that enhances his
usefulness, and facilitates the discharge
of his onerous duty, Mr. Donovan made
a very searching visit to our four schools :
St. Peter's, St, Mary's, 8t. Aloysius’,
(Sacred Heart) and St. Joseph’s (Mount
Hope), taking ample time to enquire
fully into the standing of the pupils, the
methods of teaching and governing and
the condition of bulldings, premises and
equipments, The average time spent
in each of the departments—twelve in
all—was half & day. The results,
on the whole, were highly gratifying,
both teachers and pupils doing their duty
faithfully and meeting with deserved suc-
cess, All the branches of the achool
course, & laid down by the Education
Department, were carefully treated during
the Inspector's visit, each in due order.
It is our pleasure to note that, besides
proficier.cy in secular learning, the pupils
of the London schools are well grounded
in Christian doctrine, ani that a healthy
religious tone pervades them all, Mr.
Donovan found the school location,
buildings and grounds among the most
creditable in Outario. At the close of
the visit, he expressed himsel better
satiefied than ever with the stand-
ing and success of London's Catholic
schools, Since his last visit, the splendid
new school of St. Aloyeius, built on the
Sacred Heart property and tronting on
Queen’s avenue, has been erected and
furnished at a cost of nearly $10,000, all
of which, with the exception of 1,000
granted by the Separate School Board,
was donated by the ladies of the Sacred
Heart themselvee. In solidity of con-
struction, in convenience of locatlon, in
completeness of interior arrangement and
equipment, St, Aloysiue’ school is not sur-
passed by any in the Province, The work
of Inspection over, Mr. Donovan held
meetings, of the religious engaged in
teaching, atthe Sacred Heart Convent and
at Mount Hope. At the latter there
were present ladies from St. Thomas and
Goderich, The meetings were very suc-
cesaful, each closing with a practical aad
exhaustive discousre on the meathod of
teaching, from the Inspector. We are
pleased to learn that a like meeting of
religious ladies engaged in teaching was
recently held in Amherstburg, and proved
quite successful.

GATINEAU VALLEY RAILWAY.

A writer in the Ottawa Free Press, signing
himself “Veritas,” discusses the delayed
construction of the Gatineau Valley Rail-
way in very plain terms. Every one
knows that there is inexcusable delay in
the carrying out of this important pro-
ject. Where or with whom the faalt?
“Veritas” answers :

“Whether the apathy regarding this
important work may be ascribed to the
management, we have no means of
determining, but from some inexplicahle
reason the work remains in statu
much to the detriment of the settlers of
the Gatineau valley., Several voyages to
Eagland and other places have been some-
what ostentatiously paraded before the
public in order to convey a false impres-
sion, but as faras can be ascertained have
been productive of no beneficial results to
the company, except the unquestionable
result of recuperating the shattered
energies of the president and enhancing
the price which he will ultimately demand
for his distinguished services.

The Gatineau Valley railroad company
is in & somewhat analogous porition to
that ancient mariner—Sinbad the Sailor
—in having an incubus on its shoulders,
which, if not speedily dislodged, will even-
tually cause disaster to the prcj:ct of
building & railroad through the Gatineau
valley. Some means should be devised
by which the company could be extricated
from its present dog-in-the-manger posi-
tion. If the president is the mauvais sujet,
he should be ruthlessly removed and
superceded by some gentleman possessing
both the will and the way to procure the
deslderatum essentially neccessary in all
such projscts—capital.”

Many railways, said Mr,
Ellard, had been built in districts of much
less importance than the Gatineau Valley,
with subsidies of little more than half the
amount that has been granted towards
that road. Resolutions were passed at
the meeting, calling upon the representa-
tives of the county to explain why the
road was not built, and declaring that the
people would suffer no further delay, It
is to be hoped that this energetic popular
action will compel the early construction
of a road s0 much required from a local
and even national standpoint.

Dublin.

Can anything be more ridiculous than
for the enemies of Ireland to say that the
National League is an illegal body ?

The police were stoned, and the
attitude of the mob was so0 t‘neltening
that the officers jumped into the river to
save their livee, arris, Sheeban and
Ryan were sentenced o three months’
imprisonment with bard labor, and secur-

The tenants
declared their utter inability to pay unless
a substantial abatement were given, and a
defence fund was established in view of
Mr, Sherlock’s taking measures to enforce
payment of the full rent.

Kerry.

The boycotting of Mr. Nicholas D'Arcy,
solicitor, Newcastle West, has led to some
complications in police circles. ' As the
shopkeepers of the town had refused to
sell provisions to Mr. D'Arcy, he got his
supplies through the police.  Some of the
constables demurred to this arrangement,
sud the matter was discussed in higher
quarters. Ultimately & notification was
wiven that any constable who chose
might object to Mr, D’Arcy being su
g:ied through the mess, and that he would

At the meeting of the city of Limerick
Branch of the National Lesgue, on Janu.

The pro-
ceedinge were conducted with the utmost
quietness, but the tenants, expecting the
untimely visit, had all the stock removed
from the farms and nothing of any value
was left behind to seize, Some twenty or
thirty people assembled and made merry
over the failure, bat there was not even
the semblance of a disturbance, The
police, who started at seven o'clock, re-
turned to town at nine, evidently dis-
gusted at being compelled to be a central
figure in such a ridiculous proceeding,

Donegal.
An unspeakably gloomy tale depicts
the relations of landlord and tenants in
West Donegal. It tells of rents increased
thirty-fold in the course of two genera
tion; of tenants plundered of the fruits
of their own industry; of starvation and
pauperism, and systematized eviction, Of
late the Land Courts have made feeble
attempts to check the rapacity of the
landlords and the landlords have done
their best to filch or to bully from their
tenants whatever poor benefits that
enactment brought them. In very many
cases the rents had been levied off the ten-
ants’ improvements, —every improve-
ment, however trifling, being conficcated
to the landlord by a corresponding in-
crease of rent,—have been reduced a third
or a fourth, But therelief came too late,
The people had been ciushed by long con-
tinued exactions; many of them were un-
able to go to the Land Court, and those
who would go, were left with reduced
rents, indeed, but without the means of
paying them. For years past they have
managed to eke outan existence upon the
proceeds of appeals to public charity, and
from the same source the landlords have
obtained their rents. Some of the latter
have reduced the extraction of rents, from
the compassicn of the Irish people, to
almost ecientific principles, They evict
an entire country side. The homeless
families cower under the shelter of rocks
and fences, with seaweed for food, with
the scantiest clothing, and with the “pinch
of hunger” gnawing at their vitals, The
workhouse 1s but a department of the
Rent Office. Appeals are made to the
charitable on behalf of the outcasts, money
is subscribed, the landlord gets his rent,
the solicitor his coste, the bailiffs their fees,
and then the wretched families are re-
stored their huts, A year passes by, and
the whole p ding is r d, The
contributions of those who are moved to

There were
altogether 422 tenants, The rental is
over £2,000 and the arrears amount to
about £8,000, or over four years’ rents,
The tenants had all signed sgreements for
jodicial rents, [n the course of his re-
marks Mr, Lynch said that “the holdings
are at an averasge about five acres each,
aud do not pay the rent, which is made
out of the Euvestmeu‘s wages.” Could
there be a plainer admission that more
money is paid for the use of theland than
the land earns? Could there be a plainer
admission that more money is squeez:d
out of the unfortunate tenants than in
justice they have any right to pay ? What
more striking proof of the essential evil
of landlordism was ever uttered by any of
its foes than this statement made in open
court by counsel? The state of affairs
thus revealed should bave the effect of
making every patriotic Irishman deter-
mined pever to rest until the country is
rid of the entire system of landlordism,

Not far from the picturesque little
villsge of Stranorlar, renowned as the
last resting place of Butt, the founder
ule movement, lies a calm,
placid sheet of water known to the peas.
antry as Loch Lawne, In its southern
side, about three feet from the pebbly
shore, is the famous Well of St. Brigid,
surrounded by a mound of small white
stones brought from almost every part of
Ulster, and surmounted by pieces ot linen,
sticks, and crutches, left by those who had
the happiness of being cured by its healing
waters, It has long been considered a
pious custom for the pilgrim on bis first
visit, to place three white stones on the
ever increasing mound.
In the year 18—, the concourse of pil-
grims being larger than usual, the owner
of the estate in which the lake is situated,
under pretence that his crops were in
danger of being destroyed, closed all in-
gress to the holy well. The peasantry
became excited ; threats were indulged in
by some; petitions were made by others,
but in vain. He was a man of gentle bat
by times (asin the present instance) of
stubborn manner, He knew no fear, and
threats as well as petitions were entirely
disregarded. For three months his hate
ful mandate was in force,
Oane morning, the inhabitants of Stran-
orlar awoke to find the following placard
on the trunk of a large beech-tree, long
used for public notices, It was signed by
the owner of the estate :
‘'‘FREE ACCESS TO ST. BRIGID'S WELL "
Many were the suppositions of the pious
villagers as to the cause of his relenting :
some said that his cattle were all dying;
others, that good St. Brigid had sent him
a warning from heaven, Be this as it
may, a great change had come over him;
his toleration was the wonder of all. Pil-
grims might trample his oats, break his
fences : he would only remark, “I will be
nothing the poorer.”

Sitting one evening b{x his blazing peat-
fire, many years after, he said to me: %I
will tell you an incident that happened
long years ago, You were then a mere
boy. One morning I found my fences
thrown into the lake. I became angry,
and, falsely suspecting the pilgrims, i
poured forth threats and curses against
them, and closed all ingress to the well ; I
even determined to drain it by means of
a channel connecting it with the lake.
To accomplish this epiteful work, I chose
a clear, moonlight night. Taking a gun
and spade, I set out by the shortest
route to the well. Judge of my surprise
on finding it illuminated as if by hundreds
of candles? Trembling, I aimed my gun,
and fired. Nota light was extinguished :
on the conmtrary, I seemed only to
have increased the biilliancy of the scene.
As I was pausing, not knowing whether to
proceed to the well or return home, I saw
a beautiful maiden rising, as it were from
the lake, attired in a long flowing white
robe, girded by a blue sash, On her breast
sparkled gems more dazzling than the
sun, Sheglided as I have seen swallows,
without touching the earth, and hovered
over the well. No doubt it was St. Brigid,
. I often think of calling on Father
C——, and joining the Catholic Church.”
